The complainant says that Hunter effect-
‘ed some insurance for him in a company
which really has no existence in fact, and
by a qlml}nﬂty in the names of companies
he was defrauded. "

The Story as Alleged.

The story of the alleged fraud dates bach
mearly a year. Hunter, it appears, was in
the haplt of effecting all the insurance for
the firm of James Coulter & Company,

Later
Coulter entered - into - partnershlp with

dames C. Harkness, under the firm name
Paper Box Company.

insurance in addition’to two policies al-
,ready placed with the Phoenix of Brooklyn

‘it is said, found it difficult to place ihe
additional insurance because of the hazard-
ous rigk. Arrangements were then made

glltce the insurance with a re#lable- vom-

ny. This was done and the policy was
sent ofi. to the Toronto Paper fox  Com: .
pany. The premium paid to Hunter was

$17.50, the specitic amount contained in
the charge.
2 A Fire Occurred.

me months ago the firin dissolved part-
-pership, and Harkness continued the lljﬁtuh
ness. He removed his factory from Ade-
laide-street to 120 West King-street, and
had the policies transferred. On Decem-
ber 22 last, a fire took place in the build-
ing occupied partly by Harkness and his
stock’ of paper boxes was badly damaged
by wager and smoke. Soon atter the fire
he wrote to the alleged insurance com-
pany to get his loss covered by the policy,
and received no auswer,

Claimed to Be an Agent.
Then,- it- is said, he called ona Hunter
and was told that he only acted as agent
in the transaction, and had nothing to do

with the payment of the insurance. Mr.
Harkuness recently paid a visit to New
York and called at a broker’s office. He

was. told the money would be forthcom-
ing allright and returned to Toronto. He
afterwards laid the charge.

The Policy in Question.

The policy .is now iu the hands of the
Crown and will be ‘put in evidence in the
Police Court to-day. It is alleged to have
been issued by the London FKire Office,
I:lm(‘tod, 28 Barton's Lane, Canning-street,
E, c., London, England. The firm name
of C. H. Haight « Company is litho-
graphed on the policy as being the man-
agers, and Ii. W. Aikins and J. Mont-
gomery Muir of New York as directors
for the United States.’

Hunter Bailed in $3000.

Hunter was seen last night at his home.
He said he was not surprised at the action
taken by the authorities.

ARTICLE IN THE NEW YORK SUN

Watchword for This New Party, the
g ! Writer Says, is “Canada
for Canadians.”

From The New York Sun.
Montreal, March 1.—As the discussion over

the failure of the Joint High Commission
to arrlve at any settlement procceds, the
more it reveals the growing dissatisfaction
with both the old political parties and their
leaders. It is Impossible to dignify with the
title of arguments the tu quoques which the
old party) journals are freely throwing at
each other, and from which the new gener-
ation of Canadians are turning in disgust.
The internal and externals affairs allke of
this country have been brought into such a
state of confusion that some Issue will have
to be fouud before very long if trouble is
to be averted. Yet, with all that is facing
them, the party leaders have ouly the o,
threadbare speeches with which to meet a
grave national emergency.

Both the old political parties in Canada
are disintegrating. 1 might go even fur-
ther, and say that one—the old Tory—is
disintegrated; the ogther—the Liberal—is In
process, The you‘nzer men of Canada, whose
carcers h: been blocked by the results of
Tory rule and subservience to alien influ-
ences, are looking about them, and are ap-
parently getting ready to strike out on new
lines for themselves and to form a new party

whose watchword willi be “Canada for Cana-
dians.”” This was to be expected after the
complete fallure of Sir Wiifrid Laurier to
respond to the high expectations’ he raised
throughout the country during the electorul
¢ampaign of 1806. It is true that many
then doubted whether the circumstances
would permit him to carry out in its integ-
rity the policy which he developed in lus
numerous aud highly-applauded speeches,
and there was an inclinadon to be charit-
able .toward his possible shortcomings, but
very 'few were prepared for the almost
c¢ynical abandonment by him of all efforts
1o carry out the pleages he made in order to
gain the pepular sutirage. Whether he saw
that any attempt to change the course of the
ship of State into a smoother channel would
be fruitiess,aud that the only chance to keep
steerage wauy on it was to accelerate the
speed througu tue rapius i whica Canaua
is now tossing, must be left to the ruture
to reveal. As things are it needs a skilful
hand to guide the country through the trou-
bled water iu which the adjournuent of tue
Joint High Commission has left if,

1t may be sald that the 'interest in- the
proposed meeting of the Commission in Au-
gust is purely academies - ‘f'he general ini-
pression is that it will not. meel again, cer-
tainly not under the same circumstances us’
| when it adjourited. The feeliug 18 that the
{ opportunity is now afforded Canada of tak-
ing entirely in hand the coitrol of its own
destiny. On this point I will quote a pass-
age from an article in the last number of
Livents, a vigorously written organ of the
young Nationalist party published in Otta-
wa. Speaking of the faiupe of*the Cowm-
misslon, it says:

__If a treaty could be concluded that
would be honorable and creditable to
both countries, one that would result
in mutual benefit and mutual respeci
on the part of the American and Cana-
dian peoples, it should be welcomed in
this country as a Dblessing and as the
earnest of an international friendship;
but there appears to be little hope of
such a treaty at present or in the near
future. Of course, it is almost treason
to express the opinion, but it Is more
than probable that a settlement would
be more casily reached could Canada go

Washington with her own free and

plenipofentiary credentials to arrange a

treaty. lven the Canadian people them-

selves or a goodly portion of them are
unduly jealous of their interests being

‘sacrificed on account of the well-known
and often-expressed desire of the Impe-
rial authorities to secure a greaty at any
cost.

This is a ‘fairly accurate statement of
Canadian feeling on the matter, as well
among French as among linglish-speaking
Canadians. One requires to . have lived
some time In this country to understand
how completely imperial considerations
have had precedence over colonial interests
of late years. 7The sacrifices that this pol-
icy has entailed have peen heavy, and the
people are no longer inclined even if they
were in a position to continue to make

hem. 1
Tg‘e wisest course for the Dritish Govern-
ment tfo pursue at this juncture would ap-
pear to be to come to some direct under-
stapding with the Canadian by which the
ter could treat independently with Wash-
ington, without the intervention of a third
party. The regrettable accident which has
deprived the, British Government of the
services and experience of Lor Herschell
affords the opportunity for a owing the
next meeting of the Commission, if it is 1o
take place, to be purely American-Cana-
dian delegation. Such an arrangement
would be very favorably considered on this
side of the boundary, and might avert con-
sequences which the too urgent insistence
of alien tutelage is not unlikely to pro-

duce.

The Automatic Conster.

The Automatic Coaster and: Brake, fit-
ted on Eclipse Bleycles, avolds the objec-
tionable features of the ordinary plunger
brake, gives a wheelman full conmand of
his mmount -on the steepest hills, and also
enables him to hold his pedals stationary
for the purpose of coasting. The mechan-
jsm consists of a friction clutch on the vear
hub, another clutch on the left erank, and
a spoon brake controlled by the latter.

This device has been
sold largély during the past season, and is
pronounced by experts to be perfect in its
operation, and old riders who have tried it
are enthusiastic in their praise, and claim
it adds greatly to the pleasure of cycling,
as well as giving an element of safety which
has hitherto been lacking.

Was Placed Under a Watch.,

Griffin locked his man up in a room In
the Town Hall, and in the evening turned
bim over to Arthur Yeomans. ‘eomahs
was told to watch Fralick closely.

About 5.30 o’clock this morning, Yeomans
says, Fralick suddenly opened a window
and jumped to the ground. He ran down
the railroad track to the river with Yeo-
mans in hot pursuit. The insane man was
fleet of foot,and when the bank was reach
ed, and before his pursuer could overtake
him, Yeomans says, he made a leap into
the water and disappeared. There was no
fce In the river at the time. The body
has not been recovered.

Mother Lives Near Ottawa.

Fralick’s mother, his only near relative,
lives pear Ottawa. He has distant rela-
tions at St. Catharinés. He left his home,
pear Ottawa, about two months ago, and
has been working at his trade since then
at PRochester.

When arrested Fralick had considerable
money in his possession.

married to-morrow to Carrie Taylor of
Glenwood-avenue, this city. She went to
school with him at Ottawa, Ont, many
years ago.

PASSENGER TRAIN RAN “WILD.”

Ei1gineer Was Badly Hurt and the
Fireman Stopped the Train

| Just in Time,

New York, March 3.—A Croton local on
the Hudson River division of the New
York Central Railroad was delayed a
short time at Hastings last night by a hot
box on the second car. When it pulled out
of Hastings for Glenwood the fireman,
John Nelson, looked ahead at the cab and
saw that his engineer, John Grier, had his
head out of the cab window. He thought
nothing of this until the train sped past
the Glenwood station toward Yonkers
without the engineer making any attempt
to bring the train to a stop.

As Glenwood was a regular ltor, the
fireman left his post and worked his way
along the footboard to the engineer’s cab.

He found Grier's body half out of his open
window. The back of his head was crush-

ed and his face was covered with blood.”

Nelson succeeded in stopping the train
just as it passed the Yonkers station.

The engineer was sent to St. Joseph's
Hospital. M. H. Foy sald that, In his
opinion, Grier had been hit by a signal
post.

In one set, the figures were minus cer-
tain incidental figures in the cost of mak-
ing the machines, such, for Instance, as
drawings, ete, In the other, these figures
were all taken into’ account, for it was
the price, plus the figures in the other in-
volce, that The Ontario Radiator Com-
pany paid the manufacturers in Cleveland
for the machines. The invoice presented
to the Customs authorities when the entry
was made was not the latter.

The difference in . the cost of the

BOGUS PROTECTION TO POLICY-
HOLDERS,

At the end of a long article, which
seems to have been designed to obscure
rather than to make known the views of
The Globe on the question of the repre-
sentation of policy-holders in life insurance
companles, that = newspaper advises policy-
holders to put thelr faith in the managers
of the companjes, rather than in any
protective measures which Parllament may
enact. If the article means anything at all,
it means that The Globe s not in favor of
giving the policy-holders any such repre-
sentation as’ will enable them to exercise
an . effective control over funds' which are
practically thelr own. That a [few
thousand dollars of capltal  shouid
have  absolute control  over many
million dollars of assets 80
fncongruous that the sharebolders themn-
selves admit that a change in our life in-
surance system is desirable. But while they
admit this principle they are opposed to
any legislation that will make It effective.
It the policy-holders are entitled to repre-
sentation the Government should surely
provide the machinery for enabling  them
to avail themselves of such representation.
It is both unjust and {nconsistent to glve
the policy-holders votes without also con-
ferring on them the right to use those
votes by proxy.

It seems to us that the directors of the
companies who propose this absurd legisla-
ticn are trying to hood-wink the public
and that The Globe is prepared to par-
ticipate In the fraud. We find.from the re-
terns of 1807 that there were 168,492 poli
cies in.force at the end of that year in the
exclusively Canadian companies, As somé
pelicy-holders have more than ome policy,
this number does not represent the actual
number of pollcyj;olden. Allowing for
duplicates, there must be at least 125,000
policy-holders connected with the exclusive-
ly Canadlan companies. The policy-holders
constitute the very best class in the com-
munity. If we were asked to select the
best 125,000 people in Canada we would not
be far wrong if we limited our choice
to thesé individuals. The assets of the
companies in which these policies are. car-
ried amounted to over forty-three mililon
dollars in 1897, while the pald-up capita!
of these companies would mnot aggregate
one and 'a half million dollars. The advice
which The Globe gives to these 125,000
representative citizens of Canada is that
they should not look to any protection
from Parliament, but that they should
scrutinize the managers of the companies,

It is quite evident what kind of legisla-
tion the companies will endeavor to ob-
tain at Ottawag, and it is quite evident
that The Globe proposes to support the
ccmpanies. What they . will propose 1s
that the policy-holders should have votes
according to the value of their policies,
put "that they should not be allowed to
exercise their votes excepl iu perSON. it

is

1this'is the kind of legislation that is go-

ing to be enacted, It will be absolutely use-
less to secure the protection svuglt. ‘Some
of the companies already allow their
poliey-holders representation of , this kind,
but’experience proves that the policy-hold-
ers have really no representation, and no
protection whatever. The policy-holders in
such a company as the Canada Life live
all over the Dominion. It would cost half
a million dollars to bring them together
at an annual meeting, and it would take
‘a hall ten times as large as massey Hall
to seat them. If ever there was a case
'where vote by’ proxy should be allowgd
it is in such a case as this. The men wWho
have taken out insurance policies to pro-
vide for their families after their death aré
not the ones who will place their proxies
{n the hands of irresponsible scheers. It
they delegate their votes to any m&:vldunl,
it will be with a full confidence that the
proxies representing those votes will be
used to the best interests of thgmselves
and of their fellow-policy-holders. Unless
adequate provision 18 made for enabling
policy-holders to take advantage of their
representation by proxies, the proposed lcf;-
islation will be both ineffectual and dis-
honest. But this is the kind of lczlsln’tleu
that the companies propose and that The
dorses.

TY ON FUEL OIL.

As f:'H: Il)?Jlstlble we should dlscourngc
the. importation of products ot all kinds
from the United States, or, for that -
ter, from any other country. But a P‘l":
tection policy does not necessarily imply
that we should impose high dutles on all
fmported articles indiscriminately.
‘United States is the greatest protectionist
country in the world, yet its tariff has many
articles on the free list. These articles are
principally those that cannot be and are
not produced within the United States.
Canada cannot do better than accept the
United States tariff as a model upon which
to make its own. As the United States ad-
mits free of duty such raw products as that
country does not possess or is deficient in,
so Canada should do likewlise. If it is a
fact that this country does not produce suf-
ficient fuel oil for the necessities of manu-
facture, fuel oil should be placed on the free
list. Whatever duty is lost by placing fuel
oil on the free list should be more than
made up by increasing the duty on such ar-
ticles as we import, but which can be made
economically in Canada. In shaping our
policy towards the United States we must
never lose sight of the fact that we are
now importing from that country to the
amount of $00,000,000 a year. The larger
part of this great volume of trade could be
kept within the country if the tariff were
arranged with that end in view, The only
argument which the Americans will listen
to is one which hits their pockets. If Can-
ada reduces the 90 milllens of imports from
the United States to one-half that sun,
then and then only will that country treat
us with respect and ecivility. But while we
advocate a vigorous policy of exclusion we
do not belleve in hurting ourselves to spite
our neighbors. Let American fuel oil come
into Canada free, say we, but at the same

Taking imports and exports together,
Canada in 1889 ranked fourth in commer-
cial impartance, and also fourth in respect
of exports alone. In 1808 she still® ranks
fourth in respect of imports and exports com-
bined, but in exports alone holds the third
place, having largely outstripped France
as a purchaser of United States merchan-
dise. The exports to Canada in 1898 form
8 per cent. of the whole exports of the
United States. While Canada during the
last ten years has increased its purchases
from the United States three-fold, the lat-
ter's purchases from Canada have barely
maintained their own, The figures for ex-
ports and imports in 1889 show that under
a fair tariff the resources of Canada en-
abled it to balance its imports from the
United States by exports to the same
amount. The McKinley and Dingley tariffs
were evidently framed to exclude Cana-
dian products. If this'bad not been the de-
sign, why was Capada excluded from the
operation of the Blaine reclprocity policy?
Reclprocity was offered to all South Am-
erica, whose purchases from the United
States were hardly equal to those of Can-
ada, while thelr sales to the United States
amounted to 93 million dollars, as compar-
ed with 39 millions by Canada. Why .was
reciprocity offered to Cuba, whose pur-
chases from the United States were only
12 million dollars, as compared with sales
to that country of 56 million dollars? It
is not difficult to find the answer. United
States politicians saw what an influential

party in Canada was preaching with soch

effect the doctrine of dependence on the
former country for prosperity, and that
the party in power in Canada had not nerve
enough tp adopt vigorous reprisals.

Recriminations are useless. The question
is as to what should be dome. It is impos-
gible to continue the practice of procrastin-
ation, and, as the result -of the Interna-.
tional Commission shows, it Is useless to
attempt the policy of coneiliation, Can-
ada has an immense. volume of resources
and products of kinds that will not admit
of profitable export to Europe. If United
States manufacturers and Its gopulutlon
generally are to be prohibited by hostile
tariffs from the use of these products, then
Canada must shut out United States manu-
factures, and by the multiplication of its
manufacturing population create perhaps
even a better home market for its resources
than could be found in the United States,
even under a liberal tariff.

HIS HOLINESS IS DOING WELL

»

And is the Most Cheerful Among
Those in Vatican Circles—
Latest Bulletin,

Rome, March 8.—The following bulletin
was Issued at 9 o’'clock this morning:

““The Pope passed a quiet night, so that
the patient was able to comply with the
desire  of his physicians and not change
his position. His natural functions.are
normal, and his general condition is good.

“When the bandages were removed it
was found that the wound. was healing,
and taking its regular course.

“The Pope takes food easily, and digests
sufficient nourishment,

. “His temperature is 37 centigrade, res-
piration 22, and pulse 70.”

Dr. Lapponi, in an interview ‘to-day, is
quoted as saying he thought the operation
would perhaps be advantageous to the
Pope’s health, and prolong his life beyoud
thg age he would have reached the
operation had not been performed.

ANNIVERSARY OF CORONATION.

Elaborate Ceremonies  Had Been
Planned, But Did Not Take Place.

Rome, March 3.—To-day is the anniver-
sary of the Pope’s coronation, which took
place March 3, 1878. Elaborate ceremonies
and fetes had been planned for the oc-
casion, but as was the case with the
birthday festivities, dyesterday, these have
been abandoned, and “the day Is marked
with ‘a general feeling of gloom and sus-
pense -over the Pope's condition.

The most cheerful man In Rome is the
Pontiff bimself. He converses in almost a
jovial vein with those at the bedside, and
insists on seeing all the bulletins posted by
his physiclans, These are, therefore, made
as optimistic as possible.

The danger of blood polisoning, resulting
from the operation, is passed, but the in-
cigion made to remove the cyst has not
yet healed. :

The large square in front of St. Peter's
and the entrance of the Vatican are thropg-
ed with people, anxious for news of the
Pope’s condition.

Getting on Nicely.

Rome, March 3.—The following bulletin
was issued at 6 o’clock this evening:

“The Pope has passed a very good day,
and does not complain of any paif, e
says he feels very well. His temperature
is 08.6, pulse 72 and respiration 22.”"

The doctors add that the Pontiff’s mental
and physical condition is excellent.

The papal secretary of state, Cardinal
Rampolla, has sent a letter to the high
prelates residing in Rome, in which he

says:

“I hasten to notify you that to-day thé
state of the Holy Father is completely
satisfactory.”
