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WORSE. 'THAN CONMEE ACT.
.Th)e (‘,‘onmoe Act is one of the meost
fniquitous pieces of legislation ever
placed on the Ontario statute books, but
it does not appear to represent the lmit
of what the provincial legislature is
prepared to do in behalf of franchise=
holding corporations. Under the terms
of the Conmee bill a municipality be=
Yfore organizing a municipal eleciric
light or power system must take ova:r
the existing plant at a valuation fixed
by arbitrdtors. The decislon rendered
by the private bills committee yester=-
day goes even farther. It denies a muni-
cipality the right to take over and oper-
ate one sysiem of lighting without first
buying out the interesim of a different

system of lighting.

The Town of Perth asked for power to
buy out the Perth Electric Light Com-~
pany. This the committe> refused to
grant, on the ground that the interes's
of the Canadian Eieetric and Water
Power Company would be adversely af~
fected. It wag pointed out hy Mayor
Stewart that the plant which the muni-
cipality desired do take over would
use the arc system, while the other com=
pany supplied imcandescent lights only.
But because the town would not agre2
to Himit the operation of the system to
streets and public buildings, its bill was
thrown out. Attornz2y-General Gibson
made it clear that the Town of Perth
could secure the desired legislation only
by buying out the system of the Cana-
dian Electric and Pewer Company, vai~
ued at $115,000. . The demands of the

latter company were nothing ghort of a !

Lold-up, and the private hills commit=
tee made itself a party to the hold-up,
It i® not easy to see where these re-
straints Imposed on municipa’ities anx~
ious to control their own public utililies
“are going to end. Competition of any
‘Wind, provided it comes from a muni~
‘cipality, is forbidden. On the princi=
ple laid down by Attorney-General Gib=
£on, and sustained by a majority of the
committee, a municipality would not
be permitted to establish an electric
lighting system without buying out a
gas or street lamp system that happe ed
to be controlied by a private company.

No effort should be sparel to hing
about the repeal of the Conmee Act,
which is the first step towards the
establishment of municipal freedom in
the control of public utilities,

A SIGNIFICANT RETIRAL.

That-another era is opening fcr the
Liberal party in Great Britain is b~
coming increasingiy evident, One by oae
the officers of the old guard have drop-
ped out, and when Sir William Verno-
Harcourt, with the passing of this par=
liament, also quits for the last time the
housge in which he has for upwards of
thirty vears been a prominent figure,
the last of them will have gone. Altho
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timely frost. For these chances only
come once, and if an untowarq fate in-
tervenes, the lost opportunity seldom if
ever returns. But on the rock of Jir
Willlam’s blighted hopes the admini=
stration of Lor# Rosbery, harassed by

voiced by Lord Lansdowne is altogether
for peace—to prevent the Russian-Ja=
panese war spreading into a general
conflagration, invoilving =everal other
powers. To this end Lord Lansdowr=e
has been working along with Mr. Hay,
the foreign secretary c¢f the United
States, and with Mr. Delcasse, the
French minister. It is many a yeav
since o good an under:tanding exist-
e1 between the people of England ard
France. King Edward is also an active
worker for peace. The war lord of
Germany seems to Pbe ‘the uneertain
gentleman, He's looking for an oppor-
tunity to extend his empire, and he will
seize one if it comes, no matter what
it may entaile China is the other nun-
certain factor. Not that the Chinese
are looking for 'war, but that they
too may see an opportunity for some
move for their own advantage and
may also seize it.

THE PATRON PLATFORM,

What became of the Patron movement,
and did it accomplish anything? Tt
us run over the platform Trepub’ished
in The World yesterday- The first plank
is British eonnéction; this, we suppose,
would he accepted by all parties.

It refuses to carry out the pro-
vision of its agreement, which gives the
clty engineer authority to say what is
and what is mot an adequats service,
The city's first decisive move should
therefore be to find out whether the
provision in question is so much empty
language or a binding obligation which
the company can be forced to obey.
Strange to say, the walidity of the
agreement has never been tested in the
courts. On some pretext or other the
question is shelved when it {s narrowed
down to the alternative of giving the
Street Railway Company its way or
resorting to litigation. “The people are
tired of this method of dealing with
the Street Railway Company. They
are tired of the everlasting talk in tha
city council] about making the Street
Railway (fompany live up to its agree~
ment when no practical effort is made
to bring the question to a final issue.
That the company fears an appeal to
the court is apparent from its willing-
nesd to negotiate when confronted with
its failure to carry out its obligations to
the city.

The city council should ocease nego=
tiations with the Stret Railway Com=
pany and ascertain its rights by an
appeal to the courts. If the city engi~-
neer insists upon c¢bscuring the izenz
by demanding the opening up of new !
routes, then it will become the duty nr]
the city council to deal with the clty |
enginzer.- Mr, Rust's first duty is to:
draft a time-table under which cfti=|
zens will be provided with seats. If
the company refuses to be governed
by that time-table the city council
shou’d at once proceed to the courts
and find out whether or not the com=-
pany is privileged to violate its agree-
ment. Mr. Rust must know that if he
cammot force the company to put in
operation a sufficient number of cars
he cannot compel them to open up new
routes. 'The question is no longer one
for negotiation. A long period of negn=
tiation has brought no relief to the city,
and the woret that can happen the
city's case in the courts cannot aggra-
vatz existing conditions,

A UNIVERSITY NECESSITY.

The representatives of the University
of Toronto are asking the Ontario gov-
ernment to make- provision for a new
building for a physical laboratory.
The department of physics is one of
great and general importance, and a
thoro grasp of its principles is necas-
sary in all phases of medical, mechani=
cal, electrical and optical investigation.
The depantment provides instruction to
students in arts, medicine, engineering,
dentistry and household science. The
lecture room accommodation is now
quite inadequate. (Theré are four
classes, of from 18) to 260 students,
while there are seats for only 133.
The number of students to be provid-
ed for in the laboratories is 403, and
{it has been necessary to resont to all
kinds of shifts, including the use of
four rooms in the basement.

Washington, March 3-—Attorneys for
the protestants in the Smoot Investi-
gation to-day said the yexpected to
prove that ‘the defendant is assoeciat=d
with a hierarchy which practices poly-
gamy and connives at violations of the

law and that his very vote as a sena-
tor of the United States is subject to
the wish and command of the Mormon
Church. ‘President Joseph Smith con-
fessed that he himself had continued
to cohabit with his plural family
since the manifesto of 1890, and that
he realized fully that he was violating
state laws. President Smith also testi-
fied that Reed Smoot had to get the
consent of hig associated apostles in

“the church before he could become'a

candidate for_senator.

The confession of President Smith
mas the sensation of the proceedings
to-day before 'the senate committee on
privileges and  elections. Mr. Smith
sald that the manifesto of 1890 had
left him and others- with plural famil-
jes in the unfortundte situation of be-
ing compelled to defy the law or de-
gert their fumlilies. For himself he nnd
preferred to ‘‘take chances with ihe
law,” rather than to disgrace himself
and degrade his family by abandoning
bhis wives and the children they had
borne him. He admltted that he had

had children by all of his five wivss |
since the manifesto .and said he had |

acknowledged. them openly without
interference or disturbance from the
people of Utah, whom he characteriz=
ed as liberal. and broadminded. “The
defence will take the witness to-mor-
row.

Province Paid $23,000 for 235 Acres
of Bog Land Added to London
. Asylum Grounds.

The legislature spent the grenter
part of yesterday aftennoon discussing
the estimates. A lvely debate was
indulged in when the items for main-
tenance of public institutions weré
under review. Mr. Hanna precipitat-
ed the discussion by questioning the
value of the farm land added to the
London asylum grounds last year. ¥or
the 230 acres the province paid $23,-
000. It was shown that the propesty
had been under rental for a number
of years at $300 a year, and by an
arithmetical problem the opposition
were able to show that the Xa‘-%e owrtlf;‘
of the property would be paid pre
well if t?e sold it for $13,000 or $15,000.
Moreover, Mr. Beck, who has followed
the hounds on many an occasion over
the very spot, was able to show that
the land is sand and bog and worth at
the most half what was given for it.
Two or three of the ministers rushsd
to defend the deal, but they were pretiy
fairly cornered by the critics.

Mr. Hoyle, who is training for the
control of educational affairs, had a
hard question for the minister of edu-
cation when the estimates of that Jde=
partment were looked over. The pro-
vince assisted a summer school at
{ Norway Beach, and Mr. Hoyle's query
| concerned the location on the map of
Norway Beach. Mr. Harcourt admit-
ted he wus not posted, but the member,
for North Ontario subsequently made
ithe discovery that it is in the Counly
of Pontiac, Que.

Opening a New Street.
The Manning propérty on both sides
of Palmerston-avenue from College to’
Bloor-street. is now heing placed on the
market for building purposes. A large
number of lots have already been sold
by the Manning estate at $25 per foot
frontage, but the price has now gone
up to $30. The avenue will be opened
thru to Bloor-street and an asphilt
pavement laid at a cost of $7500- On
each - side of the rfoadway there will
be left a wide boulevard, and concrete
';Vﬂtlks will be constructed at a later
ate.

Commissioner Jones Doing All He Can
to Avoid Danger Which
Threatens,

Street Commissioner Jones at 1 o’clock
yesterday morning wrapped up his tele-
phone bell carefully and endeavored to
get some sleep after listening for soma
hours to complaints of various natures,
to which he was unable to attend.

LOYALTY OF FRENCH-CANADIAN.

Doubt Does Not Exist Here.

The Empire Club moved  into Mec=
Conkey’s banquet hall yesterday, in an-

bled to hear Hon, L. P. Brodeur, min-
ister of inland revenue. Mr, Brodeur
did not touch on anything very uovel,
but there is a great charm about the
speech of one who has to choose his
language in an unfamiliar tongue, and
whose quaint phrasing and unwontzd
accentuation give singular force ani
freshness to thoughts which stir us
less in household words.

* 'Mr. Brodeur proclaimed the grandeur
and nobility of real patriotism. The
history of the country in revolution
times, in 1812, and still later in. the
Scuth Africa crisis proved the loy-
alty of the French-Canadian to British
connection. In 1849, when there had
been signed an annexation manifesto,
which” had -become ihistoricaly the
names of French~Canadians _hereon
were as few as those of English-speak=
ing Canadians were numerous.

“As the grandson of one of the pa-
triotic 'Canadians, whose ‘life went out
on the field, contending for our con-
stitutional rights, the crown and the
empire have mo more loyal son than I
am.”

Mr. Brodeur desired that his com-
patriots should not be judged by the
ill-advised writings on phrases or
speeches of some among.them, just as
he hoped they would not judge the
people of Ontario by what might he
published by inresponsible newspapers
or said by inresponsible persons., He
wished to see all the quarreling about
“loyalty” ended, and a more practical
test of its existence given in the union
of all creeds and races in one grand ef-
fort for the development and -progress
of the Dominion.

“Yes, 1 would take it 4n im stretches,”
replied Commissioner Fleming to an enquiry

for his opinion, “but I do not believe in
taking in small portious of it at a time,
as such a policy is decidedly disadvantage:
ous to the city. -When a certain section 13

avenue, and take in Litue York and East
Toronto and any other municipality that
might care to come in. There would be
some question about Toronte Juuction, on

the town, but even there I understand
there is considerable sentlment in favor of
being anncxsed to Toronte.

To Prevent Suburbs Growing.

<Apother thisg that I would prevent is
ihe growijug up of suburbs just outside ihe
city Hmits, ‘There {8 now a large nummber
of pecple who are enjoyling the advantag:
of street cars to thear doors, pavements,
sjidewalks and other —improvements for
which the citizens sre paying or have paid.
In n.any cages they have the cigy water
service, and while they pay a high price
for 4t, it is ‘but a trifle compared with the
wmany benefits they recejve from the eity.
To stop the growth of these suburbs 1
wonld not allow any street railway hnes to
be huilt within at least a qaavter of a mile
of the city lHmits, so that the rexider on
the outskirts would bave a ) dis-
tance to walk to reach thejr homes, instead
of being carried to their doors. In this
respect they would not be worse off than

anucxed, there js an uuoearned increment
constantly aceruing to the propetry just
ouvtside the Hmits, and it continually” in-
creases in value, withont the owner giv-
ing anything to the city in return. If the
city would take in a large block instead
of a thickly populated district, the pro-
perty would gradually become more valu-
able, and, by the time it wag populated,
the city would be ready to take in another
coneession.

Would Solve Railway Problem.

“I believe the city limits should he ex-
tended in all directions,. for several rea-
sons. In the first instance, it wonld solve
the street railway problem, It wouldegpre-
veut the outslde municipalities from grant-
ing franchises to street rallway companies

inslde the Hmits' and thus avoid compli-
cations such ag have arisenm on Yonge-
gtreet, in connection with the preseut reoads,
The Toronto ang Mim'co Rallway naw has
renning rights on one snd half miles of
the city's streets, and thus the people are
unable to get the King and Queen-street
lines ertended to the western city limita,
and, accordingly, must pay two fares. The
same condition of affairs prevails on the
Kingston-read,
