HAMILTON CAMPHIGN

Worst Calamity That Could Befall
Ontario Would Be Indifferent
Public Opinion.

HAMILTON, Jan. 3.—(Special). — A
public meeting in the interests of cheap
power campaign was held in Associa-
tion Hall to-night, and was addressed
by W, F. Maclean, M.P., and P. W.
Ellis, Niagara Falls Park Commis-
sioner. ) Mayor Stewart presided. Mr.
Ellis made a strong appeal for sup-
port for the bylaw on Monday next,
remarking that the worst calamity
tth could befall Ontario would be an
indifferent public opinion on the ques-
tion of Niagara power. ' Z

Mr. Maclean, the first speaker, be-
lieved the bylaw would be carried on
Monday next wherever the peoplewere
voting on it. The issue at this time

was the difference between the prin-
ciple of public ownership and the prin-
ciple of private ownership and over-
capitalization. Where there was pub-
lic ownership the idea was to give the
best service to the public, while un-
der private ownership the’ only idea
was profit for the shareholders. Pub-
lic ownership mean equality of treat-
ment, while he ventured to say that
the Cataract Power Company had 20
kinds of rates for rich and poor.

The great evil of private ownership
was overcapitalization. The New
York tractions were capitalized at
$600,000,000, while the investment was
not more -than $50,000,000. In Hamil-
ton the Cataract had formed a' $25.~
000,000 merger on an inpvestment of
$5,00,000. The people should see that
the great storehouse of electrical en-
ergy at Niagara Falls should not be
controlled by monopolists.

Mayor Stewart said the council had
done its duty in trying to plac eHamil-
ton in a favorable position with re-
gards Niagara power. If the people
voted down the bylaw on Monday he
was able to say that Toronto would
receive Niagara power at from $6 to
$10 a horsepower cheaper than Hamil-

ton.

P. W. Ellis said he believed that the
railway companies in . this district
could utilize all the electrical power
available at the Falls, and at one-
third the cost of steam-produced pow-
er. The importance to Hamlilton of
cheaper freights was not to be esti-
mated, and he predicted that in the
near future the raflways would avalil
themselves of this great boon.

Ned Hanlan’s career may be said to
have closed on that Aug. 16, on the Para-
matta, tho he did row several races, con-
tinuing as late as 189, when he beat
Hackett and incidentally won seven races
of all kinds that year.

Ned Hanlan's home 6n Beverlev-street.
which the citizens of Toronto predented
him with on his first return from Eng-
iand, is filled with trophies and souvenirs
won by this brilliant oarsman during his
career.

MANITOBA TELEPHONE SERVICE.

To Premier Roblin and the Conserva-
tive Governument of Manitoba belongs
the honor of establishing the first com-
plete system of publicly oWned and
operated telephones in North America.
| After, the strong endorsement of' its
policy given by the electorate the gov-
ernment proceedeéd with the installation
of a competitlve service to the Bell
Company, and once its determination
was made apparent the company threw
up the sponge. As the final result of
the recent negotiations the Manitoba
Government acquires the whole plant
and business of the company at the
price of $8,300,000, payable by provincial
bonds issued at par, with a currency of
forty years and bearing four per cent.
interest, A ‘yearly charge ‘of less than
$200,000 will therefore suffice to pay
the interest on the purchase price and
provide a sinking fund for the redemp-
tion of the bond issue.

From an article published by The
Manitoba Free Press it appears that
the capital investment of the company
in Manitoba in February, 1906, its real
_estate and the cost of new work during
1908 were about $2,500,000. An alterna-
tive method, based on the number of
present subscribers at the average cost
of 'installation, shows the 14,000 tele-
phones now in vse to be worth $2,100,-
000, which, added to the cost of the
Icng-distance and rural lines, at the
average ‘rate per mile, gives approxi-
mately $8,087,500 as the value of the
Bell system in Manritoba at this date.
A detailed statement of the value plac-
ed by the government on the system
will not be given out until submitted
to the legislature, but an exhaustive
report was made by Mr.-O. F. French
for the government before the bargain
was completed. Premier Roblin ook
occasion in the interview had with him
by a Free Press representative to deny
that the government system will be
handed over to another private com-
pany to operate. There will, he said,
be no other private telephone company
chartered in Manitoba as long as this
governmernt is in power.

The rates presently charged by the
Bell Company in Manitoba varied from
$50 and 330 in Winnipeg to $24 and $18
in rural exchanges. Farmers as a rule
paid $24 for business telephones. Ac-
cording to Mr. Dugger, the government
engineer, telephones could .be supplied
under a provincial system for $1 a
month and “it is further possible,” he
is reported to have said, “to give tele-
phone service to the residents of the
towns and cities at the same rate.” He
also indicated that a long-distance ser-
vice might bé giverr “at a rate not ex-
ceeding Y% per cent. per mile for a three-
minute “conversation.” If a good rser-
vice can be given at anything like these
rates, the people of Manitoba will have
no reason to regret the action of the

Robinette. as to his-right to the ti.tle
Fellow of the Royal Horticultural So-
ciéty of England, Jordan said he had
earned ‘it bys developing a new chrys-
anthemum. He had. been unable to
continue the annual fee of $25.

Mr. Robinette exhibited a cablegram
saying Jordan was not on the books
of the society. Judge Winchester. re-
marked that this had been explained,
and the lawyer said, “Do you mean,
yoar honor, that you believe such evi-
dence, a whtness like that?”’ » His
honor said he did believe.

Mr. Robinette then questioned Jor-
dan as to his work for “the Six Hos-
pitals” in Liverpool. Witness said he
didn’t understand. and asked for par-
ticulars, and the judge said the law-
yer should give them. Mr. Robinette
contented himself with producing an-
other cablegram to say that the eight
hospitals in Liverpool had no trace
of Jordan within the past two years,
and Jordan replfed that he had been
in Canada since 1902. He had worked
under Secretary Lionel Jones; who will
be asked by cable for corroboration.

Mr. Robinette also sought to how
that Jordan had been discharged -from
employment in Ottawa and hdd tried
to make trouble by saying Protestant
funds were used in Catholic Institu-
tions.
