CANADIAN CORPS HEADQUAR-
TERS IN FRANCE, via London, July
14,—~There was a noticeable diminu-
tfon in the volume of hostile artillery
duels in the last few days on the Ca-
nadian front. Only one severe bom-
bardment was directed upon our posi-
tions. Starting at 7.80 o'clock in the
evening, it continued until ten with
exceptional violence. Our heavy and
field batteries responded with the
greatest vigor and under the concen-
trated weight of their fire the hostile
guns were eventually silenced.

ghell German Lines.

Our artillery, on many occasions,
shelled the German lines. Enemy
machine gun emplacéements, observa-
tion posts and strong points were dam-
aged and in some instances destroy-
ed, Numerous hostile working parties
were also dispersed.

Our battalions in the front lines dis-
played particular activity. A dally
toll of victims was claimed by our
snipers. By night and by day our
machine guns harrased the enemy
«nd hampered his efforts to strengthen

According to the correspondents the
British suffered, comparatively small
losses in the day’'s fighting.

The positions gained today leave the
GGermans seriously threatened at
Posieres on the main road from Albert
to Bapaume, while possession of the
territory around Longueval brings the
British advance into line with the
French at Hardecourt.

what had been the German stronghold
half an hour or an hour before were
burning red patches, spread with the
sparks of Roman candles. This method
of communication is a difficult part
of the business of directing an army
under cover of darkn:ss.
Airmen Busy at Dawn.

At the first flush of dawn the first
British aeroplane came humming from
its aerodrome toward the German
lines, and the sausage observation bal-
loons rose together into the air in a
vague scene of oblong and grotesqne
monitors. Out of the blanket wheore
the guns were flashing rose the wiite
slashes of the maze of old German
trenches, the ribbons were roads and
finally the dark masses became Ma-
metz and other now famous woods and
the gaunt finger points the trunks o
trees, which had shaded the highways,
but weréd now denuded of limbs by the
shell fire.

Gained the Ridge.

While the smoke barrages from the
British lines ‘were carried by winds
and the shells made other points of the
line indistinct, the ridge of Longueval,
where the British burrowed forward
against commanding positions ornd a
stubborn, cunnin gand brave foe, were
seen distinctly to be in their posses-
sion. More lines of troops were mov-
ing thru the German curtains of shell
fire to the support of thosg who had
gained the hotly desired summit and
were now looking down hill where the
German guns are hidden and with the
Bapaume ridge in the distance, Behind
them all was the organization which
had plotted the action of the army, and
back of those were battalions awaiting
their orders.

A sergeant of artillery, of the typi-
cal ruddy-faced “John Bull” type, sit-
ting stiff on his horse after a sleepless
night directing the columns of cais-
sons, hurrying up ammunition to tha
greedy guns, called out, “Mind your
wheel horse. Now altogether like I
taught you to do.,” The wheels with
their padded and’ noiseless axles went
up the embankment with every rider
urging his straining mount.

FRANCE ADHERES TO

on Maritime International
Law Interpretation.

PARIS~—The French Government,
following the example of Great Britain,
has abandoned the Declaration of
London as an interpretation of mari-
time international law., A decree to
that effect appears in this morning’s
official journal, :

The Passing of the Home

Current Opinion for July assembles
some curjous views by W. L. George oB
the passing of the “Anglo-Saxon
Home. That the home is falling
down Mr. George attributes to the re-
volt of woman who now jooks upon the
bhome not as a fortress but as a jail
.Everything that savors of revolt has
been blamed on woman since the days
of Adam, and there {g room for the
contention that men as a rule are more
conservative. ’

The home, we take it for granted, is
peculiarly an Anglo-Saxon {nstitution.
English writers never weary of telling
the French language has no
equivalent for the English word
“home.” Spaniards, Norwegians and
Americans, not to speak of the um-
speakable Germans, are supposed to
be without that ingtitution, Yet, pos-
sibly, nowhere did the home idea s0
develop as on this North American con-
tinent. Nowhere can that ideal so flow-
er to perfection as in a pioneer country,
where there is land for every man who
is willing to till it; where rude plenty
and the good will of the community
assures every newly-marnried couple of
a “settin’ out”; where neither great
wealth nor poverty abounds; where
class distinctions are practically un-
known, and where every family 18 &
gelf-sustained unit esseritial to the
commonwealth, Home life in the
best sense of the word must disappear
among the very Door. As for the
very rich we all console vurselves with
the reflection that they never taste the
real joys of life.

It is the ordinary home of the or-
dinary man that Mr. George thinks is
bound to disappear. He says that
years ago the wife had to sew, bake
and brew. Now she does none of these
things. Until lately shopping has
occupled a good deal of her time, Now
the telephone has relieved her of that.
o little is left for her to do, he argues,
that she is beginning tothink. and any-
body who thinks can see that the unit-
home from an economic standpoint is
wasteful and inefficient. Fifty sep-
arate furnaces in one city block where
one could do the work; fifty women
broiling over fifty gas stoves in a week
like this, cooking perhaps two hun-
dred meals, where two or three cooks
and one range could do it all; fifty
wagons delivering bread, milk, ice,
meats and groceries in tiny parcels to
fifty homes in one square, containing
only enough people-to fill comfortably
a single hotel or apartment house!

We are told that the home idea fis
complex, involving a more or less na-
tumlyenrning{nr privacy, possession
and mastery. It is the sanctuary of
much happiness, but the shelter of much
tyranny. A man in his own house can
take off his boots without fear of ob-
gervation, but he can also throw one
of them at his wife with like impunity.
Wife beaters, we are told, live in
| houses, because in flats they would be
afraid of being overheard by the hall
| porter. Privacy {s a good thing, but
it often leads to morbity. There is
room for the contention that no one
should woluntarily or involuntarily be
a recluse. Men are better mannered
abroad than they are at home, and
“the breakfast table face” has become
a by-word.

FULL MASTERY GAINED

tElaborate System Devised is

Ptoving to Be Decidedly
/ Effective.

DOMPERRE, Picardy, July 14—A
string 'of great balloons—you can
count sixteen without glasses—is the
first obvious' ‘thing that a reporter
sees on this front.

The German artillery is blinded be-
cause the allies have now obtained
the mastery of the air, according to
the confident claims of the British and
¥rench officers, It is true that from
this point of viaw, a German aeroplane
is rarely sighted, while French aviators
are constantly on the wing,

Startling Novelty,

A dramatic and startling novelty
has been presented by the allied avi-
ators in this great offensive, French
and British airmen have actually co-~
operated in infantry charges. They
have swept aver the battlefleld at
as low an altitude as 600 feet, and
some of the more daring have swoop-
ed over the struggling armies et as
low & height as. 300 feet. These air-
men have signaled to the French
artillery telephones the precise posi-
tion of the guns, and the
locations of the German forces walt-
ing for the Fremch assault. They
have taken great risks of being hit
by the shells of their own guns but,
according to the officers, every ome es-
caped,

The French have .developed on 2
great scale their aerial torpedoes
which are chamged with a higher ex-
plosive than the lange-calibred shell.
These torpedoes can be hurled for a
distance of half a mile and fired with
such rapidity that a second will leave
the ejector while the first is stiil In
the air. :

“wWe are concerned with the undying
history- of herpisia. Others more £ap-
able have and will discuss the techni-
caljties of war and the scientific value
of fighting,” Thus Mr, Newton sums
up the purpose of his thrilling vetume,
which gives vivid and memorable pic-
tures of the first three months of the
war until the first battle of Ypres
After reading the book it almost
geems as tho no ofher war had any
further interest. The absorbing issue,
the engrossing detall, the fascinating
incidents and the constantly srowing
sense that in this period we -have the
eritical moments of the great war in
which the tide definitely turned ren-
ders the volume one to be read and
cherished and read again. We shall
probably, who are students, spend the
rest. of our lives reading the stories
and histories of the great war, but for
a man who desires to enter into the
action and glow of the struggle
ftgelf in its edyliest and most
poignant stage, “The Undying Story”
might well be the one book to which
he should devote himself and take as.
his authority. To be familiar with it
will be to be familiar with the salient
and essential features of the first fate-
ful months of battle. The whole book
has an epic grandeur which will appeal
more to the general reader than to the
academic technician, ~The facts are
given, and they are set in an at-
mosphere which serves to fmpart
something at least of the impres-
glon that such experiences create -on
those who endure them., Bare bones
of figures and facts gather the living
flesh of movement and sequence about
them in Mr, Newton’s nairrative. The
account of the first impact of the'
Cermans upon the British army near
Mons has already become a classic.
“The attack that was meant to over-
whelm failed to overwhelm Aeg the
packed ranks of Germans came on lik2
a crowd breaking away from a foot-
ball match, the British private, dis-
daining the lash of the shrapnel, held
his fire. The Germans rolled forward,
chanting their hymns, some say, evi-
dently exultant, evidently certain that
the massed rush was going to swoep
the British out of the field. 'The Bri-
tigh lines remained imserutably calm,
So they remained until thesenemy
airived at the- most deadly point of
their rifles’ trajectory, Then, in a
crash, every trench loosed, every spit-
ting maxim was turned on full at the
tap. ‘It was Hke cutting down hay,’
the privates said. Before that awful
pelting of nickeled bullets, rank after
rank of the blue-gray host went sink-
ing into the earth, The Germans stuck
to it gamely, pushing on in a dazed
way; but the gale of that awful, stead-
ilv calm British firing was too much
for them: its scythe-like cut threw
them down in heaps. They wavered,
broke and went back. The German
hosts were charging British infantry
for the first time in history.” To read
these chapters is to be carried on the
crest of a wave with flerce and com-
pelling self-surrender to the vast rush
of its power. In centuries to come
these days will be read about as we
read thru years ago of Crecy, of Agin-
court, of Waterloo, Those historic
skirmishes but served to generate the
spirit which fflled the men who fought
the battles of the first army in Flan-
ders and the retreat to Paris. Every
arm of the service contributed to the
1esult. It is a glorious record for tha
cavalry, “We went thru the Uhlans
1ike brown paper,” sald General Chet-
wode at Charleroi. Even the Light
Horse, like the 12th Lancers and the
20th Hussars, rode thru the heavy
serman squadrons with ease, and
heavy corps like the Scots Greys broke
them to pieces, It was at Coulom-
miers that “forty-five British squa-
drons met seventy-two of the German
Guard divisions, fought them and
smashed them.” There are as many
brilliant exploits of the artillery, “the
unquenchable field artillery,” as Mr.
Newton has it, as on “the glorious
26th of August” when, “in the invet-
erate way of the guns,” 1060 of them
fuced the concentrated fire of 600
without flinching. And who can ever
forget the glorious work of Battery L
of the R. H. A., when, reduced to four
men, they put four enemy guns out of
action. These and as many more fpec-
tacular incidents of the infantry, Eng-
lish, Scots, Irish, Welsh, are set’forth
in graphic and glowing terms in a
volume which is difficult to lay down
when one begins to read.

immediate steps be taken to place the |

age, and that for the purposes of re-
cruiting and the interests of both
economy and efficiency the whole mili-
tary district be divided into a number
of smafler districts, each under a com-
petent staff who shall be responsible

for recruiting of all branches of the
service, and who ehall be immediately
responsible to the ohief rvecruiting of-
ficer and under his direct supervision.”

The above resolution was passed this
afternoon at.a meeting held in the
city hall, which took the form of a
conference for the purpose of devising
ways and means to stimulate recruit-
ing in the 3rd military district, The
resolution was moved by Capt. G. L
Campbell of Kingston, and seconded
by Lieut.-Col. Watt, Smith’s Falls. The
resolution also expressed appreciation
of the splendid services of the minister
of militia and assured him vf their
loyal support.

Col, Bedell of the 166th Battalion,
and Lieut.-Col L. W. Mulloy of King-
ston, came out very strongly in favor of
constription, but. the feeling vf the
members present was that even if
conscription was decided upon it would
take some time to go into force and
much time would be lost, and just now
the great need was for men.

NEW YORK ARSENAL

NEW YORK, July, 14—One man
was killed and several firemen were

Three Pitchers Who Wore Glasses

Take heart all ye spectacled hurlers,
for one of the best in the business wears
glasses. He is Meadows of the St. Louis
Cardinals, and we haye Prof. Hill ul
Rochester in our own circuit. Just read
of the prowess of Lee Meadows:

The most distinguished contribution of
the Carolinas to balldom since Joe
Jackson graduated from a South Caro-
lina cotton mill is a six-foot, spectacled
athlete who answers to the name of
Meadows and who wears the livery of
the 8t. Louis Cardinals. In picking out
esfront name his parents passed up jrant
as not appropriate and christened him
Lee, a choice quite natural, considering
that the youngster was born in Oxford,
N.C. Lee has been a fuil-fledged man
and voter just one annum, as he pass-
ed his 22nd milestone the other day.

As a pitcher who wears gpectacies
Meadows is something of a novelty to the
present crop of fans; but he is by no
means the first of his kind. Old &ime'rg
recall that back in the '80's ‘‘Specs Wil
White was one of the best hurlers in the
bubiness, Meadows has suffered from
weak eyes ever since he was a Kttle
shaver, and has worn spectacles since he
was seven or eight, but that handicap
didn’'t prevent him from becoming inter-
ested in athletics.

Like most of the ball players who hafl
from the Southland, Meadows is a might
Nimrod, and he spends much of the off
season afleld wi dog and gun. He
hasn’'t as many dogs in his kennel as
some of them, but he insists that his
favorite bird dog has got 'em all left at
the post. As for that, did you ever know
a sporting southerner who didn’t own the
finest bird dog in the whole darn coun-
try 7

Meadows lives in Durham and he ex-
pects to engage in the tobacco business
when his basebal days are over. He
was reared in the odor of tobacco, as well
as of sanctity, and what he doesn’t know
about the fragrant North Carolina leaf
is scarcely worth knowing.

Meadows hefun to nourish the ambi-
tion of becoming a big league itcher
when he was only a kid. and his suc-
cess is an example of what can be ac-
complished by living up to the copy bhook
maxims about the virtue of perseverance,

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FRENCH INHABITANTS
STARVED BY GERMANS

British Foreign gffice Apparent-
ly Not Impressed by Ger-
man Claims.

STRONG REPLY GIVEN

German Government is Chal-
lenged to Give Evidence of
Intentions.

LONDON, July 15.—The foreign of-
fice issued the following statement in
regard to feeding the populations of

territories which have been occupied
by Germany:

In The Nord Deutsche Aligenieine
Zeitung on July 5 the Gernan Gov-
ernment publishes what purports to
be an answer to the'British foreign
office statement concerning the vic-
tualing of Poland. The articlc says it
is a conscious falsehood to say that in
northern France only a small part of
the harvest was left over for the
French inhabitants, and that the
American relief committee knows the
contrary.

“In view of this assertion the Ger-
man Government must answer the
question whether it is or not true that
the allowance made available by
themselves for the French inhabitants
out of the last harvest was 100

“It may be doubted if Germany will
care to answer this question, but
whether it does or not we take nnte of
this German statement and expect the
coming harvest will readily be re-
served wholly for the French porula-
tion.”

FOE SMUGGLES DIAMONDS
