Not Understood or Appre-
ciated by Those Who Would

Be Friendly.

Hamilton, Sept. 12.—-($ts,ff special.)—
The Attorney-General of Ontario per-
forming the jelly-bag act upon the
citizens of Hamilton is not a digmified
figure. That is how the Hamilton citi-
zens, who have not so far been with-
out a’ desire to be -friendly, them-
selves feel towards the Hon. J. M.
Gibson over his participation in the
present action of the Street Railway
Company. Even those who have been
best disposed .towards -him. can hard-
ly understand why he should sanc-
tion a step that bears hardest on those
least able, except by their votes, to
retaliate. It is unquestionably the
working class who must pay the ex-
tra cash which the company expects to
get out of the new regulation. The
non-working class who use limited
tickets are an inappreciable quantity.
It was against the working man that
the measure was aimed in the hope
that the pressure would induce him
to give away that which was more
valuable to the city, but the loss of
which he would not feel so directly.

Will He Deny It?

Will Mr. Gibson.-deny that in private
conversation he has admitte® that the
company had no case at all in its re-
fusal to sell limited tickets on the cars,
and that the claim was made as a
make-weight subterfuge in the legal
quibble about the Hmited tickets? Yet,

knowing that there is no case, the
company is satisfied to resort to the
sharp practice of withholding from the
public the two rides in every eight for
a quarter to which those who ask it1
are entitled.” The company is very
well aware of the incenvenicnce to the'
workingman, whatever the interpreta-
tion of that designation may be, of go=-
ing to a central office to buy tickets
in the early houfs of the morning be-
fore “his work commences, or when;

Not Received Kindly.

These are questions that the work<
ingman is asking in Hamilton, and
the workingwoman as well. The sug-
gestion that the merchants of the city
should become ticket-peddlers for the
railway company has not been received
in the friendly spirit which the railway
company expected, and it is difficult
to find anyone who takes the whole
business seriously. But when the com-
pany merely meant it as a bluff, as Mr.

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MANITOBA  FROST-BITTEN
BUT TERRITORIES ESGAPE

PRS-

Cold and Drizzling Rains Yesterday
Made Harvesting Operations
an Impossibility.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 12.—(Special.)—
Frost, in varying degrees, was pretty
well universal in Manitoba last night.

To-day cold and drizzling rains make
all harvesting operations impossible,
and it looks as if there would be sever-
er frost to-night. Curiously enough the
Territories seem to have entirely es-
caped, with the exception of the Hd-
monton district, where the thermometer
touched 30. At Calgary it registered
32, but thruout the main territorial
wheat area, from Moose Jaw to Mooso-
min considerably higher temperatures
were recorded, due to the prevailing

southwest winds.

This is the cheerful factor of the
situation, for in this area there is much
greem wheat, while in Manitoba the
grain is mostly in shock and past dam=
age from frost. The most severe frost
was experienced in Southern Mani-
toba—Estevan, Emerson and Pierson
registering 28 degrees and Morden 30.
Wheat, however, in these parts is al-
most all cut.- Central Manitoba, in-
cluding Portage and Brandom districts,
tho not heavily touched, may suffer
more, as harvesting is not so lar‘ad—
vanced. The northern parts of Birtle |
and Minnedosa were badly hit, and the
crops being late, wheat will lose heav-
ily in grade. But in Birtle especlally
the bulk of the crop is oats, which 1s

not so susceptible to frost.
If wet weather continues to-night,

as seems Very probable, there will be
mo further danger of frost damage.

They are also |
instructed in case of any obstacle cu
the track to trip the fender, throw off
the power, put on the brakes and re- |
verse the power. |

In the case of this fatality the motor- |
man had neglected to lower the fend-
er. Had this been done, and the fend- |
er equipped with a proper lock, the
accident would not have happened.

new lock is about $1.25 to $1.50 each. The
work could be done in four hours
without any inconvenience while
other repairs are being made by put-
ting on extra men.

STREET RAILWAYS.

8t. Thomas Journal: Since 8t
| Thomas is the only place in the pro-
vince except Guelph that is operating
its street railway system, interest is na-
turally taken here in the experience of
other cities tho, like Glasgow, they may
be a great many times larger in popu-
{ lation than we are. A writer in The
| Detroit News, after thoroly investigat-
ing the regulation of street railways
in Great Britain, reaches these conciu-
sions :

1. The municipal service of the tram-
ways of Europe is much finproved over
that given by private ownership.

2. The charges for fares are wased
more nearly on the service rendered
and these charges are iower under
municipal than under private control.

3. Employes work shorter hours anid
receive hetter pay.

4. There are few or no conflicts with
| other municipal functions aiso occupy-
| ing the streets in common.

5. Notwithstanding tha low fares,
large sums are being turned into the
public treasuries.

6. Municipal tramways, ‘With low
fares, have had a marked effect in in-
| creasing land values.
| 7. There is no good reason why either
| under the one price or the ‘‘zone” sys-
| tem, municipal street car services can-
| not be made to return handsome pro-
| fits. -
| This is very strong testimony to mu-

nicipal ownership. St. Thomas’ experi-
| ence, however, has not been as cheer-

ing, due no doubt to the small territory
| our road has to cover.

The part Attorney-General Gibson Is
playing in the assault on Hamilton's
rights is not too creditable, or The
Globe would not have to bestir itself
so actively in his defence. We repub-
lish to-day another long editorial jus-
tification of Mr. Gibson's conduct as it
appears to the government organ.

WHERE DOLS THE MONEY COME
FROM?

Municipal ownership is not a pawn
in the game of politics,/but a great de-
mocratic principle. It is of national
importance, because it is of universai
application, It seeks to conserve for
the people that which is‘ their own
creation, to secure for them advan-
tages and benefits to which they are
Justly entitled.

That these public services are per-
ennial sources of wealth needs no de-
monstration. On every side monopoly
holders are struggling to maintain and
increase their vested interests in
the vast public services of our
towns and cities, which are daily in-
creasing in value as the centres of
population grow and prosper, To ‘ef-
fect their object, hydra-headed cor-
porations growing fat on the industry
of the people stick at nothing, There
is no devious course which is not
taken, no underhand and undue influ-
ence which is not wielded, no bribe
which is not oﬂeret{ to achieve a suc-
cess which has for /its\ end the rivet-
ing of an intolerable burden upon the
shoulders of the citizens,

Do Canadians ever pause to consider
whence all these thousand of dollars
come, which are being expended in op-
posing the extension of municipal
ownersRip? They are hourly being ex-
tracted from the pockets of the people
in the shape of rates and charges far
in excess of the value of the services
rendered. If mongpoly - holders can
afford to spend all this money illicitly
and corruptly, why has it not been
utilized for the convenience of the
people, in increasing facilities and re-
ducing exactions? No clearer evidence
could be got of the value of the public
services which are now being exploit-
ed for private profit.

In a democratic country like Canada
municipal ownership ought not to be
a party question at all, If it is made
a party question the responsibility will
lie upon its opponents, Municipal
ownership simply means that monop-
olies which are brought into existence
by the progress of the nation should
be administered by the people, and in
the interests of the people whose la-
bors created them and increase them.
The astonishing thing is that the very
men who owe their positions to the
votes of the people and consider them-
selves capable of administering effi-
ciently the complex interests and ac-
tivities of a dominion or a province
deny to men no less capable, and at
least as honest as themselves, the right
to administer the far smaller and more
simple public services of a city or a
town. Clearly such an attitude 1is
inconsistent with sincere conviction.

criminal. The meérits of the dispute

are not of the slightest consequence to |

That the president of the Hamilton '
company has since the letting of the|
contract become the attorney-general of
the province makes absolutely no dif-
ference in the case.

The implication in the attacks made
on Attorney-General Gibson is that it
is the special business of the chief law
officer of the province to see to the en-
forcement of every contract to which
municipal corporation is a party. No
theory of his office could be more ab-
surd or more mischievous. If this were
the business of the attorney-general,
not only would he have business enough
on his hands to keep half a dozen
good jurists fully occupied, but e
would be putting himself in the place
of the law courts. It happens that the
present attorney-general is admirably
qualified for a judgeship—no one more
80 of all now on the bench or likely to
reach it—but he is not a judge, and

in civil disputes. His proper functions
are to be responsible for all the legis-
lative work of the: provincial parlia-
ment during its annual session, and to
see that the criminal laws enacted by
the Dominion parliament are adequate-
ly enforced. In some cases his name is
used pro forma to initiate suits, but
the procedure in such cases is well ‘de-
fined and thoroly restricted, amd this
Hamilton case is certainly not one of
them. The assailants of Mr. Gibson
are invoking interference which, if he
were silly enough to attempt it, would
be insufferably tyrannical. To do the
Hamilton corporation, the Hamilton
press, and the Hamilton people justice,
there has been no demand from them
for any procedure so unwarranted, so
erratic, and so dangerous to civil liberty’
as has been demanded on their behalf
by outsiders.

Mr. Gibson is one of the public men
of whom this province has reason to
be proud, and whom it can ill afford to
lore. He has made his way to the front
rank without adventitious help from
any quarter. He has been in parlia-
ment for a quarter of a century, and
for the greater part of that time has
been a minister in charge of a depart-
ment of the public service—first as
p_rovinclal secretary,  then as commis-
sioner of crown lands, then as attorney-
general—without incurring the slight-
est suspicion of unfaithfulness to his
public trust. The fierce light that beats
upon the throne is as nothing to the
searchlight to which ministers of the
crown are subjected in the annual in-
quest of the nation.  Year after year
Mr. Gibson has come thru this ordeal
without smirch or stigma and with a
constantly-growing reputation for abil-
ity, tact and magnanimity. If he
were more insignificant as a public man
h; would not be so malignantly abus-
ed.

“It would not surprise
well-informed public man yesterday,

First Sod at Vandorf,

The initial break in the construction
of the James Bay Railway will be
made this week at Vandorf, a smail
village in Whitchurch Township, four
miles east of Aurora, and about 25
miles from Toronto, Forty teams and
a complement of men passed thru
Richmond Hill yesterday morning.

How the Malignant Growth- Destroys
Grain, Fruit and Vegetables—An
lmportgnt Question for Farmer.

—

Editor World: You are alwa,}, in-
;erested In what is of importance to
Armers, 8o, having in mind the wet
season, I am sending a communication
on the subject of the ravages of fungi.

Within the last fifty years all the
sciences  have undergone sweeping
Ch?:nxes'., There is a “new” astronomy,
& mew” chemistry, not to speak of a
:ei‘";ed t;eOlOSY and a recreated elec-
Ticity. 0, there is y
which less is hearg r:i?mbzttann{‘a::'
other branches of knowledge, but which
is of as much theoretical interest amd
D!‘gctical importance as any.

Nature study” is now to be encour-
aged in our schools, and there are to
be nurseries for cultivating it in our
universities. This bids fair to be large-
ly botanical in its tendency, and the
object -of my writing is to enlist you
in the twofold endeavor, first to have
the old methods of teaching Botany
discarded and next to have the num-
ber of real students enlarged and their
standard raised. As for the methods,
very little change seems to me to
have been made since the time of our
grandmothers. They consist mainly in
the counting of petals and stamens and
the findimg out of the Latin name of
this or that plant. Very pretty for
school misses. - But: how much atten-
tion is given to the way plants live,
and what is said about the new and
important branches, bacteriology and
mycology? I would even wager that
not one in twenty of the teachers who
are going to conduct nature study
knows 8o much as the meaning of this
last word—the knowledge of fungi.

It is doubtless the coloring of leaf
and flower and the recognition of their
lovely forms which makes for joy in
life, but the agencies which are de-
structive of health and fortune should
equally be studied, and come to be “un-
derstanded of the people.”” This can
hardly be brought about by talking of
botanical teckqiicalities to - little child-
ren. I should like to have
night schools opened for such seriots
and interesting learning, and the farm-
ers as well as their sons and daughters
above (say) fifteen years of age attend
them. The brightest of the school
teachers might conduct the exercises,
giving information and answering cn;
quiries. Reasonable pay should be
given to such. and a few instruments
provided, such as microéscopes- Such
meetings, held fortnightly, would, I
think, bring many advantages in their
train.

I suppose it is a low estimate to =ay
that between early in August and to-
day, the momey loss to Canada thru
fungoid attacks is $75,000,000. Almost
in one night, Manitoba’s wheat crop is
reported to have been reduczi by rusts
from an anticipated 66,000,000 bushels
to one-half the quantity. Then we
have rusts in all the other nrovinces.
I have seen their awful ravages in
former years in the promising wheat
fields of Essex and Kent (Ontario). In
our immediate neighborhood we nav
mildew robbing the grapes of their
sweetness, and the terrible potalo
fungus destroying the tubers; the loss
from which we cannot, estimate until
we know what part of the crop has
been untouched by rot. This horrible
growth once ruined a nation in a day.
Surely an agricultural country should
make a national study of such mat-
ters. putting the intelligence of the
whole people to work to understand
them, and to find some palliative; rot
leaving things to government agricil-
tural farms and university professors
alone, or we shall have more fads and

ore absurdities like the Dryden act, !
Shich made us cut down the harmless |

berberry as conductive to rust, while
all who wished to know might have
known that where rusts were worst
there had never been a berberid—
or like spraying green crops to get
rid of wild mustard.

origin, therefore, tham the substances
on which it lives. Its seeds,

ery; they are like dust and are pro-'

duced in countless myriads. Blown
about by winds, they lurk on the sur-

face of the soil, on weeds, on the bark |
of trees, on fences, on growing crops, |

and will sometimes lie
wvears until a clammy atmosphere of
just the right temperature gives them
their chance. ;
forth its little thread-like feeler.which
some instinct seems to guide to the
breathing holes, which abound on every
jeaf, stalk, or fruit-surface. Once the
deadly tentacle enters
stomata the citadel is
the mischief spreads. Rapidly
#ng down the cell walls, appropriating
to its own uses the juices which would
have given us well nourished kernels
of grain, good healthy fruit, useful
vegetables, and we get shriveled
grain, rotten fruit, poisoned tubers.
When you harvest the grain the air is
red or black. with the fungus spores
which have meanwhile ripened, for a
sort of flower has pushed its way to the
air and brought forth its millions of
them. They remain on the ground un-
til amother favorable season.

I have tried to avoid unusual words |

and have only given the merest sketch
of the general life history of these
parasites, for it is the general farming
public whose interest I would arouse,
These pests can be mitigated, perhans
destroyed. Maybe some simple remady
will be found, if we all put our minds
to the matter. It is by experiment af-

ter expegiment that we shall suceceed, |

and we Are far more likely to hit on
the right medicine if we have a mil-
lion of experimenters than if we only
have a dozen or two of dilettanti at
work who are really not farmers at all.

A sharp upwarﬂ movement occurred

terday, the futures at Chicago mak-
ing an advance of nearly five cents a
bushel.
