Boston, Mass., March 10—Lyman Hale
Haggerty, of Jamaica Plain, who peti-
tioned the probate court for permission
to drop the “Haggerty” and to go by
his mother’s family name, thus becom-
ing Lyman Hale, has learned that senti-
mental reasons are not sufficient for such
a change.

Judge Grant told. Haggerty that he
would consider the petition if sufficient
reasons were advanced. The young man,
who says his petition was not induced
by racial dislike, as he is proud of the
frish blood in his veins, told a reporter
u‘ he left the courtroom that he was
wMdecided whether he would press the
watter further. o

His application for a change of name
was submitted on the ground that, hav-
ing no memory of his father, he preferr-
¢d his mother’s family name.

“I always got along well enough with
the name of Ilaggerty,” the pelitioner
told a reporter, “but recently my wife
lias had a notion that we ought to change
it, and she has been after me to apply
for a change for our daughter’s sake.
We have a little girl named Phyllis, who
is two and one-half years old, and my
wife thinks she would like to have her
daughter carry the name of Hale rather
than that of Haggerty. -

“Then I have always had some trou-
ble with the spelling of the name, some
using one ‘g’ and others using an ‘a’ be-
fore the ‘.’ .

“But the real reason is that I have no
relatilves on the Haggerty side, so far
as I know, and I wanted to preserve the
old family name of Hale. My father
was a farmer in Ipswich.. My mother
came from an old family that dated back
to colonial times, and since I have no
memory of my father, who died when
I was two years old, and do not ‘even
know whether he has any relatives liv-
ing or not, it is natural I should want
to preserve a good old American name.”

extent the vast enterprises of the muni-
tions business.

Whereas the latter, however, will ter-
minate with the war there are prospects
for the permanency of shipbuilding with
big yards on the St. Lawrence, the At-
lantic coast, Toronto, Port Arthur and
the Pacific.

Florence, S.'C., Mar. 10—Eight officers
and men of the German Hansa Line
freighter Liebenfels, which began sinking
in Charleston harbor on the night of
January 81, were yesterday found guilty
of sinking the vessel in a navigable
stream. They were acquitted on onc
count, that charging conspiracy to sink
the steamer. Captain J. R. Klattenhoff,
master of the Liebenfels, was the only
one of those indicted whose trial was
postponed. He is ill in Charleston.

Counsel for the defense argued that the
men should not be punished, intimating
that they were only carrying out orders.
The defense offered no testimeny, but
afler ccnviction made a motion for a new
trial. This was denied. Sentence will be
passed today.

RUSSIA TAKES HOLD

London, Mar. 10—The management of
all food supplies in the Petrograd dis-
trict is to be placed in the hauds of the
municipal authorities.

Carried Out Like Clockwork

The success of the French troops «n

Thursday between Butte du Mesnil and
Maisons de Champagne was even more

The troops advanced along a 1,600 metre '
front to a depth ranging from 600 to 500 :
metres, occupying it at all points. The
casualties of the Germans were very
heavy and up to the present 136 prison-
ers, including three officers, have been
counted. !

Throughout Wednesday night and
Thursday morning the French artillery
of every calibre had shelled heavily the
German line. Every gun was trained on
trenches and blockhouses opposite the
French line.

The Associated Press correspondent
saw the first infantry men clamber out
of the front trench and proceed at a
slow pace across No\ Man’s Land pre- |
ceded by a complete curtain of fire from
the artillery, which raised and dropped
methodically as the footmen advanced.
The German artillery meanwhile open-
ed a heavy curtain of fire which, how-
ever, did not restrict the French ad-
vance.

Many Surrender !

Gradually the French troops reached
the first line German trenches where
the German occupants could be ceen
here and there rushing out, their hands
raised in the‘air as a token of surrender
after which they were passed through

the advancing French ranks and hurried
to the rear. At some points, however,
the Germans had made their positions
regular fortresses and here there was
sharp grenade and rifle fighting. But
the positions succumbed one after an-
other to the French attack,

Waves of infantry could then be seen
making their way slowly up the slopes
until they attained their fixed objective.
While the fight was in progress French
aeroplanes circled overhead and watched
the movements of the Germans behind
the point attacked. No German air-
planes made their appearance during the
fight but an occasional sharp rattle of
machine guns behind the thick snow
clouds gave' evidence of their presence.
After the fight was over, batch after
batch of prisoners was passed along the
roads toward the rear. The total of
these men is not yet known. Most of
them seemingly were very young.

In Half an Hour

The French troops recaptured with-
in thirty-two minutes from the begin-
ning of their infantry attack every es-
sential point of ground between Buite
de Mesnil and Maisons de Champagne,
the conquest of which by the Germans
in their supreme assault on February 14
brought a telegram of praise from Em-
peror William to Crown Prince Fred-
erick William. Despite every possible
disadvantage, such as thick snow, the
French assaulting force carried out its
programme with clockwork exactitude,
attaining every objective point at the
pre-arranged minute.

SOCIALIST CONFERENCE CIVEN UP

Peris, Mar. 10—A conference of Social-
ists of the allied countries, which was to
have taken place in Paris from March
15 to 18, has been abandoned. The ad-
micistrative committee of the French so-
cialist party, who originated the idea of
the conference, has given up.the plan as
the result of the refusal of the British
labor party and a great part of the Rus-
sian and Italian Socialists to participate.

The heads of the British Socialist party
vigorcusly protested against the holding
of the conference on the ground that it
would give an opportunity to the paci-
ficist socialist minority to create a pos-
sible schism in the socialist ranks. The
British leaders contended that the paci-
ficists, although in a marked minority,
might be able to spread a false impres-
sion abroad in regard to the attitude of
the allied’ Socialists in general.

FUTHER ARRESTS IN ROME

Paris, Mar. 10—Further arrests have
been made in Rome in connection with
what is known as the Gerlach case, ac-
cording to a Milan despatch to the Mat-
in. The names of the accused will not
be made public until the trial, which
will be a secret one.

Monsignor Von Gerlach, an Austrian,
was private chamberlain to the Pope.
He was forced to leave Rome in Janu-
ary through pressure brought to bear on
the Vatican, according to a semi-officiul
despatch from Berlin, by the representu-
tives of the Entente. Prior to his de-
parture an Italian named Ambrogett,
who said he was Monsignor Gerlach’s
finangial agent, was arrested charged
with being implicated in the blowing up
of the Italian battleships Benedetto
Brin and Leonardo La Vinci. Monsig-
nor Gerlach was the only’ Teutonic pre-
late in the Pope’s retinue.

P.E L BUITER AND CHEESE

Charlottetown, P.EI, March 10--The
value of butter and cheese manufactured
in the forty creameries and factories in
Prince Edward Island last year, passed
the hdlf million dollar mark, this being
the highest figure reached in the history
of co-operative dairying. The value of
butter was $180,000, an increase of $29,-
000; the value of cheese, 3351,000, com-
pared with $265,000 in 1915.

There was a falling off of 1,000,000
pounds in wmilk manufactured into
cheese, and an increase of 600,000 pounds
in milk for butter.

At the annual meeting of the Pro-
vincial Dairymen’s Association, the
shortage in the milk supply was dis-
cussed. It was said to be due to the
shortage of labor, owing to so many en-
listing and also to the abnormally high
prices of raw materials, such as potatoes
and oats, which led a number of farm-
ers to follow the line of least resistence
and give less attention to dairying.

While there was some difference of |
opinion as to what the actual shortage
was, the concensus of opinion was that]
the quality had improved. |

WRITES CF THE LIFEOF
PRISONER IN GERMANY

The daily routine of a Canadian pris-
oner in Germany is described by Holly
‘I'urner, of West St. John, in a recent
letter. He says:—-

“My work is not hard. We go to work
at 7 a. m., have fifteen minutes for coffee
from 9 to 9.15 a. m.; have two hours for
dinner, from 12 to 2; fifteen minutes for
coffee from 4 to 415 p. m. and finish
work at 6.45 p. m. A civilian brings us
back and forth from work and they do
their best to make us @omfortable both
at the works and at the hotel where we
are at present quartered.

“We have one large room or hall, fit-
ted with bunks. This hall is electric
lighted and has two good stoves, one
for cooking purposes. The latter comes
in very handy for cooking extras from
the parcels we receive from home. Our
regular meals are looked after by the
hotel staff.

“We had three days holidays at Christ-
mas and two at New Years.”

Wages Personally

Otlawa, March 10—It is officially an-
nounced that Sir John Eaton has spent
one million dollars of his own private
funds to date supporting the families
of men in his employ who are at the
front.

THE COUNTRY SEALRL /S
A COMMUNTY CENTE

Nations are built in the public schools.
The ideals set up by the school teacher
remain very largely the ideals of the
pupil throughout life, and his conception
of patriotism will be what he has been
taught during his school years. It is not
too much to say that the present world
war is due to a difference ¢f ideals fos-
tered by different systems of education.

Great as is the importance of the pub-
lic school in old and well established
countries, this importance is even great-
er in the new lands which are being call-
ed upon to assimilate populations from
the more congested countries. . It is
worthy of note that in western Canada,
which may be cited as a case in point of
a country which is called upon to as-
similate a population of many races.
Some of the most strenuous political and
constitutional fights have hinged upon
the systems of public education. These
fights, however, were not without their
purpose, and it is out .of them has aris-
en a publit'school ‘policy well calculated
to meet the needs of ‘a new amd rapid-
ly growing country. In such a country
the public school has to take on func-
iions not usually associated with it in
the:older and more densely settled com-
ntunities. The prairie school house is
not merely ‘a centre of- education; it is
also the religious and social centre of the
During the week days the
school teacher furnishes education to
the children of the neighborhood, but
on Sunday the missionary holds his ser-
vices, which all attend regardless of
creed or nationality, and on week nights
the building is used for meetings of
farmers, for the various community so-
cieties; for the Red Cross or Patriotic
club, and for purely social events such
as debates, concerts and dances. To fa-
cilitate the latter, it may be noted that
many country schoolhouses: use remov-
able desks which the willing hands of
the farmers’ boys quickly dispose of
whenever there is a dance in prospect.

Another phase of community work as-
sociated with’ the rural school which
has been coming into prominence during
the last few years is the supply of books
to settlers in the district. This work is
encouraged and assisted by the central
department of education, which provides
catalogues of books suitable for such
purposes, the actual selection being left
to the teacher. The number of books
allotted to a school district is based on
the report of the inspector of schools.
In the province of Alberta, although this
school library movement is only in its
infancy, no less than 110,000 books were
supplied for this purpose last year, at a
cost of some $30,000. - Educationists of
the province look forward to the time
when every school district will be a lib-
rary centre, giving to the settlers the fa-
cilities now afforded to residents of
cities and towns through their public
libraries. The prosperity which has al-
most overwhelmed rural Alberta in the
last two years, when farmers have been
reaping enormous crops and selling them
at the highest figures in history, promises
to contribute still further to the impar-
tance of the rural school as a social cen-
tre. With every farmer driving his own
automobile the opportunities for social
gatherings are greatly increased, and the
country school is the natural meeting
place.

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THE WAR SITUATION

President Wilson has signed an order
to arm American merchant ships, and
has called a special session of congress
for April 16. American shipping will
now resume business on the Atlantic,
and if one vessel is sunk by a German
submarine it will mean war. The Ger-
man foreign secretary has just declared
that they will pursue the submarine war-
fare with every means in their power,
arfd undoubtedly that will cause, sooncr
or later, an attack on American .ships,
for the latter, being now armed, will
resume their trade in the war zone. The
hope recently expressed by several Brit-
jsh statesmen that the United States
would ‘enter the war and have a voice in
the settlement bids fair to be realized at
an early date.

The formidable nature of the revolt
of the Arabs against the Turks is very
significant, and is given as an explana-
tion of the more rapid advance of the
British on the Tigris, as the retreating
Turks are harrassed by Arabs as well
as by the British. The Arab revolt will
make the task of Britain in Mesopot-
amia and Russia in Persia much less
difficult, and put an end to all fear of
trouble in Egypt or along the Sucz
Canal.

The hews from the western front, in
France, indicates that the Germans are
unable to stand up with their old vigor
to the attacks of the British and French.
The morale of the German troops is
breaking down and they are constantly
getting the worst of the trench fighting.
While they have lately given ground to
both British and French the latter have
nowhere lost any. When finer weather
hardens the ground the British drive
will begin, and perhaps the most bitter
sirugzle of the whole war will be waged
along that frent. Gen. Haig has per-
fect confidence in his ability to break
the German lines, but a steady stream
of reinforcements will be necessary.

The landsturmers, who did duty
along the Zeeland-Flanders border, and
who for the most part were men recover-
ing from wounds or sickness, have also
been ordered to the front.

Rather than face the enemy many of
these men escape into Holland, where
they tell of extensive revolutionary pro-
paganda among the German troops.

“Perhaps the most important reform
we’ve insisted on is that every one get-
ting a license must instal a double sink.
This is to insure the sterilizing of all
diskes and cutlery. After being cleaned
in one sink the dishes are placed in the
second and boiling water poured over
them and allowed to remain on for a
time,

“For places too small |for the double
sink we allow the installation of electric
sterilizers  such as surgeo i
rigidly enforced as dishes consgitute the
greatest carriers of diseftse germs.
