Petrograd, Oct. 2—The general staff 
has given out the following official com­
munication:

“The Russian troops have continued 
to repulse the enemy from the boundar­
ies of the government of Suwalki and 
Lomza. The engagement has been very 
fierce west of Symno.

“The German troops that were attack­
ing Ossowetz, are retreating hastily to 
the/ north.- Considerable forces of the 
enémy of which the bulk arrive from 
the west, are concentrating in the dis­
tricts west of the governments of ^iotr- 
kow and Kielce.

Paris, Oct. 2—An official statement issued by the War Office this 
afternoon says that terrific fighting continues incessantly near Roye 
where the Germans have been strongly reinforced. The statement 
says: ,

“Rest assured that you will always hj in my thoughts and prayers. I bid 
you go forward and add fresh lustre to the glorious achievements noble
traditions of courage and chivalry of my Indian army, whose honor and fame 
are in your hands.”

On our left wing the battle continues with terrific fighting, no­
tably in the region of Roye where the Germans appear to have con­
centrated inportant reinforcements. The action extends more to­
ward ,the North. ,

"The front of the battle line is now extended into the region to 
the south of Arras.

"Upon the Meuse the Germans attempted at night to throw a 
bridge across the river near St. Mihiel. The bridge was destroyed 
by our guns.

"In the Woevre district our offensive continues and progresses 
step by step notably in the region between Apremont and St. Mihiel.

‘ ‘ On the remainder of the front there have been attempted only 
partial operations here and there."

Grim Order Obeyed And Not 
One of 500 Germans Escape

“The Russian cavalry and vanguard 
are reconnoitering energetically through 
all that region, impeding through vigor­
ous attacks the movement of the enemy. 
The Germans always endeavor to use 
the highways in Russian territory be­
cause the other roads being rough, par­
alyze their artillery trains.

“An attack by the Russian cavalry 
against the German vanguard in front 
of Andrew; and marching on Kielce, 
crowned with great success. The Ger­
man infantry was caught unawares, and 
is retreating in disorder, pursued by the 
Russian cavalry.

“The bombardment of Ossowetz did 
damage to only a few private dwellings, 
and a few telephone lines as the garri­

“The offensive by the Russian troops 
marching through the forests of Augus- 
towo, was not covered by the artillery 
south of Augustowo a hand to hand en­
gagement took place. It was particular­
ly fierce in the semi-circle between the 
Bialobrozeg basin, which was crossed by 
a Russian column and the Augustowo 
canal near Borki basin. The issue of this 
engagement was decided by an attack 
from Augustowo. j

“Northwest of the forest of Augus­
towo, the Russians were compelled to 
attack the rear guard of the Germans 
through numerous defiles and in forti­
fied positions, where the Russian infant­
ry received great help from its heavy 
artillery which caused great losses to 
the enemy, who were dislodged from the 
entrenchment^ and retired under our 
fire.

BELIEVE ATTACK ON 
ANTWERP IS BUT 
A DEMONSTRATION

London, Oct. 2—In describing the at­
tack of the Germans on Antwerp, the 
correspondent of the Daily Telegraph, 
wiring from A ntwerp, under date of 
Thursday noon, says:

“From the top of a gas tank at Hobo­
ken (three miles southwest of Antwerp) 
last night, was witnessed a scene of 
sombre grande*-. The tine of attack on 
the city was defined very sharply in the 
clear night air by flashes of the enemy’s 
great siege guns. Similarly the line of 
defense was shown in points of light 
which stabbed the night from the Bel­
gian forts. It was almost possible oc­
casionally to see the effect of the failing 
shells.

“The artillery duel continued through­
out the night. The German fire seemed 
to be directed chiefly toward emptying 
Kje outlying villages and every road into 
Antwerp was choked with refugees.

“There is no doubt that many alarm­
ing reports of the German operations 
will creep across the frontier to Holland.

and while firece fighting goes on along 

the whole line* there is both in London 

and Paris increasing confidence that the 

Allies have now made sufficient progress 

to make victory certain. We are hearing 

a little more from the German side, and 

evidently the German newspapers have 

been inspired officially to prepare 
nation for news of defeat and retreat.

Telegraphing from Paris on October 1, 
Ashmead Bartlett, war correspondent of 
the I-ondon Daily Telegraph, says the 
German army must retire from France 
in a few days, and the only question is: 
How decisive can the Allies make their 
victory? This seems to be the preval­
ent opinion in London and Paris, and, 
so strict have the censors in both places 
been, it cannot be said that this opinion 
is based upon too roseate reports from 
the battle front.

There still are puzzling and somewhat 
contradictory items in the unofficial 
news, and it is understood everywhere 
that the'official news bureau in London 
is holding its hand until it can issue a 
comprehensive report after the German 
retreat has definitely began. In Berlin 
there evidently is still some hope that 
the Germans will break the French 
centre. But that hope is much weaker 
than it was at the end of last week. 
Even in Berlin it is probably now realiz­
ed that a fresh German offensive move­
ment in France is out of the question. 
The moment the Kaiser had to begin to 
fight on the defence, no matter how 
stubbornly or on how great a scale, tlie 
whole German scheme of conquest was

POPE’S PEACE EFFORTS.
!

His Letter to Francis Joseph is 
Unavailing.

Rome, Oct. 2—The Pope has determ­
ined to leave nothing unattempted to 
reach what is now his greatest ambition, 
to put an end to the horrible bloodshed 
devastating Europe and staining four 
continents, without precedent in history.

Thinking that Emperor Francis Jos­
eph, owing to his age, piety and the 
many misfortunes which have marked 
his long reign, might be more accessible, 
the Pontiff centred on him his chief ef­
forts. He wrote him an autograph let— j 
ter and then sent Cardinal Piffi, Arch- ! 
bishop of Vienna, with a special mes- ! 
sage; then entrusted the Emperor’s 
confessor to make a strong appeal to i 
his Christian heart, representing to him j 
the responsibility he assumes and the 
punishments he may expect in his fu- \ 
ture life if his power and the influence 
he exercises be not put at the service of 
peace.

The Pope received an autograph letter 
from the Emperor, who admits the im­
possibility of concluding peace separate­
ly from Germany, as, he says, the two 
empires are fighting to defend their ex­
istence.

His Holiness is not discouraged by the 
Emperor’s letter and continues to use his 
spiritual influence toward peace, but he 
refrains from taking any diplomatic ac­
tion until intervention is likely to he 
successful. Any present action, it is re­
cognized, would be premature and t 
doomed to failure.

The Kaiser expected that Germany 
and Austria would take most of the 
Balkan territory after defeating Russia. 
On the contrary, the union and freedom 
of the Slav peoples seCms now assured. 
Not only will the Austrian border not 
be extended eastward and southward, 
hut Austrian territory will be consider­
ably diminished by the war, and Ger­
many’s ambitions in that direction will 
be definitely disposed of.

The Kaiser expected that France 
would confront him with a weakened 
national spirit and an inefficient army. 
France, on the contrary is fighting with 
rare courage and patriotism, and its 
army»- seems everywhere equal to the 
best German troops.

The Kaiser’s miscalculation with re­
spect to Belgium is the talk of the world. 
Belgian resistance was the first thing to 
check the German rusli toward Paris, 
and in many respects Belgium occupies 
the place of honor in the war.

The Kaiser’s desire to humble France 
was no greater than his determination 
to deal a staggering blow to Great Brit­
ain. Already it becomes clear that the 
position occupied by the British Empire 
after this war will he one of unexampled 
power and prestige. The great creditor 
nation was the greatest friend of the 
world’s peace, but, being forced to fight, 
Great Britain has gone to war witli the 
old spirit, that takes victory and defeat 
quietly and presses on toward the final 
victory, unchecked by any disaster. At 
the close of the war Great Britain, even 
to a greater extent than the United 
States, will reap material prosperity from 
the dislocation and depression of busi­
ness in Europe; for Great Britain lias 
tlie money and the ships and the indus­
tries, all of which will be ready for the 

, new and greater work which must fol­
low the interruption of industrial pro­
cesses throughout Europe.

Thus, a glance at tlie situation dis­
closes many important results unexpect­
ed by the Kaiser. And there is this 
other one. He expected an increase of 
German power and prestige. In place of 
that the world will see a broken and 
humbled Germany tlie first task of 
which will be to unhorse the Prussian 
military caste that has drilled the nation 
tnto a war machine dangerous to the 
whole world.

London, Oct, J, W0 p. m.—The battle of the Aisne, now nearing the end of 
its third week, will soon outstrip in respect to time that great contest fought 
at Mukden nearly ten years ago. But still no decisive result has been achieved : 
by either side.

The French official communication issued this afternoon, which was con­
densed into about thirty words, was one of the shortest given to the public since, 
the war began. It records that progress has been made by both right and left 
wings of the allied armies, but gives absolutely no details of the extent of the 
progress between the lines.

For a time the Germans had the better of the artillery fighting, as they pos­
sessed the biggest guns. This is now said to have been overcome, for the 
French have brought up additional artillery, including some big naval guns, j 
which are credited with being able to out-range the German guns by 700 yards, 
and which are being used to drive the Germans out of their strongly fortified 
positions.

Both sides appear to be full of confidence. The Germans, whp are bringing 
up reinforcements to meet the attempts to outflank them, are in what appears 
to be almost impregnable positions, and are using them skillfully and lighting 
hard to retain them.

The Allies on the other hand, place their hopes in the arrival of reinforce­
ments on their left and the possibility of finding a weak spot in the German | 
front. The Indian troops should now be with the British army, the official bu- 

having today permitted the publication of the fact that they landed in 
France on Friday last. ' N j

Of course, it is not known whither the Indian troops are going, but it îs 
believed that the left wing will be stiffened by them. Some of the territorials 
have also reached Field Marshal French. These include the London Scottish, 
one of the best of England’s volunteer regiments, recruited from Scotchmen in 
London. They have reached a high state of efficiency, and in their ranks are 
some of the best marksmen in the empire. Among them are a number of men 
who competed for the Palma trophy with the United States a few years ago.

by one of its librarians. He with three 
other persons, saw one of the aerial vis­
itors drop a bomb when exactly over 
the manuscript room and the missile 
only missed the building by twenty 
yards. This aviator was afterwards 
chased and caught by one of the French 
air patrols and found to be a man who 
had lived for years quite near the fam­
ous library, showing that the attack on 
the unique collection of valuable manu­
scripts was not accidental.

The disorganized state of the postal 
service, which seems to be getting worse 
instead of better, has given rise to com­
plaints on all sides and all kinds of sug­
gestions have been put forward, with a 
view to limiting the evil. The newspa­
pers receive letters every day giving 
examples of the time taken for a letter 
to travel from one part of Paris to 
another, and trains carrying eight or ten 
vanloads of post sacks are seen.
