1J. The business of this Society shall be_conduc(ed by a President, Vice-
“Presaidents, Treasurer, Secretary.and Committee.

111. In erder to give effect to the design of this lnatitnlio_n. henefactions and
Subscriptions shall be solicited, and books opened for receiving the names of
benefactors and subscribers,

IV. Every person contribuing anpnually One Pound, or at one time a dona~
tion of Teu Pounds, shall be considered a Member of this Society.

V. A general meeting of the Members of this Society shall be held every
year, during the sitting of the Legislature, before which shall be laid the ac-
counts and proceedings of the preceding year.

V1. The whole of the subscriptions and donstions, after deducting incidental
expences, shallbe remitted annually, ioaid of the funds of the British and Fo-
reign Bible Society,

VII, Every Member of this Society shall be entitled to purchase, under the
Jdiveetion of the Committee, Bibles and Testaments, at the reduced prices of
the Society, which are as low as possible.

YI1I. The Commitiee shall be authorised te meet, for the purpose of con-
dueting the business of the Society, as often as may be necessary,

REPORT :—

At the last Anniversary of this Society, the Committee were under the pain-
ful necessity of stating a considerable deficiency in their receipts ; and ao at-
tempt was made tocall, in a higher degree than heretotore, the attention of the
People of this Province, and more especially of the Inhabitants of Halifax, to
the powerful claims which the Bible Cause has to their consideration and sup-
port. The result, though by no means commensurate to the wishes of the
Committee, has yet been, in some measare, encouraging. Sowe of the Branch
Societies manifest renovated energy ; and, inthe Town of Halifax,a nomber of
respectable names have been added to the jist of our countributors.

The Dorchester Society, in the year 1819, adopted a measure which has been
Jately imitated by the Saciety in Cornwallis ; a measure which the Committee
account highly jndicious, and respectfully recommend to all the other branches
of this Institution. Finding, from the continued pressure of the times, and the
extreme scarcity of money in their respective Districts, that it was very difficult,
and in many cases impossible, to realize the subscriptions of their members, they
have agreed to accept an equivalentin preduce ; and the produce which may
be thus collected, they have appointed proper persons to dispose of to ad vantage.
Many will, in this manner, be able to pay their subseriptions without inconve-
nience, who, etharwise, could not have paid them atall. And maoy will, pro-
bably, be induced to become subscribers, when they perceive that they do not
incur the risque of finding themselves afisfwards unable to make good their en-
gagements. '

The Hants County Society,plso, which had been rather, like some others, in
a languishing condition, has lately been re-organized, and now evinces .very

considerable activity and zeal. From the present aspect of affairs in that So-

ciety, the happiest effects may be reasonably anticipated.
While speaking of the improvements which have taken place in some of the

Branch Societies, thg Committee beg leave to make honorable mention of one

of the measures of the Cumberland Society, which might indeed have been
noticed in the last year's report. A Female Bible Association has been formed
at River Philip, within that Society’s sphere of operation. Female Associa-
tions in subserviency to the Bible Cause are frequent in Great-Britain ; and
coutribute, in no small degree, to swell the ample revenues of the British and
Foreign Bible Society. Butsueh Associations had pot, hitherto been heard of
within the limits of Nova Scotia. The Committee therefore congratulate this
Society upen the formation of a Female Bible Association in the County of
Cumberland ; and hope that so praisworthy an example will be generally fol-
Jowed, and, in particular, that the Ladies of Halifax, so disting uished already
for deeds of benevolence, will promptly engage in so excellenta design.

The present Session of the Provincial Legislature haviog commenced earlier
than usual, and it being desirable that the anniversary of this Institution, in
order 10 secure the attendance of those members of the House of Assembly,
who come from the country, should be held during the sitting of the Legisla-
ture ; the Committee have judged it expedient to call the General Meeting of
the Society a month earlier than oo former occasions. One disadvantage, how-
ever, results from this arrangement : Many of the Branch Societies, not being
till lately aware of it, have not beeu able to forward their contributions. Butit
is hoped that the greatest part of these will be received before any remittance
<an be made to the Parent Society,

At the last anniversary we were a good deal in arrears to the Parent Iustitu-
tion ; and the remittance which was made soon afterwards, after paying off
these arrears, and allowing a moiety for general purposes, left a halanee in our
favour of only £15 5 11§. In these circumstances, therefore, the Commjtiece
thought themselves justified in declining to order any further supply of Bibles
and Testaments ; more especially as thers was a good number on hand, and
someof the Rranch Socicjies had intimated that they had ne immediate demand

for more,
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Since the last anniversary 143 Bibles and Testaments have been furnished te
Branch Societies, &c. 27 bave been distributed gratis in Halifax ; 556 Bibles
and Testaments have been sold at reduced prices ; 23 Bibles and 9 Testaments,
in High Dutch, which there was no opportunity to sell cr distribute in this
country, have been presented to the American Bible Society, for distribution in
New-York ; and for these a letter of thanks Las been received from the Rev.
Doctor Milnor, Secretary for Foreign Correspondence 10 that Institution 3 and
there are still remaining in the Deypository, 36 Bibles and 6 Testaments, in the
Eoglish language, 8 Testaments in French, 16 Bibles, snd 9 Testaments n
Gernan, 84 Bibles and 99 Testaments in Gaelic, and 48 Bibles and 50 Tes-
tameuts in Irish, muking a total of 184 Bibles and 172 Testaments.

The members of this lnstitution will rejoice to understand, that the British
and Foreiga Bible Society continuesto prosecute with.undiminished zeal, and
with angmented utility, its henevolent labours, Every revolving season sees its
agents visiting hitherto neglected regions to dispense-its bounty, and excite and
guidethe friends of religion to the formation of similar Associations. Accord-
Ing to a statement in the Appendix toits 15th Report, it has already promoted
the translation, printiog or distribution, of the Seriptures, or of portions of the
Seriptares, in 126 languages and dialects. At its last anniversary in May,
1820, 1ts met receipts for the preceding year amounted to upwards of £93 000
Sterling : and during the same period there had been issued from its Depository
415,775 Bibles, and 141,108 T\ staents, making a total of morethan Twe Mil-
lions Five Mundred and Fifty housuud%les and Testaments, in somewhat
less than fifieen years

It is gratifyiug to observe the beneficial effects which have heen produced
through the well-diregted labours of this great Society, Many instances may be
pointed ontin whicl/te make use of the sublime language of inspiration, * The
wildarness and the'Solitary place have Imn] made glad, and the desert to rejoice
and blossom as the rose ;" and many otlier instances of a similar kind have ne
doubtoceurred, which have never come to the knowledge of the' public, Of
the good which has heen done the following instances May serveas a specimen.

A correspondent at Deddington, in Oxfordshire, wnder date of Sept. 27,
1820, says, ** The moral effect on the lown, is acknowledged hy all ; the streets
aod lanes, which used to be ful of clamour and disorder cn the Sunday even-

_ing, are now perfecily quiet, and the cottugers it at their doors, reading the

Testament to their children,

The Ageut, at Gravesend, ofthe Merchant Seamen’s Auxiliary Bible Society
reports, that the Captain of a vessel, which he had sapplied with copies of' the
Neriptures, observed to him, ** thag lteration which was effected in my crew, as
'it respects their mauners, would a%msh any oue—they became quite different
eings,”’ ,

Aod the committee of the Rochester and Chatham Branch Society, baving
procured from the Paredi Nociety 67 ‘Testaments, in Freoch., Italiap, Arabie,
Modern Greek, and Ancient and Modern Greek, for the use of the officers and
crew of the Pacha of Alexandria’s Frigate, Asia ; the following acconat is given
of the manner in which they were received : * The Committee have great plea-
sure in reporting that their Becrelary, Mr, Hope, on taking the Books on hoard
the vessel, was received by officers and men with great attention and respect,
aud had the satisfaction ef supplying them according to their countries or dia.-
lects,  The ship having been detained longer than was expected, gave several
persons who went on board an opportunity of seeing the men employed in read-
g their Books, and some in writing out paasages, whence itis hoped the
Way under God’s Blessing, be led to study it tor the good of their souls.”

The other Bible Societies throughout the world are vigorously and success-
fully prosecuting their respective labours ; but the Russian Society, the most vi-
Rorous and energelic of all those lostitutions, which look np to the British and
ForeiguBible Nociety as their common Parent, seems to dewand more particular
hotice. It s rapidly maliiplying copies of the Scriptures throughout the various
Proviuces, and in 1he various languages and dialectsof that 1wmense Ewpice,
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and the demand forSeriptures still exceeds the ability of supnlying them. The
Rev. Docter [lenderson, in a letter, dated St Petershuig, 19th June, 0 §.1821
says, ‘* The Kaluga Bible Society is distingaishingly active, and has emptied
its depot in the courde ot a few months, The same testimony must be borne to
the Tamboff Committee, who ordered 20,000 copies of the Scriptures last year,
and have now sentina fresh order for 24,000.

The following are extracts from the Speech of Prince Alexander Galitzin,

President of the iLussian Bible Society, at the Seventh Anniversary, 28th Joly,
0. 8. 1820 : ** In our own beloved Country, the opvratinnsnf the Bible Society,
orrather he is said, the influence of the power of the Word of Gad ,is cnnspicﬁ-
ously eviden! in the progress which has been made inits cirenlation, in the dif-
ferent languages and dialects spoken by the Tribes of Russia. Even before a
certain quarter, or natign has attracted the attention of the Committees (whose
watchful care must be extended to so many hranches of the Rassian Bible So-
ciety in such different and distinct yarts) an unexpected epistle brings thee joy-
ful intelligence of the attempts of dhme zealous friends of the cause to translate
the Gospel of Salvation by Christ/into some new tongue or dialect, in which it
was unknown before. And vonder, in other districts of our native land, other
lovers of the word of God Bppear, who carry on an extensive correspondence,
with & view to render the reading of the word more general, and, 1o shew the in-
dispensable necessity of doing 80, they commission copies, and circulate them
search out such as are thirsting for that water which flow eth unto life everlastiné
and sometimes find them even among those on whom the name of Christ was
pever named. They make them acquuinte& :

#with this iovaluable name, and

Jay open noto them the eternal riches of inexhaustible Grace revealed in that
book, which they bestow upon them. The bard and unbelieving heart ap-
proaching unwillingly to this fire of unquenchable and all penetrating love, is
softened, melted down, and made to flow out after this attractive Grace. Othes
co-workers, aecording to their oocupations and abilities, take upon themselves
the care of trgnsmitting large supplies of the sacred writings, from one Jistant

part to another, over mountains, threugh woods and rivers ; expending for this
purpose their perishing riches, they prepare for themselves and their neighbours
imperishable and everlasting riches.’’

‘s At present there is hardly & Provinee in the Empire, where the cause of dis-
seminating the Holy Sciiptures is not kown, From the shore of the Baltic to
Kiachta they are circulated by various ways and means. Copies of them have
reached the distant habitations of the Buriats, and the still more distant inhabi-
tants of the shores of Russian Notth- America. Ov the other'hand the Kirghezes
and Persians, are sapplied with them ; the natives around the Caspian and
Black Seas, are partaking of them ; the Georgians and Bessarahians are fure
pished with these silent Preachers of Salvation.”

Jonsidering the vigour and success with which the British and Foreign Bible
Society and other kindred Institotions, are labouring to impart tl.e light of Salva-
tion, to the dark places, of the Earth, and how many Millions of our race are
still destitute of the word of life ; tife Committee are persuaded that the Mewbers
of the Society, and of the Rranch Societies throughont the Province, will be dis-
posed to prosecule with unwearied zeal, the benevolent ohject which they have
undertaken to promote ; und they would again iavite the friends of Religion in
general to some forward to their aid. Weknow that the great mass of our race
are perishing for lack of knowledge, and isitnet incumbent upon us to do some?
thing for their illumination ? Aud how can we, with so moch ease and conve-
nience to ourselves, do any thing for their illumination, as by giving & small
portion of our substance, to furnish them with copies of the Holy Ncriptares !
If we decline contributing, according to our ability, for so beuevolent a purpose
how shall we ata future duy look himin the face, who requires us to love out
neighbours as ourselves, and who though he was rich, for our sakes he became

oor, that we through his poverty might be rich ? The words of Solomon may),
rn that case, fill us with well grounded alarm ! ** If thow forbear to deliver them

NEWPORT, Decemper 30, 1820,
