She then told of their coming here, and
being introduced to Campbell as Porter’s
wife. Porter had said on the way here
that they would go to Endland and be
married there. At Campbell’s they oc-
cupied the same room and slept together
as man and wife from Friday till Tues-
day. Porter said that he had told Camp-
bell that she was not his wife. Wednes-
day morning Campbell came in and
said there was a policeman at the
mill and somebody was after them.
They had better go somewhere else
and put up.  They left at once and went
to the hotel near the steamboat wharf
and stayved there Wednesday night.
Stayed in yesterday till the afternoon,
when they went up to the Queen square.
Porter had not mentioned his wife or
child since leaving] New Bedford. He
had left his wife about five weeks ago.

University of New Brunswick.
To the Editor of Tg GazE®E:—

Sir,—According to the learned Presi-
dent of the University of New Brunswick
the number of matriculants has nearly
doubled within the last five years. The
numbers as given in the address are 162
for the last five years, as against 91 for
the five years preceding. On the other
hand according to the valedictorian of
the class of '89-’90 thenumber of students
in attendance has diminished fully one-
half in two years—to wit from 81 tosome
40. It would seem, then, that in the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick, in proportion
as the number of matriculants increases,
the number of students diminishes. If
80, should the number of students matri-
culating go on increasing in a similar
ratio during the years to come, there is
danger, apparently, that the number of
students in actual attendance may dim-
inish proportionally until they dwindle
to zero. Thus the extension of matricu-
Jating examinations throughout the pro-
vince, instead of being a matter for con-
gratulation, should rather be viewed with
alarm and anxiety by the president and
authorities of our illustrious University,
since contrary to what has invariably
been the case in all other institutions of
this kind, since the creation of the world,
in the U. N. B. an enlarged production of
matriculants means death to the attend-
ance of students.

It is hoped that a solution of this alarm-
ing problem may be reached at an early
date, for at present the matriculants
threaten to be to this seat of learning
what the Huns of old were to the Roman
Empire, or the deluge in its day to the
inhabitants of the earth.

HARBOR |LP_BWEIEIT-

The Globe has a correspondent who is
in a very great hurry and who demands
that harbor improvements at the
expense of the cityshall be commenced at
once. The movements of -Ald. Baskin
who proposes to ask for authority to
jssue $250,000 worth of debentures are
entirely too slow. According to this
person the mayor should at once call a
special meeting of the Council and
understand if Mr. Leary has abandoned
his scheme, and immediately start the
Board of Works on the preparstion of at
least two berths for modern steamers to
load and discharge freight, with the
Decessary waretouse accommodation in
Carleton. This very energetic person
goes on further to remark that with the
railway track to the barbor frontand
our own dredge and scows completed,
and wharf huilders and mechanics and
material of our own competent to
complete the work, there is no reason
why the neeessary improvements may
not be made by the time navigation
closes. ;

It is pleasing to observe that there is
at least one person in this city who has
suddenly awakened to the necessity for
harbor facilities being immediately
farnished. It is almost a pity that there
are so many obstacles in the way of this
scheme of his which are likely to delay
it for an indefinite period. According to
the 29th section of the Union Act, power
is given to the Common Council of the
city of St. John to issue debentures for
public works or needed civic improve-
ments, but these debentures can only
be issued after thirty days previous
notice of motion, and after the consent of
at least two thirds of the members of
the whole Council thereto. As the whole
Council, including the mayor, numbers
twenty-seven, at least eighteen members
of the Council must vote for the issuing
of the debentures, without which the
work cannot goon. We would like to
learn the names of the eighteen mem-
bers_of the Common Council who, after
rejecting the Leary scheme for the ax-
penditure of one million dollars by Mr.
Leary for a subsidy of $10,000 a year for
twenty years payable by the city, would
at once vote for the expenditure of $250,-
000 by the city, the interest on which
would be $10,000 a year payable for ever.
The difficulty of getting such a vote
would be considerably increased by the
fact that the $10,000 a year would give
us the largest dry dock in America, 3000
feet of deep water wharves, warehouses
for 13,000 tons of freight and a grain ele-
vator, while the $250,000 wculd give us
not more than 1000 feet of deep water
wharfage and no elevator.

There would be still another difficulty
in the way of the scheme in the reluc-
tance of the taxpayers of this city to see
$250,000 added to its bonded indebted-
ness, a relactance which is shared by
the members of the Council. Most of our
people are of the opinion that our city
debt is large enough at the present time,
and that if any change is to be made in
it there should rather be a decrease than
an addition to it. There is still another
difficulty which is not to be ignored
which stands in the way of the summary
method proposed by the Globe'’s corres-
pondent; and that is that there is no
snitable place on the West side for the
city to expend its $250,000 upon. The
Sand Point property is owned by the
government, and therefore is not avail-
able; the property to the north of it is
owned by Mr. Leary; the only other
place where a deep water wharf could be
erected in Carleton for so small a sum is
the south end of Rodney wharf. These
are afew of the obstacles which will
prevent the Board of Works from build-
ing berths for two big steamships in
Carleton this year.

THE McKINLEY TARIFF BILL.

The promoters of the McKinlgy tariff
bill which is now before the Senate are
not in a happy frame of mind over its
prospects which seem to be seriously
clouded by the action of the Senate
finance committee in insisting that the
bill shall be considered by the whole
committes and not by a sub-committee
of three. The situation is very accurate-
ly outlined by the Washington corres-
pondent of the Boston Herald who states
that there is a good deal, of presidential
politics behind the split in the
Republican majority of the Senate
finance committee. Sherman, although
he knows that he has very little chance
of being a presidential candidate, does
not consider himself out of politics, and
has propoged to have something to say
a8 towho is the next nominee
of the Republican party. To that

~end he does not wish the next
tariff law to ‘be krown as the Me-
Kinley law, or yetthe Allison law. In
spite of all professions, he is not ready to
tarn Ohio over to McKinley, nor is he
prepared to let Allison get the nomina-
tion. If any tariff act is jpassed, he pro-
poses to have his biggest finger in it. All
this, with the resentful feeling of Allison
and McKinley, who 'predict unutterable
things as the result of the bolt of Sher-
man and Morrill, greatly delights the
Democrats. Some of the latter havea
suspicion that the Republican managers,
Reed, Quay and the rest, will very glad-
ly avail themselves of the squabbing
among the tariff tinkers to put the whole
tariff question over until next session. so
as to keep it still in debate for the fall
elections.

In the meantime it is being discovered
that the McKinley bill, even if passed as
it stands, is not likely to do Canada as
much harm as it was intended to accom-
plish. The Bangor Commercial has been
investigating its effects on the export of

lambs from New Brunswick and finds
that whatever injury it may do this pro-
vince it will do much more to the State
of Maine. We quote:—

A reporter of the Commercial this
morning in conversation with Mr. G. W.
Maxfield, who is extensively engaged in
the wool and sheep business, became ac-
quainted with some facts conceraing the
new tariff bill that cannot fail to be of
interest to the general public.

It was the intention of Mr. Maxfield to
erect in this vicinity a large slaughter
house in which over a hundred hands
would be employed. He bad made prep-
arations to this effect but on account of
their tariff bill was obiiged to discontinue
his plans. :

Most of the lambs that come into this
market are from New Brnnswick. Ship-
ping bills show that the average weight
of these lambs is 30 pounds. The former
law imposed a duty of 20 per cent. on the
cost when imported alive and the aver-
aye cost being $2.50, the duty would be
only 50 cents. When sent as meat the
duty was one cent a pound, making the
total tax on a lamb less than 30 cents, or
if the skin was imported with it, bring-
ing it up to about 60 cents.

Glancing down the fcolumn of figures
under the McKinley bill, as published in
last Tharsday’s Commercial, it will be
seen that the 'gresent tax is $1.50 per
head, imported alive, or 2 cents a pound
sent as meat. At 2 cents a pound the
tax ulive would be 60 cents, and adding
the skins it would make 90 cents.

The difference between 90 cents and
$1,50 is sufficient to stop all dealers from
importing aiive, and the consequénce is
that the labor will be performed in the
provinces and the material all come into
‘our hands ready for shipment.

This does not look much like pro-
tection, for it will have a tendency to-
ward abolishing our slaughter b
leaving the work to be performed by
other than American labor. If the tariff
protects some articles of importation,
said Mr. Maxfield it should protect all,
not showing any partiality. Had a duty
of 4 cents a pound been levied it would
have corresponded with the tax of $1.50
a head, but as it now stands it will have
a depressing effect upon trade in this

ine.

The effect of the McKinley bill, accord-
ing to this view of it, will be to transfer
the slaughtering business to this side -of
the line, the meat being sént forward ‘in
refrigerator cars to the large cities of the
United States. It is guite evident from
this sample of its impgrfection that it
will have to pass through a severe ordeal
in the Senate and that the chances of it
being passed this session are very
slight.

THE DOUGLAS GOLD MEDAL,

The Douglas gold medal,which is given
for the best English essay by a student
of the University, was won this year by
D. Mitchell, of the junior class. Yester-
day he read a portion of his essay as part
of the closing exercises. The subject was
the application of the principles of Ed-
mund Burke to the religious, social and
political affairs of our times, a theme
which we need hardly say is absurdly
out of proportion to the capacity of the
vast majority of University students.
When such difficult subjects are given to
young men who have hardly passed the
status of school boys it is not surpris-
ing that so many of them should,
instead of thinking the matter out for
themselves, apply to books for informa-
tion and even crib whole passages from
the writings of other authors. The in-
tention of Sir Howard Douglas in giving
this medal, as expressed by himself, was
that it might prove *“a useful incitement
to virtue and learning,” but itis quite
clear that this medal will not serve these
excellent purposes if it encourages liter-
ary theft and the defeat.of honest work-
ers by “fakirs” and pilferers. It is not
80 very many years ago since an essay

discovered to have been stolen almost
bodily from a book in the Legislative
library, yet the writer of the essay was
not disgraced and is now a public official
in connexion with the educational system
of this Province. The Douglas gold me-
dal essay should be published every year
in order that such frauds may become
impossible.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Murat Halstead, the distinguished
journalist, has this to say in regard to
prohibition in politics :—

Without this public sentiment, prohi-
bition in the constitntion and laws is a
foredoomed failure. With it prohibition
is a success. The plan we mention takes
the politics out of the prohibition crusade
and puts in it all there is possible of ac-
tual temperance. Of course, you will not
give heed to this, because it would spoil
the trade of the posers of prohibition in

litics, the purpose of the poser being to

low himself up with wind and water to
be a great man.

Those words might very well be ad-
dressed to those people in Canada who
are trying to build up a third party on
the prohibition issue.
>

Commodore Stewart, of the Chatham
World, was in Halifax during the recent
Nova Scotia election campaign, and there-
fore may be accepted as an authority in
regard to the true inwardness and real
meaning of the result of the contest.

The (.‘op%e:heﬂd papers are rejoicing
over the Liberal victory in Nova Scotia
as a victory for annexation. But if their
editors had been in Halifax, the evening
before the election, and been present at
the Liberal mass meeting in the street
before the committee rooms they would
have heard the speakers cheered to the
echo as they pointed to the union jack
above their heads and spoke of it
as the flag under which they
were marching to victory. The Nova
Scotia Government was not sustained <n
a repeal or annexatiorist cry. It had
been borrowing and spending freely for
railwaf subsidies, iron bridges and
special road grants, and gratitude for

ast favors, mingled with the hope of
urther grants carried most of the con-
stituencies in which they were victorious,
In Cape Breton, where two or three rail-
way projects are waiting for subsidies,
they swept the ground with the opposi-
tion candidates in strong Liberal Con-
servative counties.

The Chignecto Post administers a well
deserved rebuke to the Moncton Trans-
cript for its persistent attempts to injure
New Brunswick by gleefully publishing
detailed and exaggerated accounts of
every person who, for reasons of his own,
leaves New Brunswick for the
United States. The Transcript recently
published statements of a great exodus
from Westmorland, upon which the Post
remarks :

SHE HUNG IN MID-AIR.
A Daring Parachate Jumper Falls into
a Tree Top.

Miss Grace Shannon made another
balloon ascension and parachute jump at
East End Park yesterday afternoon,say:
the Memphis Avalanche.’ e

The nervy little aeronaunt made the
jump from an altitude of about 1,000
feet and she had a thrilling adventure.
The parachute refused toopen and she
shot throngh space like the flight of light
for a distance of more than 300 feet.
Suddenly the white folds of the parachute
began to open and fill, and the descent
was so abruptly checked that for a
moment it stood like a bird poisedin
mid-air.

Then the descent was gradual and
beautiful until it was plain to be seen
that the plucky little woman was doom-
ed to dropin the topmost branches of a
tall poplar tree inside the park grounds
and not more than 300 yards from where
the start was made. Shesaw and under-
stood her perilous situation and kicked
manfully in her efforts to divert the
course of the parachute in order to miss
the tree but to no avail.

In the treetop she went and was lost
to view in its thick foliage. The crowd
was thrown into # frenzy of excitement,
and there was a wild rush is the direc-
tion of the tree in which, for all they
knew, a woman’s corpse might be dang-
ling. But the fates had been with her
in the fall.

The tree was more than 100 feet
high, and its topmost branch, plumed
with hieavy foliage, was bent and hung
lovingly toward the south.

Raynard climbed to the top of the tree
and crawled out on the top of the limb to
which the parachute was fastened, from
wbigh he tgmw the line to Miss Shan-
non. After making several efforts she
caught it and quickly tied it abous her
waist. Then she was pnlled in to the
trunk of the tree, around which she en-
twined her limbs with an emphasis that
indicated a determination to stick if the
bark didn’t slip.

The crowd below applauded her lustily.
Meanwhile her two heroic rescuers were
busying themselves fastening the line
more securely about her waist and to a
limb, from which she was safely landed
upon the ground without a bruise or a
scratch upon her body.

MR. BURNS, GENTLEMEN.

HE IS AGREAT MAN IN HIS AUGUSTA

BAILIWICK TODAY.

The Mpine Supreme Conrt has Just De-
cided in his Favor and his Seized
“@riginal Packages” Mnst be Re-
tarned. .

Avgrsta, Me. May 28.—A rescript was

received from the law court this morn-

ing drawn by Chief Justice Peters and
concurred in by Justices Welton, Virgin,

Foster, Libby and Emery, settling for all

time the famous case of the state against

Michael Burng for selling liquor in this
city in unbroken original packages.

The case has been before the courts
for two years and is very importunt as
affecting the sale of liquor in this state.
The decision sustains Burns’ position.
Sixty-two cases of packages were seized
at the time. The opinion drawn by
Chief Justice Peters and concurred in by
all the othe¥ judges is short and as fol-
lows :

State vs. Michael Burns and same vs.
intoxicating liquors, Michael Burns
claimant, Peters, C.J. The undisputed
facts in this case show the liquors which
the state claims to consficate as being in
the possession of the respondent Burns
for unlawful sale were imported by him
from England, were his property, were
in the original and unbroken packages
and in the same conditiou as when im-
ported, and that at the date of the seiz
ure he had them in his possession with
intent to sell the same only in such orig-
inal and unbroken packages and in the
same condition as when imported, an
had established himselfin a place of bus-
iness in the city of Augusta for that pur-

pose.
" There is no doubt that formerly- it was
both the judicial and legislative opinion
in this state that such liquors .could be
legally sold by the importfer in the same
condition as when imported, notwith-
stanaing any general eniactmentsagsinst
liquor selling 1n the state where sold,

2. dn the case of State vs. Robinson, 48
Maine, 285, Davis, C, J., (in 1862) speak-
ing for the court said: Upon this point
theghc‘ _'Mwweenduge p%wt?r
of the general nt and that.of the
state has been sattied. Under the power
granted by the constitution to regulate
commerce with other. nations cmﬂus
may authorize a person to import intoxi-
cating liquors and to sell the same‘inthe
original packages.

But here the power of cobgress ceages,
and the jurisdiction of the state
| Brown vy, the State of Maryland. No
m"b""t%r' importer himself has the
right to 8elf except as allowed by the
laws of the state and he can sell only in
the original packages. . ..

The power of the state id"plenary to re-
gulate or prohibit all sales;‘except’ such
as are thus made by the importer./him-
self. Those who purchase from  him
have no such right to sell, license
cases, b Howard 4 €on-
currence in this view wil be found
in other cases, as state vs. Blackwell, 65
Maine, 556; state vs. intoxicating liquors,
69 Maine, 524. Nisi prius rulings to the
same effectwere frequently made.

The idea entertained formeriy by the
legislature on this subject is seen in sey-
eral legislative acts. Chapter 205 of the
laws of 1846 contains the first prohibitory
enactment in this siate. Prior thereto
different license laws had been main-
tained. Section 2 of that chapter is as
follows :

The provisions of this act shall not ex-
tend to wine or spirituous liquors which
shall have been imported into the United
States from any foreign port or place,
when not sold in less quantities than the
revenue laws of the United States pre-
scribe for the importation into this
country and delivered and carried away
at one time.

The foregoing provision remained in
the law until & more intensified act was
passed in 1851, in which it was substan-
tially retained with different phraseology.
The new act placed a stronger burden of
proof upon a respondent, rendering thim
liable to punishment for selling liquore
or for having them in his possession for
sale,unless he could show by positive
proof thatsuch liquors were of foreign
production, that they were imported
under the laws of the United States and
in accordance therewith, that they were
contained in the orignal packages in
which they were imported and in quanti-
ties not less than the laws of the United
States prescribe.

The following was added to the new
act: Section 11, chapter 7; but custom
house certificates of importation and
proofs of marks on the packages corres-
ponding thereto shall not be received as
evidence that the identical liquors con-
tained in said packages and cases were
actually imported therein. The except-
ion of liability for selling imported
liquors stood through different enact-
ments until the year 1858, when it was
in most part dropped from the statutes
touching the sale of intoxicating liquors,
there being left only the clause relating
to what should not be taken as evidence
that liquors were imported, the same
that is now embodied in section 55, of
chap. 27, of our present revised statutes,
laws of 1858, chap. 33, section 25.

After these decisions of the court and
enactments of the legislature so much
change had been wrought in the public
sentiment on this and kindred questions
that it became in the public mind a de-
batable point whether the rule as laid
down in Brown vs Maryland, so far as
affecting the sale of imported liguors in
a state in which the sale of intoxicating
liquors are by its law forbidden, would
on reconsideration be adhered to by the
supreme court of the United States.

The ruling in the present cases in the
court below was in a measure to test the
question whether the principle of the
case alluded to wonld be sustained as ap-
plicable to the facts of the present record.

But the Iowa case, just decided by the
su‘preme court of the United States, on
full consideration seems to clearly settle
the question and to require us, as we are
bound on such questions by the law, as
determined by that court,to reverse the
rulings betow and sustain the law accord-
ing to,the respondent’s contention. The
opinion of a majority of the judges sitt-
ing in that case appears to be very elab-
orate and exhaustive of the question in-
volved, and may commend itself to many
as containing the better conclusion. Ouar
obedience is due however, to the judg-
ment which prevails ; not that our statute
is unconstitutional, for it prohibits only
“unlawful sales” of intoxicating liquors;
but that its interpretation must be con-
stitutional.

Exceptions sustained,—Walton, Virgin,
Libby, Emery anJd Foster, justices con-
curring.

or not the stamps attached to such certificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash

paid. ers are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fgﬁ charged are attached. : i

. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
?bi ity, have ta pay over again their verification
foes.

In Newfoundiand.

Matters of the so-called French shore,
on the eastern coast of Newfoundland, ap-
pear to be rapidly approaching a crisis.

any duty, on some goods from the Har-
low, in the face of the custom house
officer, the reason being given that un-
less protection is afforded by the govern-
ment, the right to levy duty cannot be
maintained.

They can be fixed,or moveable and
in residences by means of the flexible
wire cord, can be used on the table the
same as an ordinary lamp.

The company are now prepared to fur-
nish the incandescent light to- all who
require it in the city at low rates. They
have already about 4 miles of main wire
up for it. This wire to ensure safety is one
specially insulated and meansan extra
expense on this account of about $2,000.

The full electrical equipment was
made in Canada by the Royal Electric
company of Montreal.

Last night the first lights were put in
operation in Messrs. Barnes & Murray’s
store on Charlette street were much and
admired.

The company already have several or-
ders, among others being one tolight the
fine Uuion clul hall at their grand open
ing to be held on Friday evening, June
6th. The club’s order is for 100 lights,
and those incandescent lamps will be a
special feature of the opening.

The company have besides this incan-
descent plant, nine dynamos of a total
light producing capacity of 330 lights,
and five engines r»nging from 60 o150
horse power, ran by four boilers of 100
horse power each, and it is not improba-
ble that they will make further additions
to their plant this summer. Their elec-
tric light wire system extends over the
whole city on the eastern side of the har-
bor and the length of wire now on the
poles is about 35 miles.

Its Council Votes £350 to Send Goods to
the St. John Exhibition,

The following from the Port of Spain
Gazette shows that the Council of the Is-
land of Trinidad, has voted £350 towards
enabling the produce of that islard to be
shown at the exhibition here, in Septem-
ber next:—

Dr. de Verteuil moved that a sum of
£350 from the public revenue be wvoted
for the purpose of enabling Trinidad to
take part in the New Brunswick Exhibi-
tion to be held in October next. The
hon. member pointed cut the benefits
likely to accrue from the promotion of
greater commercial intercourse with the
Dominion of Canada.

Mr. Gordon, in seconding the motion,
8aid it only required a little initiation for
Canada to supply us with a great many
things that we were accustomed to get
from the United States. The want of
steam communication had been the
barrier hitherto, Lut a company had been
started and meant to build really good
steamers capable also of carryins pas-
sengers, and he thought he would find
a good market there not only for the
purchase of articles of food, but for the
sale of our produce. They had recently
taken a considerable amount of sugar
and molasses, and in late years also
cocoa, and St. John had been using our
pitch for making pavements. The Cana-
dians were anxious to extend their
trade. He was informed that in
Jamaica the Bank of Nova Fcotia had
established a branch and it was hoped
that some day they would extend their
operations to Trinidad. The Canadian
line of steamers not only offered to take
our exhibits to the Exhibition free, but
they were quite prepared to take the
Commissioners that Trinidad might send
to the Exhibition free of charge ; and in
New Brunswick they proposed to take
care of our exhibits and forward them
on to some city in America where there
was to be an exhibition very shortly
afterwards. In fact they were perfectly
willing to do anything in their power to
accommodate us in every. way if we
would only send an exhibitiocn worthy of
Trinidad, which he hoped we would be
able to do.

Dr. de Boissiere’s only objection was
that this vote had not gone through the
ordeal of the Finance Committee.

The Solicitor General said thai, with
the exception of Excellency theGovernor
being in the chair, they had there all
the elements of the Finance Committee,
and the Board could easily resolve itself
into that Committee, so that it would be
a pity to postpone the motion.

Mr. Smyth quite agreed with Dr. de
Boissiere, although he was in favor of
the money being voted for that purpose.
He hoped the Commissioners to be ap-
pointed and the manner in which it was
to be done would be submitted to the
Council, because it was very oasy to vote
money but there was a way of carrying
out thie expenditure of the money and he
would advocate that it should be a re-
spectable exhibition and that we should
have persons at the head of our section
who would give an eclat to whatever we
exhibited in Canada. He only asked
that the disposal of our money should be
submitted to the Council, the Commis-
sioners to be appointed, etc.

Mr. Leotaud said there would be an
unanimons vote, and looking at this as
an exceptional case he thought the vote
might be passed without a reference to
the Finance Committee.

Dr. de Verteuil was understood to say
that the arrangements in regard to Com-
missioners, etc, would be made by the
Central Agricuitural Board.

The Governor said that Dr. Chittenden
at the last meeting of the Central Agri-
cultural Board stated that suggestions
in regard to the Exhibition at New
Brunswick had been drawn up to be
laid before the Legislative Council,

The vote was agreed to.
