Many articles are being pub­
lished in the newspapers on how much 
Germany and Great Britain need one 
another, and Dr. Adolphe Von JPloeck- 
her, formerly secretary of the German 
legation in Mexico City and now a keen 
observer of and writer on international 
affairs, discussing the visit in Die 
Grenzboten, developed the idea that the 
United States, Germany and Great 
Britain, belonging to the German pro­
testant persuasion, should draw closer 
together and follow in common the 
same general International aims.

Germany, the writer insists, should 
have no understanding or agreement 
with Great Britain of which the United 
States, is not informed, and in which 
the United States is not invited to 
participate. This provision, Dr. Vor 
Floecker urges, should be insisted upon 
by Germany preliminary to making any 
such agreement, especially in view of 
the existing situation between the 
United States and Japan.

S. J. Henderson, well known as a 

prospector in the Kootenays, is regist­
ered at the Dominion hotel.

Mr. Henderson has recently spent 
several months m the Caribou country, 
having explored considerable of the 
territory which is tributary to the in­
fluence of the new transcontinental 
railway. In company with two other 
prospectors he left Revelstoke early in 
March last and reached the Fraser 
river after a month’s cruise through 
the mountains. Considerable of the 
distance, about 225 miles, was made by 
canoe, on the Columbia, Canoe and 
Ptarmigan rivers. But there was a 
great deal of hard travelling to be done, 
their supplies being hauled with tobog­
gans over the snow. The purpose of 
the journey was to look over the coun­
try and see what inducements it had to 
offer to settlement.

Along the south fork of the Fraser 
Mr. Henderson says they passed 
through some very fine valleys, which 
give promise of harboring some pros­
perous settlements when the railway is 
built through. And there is every pros­
pect that railway construction will not 
be much in advance of the invasion of 
the people. Quite a number of land- 
seekers were met by the Henderson 
party durihg their explorationa in the 
country. Mr. Henderson does not look 
for any appreciable settlement until 
the Grand Trunk Pacific is constructed. 
He says there is an abundance of good 
timber in the country, and that it has 
no doubt great mineral possessions to 
reward the prospector for generations 
to come.

In the neighborhood of Barkerville 
mining operations have been going on 
with encouraging promise during the 
past season. On a gulch opening into 
Williams creek, near the settlement, a 
company has been engaged hydraulic- 
ing, and it is said has taken out good 
pay. Operations on the Wild Rose, just 
below Barkerville, have also been fairly 
successful, and encouraging results are 
credited to the Waverly company. 
Eight miles out of Barkerville an 
American company has been mining 
with considerable success during the 
past summer. These are all hydraulic 
propositions and Mr. Henderson says 
there are many otners which are meet­
ing with success in a smaller way. He 
argues that the hydraulicing industry 
*‘s but in its infancy in the Caribou 
country, and that great developments 
may be looked for in the next few 
years.

He 
was deprived of his succession to the 
throne of the Duchy of Parma in 186^ 
at the age of 12 years, when the Duchy 
was incorporated with the kingdom of 
Italy. The prince was twice married, 
the first time to Maria Pia, princess of 
Bourbon, and the second time to 
Maria Antonia Infanta of Portugal.

He was the father of twenty-one 
children, and leaves a fortune 
mated at forty million dollars. The 
last child, a son, was born on June 
17th, 1905.

New York, Nov. 18.—Crushed and 
spiritless, Leon Cazauran, a young 
tenor who came to America two weeks 
ago to sing in Hammerstein’s opera 
company, and was arrested near 
Monkeyhouse, Central Park, yesterday, 
sat all day to-day in his rooms wring­
ing his hands.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 18.—The ticket 
of the Octoberist-Conservative coali­
tion was successful in the subordinate 
elections for officers of the lower house 
of parliament to-day, Prince Valdimir 
Wolinsky being chosen first vice-presi­
dent, and Prof. Baron Von Mey In- 
do r£f of the Baltic provinces, second 
vice-president receiving 263 of the 402 
votes cast.

The voting showed the strength of 
the Progressive group, the Constitu­
tional Democratic candidate, M. Mak- 
lakoff, receiving 133 votes on the first 
ballot.

The election of a Baltic German as 
a vice-president of the lower house of 
the Russian parliament is consider­
ably commented upon.

Berlin, Nov. 18.—The ten years of 
estrangement between Germany and 
Great Britain appear to-day to be com­
ing to an end and the conviction is 
held in government offices in Berlin 
that the present journey of the Em­
peror to Britain, taking into account 
the events which led up to it, is likely 
to have an enduring value.

The courtesies which are now being 
extended to Emperor William in Eng­
land were preceded, it is reported here, 
by the decision on the part of King 
Edward to discontinue his personal 
policy of endeavoring to isolate Ger­
many. The King came to this con­
clusion in July. After the international 
conference at Algeciras had completed 
its business, the policy of Germany’s 
isolation was looked upon by Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman, the British pre­
mier, and Sir Edward Grey, the British 
foreign secretary, as unprofitable for 
Britain, and incompatible with her aim 
of peace throughout the world.

There are many evidences to prompt 

the belief that within a few years Van­
couver Island Is to become the great 
centre of the lumber trade of the North 
American continent. Any doubt on that 
point is set at rest by the policy which 
the principals of the Red Cliff Lumber 
Company of Duluth are pursuing in 
this part of the province.

For over eight months the represent­
atives of that company have been quiet­
ly following out a wrell defined line of 
action with respect to the timber re­
sources of Vancouver Island. Waldo C. 
Knapp, the resident manager of the 
concern, has hitherto been very uncom­
municative with respect to his plans. 
Repeatedly has he been asked to give 
some idea of what the company was do­
ing, but he has always turned the sub­
ject aside when waited upon by the 
ubiquitous reporter. Yesterday Mr. 
Knapp consented to give to a Times re­
porter a statement of some of the work 
in hand.

The unfolding of the plan of the Red 
Cliff Lumber Company on this Island is 
one which gives the fullest assurance 
to the stability of business life and 
industry in this part of the province.

The Red Cliff Company of Duluth, 
the present corporation of the Red Cliff 
I<and and Lumber Company, incorpor­
ated under the laws of British Colum­
bia, it is well to remember, is one per­
haps of the largest white, pine com- ,

panies in the world, turning out in its 
two large mills' ninety million feet of 
lumber a year.

Mr. Knapp says it is realized by his 
associates that in about seven years 
more the white pine forests which sup­
ply their mills will be exhausted.

With an eye to the future, his com­
pany have made investigations, and 
have come to the conclusion that the 
lumber of the future for general man­
ufacturing is the fir of the 
coast. f

That conclusion reached, they took 
the initial steps to secure large hold­
ings and they succeeded in buying very 
wide tracts of E. & N. lands on the 
West Coast of the Island. His com­
pany incorporated under the laws of 
the province, can now boast of being 
the largest holders on the West Coast, 
all situated in the Alberni valley and 
within twenty miles of tide water. The 
holdings represent in the neighborhood 
of a billion and a half of stumpage.

This timber has all been acquired 
for manufacturing purposes, and not 
for speculative purposes, as so much of 
the timber lands now being handled.

The mill-site has already been secured 
from the E. & N. on the Anderson es­
tate. The mill to be erected will have 
a capacity of 250,000 feet a day, repre­
senting in connection with the logging 
roads an expenditure of half a million 
dollars, and will give employment to 
about 500 men.

There was a remarkable gathering 
last night at Wood Norton, the seat 
of the Duke of Orleans, of Kings and 
Princesses who had assembled to wit­
ness the marriage ceremony to-day of 
Prince Charles of Bourbon and Prin­
cess Lotiise of Orleans. It was a fam­
ily banquet and there 
speeches or toasts, but all glasses were 
lifted to the host, the Duke of Orleans, 
and the bride and bridegroom.

It is seldom that so many princes of 
Europe have gathered at the 
time. Twenty of the one hundred 
guests were of royal blood, including

,One thing was clear he said. “We are 
in a storm, nobody knows just how it 
began, and just when it will pass over. 
The only thing to do is to lie low and 
wait.”

His principal interests just now 
were his home in New Brunswick and 
the Cuba company, of which he is 
president Cuba is an island of great 
natural wealth and was at present en­
joying high prosperity.

Paris, Nov. 15.—Distorted rumors 
concerning the character of the nego­
tiations conducted by J. Pierpont Mor­
gan & Co. with the Bank of France 
with a view to obtain $20,000,000 and 
$40.000,000 in gold for direct shipment to 
New York, which after having been in 
progress since last week, were definite­
ly broken off yesterday, have leaked 
out here and the newspapers to-day are 
printing the most ridiculous reports on 
the subject.

Nov. 15.—Ernest Thomp- 
son-Seton, who has rëturned to the 
United States from an exploration trip 
of seven months through Northwest 
Canada into the great plains of the 
Arctic region, is enthusiastic over that 
part of Canada below the Arctic zone, 
calling it the “white man’s last op­
portunity.”

Settlers by the thousands, he said, 
are pouring into the enormous area of 
high-class agricultural lands which 
had been lying idle for so many cen­
turies, and the rapidity with which it 
is now being developed, he said, is mar­
vellous. Mr. Seton canoed in this and 
the Arctic region, two thousand miles 
during his seven months' trip, having 
one narrow escape from losing not only 
his diaries, drawings and maps, but 
his own life, when his cathoe upset in 
the Athabasca riVer.

He has brought back with him many 
rare botanical and zoological speci­
mens, with original maps of the coun­
try he traversed, 
number of lakes and rivers in the Arc­
tic region which he is now naming in 
conjunction with the Geographical Sur­
vey of Canada.

Among the animals which he studied 
especially during his trip, and obtained 
pictures of, were the barren ground 
Caribou, the lynx, the musko, wolver­
ine, white wolf, Arctic fox and wild 
buffalo.

On her way home from the office she 
entered Kennedy’s drug store and pur­
chased the acid for which she signed 
in the usual way, the bottle being 
labelled, as called for by the law. Af­
ter supper she retired to her bedroom, 
and at 7.15 came running down stairs 
and told her mother, father, two sis­
ters and a brother, that she had pois- 
osed herself and almost at the same 
time collapsed on the floor.

The family rushed for doctors, three 
being on the scene in a few minutes, 
but it was no use. No cause is known, 
so far, for the deed, although it is said 
that she had been worrying over a let­
ter she received.

the Duke of Devonshire the regular 
chairman of the board of governors of 
the Peabody fund, Whitelaw Reid, the 
American ambassador, presided at the 
meeting yesterday, in accordance with 
a suggestion of the Duke of Devon­
shire. Waldorf Astor, junior, 
elected to fill the vacancy in the board 
of governors and contracts were ap­
proved for the erection of sixty-four 
cottages on the Herne Hill estate to 
be completed in October, 1908. 
board also authorized the purchase of 
eight blocks of land now covered with 
slum cottages at Behnai Green, with 
the money. A sum of $150,000, derived 
from the first outside bequest to the 
fund, which was left by a daughter of 
the late Henry Fox, and which Is now 
available.

The Peabody fund is for the improve­
ment of the condition of the poor of 
London, and was founded by the late 
Geo. Peabody, the American merchant 
and banker, who was born at South 
Danvers, Mass., in 1795, and who died 
in London in 1860, and whose body 
taken to the United States on a British 
warship and buried in his native town, 
now called Pjabody. The fund origin­
ally was $2,500,000, and has been used 
for building lodging houses for the 
London poor.

Clayton, N. J., Nov. 15.—What is said 
to be the fastest mile ever made by a 
steam locomotive on a track contain­
ing curves was covered yesterday by 
locomotive No. 606, which is being used 
in the special test being concluded here 
by the Pennsylvania railway. It tra­
velled a mile at a speed of 91.6 miles 
per hour. The object of the test is to 
ascertain the speed that can be attain­
ed by a locomotive rounding a curve. 
The specialty built strength of track 
over which the trial took place has two 
sharp curves.

FUTURE OF VICTORIA AS A

When one considers the Immense de­

Winnipeg. Nov. 15.—Sir Thomas 
Shaughnes^y, in communication with 
Mr. Whyte, second vice-president, said 
he expected to be able to supply Win­
nipeg in a few days with fifteen or 
eighteen additional locomotives.

Whiib in Montreal, C. C. Castle, 
warehouse commissioner, induced a 
number of the large exporting houses 
to cable their agents in London, Liv­
erpool and Glasgow to ascertain the 
volume of commercial grades of wheat 
that could be assimilated each week 
at these ports. A reply from a Liver­
pool correspondent, Mr. Miller, was to 
the effect that he could use from three 
to four thousand quarters (24,000 to 
32,000 bushels) per week of very low 
grade wheat to grind into flour which 
is used for sizing and glazing pur­
poses chiefly in the cotton trade.

Both the Ogilvie and Lake of the 
Woods companies communicated with 
their agents in the United Kingdom 
markets to try and work up an ad­
ditional trade in commercial grades, 
and each of these companies assured 
Mr, Castle that th£y would use as 
much as possible of their resources 
during the coming winter in handling 
these grades for export. The man­
agers of the companies pointed out 
that the handling of inferior wheat 
was entirely outside their usual busi­
ness, but under the present circum­
stances they were prepared to do so.

The intention 
of the organization Is* to supply the 
Best quality of bread and all kinds of 
cakes, etc.

The work will be under the manage­
ment of Mr. Okell, who took an Im­
portant part in organizing the' com­
pany. The building will be located on 
William street, convenient to the E. & 
N. line in Victoria West. The intent­
ion is to find a considerable trade by 
out of town shipments which can thus 
be conveniently made, 
building will be 35 feet by 70 feet, giv­
ing ample accommodation for the 
carrying out of the work. The build­
ing will be of brick, three stories high, 
the top floor being used for storing 
flour, and the one below containing the 
mixing room, the flour coming down 
a chute. When the dough has been 
prepared by machinery it will be 
passed down to the ground floor where 
a scale will divide the dough into its 
proper size and weight ready for the 
oven.

The ovens will be of the most up-to- 
date pattern, heated from beneath by 
means of steam pipes so that there 
will be no# danger of burning the 
bread.

RUSSIAN PARLIAMENT. New York, Nov. 14.—In financial cir­
cles here to-day the view was freely 
expressed that the action of Governor 
Hughes in appointing a committee to 
recommend changes in the New York 
banking law may result in a similar 
movement in other sections of the 
country and the enactment of legisla­
tion which will place state banking 
institutions on a basis and under 
pervision more closely akin to that of 
the national banks.

A. Barton Hepburn, president of the 
Chase National Bank, 
controller of the currency, who it is 
generally conceded will be the chair­
man of the Hughes commission, is 
known as one of the strongest 
cates of the national banking system 
in the financial world. It is believed 
that Mr. Hepburn will personally re­
commend to his associates that the 
state law should be made to conform 
as nearly as possible with the federal 
statutes.

New York, Nov. 14.—Bringing a mes­
sage of conyratulaion and goodwill 
from President Roosevelt, Geo.

WHOLESALE SMUGGLING. GAZETTE NOTICES. The resolution might perhaps appear 
somewhat radical,* but after all there 
was nothing in it which could be re­
garded as impracticable. If a service 
were formed here, somewhat similar 
to that in the United States, the gov­
ernment might easily come to their aid 
with financial assistance. The Cana­
dian Pacific would then be in the posi­
tion of a carrying corporation only, 
and as he understood, the company 
would be very glad to get rid of their 
present responsibility.

Aboil- five years ago J. Ross Robert­
son, representing the Toronto Telegram, 
approached the government and point­
ed out that British news of great in­
terest to Canadians was not being pub­
lished here for the very reasons which 
were being stated in the present case. 
The government concurred in his rep­
resentations and put a bill through the 
House giving the Canadian Associated 
Press, a small association of seven or 
eight Canadian publications, a subsidy 
of $50,000, to be paid on a sliding scale 
extending over five years, to assist in 
bettering the service. The cable tolls 
were very heavy, and the newspapers, 
under ordinary circumstances, would 
not have been able to pay them.

The situation, with respect to cost, 
had changed to some extent recently. 
Marconi had solved the problem of 
transmitting messages across the At­
lantic, and he (Mr. Nelson), was ad­
vised that the effect in the Old Coun­
try was so marked that the cable com­
panies stood practically agreed to cut 
their rates in two. So that the matter 
of financing the news service with 
Great Britain might be considered sim­
plified.

In addition to this cash subsidy, "the 
government of Canada had means of as­
sisting such an association which would 
not cost the people a cent. There was the 
Yukon telegraph service, for instance. 
This was constructed at great cost and 
maintained at a heavy expense, and was 
manned to carry many times the volume 
of business which was imposed upon it. 
And it was notable to-day that this 
vice carried the news, not of the Canadian 
papers, but of papers across the line, 
which were able to pay for it. As a con­
sequence of this a closer communion had 
developed between the Yukon and the 
American Pacific states than existed be­
tween Canada and that country. If such 
a news service were obtained for the 
Canadian press it would work advan­
tageously from a commercial point of 
view and would encourage a healthy re­
action on commerce between the 
tries.

Then there was the news service from 
the Antipodes, to which reference had 
been made by Sir Sand ford Fleming. 
Canada was a partner in the Pacific 
cable to the extent of five-eighteenths. 
They were partners in the cost of con­
struction to that extent. Great Britain 
carried five-eighteenths of the financial 
responsibility in this . undertaking, and 
the remaining fraction was carried be­
tween the Australian Commonwealth and 
the New Zealand Dominion. They not 
only bore that portion of the cost of the 
cable, but had contributed in that propor­
tion to its maintenance. And the Pacific 
cable to date had been operated at a loss, 
the deficit last year alone amounting to 
£77,000, of which Canada^ 
would be about $15,000. He was informed 
by the telegraph men that between the 
hours of, say, 5 and 9 o’clock in the morn­
ing this cable handled practically no 
business, these being the dead hours of 
night in the Antipodean world. There 
was no reason why, during these hours, 
the cable should not be able to t&ke care 
of the business of transmitting press 
dispatches between the countries. These 
press dispatches passed our door at pre­
sent in transmission to the London papers 
and for Reuter's service. The Eastern 
American papers were also getting this 
service, and as a result a great deal of 
commercial business went to Boston and 
that part of the country. This tele­
graphic inter-communication had had an 
important effect In building up a trade in 
hides and other commodities betvieen 
Australasia and these parts of the New 
England states. There was . no reason 
why Canada, as a partner in the cable 
enterprise, should not profit commercially 
from its news service. And, looking at the 
question from a broader view, such a 
service would have an effect in the 
cementing of ties between the widely 
scattered British dominions.

This was practically the position in 
which Canadian newspapers stood to-day. 
He thought there was practically no 
valid reason which could be urged 
against the proposals made. The resolu­
tions he had offered embodied their views 
in the matter, and they would be laid be­
fore the government at Ottawa in a few 
days.

C. H. Lugrin seconded the resolution, 
and in doing so complimented Mr. Nelson 
for the comprehensive manner In which 
he had presented the case.

One of the smartest salvages ever 
accomplished on this coast, was con­
cluded yesterday afternoon, when the 
big steamship indravelli was safely 
anchored in Esquimau harbor after 
being released from the rocks at Kellet 
Bluff. The B. C. Salvage Company’s 
steamship Salvor, Capl. Harris, was 
lashed alongside the Indravelli twelve 
hours after the accident occurred on 
Tuesday, and 44 hours later the lines 
were cast loose in the shelter of Es­
quimau harbor. Altogether the time 
taken by the salvors to release the In­
dravelli was less than forty hours, a 
most creditable performance.

When it was found on Wednesday 
that the Indravelli was held by the 
rocks at the foot of Kellet Bluff for 
nearly forty feet from her bow, the sal­
vage of the vessel became far more 
serious in aspect than was at first 
thought, but by lightering the forward 
part of the steamship and removing her 
heavy starboard anchor, the salvage 
crew was able, with the assistance of 
three ten-inch G Wynne pumps, to float 
her at 11.15 yesterday. The Salvor re­
mained, lashed alongside, during the 
whole of the salvage operations and as­
sisted the Indravelli to back off from 
the ragged rocks.

A faint cheer from the tried workers 
and a lustier one from some of the In- 
dravelli’s crew, proclaimed her release 
from her dangerous position. As soon 
as the big steamship slid from the foot 
of the bluff, her head was turned for 
Esquimau and, with the pumps throw- 
ing huge streams of water over her 
side forward, the damaged vessel 
steamed, side by side with the Salvor, 
slowly to port. Henry Island, where 
the accident happened, was left shortly 
after twelve o’clock, and the two 
steamships made six knots an hour 
down the straits.

Capt. Newby, the pilot, went out on 
Porter’s launch, Maid of the Mist, and 
brought the Indravelli in. She will be 
docked at Esquimau within eight or 
ten days at the outside, the dock hav­
ing been engaged for her following the 
Kazembe, which ran on a boulder in 
English Bay recently, and will be dock­
ed oil Monday. A curious fact is that 
the Indravelli was chartered by the 
Alley line to take the place of the Ka­
zembe on the New Zealand run. The 
Kazembe, which is owned by Bucknall 
Bros., met with her mishap only a few 
days before the Indravelli, her sucessor 
on* the run, crashed full speed on the 
rocks at Kellet Bluff.

Capt. Cullington Is reticent concern­
ing the accident to his steamship. II* 
states that he will offer no explanation 
of his action in not calling at quaran­
tine or picking up a pilot until he is 
officially called upon to do so. The 
statement made by the officers of the 
steamship to the effect that the In­
dravelli lay off port and whistled for 
four hours in the hope of getting a 
pilot on Monday night, is discredited 
by local shipping men and the pilots. 
A pilot was waiting at the quarantine 
station to pick the Indravelli up and 
considerable mystification was cause! 
by her failure to show up for Inspec­
tion.

New York, Nov. 15.—Never in Wall 
street’s history has there been such a 
purchase of securities by investors in 
ordered lots. The transfer books of 
railroad and industrial corporations 
to-day show a record-breaking number 
of new shareholders taking advantage 
of the prices of standard securities. 
Hordes of investors have come into the 
field with their savings and purchased 
in unprecedented quantities. The N. Y. 
C. railway and several companies re­
port that the number of their stock­
holders, as shown on the books, have 
nearly doubled in tne last year. Trans­
fer departments of all corporations 
are working day and night to keep up 
with the A work.

The eAensive assimilation of stocks 
and their wide distribution to people 
of moderate means foretells certain 
relief of the monetary situation for 
brokerage.

Officials of all railroads and indus­
trial companies say that for several 
weeks there has been a rapid and con­
stant absorption of their securities by 
small investors, and before the buying 
movement is concluded it is predicted 
that the numbers of shareholders in 
many companies will be doubled.

Secretary Trimble, of the Steel Cor­
poration, said to-day that the depart­
ment was behind in its work because 
of the enormous buying of ordered lots.

James L. Carter, in charge of the 
transfer department of J. P. Morgan 
& Co., said to-day that the purchase 
of small lots of stocks which was still 
being kept up in great volume, was 
breaking all records.

Winnipeg, Nov. 15.—Not too favor­
able a report on the health conditions 
prevailing in the Indian industrial and 
boarding schools of the Dominion is 
that just issued by Dr. P. H. Bryce in 
’:i? capacity as chief medical officer of 
the department of Indian affairs. 
Taken in conjunction with the fact 
that the religious denominations in 
-barge of Indian education have asked 
•iie government within the past month 
:o take over control of the schools to 
a greater extent, the report is signifi-

The Indian schools, as is generally 
known, are conducted by the Roman 
Vatholic, Anglican, Presbyterian and 
Methodist denominations, who receive 
grants from the government to assist 
in carrying on the work. Attention 
having been drawn to a large number 
of deaths among the pupils, either 
while attendiiig school or soon after 
leaving, Dr. Bryce was instructed to 
make a report on the subject. During 
the spring months, he visited all the 
schools with a few exceptions. He 
obtained a statistical statement of the 
past and present conditions of the 
health of children. A list of questions 
was left with each teacher, and from 
fifteen replies received some rather 
appalling deductions have been drawn.

The report says that of the total of 
1.537 pupils reported upon nearly 35 
per cent, are dead, and in one school 
with absolute accuracy the statement 
shows that 69 per cent, of the ex-pupils 
are dead, and that everywhere the al­
most invariable cause of death is 
given as tuberculosis.
"It is apparent,” the report says, 

"that general ill health from contin­
uous respiration of the air of in­
creasing foulness is inevitable, but 
when sometimes consumptive pupils, 
and very frequently others with dis­
charging scrofulous glands, are pres­
ent to add an infective quality to the 
atmosphere, we have created a situa- 

I lion so dangerous to health that I 
| am often surprised that results were 

r.ot more serious than they have.been 
shown statistically to be.”

Dr. Bryce remarks that conditions in 
? majority of schools are such as to 
demand an immediate remedy. In two 
cr three schools there is a very notice­
able absence of drill or manual exer­
cise among boys or. calisthenics or 

l breathing exercises among young girls. 
I The report, strange to say, doeg not 
I ™ntatn any recommendations or sug- I gestions as to what should be done 
I to reduce this abnormal death rate 

among Indian pupils, although the sta- 
I tistics given and general conditions 
I described, make it quite evident that 
I vigorous action cannot be long delayed.

A proposition having in view the 
creatios of an inter-imperial news ser­
vice, was unanimously endorsed by the 
Victoria board of trade yesterday.

This question was introduced to the 
board by a communication from the 
Vancouver organization, at a meeting 
of the council on Monday last. C. H. 
Lugrin, editor of the Colonist, and John 
Nelson, manager of the Times, were 
appointed a committee to deal with it, 
and this report was submitted yester­
day in the form of a resolution, which 
read as follows:

Whereas the news service furnished to 
the Canadian press at the present time 
consists largely of dispatches relating to 
e\ ents, frequently unimportant, transpir­
ing in the United States;

And whereas British and Continental 
news comes via New York and receives a 
coloring distasteful and repugnant to 
British people;

And whereas the events of Canada are 
given little attention, and the people of 
Canada thus kept in ignorance of the af­
fairs and events of their own country;

And whereas the facts above stated 
militate strongly against the development 
of a Canadian national pride and senti-) 
ment, and against the cementing of the 
bonds of union with the Motherland;

And whereas, owing to sparseness of 
population and the comparatively limited 
circulation of Canadian newspapers, pro­
per and adequate service can be obtained 
only at a cost which would be prohibi­
tive;

And whereas the question is one affect­
ing the whole people of Canada as much 
as it does the press of the country;

Be it resolved, that the Federal govern­
ment be memorialized to take into con­
sideration the advisability of assisting In 
the establishment of a telegraphic ser­
vice, primarily Canadian in character, 
but embracing the news of the Mother­
land and of other British possessions, as 
well as of the United States.

Be it further resolved, that in dealing 
with this question the Federal govern­
ment be asked to consider aid In the- fol­
lowing forms:

(a) A cash subsidy on a sliding scale, 
for a term of years, to an association of 
Canadian newspapers, along somewhat 
similar lines to that in force for several 
years and now expiring with the Canadian 
Associated Press.

(b) Placing at the disposal of such an 
association the Yukon telegraph line, 
when not engaged with commercial busi­
ness, for the free transmission of press 
news between the older portions of Can­
ada and the Yukon Territory.

(c) A similar arrangement with regard 
to the other telegraph and telephone lines 
of the government, as well as the use of 
the news collected at the wireless station 
of the department of marine and fisheries.

(d) An arrangement with the other gov­
ernments concerned in, and responsible 
for, the deficit on the Pacific cable, where­
by that line may be used at certain 
periods of the day when commercial busi­
ness does not offer for the free transmis­
sion of press dispatches between the Do­
minion GÏ Canada and the Commonwealth 
of Australia and the Dominion of New 
Zealand.

And be it further resolved that copies 
of this resolution be transmitted to the 
Prime Minister of Canada, to the Minister 
of Public Works and the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries, to the Federal re­
presentatives of the province, to the Pre­
miers of Australia and New Zealand, to 
the Colonial Secretary and the High 
Commissioner, and to other boards of 
trade, to magazines and to leading news­
papers of Canada.

Mr. Nelson, in explanation of the 
resolution, said that Canada had no 
Associated Press in the proper sense 
of the term.

though Canadian news was not alto­
gether ignored.

He did not wish to be understood as 
criticising the Canadian Pacific Tele­
graph Company, although they had 
been subject to a great deal of criti­
cism in connection with the service. It 
was with the whole principle of the 
service that they had occasion to find 
fault. The Canadian Pacific to-day 
distributed the press news at a lower 
rate perhaps than any other service on 
the continent. There was no criticism 
offered on the basis of charge apart 
from the objection which might exist 
as to the relationship of the news ser­
vice to a private .corporation. It was 
part of governmental aspiration to fos­
ter a Canadian sentiment, and it was 
thought only proper that the news ser­
vice should be attained to that desir­
able end, whereas they had to-day what 
must be regarded as a tainted news 
service, which offset the efforts of the 
government.

Remains Found on Beach Are Those 
of William Cottrill, Former­

ly of Calgary.
■

The body of the man who is sup­
posed to have committed suicide by 
shooting himself at Beacon Hill has 
been identified as that of William Cot­
trill. He was in charge of the stables 
of David Spencer at the time, and it 
is supposed that the deed was done 
during a fit of temporary insanity.

Cottrill was an Englishman who 
came out to Calgary some 12 years 
ago, and has always been interested in 
horses. Five months ago, when James 
Mitchell wanted someone to bring' out 
a bunch of hackneys for himself and 
David Spencer, he persuaded Cottrill 
to come out and take care of them. 
This he did, and after his arrival spent 
three months in the employ of Mr. 
Mitchell, breaking the hackneys. At 
the end of that time he had proved 
himself to be such a valuable man that 
he was engaged by the David Spencer 
Company to look after their stable. He 
proved himself to be always a most 
able and careful man.

A week ago last Thursday, while 
coming down the ladder from the loft, 
Cottrill lost his balance near the top 
of the ladder and fell backward, a dis­
tance of ten or twelve feet, hitting his 
head against the edge of the curb plank 
of the stall. He suffered somewhat 
from the effects of this, and his com­
panions have since noticed him to do 
odd things at times. On one occasion 
when bringing out some of the colts he, 
without any apparent reason, fetched 
the colt a kick which made it run out 
into the yard with the harness on. 
This was so opposite to his usual gentle 
manner with the horses that it attract­
ed attention. ’

On Friday night the carpenters who 
are working at tjje stable left Cottrill 
there as usual about 5 O'clock, and at 
six one of the employees had occasion 
to call him up on the telephone, which 
he answered. That, so far as can be 
ascertained, was the last time his voice 
was heard.

In the morning the body was dis­
covered with the bullet wound in the 
temple, but no one even suspected that 
the man was Cottrill. It was not until 
last night, when Mr. Mitchell was read­
ing the detailed description in one of 
the papers, that it struck him that Cot­
trill might be the man. At 9 o’clock 
he went down to the police station and 
was taken to the morgue, where he at 
once identified the body as that of the 
man --«s/had induced to come out from 
Calgary.

Cottrill was a very quiet, good na- 
tured man, and was particular quiet 
and kind to the horses in his charge. 
He was well to do, having money in 
two different banks to the amount, it 
is said, of about $2,000. Previous to 
taking his life he wrote letters to the 
banks asking that the money be for­
warded to his people in England. He 
also wrote to David Spencer, jr., ask­
ing him to take care of his things and 
forward them to his old home.

Tokio, Nov. 16.—Hon. Rodolphe Lem­
ieux, Canadian minister of labor, who 
is here to consult with the Japanese au­
thorities regarding emigration from this 
country, has established an office at 
the British embassy, and is in frequent 
conference with officials of the foreign 
office. He expects a favorable outcome 
of his mission. To a representative of 
the Associated Press he said:

“I am not proposing any change in 
the existing treaty, but desire to reach 
an agreement with a friendly nation 
looking to the adoption of a pro­
gramme for the future which will be 
beneficial to both countries concerned."

Minister Lemieux will be entertained 
by the municipality of Tokio on next 
Tuesday, and the government is pre­
paring an elaborate programme for his 
entertainment during his stay in Ja­
pan.

The foreign office has notified the 
emigration companies that 406 Jap­
anese will be allowed to go to Hawaii 
during this month and December. The 
government intends to exercise a closer 
supervision over those going as stu­
dents to San Francisco.

Considerable fraud has been prac­
ticed by registering laborers as stu­
dents, and this has escaped the scrutiny 
of the emigration Inspectors. Ameri­
can Ambassador O’Brien has been in 
active conference on this subject with 
Minister of Foreign Affairs Hayashi, 
who has issued more stringent instruc­
tions to the inspectors, and further re­
strictions are under advisement.

The Japanese government is consid­
ering the advisability of shutting off 
all emigration to the United States and 
Canada for the present on the ground 
that economic conditions render it in­
advisable for citizens of Japan to visit 
foreign countries unless they are able 
to shqsr that they are amply, self-sup­
porting.

Among the leading statesmen, poli­
ticians and business men, the impor­
tance of the approach of the
American congress and the possibility 
of the introduction of special measures 
to restrict immigration is fully real­
ized. The opinion here is that such 
legislation is not likely to be enacted, 
but the fact of its introduction and the 
inevitable debates on the subject, is 
thought liable to increase the diffi­
culties of the government in adjusting 
the situation by arousing the Chauvin­
ists on account of discrimination 
against Japan, while affording ammu­
nition for the opposition, which is in­
creasingly active, in view of the gen­
eral election in 19C8.

The opening of the big show,1 which 
will last through the week, was at­
tended by the gathering of the en­
thusiastic lovers of the horse who never 
fail to be present on such an occasion, 
but the show will not assume its real 
importance until this evening, when 
the boxes will be filled with the repre­
sentatives of New York society and the 
show will become a social event as well 
as a show of horses.

This forenoon’s session was devoted 
to the judging of jumpers and the 
Corinthian class, from which horses 
were to be selected to compete for the 
ribbons in the finals of this class.

NOVA SCOTIA CROP.

Large Total of Products Housed in 
Fairly Satisfactory Condition.

Halifax, Nov. 18.—The annual crop 
report of Nova Scotia shows that de­
spite unfavorable weather a large crop 
has been housed in a fairly satisfac­
tory condition. The estimated yield of 
potatoes is placed at six million bush­
els, hay crop 700,000 tons.

Father Shoots His Daughter, Drinks 
Prussic Acid, and Dies— 

Woman Fatally Injured

Santa Cruz, Cal., Nov. 16.—About 
10:30 o’clock this morning, Maj. Frank 
McLaughlin, a prominent politician and 
capitalist, shot his daughter Agnes, in 
the temple, the bullet coming out on the 
opposite side of her head, and soon af­
terward he committed suicide. 
Coungdon examined the girl’s wound 
and found the bullet in her hair. She 
is still alive but is unconscious. No 
hope is entertained for her recovery. 
After the shooting Maj. McLaughlin 
telephoned to ex-Lieut.-Gov. Jeter to 
come down immediately to his house, 
stating that he wanted to see him. Mr. 
Jeter replied that he was very busy and 
could not come. Maj. McLaughlin then 
said: “I have killed my daughter, Ag- 
ness and I intend to kill myself."

When he was talking to Mr. Jeter he 
told him to bring a doctor along with 
him.

Mr. Jeter and a friend immediately 
jumped into a buggy and drove to Maj. 
McLaughlin’s house, where they arrived 
in time to see him breathing his last. 
The major took prussic acid. In the 
rooms near where the body was found 
a number of letters were discovered, 
addi eased to different parties. One of 
them was addressed to McPherson & 
Waldron, proprietors of the Santa Cruz 
Sentinel, wThich read:

“Dear Friends: 
memory as kindly as you can. During 
my life I did much good and little evil. 
Best wishes and regards. Frank Mc­
Laughlin."

Mr. Jetter also received a letter, 
which is, in substance, that on Mc­
Laughlin's breast would be found a key 
that would fit his private desk, in 
which he would find his jewelry. He 
asked Mr. Jeter to take charge of his 
affairs. In his letter to Mr. Jeter he 
said:

London, Nov. 16.—The stock exchange 
showed quite a firm feeling during the 
early part of the past week, under the 
general broadening of investment busi­
ness and speculation, especially in 
Kaffirs, the settlement indicating that 
the inherent strength of the markets 
and the favorite back returns were the 
chief cause of improvement.

Discounts hardened and 
rumors that the bank rate would reach 
8 per cent, early brought out free offer­
ings in all departments and caused a 
heavy tone which was increased by en­
forced liquidation in connection with 
difficulties in Manchester and on the 
part of operators who had been assist­
ed with the settlement.

Consols, which had been at 82% early 
in the week, are % lower at the close, 
81%, while corresponding declines 
peered in other British securities.

Further gold shipments to America 
to-day imparted an easy tone to the 
market generally. Americans received 
increased support early in the week, the 
idea prevailing that the situation 
improving in the United States, where 
the decline in the gold premium brought 
about slightly increased investment, as* 
well as speculative buying, but in the 
last few days the early buyers turned 
sellers, chiefly about the less favorable 
reports of the interior and the lack of 
Wall Street support. Prices gradually 
declined, and show a net loss for the 
week of two points, with the exception 
of Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul, 
which was six points lower.

Call money has been fairly plentiful 
below 5 per cent, throughout the week, 
and discounts ruled easy. The advanced 
bank rate put the quotations up to 7 
per cent, and short bills at 6 per cent., 
at which levels business was not freely 
transacted.
