The river was three-quarters
of a mile wide at Fredericton and a half
mile at Woodstock and three hundred
feet at Andover.

The detention of logs at Van
‘Buren had a very serious effect on driv-
ing further down river. He also told of
conditions at Fort Kent and Woods'to'ck.
“He spoke of distances at low driving
pitch. At Van Buren he would say the
width was 600 feet, the same at Edmupd-
ston, at Fort Kent 350 feet. The ° diffi-

He told at some length of conditions as
he viewed them along the river this year.

JAPAN AND' CHINA

MAY GO

AT EACH OTHER’S THROATS

Situation Between Them is Alarming, and Trouble May Come

—Japan Rapidly

Losing Patience

Tokio, July 20—Prince Ito, until recent- The Kokumin, one of the most influen-

ly the Japanese resident general in Korea
and regarded as being the Japanese great-
est statesman, returned here today and was
received with unusual honors at the ex-
press command of the Emperor. .

The imperial guard of honor occupied the
square outside of the Shimbashi raxlr_oad
when the prince’s train arrived. Prince
Tto drove through streets lined with troops
directly to the palace, where he reported
to the Emperor. .

Prince Ito said that the situation in

' Korea was hopeful and that there was no

reason to expect any serious opposition to
the change in the judicial system, provid-
ed for in the conference between Korea and
Japan, which is supposed to have been
the purpose of Ito’s recent mission _to
Seoul. The change in the judicial system
in Korea, he eaid, was an absolute neces-
sity, but would not change the policy of
Japan toward Korea.

The conference, he said, would be pub-
lished in a few days.

Tokio, July 20—Prince Ito, who has just
returned from Korea, will preside tomor-
row for the first time at a meeting of the
privy council, of which he was recently
appointed president by the emperor. There
is reason to believe that the pending ques-
tions between Japan and China, which are
causing increased tension, will receive the
first considération of Prince Ito and the
Council.

Otherwise There is‘Not Much Change‘ in the Situation in the
Glace Bay Collieries Today—Yesterday’s Output Largest’

Glace Bay, July 20—(Special)—With the
Dominion Coal Co., the P.W. A. and the
U. M. W, still reporting gains, the
strike situation in the Glace Bay colliery
district remains unchanged. This morn-
ing the compény told the press their total
output for yesterday was 7,705 tons. This
is the largest output since the strike be-
gan, and if the figures are correct, the
company is gradually gaining ground.

On the other hand, the U.' M. W. lead-
ers still claim that the figures are padded,
and theéir pickets say that the output is
a wiy below the mark. They also say
that part of the coal shipped was from the
big banks, and that the actual output from
the pits, isn’t as large as last week. The
company do mot give the amount taken
from the banks, but admit it is included
in yesterday’s output.

A report reached the U. M. W. at noon
that thirty men had escaped from the

stockade at No. 2 this morning and are

on their way'to U. M. W. headquarters

with a plea to be sent away from the
scene of the trouble. Another batch of for-
eigners will go out by express today, these
being despatched directly by the U. M.
W., and during the course of the week
many others.will follow.

The U. M. W. claim that the exodus is
by long odds greater than th® number of
men being brought in by the company.

Peter Paterson, an Internation board
member of the U. M. W., left for Invern-
ess last night, and will remain there sev-
eral days. If the strikers have any im-
portant moves to make, they will likely
wait until Mr. Paterson returns.

That the striking miners are beginning
to feel the effects of remaining idle is
shown by the large numbers that hourly
flock to the U. M, W. headquarters seek-
ing aid. No deserving case is ignored by
the strike leaders, and they have already
spent thousands of dollars to prevent suf-
fering and discontent.

Chicago, July 20—Pellagra, a mysteri-
ous plague as fatal as leprosy and usually
found only in the southérn states and in
tropical countries has been wdliscovered
among the inmates of the insane ward of
the Dunning Asylum.

At the time of their
death Dunning physicians were mystifieds
as to the nature of their ailments. A sus-
picion that Pellagra was the affliction of
the women was confirmed yesterday by Dr.
C. H. Lavinder, a surgeon of the United
States public health and marine hospital
service, who for the past two years has
been making a study of the baffling dis-
ease at a laboratory at Columbia, 8. C.

“Pellagra is one of the most mysterious
diseases known to science,” said Dr. Lav-
inder. “It’s cause is not entirely under-

stood and no certain cure has been found
for it.

“Most authorities attribute the disease
to the use as food of spoiled or damaged
corn or its products. But no one is able
to state that corn in a certain condition
will cause the disease nor can any one
guard against it.

“Pellagra eats out the body and mind,
but is a chronic disease and not acute,
and usually when insanity is caused, the
patient is moody rather than violent.

“The disase is not considered commun-
icable and no efforts are made anywhere,
either in Europe or the United States, to
quarantine the cases.”

Paris, July 20—Drs. Calmette and Guer-
in announced before the Academy of Sci-
ence last night, the discovery of an easy
method for the determination of whether
tuberculosis in individual cases is of bo-
vine or human origin. They proved that
the bacilli in tuberculosis of human or

Mr. Grant hae filled many important
positions in railway engineering work both
in Canada and in the United States. He
is very highly spoken of by all members
of his profession who have worked with
him.

In 1887 he was engineer of construction
for the Intercolonial Railway in Cape
Breton and in 1893 he became assistant en-
gineer for the C. P. R. In 1903 he be-
came chief draughtsman for the latter road.
As chief engineer he will receive a salary
of $6,000, the same as that paid to Mr.
Lumeden.

_ {Continued from Page 1)
experiments, among ‘which was the inoc-
ulation of a goat with the germs from tu-
bercular patients of a sanitorium at Sar-
anac Lake, N. Y. The goat practically
was unaffected and continued to give
nourishment to its young, the health of
which was in no wise affected. Another
goat was inoculated with a culture taken
from a boy suffering from tuberculosis,
and this inoculation resulted fatally.
From this the doctors were able to con-
clude that the:boy’s infection was not of
human origin but resulted from milk
taken from tuberculosis cattle.

THE FRENCH SYNDICATE

The treaty between Canada and France,
which the Canadian parliament approved
last year, was somewhat amended by the
French chambers and must come again
before 'the Capadian parliament at its
next session. As amended, it was adopted
by an almost unanimous . vote in the
French chambers. Discussing this treaty
and the possible effect upon our trade
with the United States the Shareholder

says:—
“In  the discussion in the French
Chambers the minister of commerce

pointed out that French commerce with
Canada had risen from just over %2,500,000
in 1897 to more than $10,000,000 in 1909,
thus showing that "Canada’s market was
of great importance to France. Under the
terins of the new treaty Canada will re-
ceive all the minimum rates of the French
tariff, ‘with the exception of the rate on
cattle fattened for slaughter which will
pay the general tariff. The provisions
of the new treaty are more far reaching
and beneficial than those of the agree:
ment of 1893, and will, doubtless, result
in a large increase in the trade between
the two countries, as France wants much
that we produce, and Canada wants much
that France produces. At the same time,
attention must be paid to the fact that
the new United States tariff proposes to
adopt a maximum and a minimum taritf
similar to that in force in this country.
This intention was unknown to the Brit-
ish and French plenipotentaries who fram-
ed the new treaty and it was unanticipat-
ed by the Canadian parliament, when the
first draft of that treaty was adopted by
it.- In the consideration of the treaty as
adopted by the French chambers the Can-
adian parliament will have to take into
consideration the fact that its coming into
force will place exports from Canada to
the United States under the provisions
of the maximum tariff, thus virtually
excluding Canadian manufacturers and pro-
duce from that country. In that case
imports into Canada from the United
States will also come under our maximum
tariff. As .the imports from the United
States into Canada largely exceed our
exports to them our neighbors will find
that they will lose more than they will
gain. The French treaty should, and, we
doubt not, will receive a fair trial both

in Canada and France.”

TROUBLES OF HISOWN

If He Loses St. John County There

the large manufacturers in Lynn.
The union officers claim to anticipate no
serious difficulties from more than eight of
the factories, the proprietors- of which,
they state, will be given until 5 o’clock to-
morrow night to:sign the price lists. Fail-
ing in this, the men, it is stated. will re-
fuse to go to work on Wednesday morn-
ing.
The new list calls for a minimum wage
of $10 weekly for experienced packing room
employes, tin painters and tip repairers.
It also establishes a new rating of em-
ployes, demanding a minimum wage for
two months’ experienced men of $6; for
four months $8 and for six months §9. The
list is based on a 55-hour schedule and
further provides for the payment of 25
‘cents an hour for all overtime work.

The union claims there has been no uni-
form scale of wages in the factories up to
date and that the minimum wage is now
$6 and the maximum $9.
