On Septem-
ber 21st, 1878, a long train was travel-
ing on the same railway at a speed of
about eight miles an hour, and was
brought to a standstill by a heavy storm
and forced back about a mile with full
stegqm and brakes against it.

ing half of the train. Instances of this
kind are said to be frequent on Tudian
railways,

The great red spot on the planet
Jupiter still attracts a Jdarge share of
attention from astranomical observers.
This spot is of an elliptical form with
tapering ends, and covers a vast area,
being 29,000 miles long and 8,300 broad.
The mysterious appearance was first ob.
served'more than three years ago,.since
which time its form scems not to have
materially altered, although the ordin-
ary dark bands crossing Jupiter’s disc
are in a state of constant change.
Speculations as to the nature of the red
spot have been numerous, but not very
satisfactory. The dark lines across the
planet are believed to be due to atmos-
pheric movements, ard the suggpstion
that the red spot is a porti
body of the planet which ha
unknown way become visible through
the atmospheric envelope scems as
plausible as any offered.

M. Gayon has Leen studying the
phylloxera of the French vincyards
with the object of discovering, if pos.
sible, some parasitic organism which
might be propagated and made to de-
stroy the phylloxera. He has found
such organisms, and striven to cultivate
them, but with doubtful results. He
is pursuing the investigation further.
The ravages of the phylloxera have be-
come a source of great loss to the vine-
growers of France, and any researches
promising ultimate relief from the pest
are eagerly encouraged. |

It is shown by M. Paul{iert"s investi-
gationg that green light!{ 'nders the
growth of plants, which soon wither
and die us if in darkness. M. Regnard
finds that the plants specially require
red light, and soon cease to thrive if the
red rays are removed from sunlight.

The probability that nearly every
large town or cityyyill soon be supplied
with large quantities of electricity for
lighting purposes, has glven ri$s to con-
siderable interest in the plan of making
use of the same supply for producing
power for light household work. Sever-
al small motors have been devised to
meet the expected demand. The first
of these little machines was constructed
about three years ago by M. Marcel
Deprez, and was found to work cftective=
ly. A sccond apparatusof this kind
has for some time been used by M.
Trouves, an electro-magnet being used
in place of the permancnt steel magnet
of Deprez. This motor drives a sewing
machine very readily, although it is of
very small size. Trouves little electiic

The Fredericton Historical Socicty (ine
stituted December 22nd, 1881) has been
formed - with the object of gathering to”
gether any and all Documents, Papers and
Manuscripts which bear or throw light on
the history of the Province, with a view"
to their preservation and chronological
arrangement ; and, also, of collecting
waterials, of the present and passing day,
for the writing of its history in the future
—such as Pamphlets, Reports of all kinds,
Books, Legislative Documents, and all
Newspapers, published in New Brunswick,

The Society desire to repair, to as great
an extent as possible, the neglect of such
cellections in the past, and to cusure the
Province against the chance of a similar
charge of neglect being brought in the
future against the present time. In con.
nection with the Eibrary which the
Society hope to be able to form, there
will be a Museum, where will be preserved
memorials. of thé era when the Indian
tribes and the Acadian habitans were
scattered throughout the Province, and of
the time before and after the American

tevolutionary War, when the British
settlers and the U, E. Loyalists came in
to possess it.

The President and Council are convinced
that there is. much matter lying away
hidden, or all but forgotten, in waste
places and lumber rooms throughout the
Province, whieh would be invaluable for
bhe objects of the Socicty. In order to
further these objects, they take this
method of soliciting the people of Freder-
ictor and of the Province generally, to
give them aid, by entrusting to the Socie-
ty’s care any and all such documents,
papers, manuscripts and memorials as he-
fore mentioned, as any of them may pos-
sess, and which they may feel free to part
with for a public purpése. Due acknow-
ledgment of all gifts of that nature, with
the names of the donors, will he made
through the meditm of the Press.

The visit of Messrs. Fraser and Lan-
dry, of the New Brunswick Govern-
ment is in connection with the claims
of that Province to ‘‘better terms.”
Before Confederation, the New Bruns-
wick Government subsidized a railroad
from Moncton to Amherst, which was
afterwards handed over to the Dominion
Government, which, however, allowed
for it $160,000 less than the Province
had paid, and the Local Government
now ask that they be handed over the
amount. The Local Government also
ask that the Provincial subsidy be in-
creased on account of additional expense
incurred by them owing to the action
taken by the Dominion Government
with regard to penitentiaries.

The manner in which the New Bruns-
wick Government has dealt with that
of the Dominion in reference to the
claims above referred to does not reflect
much credit on their influnence or self-re-
spect, or their appreciation of the trust
reposed in them by the people. A visit
to Ottawa once or twice every year for
the past decade, by two or three mem-
bers or legislative supporters of the
Local Government on this so-called
better terms business, has been regular-
ly paid for out of the Provincial trea-
sury. For two or three years these
delegations seemed to be necessary be-
cause of the undoubted justice of the
claims of New Brunswick against the
Federal Government, but the treatment
the Province has, for some years re-
ceived through its Government at the
hands of the Ottawa ministry has Been
such as would suggest to men of less
love of pgwer and patronage the pro-
priety of assuming an attitude different
from that of suppliants, who seem to
beg from force of habit and who receive
either kicks or pennies with the same
meek, friendly and umform thankful-
ness.

The refusal of the Dominion Govern-
ment to pay the Eastern Extension
claim of §150,000 dollars, and its de-
liberate violation of the bargain under
which New Brunswick consented to
enter the Dominion Confederation in-
volved in the Penitentiary question, are
wrongs which ought not be tolerated by
the New Brunswick Government as
they have been. If the men who com-
pose that body were of the stamp of
those who were charged with the ad-
ministration of New Brunswick affairs
thirty or forty years ago we shonld hear
of something better than these costly
trips to the far-off Capital, where
arrangements based on the necessities
of political intriguers are allowed to
take the place of vigorous and mauly
presentation of claims for justice to an
important, though almost impoverished
province. The contemptible doctrine
that the Provincial Governments should
be of the same party stripe as the Do-
minion’ Government, in order - that
favors from the ‘latter might be the
more readily secured, was quite plainly
advocated in some of the press organs
of the present Fredericton administra-
tion in 1878, and it is the spirit of
servility from which that = doctrine
emanated that has rendered so many of
these delegation-visits to Ottawa fruit-
less and prevented the full recognition
of New Brunswick's claims. - So long
as the Ottawa administration is sure of
the party friendship of the New Bruns-
wick Government, irrespective of
whether the just claims of the latter on
behalf of the Province are recognised or
not, just so long will those claims be
treated with indifference. And as long
as the men who.now composc the Local
Government are retaiiied in the places
they are determined to . hold by such
means as have stamped thew at the
most notorious and unprincipled politi-
cal shufflers for office on the continent,
so lung must we exoect to heap’ of and
pay for these fruitless trips to Ottawa.

There can be na honorable friendship
between either Governments or indi-
viduals when justice is denied by one
to the other. Craft on the one side
may trade on necéssity upon the other,
and there may be an alliance between
the two. It will be well for those who
possess influence in public matters to
enquire whether such an alliance does
not exist between the Ottawa adminis-
tration and that of Fredericton and
whether the latter is not allowing the
just claims of New Brunswick to be
practically ignored” while Ottawa craft
is administering to Fredericton’s politi-
cal necessities.

The financial condition of New
Brunswick, in view of her natural re-
sources, geographical position and the
iatellectual status of her people, ought
to be a fHlourishing one, but through
mismanagement and the injadici

creation of heavy obligations” by the
Local Government, coupled with the
witholding from her of what is justly
due by the Fedral Government and
the imposition by the latter of new
unlonked for burdens of different kinds,
it is anything bu‘t encouraging. The

problem of how to improve this condi-
tion of affairs is well worth general
consideration and must be solved sooner
or later. The record of the past has
been onc of fair promises and discour-
aging realizations. Counfederation,
which was hailed by the majority of
our people as the baginning of an era
of great prosperity and the charter of a
future nationality, is now looked upon
in New Brunswick as a ban upon’ its
people, who feel that they are over-!
burdened with
purposes, while their local treasury is
depleted, reducing them to a position |
little better than that of the colonists

We think it was'in the
summer of 1875 that the late Walter
M. Buck made a survey of the Valley
at an expense of four or live thousand
dollars, which was borne by afew

a feasible one in every respect and the
provisional Directors, who had organ-
ised under the subsidies Act then in
force, believed that the Governmeat
intended to behave in good faith to-
wards them, and extend the same facil-
ities that were then promised to the
projectors of the Grand Southern.—
The pecple of the Miramichi who
watched the circumstances connccted
with the railway projects of that time
may remember that the Grand Southern
Company utilised an old survey and did
not go to special expense as the Mirami-
chi Company were oblized to do, so
that'in the winter of '75-'6 the claims
of the Miramichi Valley line to the
subsidy were greater than those of any
other line then projected, save, perhaps,
the Kent Northern. About that time
the people interested in the Central
Railway began to move for the under-
taking of that work. They sent an
agent to Miramichi with a view o in-
ducing our people to abandon the
Valley project and join wi'h them in
securing aid for a road from the Inter-
colonial to Fredericton, which would
leave the Valley out of the arrange-
ment. The whole scheme ‘wus placed
before the writer and the aid of the
ADVANCE was sought to further it. At
this stage of affairs the Legislature et
and so embarrassed were the Govern-
ment with the influences brought to
bear upon them, by the Central and
Grand Southern promoters that
began to plead the inability
Province to subsidize the roads to
which it was pledged. The provisional
Directors of the Miramichi Valley com-
pany were then in Fredericton, but
they did not seem able to combat the
preponderating influences that were at
work against them, and they came home
without having made any hLeadway
towards securing the success of their
project.

The flames had ldng ago seized the
wooden frames but a stream of water was
thrown around and upon them and kept
them safe.  Upon the ladders thus held
up they crept down, cscaping with their
lives. One of them said that quite a
number of people were left there,

Thes Miramichi Valley Railway.

EraceviiLg, FEB. 4TH, 1882.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Mr. Epiror :—A Railway meeting held
here last night was largely attended. Its
object was to press upon.our Local Gov-
ernment Northumberland ' County’s ’just
claims to a subsidy for the construction of
the Miramichi Valley Railway. W. H.
Grindley, Esq., was elected, Chairman,
James 8. Wilson, Secretary. Coun. Sco-
field moved the following resolution :—

Whereas, The building of the Miramichi
Valley railroad is.a matter of vital impor-
tance to the inhabitants of the County of
Northumberland ; and : \

Whereas, Had justice been done ug we
would uow have in’this County over jone-
sixth of the railroads subsidised by our
Provincial Government, "instead of less
téham one seventicth as is the case, there-

ore

Be it resolved by the people of Black-
ville 'here in town meeting assembled,
that we (in conjunction witf}x&the people of
other sections of the County) demand as
our just right that at the approaching
session of our Legislature a subsidy of
$5000 per mile be given towards the con.
struction of said road, also further

Resolved, That a copy of the foregoing
resolution signed by the chairman and
certified by the Secretary be transmitted
to each of our local representatives,

In support of his resolution Coun. Sco-
tield said :—

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen—We
have assembled here to night for the pur-
pose of discussing North’d Co’s just claims
in connection with the building of the
Miramichi Valley Railroad. You all
know how much this road is needed ; how
we in the Miramichi Valley are isolated
from the rest of the Province; how our
forward progress is retarded, or as I might
more correctly say stepped ; how we are
fifty years behind other sections of the
Province in'development, and why? Sim-
ply because of our isolated position.
have abundant natural resources, but
they, under present circumstances, cannot
be developed. If the Valley Railroad
was built eur County, in a short time, in.
stead of remaining nearly the hindermost,
as at present, would bound forward into
the front rank both in wealth and popula-
tion. We have the material for it ; all we
lack is opportunity. The building of this
line would have the same effect upon this
Couaty as the building of such lines of
communication have had upon othér coun-
ties through which they pass. Factories
and mills v ou'd be erected at most every
station,along t e line, villazes would grow
up among them, thus creating markets
for the surrounding country.
would also furnish a short and cheap out-
let to the United States markets,” where
our farmers, tinding a good demand for all
the potatoes, mutton, poultry, ctc, they
could raise, would be encouraged to go
extensiveiy into their production as our
County is peculiarly adopted to produce
such articles. Our fish could be put up
where they are caught and placed in the
Boston market quicker than they ‘can now

consequently they would arrive in a much
better condition and would bring higher
prices than at present. Thus, you see
every branch of industry—millowners,
lumbermen, fishermen, farmers and mer-
chants—would be immensely benefited.
The millowner could, by its means, ship
lumber at a profit which is now valueless
to haum, such for instance as hemlgck
boards which are worth as much at Fied
ericton as spruce are here and for which
there is always a good demand in the

American markets at remunerative prices. |

The lumberman would be benefited by the
increased demand for lumber in its un,
manufactured state ; the fisherman by the
higher prices he would get. for his fish;
the farmer by the higher prices and better
demand that would then exist for all the
various products of his farm; the mer-.

We |

chant by the increased circulation of
money and consequently by the larger
sales he would make. Our young men
would then find plenty of employment at
good wages and would not be obliged as
at present to seek in foreign climes the
livelihood denied them at home. All are
aware of the advantages this road would
confer on our County and not our County
only, but either directly or indirectly on
the entire Province. It would build up
Fredericton and this would benefit all the
up-river counties by furnishing them with
a large home market. It would speedily
settle up the splendid fertile tract of land
lying along or contiguous to the line, thus

,extending the field for the wholesale mer-

chants of St. John to dispose of their
wares. It would furnish a short transit
for fresh fish from Restigouche, Glouces-
ter and Kent. Iy fact I cannot think of
any part of the Province it would fail to
benefit. Whilst £laiming assistance, we
do not ask the Government to subsidise
the Miramichi Valley Railroad as a
favour; we do not beg for it, but we
demand it as our right and as a measure
of scant justice. Just consider the amount
Northumberland County annually pays
into the Provincial Treasury in stumpage
and timber dues, how much more it
pays than any other County,—I think I
nm'\justiﬁed in saying any other thfee
Counties ;—and then look at what we get
and say if you think we get justice or any-
thing near it. The only railroad subsi-
dised by thg Local Government in this
County is the Chatham branch, only nine’
miles long. while the area of Northumber-
land County is over one sixth of the
entire Province, being 3,046,640 acres,
whilst -that of the Province is 17,392,401
acres. There are 641 mijles of railway in
this Province which have been subsidised
by the Provincial Government and of this
number, as [ said before, Northumberland
County only got a subsidy on nine miles,
when if it gt what its contributing
power, its natural resources and its size
entitle it to it would have had at least
107, a good proof of the selfishness and
unfairness of the representatives of the
southern sections of the Province. They
eagerly expend the money taken from our
people in building. their railways, getting
far more than their share and refusing ug
even justice. It is time fo let them know\,
that we are fuliy alive to these facts and
that we intend not to give up our exertions
until we obtain justice. We want nothing
more and we will take nothing less. Our
papers on both sides ot politics are in
favour of the railway, our representatives
are all in favour of it, and we should
strengthen their hands all we can by show-
ing them how we think and feel. Now
what we demand of the Government as a
matter of tardy justice is that a grant of
$5,000 per mile in cash or its equivalent,
say $2,300 in cash and 2,500 acres of land
be given as a subsidy to the construction
of this road. Ifany land be given, let it
be takan trom Northumberland ard York

. Counties in proportion to the number ot

miles of road in each. I, however, believe
it would be best to give a cash subsidy to
meet which provincial bonds could be
issued payable in, say thirty years, their
ultimate redemption to be provided for hy
a sinking fund. Thus, the road could be
built, our.County pushed forward in the
path of progress, its resources developed
and our lumber lands still remain a pro.
lific source of revenue to our Gover nment,

Coun. Scofield was followed by Edward
Merserean, Esq., who said he believed we
had a perfect right to a subsidy for this
road_ that if justice had been done it would
have'been built 15 years ago. It was a
necessary public work to get which we
should. leave no stone unturned.

W. H. Grindley, Ezq., said we should
be up and doing.. The people of Queens
County were actively agitating for the
construction of the Central line, a line
that was not half so much needed, and to
which they could not advance one tithe of
the claims North’d Co. could to the Valley
line. Some of the speakers at one of their
mectings had proposed to meet North’ld
County half way by coming to Doaktowr:
and thence to Apohaqui, but he did not
believe in making such a compromise, —
We were entitled to the whole line and
now is the time for the people of North’ld
to express their views on the subject.

Rev. T, G. Johnstone said he was
pleased to think that the matter had been
brought up as it was to-night. The late
Mr. Buck had surveyed the line some
years ago, and pronounced the route a
very feasible ene. We were now left out
in the cold so far as railroad communica-
tion was concerned, but he hoped before
long to see the locomotive running up and
down our Valley.

Mr. James Donalds thought we were
entitled to a subsidy for the road, that it
was justly due and could not ik fairness
be withheld,

Mr. James S. Wilson being called upon
said he had never spoken in public,did not
feel himself equal to the occasion, had
not intended saying anything, and, con-
sequently, was not prepared with statistics
to prove bis remarks. Tlie meeting would
have to take his ideas in a crude form.—
He agreed with the previous speakers that
the Miramichi Valley Railroad was abso-
lutely necessary for the advancement of
the interests of .the Northern Section of
the Province, particularly of Northnm-
berland County, whose claims foa subsidy
Mr. Scofield had proved, showiug the
great amount Northumberland County
paid into the Provincial Treasury and how
little the County had receivel in return,
He believed that many and new enter.
prises would spring up along this line and
in other sections of the North utilising
our at present very large stocks of un.
marketable lumber. Our cedar, maple
and poplar, whicli are now considered
valueless, are in demand elsewhere at re-
munerative prices. But .he could not
agree with one of the speakers that a sub-
sidy of $2500 and 2500 acres of land per.
mile should be given. Miramichi has
already been victimised to such an extent
by land subsidies to the New Brunswick
Railway that a further grant of land
would have the effect of crippling, instead
of aiding the industries of the place.—
The best portions of the lumber lands in
the”Miramichi lay above Boiestown as
evidenced by the fact that the only lum-
bermen who make money are the men who
work on these lands, paying $1.50 per
thousand for stumpage to the N. B. Rail-
way Co., whilst other parties who lumber
on Government lands paying 80cts, stum-
page seldom make any money. These
lands though lying in? the Counties of
York arnd Carleton were the natural re.
sources of the Miramichi, as the lumber
on them cannot be taken to any other
river. In the case of the N. B. Railway
the watershed of the Miramichi should
have been the boundary of the grant.—
Since that time a further grant of 9000
acres of land lying in our own County
had- been given as a subsidy to this N.
B. Railway. Granting a subsidy of 2,500
acres per mile to the Miramichi Valley
Railway would be taking 250,000 acres
out of a County which has already suffer-
ed severely and would leave taking out
the burnt districts, hardwood;and barren
lands, a‘ very small portion of lumber

lands for our millowners to operate on,
without paying tribute to the avarice of a
land ring, The objects all have in view
in the cobstruction of this line aye in-
creased facilities for business and fhe de-
veloping of our latent vesources.! Now,
if we, for the sake of getting this road
built, give a bonus in land what position
will we be in? A worse one than at pre-
sent, for we lock up in the hands of a
compauy, the very resources this is de-
signed to develop, thereby depriving our-
selves of ever deriving any benefit from
the lumber or mineral wealth of this
County. By giving a subsidy in cash the
County will remain in the hands of the
people, our latent resources will be de-
veloped, our lumbering, milling and
other indostries will flourish and the
future generations who shall receive this
heritage of industry and wealth will be
happy to redeem the bonds which marked
the era of prosperity in the County.

The -resolution, on being put tothe
meeting, was carricd unanimously. The
meeting then broke up with cheers for the
Valley Railroad.
