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It seems to usthat a proper re-
form in regard to the liquor traffic
will never be realised by the efforts
of those whose sentiments are repre-
sented by Mr. Moody. We must
not forget that the question is a
mixed one, affecting morals and
trade. Not togo too far away from
home for our illustrations, and in
order to make the intolerant compre-
bend that there is something to be
said on the other side, it may not
be amiss to remind them that early
training, business associations and
the policy of those in authority have
much to do with manufacturing the
commodity known as conscience
on this much abused subject.
We happen to know that a number
of our friends who at present condemn
those who are now enguged in the
liquor business, were, themselves, in
it only a few years ago. We cannot
ignore the fact that all the leading
business houses of the Miramichi,
even within forty years, made rum
‘| an important item of their stock in
trade. They’would have looked up-
on anyocne as a lunatic who proposed
that they should be boycotted,
! although nearly everyone in those
| days either sold or drank rum, we
do not remember having ever heard
of any attempt having been made to
boycot those who did not. It was
then the custom of the people to sell
and drink rum, as it is now, happily,
the practice to avoid doing so.

Moreover, the government of the
country encourages che importation
and manufacture of strong drink,
and their policy is endorsed by many
represcntatives who are men of
strong temperance principles, but
cannot, because of the fiscal element
in the problem, act on their views
of the moral side of the question.
A pertinent illustration of this idea
is furnished in the writer’s personal
experience.—One day, about twelve
years ago, he was at his desk in the
Assembly Chamber at Fredericton—
being then the official reporter of
, that body—when a temperance ad-
vouate of the widest Dominion re-
putation presented to him, for his
signature, a petition asking the Do-
minion Parliament to pass a prohib-
itory law. The writer vresented to
him the fiscal idea and wsked how
| he proposed that the Government
i should provide for the immense
shortage of revenue that would re-
sult from prohibition? — in other
words, in what manner would he
propose to re-adjust the Customs and
| Excise taxation to meet the shortage
of revenue involved in the granting
of the prayer of the petition? He
nid he had nothing to do with that

aspect of the question. That was
for the Government and our parlia-
mentary representatives to consider.
: The gentleman referred to was Hon.
| Geo. E. Foster, whois now a par-
liamentary represeatative and mem-
ber of the government and who, as
soon as he assumed the responsibili-
ties of the latter position, ceased to
be a prohibitionist. If that gentle-
man, who is one of the ablest and,
perhaps, the most sincere advocates
of prohibition in Carada, hus, in
the light of experience, shown that
he believes prohibition to be imprac-
ticable, just now,and that his efforts to
obtain it ten or years twelve ago were
| too far in advaunce of public senti-
| ment, is it unreasonable to claim
| that severe local enactments and re-
sort to violent measures, such as the
boycot, the calling of hard names,
| etc., are efforts in an equally mis-
taken direction? Tt is not for those
| who, themselves, are living wholly
or in part on profits gained by them-

rather, have faith in the undeniable
' fact that the rum-traffic is a bad one
for both seller and buyer, that it de-
moralises business, unfits men for
the proper discharge of the duties of
| 1tfe,ond that enlightened and inform-
ed public sentiment is opposed to it,
just as it against many other
things which were in esteem and
“common practice in old times, but
have ceased to be recognised by law

\ public revenue as the liquor traflic
| stillis. Itis only people of narrow

view<—cranks and_hypocrites—who |

rail, call bard names and pronotunce

the hated doctrine of the boycot in

the pretended interest of moral re-
form.

agreed upon the shorter title, it seems
an unnecessary and vexatious thing tv
change it, but there may have been
some reason for doing 30 of which the
honest people ulong the route, who
have subscribed their money to pay ox-
penses, should, at least, be informed.
“Newcastle; Neguac and Tabusintag”
sounds well as a canvassing shibboleth,
but it is to be hoped that theve i mare
than mere political self-secking in the
scheme, although the manuer in which
it has been handled strengthens the
belief entertained in some quarters
that there has been a good deal of
humbug in the undertakiug, from fits
inception. The Douglastown branch
was “‘engineered” by the same psr\ieh,
and for expressing our convictions if
refercnce to it at the time, we were
severely condemned and turned upon
by friends who were being made use of,
although, in their blindness and in-
fatuation, they did no realise it. The
event proved the correctness of our
position. We are led to- believe that
there is much insincerity and duplicity
connected with this new scheme. We
sincerely hope we are mistaken. .If #o,
the fact can be easily demonsatrated.
1t can be done by those who pro-
fessed to be able to build the
road fulfilling their pledges. It takes
money to build such a railway—much
more money than the paltry Dominion
Subsidy of 83,200 per mile—and only
those who are prepared to put their
money in it can hope to control it.
Names have been placed in the bill,
as it passed the Assembly, whose own-
ers have no money to spare to put in a
railway. Others whose names are in it
know nothing about the matter and,
if they hava a few hundred dollars to
the good, have no intention of putting
any money in it. If there were any
monied men in the undertaking at the
firast who honestly intended to build
the road,they have it in their poweér to
subscribe and pay for stock enough to.
either drive those' who are objection-
able to them out of the compauny or
leave them in it with very little indeed
to say. It is a matter in which
“money talks.” We fear, however, it
has been all talk and no money save
that paid by the disappointed -/ people
alung the proposed route. When the
Northern & Western was being  magdo
use of as a political undertaking the
same tactics were resorted to; men who
could ill afford it were asked to contri-
bute preliminary expenses, but when
Messrs. Snowball and Gibson deter-
mined to build the road, they put th-ir
money in 1t and carried it through
ayainst even a formidsble local and
parliamentary opposition, in about two
years after they had scattered the chaff,
If there are any men of like ability,
means and serious intention in this
Miramichi Bay scheme they will do
likewise. Mr. Adams has sufficient ex-
perience in such matters to know how
it is done, and if he has only the mon-
ied men with him he can have the road
graded this year, for it will notbea
diflicult one to buijld.

Dominibn Parliament.

Orrawa MarcH 28,

Hon Peter Mitohell said he had an
important matter to bring before the
House. ~ Section six of the National
Policy Act of 1879 had contained a
clause atipulating that whenaver the
United States Government removed the
duty on a list of articles named, the
Canadian Guvernment would recipro-
cate. [He read from a Washington
despatch published ina local evening
paper showing that retaliation was con-
| templated at Washington, whereby fish
aud all Canadian products nox on the
free list were to be taxed. This was a
serious matter to his constituents and
to Canadians generally,and he demand -
ed that the Government should state
what correspondence or negotiations
had come from the American Govern.
ment respecting resiprocity under the
provisions of the clause he had quoted.

Sir John Macdonald—I do not know
that it is exactly the time for the hon.
gentleman to put this question, But
since he has put it I may tell him _mit
no applications have been made by the
American Government on the auhjgct’|
he speaks of.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—Why has no&
the Government met their pledge of
18797

Sir John Maicdonald—When . the
question comes up ina shape that. it
can be answered, the hon. gentleman
will get a full and satisfactory answer.
Hon. Mr. Mitchell—It may be full,
but it will not ba satisfactory. The
right hon. gentleman and the Govern-
ment have broken faith. Have there
not been representitions made by the
American consuls ?

Sir John » Macdonald—I repudiaje
on behalf of the Government that there
has been any breach of faith on the
part of the Canadian Government.
The hon. gentleman has no right to use _
such insolent and unparliamentary lan-
guage. I may t2ll the hon, gentlemen
that [ shall call for the protection of
this House from such an unparliamen-
tary course, and I have no doubt it will
afford me that protection just ‘asit
would t» any other hon gentleman. ~I
repudiate the statement that there has
been any breach of faith on the part’ot
the Canadian Government.

Reolprosity Victorious.

Accounts from different quarters
agree in attributing the election of the
liberal candidate in Missizquoi, Quebec,
to the-reciprocity movement.

Amongut the legulmve matter deferred
last week was the following:—

Marcu 26:—Hon Mr, Blair committed
the bill relating to attachment; Mr. Hib-
bard in the chair. Mr. Blair explained
that this was one of the bills prepared by
the law commission. He would be glad to
hear an expression of opinion regarding it.
The former attachment law had been re-
pealed bocause of its great cost upon liti-
gants. The bill proposes to greatly red
the cost. Under it a debtor whose prop-
erty isattached may make a general assign-
ment for the benefit of his oreditors, and
may have the attachment set aside. The
main questivn was whether it was desir-
able to place an attachment law again on
the statute book. He spoke of the desire
among creditors for additional facilities
for the collection of debts, and referred to
difficulties experienced by debtors to col.
lect their claims becanse of the operations
at times of bills of sale. He knew that
some would argue that an attachment law
was a dangerous law; that it was calounlated
to destroy business and might do injury to
the debtors. It should not be forgotten,
however, that creditors have rights as well
as debtors. This bill was intended to
give greater facility to the creditor class.

Mr. Hanington regarded this as one of
the most important questions that could
come before the house, so far as our local
affairs are concerned. It was true that we
must look after the interest of the creditor
as well as the debtor, but if we take away
the living of & debtor and hand him over
to the control and whim of a creditor, we
destroy not only the debtor but interfere
with creditors who desire to deal fairly.
Ho referred at length to the repeal of the
old attachment law and to the abolition of
the dominion insolvency act. He had no
doubt that the old attachment law had
produced more insolvency than had any
other law on the statute book. He in-
stanced oaves of hardship that would like-
ly result from the passage of this bill and
read some of the sections of the bill claim-
iog that they were more obnoxious than
snything in the old attachment law. This
bill would be most disastroue to people
doing business outside of the towns and
cities,

Speaker Pugsley said there was no doubt
that in Montreal, Quebec, and other parts
of the dominion and even across the water
the impression prevailed that New Bruns.
wick did not provide lawa for the proper
collection of debts. The result was the
credit of the province did not stand as
high in this respect as was desirable. He
auggested severalamendmentsunder which
the rights of both creditors and debtors
would be guarded.

Mr. Phinney had no doubt that a good
attachment law was desirable. Those who
snpply goods to traders should have some
protection,and spoke at length of tho evils
resulting from frandulent tranafers of prop-
erty by bills of sales to a brother or sister
or some other relstion. He agreed to a
large cxtent with Mr, Speaker's views and
suggested some provisions which an at-
tachment lsw should contain.

Mr. Tweedie denounced the bill, which,
while a good thing for lawyers, would be
death to the poor man, Commercial trav-
el'ers who forced goods upon traders were
responsible in most cases where traders
failed to pay their bills.

Mr. Killam said this bill had a great
deal of the sting of the old attackment bill
about it. He instanced many cases of
hardship under the old act, and said we
should not adopt this bill. If we did, it
would be like going back to the dark days
of logal barbarism.

After further speeches by Messrs, Black,
Burchill, Baird and White the house ad-
journed for supper, after which Messrs.
Hetherington and Wilson spoke.

Mr. Morrisey said Mr, Snowball, who
managed the telephone system at Chat.
ham, had no objection to this bill,

Speaker Pugsley said there wero cases
where the legislature wae justified in
granting exclusive rights by giving ex-
clusive rightato'a company. The gover-
pdr in council had ®hower to regulate its
‘charges. The Bell Company had charged
exorbitant rates. Havo the company any
veated rights which will be interfered
with by this bill? They have expended
no money on the linos proposed to be run
by this company. This bill does not seek
tointerfere with any company’s rights in
towns or citier. He urged many reasons
in favor of the bill.

Mr. Tweedie said Mr. Speaker had
made a canvassing speech, The legisla.
ture in 1882, when they gave cortam
powers to the Bell company, refused to
give them exclusive rights, although
the telepbone business was then in its
iufancy. Bell company had spent $30,000
in oatablishing its businessin this province,
aud this bill proposed to legislate away
that company's rights, The Bell com-
pany had begun work in the proper way
by working up a city business before ex:
tending their lines from oune city and town
to the other. He would never vote for
such legislation as proposed in the bill.
The attorney g I's amendment hamper-
ed rights of the Bell company and he
would vote against the -amendment and
original section and divide the house, mo
that members might be placed on record
on the question of giving the N. B, com-
pany exolusive rights,

Hon. Mr. MaLellan said he had no in-
tereat in the bill. The Nova Scotia Tele-
phone compauy had purchased the proper-
ty of the Bell company in New Bruns-
wick, and with a monopoly 1n Nova Scotia
and with great wealth behind them they
would be able to crush outa New Bruna.
wick company unless the latter were given
some apecial privileges. While the Nova
Scotia company is opposing this bill here
on the ground that the bill seeka to create
a monopoly the same company is asking
for exclusive rights in Nova Socotia.
Moreover the committes. on corporations
in the Nova Scotia legislature have recom-
mended the bill and some of the member:

Mr. White said the Nova Scotia Tele-
phone company opposed tais bill on the
ground that it created monopoly; that com-
pany should have come hore with clean
hande, While they condemn exclusive
rights being granted to a New Brunswick
company they themselves are seeking
menopoly from the Nova Scotia legislature.
He thought a New Brunswick company
should be placed on an equal footing with
the Nova Sootia company by haviog with-
in its own province exclusive rights,

Mr, Atkineon said if this bill did not
pass a greater monopoly would be the re.
sult,

Hon. Mr. Ritchie condemned the bill in
a lengthy epeech. The question was not
between the New Bruzawick company and
the Nova Scotia company, but whether the
legislature should be consistent with pie-
vious legislation. This bill was opposed
to natural justioe and fair play. ltsought
ruthlessly to take righta of the Bell com-
pany away.

Mr. Killam was satisfied that in this
matter the Nova Scotia Telephone Com-
pany sought to obtain a monopoly in New
Bronswick.

The Goverameat Rallway Blll.

An Ottawa despatch says: The Govern-
ment Bill respecting railways which bas
been read a first time, containsa very
considerable amount of the old bill with a
large amounat of new matter. The power
of the Railway Committee is extended so
as to inolude the determining of com-
plaints or disputes reapecting the right of
way through lands owned or ocoupied by
auy compauny crossing the tracks of one
company by that of another company ; the
use by one y of the tracks,
or station grounds of wnother -company;
the construction of railways upou or across
highways; tolls and rates of transportation
of passengers and freight; and the traffic
arrangements, and unjust discriminations,
Generally speaking the bill runs upun the
lines of the recommendation of the Royal
Commissicn, extending the power of the
Railway committee and things in regard
to railways. It provides for special power
to make enquiries into accideuts and casu-
alties. The clause relating to disorimina-
tinn reads as follows :—No company fixing
any toll or rate shall under like conditions
or circumstances make any unjust or par-
tial discrimination between different local-
