LONDON, Nov. 23.—The returning
Canadian troops on board the Hawar-
den Castle, due here mext week, will
be lavishly entertained by a private
committee, of which “Lord Grey is
chairman. Three hundred seats have
been secured at the various London
theatres for each night the Canadians
are here. They will be quartered at
Kensington barracks, whence there
will be excursions to Brighton, Wool-
wich and other points of interest, in-
cluding a probable visit to the Queen.

Lord Grey said -to a representative
of the Associated Press:

“They will not exactly be the guests
of the ration; as that is reserved for
the five thousand colonial troops who
are coming here later. But we are
trying to make the short stay here of
these Canadians as enjoyable as pos-
sible, ag a slight token of our apprecia-
tion of the magnificefit work they have
dome. It will be earried out with as
little formality as possible.”

LONDON, Nov. 26.-— ‘“We under-
stand,” says the Daily Express this
morning, ‘“that Lord Roberts recently
requested the goverament to send
20,000 regulars to South Africa to re-
lieve the same number still in ' the
field, but that hlis request was de-
clined on the score of expense.”

LONDON, Nov. 26.—After condemn-
ing the government’s refusal as ‘“ruin-
ous economy,” the Daily Express goes
on to describe Liord Kitchener’s ‘‘dras-
tic plan of operations.”

There is reason to believe that the
indemnity proposition has taken such
an excessive form as to make it im-
possible for Chinese to meet the de-
mand, and this fact, taken in connec-
tion with the unreasonable demands
of some of the powers respecting pun-
, ishments, may require our govern-
i ment to make active efforts to have

the demands moderated. There are in-
 dications, too, that in these efforts our
' government is to receive the support
. of one of the most powerful of the
. governments represented at the Pekin
: conference and one who generally has

LONDON, Nov. 27.—Dr. Morrison, wiring
to the Tlmes from Pekin Sunday, says:

‘“The foreign envoys have agreed to two
proposals that were previously rejected owing
to lack of vranimity. These are Sir Ernest
Satow’s proposal that -€hina should agree to
recast the commercial treaties and the Italian
proposal that China should consent for for-
eign firancial control as a guarantee of the
indemnity.

‘““The delay in the presentation of the joint
note is due to postponements by the home
government.

At the lowest éstimate
the indemrity is computed at £60,000,000."

As no one was seen on any part of
the wreck, the life-savers waited until
the tide went down and the cea some-
what subsided.

Just before dark, they managed to
board her in their surf boat, but there
was little to reward them for their
efforts, for the schoner was beyond all
Hhope of saving.

After satisfying ' themselves that
there was'no one on board, the life-
saverng left the vessel to go to pieces,
as she will proba.bly do before morn-

"ing.

The judge opened proceedings by
producing the ballots cast at the elec-
tion.

The judge intervened to say that it
seemed to him he could not go behind
Macintyre's affidavit.

Some discussion followed between
the Judge and Mr. Currey as regards
the interpretation of the new act and
‘previous acts, the trend of the judge's
remarks being olearly opposed to Mr.
Currey’s view. Mr. Currey still con-
tended  that, before the juldge could
give an order for a re-count the ma-
terial facts must be submitted to the
judge. This had not been dane.

The judge said he considered that
Mr. Macintyre had fully complied with
the act. His honor in answering some
of Mr. Currey’s objections referred to
the 'intricacies of the election law,
spoke of the ballot as picturesque, and
said there was more bribery, corrup-
tion and intimidation under the new
laws than there used to be at the time
when each candidate provided his own
ballot. Parliament. he said, would go
on until the crack of doom making
election laws which would have more
intricacies.

Mr. Currey took some technical ab-
jections to the wording of the sum-
mons. One was that the court was
not properly described. It is called the
court of county Kings, instead of, as
changed by the legislature, the Kings
cournty court.

J. M. McIntyre argued in support of
this objection and also in support of
the contention that the petitioner’s
affidavit entitled the constituency
“the electoral district. of Xings,” in-
stead of ‘‘electoral ‘district of Kings
county.”

The judge said the cbjections were
entirely technical, and he would hesi-
tate before acting on them, -citing
Chief Justice Strong in support of his
views.

J. M. McIntyre then made a new
objection, that the petitioner’s affidavit
does not set out that a sufficient num-
ber of ballots have been improperly
counted to affect the return.

The judge intimated that it would be
impossible for the petitioner to have
done this.

“Then,” declared Mr. McIntyre, ‘“‘the
application should not have been
made.”” Mr. Mclntyre next went on to
argue that the affidavit should have
stated that the objection to the al-
feged improperly counted ballots had
been made when these ballots were
counted,

The judge thought this was not a
preliminary objection, but one that
should be raised when a disputed bal-
lot comes un.

Mr. McIntyre quoted @ decision by
the late Chief Justice Ritchie in a
case before him that this point was
one that ‘“required serious considera-
tion.”

Judge Wedderburn said there is no
decison bearing on this point. He
ruled that the objection is not properly
a preliminary objection.

Mr. McIntyre produced a copy of the
sheriff’s proclamation as evidence on
the point made regarding the title of
the constituency, and propoged to call
Sheriff Hatfield to testify i that re-
gard. : ¢ "

Mr. Skinner objected to this course

as unnecessary and immaterial.
- After further discussion, this matter
was allowed to stand for the present,
the judge intimating that the petition-
er will have to prove that he, the
judge, would have to show that he has
jurisdiction before he would open the
packages of ballots.

Mr. Skinner now replied to the ob-
jections of Mr. Currey and Mr. Mc-
Intyre. He contended that the peti-
tioner's’ afidavit disclosed sufficlent
grounds to ask for a re-count. He
held there was no doubt pf the juris-
diztion of the court. The petitioner,
he claimed, had fully gomplied with
the law in his statement regarding im-
properly counted ballots. It would be
impossible to furnish specific informa-
ffon. The question of a re-count is
not one between candidates, but one
dealing with the rights of the people.

" Technical objections or cranky  c¢om-
siructions of law should@ not be.allow-
ed to interfere in a matter of. this
kind.® Mr. Skinner then 'took up the

legal side of the question. He main-}

tained that a reasonable view of the
law must be taken and that it was
clear the court had jurisdiction. As to

the point that objection should have

been taken when the votes were béing
counted, Mr., Skinner held that noth-
ing ‘should be done that would shock
common sense. Trivial objections
shruld not prevail. ' The Jaw, he claim-
ed, had been carried sut. In reference
to the summons or notice being impro-
perly entitled, Mr. Skinner said the
judge had  jurisdiction outside of the
affidavit. Supposing the judge had ir-
regularly proceeded, said Mr. Skinner,
his jurisdiction would not cease. The
title of the summons, he insisted,
makes no difference, The court is
called only to re-count the votes, and
technicalities should not be allowed to

_hot besn done.

The court reassembled at 3 o’clock,
when Mr. Skinner resumed his reply to
Mr. MciIntyre’s contentien that noth-
ing can be now taken up which has

the decision of the returning officer is
final as defined by the act, it is only
80 as far as the time and occasion are
concerned, but it is still open so far
as a re-count is concerned, for which
provision is made :in 'the act, so that
it goes beyond a mere appeal, but con-
cerns all things which may be dis-
glosed by such re-count. Mr. Currey
responded that the proceeding is stat-
utory under the act. The affidavit is
necessary to bring the partie§ within
-the jurisdiction of the coun?’ and if
the parties have not complied with all
that is required by the act they are
not avithin such jurisdiction, or, in
other terms, the court has no juris-
diotion except under compliance with
the requirements of the statute. If
the required material is before the
court it has jorisdiction, and if not it
has none, its existence as a court be-
ing dependent on compliaace with the
wording of the statute. Some irregu-
igrity or impropriety must be set forth
to bring their case within the cogniz-
ance of this court. They have not suf-
ficiently shown that the claimed irre-
gularity occurred within the electoral
division of Kings county, as defined in
the act. The electoral district of Kings
has mo existence, but the electoral dis-
trict of Kings county, the county being
the electoral district set off by the
act, which is not contained in the affi-
davit. Jurisdiction .must appear on
the face of the proceedings, and this
has not*been done.

The judge expressed the opinion that
the electoral district of Kings was the
term wused in the act defining - the
boundaries of counties into which the
province is divided, as shown in the
onsolidated Statutes of New Bruns-
wick, and that is all the election law
demands.

Mr. Currey still claimed that they
r.ust come within the jurisdiction ot
tkis court by an affidavit couched in
the terms of the statute, and this had
Farther, this court is
arpellate, and the appeal is from the
decision of a deputy returning officer;
the decision of this court may %e ap-
pealed from by an election petition.
The appeal for a re-count must there-
fore be founded on the terms of the
requirements of the act. The act per-
mits an appeal from a deputy return-
ing officer’s return, the affidavit ap-
peals from the return of the deputy
returning officers, which means all the
returning officers, and if the re-count
is allowed it must involve all the re-
turns, and opens the four grounds of
appeal named in the act to a full in-
vestigation, without any .Jefinite state-
ment of any one wrong or improper
return of a deputy returning officer.

The court took all the points raised
into consideration, and will give his
decision at an adjourned session of the
court to be held on Tuesday next at
the Court House at 9 a. m.

The last issue of the Mari-
time Register reports the British schoo-
ner Alma, 115 tons, Captain Lent, as
having cleared from New York for
Halifax, Nov. 12. This would just
about bring her in the position off-the
Nova Scotia coast where the collision
occurred.

PORTL.AND, Me., Nov. 23.—An offi-
cial of the Allan line in' conversation
with an Argus reporter said the offi-
cers of the Numidian were not sure
the schooner collided with by the
steamship was named Alma. It was
thought her name might be Anita, but
there was nothing positive in the way
of identification. ‘Besides placing two
seamen on the damaged vessel, a boat-
load of 'provisions ‘was sent from the
Numidian, as it was stated the schoon-
er had rtn short of supplies. It is the
opinion of seafaring men here that if
the craft was not seriously damaged
she probably weathered the gale and
will reach port sooner or later.

MONTICELLO ENQUIRY.

The enquiry into the cause of the
loss of the stmr.  City of Monticello
was resumed on Thursday at the cus-
tom house.

The first witness called was F. A.
Crowell, agent of the Monticello. He
said there were no regular stevedores.
Cargo is stored in the regular place.
Stowing was all done under supervis-
ion of officers. No movement ever
took place to his knowledge. Heard no
complaints ' ‘about vessel leaking.
Never were any claims for damage on
this account. Steamer did not leave
on time ‘last trip on accounté.f the
storm. It left port at 10.46 - a. m. on
Friday, 9th. There was no more cargo
than usual. ‘She could have taken
more. The weather was all right when
vessel left. Captain had no discussion
about weather with me. Believed ves-
sel was staunch and sea worthv. The
vessel is inspected every year in, Yar-
mouth by Mr. Hill

Capt. Fleming was called and said
that he had commanded the Monticello
for eight years. Duaring that time
steamer had been in drydock several
times. Never knew her to damage any
cargo by leaking; no cargo was stowed
in the lower hold. The hull was of
iron of 7-16. The lower hold was div-
ided into compartments. There were
four, connected by sluice valves. Had
been out in the bay in bad weather.
Never had to heave her to between
Digby and St. John. She would have
about four feet free board when load-
ed. If the cargo were not carefully
stowed she. would have a tendency to
draw more forward than aft.’ This was

looked after in witness’ time. Whenk

loaded the steamer drew nine feet.
Extensive repairs ‘were put on
her in 1889-90, partly to the
hull and partly 'to the sup-
erstructure. The upper wooden work
was secured to the hull by a gunnel

~-plate of iron. -It was well fastened.

In 1889-90 the ship was practically re-
built. The wvessel never went ashore
while under -command .of witness.
Never heard of her going ashore. Did
not consider the fact that she was a
paddle boat against her. Never saw a
side-wheel boat do work better than
she. ‘She was.  the best. sea. boat on
this coast for that class of steamer.
There must have been a tremendous
sea to have stoven her in. .

SUNDAY SCHOOL TEACHERS.

Why Not Employ Only Men and Women
Spiritually and Technically Fitted
for the Work?

It is unquestionably true that the average
parent considers the ‘spiritual welfare of the
child as more important than the intellect-
ual.

Jng will make you learn, and you can always
“keep a little ahead of your class.’”’ That 1s
all-very well if the Bible is studied only as
a history, but children’s aétive minds leave
the scheduled queries and ask, with wonder-
ful directness, some question to answes
which would require a rich spiritual past.
And how can the little lJady have such an
equipment who has only lived nineteen years,
and who wears forget-me-nots against her
bright hair, to look pretty for the children
and—another?

Trained teachers are ded in the public
schools, and are demanded.

of Sackville was the first speaker. The
aim of the Maritime Breeders’ Asso-
ciation, he said, was to arouse an in-
terest in the breeding and feeding of
better stock. This meeting was in
line with this effort. " Already a great
interest was being taken in dairy de-
velopment; government encouragement
had been largely in this line., He
thought it was now time to stimulate
the raiging of beef. He believed it
was possible to keep cows that would
milk well'and at the same time give a
calf which could be raised to make a
good beef animal. This cow was the
Shorfhorn or the Shorthorn grade. In
his experience. she would milk well,
and other people found it so, too.

In tests that had been made at the
TUnited States Experimental stations
and compiled by Prof. F. W. Woll of
‘Wisconsin, it was found that 17 Short-
horns gave an average of 7,314 1bs. of
milk in the season, making over 292.5
1bs. butter at a food cost of $40.52 per
head. Seventeen Ayrshires each gave
6,536 1bs. milk, making over 238.5 1bs.
butter, at a food cost of $48.44. Twen-
ty-six Guernseys gave 5,889 1bs. milk
each, making over 294.5 lbs. of butter,
at a food cost of $38.73. Thirty Hol-
steins gave each 7,868 lbs. of milk,
making over 274.6 lbs. butter, at a
food cost of $48.46. Seventy-nine Jer-
Seys gave each 5,683 1bs. milk, making
over 290 lbs. butter, at a food cost of
:$42.12, showing that the Shorthorns
were entitled to a foremost place am-
ong the dairy breeds. In Ontario the
‘Shorthorn was so highly thought of
that nearly $1,000 in prizes will be
given exclusively to this breed at the
Ontarlc winter fair, to be held from
the 11th to 14th of next month. He
outlined his plan of buying up his
cattle, calves dropped in spring, rear-
ed on skim milk, pigs to take surplus
milk, fat cattle turned off at from 21-2
to 3 years old, cows dry 3 and 4
months. Depended largely on the
tvrnip crop for feeding. He had nev-
er had any trouble with turnip flavor
in ‘butter.

John Dawson said to take the tur-
nip taste out of  milk it was only
necessary to put a little hot water in
the bottom of the pail, or a pinch of
saltpetre would do almost as well.

Mr. Fawcett—The only objection I
have to that method is that I would
‘be liable to get into trouble for put-
ting water into my milk. He grew his
turnips by fall plowing of green
sward, manuring on  the drill,
getting good seed and sowing
with some fertilizer. His crop was
from 600 to 1,000 bushels turnips per
acre. It was said a turnip was nearly
all water. If they were, they were
good feed, mnevertheless, and would
make either milk or beef, fed at the
rate of one bushel per day. He also
spoke of pig feeding. He had had
good results lin feeding raw pulped
turnips, mixed with some grain.

W. W. HUBBARD

spoke upon the value wof using pure
bred sires for improving all kinds of
stock. A purebred represented the
good qualities of his ancestors, while
a scrub or a sire of mixed breeding
miight produce anything. Life was too
short to bother with anything but
‘pure bred ‘sires. Having got the breed-
ing, we must feed to make growth and
-milk.

Supplimentary foods such as peas
and oats and corn were necessary
when pastures began to fail in sum-
mer. Succulent food such as turnips
or other roots and corn ensilage were
necessary in the winter. Straw and
other coarse fodder could be made
more atable by chopping and mix-
ing with pulped roots and some crush-
ed or boiled grain and@ wet down with
preferably hot water. Warm, 1ight
stables - and daily attention, with
vlenty of pure water easily obtained
were among the essentials to success.

HIGHLANDERS OBJECT.

Threatened Secession irom the
Uniied Free Chureh.

LONDON, Nov. 8.—While in the
Lowlands the new United Free Church
of Scotland is indulging in self-con-
gratulation, in the Highlands all is ex-
citement and confusion.

To the faithful amoag the moun-
tains the reunion last week of the Free
Kirk and the U. P. is mno cause -for
thankfulness, but for reprobation and
despair.

Serious trouble is orewing. Amid
the enthusiasm aroused by the pro-
ceedings in Edinburgh ithe ~feeble
vaoices of the score of dissentients were
drowned, but in the Highlands the
difficulty is not with recalcitrant min-
isters, but with the people.

An impression has got abroad that
the principles of the Free Kirk have
been compromised, and, what is worse,
suspicion is entertained that some-
thing has been done to the Confession
of Faith. This is the last straw. In
their zeal for “the right,” Highlanders
are ready to forsake church and min-
ister, and betake themselves to the
wilderness. ;

Last Sunday Free Kirk bells sound-
ed over the country-side, but the sul-
len Celt sat by the peat fire and pond-
ered. At populous centres public wor-
ship was condudted in improvised
meeting places, while in the kirk the
minister preached to all but empty
benches.

Ross-shire, which has always been
identified with raligious movements in
the Highlands, was greatly excited.
At Dingwall, the county town, the
church was almost deserted, 'while
hundreds of worshippers repaired to
the Masonic hall, where a Free Kirk
service was conducta1.

From Strathpeffer the devout took
their Bibles and trudged to Dingwall
to join in the service. At present
everything points to a new Free
Church secession on a large scale in
the Highlands.

Some of the promi-
nent French Canadians in New BEng-
land believe that thelir compatriots in
Quebec have made & serious mistake
in declaring so pronouncedly for one
party when no issue involving their
race was at stake. They fear it may
stir up old animiodities  which many
hoped would remain buried for ever,
and result not only in injuring the
standing. of French Canadiams, but
seriously damage the liberal  party.
The blame for the one-sided vote of
Quebec is not placed on the vqtﬁ'j
themselves, but upon J. Israel Ta
and other firebrands whose insincere
inflammatory insinuations appear to
have been accepted as gospel truth b
the great majority of electors in that
province. While Sir Wilfrid Laurier
himself is recognized as a toleran
man, Canadians here think he should
have curbed the tactics of the Quebec
managers. The entire racial aspect of
the campalign is deplored, and the

. feeling' is general that both parties

should do all K possible to eradicate
such controversies and re-commence
business on a common-sense basis,
The New York Sun yesterday printed
an interesting article on Canadian poli-
tics. Part of the article is as follows:
“Sir Wilfrid himself does not. regard
his position with entire équanimity
and would willingly dispense with
some of his French majority in Que-
bec if he could have even the same
moderate majority he had in Ontario
in the last parliament.

The winter steamship business be-
tween Portland and European points
began last Monday,when the Dominion
liner Vancouver from Liverpool ar-
rived. BEverything now is in readiness
for carrying on a large business dur-
ing the winter months, the freight
sheds being piled high with goods
awaiting shipment, and the big grain
elevator so full that it can hold no
more. Many grain laden cars await
an opportunity to unload. The lines
which have boats come to Portland re-
gularly flor cargoes this winter are the
Dominjon, Allan, Leyland, Thomson
(London line), Elder-Dempster, and
also what is commonly known as the
German line.

RAILWAY SMASH-UP.

Misplaced Switch Causes a Ten
Thousand Dollar Accident

In the Salem Yard of the Boston and
Maine—Severdl Trainmen and
Passengers Injured.

SALEM, Mass.,, Nov. 25.— A mis-
placed switch caused an accident in
| the Salemi yard of the ‘Boston & Maine
railread here this morning which in-
volved a monetary loss of $10,000, de-
layed traffic for some hours and re-
sulted in injuries to the firethan of the
Bangor-Boston Pullman train and to
.an Armstrong transfer agent.

An extra freight train from Boston
for the ea$t was standing on the out-
ward track waiting for the Pullman to
pass, that it might proceed through
the tunnel. The head brakeman to
thiis freight, which was in zharge of
Merrill R. Pray, conductor, had thrown
the ' cross-over switch, thinking that
some cars wére to be set off for Salem.

The brakeman, whose name is not
known here, found the switch light
out, but did sot re-light it, nor did he,
when he found that no cars were to
‘be set off, re-set the switch. This left
the switch set as a cross-over to the
track where the ‘extra freight 'was
standing. The Pullman, Wm. Crom-
well, conductor; Frank Kennard, en-
gineer, and Bert Woods, fireman, drew
in from the east on time, 5.15, made its
usual stop in the Salem depot and
then proceeded on its way to Boston.
When it reached the misplaced switch
about half a mile from the station, it
was going at the rate of 12 or 15 miles
an hour.

The switch light being out, and no-

thing to show that the switch was set
against him, Engineer Kennard had
no warning of the 4Impending crash
until he felt his locomotive, & mam-
moth mogul, number,-53, swerve from
the straight line and plunge full into
the side of a box|car about midway
~ the length of the extra freight.
{" This was an Erie railroad car,
loaded with cottonseed meal. It was
ripped open like a pasteboard box, the
meal strewn for yards around, and the
car was finally tipped over on its side.
The mnext box car and the next were
alsa tipped over and smashed. The
pilot of the mogul was wrenched from
its place, the light ironwork along its
left-hand side smashed off and the cab
splintered into bits.

Fireman Woods was just raking
down the fire, and was therefore not
struck, as he would have been had he
been on his seat, but his foot was
caught between . portions of the iron
work and badiy crushed. Engineer
Xennard was not injured in the least,
but stuck to his seat throughout the
affair.

Yardmen who witnessed the affair,
rushed.toward the wreck, expecting to
find all hands killed, when, what was
their surprise to see Kennard wave his
hand out of the fragments of the cab
and hear him shout: “I’'m all right,
‘boys. Nobody killed here.”

The Mogul was derailed by the
glancing blow it struck the freight and
ran for some yards on the ground and
sleepers, but was not overturned.

Thomes Maling of Salem, messenger
for the Armstrong Transfer Co., who
was in'the rear car when the crash
came, was threwn down, stepped upon
by others ‘and sustained serious inter-
nal injuries. Wm. Cromwell, conduc-
tor of the Pullman, was also thrown
down and his arm was badly wrench-
ed. Several other passengers and mail
clerks were bruised and shaken up by
being. thrown from theélf seats and

BLAST FURNACE.

Committee of the Common
Coungcil Meet the Represent-
atives of the Mineral Pro-
ducts Company.

Will Recommend that the Couneil
Grant a Site for the Erection of a
Blast Furnace With Exemption

from Taxation and Water Rates.

Russell P. Hoyt, general manager,
and' Fritz Gleim, superintendent, of
the Mineral Products Co. of New York,
met a committee of the Common Coun-
cil yesterday afternoon relative to the
construction of their proposed plant in
this city.' After the reading of their
petition by the mayor, Mr. Gleim, be-
ing called upon, stated that for the
past three years his company had been
engaged in the develpoment of man-
ganese properties in the maritime pro-
vinces, particularly of the wad ore
deposits in Albert county. He told of
the conditfon 'in - which ~thes -deposits’
were found and of the methods used
in extracting and smelting "the ore.
Only lately had a method been discov-
ered whereby this coinld be profitably
done, and upon this method was
based the present enterprise. There
were many thousand acres of these.
bog ores in the province,  and it was
the purpose of the company to de-
velop them all. They now wished to
locate a blast furnace plant in a suit-
able place, and@ wished to xnow what

-aid that in company with Engineer
Peters he had inspected the various
rroperties available and found only
one that was suitable.” That was the
lot east of Pitt on Courtenay Bay,
ketween Sheffield and St. James
sireets. Plans of these lots were
shown and the position discussed.
That, said Mr. Gleim; was the only
area that furnished sufficient width
for buildings, tracks, etc., and could
be extended farther out into the
stream when necessary. After the
works were in operation their next
work would be to extend the shore
and build docks and dredge channels
for the accomodation of the necessary
shipping. A blast furnace in opera-~
tion produced three times as much
slag as regular product, and this
could be used for filling in the hollows
and extending the shore above and be-
low the works. The enterprise would
in time result in the extension of the
entire shore. The furnace meeded 50,-
000 gallons of water per hour for cool-
ing purposes, but this' they proposed
to supply by their own pumping ma-
chinery. But they would ask the city
to supply them with water for pur-
poses of steam generation, and would
like to have access to a larger supply
in case of their own pumping machin-
ery breaking down temporarily. They
proposed to make great expenditures,
and the industry would in many ways
be a benefit to the shipping. They
would need 100 tons of liméstone per
day, andq this would open another in-
dustry in the vicinity. They expected
to produce daily about 75 tons of ferro-
manganese. This would also mean
the production of from 150 to 200 tons
of slag a day, which was an excellent
street material and was used also in
the manufacture of cement, etc.

In answer to a question from Ald.
Macrae, he said they would employ
from 1256 to 200 men in St. Johm, and
that the initial cost of the plant would
be from $250,000 to $300,000. After they
had used the slag.for filling in their
own property, the city could use it for
street building, etc. Ald. Maxwell
stated: that the shore would have to
be wharfed before slag could be dump-
ed there, otherwise the tide would
carry it out into the channel. Ald.
McGoldrick asked if Mr. Gleim had
inspected the lot on which the exhi-
bition buildings stand. Mr. Gleim said
the railroad level was not so favorable.

TURKEY AND THE U. 8.

The Former Refuses to Allow Dr.
Norton to Aet as U. § Consud

at Harpoot. !

‘WASHINGTON, Nov. 24.—~The Turk-
ish authonities having refused to grant
‘an. exequatur:to Dr. Thomas H. Ner-
ton to act as United States consul at
Harpoot, the indications point to some
retaMatory measures ‘on' the part of
our government in t¢he: mear future.
The Turkish contention: now ig that
they permitted a United: States con-
sulate to be established 'at Brzeroum
under . an ' understanding thdt the
United States would abandon its claim
10 a consulate at Harpoot. That there
was some shadow of foundation for
this underst-a.nding is admitted; but it
is still the 'purpose of the Uniteqd
States to establish this consulate be-
cause the British government has
since been permitted to locate a con-
sulate at Harpoot and, under the fav-
ored nation clause of our treaty with
Turkey, the United States government
claims the same commercial privilege -
48 Great Britain. There is, beside, a
peculiarly potent reason for the pres-
ence of a United States representative
at Harpoot, for at that point is locat-
ed one of < the most important and
flourishing American missionary and
educational intsrests in Turkey. More-~
over, being located in the Armeniamn
district, where g0 many outrages upon
Christians have oeccurred, it is ex-
tremely desirable that our government
should have some impartial and ered-
ible representa‘ive to watch over the
interests of American citizens there.

The last adverse decision of the
Turkish government in this matter
has not modified the orders to the big
battleship Kentucky to proceed from
Naples to Smyrna. 1

iShe sailed today and should arrive
at Smyrna Monday or Tuesday. Itds,
of course, not expected that the ship
is to make war single-handed on Tur-
key, but it is . thought that the moral
influence of this exhibition of Ameri-
can naval power may be beneficial in
settling the question of exequatur as
well as the long pending missionary
claims against Turkey.

BIG YACHT DAMAGED BY FIRE.

BRUNSWICK, Me., Nov. 25.—The
beautiful steam yacht Neokan, owned
by Hartley C. Baxter of Brunswick,
was almost ;destroyed by fire late last
night while on the ways at its winter
quarters on New Meadows river. The
cause of the fire is unknown, but the
flames were first seen in the forward
part of the yacht ,and gained such
headway that it was impossible to ex-
tinguish them, although twenty men
were promptly on the spot and did
their utmost to save the yacht. As
the yacht had mot beent entirely hauled
up when the fire took place the cradle
was released@ and the yacht slid into
the stream. Her engines were not in-
jured, but the tide flows through the
yacht at high water. ‘Thg damage
will be very large, but it is covered by
the insurance.

The yaciht was built by the Herre-
shoffs at Bristol, R. I., in 1883, and has
been the flagship of the Portland
yacht club. Tt was one of the finest
pleasure craft on the Maine coast.

WAS NOT A SMUGGLER.

NEW YORX, Nov. 25.—Because the
custom house officials had rpecelved
“information’” that he was endeavoring
to bring some jewels into the country
duty free, V. L. Tessera, a cabin pas-
senger of the steamship Campania,
hrad his goods searched today on the
dock when the vessel landed its pas-
sengers.’ Tessera comes from Ceylon,
but is an American citizen. He was
in charg= of the Ceylon exhibit at the
world’s fair, and had been abroad to
study conditions and the market at
‘Ceylon for 2 number of American
mapufacturers. The customs inspec-

tors failed to find the jewelry.

Mr. Tessera was indignant at the
treatment he received and said: “So
far as I can see,. the only ground for
the story that I had precious stomnes
was this: I left Ceylon on Oct. 16 and

AL HANDS LOST

Mﬁng'Steamer St, Olaf Wrecked in
the Gulf of St. Lawrence.-

There was Twenty-five People on the 1l
fated Vessel—Not' Probable that
Any Were Saved.

QUEBEC, Nov. 25.—A special from
“S8even Islands, North Shore, reports
the complete wreck :of 'the coasting
steamer St..Olaf, :Captain ;Lemaijstre,
"ot Quebec.. It i8 supposed all on board
. were lost. Only one body, that of a
woman, with a mail bag and some
other articles, have so far been re-
‘covered. Seven Islands is on the north
shore in the Gulf of St. Lawrence,

about 300 miles below Quebec.

Searching parties found part of the
bow of the vessel and boiler on a rocky
flat close to Boule island, and a small
portion of the vessel and cargo in the
same neighborhood. The body found
was identified as that of Miss Marie
Page, Thunder river.

The following is the list of other
passengers knuown to have beén on
the ill-fated vessel: Napoleon Beau-
din, St. Johns river; Jeremie Chinic,
Joseph Bacon, Clarence Bond, Michael
Maher, Sheldrake; Louis Gagnon,
Penticost. There is no hope whatever
that any one escaped. So far as is
known 25 lives were lost. The St.
Olaf was valued at over $40,000 and in-
sured for about half her value.

A searching party sent out on the
steamer Wangderer went over the sup-
posed scene of the wreck of the'steam-
er St./Olaf today without finding any
bodies of her unfortunate passengers
and crew. The supposition is that all
safely landed and perished on the is-
land from exposure. This belief is
supported by the finding of a pail of
lard quite a distance from the shore.
The island is now covered with three
feet of snow. Two more mail bags and
the steamer’s boats smashed were dis-
covered. Another searching party
will be sent out tomorrow.

JRWISH SOLDIERS IN.THE ENGLISH
ARMY.

(From the Jewish Chronicle.)

It is well within the mark to istimate the
aggregate number of Jews who bave served
at the front in South ica, in the different
sections of her majesty’s forces, att upward
of 700. Among those we have been able to
trace by name one in thirteen have been: kill-

-ed in action or have died of disease; one in

forty-four were.taken prisoners or missing,
‘mdy one in six have been' invalided from
the effects of wounds or exposure. This 18
a very honorable record. It is yet too early’
to say how many Jews have been mentioned
for counspicuous eervice, but it is glready
evident that some Jewish soldiers ‘at least
will have been :singled -ut .for the dl:tinc-
tion of their country's praise. :

The American
people never make mistakes when
they know the whole truth, says Win-
field S. Hall, M. D., in Union Signal.

The Truth About Alcehol.

1.—A certain quantity will preduce a
certain effect at first, but it requires
more and more to produce the same
effect when the drug is used habitual-
1y.

2.—When used habitually it is likely
to induce an uncontrollable desire for
more in ever increasing amounts.
3.—After its habitual use a sudden
total abstinence {is likely to cause a
serious derangement of the central
nervous system.

4 —Alcohol is oxidized rapidly in the
body. :

5.—Alcohol, mot being useful,
stored in the body.

6.—Alcohol is a product of decompo-
sition of food in the presence of a scar-
city of exygea, ,

7.—Alcohol is an excretion and, in
common with all excretions, is poison-
ous. It may be beneficial to certain
phases of the disease, but it is never
Peneficial to the healthy body.

8.—All medical men advise healthy
persons to avoid alcohol altogether.

9.—All connoisseurs advise people to
avoid taking alocohol into the empty
stomach.

10.—The young, developing individual
is always advised to abstain from al-
cohol.

11.—The use of alcohol,
with narcotics in general,
by a reaction,

12.—The use of alcohol is followed by
a decrease In the activity of the mus-
cle cells and the brain cells.

Furness ‘Line Steamer Daltonhall
Arrives at Sydney Short of Goal.

Experienced Head Winds and Rough Weath

SYDNEY, Nov. 25.— The Furness
line steamer Dszltonhall, Capt. Heeley,
arrived at the International pier Sat-
urday short of coal and seven days

progress of the steamer across the

Atlantic was impeded by rough wea-
ther and head winds, which the ship
experienced from the time she left un-
til she arrived on this side. The ship
was light and this made head winds
more effective. Two or three times
the winds appeared to shift and pro-
mise better weather only to return to
the old quarters and blow still harder.
Large quantities of coal were con-
sumed withoeut the steamer making
much headway. Liast Tuesday the
steamer was off Cape Race, but on ac-
count of the weather, Captain Heeley
thought it prudent mnot to approach
near enough to be signalled. By this
time the coal supply was becoming
quite low and the captain decided to
change the ceurse and head for Syd-
ney. Low Point light was made on
Friday night, but owing to the heavy
gale that was blowing, Capt. Heeley
decided to lay off until next day, when
a pilot was signalled for and the
steamer plied in in his charge. It was
sometime before she csuld be brought
into the harbor, owing to the high
wind that was blowing. The engines
were kept going in order to prevent
the steamer from dragging her an-
chors. The Daltonhall has quite a
cargo of explosives -for the . Halifax
garrison. This would prevent her
bunkering at the pier, but Captain
Heeley agreed to an indemnity in case
of accident, and the steamer was al-
lowed to coal. It was at first thought
this would have to be done in.  the
stream. She will complete bunkering
tomorrow afternoon, when she will at
once clear for Halifax. The steamer
had a hard time of it, but she with-
stood heavy cross-seas and raging
storms without damage of ahy kind.

There probably is not a French-
man living, and precious few Ameri-
cams, too, for that matter, who has the
faintest idea that the hand of the one
nation was ever raised against that of
the other, excepting at sea duning the
latier nart of the eighteenth century,

when the navies of the two countries
‘made . tht‘np exceedingly Iivelv foi'
each other down the “Indies
way. Thereisa story, however, which
veterans of two United States regi-
ments tell oceasionally which goes to
show that on one occasion at least the
Yankees and the French faced each
other in a land battle. It was not
until some time after the affair took
place that the veterans told it. They
waited until time’s “effacing finger”
had a chance to remove all possibility
of the French taking advantage in the
way of damage claims, of the knowl-
edge which would then come to them
for the first time.

Just before the French troops re-
tired from Mexico in 1866, following
closely upon Seward’s famous com-
munication beginaing, ‘“We view with
regret,” ‘Gen. Phil Sheridan, as every-
body knows, was sent with an army
corps of veterans-fresh from the vic-
tories attending the sweep through the
Shenandoah and the subsequent cam-
paigning up to the gate of Richmond.
Two. regiments of Little Phil's com-
mand were isolated from the rest of
the outfit and .were stationed on the
frontier just across the river:from a
place /where a contingent of Maximil-
jan’s troops held a fort. Some of
Juarez’s republican soldiers started up
across country to take this fortifica-
tion, which was among the last to hold
out. ‘Th2 republican troops went into
camp about two miles away from the
fortificafion, which was nothing more
than those of the ordinary *“thrown-
up”’ defense. The Americans from
their side of the river, by the aid of
théir glasses, saw the approach of
Juarez’s: soldiers, and it goes without
saying that subsequent proceedings
intervested them intensely.

The Mexican troops were dressed in
white uniforms, and the day after their
arrival the Americans saw them leave
their camp, pass up under the cover
of the river bank and a bit of timber
and then emerge into the open not
more than 300 yards from the fortifi-
cation behind which the Frenchmen
were grimly watching the approach.
Suddenly the republican ' line broke
into a. charge and headed straight for
the redoubt. The Frenchmen opened
a galling fire and the white line wav-
ered, broke and fled faster by several
yards to the second than it had ad-
vanced.

Every morning regularly for a week
the Yankee soldiers to the north of
the river saw the Mexicans come out,
form, charge, break and fly. The whole
Yankee camp took a lively interest in
these proceedings until they became
monotonous, when only a handful of
the northern troovers would turn out
to look at the regular after reveille
attack.

One night the American regimental
adjutant visited-all the officers of the
command. Then there were talks with
the first sergeants, and after that the
privates got an inkling that something
wasg up. Later in the night a visitor
to the camp of the Americans if he
were 4 close observer would have no-
ticed that about one-third of the men
were missing. In the morning the
two-thirds that were left—every mem-
ber of the outfit save the guard—lined
the north bank of the Rio Grande and
stood watching Maximilian’s redoubt.
Pretty soon from ai point far down to
the left the republican troops with
their white uniforms emerged. There
appeared to be omnly about half as
many of them as usual. They march-
ed to a point no more than 200 yards
away from the fort, and seemed fto
pay-less attention than usual to the
shots that went through their ranks.
They reached the place where it was
their custom to form for a charge, and
then, changing from column into line,
they swept for the redoubt like a
storm. They reached the foot of the
parapet, passed up and over and into
it Yike unleashed war dogs. There were
shouts, shots and yells, and then in a
moment the flag of republican Mexico
had replaced that of the Emperor
Maximilian.

It was then that a curious thing oc-
curred. Another regiment of republi-
can troops emerged  from the tents
where the camp had been pitched ten
days before and martched up and into
the redoubt. . They had no sooner en-
tered than the white-coated detach-
ment which had captured the place
moved out.

A queer sight presented litself. The

soldiers who in one swift, undaunted
charge had taken the redoubt, passed
down the river and out of sight into
a clump of trees. There, stranger sight
than all, they threw off the white
cloth suits of republican Mexico and
donned the army blue of Uncle Sam.
In a few minutes they were in some
flat-bottomed commissary barges and
were on their way across the river.
A contingent of Phil Sheridan’s men
of but little more than a battalion in
size, had shown a regiment of Mexi-
cans how to take a French fort.

‘It is a remarkable specimen: . The
presérvation of every part is flawless.
It is the form of a well built, ath-
letic man, some . thirty-five or forty
years of age, apparently, at the time
of death. BExperts say that it is pro-
bably not the body of an Indian, as
the features and the feet are not those
¢f the American red man. It resem-
bles more the remains of a white
man, hut whether he antedated the
Indian or not can hardly be determin-
ed without an examination of the
strata in which the body was found.

A ‘Herald representative viewed “the
man of stone” yesterday, and then
hurried out to Cambridge, where he
found Professor Gordon, of the Pea-
body. Mussum, ready to ilisten to the
story of the curio and to accompany
the. .newspaper man for an examina-
tiom of the fossil. Professor Gordon
has: recently returned from Honduras,
where for the last nine months he has
been making ethnological and ' arch-
aeological investigations. His opinion
as an expert is reliable.

“No, it’s not a fake,” said the pro-
fessor, in reply to a question. “It is
easily denwnstrable that it is a true
fossil. Furthermore, it’s the only fossil
of its kind ever found. The thing re-
minds me more than anything else of
the casts which they are getting out
of Pompeii. This specimen is similar
to those from the buried city. The
cnly’ difference is that the moulds ; of
the bodies formed by the hardened
lava in Pompeii are being filed by
plaster of paris to make the casts,
while here nature performed the whole
»rocess.

“It is impossible to tell offhand what
is the age of this fossil. That could
only be learned by a careful study of
the strata from which it was dug. If
the strata have lain as they do now
for hundreds ' of years—and this is
quite probable—the fossil is very, very
old. In this case this specimen might
have great value in determining the
predecessors of the Ind&ian on this
continent.”

‘The professor paused to examine one
of the feet, both of which were broken
off just above the ankle when the body
was being exhumed.

“Now, you see,” he continued, ‘“you
can scarcely distinguish the . lccation
of the bomes of the leg. This wwould
indicate that complete decomposition
had taken place before peterescence
was accomplished. This fact seems to
prove that it was a long process, and
to argue for the extreme age of the
fossil. However, as I sald, nothing
absolute can be determined until a
careful study of the surrounding strata
has been made.”

Professor Gordon would hot hazard
a ‘guess on the age of the thing, but
admitted that it might be a thousand
years old, and possibly much more. He
declared that it' was not the body of
an Indian, but resembled more that of
a white man. The features he pro-
nounced well formed and regular, with
a high brow, 'indicating good intellect.
He seemed inclined to the opinion that
the feet were those of a man who had
worn shoes, or at least sandals or
moccasins of some sort.

‘“The Nevada State Journal,” the
local paper at Reno, gives this expla-
nation of the formation of the fossil,
which is practically the correct one:

‘“The stone man was found'in Spring
Gulch, about three wmiles north of
Reno, in a two foot seam of clay, with
gravel above and below it. The body
was found on the outer curve of the
grich, <2pposite where an- ancient
stream had cut to bedrock. It is umn-
doubtedly the fossil of a man drown-
ed in an old lake. The body became
imbedded in the mud at the bottom,
which ‘hardened as the water receded
-and ileft an exact impression of the
body, which later decomposed and
vanished in gases. Subsequently this
clay mould was filled with the deposi-
tions of a stream which later-flowed
over the plane.”

The body was petrified while lyine
in a restful pose, the left side upper-
mest. The right hand rests easily just
over the heart, while the left lies on
the left thigh. The face is turned so
that the head would be supported by
the base of the skull

Some day a museum may claim the
man of stone, and he will be brushed up
and given » bath and sent on a wagon
with easy springs- to where ‘he may
“star’” forever and a day in a big glass
case.” But just now he is hobnobbing
with junk barrels, laid out in a box of
thick planking, much like a coffin, half
buried in straw and with the powdery
dust of Nevada in his sightless eyes, a
térror to small children, a curio to the
Jaity, and a personage much sought
after by men of science.

Inside
ithe shed are seen halfsa-dozen men
in. their shirtsleeves, working away
like niggers at telegraph instruments
placed on old boxes or commandeered
tables. Their rifles are stacked in one
corner, their kits thrown into another.
By the yellow badges on the sides of
their helmets we see that they are
Engineers, or to give them their full
title, clerks of the Telegraph Battal-
ion, Royal Engineers.

Outside the shed are a dozen City
Imperial Volunteers trying to squeeze.
into: the scanty shadows cast by the
wallsg of the ‘farmhouse. They are
mlounted orderlies for the delivery of
telegra.ns Four horses stand by
ready saddled.

The army is a few miles ahead,
steadily advancing into the enemy’s
country. 'The little farmhouse, there-
fore, is not surrounded with the bustle
usually connected with military oper-
ations.

“TA-TA, BOYS!”

Everything is quiet and peaceful
The telegraph flag (blue and white) is
hanging limp against the flagstaff. No
sound is heard except the continual
“tick-a-tick’” of the instruments and
the occasional impatient pa,wing of &
horse’s foot.

Presently an engineer emerges from
the shed and lustily yells out in a
stentorian voice, “‘Orderly.” The doz-
ing orderly, whose turn it is to go
out, rises and stretches himself. In a
few seconds he has tightened the
girths of his saddle, shouted a cheery
“Ta-ta, boys,” and galloped off. - The
beating iof the horse’s hoofs gradually
dies away, and soon all is still again.
