He mid no matter 
which eld* of silver end tariff questions 
was taken, the gross amount involved In 
them both together wee not a quarter of 
the retell Intoxicant trade of our ooun 
try. Analysis of United States customs 
and internal revenue returns on malt, 
fermented and distilled liquor, showed 
$900,000,000 to be a pretty fair figure. 
But this represents only the approximate 
ly pure liquor. Hardly a quarter of tha 
liquor retailed, however, is pure. There­
fore, If yen' throw out 200 million 
above pore liquor total, leaving it 700 
million, and multiply it by four, we have 
a grand total of between two and thro* 
billion !
