Adelina Patti never suffered from 

the financial timidity of a Jenny Lind. 
Not only was she a supreme vocalist, 
but, as Colonel Mapleson remarked, 
“no one ever approched her in obtain­
ing from a manager the greatest pos­
sible sum he could by any possibility 
contrive to pay."

The musical miracle was thç spoiled 
daring of her day and she never failed 
to obtain exactly what she wanted. 
She was first engaged In London In 

• 1861 by Mapleson to sing four nights 
“on approval" and in case of success 
to obtain £40 a week.

This contract was not fulfilled, how­
ever, for being hard pressed financial­
ly she had borrowed £50 from a rival 
manager and her receipt proved prac­
tically a contract. This was the be­

tting of a career so dazzling that

New York. July 14.—An Interesting 

consignment of about two thousand 
parasite-bearing caterpillars arrived 
yesterday on the 
ship New York. They are consigned 
to Dr. L. O. Howard, chief entomolog­
ist of the Agriculture Department, 
who got hack from abroad a few days 
ago. While abroad Dr. Howard gave , 
some time to studying the extermina­
tion of the gypsy or browntail moth, 
which has caused such serious rav­
ages here, and especially in the New 
England states. He found there are 52 
varieties of moth-killing parasites In 
England. Germany and Austria, but 
how to -get the parasite to thlp coun­
try was another question. It was decid­
ed that the only way to Import them 
was to bring in the parasite-infested 
caterpillars, and so the importation of 
them has begun. Since May they have 
been arriving at the rate of about two 
thousand a day. There were ten cases 
on the New York. Thew were kept In 
a steerage compartment forward. It 
some way a case broke when the 
consignment was being taken oe- 
Ing taken on board at Southampton, 
and the caterpillars, it Is said, set 
out to explore the vessel soon after 
she got under way. They managed 
to get in nearly every part of the 
vessel, and It was noted that they 
always travelled down wind. The re­
main cases were carried to a steerage 
compartment In the stern of the New 
York, so that If any more caterpillars 
escaped they would work down wind 
and over the stem.

Simon Newcomb, the astronomer, 
died at his home In this city Sunday 
at the age of seventy-four. Because 
of his career In the United States 
navy, Professor Newcomb will be 
burled In Arlington Cemetery nexr 
Wednesday with military honors. 
High officials of thé Government will 
attend and the honorary pallbearers 
will Include many prominent men In 
public life. The body will He In state 
today and Tuesday at the family 
residence. Service» will be held on 
Wednesday morning at the Church 
of the Covenant, at which Rev. Tyler 
Dennett, of that church, and Rev, Dr. 
Childs, of Chevy Chase, Md., will 
officiate.

Professor Newcomb’s death was 
caused by cancer of the bladder, the 
llrst symptom of which appeared last 
September, Just after his return from 
Euror

deemed desirable to determine by In­
ternational comml ion a concerted 
plan for their observation. Of this 
commission Professor Newcomb was 
a member and was active In the ex­
peditions of that year and of 1883.
In the meantime. In 1876, the position 
of director of the Harvard College 
Observatory was tendered to him, but 
he declined It. reaching the head oî 
the Nautical Almanac office two years 
later and devoting his time 
and attention to a great var­
iety of abstruse astronomical 
work, some of the Items of which were 
the Investigation of the motion of the 
solar sytem through space, the mea­
suring the velocity of light, In which 
he was engaged from 1880 to 1882, and 
later still the problem of the distribu­
tion of stars through space. Much of 
his life was thus given to the most 
intricate Investigations of the solar 
system. He was active in this and 
combined the qualities necessary for 
dealing with the problems of astron­
omy with the mathematical po 
competent to carry forward the cal­
culations. Throughout the twenty 
years of Ills, management of the Nau­
tical Almanac, Professor Newcomb 
was a prolific writer on scientific sub­
jects with more than three hundred 
papers of the highest character on 
mathematical subjects as the 
of his pen.

letter contest Born In Nova Scotia.
Simon Newcomb waa born In Wal­

lace, N. S., March 12, 1836. but hla an­
cestry was an old New England line 
In which figured Elder Brewster. His 
father waa a schoolmaster, who with 
mathematical precision made a can­
vass of the nelghbdrlng country for 
a suitable helpmeet. The father’s 
work was In a thinly settled portion 
of the country so that frequent mov­
ing» were the experience of the boy 
during the first fifteen years of his 
life. He was precocious, beginning 
mathematics on the squares of a 
counterpane at four and one-half 
years, and soon thereafter he could 
do the sums in his head, 
while he studied medicine 
country doctor, whose system or lack 
of It so disgusted young Newcomb 
thùt he ran away. Working his passage 
as a deckhand from Calais to Salem. 
Later he found employment as a 
teacher In Maryland and at the be­
ginning of his career he went one day 
to the Smithsonian Institution meeting 
there Professor Henry through whose 
good offices he became an assistant in 
the office of the .Nautical Almanac, 
then established at Cambridge. He 
had here an opportunity for study In 
the Lawrence Scientific School, grad­
uating In 1858 with the degree. B. S. 
While here he had the opportunity to 
broaden his field through the Influence 
of acquaintance with Professor Ben 
jamln Pierce and Dr. B. A. Gould. 
The mathematical and astronomical 
career of Professor Newcomb thus 
had the best of sponsors.

Professor .Newcomb remained with 
the Nautical Almanac as computer till 
1861, when he was appointed profes 
sur of mathematics In the United 
States Navy and was assigned to duty 
In the Naval Academy at Annapolis. 
He returned again to the Nautical Al­
manac In 1877. succeeding Professor 
Coffin as superintendent, a post which 
he retained till retired In 1897. New­
comb s relations to Important astron­
omical work ty'gan in 1860 when he 
completed his first élabora 
"Secular Variations and Mu1 
lions of the Orbits of the Asteroids." 
This was takeu up by him while at 
Cambridge and one of the results was 
the setting aside of the Idea that the 
minor planets are the fragments of a 
larger body.
