Power, Heaps Calumny On
Those Who Saved Him
From Utter Humiliation,

FIGHT PROMISED ALL
ALONG THE LINE

Washington, D. C,, Mar, 20.—The Ti-
tanic struggle over the Speakership of
the house of representatives, which
reached its climax late yesterday in
the destruction of the Speaker’s po-
wer in the committee on rules, yes
leaying Mr, Cannon the speakership it-
self may have marked not so much the
ending of a three days’ “battle” as
the commencement of a great politi-
cal war. The recognition by all fac-
tions of this possibility was the prin-
cipal feature today of the political
situation in Washington.

Hardly anybody here thinks that the
condition of affairs after the moment-
ous battle represents any satisfactory
conclusion. The Speaker and his
friends appear to interpret the refusal
of the house to depose him as justify-
ing them in claiming to have wrest-
ed victory from defeat, endorsement
from repudiation. Not a few of the
insurgents who voted for Mr, Cannon’s
retention are wondering today if they
made a political blunder; whether their
anti-Cannon constituents will not, in-
fleed, hold their retaining him in the
speakership to have nullified their
vote to eliminate him from the rules
committee.

Returned to Fold.

The Republican regulars complac-
ently claim that the insurgents who
voted for the Speaker, have returned
to the party fold. The Democrats taunt
these insurgents with having been re-
creant to the logic of their insurgency.
Nobody seems entirely happy about
the outcome. Kven in the senate, the
regulars are apprehensive lest the in-
surgent . conflagration may be about
to spread to that house; so that the
insurgent senators are wondering whe-
ther they have made the most of their
opportunities.

Speaker Cannon’s deflant speech
Jlast night before the Ilinols. Republi-
can Association in which he contempt-
uously denounced the insurgent mem-
bers of the house who stood by him
in the final test as *“cowardly mem-
bers of congress without the courage
of their convictions,” has cut to the
quick those men who responded with
their votes to what they say they be-
lleved te be their duty to the party
and to the country and saved him from
utter humiliation.

Today the feeling among these in-
surgents was one of bitterest resent-
ment over the attitude assumed to-
wards them.

“If this is to be the manmner of our
treatment for saving the Republican
party,” sald one of them today, “this
battle just ended will be followed by
another beside which the first one will
be but a skirmish.

War to Finish.

“I can speak for no one but myself,
but if this is to be our reception, I am
done, We were not cowards. We, of
the insurgents, who cast our votes
yesterday agalust unseating Cannon,
were the bravest men in that house.
It took concummate courage and it
will probably cost me my seat in con-
gress. But if we are to be met with
calumny because we sacrificed our-
selves to save the house of representa-
tives from chaos and disgrace and to
prevent the ruin of the Republican
party, then I am in favor of carrying
this war to the finish.”

This member sald he had talked
with one or two others of the insur-
gent leaders who voted to save Can-
non and that they were in a similar
frame of mind. .

“When I read in the papers this
morning, the speech which Speaker
Cannon delivered beforg, the Illinois
Assoclation last night, blood boiled
with indignation,” continued this in-
surgent.

There has not yet been called any
meeting of the insurgents to consider
what their future course shall be, but
undoubtedly one will be held within
a day or two.

TARIFF CRISIS

IS STILL ACUTE

No Definite Decision Reached In Impending Strug-

gle As a Result of

Yesjerday’s Conference

Between President Taft and Mr. Fielding At
Albany But WashinSton In Not Without Hop®

Albany, N. Y., March 20.—The presi-
dent .and Mr. Fielding wére in con-
ference on the tariff today for several
hours., No Tusi was hed
but the situation remains
friendly negotiations.

Eleven days remain for friendly ne-
gotiations, before the maximum rates
of the Payne-Aldrich tariff law auto-
matically go into effect against those
countries which are regarded by the
president as ‘“‘unduly discriminatory,”
against the United States. The law
is arbitrary as to its application, but
the president is given judicial powers
in reaching a conclusion as to what
constitutes “undue” discrimination,

Canada’s Position.

Up to this time Canada has been re-
garded by the president’s tariff advis-
ers as “unduly discriminatory’ and
unless concessions are granted by the
Dominion goveérnment to place the
United States on an equal footing with
France and thirteen other countries
which have been given preferential
rates under the Canadian tariff, it
seems inevitable that Canada will be
the one important country in the
world against which the 256 per cent
of the maximum American rates will
be applied.

It was not expected that a definite
conclusion would be reached at the
conferences between the president and
Minister Fielding today. The fact,
however, that President Taft tonight,
summoned James W. McDonald, of
Toronto, to the governor's mansion
and thanked him for his part in help-
ing to bring about today’s meeting, in-
dicated that progress was made and
that the outlook is not quite so dark
as it appeared to be a few days ago.

The president was inundated with
telegrams again today from various in-
terests throughout the country, ex-
pressing the hope that an amicable
agreement with Canada might be
reached. Only within the last 72 hours,
it seems, has the seriousness of the
situation been appreciated in this
country and in the Dominion. The pre-
gident has been keenly alive to the
situation, however. In his speech last
night at the University Club banquet
at which Earl Grey, governor gener-
al .of Canada-and Minister Fielding
were present, Mr. Taft referred to
the fact that he had invited Mr. Field-
ing to meet him here to see if some
means might not be devised to avert

tlhat of

the creation of a tariff war between
that country and this, *

“With 3000 miles of border between
us,” he sald, “we must study to pre-
vent conflict, trade or otherwise, and
we must be as close friends as pos-
sible for the mutual benefit' of both.
It is to our great advantage to be just
to Canada, and it is to Canada's great
advantage to be just to us.”

Reduction Possible.

In view of the fact that so short
a time remains for the adjustment of
the many tariff differences with Can-
ada, President Taft before leaving
Washington, consulted with his advis-
ers as to whether or not, after the
maximum rates had autothatically
been applied, it would be within the
power of the executive, by proclama-
tion, subsequently to grant a reduc-
tion. Secretary of State Knox, without
definitely committing himself, thought
the situation might warrant the presi-
dent in rescinding the maximum tariff
and he believed that the discretionary
power vested in him by the law gave
ample authority for such action.

Chas. M. Pepper commercial advis-
er of the Department of State, was
preseat during the negotiations today,
acting in the capacity of adviser to
the president, Eary Grey, titular head
of the Dominion government, took no
part in the conferences.

The President received today by
special messenger from the state de-
partment, a draft of the proclamation,
granting the minimum tariff rates to
France and signed it as of yesterday.

After being for a day and a half,
the guest of Governor Hughes, Pres-
ident Taft retired on board his pri-
vate car tonight and at three b’
clock in the morning will leave for
New York, en route to New Haven
where, tomorrow, he will attend a
meeting of the Yale corporation.

Earl Grey, governor general of Can-
ada, accompanies the President to
New York as his personal guest. The
two heads of governments, sat up late
tonight in the observation parlor of
the car Olympia, conversing with
frank cordiality and evident pleasure.

President Taft has challenged Earl
Grey to an international game of golf
next summer, The game will'be play-
ed on the links of the Myopia Club,
near Beverly. His Excellency was
nothing daunted at this and accepted
the challenge. Y

Chatham Anticipates Commer-
cial Depression In Event Of
Maximum United States
Tariff Being Applied.

Chatham, N. B., March 20.—Chat-
ham is beginning to anticipate the ef-
fect upon it of the American maximum
tariff and there is no deubt if the
new rates go into effect this town
and the whole North Shore will re-
celve the heaviest jolt in its industrial
and commercial history,

For Chatham it means immediately
the shutting down of two pulp mills
employing 350 hands, and the town's
chief backbone as well as a curtail-
ment in the fishing industry and the
partial paralysis of the lath and shin-
gle industry.

In addition two rossing mills will
be closed permanently, if the New
Brunswick legislature acts on the
MacLachlan motion to prohibit the
export of pulpwood from the province.
Pulp mills and rossing mills here pay
out $5000 weekly in wages when run-
ning, so that the loss from this source
alone would amount to $250,000 yearly.

Hjs opinion i8 of more than ordinary
intepest as Mr. Tompkins has taken
a prominent part in the final agita-
tion for the building of the railway
since its inception and knows the
feelings of the people along the valley
and has a personal interst in the de-
velopment of the valley district, being
one of the largest property holders at
a portion that is now isolated for want
of transportation facilities.

To the reporter Mr. Tompkins said:
“Yes, I have read carefully every sec-
tion of the bill. To start with the
people of the valley want a road ope-
rated by the I. C. R, a people’s road.
If it is not so operated in view of the
legislation before the house, the fault
must and will lie with the federal
government.

Surprised at Opposition.

“Yes, 1 am surprised to read the
severe criticism made by members of
the Opposition on the floors of the
House and through the press. Through-
out the*whole agitation in the valley
men of both sides of ‘politics stood
side by side gnd worked @nitedly on-
ly expecting the Provincial Govern-
ment to guarantee the bonds to the
extent of $25,000 per mile and never
on one occasion did we ask them to
do more. We believed, or at least I
did, that the Dominion Government
meant to carry out their proposals
conveyed by the correspondence. We
valued the co-operation of both par-
ties on account of the alleged sincer-
ity, in fact, the Liberals, as we know
them in the campaign were very pro-
minent. I will not say they, the Lib-
erals, were playing politics as a body
for I have already had assurances
from a number of them that the bill
is in every way satisfactory.

Most Acceptable.

The bill is most acceptable to me,
and in this endorsement I believe I
voice a very large majority of the
people in the valley who like myself
were in earnest in their efforts to se-
cure a road.

“In part 2 of the bill the Dominion
Government have been given the op-
portunity to carry out their expressed
desire to operate the road as a part
of the I. C. R. TRe people of the val-
ley want this done and I believe it
will be done.

“We want tq be fair with the pro-
vincial government.

“The alternative In this bill is the
admirable part of it. It has been
volunteered without any request by
the people. We confess it 1s more
than we expected from the provincial
government.

It seemed to intimate
that a1l was well and although it did
not say anything about his exact con-
dition, to them nothing mattered ex-
cept that he was coming.

If he starts out immediately he
should arrive in about six weeks time.
It is expected that nothing more is
necessary to be done until he arrives
or is heard from again,

Mr. Read, it is said, has made ar-
rangements for his getting enough
money to bring him home and in his
cable told him to procure it. As was
the first message this brief communi-
cation was heard with delight both by
his waiting parents and by the town
of Sackville. It speaks much for the
popularity of young Read . that each
word or rumor concerning his where-
abouts has always been received with
the greatest excitement, and delight
throughout the county. As fast as
former theories are torn down by the
facts of circumstance, other theories
are carefully built up. This last com-
munication and his being heard from
s0 quickly has naturally pulled down
The most prevalent of the
newly erected theories states that he
must have been waiting - in Buenos
Ayres some time and was becoming
doubtful as to his reception at home,
and that he had sent his letter as a
“feeler.” This however is put at a
discount by his close friends.

Mrs. Read had said before the re-
celpt of the last ‘message that she
would be happy if she could hear from
him four days after the sending of the
cablegram to him. She has heard
within two and is doubly happy.

TWO KILLED IN
G, RALWAY WRECK

Mr. Pugsley's standard of construction
in 1907 was a first class line of railway
ironed with steel rails weighing not
less than 67Ibs. to the yard and provi-
ded with bridges of steel and sub-
structures of stone or concrete, yet in
part 3 of our bill we have provided for
a road which shall have rails weighing
70 Ibs.tothe yard besides steel brid-
ges and masonry substructures.

A claim had been put up that the
C. P. R. had something to do with
the railway described in part 3. His
hon. friend from the other side of the
House in the course of a speech full
of denunciation of the C. P. R. had re-
ferred to the troubles which he said
that the road had brought upon the
country. He (Flemming) had probab-
ly met with as many of the troubles
and difficulties in that respect as his

Gentlemen who were negotiating
with them had assured them that the
C. P. R. had no connection whatever
with their proposed undertaking. But
even if that declaration had not been
made let them look if it was a case
where the C. P. R. was so interested
as was sought to be made out. The
line would begin at Andover and pass-
ing down through Centreville and
Lakeville on to Woodstock, Frederic-
ton and Gagetown and so on to a point
on the C. P. R. near Westfield and not
one single mile of that railway but
would divert traffic from the C. P. R.
Did any sane man suppose that under
such circumstances the C. P. R. want-
ed another line built?

The honorable gentlemen opposite
had been saying that the government

ed the road built. He wished to point
out that because the proposeg Qline
would tap the C. P. R. at Welsford
that was no evidence whatever that
it was a C. P. R. proposition. When

Mr. Pugsley brought down his scheme|

in 1908 he provided for this rallway
to connect with the C. P. R. at West-
field. Yet there was no outcry in that
day from either side of the house or
outside it that the C. P. R. were at the
bottom of the scheme. No line of rail-
way no matter who was building
it, would ever build a separate road
from Welsford to St. John, because
so long as they could get running
rights over the road already bullt,
there would be no occasion to build
another. Mr. Pugsley provided in 1907
that the road he then contemplated
should be constructed from Woodstock
to Fredericton and thence following
the Valley of the river to a point on
the C. P. R, at or near Westfield, so
that what frightened the honorable
gentlemen so yesterday was just pre-
cisely the same provision as was con-
tained in Mr. Pugsley's act and it
was never said then that the scheme
was due to the influence of the C. P.
R., but was supported by honorable
gentlemen opposite.

The honorable member for Victoria
had said that the railway they pre-
posed to build under part three only
provided for construction of a road
from Andover, whereas it should go
further up to Grand Falls. That was
a good country and ought not to be
deprived of railway facilities. He
(Flemming) agreed that it was a good
country. In fact, there was no better,

R. already had a road through it and
in another year or two the Transcon-
tinental would also be running through
it and the distance between the two
lines would be comparatively short.
If the proposed new road should have
commenced at Grand Falls there could
be no doubt that it would add to the
conveniences of the people in the dis-
tricts. But at the same time it was
already well supplied with railway ac-
commodations.

No Dream.

Continuing Mr. Flemming said that
he did not know whether McKenzie
and Mann had any roads in Quebec
in 1907, but at the present day their
line ran Into Quebec, as would have
been seen from the papers they were
commencing to operate a line of steam-
ships to Great Britain. They would
run from Bristol, England to Quebec
in the summer and to some Atlantic
port in the winter. The line the Gov-
ernment proposed to build would have
an opportunity of connecting with Mc-
Kenzje and Mann system at Quebec.
By this means freight coming to St.
John would save a distance of over
200 miles over the 1. C. R. and pro-
bably & hundred and fifty over the
Transcontinental.

McKenzie and Mann would either

This
would be doing what hig hon, friend
opposite had said was the thing they
ought to do, and that was build up.St.

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New York, March 19.—“There hav-
en't been any ‘bad men’ in Mexico,”
#ald Theodore W. Carter of Silver
City who arrived, yesterday at the
Holland House, “since they rounded
up Black Jack and his band something
like eight years ago.

“Of course the capture of Geronimo
Wwas a big thing for the territory in
the way of making life comfortable
out there, but after that event there
still existed or sprang up numerous
bands of desperadoes who were exter-
minated one afteér another until Black
iInck'« band of outlaws was the last
eft,

“Black Jack's real name was said
to be Thomas Ketcham, though no-
body was ever certain of it. I never
had the ilifortune to fall in with
Black . Jack or his men when they
were on the warpath, but I have gone
into a place after they had left it
many a time or got away just before
they struck town. And of course, 1
used to see Black Jack himself once
in a while.

The Mountains.

“The lot of them used to hang out
in the mountains and for several years
they would terrorize communities,
They would hold up trains, dynamit-
ing once in a while, and they mur-
dered between twenty and thirty per-
sons. Nobody knew where Black Jack
himself came from, whether he had
operated in some other part of the
country as an outlaw or whether he
had come from these parts. He was
@ dark complexioned man, heavy set,
with smooth face, which was round,
black hair and a low forehead. When
I saw him last he was about 38.

“The credit of the rounding up of
him and his gang belongs to United
States Marshal Creighton Foraker,
who is a brother of the ex-Senator.
Foraker was determined to get the
desperado, and the way he started
dolng it was to have one of his depu-
ties join Black Jack's gang. It took
a long time for him to win their con-
fidence, but after a time he was able
to keep Foraker posted on their move-
ments and plans. Finally a plot was
fixed up and it was given out that a
certain train on the Southern Pacific
‘would earry a lot of bullion and money
and Foraker's man with the outlaws
tipped him off that Black Jack would
hold it up at Stein's Pass, which is in
the southwest corner of the Territory,
near Lordsburg. The attack was an-
ticipated and some of Black Jack’s
men were killed, but he and the oth-
ers got away. Foraker kept after him
and next came up with him at Clay-
ton, In the extreme northeastern part
of the Territory, and there all of the
outlaw’s men were killed, but he es-
caped with one arm shot away. Black
Jack made for the mountains ‘and
stayed for three days, but his arm
drove him in for treatment and he
surrendered. He was tried and con-
demned in record time by a jury and
hanged.

“Well, after his death the rough ele-
ment gradually disappeared, better
classes began to come in in larger
numbers and during the last five years
the country has totally changed. There
is no gambling and the old type of
miner has disappeared. The agridul-
tural development of the Territory
has been as strong in that time as the
mining. Last year 50,0000 settlers,
bona fide ones, too, came in and took
up lands and started farming.

“There is one fine institution out
there that seems to be little known in
the East, and that is the sanitarium
which the government has established
at Fort Baird for tuberculosis and
where from 400 to 600 men from the
army and navy are under treatment.
It is right on the Rocky Mountain Div-
ide at an elevation of about 6,000
feet, and in almost every case that
has not reached the tertiary stage a
cure is effected.

“As for Statehood, we haven't been
discouraged by the delay at Washing-
ton, as we've got a sure tip that we'll
get it before this session of Congress
is over.

PRINGE EDWARD ISLAND

Premier Hazard Expects a
Shortage of $24,000--Peo-
ple Must Pay Heavier Taxes
Teachers’ Salaries.

Charlottetown, Morch 19.—Premier
Haszard, In delivering the budget
speech last night estimated
the ordinary expenditure at $379,000,
capital $29,000, and estimated reve-
nue $369,000. Deducting $15,000 to
the credit of the sinking fund, the
probable increase of debt at the end
of the year will be 24,000. This shows
that allowing for deduction on ac-
count of the sinking fund the ordin-
®ry revenue would slightly exceed the
ordinary expenditure. He hoped to
have the revenue considerably in-
creased by a readjustment of valua-
tion of farm lands. He made the
fact plain that the revenue is insuf-
ficlent to meet expenditure, and if
the people desire to have the country
advance they must prepare to contri-
«bute more., He will consider granting
an increase to teachers' salaries af-
ter valuation adjustment is made
and the possibility of an increase of
revenue determined.

The new Ontario series of school
books will be adopted. Expenditure
for the next year is estimated at a
little more than the previous year.
The largest item is education, costing
$133,230 more than a third of the

revenue., Last year the provincial
debt was increased by $12,000, the
smallest increase since 1882, The

actual expenditure and revenue came:
very close to the estimates.

Agricultnral Committee Passes
Resoluion of tmportance to
Stock Raisers --- Public Ac-
counts Committee in Session

e

Fredericton, Mar. 19.—Another ses-
sion of the agricultural committee was
held today, Mr. Woods reported for a
sub-committee appointed to consider
the question of stock importation,
While the committee were not able
to present a report individually he
was in favor of an importation of dairy
cattle and sheep. He had received
many letters from members of agri-
cultural societies, urging that import-
ations be made. The subject was dis-
cussed at length and the following
resolution was passed, moved by Mr.
Woods, seconded by Mr. Pinder:

“Whereas there is considerable
awakening of interest among our farm-
ers in stock ralsing, and

“Whereas it is very important that
the best possible animals should be
used for breeding purposes, and

“Whereas our New Brunswick breed-
ers of pure bred stock have not a
supply adequate to the needs of the
province.

“Resolved that we recommend that
the Department of Agriculture take
such steps as are necessary to secure
the introduction of desirable pure bred
cattle, sheep and swine, in such num-
bers as will fairly meet the needs
and demands of the various districts
upon which such plan or plans as will
best insure high guality of stock and
at the least expense to the province.”

It was moved by Mr. Labillois, se-
conded by Mr. Allain and unanimously
passed:

“Whereas the Minister of Agricul-
ture for Canada has arranged through
his department for sending pure bred
sheep into the Provinces of Nova Sco-
tia and Prince Edward Island for sale
by auction. Resolved, that sald Hon-
orable Minister be requested by the
provincial Department of Agriculture
to arrange similar sales for New
Brunswick, and we recommend that at
least one hundred pure bred rams
be sent this summer to be sold at se-
veral central localities throughout the
province.”

Public ‘Accounts.

The public accounts committee held
a two hours’ session this morning and
examined a large number of accounts
for expenditures on roads and bridges.
The only work which came in for crit-
fcism was that upon the Tabusintac
bridge, where a large amount of re-
pairs and rebuilding had been done.
Mr. Labillols Insisted that this was
a new bridge and ought to have been
done by contract,

Chief Engineer Wetmore was called
and stated that the Tabusintac bridge
was an old structure, about half a
mile in length, consisting of crib-
work ‘and stringer spans, and swing
draw span.

JIE CINNDN S
SHORN 0F POWER

Speaker of United States
House of Representatives
Ousted from Rules Commit-
tee After Three Days’ Fight.

Washington, Mar, 19.—Joseph Gur-
ney Cannon, of Illinois, is still Speak-
er of the house of representatives.
But he lost today the ancient pres-
ige and weapon of that office when
the allied Republican insurgents and
Democrats took from him not only

the chairmanship of, but even the
membership in, the all-powerful com-
mittee on rules, the chief asset in his
stock of power,

Amid scenes of wildest disorder, for
the like of which one must go back
to the exciting days just prior to the
civil war perhaps even those times
might not duplicate it, the veteran
Speaker, almost 74 years old, stood
erect and deflant, his head “bloodied
but unbowed.” At the end, when a big
Texas Democrat, accepted the Speak-
er's daring challenge and introduced
a reselution to fling him out of the
speakership the Republicans, regulars
and Insurgents, with few exceptions,
rallied with almost unbroken party
front and gave him a vote which al-
most offset the “repudiation of Can-
nonism.”

What Happened.

This is what happened:

By a vote of 191 to 155, the Repub-
lican insurgents voting solidly with
the Democrats, the house adopted the
resolution of Representative Norris,
Republican, of Nebraska, requiring a
recgeanization of the rules committee
increasing its membership from 5 to
10, and declaring the Speaker illegi-
ble to membership thereon.

By the curiously identical vote of
191 to 155—but with decidedly dif-
ferent personnel of alignment—the
house defeated a resolution of Repre-
sentative Burl , of Texas, declar-
ing the speak ship vacant and or-
dering an immediate election of a sue-
cessor to Mr. Cannon.

The most insignificant sort of a
resolution, of no particular conse-
quence, to anybody, was the direct
cause of the whole three days war
which has just ended in the House of
Representatives. This was a little
resolution, not fifty words in length,
introduced by Representative Sabath,
Democrat, Illinois, providing that in
the coming census, the enumerators
should ascertain the number of lan-
guages spoken by the people of this
country.

It was this harmless
which Representative Crumpacker,
Democrat, of Indiana, chairman of
the house census committee presented
last Wednesday and which entangled
the house in a disagreement that last-
ed all that day to the exclusion of!

Defeated then, Representative Crum-

Thursday—-and Speaker Cannon ruling
on it, that day, brought forth from
the pocket of Hepresentative Norris of
Nebraska, the rules resolution which
had been reposing there for weeks for
Just such an occasion.

Disaster is Narrowly Averted
by Fireman After Chief
Had Been Struck by Bridge
Beam.

Providence, R. 1., March 19.—Struck
by a bridge beam as he leaned out of

Imperial Dry Dock Co. Get Busy.

The announcement last week that
the city intended to promote a bill
granting a subsidy to any company
which would construct a dry dock
roused the directors of the Imperial
Dry Dock Company to take a very ac-
tive interest in the proposed legisla-
tion, it being apparent that its po-
sition was being seriously threatened.
The situation was emphasized by the
fact that the charter of the company
ensuring to it the benefits of the city's
subsidy of $5000 for 20 years had been
allowed to lapse. . The last act ap-
pearing on the statute book provides
that to entitle the company to its
privileges work must be commenced
by May 1, 1908.

An amendment to this act has now
been prepared extending the time for
the commencement of the work to
May 1, 1912. Mr. H. H. Pickett, the
legal representative of the company,
will go to Fredericton this morning to
appear before the corporations com-
mittee in favor of the amendment. It
is not anticipated that the city will
make any objection to the company
placing itself in a pesition to take
advantage of the subsidy.

It is understood that the Imperial
Dry Dock Company will also seek to
have a slight amendment made in the
city's bill for a general subsidy to
dry dock companies and ask to have
the name of the company inserted as
entitled to benefit under the act.

Dry Dock Legislation.
The Imperial Dry Dock Company

On March 22, 1906, an act was
passed . providing that unless within
three years the Imperial Dr Dock
Company gave reasonable o rance
to construct a dry dock the agree
ment and rights obtained from the
city should be void and of no effect,
In the same act the subsidy was made
$5,000 for 20 years and an amendment
was added providing for payment
whether the dock was working or not.

An act dated April 13, 1907, is the
last which appears on the provincial
statutes. It recites that as there is
reason to, believe that the company
will contrict with a responsible com-
pany in the near future for the con-
struction of a dry dock, and as the
company believes that to furnish funds
1st mortgage bonds should be issued
and as it is represented that to facili-
tate the sale an act should be passed
to the effect that they were legally
{ssued, it should be 80 enacted. Per-
mission is given to execute the mort-
gage and make it a first lien on all
the property, and the company's inter-
est in the city’s subsidy is transferred
to the bond holders.

Point Yesterday --- Left in
Special Train For the West.

The Allan lner Tunistan, Captain
J. A. Fairtul, arrived in port Satur-
day evening from Liverpool via Hali-
fax and docked at No. 6 berth. Among
the passengers who landed here were
400 children from the Barnardo homes.
When they left the ship yesterday
morning at 10 o'clock the wharves
were crowded with people eager to see
the children. The immigration of-
ficials who boarded the steamer were
warmly welcomed by the 400 young:
sters who were lined up along the
rails of the ship.

The party, consisted of 320 boys and
80 girls, they were the first to
disembark. The boys were In charge
of Alfred B. Owens, superintendent
for Canada, and Mrs. Loyd looked
after the girls, The youngsters lined
up three deep In the shed and then
headed by the officers from the steam-
er and immigration officials the pro-
cession wended its way to the immi-
gration bullding at Sand Point.

At 11 o'clock the children boarded
a special train made up of eight cars.
The boys will go to distributing homes
in Toronto and the girls to Peterboro.
This is the first party this season.
