“It ig practically certain that their
rejection will result in a more act-
ive and determined resumption of
hostilities, Probably the allied troops
will now refuse to treat with Tur-
key until they are in a position to
dictate perhaps sterner terms in the
capital of the sultan.”

The negotiations thus far have been
conducted through the Russian ambas-
sador at Constantinople, but the Turk-
jsh ambassador at Berlin, Osman Ni-
zami Pasha, was on his way to join
his colleagues appointed to meet the
Bulgarian representatives when the
Turkish government’s startling deci-
sion was telegraphed abroad.

Even yet it would seem that the
Turkish officials have not abandoned
hope that the powers will come to
their rescue and attempt to dictate
a compromise, but Sir Edward Grey
the British foreign secretary, announc-
ed tonight that the powers had not gone
go far as to arrange a general con-
ference after the conclusion of the
war. Their only agreement as far as
surface indications go is to keep their
hands off.

Ottawa Nov. 21.—The fisheries de-
partment has made an important for-
ward move in the passing of an order-
in-council authorizing the establish-
ment of a fisheries board of an ad-
visory character. Mr. Hazen, since
his accession to the post, has had his
attention drawn to the lack of pro-
gress, especially on the Atlantic coast.
Apart from fish breeding, the fisheries
branch has confined its operations to
providing and enforcing regulations
regarding certain fisheries, whereas
the officers of the department have
represented to the minister that en-
couragement can be given and devel-
opment work can be done, under effi-
cient organization.

The method selected is to get into
touch with those engaged in the dif-
ferent branches of the fisheries and
the marketing of fish by appointing
a fisheries advisory board, to be com-
posed in part of certain officials of
the government, and in part of per-
sons representing those engaged in
the industry.
ke number of non-official members
will be thirteen, distributed- as fol-
ows:

Nova Scotia—Three, representing
the banking vessels, the inshore fish-
ermen and the fish merchants and
canners.

New Brunswick—Two, one repre-
genting the Bay of Fundy and one the
gulf men.

Prince Edward Island and the Gulf
portions of Quebec—One.

Prairie Prowinces—One each.

British Columbia—Three, one for
the canners, one for the salmon fish-
ermen and one for the deep sea men

Ontario and Quebec control their
own fisheries and so will not be re-
presented.

TVEITMOE'S CHRISTMAS -
PRESENT WAS A BOMB

Ortie McManigal at Dynamite Trial Tells of His CANADN'S FIRE LOSS
Errand of Death.

Indianapolis, Nov. 21.~Equipped
with twelve quarts of nitro-glycerine,
Ortie B. McManigal in December,
1910, went to Los Angeles, California,
commissioned to destroy the Times
auxiliary plant and by “adding & few
more to the list of dead” to take sus-
picion off James B. McNamara, who
had killed twenty-one persons in the
wreck of the Times building two
months before.

McManigal so testified today at the
“Dynamite Conspiracy” trial, He
named men other than the McNama-
ras as having inspired the second
Los Angeles dynamite plot. He sald
he was prevented from carryring it
out by the discovery on reaching-Los
Angeles that the auxiliary plant was
too well guarded and flluminated at

night. Instead he set a bomb in an
iron . works’ plant to explode on
Christmas day. That was the “Christ-
mas present,” he said Olav A. Tveit-
moe, a union official ‘in San Francisco
had asked for.

McManigal told of a conversation
with Herbert S. Hockin in which it
was proposed to get rid of Miss Mary

The announcement is made that St. John is to have a
new building law This is a question that has been un:
der discussion for gome time, both in and out of the Com-
mon Council.  The existing law was framed immediately
after the great fire of 1877 and passed at a session of the
Legislature held in the fall of that year. 'The bill was
promoted by the Common Council after it had been
thoroughly discussed at a public meeting of citizgens. One
of the principal provisions was the subdivision into dis-
tricts and the regulation of the height and construction
of buildings In a limited area only brick or stone build-
ings could be legally erected. The law has never
amounted to much and it may be said that so far as the
construction of buildings is concerned it has never really
been enforced.

In the thirty-five years the law has been in operation
there have been but two inspectors appointed. The first
was M. W. Maher, who resigned his geat in the Common
Council to accept the position. He died in office and

Warehouses and factories ghould be safe and have better
protection against fire, while dwellings, particularly
tenements, should be more sanitary and better built in
every way., High constructions of wood ghould be abso-
lutely prohibited. There are many more fire traps in St.
John than there should be The demand for tenements
has caused unscrupulous landlords to add stories to bulld-
ings built of balloon frames, which should have been
condemned and torn down instead, There are
such alterations going on at the present time apparently
with official consgent, In cities provided with a propetr
building law the owners of these structures and the
officials permitting their erection would be dealt with in
the criminal courts. Whether they are illegal under the

the present fiscal year will greatly
surpass that of any previous year in
our history.

The revenue of the Dominion con-
tinues to expand, and in every branch
of business and industry there is a
remarkable activity which gives as-
surace of continued progress and
prosperity.

Immigration.

A coplous and welcome stream of
immigration has poured into our
country during the past summer. The
volume of immigration during the
present year is greater than during
any corresponding period of our his-
tory and in larger measure than usual
it has been drawn from the British
Islands.
