NAVAL BATTLE

RioJaneiro, Feb, 15—An officer of

Her commander received a report
of the fighting only on the following
day, through a wireless message {roin
the British cruiser Amethyst, which
alone gave battle to the German raid-
ers.

Ralders Open Fire.

Before six o'clock in the evening
the Amethyst sighted some steamers,
which she signaled to come nearer.
They did so. Then it was seen that
the vessels, not two, as at first sup-
posed, but three large steamers, were
manoeuvring and clearing for action.
Almost 1 diately they d fire.
Night was fallilng. The Amethyst re-
turned .the fire and steamed toward
the enemy, whereupon the German
raiders took to flight in the direction
of Fernando De Noronha, but contin-
ued firing, with the Amethyst in pur-
suit. The real fight occurred near
Fernando De Noronha. One of the
ralders, seriously hit, wag observed to
be sinking. The others succeeded in
making their escape. Night prevented
the Amethyst from ascertaining to
what extent they had been damaged.
The Amethyst suffered slight damage
and hads few wounded and one man
killed.

Ag an essentlal
preliminary a very careful inquiry has
been made throughout the country to
ascertain exactly what industrial pro-
cesses offer the possibility of emp\oy-‘
ment to partially disabled men. A!
large amount of information has been !
collected, and a schedule of suitable
employments covering a large variety
of processes is now nearly complete.
This inquiry is being carried out joint-
ly by the Ministry of Labor and the
War Pensions Statutory Committee.
Experiments are being undertaken to
show, for example, what work is with-
in the powers of a man with only one
arm, so that no time shall be lost in
gettling such a man into his place in
industry.

Such institutions as St. Dunstan's
Hospital for the Blind and the Roe-
hampton Institute for the Disabled
have already done valuable service in
training men for special occupations.
This process will be enormously ex-
tended. It has been found that there
are a very large number of processes
in which men who have lost a limb
or who suffer from partial paralysis
or shock can be usefully engaged. Cer-
tain processes in the preparation of
leather, linotype work, electric gwitch

hundreds of avenues open to the dis-
abled,

In this connection attention is being
given to what has been done pince the
war in France in adapting machinery,
by the addition of levers, so that it
can be manipulated by maimed men.
French ingenuity has done wonders in
altering engineering machinery in this
way, and there is no reason why we
should not make use of these French
inventions (chiefly in use in munition
factories) in many of our ordinary in-
dustries.

The next step will be to set up ad-
visory committees of employers and
trade unionists to supervize the em-
ployment of disabled men in the chos-
en industries. There will be a nation-
al committee of the kind and each
trade in which it is expected to employ
large numbers of disabled men. It is
hoped that by carrying out the scheme
with the co-operation of the whole in-
dustry permanency of employment will
be assured.

The Ministry of Labor intends to
deal with the allimportant point of
wages by setting up in twenty of the
largest centres—Manchester, Liver-
pool, Glasgow, &c.—advisory boards
consisting of employers, trade union-
ists, and representatives of the Local
Pensions Committee. The function of
these boards will be to asses the wages
of the disabled men in accordance
with their earning capacity, altogether
irrespective of the amount of their
pension. In no instande will the pen-
sion be deducted from the man's
wages, otherwise, of course, the door
would be opened to sweating and oth-
er abuses.

In this matter the new Royal War-
rant will introduce important changes.
Under the old Royal Warrant a disabl-
ed man earning full wages was in dan-
ger of loging his pension. It 18 anticl-
pated that under the new scheme there
will bé a flat rate pensfon for disabil-
ity which will not be affected one way
or the other by what the man is after-
wards able to earn in industry. The
principle to be followed s that the
wages are fixed on ‘earning 'cepacity
and the pension on disability, and the
pension will not be taken into ac-
count in fixing the wage.

of the house,” declared the Attorney-
General. Anything which the lumber-
men may have given since 1908 had
been. contributed out of their own
pockets, not out of the public chest,
and this government had managed to
keep the public chest from being loot-
ed. One of the spouters of the other
side (Carvell) who was not In the
class with either Mr. Foster or Mr.
Bentley, had sat on the lid both at
Fredericton and Ottawa, and his love
for the people had only burst out
after his party had gone out of power.
Hon. Mr. Baxter then discussed Mr.
Foster’s alleged statement on the
finances of the province, pointing out
the many inaccuracies in the opposi-
tion leader's statements. Mr. Foster
had quoted the ol:diﬁary revenue as
the ordinary expenditure, although
both amounts were plainly printed in
the Royal Gazette containing the
financial statement. Mr. Foster had
complained of the increase in the
debt, but would he come to Fairville
and declare that the government was
not justified in erecting the splendid
bridge across the Reversing Falls, or
would he go to the other sections of
the province and make the statement
that the magnificent permanent struc-
tures that had been erected there
were not a necessity, and that the
government had not been justified in
erecting them?
Dare Not Condemn Them..
Mr. Foster must either approve of
these strucfures or condemn them—
and he dare not condemn them. The
erection of the new steel Dbridges
meant a consequent increase in the
public debt and it was a fact that this
increase was absolutely justified. In

The Crown Lands.
Mr. Baxter contrasted this govern-
ment's administration of the crown
lands of the province with the admin-
{stration under the old government.
According to the published figures
the cut for the last eight years of the
old government amounted to 1,025,
000,000 superficial feet, while under
this government it amounted to 2,163,
000,000 superficial feet. However, the
customs returns showed that no more
jumber was shipped out of the coun-
try, and there was internal evidence
to show that no more was used in the
province. ‘The collections from terri-
torial revenue under this govern aent
had beem doubled; although the cut
had not beenm larger. This govern-
ment had also passed an advanced
measure to provide for the classifica-
tion of the crown lands of the prov-
ince, to take stock of the public do-
main. Thé Tweedie legislature had
passed legislation of somewhat simi-
lar character, but had added a section
that the ac® should not come into
effect- until it had been proclaimed by
the Lieut-Governor in Council. “And,
Mr. Chairman, it was never proclaim-
ed,’ sald Hon. Mr. Baxter.
Roads and Bridges.
The incremsed expenditures on
roads and bridges in St. John county
and the province generally was re-
ferred to by . the Attorney-General,
who quoted the official figures show
ing the additional amounts which this
government had been able to expend
by reason of the large increase in rev-
enue., He referred to the advanced
road policy which was being inaugu-
rated by Hon. Mr. Smith. Great im-
provement in the condition of the
roads of the county had been made
since 1908 and with the operation of
the minister's progressive policy still
better results would accrue. Under
Hon. Mr. Smith’s scheme there would
be a central administration, the man
in charge being responsible to the
minister, and the money expended un-
der the direction of the minister of
the department. This administration
would be accompanied by the patrol
system, which provided that a man
should look after ten miles in his own
section; He would be on the roads
making the necessary improvements.
Improved road machinery would be
used in connection with the work.
The Crazy Quiit Policy.
Mr. Foster said that his policy was
to have each school district elect a
man to make the roads. In the parish
of Lancaster there were sixteen
school districts, and one could imagine
sixteen different districts having elec-
tions to choose the man who would
take charge of the roads. Then there
would be the question of boundaries.
Smith would have to quit making
roads at the end of his district, while
Jones who had different ideas of road-
making would carry the work on in
his adjoining school district. He would
call that a crazy-quilt road policy. He
thought that Mr. Foster was too much
of a business man to place such a
policy before the people.
The Attorney-General also referred
to the improvement in the bridges
under this government. He discussed
the building of the Valley Railway
which was opening up such a large
agricultural district.

Notwithstanding the fact that he was a director of the company in
1900, he investigated the accounts of the Record Foundry and Machine
Company as chairman of the public accounts committees He did more
than that. When the report of the spectial committee on the two-priced
bridge charges came before the House he voted to sustain the report that
had been prepared by Mr. Frank B. Carvell, which report white-washed
the government from the charges that had been made against it.

Mr. Robinson was not, while a ber of the legislature or the leader
of the government, able to satisfactorily explain his position with respect
to this matter, and now that his attention is again directed to it, it would
be interesting to hear what explanation he can make; and when he
makes his explanation perhaps he will tell what quantities of
iron were obtained from the Dominion Government works at Moncton
when the Record Foundry and Machine Co. furnished the two-priced bridges
to the government.
