French Press Points Out That !

She Has Nothing to Say in
Yap Matter.

(Copyright 1821, By Public Ledger.)

Pania, April 14-—A new and more
oritical note is appearing in the
French press today concerning the
American oontentions on the Isiand
of Yap. A diplomat in the Paris-
Midi says:

“Ameria insists apropos of Yap that
she must have the fruits «? victory.
The weak point is that without a
treaty she is without a'right. It is not
victory that now gives the Allies the
right to put thelr hands on Yap. It is
the treaty of Versailles ed alike,
by victor and vanquished.” If we re-
Ject the treaty there is nothing to 4o
but give Yap to Germany, which is
the legitimate proprietor according to
all intermational congntions before
the war., Yap was unknown and un-
heard of yeasterday, but is likely to
become & symbol—or certainly the
pivot of American policy.”

Pertinax in the Nord de Paris de-
votes a column to outlining the various
steps taken by the Big Four during
the peace conference that finally
handed Yap over to Japan with the
voice of Mr. Wilson silent, Périinax
sums up by reminding Americans
they already have these facts and must
not blame France for them.
