Clarke was saying, and applauded tumult-
ously. There was a storm of pleudits and
fer a few minites Mr. Clarke was unable
to proceed.

Mr. Clarke, M. P.. aiter he had grace:
fully expressed his appreciation of the
presence of so large an audienee congratu-
lated this hearers in having so able a rep-
resentative as Dr. Damiel.

P., for Bonaventiure.

There were more than 2,600 people at
the meeting and all the speakers were
given a most cordial reception.

The meeting was called to order at 8
o’clock, Mr. iLogan and Mr. Fielding, who
spoke first, left for Springhill to address
a meeting there, leaving Mr. Emmerson
and Mr. Mareil to ¢lose’ the Amherat
meeting, and Mr. Marcil made a speech
of great eloquencé which has seldom been
equalled on an Amherst platform.

Mr. Fielding dealt with the tariff and
the G. T. P. contract.

NO BARGAIN WITH IRISH

Premier Says the Unionists Are Not
for Sale--Is Not a Protectionist,
and Wouldn't Lead Such a Gov-
ernment if  Country Adopted
That Policy -- Tribute to Har-
court. .

* BEdinburgh, Scotland, Oct. 3—Premier
Balfour opened the autumn campaign here
tonight as the guest of the Conservative
Club. He first seconded a motion of con-
dolence with Lady Harcourt and the mem-

. “Sir William Vernon Harcourt was for
{thirty years in the forefront of the political
battle, ~ He was a wnard fighter, but his
thrusts = never - poisoned., Death has re-
moved one of ‘the most exceptional figures
that ever adorned parliamentary life.””

In replying to the toast, “Our Guest,”
Mr. Balfour said that as thhis was his first
speech of the antumn cempaign he desired
to be explicit on ome or two essential
points. In the first place, he said, the
leaders of the Irish party had given wide
currency in America to the view that in
the mext pamliament the Irish members
would hold the balance of power. So far
as the Unionists were concerned, mo bar-
gaining would occur. The Unionists were
mott for sale. Regarding the fiscal policy,
Mr. Balfour said he had nothing to aiter
in what is known as the Sheffield policy.

Mr. Balfour said he was no protectionist;
he was one of those who (thought protec
tion was not the best policy under exist-
ing oircumstances. It was mot a policy
that ‘hie recommended, directly or indirect-
1y, either to his colleagues or to the coun-
ttry, and he did mot think he could remain
the leader of his party, if protection were
adopbed.

Whether Mr. Chamberlain’s estimate of
colonial epinion was vight or wrong, Mr.
Balfour agreed with Mr. Chamberlain that
a point had been reached where the omly
way out 'was to have a free conference
with ithe self-governing colonies and India.
Mr. Balfour strongly recommended that
course to the Unionist pavty, and he be-
lieved such a conference might do miich
good.

Kuropatkin’s plans are carefully guard-
ed. While he is dispesing his forces to
takd advantage of any situation that may
offer the est opinicn is that he will not
accept a general engagement but will with-
draw to Tie Pass, where the bulk of his
army is massed.

Desperate Bravery of Japs.

Che Foo, Oct. 3—3.30 p. m.—A private
letiler peceived here today from Port Ar-
thur, dated Sept. 23, gives further details
of the fighting from 8ept. 19 to Sept. 22.
The attack began with a heavy bombard-
ment directed against mearly all the Rus-
sian oultposts and many of the main forts.
The shelling of the redoubts protecting the
water supply of Port Arthur was tremend-
ous. Nightfall, Sept. 39, found the water-
works pedoubts reduged to mere heads of
debris. "The gamnisor of the redoubts there-
upon retreated -safely to the main fortifi-

cations under the cover of the darkness.

‘At 4 o'clock the same afternoon (Sept.
19) tthe Japanese mssault on “High Hill”
began. The Japanese plan of attack never
vanied. First a bombardment and then an
assault, and when repulsed, & bombard-
ment again and then another assault. The
desperate determination of the Japanese to
capture this position emounted to fanati-
vism, their efforts never céasing during four
days. One .battalion of Japanese having
retreated inlte @ valley, were exposed to
the Russian shrapnel fire, and were almost
annihilated. Eventually the Japanese suc-
ceeded in placing one field gun and two
machine guns in position behind hastily
made barriers. Their tenure of the posi-
tion, owing to ithe fire from the inmer forts,
was very insecure, and when Lieut. Pog-
gorsky and Ithe volunteers charged the tide
turned against them. One battalion, com-
posed of 'the remnants of two companies,
was annihilated in the trenches, which they
refused to desert. Another detachment
was driven into the Russian entanglements
where Captain Sychaff’s force was waiting
and completed its route. Two other at-
tempts made by the Japanese 'to retake the
positions failed.

TERRIBLE MURDER OF
YORK COUNTY WOMAN

Year Old Boy Aroused by

Mrs. W, H. Wilkins Slain Beside Her Sieeping Baby--Six

Mother’s Screams--Father

Sent Him for Help and Then Disappeared--Family
Moved from -Canterbury Three Years Ado.

Canterbury, N. B., Oect. 3—(Spécial)—
This village @and surrounding country were
startled Saturday to hear that Mrs. Wil-
liam Henry Wilkins, who, with her hus-
band @ixd two children, removed from here
to Wentworth, . New Hampshire, about
three years ago, was murdered some time
during the might of Thunsday last.

Rumor thas it fthat her husband is sus-
pected, and is being traced by the Ameri-
can officers. i

Jealousy is supposed to have been the
cause. It is aleo rumored ithat he was
seen in this vicinity last Saturday.

Full pantioulars have mot been received.

Murdered by Side of Her Baby.

‘Wentwonth, N, H., Sept. 30—Mrs. Laura
Wiikins, wife of Henry Wilkins, a laborer,
35 years old, was murdered in cold blood
early 'this moming by being struck over

‘the head a mumber of times with some

blunt fipstrument, as she lay sleeping be-
side her two-year-old daughter, Bessie, at
the Wilkins house, a short distance from
the railroad station.

News of ‘the tragedy was first carried to
outsiders by Jasper Wilkins, aged six, who
says his father at 1 o'clock this morning
sent him to & neighbor’s to carry warning
that his mother was sick.

Wilkins is missing, and popular opinion
abtributes the murderous deed to him.
Searching parties 'were quickly orgamized,
the woods in the vicinity are being scoured
and notice to apprehend him -has been
sent broadcabt.

GOING AHEAD

The aldermen who are hesitant and en-
ergetic by furns, exhibited unusual activity,
and decision Monday. “Referred back
for Surther consideration” had become a
common aldermanic policy. 'The public had
begun to think of it as they used to bhink
of the phrase “I megret to report.” But
yesterday the council actually decided to
buy the Carleton Electric Light plant and
franchise. The decision is'important as a
step ‘toward the protection of the city
against private monopoly and towards pub-
lic control of valmable franchises. It
proved, also, thatl Alderman Christie, who
had bluffed the council into a useless de-
lay, could not prevent singlehanded the
adoption of & policy favored by aimost all
the other members of the board. Having
established a healthful precedent, the
aldermen may be less patient with their
truculent colleague hereafter. The city has
miade mo mistake in purchasing the West
Side lighting franchise.. If business-like
methods are pursued the West Side streets
will be lighted in future at little or mo
expense to the taxpayers, and the alder-
men be in a position in time to prevent
excessive charges for city lighting by pri-
vate companies. The price is not very
great. The franchise is probably exchusive. |
At all events mo one is likely to spend
mudh money in testing the city's power to
light the western side of the harbor with-
out competition.

The Mispeec question appears 'to have
been settled very satisfactorily. There is
already a chance that the city may get al
wental from the mill propenty and water
power which will pay the inferest on its
investment. The main thing is that the
greatest prospective claim for damages in
connection with the Loch Lomond exten-
sion has been reduced to definite and vea-
sonable dimensions, end that the actual
expense to the ciby in respect of the Mis-
pec property may prove to be small.

The Mayor has intimated to the treasury
iboand that enough consideration has been
devoted to the question of the C. P. R.
and the West Side berths, and that notice
should be given of the city’s intention to
resume possession @ year hence, or before
the opening of next year's Winter Port
business. If the ‘treasury board takes the
| hint the wity’s relations with the C. P. R.
will be defined beyond chance of error or
misundenstanding in the mear future. There
has been altogether too much uncertainty
about the validity of certain agreements
with the C. P. R. The city should know
just where it stands.

New Brunswicker Proud of'
Canada’s Exhibits --- Sees |
Few Canadians at the Big
Fair.

St. Louis, Mo., Sept. 29, 1904.

To 'the Editor of the St. John Telegrapi:— |

Sir,—Kindly permit space in youn paper |
for a littie dissertation on the pride of |
Uanada in her exhibits here at ithe World’s !
Fair, which have so favorably impre:sed me |
and which seem so much of a delight for |
those Canadians whom I have met here.
One is mot long about 'the fair before hear-
ing expressions from representatives - of |
other mations that would enhance his pride.,
To use the language of one I heard: “The ]
exhibits of Canada’s matumal products are |
magnificent indeed.” Being a Canadian |
myself, I came here more for the purpose |
of seeing and learning of foreign products, |
natural and manufacturing. However, I|
have made the pounds of the fair during |
my stay of ten days aund taken it all in in
a general way. The quality of our exhibiis
surpassed my expectation. By compari-
son the Canadian displays are delightfuly |
representative. In the agricultural build- |
ing is exhibited a trophy designed from !
the dome of the government buildings at
Ottawa. It is made of the various grains |
and grasses from all the provinces and ter- !
ritories, amounting to four carloads, More
than 2,000 farmers contributed o the col-
lection. Homey, maple sugar, flour and
bottled goods make up other beautiful
pants of the booth. Going to the Canadian
building we find a piazza on three sides
of it, ‘well furnished with ¢hairs ithat the
visitor may rest in ‘the open air. In this
building is a large ¢able containing daily
papers from most of the leading cities of
Canada. In the reception rooms is writing
material for ithe accommodation of visit-
ors. These are pleasing features that do
not characterize the buildings of other gov-
ernments. In the rear is another building
in which the various commercial 'woods are
displayed. As my friend said: “They
brought their woodshed with them.” ¥t is
the only foreign building of its kind on the |
grounds, and symbolizes the great com
mercial “woodshed” of 2ll nations. This|
building is in charge of Mr. Eastman, of!
Petitcodiac (N. B.) In the forestry, fish|
and game building the .live beavers, the’
double arch made of the different varieties i
of matural wood, and the monnted birds |
and amimals are all features of Canada’s |
display that elicit xn_li'é}z favorable com-
mentt. e sl
The fine arts, mining and horticulture all
in their respective places, command no
small amount 'of admiration. And at the
time of this writing 'the report from the
jurors are two grand prizes and two goid
medals for' Canadiam exhibits. So far noj
one other mation has been awarded two |
grand prizes. Of course this decision has|

to go before the grand jury and be passcd |
upon before it is official. But if the pres- |
ent awards are sustained there will be|
many Ithings to make Canada more famous. |

There is one very perceptible thing, and!
that is the scarcity of Canadian people at-
tending the fair. There is certainly much |
to interest one in mocet every way from |
the Jerusalem Temple on the south to the
frivolity and indulgence of the Tyrolean
Alps on 'the morth, where man and his|
money are soon parted.

One redeeming feature about this fair
different from the Chicago fair, is that!
there i3 much more room both on the
grounds and in the buildings, and it does
not mecessitate crowding. As or the ac-|
commodation of the people in §t. Louis,
there seems to be plenty of good, comfort-
able places at quite reasonable prices if one !
will look around a little for them, winle|
for whose whio are “fush” there is always |
room. And you don’t have to talk any|
other language than English here in St. |

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CONSERVATIVE ORATORY M THE

 YORK THEATRE DREW A FAIR CROWD

Dr.-Daniel, M. P., A. A. Stockton, Dr. Alward, Miles E.
Agar, George V. Mcinerney and Others Among the
Speakers---Some Interruptions.

{The Conservative rally held in the York
[Theatre on Saturday evening was fairly
guccessful from the standpoint of attend-
ance, There was mot a great crowd, but
the fact that the meeting was held on Sat-
urday’ was probably responsible for this.
There was, however, considerable applause
@t times. .

R. B. Emerson presided and introduced
tthe various speakers. He advised the Con-
servative electors that the present cam-
_paign would be one liﬁ the most severe
ever undertaken in Qhnada and to have
their efforts crowned wits success it
would be necessary to work zealously and
unitedly.

Dr. J. W. Daniel, M. P., was the first
of the speakers and, considering the size
of the audience he received a very cordial
welcome. He said the meeting had been’
called under an arrangement made with
the Conservative leader by the party man-
agers of several provinces. This arrange-
ment provided fthat within forty-eight
hours of the announcement of the disso-
lution of parliament meetings should be
held in Montreal, Toronto, St. John, Hal-
ifax and other large Canadian cities. The
epproaching election would be the most
important - held for wmany years, as it
would definitely settle the great transpor-
tation problem for probably half a cent-
ury, and this, he considered, was the most
important problem Canada has to face.
Wihether the maritjme provinces will have
any share in the business and benefits of
the Grand Trunk Pacific or whether their
only participation would be in the cost of
the entenprise was entiirely dependent up-
on the anawer they gave on November 3.
The government had formulated a trans-
portation policy and at this late date the
electorate were asked 'to approve or con-
demn it, In the case of St. John he could
conceive of no anawer save a Sweeping
condemnation, especially since the intelli-
gent electors had the choice of another
transportation ipolicy from the leader of
the opposition—a policy which mould give
the maritime provinces a woice in the
control of the rates, and ithe terminals and
8 share of the business.

outlined by the government the people of
St. John would be liable to a share of the
.cost amounting to nearly $1,000,000, and
they should nolt submit to this tax merely
to allow the Grand Mrunk Railway to
bring their business over the shortest
route or to the part where they could
"make the most money—Portland (Me.).
Nolt one vote should be recorded in favor
of such a policy and he could not see why
one vote should be logt in favor of a
government that would impose such a
burden on the people when it carried no
benefits with it. (A voice from the gal-
dery—“Well, you'll find out.”) '
‘The transportation question was not the
only one the people would be called upon
to decide. There was another of greater
importance, and even of greater import-
ance than the fiscal question. It was that
of honest government. There had been
many scandals as the result of the mode
of carrying on elections by the govern-
ment party. Canada Wwas supposedly a
free country and the idea usually prevail-
ed that a ballot deposited would be count-
ed for the candidate supposed to receive
it, but in the light of recent revelations it
would seem that the government did not
hold this view. it had been shown in sev-
eral cases that the electorate had been
cheated of their votes and this had been
done in the interests of the Liberal party.
The members of the Liberal party were
noit all crooked, and he knew of many
mwho were just as honest as could be found
in the Conservative ranks. These were
not individually accessory to these dis-
honest acts, but as long as the party was
ndt purged of its criminals all its mem-
bers must be jointly charged. During the
fast parliament the unusual spectacle was
presented of Sir Richard Cartwright once
a political purist, defending in the house
the actions of one Jackson—a proved per-
jurer—and Sir Richand’s principal defence
was that Jackson had been indiscreet in
permitting himeelf to be caught.

Passing on Dr. Daniel commended Mr.
Borden’s railway policy to the attention
of the electors. Mr. Borden was also
pledged to support the mationalization of
the port of St. John and Mr. Borden’s
record showed him to be a man of his
word. If he were placed in power Can-
adian dffairs would be administered by a
man whose word was as good as his bond.
Just before closing Dr. Daniel referred
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s speech at Sorel
(Que.), a few evenings ago, where ithe
premier referred to thie great progress
made by Canada from 1896 to 1902—a rate
of progress unsqualled by any country
in the world. Sir Richard Cartwright, in

a speech in Toronto in December last,
had made a similar reference which Sir
Wilfrid had quoted. The figures quoted
were not accurate as Camada thad -been
credited with the trade for 1903 instead
of 1902. Had the proper figures berm used
Canada would not have had the banner
showing. That honcr would have gone to
Japan. Even the ittle country of Ohili
had made marvellous progress during the
same seven ycars which was proof posi-
tive that the whole world had experienced
a period of remarkable prosperity and it
was to this general prosperity that Can-
ada’s showing was due amd not to any
particular genius or ability displayed by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier cr his party. Lau-
rier should be given no credit for Can-
ada’s splendid showing. The Liberals and
Laurier had not done any great service for
Canada.

A voice—“What about the men work-
ing on the bridge?”

Dr. Stockton.

Dr. A. A. Stcckton, the next speaker,
in opening, devoted a few minuves to an-
swering the criticisms from the young man
in the gallery who enquired about the
bridge workmem. Dr. Stockton told him
that he probably was employed by the
government but that he must be careful
for after Nov. 3 his job would be gone.
Dealing with the general issnes of the
campaign he said the first thing to demand
in this election was a secret ballot and an
honest count. Then if the majority of the
electors wanted Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
his government he would have the right to
administer the affairs of the dominion for
the mext four or five years. He then
plunged.into a consideration of the trans-
portation question. St. John was particu-
larly initerested in this. They had spent
$800,000 to make St. John a winter pom
for the benefit. of all and under the G. T.
P. policy as planmed by the government,
the port’s business would go elsewhere.
But the tramsportation question was of
more than local impctance as it affected
all Canada. Two questions grew out of
it, first the relation of the government to
these railway problems and secondly the
nationallization of Halifax, St. Johm, Mon-
treal and Quebec. It was a question af-
fecting all and in its comsideration party
ghould be buried under patriotism. There
was general opposition to ithe G. T. R.
and to evidence ithis Dr. Stockbon read the
resolution passed by the Board of Trade
in January, 1903. Personally ‘he favored
the extension of the I. C. R. across the
continent and the impfovement of the
watterways and the St. Lawrence route and
of tho harbors in the maritime provinees.
The plain question was: Does Canada
want a government owmed railway or a
railway owned government, for if the gov-
ernment was returned to power the vir-
tual prime minister of Canada would e
Charles M. Hays.

Qu‘irte
a contrast, said the speaker. Dealing with
the jssues of ithe day he scored the G. T.

He personally was interested in
St. John though not to such & large extent
as Dr. Stockton. He had lived here some
time and thought it a good place to live
in.

But the arguments in condemnation ad-
duced by the Gicbe had mever yet been
answered by that journal. However, the
Globe was nct the same paper as of yore.
There was one paper which supported it
but it had passed away. Its editor had
nothing left but his east window and a
chadte and prayful mind.

MORE EVIDENCE

Two Testify That McKnight Used a
Club on the Prigoner, But Others
_Positiys. That the Reverse Was
‘the Case—Mrs. Wright Too il to
Appear. ;

Sussex, N. B., Sept. 30.—The preliminary
examination in the Havelock murder case
was again resumed this morning before
Judge Morrison, J. M. McIntyre appearing
for the crown, and H. H. Parlee for the
defence. ’

The first witness caled was Herbert
A. Fowler. He was the constable who as
sisted in Wright's arrest, and _swore 9
that effect.

Oldfield Proctor, the second witness, tes-
tified that when he arrived he saw Oscar
Wright his Sam Keith. He then saw the
fight continued in the centre of the street
between Mrs. Wright and Oscar; then
Oscar rushed across the street and it
MecKnight, and he immediately fell.

Frank Peterson ewore that he artived
in time to see Sam Keith, ‘Chip Keith and
Sam Perry pull Oscar. Wright from the
door of the Wright shop. Mrs.Wright hit
the prisomer gvith a stick. The men at
last let go of Oscar, He saw the team
come up, and saw Wright and another
man get out. They took off their coats,
and Oscar started forand hit Sam Keith.

IMPROVEMENTS OR
ELSE HIGHER RATES
Increase at Fredericton Tomorrow
—Volunteer Fire Companies for
Various Towns Suggested —
Moncton Granted Extension of
Time.

The board of undenwriters has ordered
o flat increase of fifteen per cent. in Fred-
ericton fire insurance, to go into effect to-
morrow, and to apply to all riska in Fred-
eridton except churches, dwellings and out
ibuildings and Sunday school houses. This
is because a chemical engine has not been
secured by that city, as the underwriters
requesbed, though the request for re-lay-
ing King street main hes been complied
with, .

Because of the increase in Fredericton in-
formation as to other towms in the prov-
ince will be of interest. The board has
considered the conditions .in each place,
and sent to the authorities of each some
time ago a statement of what they wish
done to ensure fire protedtion. The re-
sponse has been generally to meet the
bsard’s requirements.

Moncton.

Monaton was asked to lay a new 12-inch
main, and if not completed by Oct. 1, there
was to be a fifteen per cent. increase in
addition to the previous ten per cent., on
all risks exoept chunches, dwellings and
outbuildings, and Sunday school buildings.

An efficient fire alarm system is also
demanded, including seven alarm boxes,
the equipment of the system to e satis-
factory to the beard.

complied with.

Newcastle.

In Newcastle a fire district is required,
to be of the sume provisions as applies to
chatham. If not, a flat increase of 10 cents
is to be made, to be removed, when the
fire district has been established. The
capacity of the town reservoir is 119,000
gallons and the underwriters deem this
insufficient for fire protection and the
council is required to increase it to 200,-
000 gallons by Jan. lst, 1905, if not a flat
increase of 15 cents is to be added to:the
present rates in the fire district, to be
removed when the board’s requirements
are complied with.

Hartland.

Hartland is required to have a fire dis-
trict by May lst next or a flat dncrease
of 10 cents is to be added, to be removed
when all is satisfactory to the board.
