Schlieman
calculates that the objects he dug up at
Illium Novum were made about 2,000
years before Christ, while the Homeric
poems are abont 900 years before Christ.
He has made ap arrangement with the
Turkish Government by which he pays
one-half the value of the treasures he
discovered, and thus they become his ab-
solute property. Schlieman’s book is to
be published in English by John Murray,
with very perfect engravings.

Ancient Egyptians Put to Modern
Uses.
From the London Tives.

The other day at Sakhara I saw nine
camels pacing down from the mummy pits
to the bank of a river laden with nets, in
which were femora, tibia, and other bony

bits of the human form, some two
hundred weight in each net on each
side of the camecl. Among the pits
there were people busily  engaged in
searching out, sifting, and sorting out
the bones which almost crust the ground.
On inquiry I learned that the cargoes
with with which the camels were laden
would be sent to Alexandria, and thence
be shipped to English manure man-
ufacturers. They make excellent
manure, I am told, partieularly for
Swedes and  other turnips.  The
trade is brisk, and has been going on
for years, and may go on for many more.
It is a strange fate to preserve one’s skel-
eton for thousands of years in order that
there may be flne Southdowns and che-
viots in a distant land! But Egypt is al-
ways a place of wonders.

How One Strike was Terminated.

At least one practical and immediate
good has come from the meeting of the
British Association for the Advancement
of Science at Belfast. There had been a
strike and lock outin that place for seven
weeks, and one day while the Economic

Science section was discussing the rela-
tions of capital and labor the masters and
en involved in the ctrike each sent
delegations to the meeting to profit by
the wisdom which might be evolved.
Some suggestions were made of such a
practical and timely kind that both dele-
gations were impressed with them; and
by means of the hints thus given, coupled
with the direct and friendly intervention
of some members of the Association, an
understanding vwas arrived at by which
the difficulties in the way of an amicable

| settlement were removed, and the long
| standing quarrel was adjusted. The very

next day the wheels of industry
were set again in motion and mas-
ters |2 and men went happily back
to their employments, glad to have seen
the last of a strike which had already
cost more than a million dollars. Pro-
fessor Tyndall,in his closing words to the
Association, had the happiness of an-
nouncing this satisfactory conclusion, and
the meeting broke up with the feeling
that Belfast would hold this much, at
least, of its proceedings, in grateful re-
membrance.

A Letter of Keats.

A delightful and characteristic letter
of the poet Keats, hitherto unpublishec,
is given in the Atheneum. Here is the
first part of it:

My DeAr ReyNowLps.-—I have an idea
that a man might pass a very pleasant
life in this manner. Let him on any cer-
tain day read a certain page of full poesy
or distilled prose—and let him wander
with it, and muase upon it, and reflect
from it, and dream upon it until it be-
comes stale—but when will it do
s0? Never. When man has arriv-
ed at a certain ripeness in in-

tellect — and one grand and spiritucl
passage serves him as a starting post to-
wards all “the two and thirty palaces.”
How happy is such a voyage of concep-
tion, ‘and what delicious diligent indo-
lence! A doze upon a sofa does not hin-
der it, and a nap under clover engenders
(thereal finger-pointings—the prattle of
a child gives it wings, and the converse
of middle age strength to beat them—a
strain of inusic conducts to ‘‘an odd
angle of the isle,” and when the leaves
whisper it puts a girdie round the earth.
Nor will this sparing touch of noble
Books be any irreverence to their Writers
—for perhaps the honors paid by Man to
Man are trifles in comparison to the Ben-
eflt done by great works to the ‘‘spirit
and pulse of good” by their mere passive
existence. ’

Memory should not be called know
ledge—many have original minds who do
not think it—they are led away by cus-
tom. Now It appears to me that almost
any man may, like the spider, spin from
his own inwards his own airy Citadel-—
the points of leaves and twigs on which
the spider begins her work are few and
she fills the air with a beautitul circuit-
ing; man should be content with as few
points to tip with the fine Webb of his
soul and weave a tapestry empyrean—full
of symbols for his spiritual hive—of soft-
ness for his spiritual touch—of space for
his wandering—of distinctness for his
luxury.

Freedom of Thought and Speech.

The Liverpool Mercury, in an editorial
on Prof. Tyndall's address before the
British Association, points out the fact
that there is as much danger to be appre-
hended from dogmatism in science as
from dogmatism in religion, and con-
cludes its remarks in'the following excel-.
lent paragraph :

Nor are we careful to pursue the sub-
ject further, beyond pointing out what
strikes us as being a very dangerous at-
titude assumed by the science of the day.
No men have claimed or woun more for
freedom of thought than the men of sci-
ence. The very fact that Professor Tyn-

dall could deliver such an addiess as his

before a mixed audience in a town like
Belfast is a triumph of advanced thought.

The further fact that one of the sections |

was allowed to meet in the lecture thea-
tre of the Wesleyan College marks the
rate at which freedom of thought has
traveled during the last, say, twenty or
thirty years.  Still, for all that, we must
no: exchange one kind of dogmatism for
another. And we think we perceive
something of this kind running through

not only Professor Tyndall’s address, : sparingly the best that ma,

but ‘through the utterances,
in print or on the platform, of
those who think with him. Should
unbelief ever crystalize into belief, and
science become a dogma, the humun
mind will be led once more under a ty-
ranny as heavy as that which marked
the dark ages. We have not long es-
caped from the days when a man of Prof.
Tyndall's opinions would have been
thought worthy of the stake. We do
not wish to rush into another period
when men’s piety shall be thought wor-
thy only of their lodgment in a lunatic
asylum. Let Professor Tyndall have all
the frecdom of thought and of speech;
but do not let him appoint himself the
high priest of a creed to which all other
creeds are to submit. 'What is meant by
treedom of thought is not freedom for
this particular form of thought, or that,
but for- all forms of thought. Any man
has as much right to believe in revelaticn
as Professor Tyndall has to disbelieve in
it; and it strikes us as being a little tod
arrogant, even for the President of the
British Association, to tell such a man
that ‘all religious theories embracing no-
tions of cosmegony must submit to the
control of science.””

One of the most satisfactory of recent
jtems of Southern news states that, as
white ruffians were about to take an un-
tried negro prisoner from jail for the
purpose of hanging him, they were fired
on with fatal effect by negroes who had
concealed themselves for the purpose,
and forced to seek safety in flight. Ifa
few more lynching parties were served
in this way the law would be left to take
its course with black as with white
criminals.

Another item of Southern news sheds
much light on the spirit that animates
the Ku Klux element among the whites.
A band of mounted ruffians rode up to
a house and demanded a school teacher
who boarded there, a young colored
woman just from college. She took
refuge in the room of the lady of the
house, when the ruffians followed her
and shot her dead with a dozen bullets.
As she was a perfect stranger in that
part of the country, and could not have
given offence to anyone, the murder was
merely a bloody protest ‘against negro
education. Her crime was that she had
an education and was endeavoring to
educate others of her race. She was
adjudged worthy of death for this of-
fence and murdered accordingly.

The whole trouble in the South ap-
pears to be caused by the class of white
people who commit such outrages as
the above. The respectable people re-
pudiate these outrages and deny that
there is anything in the nature of a war
of races. Gangs of white ruffians seize
on every pretext that is offered for shed-
ding negro blood, being only too happy
when a negro commits or is suspected
of committing some crime which they
can use as an excuse for murdering him.
The negroes occasionally arm them-
gelves to resist or revenge these out-
rages, and general alarm and terror
prevails.

The outery about a war of races, and
the marching of troops to the South, are
denounced by some journals as prelimi-
nary to the nomination of Gen. Grant
for a third term in the Presidential

assumed necessity for ‘pacifying the
South, would be an excel'ent excuse for
the re-nomination of the President, and
the military influence in the South can
be employed for securing Graat delega-
tions to the Conyention and Grant
majorities at the election.

The effect of the action of the Gov-
ernment is to place the Southern States
practically under martial law. The
President has no constitutional right to
send troops to any State, except at the
call of either its Executive or Legisla-
ture for protection against domestic
violence, or when it is threatened with
invasion, or when its republican form
of government is in peril. The Presi-
dent is acting, not in response to any of
these emergencies, but on the assertion
of the Attorney General that thestate of
the Soi*h was such as to require mili-
tary occupation. The Democratic pa-
pers may well ask, “ Where is the
constitution now?” and attribute the
movement of troops to the South to base
motives. The Governors of the States
in which outrages have been committed
are endeavoring to bring the perpetra-
tors to justice, just as the Governor of
New York is doing his best to
catch certain murderers and thieves
who have committed crimes within his
jurisdiction, and would call for Federal
troops if they deemed them necessary.
The President has the same right to
take the administration of justice out of
the hands of Gov. Dix, for failing to
bring all offenders to justice, as he has
to place the Southern States under mar-
tial law. As the case stands the Attor-
ney General has been constituted mili-
tory Governor of all the Southern States,
on his own statement that such an ap-
pointment was necessary, and it is fear-
ed, with too much cause, that the power
conferred on him will be prostituted to
partisan ends.

The “Reform™ papers in this ecity
have studiously withheld from their
readers the shameful revelations, con-
firmed by a confession of guilt, about
the corrupt bartering of Governmeng
offices for votes by the Postmaster
General. No wonder they are ashamed
of the corruption of the men they have
been extolling for purity. Who are the
corruptionists now? Major Walker's
victory over Carling was heralded as a
trinmph of public virtae, a popular re-
huke of corruption, etc., and now it has
been proved that Walker corruptly ex-
pended seven or eight dollars for every
vote he got. Raseality must have grin-
ned and snickered while the fruits of
such gross corruption were applauded
as a rebuke to the Pacific Scandal.

According to the Courier’s account of
the mismanagement on the streets of St.
Stephen we should judge that the street
fund is expended by some relative of the
St. John street officials.

A correspondent of Tue TRIBUNE,
writing from Grand Falls, Victoria Co.,
says that Capt. H. Bosse finished his six
days’ drill on Tuesday. There were 50
men in camp. Col. Baird and Col
Inches have been on official visits to Vie-
toria County.

A Bathurst correspondent says that
the reason why the jury in the case of
Gallien, after bringing in a verdict of
murder ia the first degree, recommended
him to mercy, was because he felt sorry
and confessed having committed the
crime. Sarely Gloucester abounds in

‘“ wrong-headed” jurymen.

We are sorry to learn, by a letter from
My, Jas. Mitchell in the Cuarier, that the
Journal’s statement that the Trustees had
decided that all children, with or without
shoes, are entitled to attend the public
schools, is incorrect. Is it possible that
St. Stephen has a Board of-School Trus-
tees asinine enough touphold the teacher
who ordered & barefooted boy out of
school? :

Bathurst is to have a local paper soon,
to be edited by a young gentleman be-
longing there, and a St. John journalist
has received favorable proposals to start
a paper at Chatham. Both of these
places, judging from the low state of
their morals, require the wholesome in-
fluence of good local papers. At Bath-
urst & Mr. Shaw is not expected to reco-
ver from the effects of & blow on the
skull from one Bateman, and James
Hacky severely injured and attempted
to stab a man named Clemens Tuesday
night.

A TrRIBUNE correspondent sends an
account of a sad accident that occurred
at Raymond’s mill, Little River,V.C.,Tues
day,8th inst,resulting in the death of a son
of Mr. E. Cotie, aged about ten years.
The circumstances are these: Two boys
were crossing a brow of logs thac were
to be rolled into the mill-pond when re-
quired, the boys having been sent for
water, and the logs started and carried
the boys down the slope with them. The
head of young Cotie was caught between
the logs, fracturing the base of the skull
and causing instant death. The other
boy would have been killed but for the
courage and presence of mind of A. S.
Coombs, Esq., who sprang in with a
handspike and kept the logs. from crush-
ing him until another man came and
dragged the boy out. His escape from
death is considered almost a miracle.

Guizot—the distinguished French his-
torian and statesman, reports of whose
approaching death come by our cable
despatehes—was born in October, 1787,
so that he has now nearly completed 87
years of a remarkably active, laborious
and eventfal eareer. It is now al-
most half a century—to be exact, 44
years—since Louis Phillipe made him
Minister of the Interior. It is 29 years
since the publication of his * History of
Clvilization "— which made him world-
famous. A great historian, a philoso-
pher of rare common sense, a good
citizen, a patriot and 2 good inan—he has
done the work of a slozen men and has
done everything well that he tried. No
living Frenchman can be expected to take
his place.

A decision of great importance, in
view of the many contested election cases
now awaiting trial, was given atWindsor,
Oant., by Chief Jystice Hagarty in reply
to counsel for respondent, who asked
leave to submit evidence of corrupt
acts on the part of petitioner, Hon.
J. O’Connor. The Chief Jus-
tice ruled that recriminatory evi-
dence was not admissable where the seat
was not claimed for the defeated candi-
date, but in the event of a new election
arising out of the result of this trial,
and the defeated should again
offer as a candidate, his corrupt
practices at the last ‘election could
then be inquired inte, and he could
then be punished for the acts committed
in that election.

Self Convicted of Bribery.
From the Ottawa Citizen.

There must now be an end of the pre-
tensions of the party of purity as to the
“personal” innocence of their chiefs.
The Postmaster General has had it wrung
out of him, under the solemaity of an
oath, that he not merely bribed a voter by
promising a valuable consideration for
Lis vote; but that he made use of his po-
sition as a Minister of the Crown in order
to make the promise good! If Duncan
Macdonald would vote for A. F.
Macdonald, then D. A. Macdonald
would give the said Duncan employ-
ment. This was the bribe tendered
and the bait took. Duncan voted ac-
cordingly, and a position in the public
service of the Dominion is given him in
payment. Could prostitution of a public
position go farther? This is not merely
using political influence, not merely con-
ferring a fair reward for honestly render
ed political or party service; it isthe
open barter of a sitnation in the
Post Office Department by the Min-
ister at the head of that Depart-
ment, in consideration of a vote!
Verily, the Radical gentry who now mis-
direct our public affairs may well hang
high the *‘standard of political morality !"
Faugh! We shall hear, after this, that no
act of ““personal bribery” has been proved
—that the Postmaster-General is one or
the “innocents.”

It
is not necessary to own the dog, but if
it is proved that one has been harbored,
the penalty is the same. Since the men-
tion of the subject a few days ago many
have taken out the necessary papers.
Citizens should also consider that it is
from the Dog Fund that their bard-
worked Aldermen and Councillors are
paid their illegal $100 per year, and pony
up, so that the money will be ready for
them at the end of the year. There is
not as yet enough money in the Fund to
pay the Board for their distinguished
services.

A man named Stewart, from
South Bay, became perfectly wild, and it
took two or three men to hold him.
There was terror amongst the ladies and
children in the car. The latter cried and
some of the former went into hysterics.
So unmanageable did the man become
that the conductor and others threw him
on the floor, bound his wrists and feet
with a rope, and kept him secured until
the train arrived at South Bay, when they
deposited him on the platform. Another
young idiot went to the rear of the car
and fired several shots from a revolver,
which added to the alarm.

Portland Police Court.

The Magistrate this morning had a case
or cases arising from a dispute between
landlord and tenants. James Norris and
Elizabeth his wife live in a house belong-
ing to Margaret Hooley and Jobn her hus-
band. The wife comes first, as she evi-
dently wears the breeches. The tenant
was a little behind in his rent, and the
landlady danned him up. She took a
peculiar way to do it, calling Norris a
thiet, liar, swindler, scoundrel, &c. For
this she was summoned to the court, and
was defended by Charles Doherty. The
case was clear and a fine of $4 was im-
posed. Then Mrs. Norris laid a charge
against Mrs. Hooley for abuse. It came
out on trial that Mrs. Hooley had fasten-
ed the complainant in the house, and
called John Smith the constable. She
jumped out, and Mrs. Hooley called hera
hussy (which, according te Worcester,
means a worthless woman). This,
though insulting, did not provoke her to
reply. Mr. Doherty argued that Mrs.
Norris was to blame for getting out the
window and putting herself in the prison-
er's way. This argument was called
very nonsensical by the Magistrate, and he
was requested not to press it, orthe high
opinion formed of the comnsel’s ability
would be endangered. The case was
settled by the defendant being compelled
to pay costs. Then John Smith was
charged with the same offence—abuse to
Mrs. Norris. He denied knowing, say-
ing or doing anything. The evidence of
Mrs. Norris proved that he had called her
a hussy and promised te make the
leap from the window ‘“a dear jump for
her.” This was not considered “very
abusive, but Smith was ordered to pay
the costs, and told by the Magistrate
that he had no business there atter the
rent was paid. Then Smith was prepared
to swear on a stack of Bibles that he
never was there at all. Smith was for-
merly a counstable of the Town of Port-
land, but was dismissed by the Council
for miscondact. The Sessions, however,
still appoint him. Mr.Hooley had a charge
against Mr. Norris for abuse, but his own
testimony caused the case to be dismiss-
ed, with costs to himself. This made
Hooley indignant, and he made some im-
pertinent remarks, which came near hav-
ing him committed for contempt of court.
The several suits in fines and costs will
cost Hooley $10, and he can congratulate
himself on getting off so cheaply.
