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The Bishops and the Nonconfoe. 
mists.—Oil July 24lh, iu compliance 
with an influential memorial address­
ed to the Archbishop of Canterbury, 
his Grace convened a meeting at Lam­
beth Palace, at which the following 
prelates were present:—The Arch­
bishop of Canterbury, the Bishops of 
London, Winchester, Norwich, Glou- 

-cester and Bristol, Peterborough, and 
Bath and Wells and a number of the 
leading Nonconformists ministers.— 
The object of the meeting was to af­
ford an opportunity to Christian 
ministers of different denominations 
to confer with the Archbishop and 
bishops respecting the alleged pro­
gress of irreligious thought at the pre­
sent time. The general tone and the 
feeling of the meeting was hopeful, 
and many who had large experience 
of the state of religion throughout the 
kingdom testified to the real growth 
of vital Christianity, notwithstanding 
the activity of its modern assailants. 
His Grace, in acknowledging a vote 
of thanks, expressed his sense of the 
importance ol Churchmen and Dis­
senters having an opportunity of bet­
ter understanding each other’s views 
on questions of common interest.

Fight between Militiamen and 
Regulars.—A serious disturbance 
took place on Sunday evening July 
23, between some men of the Wex­
ford Militia and the 95lh Regiment^, 
at the Hummingtou camp, Salisbury, 
which resulted in the Wexford regi­
ment being disarmed. Au unpleasant 
feeling has prevailed between the two 
corps, and it culminated iu a quarrel 
in the canteen ol the 95th, the men of 
the latter regiment being driven out 
of their own tent. A regular fight en­
sued, to stop which strong armed 
parties were first called out, and fin­
ally all the line regiments iu the camp 
were put under arms. It was found 
necessary altogether to disarm the 
Wexford Militia, and strong pickets 
commanded by officers confined that 
regiment to its own lines.

3S In the colliery districts of Pendle- 

burv and Clifton, on Joly 21, 22 and 
23, an extraordinary accident happen­
ed at the Clifton Hall Colliery. Four 
hundred and twenty men and boys 
were employed in the underground 
works of the pit, which is one of tlie 
deepest iu the district. The cause ot 
the accident was the collision of two 
cages meeting midW&y down the shaft, 
which cut off all communication with 
the head workings, and 330 men and 
boys were consequently imprisoned for 
nearly forty hours. Men were set to 
work to clear the shaft, and eventual­
ly one of them fell into the dib hole 
at the bottom of the pit. It was not 
until nine o’clock, however, on Satur­
day morning that communication 
wiih the men below could be opened. 
The scene in the workings during the 
long nights wailing was very excit­
ing. Men were kept in very fair or­
der by two experienced under-lookers 
who happened to be below at the time 
ot the accident. They were quite un­
aware of the nature af the block in 
the shaft, or of the means wlfich were 
being taken for their rescue. But the

Incendiary Telegraph Wires,

The building of (he Western Union 
Telegraph Company in Philadelphia, 
recently caught fire in a curious man- 

The flames broke out in the 
receiving box—a large cupola-like 
structure on the roof, into which over 
three hundred telegraph wires pass in 
their way from the operators’ room to 
the poles in the street. The fire was 
quickly subdued, without material 
damage other thau the destruction of 
the wires and the drenching of the 
building with water. Subsequent in­
vestigation iutothe cause gives rise 
to the belief that a short line wire 
must have touched the earth aud made 
a return circuit, possibly communica­
ting with a sixty-five cell Grove bat­
tery of great intensity, which speedily 
rendered the wire white hot, aud thus 
ignited the adjoining woodwork.—
