Propagation of Plants by Cuttings.

"The propagating of plant is & very
interésting operation, snd in the case
ofourordinary greenhouse and garden
vhants is ‘ore that does not require
much seientific knowledge, only need-
ing caré and attention on the part of
the' operator.  Tn the instructions
which we shall give in this article
we shafl ‘omit seed-sowing and other
modes of propagating by cuttings.

In making cuttings, it is firss nee-
cessary to provide some goodl friable
garden: soil, sifted through 4 sieve of
about sixteen or twenty mashes to the
square inch, so as to have thd soil free
from small pebbles or,coarse lumps of
earth. If the soil is heayy, it should
have a sufficient admixture of sand to
make it friable. Some good clean
sand, free ‘from any wmixture of iron
or other mineral substance, shounld
alse be provided for placing on the
surface of the soil. The flower-pot
should - be filled about two-thirds or
three-fourth of'its depth with the pre-
pared soil, well shaken -or pressed
down, so as to male it quite firm, but
not hard; on top of this place the
