‘But we hope vainly, for an unchange-
able Fate seems to be pressing our
motherland to a conflict, the issue of

which no one will be bo'd enough to |

predict. Whether she will come out
of it victorious or bumiliated —
whether the blood of her sons will
be spilt to give her a new lease of
glory and prosperity and make her
more powerfal than ever in the arts
of peace and in the works of civili-
zation, or whether, overwhelmed by
the number of her foes, she is van-
quished and her star wanes from
henceforth, this year will probably
reveal.

Reclaimation of the Missiquash.

‘We spoke in our previous notice
on this subject, of what had been
done elsewhere, in reclaiming low
\Mands from the ses. We referred
re particularly to the Fens of
incolnshire, England, and to Lake
Haarlem, in Holland.

In Lincolnshire, Bedfcrd Level, as
the fens are called, from the Duke of
Bedford who reclaimed. it, is an ex-
tensive tract of flat marshy land of
about 400,000 acres, receiving the
waters of nine counties and nine
rivers running through it. The dis-
trict seems to have been a great
forest in the time of the Romans,
who cut the forest down, formed’
great embankments to exclude this
tide, and rendered the tract for a
time a fertile inhabited region. In
the seventeenth century, the Earl of
Bedford, after an outlay of £400.000,
drained it, receiving 95,000 ucres of
reclaimed land for the work. In
1862 a sluice gave way, and over
6,000 acres of fertile land was
flooded ; this injury has been re-
paired and siphon pipes laid over
the dam, act as permancnt sluices.

In Holland, which is flat and
marshy, and in many places so low
as 1o be below the level of the sea,
and unbroken by any elevation be-
yond the sea wall which protects it
from the ocean, immense quantities
of land have been reclaimed by
dykes and dunes; while- canals in-
tersect the country. in every direc-
tion. Haarlem, one of the lakes
formed by an irruption of the seca
about -three hundred years ago,
formed a large sheet of water, so as
ultimately tocover an areaof 60,000
acres, (twelve times tle area of the
Missiquash Bogs,) the water being
fifteen feot deep. - In the year 1836,
the Government entered into an
agreement with a company of Eng-
lish engineers, who constructed a
canal around the lake, into which
they pumped up its waters. By this
means the lake was drained off, ex-
cept in channels left for the purpose
of drainage, and more than 50,000
acres of good land reclaimed. In
the year 1874, this district =o re-
claimed had a ‘' population nearly
equal to that of the County of Albert,
in this ovince, who possessed
8,000 horses, 6,000 -cattle, 8,000
sheep, and raised an immense quan-
tity of agricultural produce. These
facts are familiar to us all, and we
glance at them to shew that in advo-
cating the reclaimation of the Missi-
guash, we are only -recommending
what has been successfully accom-
plished elsewhere, and upon -much
larger and more difficult tracts,

The Report of Mr. Baillarge on
the Bay Verte Canal places at our
service information of a most valu-
able character. The exhaustive ex-
amination he made of the whole
district enabled him to speak author-
atively, and we sre therefore safe in
extracting a few facts from his
report, bearing more immediately
upon the present enquiry. He states
(1) that the level of Missiquash bogs
are four feet higher than the spring
tides in Cumbertend Basin; (2) that
the crust is of decayed vegetable
matter saturated with water and
covered with coarse grasses or moss ;
(8) that it varies from tour to eight
feet in depth; (4) that the crust
rests upon clay, or sand and clay;
(5) thav below this, rock is found at
various points, varying from nine-
teen to twenty-four feet; (6) that at
other points an under stratum of
hard black muck of a peatly nature
is found below the first layer of
clay at depths from thirteen to
twenty-four feet below the surface of
the bog; (7) and that this peatly
substiatum is also found “bensath
the soil of the dyked marshes, and
crops out on the banks of Cumber-
land Basin. From these facs seve-
ral important deductions may be
drawn : & :

1. That « slight dyke in the dyked
Juarsh will exclude the tides.

2. That the level of the compact
clay ‘beneath the semi-fluid muck is
about the level of medium tides and
two or three feet above neap tides.

3. That there is no rock catting to
interfere with any necessary excavs.
tions.

4. That not only the Missiquash
and Laplanche rivers will afford
channels for drainage, but the Tid-

- nish river might be utilized if neces-
8ary.

5. That underlying the s2mi-fluid
muck is the same soil as that com-
posing the dyked marshes.

The question then is, whether with
all these facts Lefore the proprietors,
they are prepared to leave this
work for another generation to exe-
cute, acd permit what must be one
of the most valuable localities in the
Counties of Cumberland and West-

LoxpoN, Dec. 24.—The Vieuna
correspondent of the Times says the
commanders of tlie Russian advance
corps have received orders to remain
on the defensive until reinforced by
troups from the neighborhood of
Plevna. It is eaid that 25,000 men,
with 70 cannon, letely passed Galatz.
A part of these crossed the Danube
‘by the Ibrailabridge, while the rest
went in the flirection of Kolarash,
It is thought these reinforcements
will join General Zimmerman and
operate against the eastern side of
the quadralateral, primirarily against
Sitistria; whilst a division of tbhe
grenediers and _a division of the re-
serve, formerly before Plevna, will
go to Bicla and join the 12th Army
corps for the siece of Rustchuk. ' The
Grand Duke Nicholas will join the
army operating against Sophia. The
Czarowitch is expected to command
the army destined to advance through
the Balkans further east, probably
through Trajan’s Pass.

LonNpoN, Dec. 25.—A Belorade
despatch reports that the Serviavs
on Monday, after eight hours severe
fighting, capttred Okpalanka, with
three Krupp guns and a large
quantity of ammunition aond pro-
visions, The Turks lost many in
wounded, and some
prisoners,

ConsTANTINOPLE, Dec. 24.—The
Servians attempted to carry Yatre
by assault and have been repulsed
with immense loss. They were pur-
sued by the garrison to Vavor, about
five miles distant.
