PUBLISHERS SEEK RELIEF. , 
Washington, May 4.—Representatives

London, May 4.—Lord Roberts re­
ports to the war office as follows, 
under date of Brandfort, May 3: “We 
occupied Brandfort today without 
much opposition, and without, I hope, 
many casualties. The first brigade of 
mounted infantry covered the left 
flank of the fourteenth brigade of the 
seventh division, and the right flank 
was supported by the fifteenth brig­
ade.

“Pole-Carew’s division (including the 
Canadians) advanced directly on 
Brandfort.

“The Boer army, which was under 
command of Gen. Delarey, retired in 
a northeasterly direction.”

BOERS ON THE RUN.
Thabanchu, May 3.—The Boers have 

evacuated Thabanchu Hill and are be­
lieved to 'be still trekking, though one 
gun shelled the camp indiscriminate­
ly. Scouts report that some of the 
Boers retired toward Wepener. They 
believe the Boers evacuated the posi­
tion during the night, trekking to the 
northward in three directions.

Gen. French left today. Gen. Rundle 
is in command here. It is expected that 
Gen. Brabant will effect a junction at 
any moment.
A MOST IMPORTANT MOVEMENT.

News of the occupation of Brandfort, 
issued by the war office at 10 o’clock 
this morning, is generally considered 
the most Important communication 
from the front since the capture of 
Gen. Cronje and the relief of Lady­
smith.

The fact that the position gives the 
key to one of the main roads leading 
to the Drakensberg Passes, which pos­
sibly may be the means of co-operation 
with Gen. Buller later on, provides an 
advance base of supplies, and at the 
same time menaces the Boers now 
southeast of Bloemfontein, is obviously 
the reason for the importance attach­
ed by all hands to the intelligence.

A FRONT OF FORTY MILES.
London, Friday, May 4—4:15 a.m.— 

Gen. Broadwood’s cavalry brigade has 
reached Isabelfontein, 28 miles north 
of Thabanchu. Gen. Ian Hamilton is 
bivouacking at Jacobsrust, fifteen 
miles north of Thabanchu. Gen. 
Tucker’s division is moving eastward 
from Karee Siding. The divisions of 
Gens. French and Rundle are in and 
near Thabanchu. Thus Lord Roberts 
has 50,000 men operating clear of the 
railway along a front of 40 miles. He 
Is advancing slowly with some suc­
cesses. yet' at all points of concentra­
tion the Boers appear in force suffi­
cient to compel the British to proceed 
with caution. Their wide front in a 
rugged country makes turning move­
ments off-hand difficult.

The Boers in Natal are restless. Two 
hundred crossed Sunday’s River on 
Wednesday and tried to engage the 
British outposts.
BEFORE THE BRITISH OCCUPIED 

BRANDFORT.
The Bloemfontein correspondent of 

the Standard, -telegraphing May 2, 
says: “I have just ridden hither from 
Thabanchu along the line of our ad­
vance, east of Bloemfontein. The dis­
tance is fully 40 miles, and yet almost 
every point of concentration is con­
tested by the enemy. The Boers have 
posted a number of guns of superior 
weight and range to our own. How­
ever, they show no disposition to do 
■more than keep in touch with us, and 
to harass our advance. Further to 
the west Gen. Ian Hamilton, with his 
division of mounted infantry is push­
ing northward, encountering only a 
desultory fire. The Highland brigade, 
from Val Krantz, has been engaged, 
while Gen. Tucker, commanding the 
7th division, has moved eastward from 
Karee Siding, and has returned south, 
followed by the Boers. Nevertheless the 
cavalry, owing to the greater number 
of the enemy, have been prevented 
from completing the movement that 
was intended to encircle the Boers on 
the march to Brandfort.

London, May 4.—The Daily News 

has -.the following from Thabanchu, 
dated Wednesday: “In yesterday’s 
Hanking movement, Capt. Towse and 
50 Gordon Highlanders were surround­
ed by 250 Boers, who demanded their 
surrender. Capt Toiwse ordered his 
men to fix bayonets and charge. With 
a wild cheer the Gordons rushed at the 
enemy and swept them away with 
great slaughter. . Ca,pt Towse was 
blinded in both eyes by the enemy’s 
fire, and throughout behaved most 
heroically.

VICTORIA CROSS MEN.
Quebec, May 4.—A letter from Pie. 

Hudon, of E company, wounded at 
Paardeberg, has been received by his 
father, Lieut.-Col. Hudon. It is dated 
Imperial Yeomanry Hospital, Bulfon- 
tein, March 25. He says:

“You will be glad to hear that Eu­
gene Fiset has been recommended for 
the Victoria Cross for bravery on the 
field, and I assure you he deserved it, 
for he was the only doctor i* the fir­
ing line at the battles of Paardeberg, 
Osfontein and Driefontein. Rev. Father 
O'Leary is also mentioned in* the dis­
patches to the war office. This old man 
of 63 has always followed us on the 
march, and on Feb. 18. at Paardeberg. 
he passed the whole day in the firing 
line, giving succor to the wounded and 
dying. He is an old blood, and is 
adored by the men. He has been very 
kind to me.

“Our company and F company are 
almost destroyed; out of 24 non-com­
missioned officers there are only seven 
on duty. Corp. d’Orsonnens, son of the 
colonel, and Corp. McTaggart, both of 
my company, have been taken prison­
ers; Corp. Withey, of Quebec, F com­
pany, was killed at Driefontein.”

THE LANSDOWNE-ROBERTS 
• PATCHES.

London^ May 4.—Following is the 
telegraphic correspondence relating to 
the Spfoj Kop dispatches issued to 
parliament just before midnight on 
Thursday:

Lord Lansdowne, secretary of state 
for war, wired March 28, asking ad­
vice of Lord Roberts about publishing 
the dispatches, saying: “We cannot 
publish all the documents inclosed 
without your dispatch of Feb. 13,” and 
suggesting certain dispatches which, 
in Lord Lansdowne’s opinion might 
be published. Lord Lansdowne added: 
••But I would not feel justified In thus 
editing the papers unless you concur, 
and you may perhaps think it well to 
refer to Buller. I suggest as an al­
ternative that we should treat your 
dispatch at Feb. 13, and all its inclos­
ures, as confidential, and that Buller 
should send through you a full narra­
tive of operations. This you could 
forward to me, with any observations 
you desired to make for pubIieatio.n.”

Lord Roberts replied to Lord Lans­
downe in a dispatch dated Bloemfon­
tein, March 31, that he had suggested 
to Sir Red vers Buller to prepare a fun 
narrative, but that Sir Redvers had 
answered: "I do not at all like the idea 
of rewriting a dispatch for publication.
I much prefer to leave it in the hands 
of the commander-in-chief. Let him 
select for publication whatever he 
thinks proper." To this Lord Roberts 
appended that he would not himself 
object to the publication of a paper 
edited as Lord Lansdowne had sug­
gested, but that it might, perhaps, 
be better to overrule Gen. Bullet’s ob­
jection and to adopt the alternative 
course suggested by Lord Lansdowne. 
He asked Lord Lansdowne to wire a 
reply. i

This reply from Lord Lansdowne. 
dated April 2, said: "In view of Bul­
let’s objection, I abandon the pro­
posal that the dispatch should be re­
written, and I propose to publish the 
selection described in my dispatch of 
March 28.”

Lord Roberts answered, under date 
of April 6: “I agree to my dispatch 
of Feb 13 being published."

LANSDOWNE TO BULLER.
The correspondence also contains 

two dispatches referred to in Lord 
Lansdowne’s dispatch of March 28. 
The first is from Lord Lansdowne to 
Gen. Buller. dated Jan. 5. representing 
the impossibility of publishing his dis­
patches, which contain views of the 
Situation and forecasts of his inten­
tions,” and emphasizing the ad visa - 
billty of sending dispatches descriptive 
Of the operations for presentation to 
parliament.

METHUEN’S DISPATCH.
The second Is from Lord Wolseley 

to Lord Roberts, dated Feb. 6, and 
saying : “You will; I feel sure, agree 
with me that Methuen’s dispatch re­
garding Magersfonitetn could not be 
published as sent. There are passages 
In it inappropriate to such documents, 
and it also gives information of im­
portance to the enemy. If he likes I 
will revise the dispatch, but I prefer 
not to undertake this responsibility. I 
suggest that you should ask him to 
cancel this dispatch and to write an­
other.”

The correspondence does not indicate 
whether Lord Methuen rewrote the 
dispatch as suggested.

He said 
that what South Carolina was in the 
civil war the South African Republic 
is in the British-Boer war, for which 
he held there never was. any valid ex­
cuse.

The governments 
of those nations are in sympathy with 
every missionary effort, and they will 
give every possible assistance' to mis­
sionary workers.

For weeks, the debate on the Domin­

ion "budget, which has just concluded, 
has been kept up, to the weariness of 
die public.

It bee been time waited, to a very 
greet extent, in the manufacture of 

.. ]5.tena±irre. For of effective 
criticism of the model financial state­
ment made by Hon. Mr. Fielding, Fin­
ance Minister, and of the policy of the 
Administration, there has been none.

TMs view Is not a partisan one, made 
because we are In accord with the gen­
eral policy of the Government mow in 
power, but it is the view held by aU 
who take a broad, and statesmanlike 
view of the record of the last three 
gears.

In whhit decade of the taet 40 years 
has Canada made such progress, or es­
tablished. for herself so high a reputa­
tion In the world abroad" as she has 
in the last four years?

We have been told by parliamentary 
speakers, end we see the sentiment ex­
pressed In Opposition newspapers, that 
ths progress and prosperity of the 
country is not due to the Administra­
tion, but to .the development of our 
resources. In a measure, we grant, this 
Is tine. But who can deny that the 
Government of Canada in the last four 
years baa been ably administered, and 
that the prosperity of the country has 
been greatly aided by the removal of 
numerous clogs to progress, and by 
careful and economical, though not 
parsimonious manage ment?

Let us suppose that after the present 
Administra Cion had come into power 
in 1896, a period of hard times had set 
In such as prevailed in Canada, and 
the world over between 1876 and 1878, 
when the Mackenzie Government held 
power, who that remembers the tacitlce 
of the present leader of .the Opposition; 
at that time -will doubt the policy that 
would now be pursued by the Opposi­
tion? We who Went through the hard 
times of that period remember full well 
■the persistency with which th% Opposi­
tion held Hon. Mr. 'Mackenzie and his 
colleagues responsible for the effects 
of the world-wide depression in trade, 
end if we had a similar experience now, 
Blr Charles Tupper and his associates 
would be as earnestly condemning the 
(Administration for the hard times as 
(they are .protesting that Canada’s pros­
perity is not aided bylthe Government of 
the day. Supposing the present Op­
position were now in power, with what 
lusty chorus would their orators in 
Far Marnent and out of it, and their 
newspaper organs, be sounding the 
praises of the Government! How the 
party of deficits of from. $500,000 to 
$4,000,000 would praise the Finance 
Minister with his surplus of nearly 
double the latter amount, and with 
the financial ability ito pay all the ex­
penses of the contingents sent to the 
aid of the Mother Land out of the cur­
rent revenue. i

Surely, then, the Opposition ought to 
endeavor to be a little fairer towards 
their political opponents, and be con­
tented, after 18 years of continuous 
office, to let the majority of these days 
•how what they can do. That they 
are doing well cannot be gainsaid, hon­
estly. One does not need to accept 
the opinion of a Canadian party man 
on this subject. We have the best of 
outside testimony in this regard. The 
London Times of the 17th of April last, 
for example, asserted that "it is thor­
oughly satisfactory to know that the 
Canadian Dominion is prospering, that 
the finances are .managed on sound 
principles, and that the public credit 
stands higher than at any former 
period."

And the new order of things has but 
been set going. Each year -will show 
a phenomenal improvement, unless, 
Indeed, so great a misfortune should 
befall the country as the re-establish-

Now, Mr. Whitney!
Mr. W. T. R. Preston has been in 

Canada for some weeks back, but we 
have not seen .that Mr. Whitney, the 
Opposition leader, has made any move 
towards accepting his challenge to 
meet -him on the public platform and 
repeat the charges before his face that 
he made In the Legislature. Are we 
to understand that Mr. Whitney is only 
a fighter when his antagonist is on the 
other side of the Atlantic? Mr. Whit­
ney cannot regain a reputation for 
fairness if he continues to make reck­
less accusations against absent men, 
and retires into his shell as soon as he 
is confronted by those whom he has 
accused. Such a ‘‘funking” must make 
even Mr. Whitney’s friends doubt the 
truthfulness of his allegations.

Strikes Elsewhere.
When one reads of strikes, in one 

issue of a daily oewspaper, at Buffalo, 
Philadelphia, Toronto, Hamilton, Hali­
fax, Minneapolis, Detroit, New York, 
Chicago and elsewhere, he begins to 
reflect that on the whole, and taking 
in a series of years, Dondon has been 
remarkably free from strikes. Our one 
long strike has been made the most 
of by Jealous outside cities,Ebut even 
that, if properly laid to heart, may 
render strikes less frequent in the 
future. Our good friends In Toronto 
have ten strikes to London's one. 
When obligatory arbitration becomes 
the general law, there will be practi­
cally no strikes anywhere. Meantime, 
we can confidently challenge contra­
diction of our assertion that, leaving 
London’s one long strike out of con­
sideration, this city has been more free 
from strikes during say the last ten 
years than any other place on the 
continent with equal industrial popu­
lation.

Mr. Beattie’s Bad Vote.
The Budget debate closed yesterday. 

It ought to have closed at a much, ear­
lier date. The amendment of (the Op­
position, against the Government’s pol­
icy of preferential trade with Great 
••Britain, was defeated 88 to 49. Among 
those who voted against ithe Govern­
ment’s policy, we regret to see the 
name of Mr, Beattie, M. P„ for the 
time being representing London In Par­
liament. We would venture to suggest 
that Mr. Beattie represents but a very 
email minority in this city on either 
side of politics in. his opposition to the 
policy of preferential tariff friendliness 
to the Mother Country, that has in­
creased transatlantic trade, unburden­
ed the consumer, and drawn closer the 
bonds -which connect Canada with the 
world-wide Empire of Greater Britain, 
of which the Dominion is the most im­
portant component portion apart from 
the sea-girt Isles themselves.

Why Sentries Go Mad.
Peering into darkness or semi-dark­

ness while on sentry duty has a ten­
dency to produce a distortion of vision 
which makes of every bush an enemy, 
and this has in many cases, even so 
recently as the Soudan campaigns, so 
effected the nerves of men that they 
have had a resulting monomania as to 
eternally seeing various creeping ob­
jects.

One man in the Soudan saw every 
object of a vivid crimson for some 
months after being on outpost duty 
during an alarm, and he was only cur­
ed with great difficulty. General Ham- 
ley tells of sentries who. on being re­
lieved, yet stood stock still, immov­
able, speechless, and staring vividly 
into vacancy'. In some cases, after the 
man had been removed this sort of fix­
ity would remain for hours.

Even in peace time, there was a case 
lately where a young sentry wounded 
the guard by firing at it under the be­
lief that he saw a ghost; and Lord 
Roberts, in one of his magazine ar­
ticles, relates that even the most reli­
able and truthful soldiers on sentry of­
ten have the most fantastic stories to 
tell, due to shattered nerves. Great 
numbers of soldiers in war time have 
committed suicide or accidentally shot 
themselves, the cause often being that 
they imagined they had let some one 
creep past them, and had thus be­
trayed their trust.—'London Answers.

Prof. Shuttleworth has prepared a 
pamphlet on the culture of the beet for 
sugar, which has 'been issued by the 
Dominion Government for the informa­
tion of farmers.

Sugar beets for cattle feed can be 
grown probalbliy in any part of Ontario, 
but owing to favorable climatic condi­
tions, they can be grown for the pro­
duction of sugar more profitably in 
certain portions or sections than in 
others.

They then burned the furniturA*, and 
wrecked the building, but refrained 
from molesting his wife and children.
