Marion, where he
will receive news bulletins compiled
from figures collected by the Associated
Press, Governor Cox plang to receive
the returns in .the office -of- his. news-~
paper, and will obtain itg full election
night service.

Governor C. Coolidge of Massachu-
setts, Republican vice-presidential nom-
inee, will watch the returns at Boston,
while his Democratic opponent, Frank-
lin D. Roosevelt, will await the resuilt
at his home in Hyde. Park, N. Y.

Ballots Sent Overseas.

New York State's citizenry went to
the polls in large numbers early to-
day, and officials predicted that at the
close of the ballot boxes at 6 o'clock
tonight at least 3,000,000 of the 3,500,000
qualified men and women will have
expregsed their clioice for national,
state and local officers.

Secretary of State Hugo has sent
20,000 ballots to soldiers, sallors and
marineg in overseas service, principally
in Germany, Hawali, the Philippines,
and the Canal Zonc. These votes will
be counted in December.

CANADIANS - SHOWING
SLIGHT INTEREST IN
AMERICAN ELEGTIONS

Lack of Qutstanding Person-
ality Among Presidential
Candidates One Reason.

DOMINION UNAFFECTED

Issues in Past Years Touched
Directly On Canadian
Affairs.

Toronto, Nov. 2.—(Canadian Press).—
From gossip round 'change, clubs, street
corners and wherever men and women
congregate; it wouid appear that the
Canadian public is a trifle apathetic
about the great quadrennial contest
"fought o6ut across the international
boundary line today. Lack of an out-
standing_personality, lack, perhaps too,
of a very deflnite issue readily compre-
hensible to the Canadian viewpoint, has
resulted in notably less interest in
Canada- than that displayed four years
ago—when the great issue seemed to be
whether or not the United States was
to enter the war on behalf of the Allies,
There ‘{8 also lacking the pungent uni-
versal appeal of such a rugged, cour-
ageous personality as that of Theodore
Roosevelt, who did so much to enliven
for the ‘Canadian imagination the imme-
diately preceding presidential cam-
paigns. The two candidates who hold
the centre of the stage today, honest
and well-meaning as they are, lack the
personal magnetism or authority of a
Wilson, a Roosevelt or a McKinley, and
the campaign they have waged has in
itself, by its very nature, tended to
obscure for the Canadian onlooker
whatever clear-cut issue there may be.

League Is Big Issue.

If the league of nationg was a clear-
cut issue, if, in a word, the election of
one candidate and the defeat of an-
other could be regarded as the final ex-
pression of the attitude of the United
States on the issue, then the result of
today’s vote would have a high signifi-
cance for Canada as for all the clvilized
world. But well-informed political opin-
ion here seemg to be that, granting the
election of Harding,
necessary for the United States to take
her proper place in the councils, if not
of the league as at present constituted,
at least in some equally determinate
form.

There are other issues, of course, and
a victory for the grand old party may
mean a general overhaul of the tariff,
and in this Canada is apt to have a
; particular interest. At the present
time the Taft reciprocity treaty is still
part and parcel of the United States
tariff machinery, and it has been openly
stated in this campaign that thig will
become an almost immediate subject
of attention on the part of a Repub-
lican administration.

~ HALF_HOLIDAY

City Council Will Stand by
Decision Regarding
Armistice Day.

Although conflicting views on the de-
sirability of a holiday November 11 have
developed, the council will stand by its
decision and Thursday of next week will
be a half-holiday.

With the announcement today that a
soldier candidate probably will be in
the mayoralty race this year, London's
coming municipal contest gives indica-
tions of being as many-sided as the
battle being waged for the presidency
of the United States.

The Grand Army of United Veterans’
will hold a mass meeting Friday night
at which they will discuss the advis-
ability of entering the local political
field.  Present indications are . that
they will seek the co-operation of all
other soldier bodies in putting a mayor-
alty and also aldermanic candidates in
the field.

Last year the soldiers co-operated
with the Labor Representation Com-
mittee. While they did not succeed in
electing H. B. Ashpiant, their nominee
for mayor, they did elect a number of
the aldermen. This year the soldiers
are better organized and feel that they
are strong enough to bring out their
own candidates without assistance from
any source. Ald. Cameron Wilson, who
was a nominee of the joint soldier-
labor body for alderman this year, is
prominently mentioned as their possible
candidate. He has taken an active part
in the city business this year, and has
been chairman of several dmportant
cemhittees, although it was his first
term as an alderman,

Labor has already decided to contest

every municipal office. Whether the
soldiers would bring out candidates in

direct opposition to these remains to be
seen.

No definite prediction as to the labor

candidate can be made. His nomina-
tion rests with a meeting of the Labor
Representation Committee, which has
heen called for Friday, November 12.
There are several men in the labor
ranks who would make a strong run,
it is thought, and it may take the
meeting considerable time to decide on
which one shall carry the standard. As
they must await the decision of this
gathering possible candidates are
naturally diffident regarding their inten-
tions. President Frank McKay is con-
sidered a possibility. His record as the
head of that organization has been an
excellent one. He has had to assimilate
a number of conflicting elements which
have developed in L.ondon labor circles,
as well as elsewhere, and has succeeded
in keeping labor ranks united, his sup-
porters say. They believe he would have
the confidence of all labor men. Exe
Ald. H. B. Ashplant is mentioned as an-
other labor possibility. His defeat last
vear may handicap him in this regard,
but it is counterbalanced by his long ex-
perience on the city council as an alder-
man.

alleged, of the Entente powers.

PROTEST HYDRO
SHORTAGE IN
WESTERN ONT.

Premier Drury Promises the
Western Ontario Boards of
Trade an lnvestigation.

John Bridge, president of the Wests
erp Ontario Associated Boards of
Trade, wired Monday to Premier Drury
protesting against Ontario citizens be-
ing inconvenienced by a h¥dro shortage
caused by a dispute between private in-
‘.Treats and the Ontario Hydro Commis-
sion.

Premier Drury has wired back that
the Government will immediately look
into the matter.

Mr. Bridge's telegram read as fol-
lows:

‘Shortage hydro power throughout
the municipalities of Western Ontario
has become most alarming. Hydro of-
ficials here blame private power inter-
ests, stating that 25,000 idle horse-
power at least i{s available, but that
private companies refuse to sell to
hydro commission at any price. The
quarrel of the hydro commission and
private interests should not be permit-
ted to cause Ontario citizens severe loss
and inconvenience. Your Government,
we believe® will take the necessary steps
immediately to place all surplus elec-
tric energy at the disposal of the com-
mission’s thousands of consumers. Do-
mestic users should not be continually

cut off to favor business houses or
manufacturers.”

SANITARY  SEWER
SYSTEM FOR WEST
LONDON IN SPRING

Necessary ~ Bylaw Already
Passed by Council—To
Cost $520,936.

Bailding of a sanitary sewer system
in West London may be commenced
this fall. bnt it is more probable ihat
the work will mot be undertaken until
next spring, City Enginer Brazier said
today. I'he necessary bylaw for the
work has been passed by the city coun-
cil. but further authorizatlon wiil he
necessary before the plans are put in
effect.

The probable cost is $520.936. Of this
€326,393 will be assessed against the
property benefited. The estimated cosl
of the sections opposite flankages and
wings at street intersections ig $82,673,
and will be paid by the city. The re-
mainder of the cost is made up hy
private drain conections. The front-
age assessable is 108,178 1lineal fcet.
and that exempt from taxation is made
up of wings at street intersections and
flankages, 20,741 linea! feet. The ap-
osroximate cost per foot is $3.02, and
the approximate annual cost for ten
years is 41.10 ceénts, exclusive of the
cost of private drain connections.

No outlet for such a system exists
at the present time. It is possible that
a disposal plant for West London may
be built, or that it may be conected
with a large new central plant for the
whole city. The gewer construction will
be proceeded with whether the outlet
is ready or not and will be connected
later.

FRANOE PLANS FOR
BURIAL OF UNKNOWN

of the body of an unknown soldier from
the battle zone to the Pantheon in this
city, and it is probable an immediate
vote will be requested.

For Consideration.

The following facts regarding agri-

' sultural immigration to Wesiern On-

tario are placed before you for con-
| sideration. -

On account of the activity of the
Western Canadian and the Maritime
Provinces, and also of the rallways,
particularly the C. P. R.. and the lack
of similar effort on the part of West-
ern Ontario, we have been receiving
chiefly a class of immigration from

Great Britain and elsewhere obtained
largely without selection, and gener-
ally speaking, left over, after the other
provinces have selected the more de-
sirable men.

Another factor which has the. effect
of giving Western Ontario a less de-
Sifu0ie LaSS ol immgrants is that em-
ployers, contractors, and eothgrs have
access to parties of immigrants from
the time they arrive in Canada, and
actually rsuade numbers of them to
change their destination. ’

Responsibility for agricultural immi-
gration to Ontario has béen handed
over to the Provincial Government by
the Dominion department of immigra-
tion and colonization, and this depart-
ment has decided to close the immigra-
tion office at London shortly.

This action makes it necessary for
Western Ontario farmers to apply for
farm help to Toronto, where the near-
est distribution office for immigration
is now situated.

Serious Handicapr

The London Chamber of Commerce
and the Western Ontario United Boards
of Trade claim that this condition of
affairs is a serious handicap to agri-
cultural production in Western Ontario,
where the shortage of farm help is so
acute that farmers, to quote one care-
ful {nvestigator, are generally doing
without help and ‘“have made adjust-
ments in regard to the methods of
working their land, raising grain and
stock, and dairying, so ag to get along
moderately well with the assistance of
their families and neighbors,’’ with the
result, in the opinion of close observers
in each county of Wiestern Ontario,
that ‘“only a percentage of land is
properly cultivated, due to the short-
age of labor.”

The provincial department of immi-
gration ig conducting a vigorous cam-
palgn to secure a good class of agricul-
tural immigrants for the province, and
it is contended that the present long-
distance method of obtaining help by
correspondence with an unknown of-
ficlal in Toronto is unjust to the West-
ern Ontario farmers who desire at least
to meet the agent who will lock out
for a suitable man, and who are unlikely
to risk employment of men they have
never Seen, sent them by strangers
from Toronto.

‘The remedy seems to be in securing@
the following definite things:

(1) Continuation of the dominion im-
migration office at London under John
Riggs until - at any rate, another office
is established to take its place.

(2) Establishment of a provincial dis-
tributing agency for farm help at Lon-
don or some central point in Western
Ontario, so that the Western Ontario
farmer may have a chance to learn
something more of the men he employs
than is possible under the present sys-
101;1 with distribution from Toronto
only.

(3) Duplication of organization and
eflorts made by Western Canadian and
Maritime Provinces in Western Ontario
to secure hand-picked immigration to
suit Western Ontario’s actual needs by
supplementing the activities of the
Government officials.

THE DOUBTFUL HYPHENATES.

‘@dmitted. A German in a rage may be stupid
enough and make all manner of mad moves,
Put sometimes he has been known to think to
"purpose.

He may ask whether after all a Republican
president would have done any different from
Wilson, and whether Germany {is now and
henceforward better off without the League of
WNations. As things are, the erstwhile Huns
are at the mercy of France and her great con-
script army, her enormous military equipment
and bdrilliant generals. With a League of
Nations, strong and respected, will not Ger-
many be better off, and will not France also be
fess tempted to the dangerous path of aggres-
gion? No one can doubt the answer to this
question. No sensible person can doubt that
QGermany will in time be admitted to a place
in the sun of the League of Nations, as she pays
her debts and reforms her reputation. But
there is no chance for a recalcitrant, unrepent-
ant and treacherous Germany against either
the league or the military power of France.

FOOD CONTROL FAILS.
Food control and priceixing by governments

‘appear to have failed in Europe. Last year com-

pulsory._requisitioning of food from%he farms
of Germ#ny proved a most difficult task. Now
the German Ministry of Food is requesting
farmers to deliver food at the city food stations
and farmers’ organizations have promised to
take responsibility for delivery. .
Nevertheless, hoarding and profiteering still
make the lot of the German workman a soIry
one, indeed. On the Dutch frontier, smuggling
is quite openly in progress. The German house-
keeper goes to the so-called “smuggle-market”
and takes back with her food for the family
larder. :
Even in Great Britain the great machine of
Government food control is falling into disre-
pute. While wheat goes down bread goes up.
The British Ministry of Food, unfortunately,
bought large quantities of wheat on a falling
market, just as Canadian sugar refiners bought
large quantities of raw sugar when the price
was on {he downgrade. The annoyance of the
British public at the announcement that bread
is to be dearer (simply because of bad judgment
shown by the ministry of food) does not augur
well for continuance of that department of the
British Goveranment. And Great Britain fur-
nishes evidence, too, that Government control
under present conditions means higher prices,
for there has been a steady decline in the price
of sugar, coffee and cocoa, over which the min-
istry of food relinquished control last spring.

THE PRINCE OF WALES’'S SUCCESS.
[Manchester Guardian.]

The Prince of Wales had the friendliest wele
come to England and London yesterday. Since
1914 he has had a life which, though it may not bé
the best possible for all young men of his age,
must have been far better than any life which it
is possible at ordinary times to arrange, during the
same period, for an heir-apparent to a great cons
stitutional monarchy. He has evidently used to
good purpose this exceptional opportunity of learn-
ing how to get on terms with all sorts and con-
ditions of men. The average inhabitant of the
Dominions oversea, and particularly the Australian,
is so- profoundly different in his mental attitude
towards royal persons from anyone in England,
that it is no small feat of perception and of versa-
tile tact for a Prince of Wales to strike the con-
genial note just as successfully at the Antipodes
as in England or in France, where he was much
liked by all the French who met him during the
war. This success gives good promise for the time
—let us hope, still far off—when the good-humored
and considerate traveler of these last few months
will be charged with all the complicated urbanities
and delicate inflections of discretion which are the
day's work of a modern king. Nobody would ask
for profound statecraft or mighty intellectual power
in a constitutional sovereign; such a sovereign is

not these predisposing causes of the originality
which disturbs. The kingly qualities range in the
secondary but amiable order of such social virtues
as geniality, social dilig and pr of mind
and circumstantial good-nature. These the Prince

loyally tried to cultivate—which, as most of us can
say, is no light task. So far as he has thus made
himself what the Dominions have found him, it is
an honorable contribution on his part to the
English achievement of so using and adapting the
institution of monarchy that an English heir-
apparent gets a welcome like that of yesterday in
London, when those who six years ago were heirs-
apparent to the thrones of Russia Austria and
Germany are where they are now. In most of the
things that are publicly said in praise of kings and
princes there is such a flux of facile superlatives
that most of those who read them take them, as a
matter of course, to signify nothing. But there
is real matter for honest praise fn the continuous
effort of the Prince of Wales to do, in the best way
he can think of all the special things which it falls
to him publicly to do.

THE HORSE ENDURANCE TEST.
[The Nomad, in Boston Transcript.]

As one fond of horses and keen about their
humane treatment, the Nomad is much interested
in the 300-mile endurance test for horses, now in
progress over the road from Burlington, Vt., via
White River Junction and Concord, N. H., to Camp
Devens. The horses, which are of several types—
thoroughbreds, Arabs, Morgans—will be required
to make 60 miles a day, inside of thirteen hours each
day, for five consecutive days, under the saddle,
and carrying 115 pounds of live weight and 100
pounds of dead weight. The question arises whether
a test of this sort is to be regarded as cruel to the
horses. It may be hard on the horses, but hardness,
stress, even strain, is not necessarily the same thing
as cruelty. Naturally it would be cruelty to put
any ordinary horse over 60 miles of hilly road a
day for five days, or even for two days. But these
are not ordinary horses. They are picked horses,
the athletes of their kind. Like other athletes, they

would be cruelty to make a cart horse run at his
top speed for two miles, but it is not cruelty to let
a thoroughbred racer do it—it is his life and happi-
ness, because it is the exercise of hig functions.
The test journey from Burlington may be a real joy
to the horses that go through it successfully; and
those that cannot stand it—or that become ex-
hausted by the way—must be taken out of the race
at once, and thus spared suffering,

The last previous test of the same kind—the one
ridden in October of last year—seemed to indicate
that there is nothing cruel in such a contest. In
that race fourteen horses started and eight finishéd.
The others dropped out or were taken out before any
charge of cruelty could be made. Of the eight
horses that finished, Mr. Merwin—a severe judge—
said at the time, in the Transcript, that five were
in excellent condition. Of the other three, two were
lame. Whether they recovered wholly from the
lameness the Nomad cannot say; if their lameness
was extreme, they should have been earlier elimin-
ated from the race. But the fact that flve went
through it without any {ll result se quite to
vindicate the test. With care this year to eliminate
any that become lame before they are seriously so,
and to drop out any horses that arg suffering, all
inhumanity should be obviated. And what is the
race for?

AIR TRAVEL.
[Winnipeg Free Press.]

Air travel is now a recognized business in
Europe, ang it makes steady progress. Statistics
of the passenger traffic by aeroplane between
London and Paris show that the number of pas-
eengers rose from 20 in September, 1919, to 985 in
August, 1920. During the year 2,101 flights were
made between the two cities, and 4,339 passengers
carried, with only one accident. There are now
two competing services between the two cities; and
flights are made daily upon schedule time. Men
now take passage by the air route in just as
matter-of-fact a way as Is done in the case of
railway travel. The journey is made in oneithird
of the time; ang the convenience and brevity of
the journey is regarded by increasing numbers as

THE MODERN HOSPITAL.
[St. Johns Globe.]

Dr. Wiley E. Woodbury of New York, in a recent
contribution to Leslie’'s Weekly, makes some obsere
vations on modern hospital construction which are
of particular interest at this time, when hospital
improvement and hospital standardization are re-
ceiving much public and private consideration. Dr.
Woodbury, declaring “the ward system belongs to
the stone age of hospital administration,” pleads
eloquently for a system which gives every patient
a room to himself or herself, a room with an
abundance of light and air and free from the many
objections which are urged against the ward system.
He writes:

“The new Fifth Avenue Hospital will be nine
stories high built in the form of a letter X, thereby
making it possible for each of the 300 rooms for the
patients to be open to the light and elir, and to
keep the various rooms at such temperatures as we
please. And each patient will have a separate room
and bathroom. There will be mo. wards, and not
even rooms with two beds.  Each patient, no matter
what his or her financial circumstances may be,
will have absolute privacy, will not know of
the sufferings of others, and will be so isolated
that it will be practically impossible for germs to
be carried from one ill person to another. Besides,
‘rmo-halx of the bed space will be free, or nearly
ree.”

CANADA'’S ENTRY.

mean a warless world; amdshe gave physical and
mental energy to the task in over-abundance. In
the closing of the campaign he reasserts the entire
innocence of Article 10, around which controversy
has been ragjng. The love of power, which becomes
a master passion—that is pathetic, too.

EVERY MAN HIS OWN BATTERY.
[Vancouver World.]

A retired American colonel has made use of his
leisure to invent a sort of super-pistol, technically
called a sub-machine gun. This delightful weapon
weighs only seven pounds, and can be carried quite
easily on the person. Directed against an opponent,
it will discharge bullets in regular machine gun
style at a prodigious rate, quite putting the deadly
automatic to shame. We are informed that the
new gun is the fastest, surest and safest in the
world, that it consists of but eleven parts, and that
it will discharge cartridges either from a box or a
drum magazine.

We are not quite sure the sub-marine gun cught
to be welcomed with much effusivenes: The auto-
matic pistol was hailed as the finest thing in the
world to enable the police to cope with armed
burglars and other ruffians. It was—until the
burglars themselves obtained automatics. If the
sub-machine gun is to be manufactured, as the
Socialists would say, for profit, and -sold to all
comers, it may turn out that the worlq would have
been bettter off without it—just as it would have
been better off without poison gas, aerial bombs
and several other brilliant but diabolical inventions.

JUVENILE CRIME.
[Quebec Telegraph.]

The laxity of the age in the training of children,
and the necessity for better parental control over
youth must be painfully apparent to everybody.
The crime wave which is sweeping over France at
the present time is caused, according to French
judicial authorities, by the liberty children enjoyed
duri the war, when their fathers were in the
army and their mothers were in factories or the
movies. Out of a hundred crimes investigated,

rejoice in a test of their strength and prowess. lti ninety were committed by boys between 16 and 20

years of age. Laws to punish such crimes as
murders and burglary cannot be applied to persons
under 21 years, and rarely do criminals below that
age get prison terms. Usually they are sent to
reform schools. The influence of moving pictures
on youngsters is exemplified by recent burglaries in
a Paris suburb. After having seen brigands on
films, boys between 16 and 18 robbed twenty houses
in broad daylight. The necessity for the greatest
possible care in the censcrship of moving pictures
cannot be too much insisted upon, and it is a wise
law that forbids in our province the attendance of
young children at the picture houses unless accom-
panied by adult friends. The tendency to juvenile
depravity is far too often illustrated in the charges
against youthful delinquents in our police court,
even though the number of such cases compares
favorably with those reported in many other large
cities.

THE HOUSING PROBLEM.
[Quebec Telegraph.]
Reports from all parts of the country show that
the continued high cost of building operations has

greatly reduced the volume of construction, and
the indications are that expansion in the building

material and the wages of labor come down. There
never was so great a shortage of houses in the
cities of the United States as there is today, yet
in September the total building permits taken out
in a hundred and three of the chief cities totaled
$82,616,655, the smallest amount since the opening
of the season in April. In September, 1919, permits
issued calleg for buildings to the value of $128,728,-
602. ‘The reduction in almost all the cities of
the first class, such as New York, Chicago, Phila-
delphia, Detroit ang Cleveland, is especially great,
reaching 38 per cent in the case of New York.

¢ It would appear that in the matter of shelter
the same waiting game is being played as in the
textile and other commodity markets. The people
are crowding close together—two or three families
occupying space meant for one—rather than pay
for new buildings at what they regard as excessive
prices. If they can hold out for a sufficient length
of time there will unquestionably be a return to
reason on ' the part of dealers in building material
and workers engageg in construction. On the other
hand, it is far from desirable that the present over-
crowded condition of tenements in our cities should
be permitted to continue. Everybody will rejoice
at the coming of the now confidently expected
decreased cost of construction.

Liberal Chieftain Gets Biggest
Ovation of Tour At
Winnipeg.

RAPS  SECRET GOVT.

Defines Real Issue As Hidden
“Big Interests”’ Opposed
To Progreqive Groups.

i
WINNIPEG, Nov. 1.—Hon. William

Lyon Mackenzie King addressed two
big meetings here tonight, one in St
Boniface and one in the large audi-
torium of the board of trade building.
The latter wag an exceedingly well-
attended meeting, and the audience
gave the speakers an enthusiastic re-
ception and studied hearing. It was
probably one of the best meetings of
his western tour from the Liberal
leader’s point of view. At St. Boni-
face, Mr. King spoke but briefly, but
in the city he dealt lengthily with
the platform of the Liberal party and
the errors of the Union Government
as he saw them.

Hon. Dr. Beland, who was the first
speaker at the Winnipeg meeting, at-
tacked the Government for its ex-
travagance and disregard of public
opinion.

Alla{gust Convention.

Hon. Mr. King referred to the August
convention “of the Liberal party in
Ottawa, at which the policies of the
party were given a new application.
He emphasized the point that every
thing was done in the open, and that
there was no concealment. He de-
fended his choice as leader, stating
that the convention held no dissenting
voice, although many more experienced
men had been passed over.

The real issue today, he said, was
pcgween government by the hidden
‘big interests’’ or government by par-
liament. The progressive groups, {in
which he included his party, have much
in common, he said, and asked that
steps be taken that the progressive
groups may be assured of the return of
the peoplp‘s representatives to the
next parliament. He made a plea for
unity.

Lawyers’ Government.

The Government has been for many
years a government of lawyers, he said,
anq for his part he would rather have
a government of any other section of
th%hpeople.

Many farmers from the
rich Fraser Valley agricultural district
were present. The prime minister was
accorded a most cordial reception and
given an attentive hearing.

Hon. J. A. Caldar-did iiot accompany
the party to Chilliwack. Ha will ve-
foin it at Harrison Mills tonight. Mr.
Meighen spoke of taxation, the rail-

way problem and the tariff.

A committee of civic officials, headed
q Mayor J. S. Ashwell, met the party
at the station, and presented a formal
address of welcome. At the meeting,
F. P. Stacey, M.P. for thig constituency,
spoke first. He euiogized b‘\e work of
the prime minidter and his govern-
ment, and expressed allegiance to the
National Liberal and Conservutive
party.

W. J. Black, National organizor, fol-
lowed with an account of the Govarn-
ment's agricultural policy. He stated
that the number of experimental farms
rad been doubled in Canada in the last
few years. .

Old Historic Party.

The National Liberal and Conserva-
tive party, said Mr. Meighen, had beén
drawn from the old historic party and
people, members of neither, wh> wisaed
to abandon the prejudices of the fast.

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CHATHAM, Nov. 1.—The Imperial
Oil Company's local pump house was
destroyed by fire this morning, the
damage being approximately $1,000.

Boot and Shoe Workers’ Union, and
discussed the general situation as re-
gards the trade and later met the union
officials at their headquarters. His pro-
posal was that owing to slackness in
trade he should close his company’s
plant entirely or that the men accept
a reduction of five per cent in wages
and the plant to operate for thirty
hours a week.

Today the men notified Mr, Daoust
that it had been decided to accept the
second proposal.

The factory will accordingly run on
a basis of a five-per cent wage cut and
a thirty-hour weekly schedule until
January 1 next. .

FORTUNE IN LIQUOR
AT BOTTOM OF THE
DETROIT RIVER

Commissioner At  Detroit
Tells How Liquor Smug-
glers Evade Arrest.

WINDSOR, Nov. 1.—Declaring that he
and. his assistants had refused bribes

from rum runners, which, if accepted,
would have enabled them to retire and
live for the balance of their lives in
luxury, Rev. J. O. L. Spracklin, the
*fighting parson’ of the border cities,
speaking to a gathering in West Grand
Boulevard Methodist Church, Detroit,
attributed the present crime wave,
which had baffled the Detroit police
department, to the amount of liquor be-
ing shipped into that city.

I believe,”” he sald, ‘‘that the present
wave of crime in Detroit is due mostly
to the flood of liquor“that is coming
across the river, and T am doing all in
my power to stem that flood.”

That rum running on the border is
still being conducted on a wide scale
jn spite of denials from several official
sources, including the Ontario License
Board at Toronto, is indldated in the
summary of the situation given today by
Police Commissioner Inches, head of
the Detroit police department, in which
he said:

“If 1 ever want to make a quick
fortune, I will procure a diving outfit
and get the sunken whiskey off the
bottom of the Detroit River.”

Describing the efforts of his depart-
ment to cope with the speedy launches
of the rum runners, the commissioner
declared that so well organized were
the smugglers that only until recently,
when a speedy patrol had been added
to his equipment, had his men been
able to even compete with the smug-
Since that, however, scores of
erlose races have been run with boot-
teggers, but the officials have been out-
witted in the majority of cases by the
fugitives. who merely threw their liquor
overboard and alowed it to sink under
water, thus losing their cargoes, but
evading arrest.

“If they see they are to be caught,
they merely dump their liquor over-
board.”” Commissioner Inches said.
‘““There you are. They are as safe as
a pair of church men. Of course, the
po¥cemen see them doing the dump-
ing, but the smugglers give them the
laugh. How can a copper declare that
it was whiskey that was being tossed
out of the boat? All a smuggler has to
do is keep quiet and grin."”

Premier Drury stated
this afternoon that the Government
would take civil action against the
Shevlin-Clarke Company, Limited, to
recover moneys owing to the province
which had been withheld by the com-
pany in question. ;

Attorney-General W. E. Raney
stated tonight that criminal action
would be instituted in connection with
this report, but he did not mention
any names.

According to this report the Shevlin-
Clarke Company, Limited, produced
from their mills 649,946,017 feet
logs, but reported only 249,181,714 feet
to the Government, a deficit of 355,-
764,303 feet not reported,

The report states that ‘‘the returns
made to the Government by cullers
and by the corpany’'s servants con-
tain a great mass of perjury and for-
gery. The commissioners find that
some cullers were in the pay of the
company and also in the pay of the
Government at the same time. The
commissioners recommend action by
the attorney-general for the punish-
ment of those who have committed
perjury and forgery, and also recom-
mends that proceedings be taken
against the Shevlin-Clarke Company
to recover the sums of money un-
lawfully withheld from the province.”
