“The body of the pegasipede is shal
like that of a fish, Tll::gtaup:gh a8 a r‘\)::id
der, There is a neat, comfortable saddle
in the middle of the body, in which the
person who wishes to make an ascension
sits. Then there are pedals exactly similar
to those used on bicycles on’either side of
the body. That is the bicycle portion of
the machine. Over the head of the men is
a buge fan, which is worked by strings
connected with the pedals. This fan, by
means of a series of cogs, goes aronnd at a
terrific rate of speed when the pedals are
worked. The result is that the machine,
man and all, rises slowly into the air.
They can stop at any time, rise slowly or
rapidly, as they choose. go backward or
forward and descend when they please.

A series of fans under and on the sides
of the machine will propel the pegasipede
after the top fan has raised it in the -air.
Those fans are my secret, and I don’t care
to show them until I have proteoted them
by patents. These fans work rapidly or
slowly, as the operator chooses, and I am

jtive that they wiil do the work I am

uilding them to do. The whole machine
will be worked by the man in the saddle.
In the front of him he will have a switch-
board and a series of levers, He can con-
nect or disconnect any of the fans from the
pedal strings by means of these levers,
‘Accidents in midair will be impossible.

“People will eay: ‘How abont the man
getting too frightened to work the pedals
or becoming exhausted while up in the air?
What will happen then? I can answer
that in a very few words. Omne of thuse
levers in front of the operator connects with
two seta of framework, which are covered
with thick canvas and which are folded in
the sides of the machine. A tounch on this
lever sends this framework out like a flash,
and the canvas forms a parachute. Anothor
touch on snother lever will stop the other
fans working, and like a hage biid the
pegasipede will ulowlp' and gracefully de-
scend to the ground.”

SACRED DEER IN JAPAN.

Tame Creatures to be Found in a Quecr
Mountain Town,

Humphrey ‘B. Kendrick, a former resi-
dent of Santa Barbars, Cal., who has just
returned to San Francisco from a residence
of several years in Japan, gives the Exam-
iner an interesting description of a little
mountain town named Nara in that eoun-
try:

“Everyone, or almost everyone, in Nara
has a deer,” gaid Mr. Kendrick, ‘‘and they
are as plentiful there as dogs in an Awmeri-
can town, while around the temples are
great numbers, all sacred to the Japanese.
And they are very tame, coming up even
to the stranger and almost begging for gin-
gerbread, of which they are very fond, and
whigh the tanrist is expected {o buy for
them. When the emperor, a great many
years ago, came into Nara, and Nara, you
know, was the first capital of Japan,
he rode on a white deer, and that at once
made the deer eacred, and at the
game $ime it became fashionable to
own one, and now ‘they -~ are the
most common thing to be seen in the place
unless it be lanterns, which are actually
withont number and of every kind and
quality. A lantern in Japan is very differ-
ent from one here, for there they are stone
pillars, although there arg some of metal,
and made to be suspende .),I eaw gome of
bronze in one of the temples which had
been brought from Holland long ago. But,
while there are 80 many. the Japanese will
never count them. That would be a very
wicked thing in the sight of the gods, who
keep the number a cureful secret. And
though sacrilegions foreigners have m:de
the attempt no two of them have ever
counted them the same. Another feature
is the goldfish ponds—no such fish as you
“gee here, but 12 and 14 inches long and of
such a deep color, darker than orange even.
And those with the fantails are beantiful.
All of the ponds and lakes are full of them,
and as the water is very clear it is a mar-
vellous thing to stand on the shore and
watch them dart through the ripples, and
when out in a boat the very bottom as-
sumes a golden hue.”

How We Taste,

If it has been a dull week in commit-
tee, not 8o in the lobbies and caucuses,
nor in the private councils of ministers
and their supporters. Two Gladstonians
have abandoned their part —Mr. Bolton
and Mr. Saunders—a third, Sir Edward
Reed, has revolted against Irisn dicta
tion, which is pretty much the same
thing as withdrawing himself from the
jurisdiction of the Gladstonian whips,
and a fourth, whose name need ‘not be
mentioned just yet, is under grave sus-
picion of disloyalty.

How Lead Pencils Are Made.

Few people are aware of the difficul-
ties that were surmounted in the manu-
facture of the common lead pencil. In
the first place the graphite of which it
is mado is rarely found sufficiently ho-
mogenous to allow pencil lead to be cut
from it, so it is always ground to pow-
der and then pressed into blocks. The
great difficulty was to press tho blocks
until the graphite was hard caough to
use, and for many years overy effort in
this direction was defeated by the crum-
bly nature of the material. Finally a
device was employed that exhausted the
air, after whioh the blocks were again
pressed, and when this was done the ma-
terial was found to be as hard as when
talen from the quarry, But thousands
upon thousands of dollars were spent in
experiments before the result was reach-
ed.—8t.
