Il. The objects of this Association shall be to promote the

stablishment of Sabbath Schools wherever it is deemed
racticable, and tc encourage and strengthen those already in
xistence. The means to be chiefly relied upon to effect
iese objects will be by maintaining a correspondence with
he various schools throughont the country by means of an
gent or Agents, whenever praciicable, and by the cheapand
ratnitous distribution of Library and other Books, suitable for

Sabbath School instruction.

IIL. It is intended that this Society shall embrace members

f various Evangelical denomnations, and the Books put in

irculation by it will ot interfere with the peculiarities of

hose denominations.

1V. The government of this Society shall be vested in a

resident, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Corresponding and Re-
ording Secretaries, Depositary, and a Committee, composed

t the resident Ministers of the Gospel, and twelve laymen,
selected from the various congregations ; whose duty it will
be to enact By-Laws, and form Rules for the more minute
details of the operations of this Society, and to devise and
execute all such measures as they may deem expedient for
promoting the objects contemplated in its organization
five of whom will form a quorum for the transaction of busi-
ness.

_ V. The annual payment of a sum not less than 5s. will en-
title to membership; and the payment of £2 10s. at any one
time, to life-membership.

VI. The Annual Meeting of this Society shall be held at
such time and place as the Committee may direct, when will
be submitted the T'reasurer’s Report for the past year, and a
detailed statement of all the operations of this Society, and any
other intelligence of interest relating to the cause of Sabbal
Schools at large

VIIL. No alteration, or amendment, to be made to the fore-
going articles of Constitution without the concurrence of two-
thirds of the members present at a general meeting ; notice
of the proposed alteration having been given to the General
Committee at least one month previous.

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EIGHTEENTH ANNUAL REPORT.

The Committe~ of the Canada Sabbath School Union,
in presenting the 18th Annual Report Leg to submit the
following summary of the contents of the seventv-five Re.
turns which have been received up to tne present date,
and of the operations of the Association during the year
1854. It is proper to premise that thesc Returns re-
port 4,240 pupils taught by 696 teache)

Although the Reporters in several cuses do not attesy
any decided or remaikable spuritual progress in their
schools, still frequent attestation is borne to the fact that
the teachers are encouraged in their labours by perceiv-
ing a laudable progress in Scriptural knowledge from a
growing desire of reading God’s Word. In consequence,
satisfaction is generally expressed that the pupils evince
great earnestness and sedateness of behaviour. Several

teachers and more advanced pupils are reported to have
hopefully connected themselves with the membership of
their respective churches. Oune school in this city, com=
prising 200 pupils, reports 26, and one in Upper Canada
reports 12. It is our hope and prayer that these
youthful disciples may become useful to the Church.
With regard to the cause of Missions, the contributions
seem generally to have been regulated by the relative

circumstances of the individual schouls. The number is
emall in which no missionarv contribution is raised, while

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in a few schools large sums, that would be creditable as

quent upon the engagement of an Agent,acting under
the direction of the Union, for a period of about two
months. Thus this school will have the satisfaction
of estimating the results of its own liberality in the Sab-
bath School cause by the Agent’s report. It is worthy
of notice that several sckools have contributed hand-
somely towards sending copies of the New Testament
to China. The I'rench Canadian Mission and the Lon-
don Tract Society have not been overlooked in these con.

tributions. Mention is occasionally made of the distri-

bution of the contents of Mission-boxes according to the
wishes of the youthful contributors. It is pleasing to
find such sums contributed by the youny for such purposes,
as it holds out the prospect that in after-life they will not
be found backward in supporting, according to their
means, the various Christian enterprises carried on in the
districts wherein their lot may be cast,

Although the Missionary and Sabbath School Record of
the Union continues to be issued, considerably enlarged
and improved, and at the former low cost, still it does
not command the desirable circulation. This may be
partly accounted for by stating that some very excellent
competitors in this department of Christian labour, so
worthy of all commendation and support, have within
these few years entered the field,and obtain a preference
in certain quarters.

very beneficiul effects resulting in many ways to locali.
ties from the establishment of Sabbath Scltools.  Among
these may be briefly noticed the following. There is
a marked improvement in the reverential ohservance of
the Sabhath in many localities where formerly this Holy
Day used to be desecrated by idle roaming in the fields
or streets, shooting or otherwise. Attendance at the
Sabbath School, besides other advantages, affords suita.
ble employmentto the young themselves on the Sabbaths,
and through them not unfrequently to their parents, es.
pecially by supplying reading of an attractive and safe
tendency from the volumes of the Libraries and from the
Missionary periodicals, now very commonly distributed

ar

in most schools. According to some of the statements,
ungodly parents have been occasionally led, through the
exemplary conduct of their Sabbath School-going children,
to attend the public worship of God, and to thank Him
for the Sabbath School. Thus these schools exert a
silent influence on the adult portion of the community.
M. Elias 8. Oir, St. Andrew’s, C. E., acting as Agent
of the Union in that section of the country, reports very
favorably of eight Schools, expressing regret that he
accomplished so littie, owing chiefly to the prevalence of
cholera in the surrounding neighbourhoods, the pressure
of business during the week, and the care of an interest.
ing Sabbath School. Cousiderable life has been infused
into the schools of this district. He concludes thus:
“The expense which I have incurred is so trifling that [
will make no account of it, and, as to remuneration of
my labours, I wish to do what I can to promote the inter-
ests of the Kingdom of Christ without fee or reward.—

Mr. Montreal Sabbath Schools—The Wesleyan.

The Secretary of the Wesleyan schools has sent us their

nnual Report, and we gladly lay a few extracts from it

fore our readers. Itcontains interesting facts, and is

rawn up in a very concise and perspicuous style.

The number of children now upon the books is 769,
owing a decrease of 48 upon the total of last year,a fact
hichis to be deplored, but brought about by uncontrolable
rcumstances. The average attendance for the year is
23, a number which, under ordinary circumstances, the
ommittee would regard as far too low; but which, consid-
ring the principal events ofthe past summer, is, perhaps,
fair average.

124 teachers are engaged in communicating instruc-




tion to the scholars, in reference to whom, the books sh
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an average attendance that is commendable.

Upwards of 140,000 Scripture verses have been ¢
mitted to memory during the year ; and, when it is
membered that each of those verses is good, and that,j
many cases, a single verse of Scripture is the gospel ¢
tomised, it will be seen that a large measure of
seed of divine truth has been sown in the memories
the scholars ; and that good hope may be cherished th
that seed will, sooner or later, germinate, and yield
abundant harvest to the praise of God. The libraries
the schools contain upwards of 1000 volumes.

From one of the Schools one teacher and four schol
have been removed by death., Ofthe teacher—says
Secretary of the school to which she belonged,—* H
constancy and earnestness will long be remembered, n
only by her class, butalso by her fellow teachers. 8
rests from her labours, and her works will follow her.”

Of one of the scholars it is said—* Her death w
riumphant. The lessons of the Sabbath School b
made deep impressions ; her heart had been given to h
Saviour : and, in the last trying hour, her Saviour was h
support.” While this is said of one, of the four it is stat
—¢ there is ground for good hope in their death.”

The Superintendent of another school says—*“ Th
of our scholars are meeting in class, There have be
3 deaths during the year; one, that of a youth, 17 or |
years of age. He had been connected with the sch
from early childhood, experienced religion last winte
during a protracted meeting, and, by his subsequent co
duct, afforded proof ofa deep and saving change. Hise
was peace.”

In the report of a third school it is said—* There ha
been 11 conversions during the year. 15 of the scholars
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ting in class. Among these are some of whom it may
said---“ They adorn their profession of faith in Christ,
d who will,if watched over and guided, become estb-
hed Christians, and useful members of the church,”
Another thing not to be overlooked is the effort made
the scholars to help on the great Mission cause. The
ount raised during the year, by boxes—filled to a great
tent by their own money—is £52 14s 6d, whilst that
ised by the Christmas coilecting cards is £93 19s 8d mak-
g a total of £146 13s 9d, a sum in itsell considerable,
d affording a fine illustration of early self-denial and
rmestness in a good work.

The Committee feels that this is no time for relaxation
effort in behalf of the young. Duty is as plain as
er it was. The Sabbath School is rot a mere foster
hild, it is the own child of the church ; and, as its mother,
eis bound to cherish it. Nothing can exonerate the
lurch from her duty in reference to the children. Many

I have no report from the superintendent, I cannot say precisely wh
the average attendance is.

2nd. Union Sabbath School, East Settlement. This school seen
to be efliciently conducted under the superintendence of Mr. Jams
Draper. The occasion of my visit was an interesting one, I ha
not received any report from the superintendent.

3rd. Union Sabbath School, Thomas® Gore. Thig school, of whi
T had occasion to speak so [avorably last year, is not now so prospe
ous. It istobe hoped that efforts will be put forth by those conce
ed for its resuscitation. I have received no report from the superi
tendent.

4th. Union Sabbath School, Lachute. This school continues to
the largest with which I have any acquaintance in any count
neighborhood. In this echool my Sabbath mornings were passed i
the days of my boyhood, and the associations connected with thes)
bygone days can never be obliterated from my mind.

5th. Free Church Sabbath School, Lachute. This school is eff
ciently conducted by the pastor of the church, the Rev. Thoms
Henry, whose report will give you the information required.

6th. Union Sabbath School, East School house, Chatham, Th
zeal of the superintendent and others connected with this school §
worthy of commendation.

Each pupil repeatsa
few verses of Scripture or some psalm or hymn previously given out
by the teacher.

A
great proportion joined this 2lass, both of boys and girls. The num-
ber on the roll was 59, and great animation existed among the young
ones as well as the teachers. The school continues open from May
till October. The Superintendent hae Bible classes during winter for
the teachers and more advanced young people in the neighborhood.
The other schools in the district are well attended, and are very
encouraging.

' that in addition to the former stock of WORKS, suited for Sabbath

| School Libraries, they have received from the Religious Tract So-
ciety, Sunday School Union of London, and Sunday School Union
of New York, an additional supply, among which are some ot the
latest publications of these excellent institutions, all of which will be
sold at cost and charges, They have also received a further supply
of LIBRARIES suitable for Sabath Schools, which, for the present,
will be furnished under the usual regulations to poor schools, for £3
10s currency, although valued at £6 15s sterling, and consisting of
101 volumes; also Libraries at £2 and £2 10s, of 100 volumes each,
all well bound.

As uncertainty and confusion have arisen when books have been
given on condition of being paid for, if the amount could be collected ;
to prevent this, and enable them to know at once the real state of
the accounts, the Committee have resolved to dispose of the stock
only by distinet sale or donations. In the former case, therefore,
orders will require to be accompanied with the money, or guarantee
of payment. With respect to donations, schools will be eupplied
either in part or to the whole extent of their wants, on proper repre=
sentations being made, The Committee trust, however, that consid-
ering the expense of carrying on the operations of the Society, and
of supporting the Depository, schools will inake it a matter of con-
science net to solicit aid, until they have used every exertion in
their respective neighbourhoods to procure the means of purchase ;
and that if afterwards able, they will make a donation, according to
their ability, in aid of the funds of the Society.

The further conditions on which schools are supplied with books
at the Society’s low prices, or gratuitously, are as tollows: that ap-
plication be signed by at least three responsible individuals, pledging
themselves that proper instructions will be given in the schools for
which the books are required ; that the books will be carefully pre-
served ; that at the end of each year, a report of the school will be
transmitted to the Corresponding Secretary of this Society, embracing
the number of teachers and scholars enrolled, with their average at-
lendance, the state of the Library, and any intercsting facts relative
1o the religious condition of the school.
