The attention of the mercantile community

neral Thanksgiving. The inducements arc so 
obvious as to require no lengthened or elaborate 
arguments te commend them to pious minds, or 
even to those who make no particular profes­
sions of religion. The generality of persons are 
accessible to motives of gratitude for either mer­
cies received or calamities averted. We are 
ready to assume that the general feeling of the 
population of the Province is in favour of the de­
vout observance of a day of grateful acknow­
ledgment to the Supreme Governor of the na­
tions. As far as we have had an opportunity of 
judging, the Press generally has acquiesced in 
the propriety of this recommendation ; at feast 
we have perceived no general hostility to It.
