It seems 
that she shipped 40,000 rupees at Madras, to 
be landed at Trinetmialec—a port quite out 
of the regular route, and not included in the 
arrangements for Postal Service—wbçre 
t Le Steamers occasionally touch for the con­
venience of Government, as in this instance. 
The Captain seems to have had some little 
misgiving about Ihe deviation from his 
L-suai course ts he requested permission to 
leave Madras two hours earlier that the 
time fixed to enable him to make Trinco- 
malee before the evening of the following 
day. This request was not complied with, 
however, and consequently it was dark 
w hen the Steamer neared the coast. What­
ever distrust there may have been before 
appears to have been new displaced by a 

l elles» temerity. The evening was clear 
and unclouded, the weather was calm, and 
in nautical phrases, there was no sea on. 
Tbe land was plainly discernible at a dis­
tance of about iwo miles, yet the steam was 
kept up to give tbe foil speed of eleven 
knots an hour, at which speed the down­
ward ran had been made. The harbor of 
Trioeomalee L one of the most magnificent 
in the world, and is indicated by a light 
situated on a bold headland, easily seen at a 
considerably disiance in the direction in which 
it is approached.

It is cer­
tain, however, that St Colin is now at 
L'icknow, although all that has been com­
municated by Government concerning his 
movements is the simple fact that he has 
taken tbe Dilkoosha after some severe skir­
mishing, and captured one gun. We share 
the common impression that intelligence of 
much greater importance is in the hands of 
Government, hot that tbe authorities desire 
to communicate it exclusively, reserving its 
publication here, as is not unfrrquanlly done, 
until after the steamer has gone.

ffl, Guizot on Protestant Schools 
in France.

The Dibals of yesterday publishes a 
speech delivered by M. Guizot, in presid­
ing, on Saturday iast, at an annual meeting 
of the Society for ihe Encouragement of 
Primary Instruction amongst the Protestants 
of Fiance. In (be course of his address he 
said

*• I have spoken to you of means. I have 
a few words to say about obstacles. 1 ad­
dressed you on the subject three years ago. 
VVe had not then, nor Lave we now, any 
doubts as to tbe just and friendly intentions 
of tbe superior power. AH tbe evil pro­
ceeds from either the prejudices, the pusil­
lanimity, or the levity of certain local auth^- 
rities, and from that want of serious respect 
for tbe law, which is tbe supreme evil of 
our country and our time. This iaw slid 
exists, gentlemen, it appear eren to have 
increased. Tbe law gives to local autho­
rities tbe right to oppose Ihe opening of 
schools in the interest of public morals and 
order. This right is abu.-e i. Under the 
pretence of morals and public peace Protes­
tant schools have been interdicted, and even 
closed, lor the sole reason that they are Pro- 
testant. We have seen in more than one 
place Protestant worship recognized, estab­
lished, practised, bot by the side of the open 
and crowded Church there is no school. 
Parents have been able to worship God ac­
cording to iheir fai’h, but qpt to bring up 
their children in their faith. Such an

From the balile-field we went iu the 
afternoon to Selim Gbur, and thence along 
the fortifications by the river.

Vain the stern vi­
sa?» and august protia mations of the Lord 
Cuief Justice. The solemn claims of bis 
wig, his chain, his sciGet robe, his black 
cap, buug significantly on one side of his 
chair, were all disiegarded. The wigs and 
chains of the fitteeu Judges would have 
proVvd powerless in the endeavor to awe 
down the audience. Every cheer was the 
epomineous burst of our English patriotism, 
—not to be menaced from its genuine hospi­
tality to the exile by the vaunts of power,— 
not to be down-trodden in its path of freedom 
by the iron heel ot the despot. Bernard is 
still-a prisoner, and ha« to be trted on cer­
tain oiber counts, not capital. He has been 
admitted to bail on providing recognizances 
to tbe amount of two thousand pounds.— 
Very just strictures have been made in our 
English journals on tbe speech of the pri­
soner's counsel, Mr. Edwin James, Q C. It 
w«s undoubtedly a most eloquent perform- 
ance,—but about as wide of the mark as it 
could possibly be. There was Utile of the 
technicality ol law,—iiitle sifting cf the evi­
dence brought forward in the prosecution,— 
little of the learned and ingenious play of 
legal tortuousness ;—it was an uncompro­
mising and, withering philippic against 
the Emperor of the French ; and every 
word of it must have been a baib in the 
heart of him against whom it was hurled. 
The insults of the French Colonels are 
avenged,—for nothing could be m ire galling 
than that at tbe time-honored and solemn 
bar of English Justice,—in presence ol tbe 
august Judges of the land and a crowd­
ed Court,—at n m -nient when the ears of 
nil Europe were eauerly listening to every 
word,—an English counsel sboulu protest lor 
hours against the despotism of the ruler of 
France, aod hold him up to universal and 
eternal execration as having defied all laws 
of humanity and rig!.:—trodden down patri­
otism and justice, at U reared tie throne of 
his rule upon a ahuc are of cruelty and 
blood.

It is said 
that the farmers of England will give you 
anything but their money. If you solicit 
charity for yourself or others, there is bread, 
cheese, beer,—there is a sack ot potatoes or 
wheat,—there is a ham or a side of bacon,— 
but of the coin of the realm not a sixpence. 
The English people ere like their farmers, 
You mav lax their he r, their tobacco, their 
bouses, their dogs, ti err snuff, their light, 
their water, their air,—but spare their in­
come !

From the reports of last night’s Parlia- 
uien:, received since this letter was begun, 
it appears that the charge against Bernard 
will he no furiber proceeded with, on the 
ground of a well-kno -n rr txim ot law, that 
no man ought to ba brought twice into jeo­
pardy tor the same offence. The Timer 
very properly designates the whole aftair a 
legal bungle and a gross political blunder. 
Bernard ii prosecuted as a misdemeanant 
in tec first instance, v ould have been con­
victed,—but liaviry; been tried on tbe capi­
tal chart»-', and acquitted, he escapes with 
absolute impunity. Much as one deprecates 
the Lne of action pursued by Louis Napo­
leon, and much as or - glories in this coun­
try's prerogative to screen the exile and the 
outcast, one must nevertheless regret that a 
man of Benard’s cbanicter should have es­
caped punishment entirely. A salutary and 
seasonable imprisonment would have been 
a desirable and succe ful hint to refugees 
that they are not to abuse tbe hospitality of 
this laud by makiog it the sphere of conspi­
racy and plotted aasa -.nation.

We have not yet recovered from the 
pressure of the financial crisis. There is 
very little trade and less confidence. Tbe

Silver 
trowel s are becoming matters of weekly oc­
currence. Foundation stones are almost
common-place. Every body seems ____
guine.

School ; and all with good reason. Above 
all the religious tone of Methodism is rising.

rent along with two others to study for tbe min 
istry in Gorebam College in ’his Province. He 
carried with him high testimonials as to charac­
ter from the Rev. Messrs. Waubridge and Hen 
derson of Demerara, and during bis stay in this 
Province his conduct was in perfect harmony 
with bis professions as a follower of Jeeux His 
testimonials from Professors Tomkins and Cor­
nish of Gorebam College—Professor Reid, of 
Dalhousib College, and Professors King, Lyall, 
and MeKoight ol the Free Presbyterian College 
(under all of whom he had studied) were in the 
highest degree satisfactory both as to general 
good conduct and diligence and proficiency in 
Lis studies.

The shadow which Ibe death of the Rev. 
Dudley A. Tvng has thrown over the communi­
ty seems lo have deepened from the hour oi ils 
first anoouncement. Stricken down in the very 
flower ol manhood, when, to all appearances, Ihe 
field ol bis oielylness was widening, and under 
circumstance* so painful, the effets Lia been like 
a marvellous dispensation ol Providence.

At Ihe noonday meetings for public worship— 
with which Mr. Tyng’s pretence was peculiarity 
identified prior lo the lata! accident—his death 
has become the absorbing tbeme. Tbe cloeing 
scenes of his life, as described by one ol hi* 
brethren in tbe minietry at tbe Jayne’» Hall 
meeting, yesterday, was a most thrilling narra­
tive, and ‘seemed to move evety heart present. 
Indeed,aa the minister—who was an eje wilnes* 
to the scene—proceeded with the «impie «late, 
ment ol the last word* addressed by tbe dying 
man to those around him, all eyer were suffused 
with tears, and an uninformed stranger entering 
the room, might have thought himsclt in a vast 
congregation ol mourner*

From tbe lime ol the fatal accident lo one 
hour previous to his death, Mr. Tyng had an 
unfaltering confidence in h;» recovery, and even 
converted freely and hopefully, upon what, as 
he believed, Providence had designed to teach 
him, in the dl«iwnsat,on to which he was being 
subjected. He believed it was intended to pro­
mote bis greater efficiency as a minister ol tbe 
tioepel, and he looked forward with bright hopes 
when be should again be able to preach as be had 
never done before. About one hour before bis 
dissolution, bis family fearing that bis hopes of 
recovery were groundless, approached him with 
tbe solemn intimation that in all probability be 
was soon lo leave them. Hie physician entering 
the chamber at Ibe insiant, Mr. Tyng spoke to 
him ol these tears, lie doctor's reply was, that 
they were only too true—that his time was fast 
drawing to a close. Tbe dying man with the 
same heroic spirit which never forsook him 
through all bis sufferings, received Ibe solemn 
announcement with the utmost resignation, an­
swering only, “ Then it is wei!—it is very well 
God’s will oe done.”

After a few moments of composure, he called 
his friends present,and tbe members of bis fam­
ily to his bedside, to bid them a last farewell.— 
He thankgd his physician, who is not a profess­
ing Christian, for his kind attention, warning 
him with great ter.dern.vs lo lose no time ia 
giving himself to that Saviour who was now sus­
taining him in the hour of trial. To each oi bin 
children he gave au affectionate farewell, hoping 
that, by tbe grace of God, and the care ot a de­
voted mother, they might be early brought “ to 
know their Saviour." To his wile who has min­
istered to him with so much direction and fiifyli y 
all through hi* illness, be included m bis paftirg 
words the request that she would use her endea­
vors to bring tbeir boys up to the ministry. He 
was now to say lorewcll to his venerable father, 
the Rev. Steven H. Tyng, D. D. Taking bis 
aged jiaient by Ihe hand, be izid with much 
earnestness, “ Stand op for Jcsut ! father ; 
stand np for Jesus 1 and tel! my brethren in the 
ministry, wherever you meet them, to Stand up 
for Jesus !"

At tbe close of this solemn ceremony, feeling 
that he was approaching bis end, be requested 
those around him to sing a hymn. After a mo­
ment of silence, bis own wile, notwithstanding 
tbe «olemii circumstances under which thi« re­
quest was made, commenced singing ibe beauti- 
lui hymn—nude doubly so by its appropriate-

Tbe negro leader Baez is shot 
up in the walled city of San Domingo, where he 
ven's bis verocity on tbe white citizens, whom 
he retains amid the horrors of seige, in some sort 
as hostages for his own final escape. Mr. Elliot, 
tbe American consul, and Lis lady, Dona Merced 
de la Roche, (the danghter of one of the noblest 
old white families of the island,) are daily sub- 
jected to base and studied insults. Tbe United 
States flag has been repeatedly dragged through 
the street» and trampled upon by negro mobs ; 
tbe Consul’s wife kissed at in the streets, and 
followed home from cborch with language too 
vile to be repeated; American seamen and ves 
eels have been illegally sacrificed ; and, in brief, 
every form of outrage that negro spite could in­
vent baa been heaped upon citizens, for the sin­
gle crime of being white men and Americans ; 
and no* a ship of war shows itself lor their re­
lief.— Wathinyton Slate».

Mr. Gough and Dr. Lkks—I have for­
borne in my previous letter» alluding to a pain-’ 
ful subject, to which I must now refer.
