God had the masees in view before we bad.
Christ had them in view when be eaid to his
friends, * Oa this rock I build my Cbureh.” He
set t:o New Dispensation out with an orgsniss-
tion for the evangeligation of the masses ; and
that organigation was his Chureh. 'The right
srm of the Church, humanly speaking, is the
Pulpit. Extempore platforms will do for an
itinerant preacher or su army chaplais, or for s
o'ty missionary here and there. But, as a per-
manent end thorough work, there is and can be
n0 snbstitute tor the pulyit, as that word is or-
dinarily uoderstood : = pu'pit enshrined among
pews. The messcs, if they get the Gospel at
all, must get it from the pulpit and in the pews.
This is simply Christ's permanent plsa. You
must have the masses before you if you are ia
1he pulpit, and witk you if you are in the pews.
O(herwise you cannot evangeiise them, do what
you may.

And this bricgs us to the one great practical
question for the church to consider—how to get
ut the masses. If the Cleveland Convention can
solve this problem, it has not met in vain.

The masses are poor, and they are not to be
found in grest numbers in our city churches:—
notwithstanding Christ’s grand law, * That the
poor have the Gospel preached unto them.” The
poor, as & general thing, sre uvosble to hire pews
in our Churches ; and such is our Ameriosn pride,
that they will not throrg frec churehes. They
wiil not submit to be sorted off into s distinet
class, with penury ss the badge, and cherity
thrown to them.

Besides, this is not Christ's wey. 8o far es
the Chureh becomes aristocratic and exclusive,
it departs from the law of Cbrist's bouss, and
shuts the door agsinst those poor whom be would
gladly feed with breed. 1f pew-rents are 80 high
as that persons of quite moderate means are un-
able to pay them; iben the pulpit,so far as they
are conoerned, * speaketh into the air.” Aadin
most of our cities the rate of pew-rents actually
excludes the poor,—~ibe widow of emall means,
and the oclerk, and the day laborer, and the
journeyman mechanie. And yet we continue to
pray that God's kingdom may come ! and that
the masses may be evangelised |

“ The church expenses are great, sod must be
defrayed by the pews.” Bat may not those ex-
penses be 00 great? And if not, must they
come out of the pews? s any other way of
meeting these expenses impossible? Where
there is & will there is s way., The Papists have
always found out & wsy of baving both costly
churches and high church ezpenses slong with
the masses in the house—the “ rich and the poor
meeting together.” And the Scotch bave such
a way. And our Puritan ancestors had sach &
way. And we, without contradiction, musé flad
out some such way : elee the masses, spurning
our invidious and segregating schemes of evan-
gelising them, will withbold their feet more sad
{ more from the ssnetuary, snd trample upon the
Seboath with & bolder tread, and, at last, loosen
all God's yoke from off their necks.

We are bold to say that Protestantism is &
failure if It is unable to give the Gospel to the
poor. It is abundantly able, but it is not work-
ing wisely now in this direction. We would dis-
pense with pews altogetber if tbereby we could
win the poor to come and take the bread of life
by the side of rich sicners. It would be & bless-
od change for our wealthiest congregations if
they could bave the messes from the cellars and
garrets of the thronged city pouring into their
splendid temples to learn the way to be saved.
And we must come to this if we would eonvert
the masses to Carist.

Lloyd in due time was gathered to his fathers,
and the cuffee-bouse disappeared to muke wa)y
for new streets and bandsome buildings ; still
the name olung to the socisty, snd has done s0
ever since. The members of Lioyd’s pay sn so-
pual fee, for whick they bave the use of an un-
derwriters’ room, s oeptain’s room, a readicg
room, sa ioquiry cffice, snd otber epartmsnts.
The affairs are meneged by a comm.itee, com-
prising equsl numbers of ehip-pwoers, under-
writers and merobanta. The primary object of
all the members alike is, to give what may be
called o charaster to every sbip in the British
merchant serviee ; an estimate founded on ber
sise, shape, build, materials, age and condition.
A merchant can thus tell whether a ship in which
bis goods are about to be placed is likely to be
trustworthy, or has & “ good sharset<: ;" anun-

derwriter can tell whetter a ship which 2 is
about to issue should pay s high or low rate ol
premium—tbe higher according to its age or un-
soundness ; and shipowners can iell what ought
80 to be the relative values of different ships by
the same test.

You think,
however, that you can dispense with all the
Evangelists, and prove the dogma of immersion
from one Greek word, and thereby prove that
immersion is baptism, and that nothing else is,
It is on that particular point I now wish to give
you my opinion. If I mistake not, your position
is something like this: “ Baptism is the immer-
sion in water ol a suitable candidate, in the
name of the Father, of the Son, and ot the
Holy Ghost.” You say, *the word which proves

that baptism is immersion only, is daptizo, which
has been merely transferred to our language,
by changing the Greek for Roman letters, and
altering the termination.” You further say,
whether of your own knowledge or not, that
 Professor Stuart, Professor Ripley, various
classical Greek writers, and all lexicographers
and critics of any note, agree that immersion is
the primary meaning of the word daptizo.” If
lawyers were as good authority in all cases, as
the law itself, your position in the midst of such
a host, would be impregnable. It occurs to me,
however, that I may grant you all you contend
for, if you will only be satisfied with it. All
then that the Greek word decides is that baptizo
in Greek is daptizo, or translated into English,
it proves that immersion is immersion, just as in
French, Coup de soleil means Coup de soleil, but
translated into English it means a sun stroke ;
