Winter with us is unusually mild. 
The weather prophet of Montreal, Mr. 
Vennor, ihtimated through the “ Mon­
treal witness,” in November, what kind 
of winter we were to have ; and, so far, 
he is undoubtedly a true prophet. 
The present state of things is just as 
he predicted. Our roads are nearly 
bare. Sleighs have to be put aside ; 
buggies are heard rattling by in all di­
rections V while the industries of the 
Province, as regards lumbering and 
teaming, have received a serious check. 
A cold winter is a necessity in Canada. 
Without it the forests cannot be reach­
ed, and the thousands of men who pre-

Cre tire-wood, logs for saw-mills, and 
rk, are at a loss for employment, mak­

ing the hard times decidedly harder. 
Business men as well as the operative 
classes in these eastern townships com­
plain loudly. Money is light, factor­
ies are shut down or running half lime, 
and slate-quarrieé are working at re­
duced wages. It was said at the recent 
meeting of the Dominion Board of Trade 
that this depression is caused, to some 
extent, by over-production, and to the 
want of a protective tariff for home 
productions, thus placing these Provin­
ces on an unequal footing with the 
United States, whose manufactures 
are heavily protected. It may appear 
somewhat startling, but it is actually 
the fact, that slate can Ire imported 
from across the line and sold at a cheap­
er rate than it can be procured for from 
our own quarries. A Canadian does 
nothing by exporting slate to the Uni­
ted States, while Jonathan has it pretty 
much his own way when feuding the 
Canadian market. The present stag­
nancy is but temporary. With the 
Opening of spring fairer prospects will 
present themselves. Just as nature by 
the circulation of her juices, tbo plough­
ing of her soil, the sowing of seed, will 
assume a revived aspect ; so will eer 
tain instrumentalities lead to a quicken­
ing o1 manufacturing, jgriuultuçjn-r ami 
Commercial life, to the advancement ot 
the country and the joy of its peoplt1.

We felt afraid land, Botterell, Bate, of the English

others. The station is not what it was, 
either financially or religiously. Heavy 
blows were struck years ago at our 
cause in Melbourne by a tribe of reli­
gious gipseys called Adventists, result­
ing in the secession of several families.

TEMPERANCE.

The temperance people heré are agi­
tating the passing bv thé Dominion 
Parliament of a prohibitoay law. Re­
cently an attempt was n ade to induce 
the Richmond Countv Council to adopt 
the Dunkin Act as the law of the coun­
tv in the matter of the liquor traffic. A 
petition was presented and its claims 
urged by a deputation of temperance 
workers ; but the Philistines were too 
strong ; the petition was voted down, 
and the present state of things sustain­
ed. Dame Rumor says that two disci­
ples of Esculapius, one mayor of a 
town some ten miles distant, and 
strongly opposed to making men sober 
by Act of Parliament, the other follow­
ing the profession in Richmond, and a 
temperance adyocate, had a most de­
termined tilt over the issue.

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LETTER FROM THE CHAIRMAN 

THE TRURO DISTRICT.
Mr. Editor,—As the March Quarterly 

meetings are approaching, and as already 
notice has been given for the presentation 
of candidates for examination, I think it 
proper that attention should be called in 
official circles to the financial aspects of 
our work, and to the prospects and pro­
babilities of support for young men, who 
may be recommended by our District 
meetings, to be received into our Minis- 
try. vSo far as my own District is con­
cerned, much as I desire that every circuit 
within the bounds of our Conference 
should have a minister, and that all our 
people should enjoy the regular ministra­
tions of the sanctuary ; yet I cannot see 
it my 3nty to encourage any young man 
in ttiè expectation of being employed tar 
the ensuing year, except in the event of 
an independent circuit, guaranteeing the 
full amount of a young man’s claims. Of 
course we will make an exception, in the 
case of any young man, or number of 
young men presenting themselves, with a 
view of obtaining the advantages of our 
Educational Institutions at Sackvfllé.

In view of the presjent enormous defic­
iencies on dependent circuits, and t.he ac­
tual poverty of many of the circuits in 
these times of commercial depression—of 
which I think Mr. Editor, after all we bare 
not heard too much, for why should we 
stifle discussion and thns hide the real as­
pect of things—I respectfully ask all can­
did men, if a system of rigid economy, and 
retrenchment in expenditure, should not 
be inaugurated at the next Conference ? 
and if every Chairman of a District, and 
representative of a District, on the Sta­
tioning Committee, should not duly con­
sider whether he has flot come to this po­
sition for such a time as the present ?

We have heard a gréât deal in some 
quarters about taking out all the young 
Bien available both at home and abroad, 
and trusting to the Lord for their sup­
port But after all may we not have been 
rebuked by Divine Providence for undue 
haste in this matter ? yul for a zeal which 
is not according to knowledge. If this is 
not so—I am inclined to use the words of 
Samuel to Saul, “ Then what meaneth this 
lowring of the Aten, and this bleating of 
the sheep, which I hear.” I might rather 
say this complaining of the shepherds. It 
is well with a people when there “ is no 

: breaking in. when there is no complaining 
in our streets.” Some have quite rebuked 
this complaining as savouring of mur- 
inuring against God ; but it has been for- 

! goten that it has been the erv of the labor­
er,” whom the Lord tells us *' k worthy of 

| his hire.” Would we rebuke such a cry 
Coming from a laborer iu any other de­
partment of -e-vice r* And shall we re­
buke the complaint of the Gospel laborer 
whose hire has been kept back from year to 
year, by the- church which engages to pay 
him wlnyt is just and equal, seeing he is " a’ 
servant of the church, and is engaged for 
a certain “ /n.-6,"which the Master himself 
recognises as just—to do his work. We 

^niay boast as we’wifl of our faith : but till 
■\e return to a principled bf jnstied and 

1 equality, in the payment of the claims of 
j. of qtir ministers—guaranteed to- them by 
the highest authorities of our church, we 
cannot expect .that pff .ee ;nd harmony— 
that ooniidencff «.and brotherly love—and

that satisfaction in onr work—which 
alone is the proof of God’s approving 
smile and blessing upon the work of onr 
hands. . “ Happy is the people that is in 
such a case.’.’-i We have not this happiness 
at present, I am sorry to say. I pray God 
it may ba steadily restored to us.

But this happy consummation so- dili­
gently to be wished, will depend upon our 
willingness or unwillingness faithfully to 
carry out the discipline of our church— 
to guard eacrediy each others rights and 
privileges, and to see that the ministry is 
equally distributed and sustained. Then 
and then only shall all causa of heart­
burning and complaint be removed from 
among us. . :L ”

, But what can be done to remove these 
complaints of which we have heard so 
much of late—I am glad to say with so 
much good feeling ? This is a vital ques­
tion. Something must be done.* Will every 
member of the Conference take it into 
his serious and prayerful consideration. 
But after all it most concerns the official 
members—the Stationing and the Mission­
ary Committees. Upon them mainly will 
devolve the duty ot appointing ministers 
to the circuits, and of considering what 
probabilities there may be for their com­
fortable maintenance and support—a most- 
important element connected with their 
responsibilities. I pray God we may all 
feel it so.iV . . > .

I venture to suggest some points that 
must come under consideration. 1st. As 
before intimated, our old Rule in relation 
to guaranteeing the full claims of young 
men that may be asked by any circuit— 
should be strictly acted upon this year. Let 
no circuit expect .or ask for a young man 
which cannot guarantee his full support 
for at least four years. . This may be 
thought to operate unjustly on such cir­
cuits as may ask fora young man, but are 
not able to pay but a part of his claim : as 
many young men have been, and wil} again 
be appointed to circuits, some of which, 
for the next fifty years or more must be a 
burden' upon our funds : ‘and then will 
probably not be able to support a married 
minister Wehave quite ignored our Rule 
of late years. Have we acted wisely ir 
so doing i1 . Disguise it as we may, the 
support of all the young men we take out 
on these dependent circuits, must in part 
be taken out of the pockets of the mar­
ried ministers who occupy dependent cir­
cuits : and their families must proportion­
ally be stinted in their comforts in conse- 
sequence. Nn ! however the Rule may 
operate, we can ignore it no longer, with­
out continuing the ground of complaint, 
and embarrassing ourselves still more. It 
may be relied upon that the grace and 
harmony of the Conference will depend 
upon our returning to this Rule, and all 
dependent circuits must see the access ty 
—not to say the justice of it—under pre­
sent circumstances. It cannot be thought 
that ministers with large families, whose 
claims must be met to a larger extent than 
at present is the etxse—can bear such a tax 
upnn their lawful elaims any longer. I 
cannot bat think that all our official 
Boards, and our people generally, will sus­
tain the Committee if they refuse every 
candidate that may offer this year, rather 
than that any further diminution of men 
of families shall take place. This is one of 
the matters of complaint.. I trust it will 
be considered in toe spirit which its im­
portance demands.

ranteeing his fall support for four years, 
at least. Let us again have resource to 
this Role. It wiU surely help ns to tide 
onr present difficulties. Our fathers act­
ed upon it, when these circuits were dis­
tricts, and kept promising young men on 
the list of reserve, year after year, till they 
could giuirantce their support. And iny 
the comfort in which many of them pass­
ed away to their reward in the skies, and 
the work which they have transmitted to 
us, beaj Witness to their w'sdom. Onr 
only path of safety is to follow in their 
footsteps.

2nd. I trust we shall duly consider, at 
the next Conference, the necessity qf econ­
omy in respect to removal expenses. This to 
a very serious matter, and has not tended 
in a little to otfT present difficulties. I 
feel almost ashamedihat our peopleehould 
know the enormous sum, not at &U unrea­
sonable under the circomstanece, which, 
at the last meeting of the Missionary 
Committee, we had to deduct from the 
amount granted by the Central Commit­
tee, to our Conference, for removal expen­
ses alone, before we could prqpeed to ap­
portion the grants to the différent cir­
cuits : as the removal expenses had to be 
met in full. Some removals on account 
ot distance, difficulty of transport, con­
siderably exceeded 8100 per family, and 
yet the brethren complained of loss. The 
aggregate sum was given by one of youg, 
correspondents. It was #1324,89., Bqjt* 
will we not learn a lesson from the past,, 
to teach us wisdom for the future. If but, 
§100 could have been saved from this sum. 
for distribution to the poorer circuits, in 
these stringent times, it would have' been 
deemed a boon. May we not next1 yeiir, 
by a due regard for economy—shy by- 
shorter and loss frequent removals, seee 
for distribution several hnudr id dollars. Ot 
course, Mr. Editor. I am not reflecting. 
Upon the past, but I am simply speaking1 
ot the possibility of improvement in tbq 
future. Better to keep some men fqur, 
years on a circuit—when all are satisfied 
—than make so many hearts sad, Vy tni" 
ing so-mneo money for the'pocrer cihhiiZ 
for expenses of removhk Indfeed irirty8 
not these excessiv- expenses for removal*,1 
from year to vear. endanger our itinoranW- 
system itself ?

5, The salvation Simeon taw, wat 

Jhvine. “ Mine eyes hare seen thy sal* 
ration.” He held in his arms the off­
spring of the skies. In the Child Jesus 
as in a mirror, he saw the face of God. 
Hearen was concentrated in the person 
of Christ. All the attributes dirine 
mat in him—a heavenly picture set in 
a human frame. A piece of mosaic* 
work is the skillful collection and ar­
rangement of coloured stones ; so Christ 
is heaven’s mosaic in an earthly form. 
This is why Simeon calls the Child 
Jesus the salvation of God. And is it 
not Divine ? The sun is as truly the 
sun, when it is below the horizon as 
when it is above it. It is as truly the 
sun when it is under an eclipse as when 
it shines in unclouded noon-day splen­
dour. So Christ, the sun of Righteous­
ness, rising on our world, is only 
eclipsed by his humanity, to shine out 
again when the eclipse is over. A man 
may close his ^eyea without renouncing 
his faculty of vision. So Christ merely 
closes the eyes of his Divinity for a 
time, to open them again as the light 
of the world, that men may read therein 
the silent eloquence of redeeming love.

C. This salvation is open to the vision of 
faith. “ Mine eyes have seen thy salva­
tion.’’ Tradition, true or false, says 
that Simeon was blind until this mo- 
meaffi, when his sight was restored, that 
he might see the Saviour. However, it 
was only by a spiritual faculty that he 
could see in the person of Jesus, the 
salvation of God. But his penetrating 
faith pierced the humble surroundings 
of the Saviour, and the thick veil that 
hid the future from ordinary view ; and 
he saw a world, degenerate and fugitive, 
brought back to the favour of God. 
“Mine eyes have seen thy salvation.” 
It was only by prospective faith that 
the patriarchs and prophets saw the 
Christ to be. And it is only by relec- 
tive faith that we, “ upon whom the 
ends of the world are come” can see 
Christ and his cross. O, faith is a 
mighty power, and omn«por,ent faculty.

depart in peace.” A summer sum-set 
is not more beautiful tiu^B this picture 
of the aged Simeon in the evening of 
life. See him with a song on his lips, 
Christ in his arm**, and heaven tn his 
eye! He has teen waiting all day to 
see the Lord’s Christ, and new that hie 
desire is gratified, he utters the swan­
song of Cue text < Lord, now lettest thou 
thy servant depart in peace for mine 
eye* have seen thy salvation.

L A eûtes if Christ it the consumma­
tion of hope. “ See Some and die.” 
was a common saying, in the palmy 
days of that queen of cities, Such was 
its magnificence, supremacy and historic 
prestige, that it was thought, no higher 
ambition could be cherished, than to 
see Borne, if it were but once in a life­
time. The temple of Diana was so 
dazzling, that the door-keeper, cried to 
them that entered : “ Mind your eyes.” 
We are told that some Turks, on seeing 
Mahomet's tomb, have been known to 
put out their eyes, lest they should de­
file them by again looking upon any 
meaner object. But what is Some, 
what is Diana's temple, what is Mahom­
et’s tomb, compared to Christ? The 
eye that see# Jesus is thrice-blessed. 
The heart that enjoys hie salvation is 
fully satisfied. Heaven itself has noth­
ing more to show than Jesus; and on 
earth, the pean of hope realized is, 
“ now lettest thou thy servant depart in 
peace, for mine eyes have seen thy 
salvation.”

2. A virion of Christ it the death of
rnarit carnal nature. Like those beasts 
of prey that prowl amid the forest- 
jungle, but which hasten to their lair, 
at the first dawn of morning ; our sins 
court the darkness, but coy and cower 
before the light of day. The sun-rise 
of salvation scorches and withers the 
rank weeds that overrun the heart ; 
while it causes the flowers of virtue to 
flourish, and the harvests of fruit to 
ripen. When Christ is born in the 
soul, it is high-time that the old man 
within us should die.

The over-hanging 
foliage is imaged in the placid glassy 
lake. The air is still. Only the mur­
muring brook and the beating heart, 
break the silence. Peace ! peace ! peace 1 
More peaceful still is the soul which, 
in death catches a vision of the Savi­
our’s face. No fear, no care, no foe, 
can mar its peace, or ruffle its sacred 
quiet. See it perched on a jutting crag 
on the banks of Jordan, waiting for the 
call of God to cross the narrow stream ; 
and while it waits it listens to the sweet 
music which is borne on the gentle 
breeze over the cold waters from the 
happy multitudes thronging the other 
side. Simeon’i song is life’s valedic­
tory: “ Now lettest thou thy servant 
depart in peace, for mine eyes have sçen 
thy salvation.”

t 4.A vision of Christ is a fitting com­
memoration of a born Saviour and a dy­
ing year.

At the jChristmas-tide the sun of 
salvation again rises upon us. But 
while Christ is born, the year is dying. 
The dying year has the Saviour in its 
arms. Then let it depart in peace.

Brethren shall this year die and no 
Saviour be born in our heart»? Nay, 
shall life’s sun set, and faith behold no 
sun-rise of Salvation ? We are dying 
«•at as the Old Year is dying. O, are 
we “waiting” for the consolation of 
Israel? Waiting, expecting, dsairiny

the rsdvent of Christ into the heart- 
th’,» is the attitude that God honours. 
Vyfho have been blessed with the first 
frying» and the beet visions? Why, 
the holy, piou*, patient waiters. Think 
of the Shepherds in the open fields.

Think of the seer of Patinos “in the 
spirit on the Lord’s day.” Think of 
Simeon in the temple. All these were 
holy waiters, and as such were honoured 
with the first tidings, and the brightest 
visions. The Saviour for whom we 
wait is not now a child as when Simeon 
saw him, he is a man, “ thf man Christ 
Jesus” in the maturity of his power, 
the nn»ridM.i> of his love, “ a light to 
lighten the gentiles and the glory of hie 
people Israel” And so honor him as 
we ought : we must become nothing- 
self must sink, just as the stars fade 
away before the rising su . And out 
of nothing shall spring a new creation. 
Luther used to say : “ It is the nature 
of God to nake something out of 
nothing ; therefore when one has already 
become nothing God may make some­
thing of him.”

REV- JOSEPH ENTWI8TLE.
A PBIMITIVS CHBISAIAN.

,* Meek, simple follower of the Lamb,
He lived, and spake and thought the 

same,
He joyfully conspired to raise,

His ceaseless sacrifice of praise.”
This excellent man was a native of 

Manchester, England, and became one 
of Mr. Wesley’s “ helpers,” in 1787, 
and for several years was known as the 
« The Boy Preacher ” of that city. He 
began thus to exercise his gifts when 
he was only sixteen years of age. He 
was the last survivor of those sent into 
the ministry by Mr. Wesley, was the 
first governor of the Theological Insti­
tution in 1834. and once had three 
sons in the ministry, which was a very 
rare occurrence.

Mr. Entwietle was much indebted to 
a religious training by his pious mother, 
by whom he was introduced to a circle 
of friends noted for their high religious 
character. The first Methodist preach­
er he ever heard was the Rev. John 
Walton, a man of eminent piety and 
usefulness. He was persuaded by a 
companion to attend a class meeting, 
and some time afterwards the same 
friend taught him to sing a hymn, 
which it was said all sung who knew 
their sins forgiven. (The hymn was “ My 
God I am thine,” etc., 205 Wesley’s 
hymns.) The singing had a great effect 
upon him, and soon he was connected 
with the happy band who could rejoice 
in the hope oL the glory of God. It is 
said of the late Rev. T. O. Keysell that 
for many years he sung the first stanza 
of this hymn as soon as he awoke every 
morning.

In the early days of Methodism it 
was a rule that all should be taught to 
do something for Jesus. As we have 
seen, Mr. Entwistle was no exception 
to this rule, and in one of his juvenile 
preaching excursions, he was the means 
of converting a person who, fifty years 
afterwards, acknowledged him as his 
spiritual father. Local preachers were 
of some account in t lose day», and often 
preached several evenings during the 
week beside the Sabbath.

What was known as the Oxfordshire 
Circuit was the first scone of Mr. E.’s 
itinerant labors. The circuit compris­
ed four counties. One of his collea­
gues was the Kev. Richard Reece, who, 
likd himself, became President of the 
Conference, and was the first represen­
tative from England to the General 
Conference of M. E. Church, U. 8. In 
all four counties there were only four 
places of worship, while there were 
some thirty places which they regularly 
supplied with preaching. Their accom­
modation was poor, for even in Oxford, 
famed for its collegiate institutions, of 
which the founder of Methodism was 

[ one time a fellow, the home of the 
, young preachers was a garret, for which 
the sum of sixpence per week was paid, 
and all the furniture of the room, like 
that of the prophet Elisha, was a bed, 
a chair, and a table. His friend Reece 
and he could only meet once a month, 
and even then only for a short time, to 
do which they both travelled several 
miles extra.

The life of the Rev. D. B raine rd was 
a common book in those days, and for

fanning the flame of piety there are not 
many even now that inrpass it. Mr. 
Entwistle read it again and again with 
great profit, and soon he became an ear­
nest seeker of full salvation. He “ groan­
ed after” Christian perfection, and with 
a view to help his piety, he wrote out a 
covenant, pledging himself “ to use all 
his gifts, grtce, time, health; and 
strength for the glory of God and the 
good of souls.” He signed and sealed 
fhie covenant upon his knees alone with 
God. Baxter’s '* Reformed Pastor,” 
was another favourite book with him. 
For many years he was accustomed to 
read it carefully through after hie re­
turn from Conference, as he entered 
upon the duties of another ecclesiasti­
cal year. He often spoke of his in­
debtedness to the books above named, 
particularly the latter.

By his marriage he became related 
to the Rev. John Pawson, a man whose 
saintly life is not forgotten even at the 
present hour. Entire sanctification was 
a constant pulpit theme in those days. 
Mr. Wesley took great pains to incul­
cate the preaching of this doctrine, and 
he always said that wherever there was 
a declension of the work of God, it 
arose from the lack of preaching on this 
theme. It is well known that the labors 
of the early Methodist preachers were 
truly herculean, for not only did they 
preach nearly every night in the week, 
but also at five o’clock in the morning, 
so that two services per day was a com­
mon exercise. To us in modern times 
this seems astonishing, but the men 
were equal to the task : they were Mr. 
Wesley’s “ flying squadron,” as for the 
most part they were either preaching or 
going from place to place on horseback. 
They were hardy pioneers, giants, whose 
earnest, indefatigable labors converted 
the moral deserts of England into the 
garden of the Lord. Never , conld they 
have endured such privations, and per­
formed such labors as fell to their lot, 
if they had net been men of more than 
ordinary piety. Mr. Entwistle lived in 
the enjoyment of holiness of heait, and 
met in band with one or two preachers 
and a few select friends who were ac­
customed to unbosom their minds to 
eaeh other, and on such occasions were 
very minute in stating their experiet.ee 
of the deep things of God. Thus their 
hands were atrengthsd,’ and they be­
come “ workmen that needeth not to 
be ashamed.” Revivals were common 
eventie in those days, without the modern 
appliances for effecting them. If Mr. 
E. went to Conference without an in­
crease in the membership of the pre­
vious year, he gave himself to great 
searchings of heart, as he felt sure there 
was something wrong when he crald 
not gather some precious sheaves into 
the garner of the Lord-

Mr. Entwistle endeavored to live a 
life of constant piety. He lived wholly 
by rule, and each day was accustomed 
to plan some mode of holy living which 
would prove an incentive to his piety and 
enable him to perfect holiness in the 
fear of the Lord. He spent much time 
in private prayer and devotional read­
ing of the scriptures, especially early 
in the morning of each day, when there 
is less less probability of being disturb­
ed by persons who set no value on time, 
but seem to imagine that they may in­
trude upon a minister at any moment, 
and waste his precious hours without 
let or hindrance. He was also through 
life a great reader of Christian biogra­
phy, and often read that valuable com­
pendium by Mr. Wesley known tig the 
“ Large Minutes.” He was intimate 
with such men as Bramwell and Stoner. 
Of the former he writes : “ He gave 
himself continually unto prayer and the 
ministry of the word, and few men have 
been more devoted to God and more 
useful than he. As he and I sat to­
gether in the Conference I had many 
opportunities of speaking unto him. 
He had salt in himself, and I found the 
advantage of being so near him.” Of 
the latter he has left this testimony : 
“He was deeply pious, full of zealjor 
God and the salvation of souls ; of un­
common abilities for the work of the 
ministry, one of the most successful 
preachers I ever knew. Hundreds of 
souls y ill bless God to all eternity for 
his labors. * * * In all my intercourse 
with him for two years, I never heard 
him say a word, nor did I ever observe 
a look or attitude, or any ether circum­
stance which indicated self-seeking or 
the desire for human applause.”

About a year has passed since ths 
events of the last lesson. David, with a 
few friends, fled to Neb, and t.h«mee Is 
the court of Achish, king of Gath. Net 
safe there, he returned to Judah, sad 
made the caves of its mountains hie hid­
ing places. His family, in peril at boas, 
came to him at Adullam And a band of few 
hundred men, outlaws like himself, (chap, 
22. 2,) gathered about him as their lead*. 
1 Chron. 11.10-47. We find him in Mosh, 
where he leaves his parents; in Judah 
again, at Heretb, Kcilab, Zipb, and ll 
Maon, where Saul’s army surrounds him, 
putting him in great peril. The 54th 
Psalm is his prayer for deliverance ; the 
answer to it came in a message to Saul of 
a fresh Philistine invasion, which demand­
ed bis presence. Having ended this war, 
he turned his attention again to David.

1. Enobdi. This place was situated 
about the middle of the western shore of 
the Dead Sea. It means the fountain if 
the goat, perhaps, because wild gosti 
abound there. The whole region took its 
name from the fountain.' The clifia are 
full of caves, which would afford an ex­
cellent refuge for David and his men. To 
hi i cave-life belong Psalms 57 and 142.

2. Saul took three thousand 
chosen men. David had six hundred at 
this time. They were not villiana and 
free bo ters, as some have thought them, 
but victims of misrule and misfortune, 
who could preserve liberty and life oily 
by fliirht and seclusion, as David/iad 
saved hie. Among them were Gad, the 
prophet and successor of Samuel, sad 
Abiathar, tue priest, with the high-priests 
ephoi. Some of them were splendid he­
roes, and became eminent in the kingdom. 
See 2 Sam. 23. 8-39 ; 1 Chron. 11.10-47. 
They made no war except un the enemies 
of Israel. Against Saul they stood only 
on the defensive ; and they were alwayi 
the protectors of the people in their vici­
nity.

3. A cave. Some of these natural cav­
erns arc very large. Dr. Thomas say* 
they “ are dark as midnight, and the 
keenest eye cannot see five paces inward ; 
but one who has been long within, and u 
looking outward toward the entrance, esa 
observe with perfect distinctness all that 
takes plac - in that direction.” DatIN 
and his men, then amusing themselves 
along THE SIDES OF THE CAVE, aCCUStOB- 
ed to the darkness, distinctly saw every 
movement of Saul as he entered, while 
they remained invisible to him.

4. The men__ said. No such pro­
mise is elsewhere recorded, which does 
not prove, however, that it had not been 
made. They may have meant that this 
was he substance of the prediction a» 
they had heard and understood them- 
Saul was in David’s power, and they urged 
him to seize his chance, and end this mai 
persecution by taking his life. This he 
would not do : but he would show Saul 
how entirely he had him in his power. 8* 
moving lightly, he silently cut off th* 
skirt of his long outer garment, which 
he had spread over himself as he lay down 
to sleep.

With some difficulty 
he repressed the desire of his men to *** 
venge their wrongs by taking the matter 
into their own hands. Surely this wU *
marvelous forbearance on bis part, «Û* 
by one blow he could stop this pursuit 
himself and be delivered from hiag*** 
enemy. The Golden Text needs no 
illustration.
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P pATI0 said to Saul. We have here 
j^r the first time an intimation that some 
-Scions intriguer in Saul’s court made 
fcj* believe that David sought hie heart, 
^ y,ae continually fed his fury. Per- 
Unl |s was Cush, named in the title of 

See Psa. 57. 4. David’s plea 
e-einst this slander is complete ! (1.) Saul 
tel put himself into hie power, and some 
tel urged him to hill him ; but he had 
«ositively refused to harm the person of 
bilking. (2.) The skirt in his hand 
Moved the ease with which, had he been 
•o disposed be could have taken off hie, 
head, while he did not harm one one of its
hairs.

11. Mr father. Saul was his father- 
fo.law, and David gives him this title of 
lure, as he proves his innocence of all 
erong. Huictkst mt soul: Rather, my 
}jfe. At once would arise a memory of 
the fierce pursuit of long, weary months.

12. The Lord judos. David will not 
lift his hand against his oppressor, as he 
would do were he the wicked man he was 
reputed to be. He turns his cause over 
to God, the righteous judge and avenger.

14. A dead dog. What more con­
temptuous. A flea. What more insig­
nificant ! The powerful kino of Israel 
hunting a dead d >g and chasing a flea 
over the mountains and valleys ^f Judah ! 
What a degradation of dignity'and waste 
of energy.

15. Plead mt cause. This final ap­
peal to God expects his interposition and 
deliverance, but how or when he knows 
not, and leaves it to his infinite wisdom. 
This plea is tue language of conscious in­
nocence, of a deep sense of injury, and of 
the love that “ thinketh no evil,” that 
“ beareth all things, endureth all things.”

16. Mt son David. This forbearing, 
«during, pleading love conquers the stem 
soul and melts him to tears. The argu­
ment was a demonstration. Saul had 
never before known a man to let his ene­
my escape him. He confesses it to be 
better treatment than he had given. His 
suspicions were gone. In the better mood 
now come upon him he declares his per­
suasion that David will be his successor, 
and asks of him an oath that he will not 
eut off his family, which was freely given 
and sacredly kept. Yet David cannot 
trust in the continuance of this tender 
spirit, and rightly so, for it was so short 
lived that we soon have another scene 
much like the present one,

lon, a plateau about thirty miles long and 
eighteen wide, the theater of many a 
eighty battle. David accompanied 
Achish, in obedience to his orders, as 
*&ief of his life-guards, chap. 28. 2 ; but 

.jug jealousy of the Philistine leaders

Ziklag. This was truly providential, for 
he was thereby saved from the crime of 
flighting his country, or the disgrace of 
turning against his protector, while he 
was in time to punish the Amalekite mar­
auders who had plundered his town.

1. The battlefield. It was the very spot 
on which Gideon won his great /victory 
over the Midiaaitcs a hundred and eighty* 
three years before. See Judges 7.1, and 
lesson of April 25,1875. The plain on its 
eastern border branches into three, the 
central one being the entrance of the 
Valley of Jezreel, here about two and a 
half miles wid j. At Shunem, on the north 
side, at the base of Little Hermon, lay the 
Philistines, on the old Midianite camping 
ground ; and Saul’s, camp stood where 
Gideon’s had been, on the lower slope of 
Gilboa, at whose feet was the fountain of 
Jezreel, forty feet in diameter. From hie 
position Saul could easily see the gather* 
ed hosts of his foe. Their numbers fore­
boded his defeat ; and “ he was afraid, 
and his heart greatly trembled,” chap. 28. 
5. What to do he did not know. He had 
been for years forsaken of God, chap. 16. 
14; 18, 12; and the Lord'would in no 
way make response to his enquiries. That 
guidance which had been given by a sig* 
nficant dream, or the ephod of the priest, 
or the lips of the prophet, he could not 
obtain. In his darkness and fear he re­
solved, if possible, to get counsel of Sam* 
uel, through the forbidden arts of the 
Witch of Endor, who, he believed, had 
power to bring back the spirits of the 
dead. She had no such power, nor have 
our modern necromancers, the so-called 
spiritualists. Before she began "her en­
chantments, God, to her great terror, sent 
Samuel to pronounce upon Saul his doom 
of death because of his two great trans­
gressions and his present visit to the 
witch : To MORROW 8HALT THOU AND 
THY SONS BE WITH ME ; THE LORD ALSO 
SHALL DELIVER THE HOST OF ISRAEL 
INTO THE HAND OF THE PHILISTINES,
ehap. 13. 13 ; 15.11 ; 28. 19 ; 1 Chron. 10. 
18,14. The woman did not procure his 
coming : it was God’s work, as truly and 
miraculously as was the handwriting on 
the wall of Belshazzar’s palace. The 
effect upon Sanl was fearful, unnerving 
him for the fight of the next day, and 
sending him away in despair.

2. The battle. The Philistines began 
the contest, and pressed it rapidly and 
hard. Perhaps Saul’s generalship was 
bad, because of the fatigue and excite* 
ment of the previous night, and the oer* 
tainty of defeat with which he fought. 
His soldiers may have caught hie spirit. 
His position was a bad one for retreat, 
and THE ARCHERS in the plain below had 
a fair chance at his mrn. Hie forces 
were soon routed, and fell on the mount 
with great slaughter. It was the greatest 
disaster that had befallen the armies of 
Israel since they entered Canaan. Seeing 
the battle going against them, Saul and 
his sons (Ish-boeheth, the f mrth, probably 
not being present) seem to have thrown 
themselves into the thickest of the fight, 
but in vain. The three sons fell. We 
know nothing of them but their names, 
except of Jonathan, the lovely, brave, and 
faithful friend, whose memory David per­
petuated in Lis song of The Bow. 2 Sam. 
1.19-27.

3. Death of S tul. His sons dead, the 
battle was heavier on Sanl. Tb* archers 

hit him. Rather, they cHtooverod him. 
His great height and his crown made him 
conspicuous. The sharp - shooters singled 
him out, aimed their arrows at him, and 
wounded him, but not mortally. Dreading 
capture, and the disgraceful maltreatment 
that would doubtless follow, he begged 
his armor-bearer, said by tradition to 
have been the Doeg who killed the priests 
at Saul’s order, chap. 22. 18, to take his 
life, but he refused to slay his king. Then 

Saul took a sword. Rather, the «word. 
Seizing the armor bearers sword, HE fell 

upon IT, thrusting it through himself, 
and died. Au Amalekite found his body, 
and took his crown and bracelet to David 
with a lie on bis tongue, and for his lie 
lost his life. The armor-bearers followed 
Saul’s example. Thus perished ALL His 
MEN of his military household who were ! 
with him.

Lessons. 1. How cvrtain is the doom of 
the transgressor. His punishment may 
he delayed, but a life of sin inevitably 
ends in eternal death. Psa. 9. 17 ; Ezek. 
18. 19-21 ; Matt. 25. 41 , Rom. 1. 18. 2. 
His is a fearful case who is abandoned by 
his God, as was Saul. What on earth can 
he more sad than for a soul to feel that he 
ne. ds God. and that God’s ear is shut to 
his cry. Prov. 1. 24-31 ; Isa. 1. 15 ; Psa. 
66. 18. 3. Saul’s history illustrates the
downward course of sin At hie first 
disobedience he never dreamed of coining 
to attempt murder, or of getting so low 
as to seek counsel from the spirits of the 
dead. But sin always deteriorates the 
soul. Psa. 68, 11, 12 ; 2 Tim. 3. 13; 2 
Thess. 2. 11, 12; Acts 7.40-42.

A MOST SUGGESTIVE BOOK.

Who has read Sydney Smith’s essay 
on Methodism and not wowleredat, 
the pious-or political^hoaror with 
which he predict* the universal dissém­
ina ion of this heretical sect? It, or 
its doctnues, Lad found its way into 
the army, the navy, the legislature, the 
church, everywhere, iu fact. And the 
British nation was to rise in self-de­
fence for the suppression of a monster 
faith which threatened to over-run the 
world! The nation did not rise: Metho­
dism fulfilled the prophecy of the witty 
essayist.

Dr. Do Pay of the N Y. “Advocate” 
has kindly sent us a copy of the “ Min- 
vita of the Annual Conferences of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church." The vol­
ume does not, of course, embrace the 
M. E. Church South, notwithstanding 
its immense proportions.

We have reports, however, of eighty 
Conferences, with a total membership of 
nearly one and half millions. If these 
members hold to the general congrega­
tions the same proportions as in our 
country, there must be, including the 
South, five millions of Methodists—or 
one-eighth of the population-rin the 
Republic yonder. Think of it ! The 
preachers—numbering nearly eleven 
thousand—are reported in 35 pages— 
each four columns—of close type. 
Among these we recognize familiar 
names, indicating how much the Ameri­
can ministry, like the population in 

Î general, owes its strength to foreign 
blood and brains. The reader cannot 
fail to have his eye arrested by repeti­
tions of certain words in those columns 
—thus,; there are 41 Adams, 34 
Bakers, 113 Browns, and of Smiths’— 
well, we are obliged to breathe “ just 

i We,” as our neighbours would say. 
1'here are actually four columns of 
Si wit fas’, numbering altogether 178. 
Tb 'tœe is a feat of patience for you—to 
cou 'id them we mean. It appears to 
Lav e been exhausting work to find 
Chri whian names for this army—in fact, 
the prophetic, apostolic, traditionary, 
classi taJ and mythical records seem to 
have Wien all laid under contribution 
for the purpose. Yet it is charming to 
think t hat all this mass of men—like 
the beau taiul type which symbolise and 
proclaim them—are marshalled under 
a code of i Wetrinal, standard agreement, 
which ma jkes them a unit in Christ 
Jesus, and » power on this continent.

There are a. few conclusions—curious 
and importa il—on the surface of these 
“ Minutes.” The increase of member­
ship last yea r was over 17,000, not­
withstanding the church lost nearly 
20,000 by deal As. Our Baptist friends 
might take sc >me consolation from the 
fact that the n word of infant baptisms 
—to the numb er of 19,591—shows a 
decrease of 693, but for the other fact 
that there has a dso been a decrease in 
the number of a dult baptisms to the 
extent of 5,197. The number of adult 
baptisms is in excc w*of infant baptisms 
l,v 8,000 and upwai ds. If we were in­
clined to use the s auie arguments as 
our Baptist neighbov us. this would be a 
fair opportunity for s bowing how much 
evil their doctrines a re accomplishing 
in preventing parents from bringing 
their children to Christ in baptism.

Here is a mass of “ a pproprièiions," 
too. The amount to he raised for mis­
sions is divided among the Annual Con­
ferences ; by them again suh-divided 
among districts and charges. Is that 
not wise and business-like r Try us, 
geutle Secretaries and members of the 
Central Board, and see whether a rule 
of “ appropriations” cannot be made to 
work both ways.

bv Bro. Smallwood, we stood here in 
circumstances very si àûlar—surrounded 
\)f broken-hearted penitents an» Tric­
ing converts. The work of God here at 
present i* generahover the community, 
and gives; indications of being both 
seartiringahd substantial. Mr. Huèstis, 
the pastor,"carries the Master’d presence! 
with him. The converts of his minis­
try are numerous in many fields of suc­
cessful toil. He is sustained at present 
bv ministers of our own .church of rare, 
true spirit, and by hosts of joyous 
Christians.

We are pleased tiiat our contempary 
has frankly confessed. The “ Episcopal 
minister and Roman Catholic priest 
were gentleman who in their personal and 
religious character stood in the confidence 
and esteem of the public—and they stood 
high as educationists. They were the ol­
dest, most experienced and most valuable 
members of the School Board, Yet the 
Wesleyan objected to their pretence on 
the board. The objection was based pure­
ly on denominational grounds. Our con- 
tempary’s idea was that the Episcopalians 
and Roman Catholics were unduly favor­
ed in having clerical representation on 
the Board. Had a Methodist Minister 
been appointed- we suppose our contem­
porary -would have been satisfied. But 
the Baptists, and the Presbyterians, and 
probably some of the smaller denominations 
wouldhave beenjuiore dissatisfied than ever. 
The meaning of the Wesleyan's argu- 
ment—and our contempary seems unwil­
ling to see it—4s thw. if<uns religious 
body is allowed clerical representation on 
the Board the same privilege must be 
granted to all others. This would make 
the Board a clerical institution, a result 
not to be desired or tolerated. Having to 
choose between a Board without clergymen 
and one almost entirely composed of clergy­
men we vote unhesitatingly for tho for­
mel-. Perhaps it is a choice of evils. If 
so, we are sure that we have chosen the 
least. To be consistent the Wesleyan 
should support the present arrangement. ’ 
—Halifax Chronicle.

There was nothing to confess. Our 
views as to the old administration, un­
der Father Hannan, were honestly ex­
pressed at the time. Onr city schools 
were in that day ruled greatly in the 
interests of the Roman Catholics. We 
need not repeat in what way this was 
done. We had no Methodist prefer­
ences—far from it. An unsectarian 
manage ment was what we desired ; and 
that, to a considerable extent, we have 
gained by the agitation. But in dis­
missing Father Hannan, the govern­
ment, by Dr. Farrell’s “rider”—which 
weRope to see thrown slmrtly as it de­
serves—virtually said to tne reformers,
“ Gentlemen, if you will not allow our 
clergymen to hold a seat as chairman 
of the School Board, we will see that 
none of your clergymen shall be eligi­
ble to become members thereof.” Our 
neighbour in Prince Street, announced 
one day last week the appointment of 
two clergymen—Methodists and worthy 
men too—to School Boards in the coun­
try : and next day informed us that we 
were inconsistent for demanding that 
the law should be abrogated which dis­
qualifies clergymen from holding such 
an office in Halifax. Who is inconsis­
tent, pray ?

Consistency.—We have seen a 
strange thing in Israel :—Med taking 
gold watches out of their pockets to 
measure the time occupied by the min­
ister in breaking the Bread of Life, and 
thee putting copper cents in the plate 
to pay for it. We wonder if God 
values the baser metals in the same 
proportion that we do. If so some of 
those coppers will he found to the cred­
it of donors in the great account.

We do not say where or how often we 
saw this contradiction.

We cannot say the startling title is a all 
to our taste ; but, with that exception, we 
find little to object to in his brochure, and 
very much of which we heartly approve. 
If Mr. James, as he avows, did not mean 
to insult Dissenters by his article, he is 
so destitute of that common sense and 
knowledge of human nature which should 
distinguish clerghmen, that he is utterly 
unfit for his sacred office. If Mr. James 
did mean to insult the Dissenters, we con­
vict him of wholesale slandering, and then 
of lying to cover his sin. On one or the 
other of the horns of this dflemma we 
leave Mr. James, to the hearty cudgelling 
of Mr. Brewster, Mr. Rattenbury, and a 
host of other assailants, who are giving 
him what he deserves. What Mr. Erskine 
Clarke can have been about when he ad­
mitted such an article into his magazine 
we cannot tell ; but we think and apology 
as much due from him as from Mr. James. 
We honestly believe, however, that this 
spiteful article only reveals the prosecut­
ing spirit which animates hundreds of 
clergymen in country districts—the spirit 
which expels farmers from their farms and 
widows from the parish charities because 
they aie conscientious Nonconformists. 
TEis spirit Ts as Romish as that which 
burnt Cranmer ; and the sooner its fright­
ful form --i o.‘l portentous demeanour are 
recognised the better. Mr, Brewster’s 
pamphlet is clear in argument and wither­
ing in sarcasm ; and, if we mistake not 
Mr. Janes will now “ shut up” fori some 
time. We arc glad to h< ar the pamphlet 
is having a very large circulation.

Many friends of Rev. L Gâtez would 
be astonished on reading t ie following 
editorial paragraph in the Halifax 
Chronicle of last Tuesday :—

“ Rev. Leonard Gaetz, lately of Nova 
Scotia and now pastor o( a Methodist 
Church in Montreal, is reported to have 
preached a political party sermon on Sun­
day week. We are unable to see the dis­
tinction between party sermons preached 
by Roman Catholic Priests and party 
sermons preached by Protestant clergy­
men. As we condemn the one so we con­
demn the other. If Mr. Gaetz used the 
language attributed to him he is un­
worthy of his position as a minister of 
the Gospel.”

He entreated employers of labor 
to get up steam in their factories on the 
following morning in God's name. " The 
Rev. gentleman added that he was “ not 
ashamed to entertain the wish and to ex­
press it on the Sabbath, that God would 
send another government that would 
protect the industries of the country, and 
send it right early/’ Another contempor­
ary commenting on the above, says :— 
“ There can be no doubt that in express­
ing this wish the Rev. Mr. Gaeta very 
correctly ‘ represents the |general sen­
timent of the country at the present mo­
ment.”

The Montreal Witness, in alluding to 
the circumstance, headed its article
“ A CLERGYMAN BEYOND HIS DEPTH.”
I|ut immediately, on receipt of a note 
from Mr. Gaetz, withdrew the expres­
sion and admitted that its oft-enuncia­
ted sentiments in regard to liberty of 
speech should be received in. the full 
force of their meaning. The following 
correct report of the passage in Mr.

opponent. And if there be a limit thus 
to the authority of the Bible in one 
thing, who knows where the line is 
drawn by our Brethren ? We have not 
yet seen a direct denial of the 
charge.

After getting dinner and dis­
pensing some more religious reading we 
arranged for preaching at an adjoining 
camp in the evening, were we met the 
same kindly interest as before. Just as 
service was over it began to rain, and all 
that night when awoke I could hear it pat­
tering on the splits over head. “ The 
lone night wind was uptossing the forest,/ 
and as I laid there in my hammock and 
thought of the rising waters in the river 
and the many long miles between me and 
home and Sabbath appointments, I con­
fess I should have felt very anxious, had I 
not been consoled by the thought, I am 
about my Master’s business. A realiza­
tion of this fact soothed my somewhat per­
turbed mind, a glance at the smouldering 
camp-fire, and the sleepersjin the berths be­
low me, I and went quietly to sleep. Next 
morning it was very stormy, but few of 
the men turned out for work. Knowing 
that unless we could cross the river before 
it began to freeze we were likely to remain 
for some time in the woods, we made the 
attempt, and though the water was high 
in one place with a high current yet we 
succeeded ; passing over ice that a f.-w 
minutes later broke with a team attempt- , 
ing the same passage.

This last sum, if saved by the young clerk 
in a single decade would leave him quite a 
little capital to invest in some legitimate 
business. And many p H>r young men in 
this city are spending eleven cents daily 
for cigars or tobacco ! But let us step 
up higher. La) ing a.-ide 27j cents per day, 
you save $100 dollars in a year, 1,300 in 
ten years, and $29.000 in fifty years. In 
the same ratio fifty-five cents a day foots 
$200 the first year, $2,600 in ten years and 
$58,000 in fifty yeais. If you should save 
$1.10 a day, it would leave yen $400 at the.

The best treatment, for slight bum, 
is to apply cotton batting soaked with 
a liniment made of equal parts of lb, 
seed oil and lime water. Be careful 
not to break the blisters, should any 
form. }

The finest quantity of indigo has the 
least specific gravity, and floats upon 
water. It may also be tested bv iu- 
not readily leaving a mark on drawing 
it across a piece of paper, and also bv 
the clear blue which it imparts to water 
when lissolved.

To prevent the skin discoloring after 
a bruise, take a little dry starch or ar­
rowroot, merely moisten it with cold 
water, and place it on the injured part. 
This is best done immediately, so as to 
prevent the ac'ion of the air upon the 
skin. Invaluable for black eyes.

When a teaspoonful of any medicine 
is prescribed by any physician, it should 
be borne in mind that the quantity m^nt 
is equal in volume to 45 drops of pure 
water at 60 ° Fah. It is a good plan 
to measure off this amount in a small 
wine-glass, and mark on the latter the 
exact height of the fluid This will 
give an accurate ami convenient stan­
dard for future use. Teaspoons vary 
so much in size that there is a very wide 
margin of difference in their retaining 
capacity. It is well to remember, also 
that four teaspooneful equal one table­
spoonful, or half a fluid ounce. A 
wineglassful m ans four tablespoonsful 
or two fluid ounces ; and a teacupful, 
as directed by cookery books, indicates 
four fluid, ounces or one gill.

A good dentr.frce, largely sold and 
advertized, is made of | drachm white 
Castile soap, dissolved in 1 oz. acohol, 
f oz. water, and j oz. glygerine. This 
is colored with cochineal and fla­
vored with peppermi it, wintergreen, 
and clove oils. “the powder which 
accompanies each bottle is mixed of 
precipitated chalk powdered orris root, 
and carbonate of magnesia.

To make a handy snow shovel, take 
a light, tough, half-inch board,* twenty 
inches long aLd a foot wide. Sharpen 
one end and over it rivet a strip of thin 
sheet iron, bent sharp to fit the edge ; 
this forms the cutting edge. Across 
the other end nail firmly a piece an 
inch t.hich, five inches wide, and long 
enough to extend across the shovel board. 
Bore an inch hole through this, slant­
ing downward md forward, so that the 
handle when passed through the hole 
will strike the board three or four inch- 
es in front of the cross piece. Bevel 
the end of the*band le to fit the shovel
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handle should be long enough to work 
without stooping, and the whole thing 
should be as light as possible.

A farmer correspondent sends us an 
excellent wrinkle for finding the weight 
of horses or steers without scales. He 
savs :—“ Make a weighing stall about 
3 feet wide with a level floor. In the 
latter make a recess for the platform 
of the scales so that the platform will 
be flush with the planking. Now lead 
your horse or st or into the stall so that 
the forefeet of the animal rest on the 
platform and note the weight. Start 
him ahead until 1rs hind feet are on the 
platform ; note the weight again. Add 
the two weights thus taken, and the 
sum will be the total weight of tbe ani­
mal.
