But the
fact especially noticeable about the introdnction
of cm]it is this—bankruptcy and credit came
together ; Joseph left, Egypt a mation of bank-
rupts. And ever sincé that tilne, bound together
by an indissoluble bond of umion (bonds, in fact,

It smoothes the asperi-
ties of business intercourse, and rubs off the rough
points which would otherwise firritate and render
unpleasant one’s contact with is fellows in many
of the associations of life. In'the vicissitudes of
human affairs, the hero of the play to-day be-
comes the lackey of the stage to-morrow ; and
those clothed with authority fer the time should
bear themselves towards their inferiors not merely
with dignity, but with the politeness and civility
which are recognized at once as marks of good
breeding and good sense. And the absence of
this quality should be considered a defect, if not
a positive disqualification for many of the posi-
tions that business men are required to fill. In-
civility frequently subjeets a domestic to the loss
of a good situation, or causcs a master to lose a
valued servant. |

A Western wholesale merchant recently visited
Montreal on important business connected with
the settlement of an estate. Amongst others, he
called to obtain the views of a bank largely in-
terested. The chief official, secemingly absorbed
in business, paid no attention to his expectant
visitor. he latter, thinking he might be in-
truding on the banker's privacy, ventured to so en-
quire ; but being unable to ‘obtain any response,
turned on his heel and left the cfice. It so hap-
pens that this western merchaut is one of the
best customers of the same bank ; and in com-
plaining to a fribnd of the indivility of his recep-
tion, remarked that the newsboy calling at his
office could always obtain a reply, and at once, as
to the object of his trivial errand.

We know of cases where banks have lost valu-
able customers from uncivil treatment ; and an
unnecessary amount of haufexr in a bank officia]
should be regarlded as disqualifynig him for pro-

motion. With the present dompetition in bank
ing, popularity, dombined with ability, in the
the officers of a bank, will in future exert an im-

portant influence on the success of an institution.

(From our own Cotrrespondent).

Orrawa, 11th April, 1871
The fourth Session of the first Dominion Par-
liament is rapidly drawing to a close, and not a
few of the members have already leit for their
homes. In some respeets the Lession has been a
singular one. The first part was remarkable for

-its dullness ; then the local elections for Ontario

came on, depleting. the House of Commons of
many of the representatives of that Province ; but
the last part has not only been noticeable for the
large attendance, but for the able and spirited
character of some of the debates.

The debate on the admission of British Colum-
bia has been -undoubtedly the great debate of the
Session. Not a few gentlemen both on the Minis-
terial and Opposition. sides, though treating the
subjects from opposite stand-points, discussed it
with masterly ability, while the general tone of
the debate was quite above the average. The
chief point of difference was the Pacific railway,
and the serious obligation undertaken in the
address to Her Majesty to complete the work in
ten years. The people are now possessed of the
facts, and will no doubt decidé ]'('K:\'v‘l'll the con-
contending parties on this 4point when the proper
time arrives. The fact which 1 desire to cal]
attention to more particularly is this : Canada
has now fairly embarked in the great scheme of
linking together the Atlantic and Pacifie oceans
by means of 4 railway passing through its own
territory, and the work must be begun within two
years from the present time!

from _ocean to ocean. There can be no doubt of
the fact that grave respomsibilities have been
assumed by the rest of the Dominion in connec.
nection with the admission of British Columbia ;
but the great scheme of Confederation agreed to
in 1864 would not have been complete without
it, and.it is to be hoped the growth of the Do-
minion will be such as to make the financial
burdens less felt than present circumstances in-
dicate.

Very considerable changes have been made in
the Banking and Jusurance Bills since their in-
troduction. This remark applies particularly to
the latter measure, nearly all the principal fea-
tures of which were strongly oapposed by the
officers of the leading companies «loing business
in Canada, who mustered at the Capital in strong
force. The Committee on Banking and Com-
merce, to the surprise of the Minister of Finance,
struck out nearly all its principal clauses. The
Bill, as amended, contains little else tlian the two
clauses providing for the winding up of inisolvent
companies. The most obnoxious features to the
companies—such as the compelling them to make
deposits suffisient in amount to re-insure thein
entire annual business, the proposed system of

away by the Commitfee, !
The “principal change in‘the banking law is
probably this : that instead of gefting their char-
ters renewed by patpits frem the Government,
the different banks réceive a Parliamentary char-
ter, all their names, with one or two exceptions,
being appended to the new Bill. The law has
andoubtedly been improved by being consolidated,
and by some minor c?mngvs which experience has
roved to be necessary.

Ontario and Quebee [will certainly become law.
The principle of the|measure is, that depositors
in such institutions|shall be secured by a cer-
tain amouut of capital to be held by such hank.
Provision is- made s¢ that the existing savings
bauks can either trahgfer their deposits to the
Government, to chagtered banks, or obtain a
charter for themselwes from the Government. The
capital of any charteded savings bank shall not
be- less than $200,000. The measure has met
comparatively littla’ opposition, ' there being a
general feeling that there ought to be more secu-
rity to the depositor {in such banks than at pre-
sent exists,

The measure introfluced by Mr. Harrison, of
Toronto, declaring that all notes taken by mutual
insurance companies should be stamped, hangs
fire. ‘It is now proposed to make the Bill give
power to companies to stamp any notes in their
possession which reqhire to be stamped before
they can be collected, but without declaring that
all, or any, of such mutual insurance notes require
to be stamped. It was urged by some members
that the so-called notes differed little, in many
cases, from an agreemjent. Double duty, if the
Bill ultimately passes, will Lave to be put on
notes requiring to be stamped. '

The Supplementary| Estimates ' were brought
down on Wednesday |last. Thete is a further
sum of $1,099,263 asked for the year ending 30th
June, 1871, and $1,134,380 for the incoming
year. Adding the latter sum té the ordinary
estimates for 1871-2, the total estilnated expendi-
ture for the year mounts up to the handsome sum
of $26,816,752! From this amount, if we deduct
the sum of $7,846,900 which is chargeable to
capital account, the orjlinary estimated expendi-
ture will be found to be $18,969,852. Thisis a
very large amount, and| it will be fortunate if, at
the end of the year, Sirl Francis Hincks has reve-
nue enough to make both ends meet.

INSURANCE RATES IN OTTAWA.
Editor Monetary Times.

Sir,—At a meeting of certain of our insurance
celebrities, some few days ago, relative to fire busi-
ness in Ottawa, it was, i understand, decided that
in consequence of the lack of a shpply of water
for fire purposes, and also of appliahces for render-
ing effective the little that was available, the rates
of insurance be increasdd 50 per c¢ent, an excep-
tion being made in the ¢ase of churches, schools,
and a few other structures of that character, on
which ‘the increase should be 25 per cénf. It
was suggested at the mepting that it was advisa-
ble for all companies doing business in Ottawa to
abandon it altogether until swch time as the citi-
zens should arouse themisclves to the necessity of
supplying deliciencies so| long and so severely felt.
The suggestion was, hdwever, objected to, and
the decision arrived at was substantially that to
which I have referred. ’

our companies hold on to places where they have
experienced nothing bnt adversa results, one

companies as have done the largest amount of
business there during the last five years add 100
per cent. to the premiums received, and I am

able propbrtion whatever to'the amount of losses
sustained: The peopleof Ottawa may, in the
event of the \\i\h&rnwal of insurance companies,
complabn at the prospect of being deprived of the
means of indemnification against loss by fire ; hut,
viewing the matter from an insurance stand-point,
I believe that such a step will ultimately become
an impeérative necessity, Companies cannot eon-
tinue to insure where the community manifest an
indifference akin to criminality in refusing to
avail themselves of the means of-protection brought
by nature almost to their very doors. For com-
anies 40 persist in their operations in such a
lm'nlity is to court disaster and final ruin. It is,
moreover, I contend, unjust to other cities and
towns where proper requisites exist for the extin-
guishmeént of fires, but where comparatively high
rates of premium have, notwithstanding, to be
maintained, in order to enable the insurer to sus-
tain the reverses in those that have not.

I am not forgetful of the fact that a by-law has
on one or two occasions been submitted to the
people to permit the civic authorities to construct
works for furnishing the city with an abundant
supply of water ; but it was done in such a formal,
slip-shod manner as to conveyjthe impression that
defeat and not success wasanticipated—and de-
fested it was accordingly. It is hard for those
who, bearing the great bulk of taxation, are com-
welled to witness the destruction of their property
}uy repeated conflagrations, but aré rrn}lcrc«l
powerless to apply a preventive by the aversion
to a slight increase in their taxation on the part
of that ¢lass who have little or nothing at stake
in the city, the whole of whose wordly possessions
may, if hecessary, be wheeled off in a hand-cart,
but to whose vote the defeat of the by-law in
question may doubtless be ascribed.
