The Directors of the Provident Life Assurance and Investment Company beg to
submit the following Report of the progress of the Company up to the
present time

LT may be remembered by those of the Stockholdérs who were connected with
the formation of the Company, that the Act of Incorporation was introduced into
the House of Assembly at the commencement of the Session of 1854. The Bill
was placed in the hands of the then Solicitor General, and it was expected that it
would be passed during the year 1854, and the date of the first annual meeting
was therefore fixed for June, 1855; but, from changes in the Government
and other causes, the Session was prolonged till the month of May, 1855, and the
Act of Incorporation was not finally passed till within a few days of the close of
the Session. From ai oversight on the part of the gentleman who had charge of
the Bill, the necessary change of the date of the first General Meeting of the
Stockholders from 1855 to 1856 was not made, and consequently, by the provi-
sions of the Act, it became necessary to hold the meeting in less than a month
from the time of obtaining the Act; this was extremely inconvenient, as allowed
no time for obtaining Stockholders from whom to select Directors. By the 4th
clause of the Act of Incorporation, the Managing-ommittee-were- required-to
fill up the Board from the qualified Stockholders, and they were compelled to do
so before the meeting, as at the Annual Meeting the members were only empow-
ered to elect three Directors, in place of those who- vacated-,office, in rotation,
and to fill vacancies caused by death, disqualification, -or resignation. As the
Managing Committee had no choice in the matter, and as it would have been tn-
just to future Stockholders in the Company, to. complete- the Bard penae4ly
from the few Stockholders then belonging to the Conipany, it became necessary
to adopt some means of avoiding the difficulty. nlu this dilemma, a few friends
of the Managing Committee kmdly consented-to take the necessary stockto
qualify them for Directors, with the understanding that they were to niake way

'for such Directos as miglht be chosen by the Stockholders at the Annual Méetfig
in 1856. In, consequence of this arrangement, therea iow fivevacancies tobe
filled, in addition to those made by the three Directors who retire in rotation:
the latter, however, are eligible for re-election.

_he Act of incorporation requiriig that 2,500 sharesihoulddbesubscried for,
and that twenty per cent. should be paid thereon before the Company co ld
conmence business, it was decided by the Board that the said twenty per cent.
should be paid by instalments of five per cent., or one round per share. As the

e5ct required that two months notice should be given of each call"nd as each
Stockholder who subscribed in 1855 was notified that these câlls Would be made

in the terms of the Act, it was decided in January, 1856, that from the progress
made by the Company it was advisable that the remainder of the twenty per
cent. should be called in on all stock taken up to that period. The soundness of
the, action of the Board in the premises has been fully proved by the fact that,
althougli the last instalment on the Stock was not payable till the 25th of July,
no less than 31 of the Stockholders have already added largely to théeir Stock.

Considering the extreme tightness of the money narket d'urinYhepast year-
money having freely commanded very high rates of interést-the Directors feel
that they have abundant reason to congratulate the Stockholders on the steady
progress made by the Company: the amount of capital stock subscribed having
increased from £21,700 up to the 15th of Ma y, to £33,240 on the 31st of August,
while the expense of obtaining the Act of Incorporation and procuring Stock-
holders has been less than any other Company commencing with as large an
amount of capital; and it nay be safely asserted, that no Company ever com-
menced operations in the Province with a more respectable body of Stock-
holders.

In obtaining Stockholders the Directors have always kept in view the future
progress of the Company, and they have thus succeeded not only in distributing
the Stock throughout the Province, but they have at the same time established
no less than forty-five agencies, from many of which a considerable amount of
business may be anticipated as soon as the Company is in a position to take the
risks.

The Directors would remark that much of the success in obtaining Stockhold-
ers may be attributed to the resolution adopted by the Board, giving Stockhold-
ers the privilege of assuring their lives at reduced rates of premium, a large ma-
jority of the Stockholders having intimated their intention to assure.

OF THE

Medical Superintendent of the Provincial Lunatic Asyluin at Torouto

To the ilonorable the Legislative Assembly of the Province of
Canada in .Parliament Assembled.

MAY IT PLEASE YoUR HoNoRABLE HousE,
In conformity with the requirements of the Act, cap. 188 of 15 and 16 Vict.,

I beg to submit to your Honorable House the following Report of the state of the
Provincial Lunatic Asylum at Toronto:

During the period which bas elapsed since the date of my last Report in
triplicate to His Excellency the Governor General, and to each bfanch of the
Legisiature, the general health of this Asylum has been very satisfactory. An
extended and minute examination of nearly al[ the best Asylums in the United
States, made in the last two years, enables me to state that the sanatory condition
of our Provincial Institution for the insane is not inferior to that of any in America
and is much better than that of the majority.

It is my belief that the chief cause of the comparatively vigorous health of the
patients of our Asylum is to b found in the simplicity, and the superior nutritive
properties of their diet, as contrasted with the more varied and less digestible fare
with which the inmates of American Asylums are indulged. Our system of heating
by hot water, which is circulated by radiating pipes throughout the establishment,
no doubt contributes much to the equable health of the inmates. Coughs and
colds, in the severest temperature of the winter season, are almost unknown in
this Asylum. I am able also to state, that in point of expense, the Toronto A sylum
is more cheaply heated than any which I have visited.

On my assumption of the duties of Medical Superintendent, dysentery was,
and I believe long had been, a very formidable endemic of the Asylum. Erisypelas
had been a regular and very perplexing winter visitant. An indigenous cholera,
tiot less malignant and fatal than that of India, had found, in the substratum of filth
by which the whole foundation was underlaid, a genial soil. Were proof at this
day wanting of the fact, that cleanliness is the surest safeguard against pestilence,
it might be had in a comparison of the present and the former state of the
basement and other parts of this house. Since the general cleansing of the estab-
liishment, and the completion of the drainage, not a single case of fatal dysentery
bas occurred, and very few cases, even of the mildest form, have been observed.-
Erysipelas has entirely disappeared; and under the blessing of Providence, in the
last visitation of Asiatie Cholera in this city, the Asylum entirely escaped this
dread ful scourge.

The deaths which now occur in the Asylum are not ascribable to any morbific
agency peculiar to the house or the locality. They are the result of pre-existing,
and, frequently, long continued formidable organic disease. This fact I am able to
state upon the reliable evidence afforded by post-mortem examinations, which with
only three or four exceptions, have been held in every case of death durîig My
incumbency. It is my belief that insanity is never associated with perfect hodily
health ; in the majority of cases it is certainly dependent on physical debility.

A. 1857.
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It is very mnuclh to be desired, with reference to the latter fact, that the true
character of the malady, and its most appropriate treatment were better under-
stood hy the medical profession at large, but especially those of the more remote
country settlernents. Many patients corne to this Asylum in a very reduced state,
and not a few have been placed beyond tie reacli of curative means in conse-
quence of the active and depressing t herapeutic measures wbich have been adopted
by their physicians. Blood-letting, purging, vomiting, salivation, blistering, cup-
ping, setons, low diet, and the whole battery of medical destructives have been
exhausted, and it is fortunate if the patient has fallen into the hands of only one of
this class of psychologists. The mos' prominent cases arc gencrally those for
which least has been donc.

Were generous diet, well directed kindnss, exemption from bodily resiraints,
moderate exercise, a nd in inany cases a judicious allowance of alcoholic beverages,
substitutes for the present erroneous medical trcatment, a very large proportion of
those who are now sent -o th!« A sylum would recover at home, and many who are
rendered incurable for life might be saved from so melancholy a doom.

In expressing this opinion I am well aware that I am sustained by the unani-
mous voice of the entire body of Medical Superintendents of Lunatic Asylums,
both in America and Europe ; scarcely a report from any institution for the cure
of insanity reaches me in which the subject of inappropriate treatment before
admission is not alluded to, and the evil resuit deplored.

A Lunatic Asylum is, in many respects, hie best place for the treatment of
the insane; but the transmission of every case of the malady to an institution of
this character is neither necessary nor advisable ; under no considJeration other
than that of unavoidable necessity should any fellow-being be cast into a mad-
house. The retrospect of even the most fortunate of those who have been subjected
to this alternative nust be distressing. No one who lias carefully and with chris-
tian commiseration exanined even the best wards of our most celebrated modern
asylurms will fail to shrink from the apprelhension of so dire a calamity befalling
himself as that of becoming an inmate.

The absence of adequate Legislative provision for the support of the poor in
this Province has led to the introduction into this Asylum of mnany destitute and
very harmless people, \Vho, under other circumstances, might have been more
economically, if not more comfortably, supported in suitable alms-houses in iheir
own localities ; and soie of them indeed mfight, with a sufficient out-door allow-
ance, have been permittei the continuance oF that most prized of all human pri-
vileges, personal liberty.

The repeal of the piesent Lunatic Asylurm Tax, a measure recently proposed
by His Excellency the Governor General, will, if followed by the institution of
liberal Municipal provisions for the support of the destitute of all descriptions, be
productive of good results.

Were our various Counties and Towns required to contribute to the support
of the A sylum, exactly in the proportion in which they miake use of it, the outcry
against the Executive and the Legislature, because of defective accommodation
for lunatics, would cease.

When I visited the Lunatic Asylurm at Augusta, in the State of Maine, in the
year 1855, about one hundred roorns were vacant; though the estimated insane
population of the state amounted to 1365, only 155 of this number were in the
Asylurn. The Medical Superintendent, in his report for the year, deplores the
parsimony of the Municipalities in abstaining, from motives of economy, from
sending their insane poor to the Asylum; and as a remedy for the evil, suggests
"that the State pay one dollar per week for each insane person whom the town,
township, and counties send to the Hospital, (liat is, the Asylum,) the other rnoiety
to:be borne by the localities sending them."

The additional accommodation provided by His Excellency for the insane, by

A. 1857.
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the opening of the University building in this city as an Auxiliary Female Asylum,.
and by the annexing at a trivial expense of five rooms in the centre building of this
institution to the wards, has afforded much relief to the numerous applicants pressing
for admission.

The female Auxiliary Asylum at present lodges 55 female and 6 male patients,
all of whom are quiet and harmless ; a majority are incurable and have been Asylum
inmates for many years.

I have not deemed it prudent at the outset to fill the University building to its
utmost capacity. Not having originally been planned for the lodgment of lunatics
it is wanting in many of the peculiar requirements of an Asylum, and especially that
of spacious and lofty corridors and day rooms.

It would be altogether inappropriate for acute and violent cases of insanity ;
but as a branch of the chief Asylum, it will I trust be found of great value.

The total number of patients at this date under my charge, in both institutions,
is 428; of whom 198 are males, and 230 are females. About one-fifth of the
above number are of the patients admitted since the opening of the auxiliary
Asylum.

The total admissions from 18th October, 1856, the date of my last report to your
Honorable House, to the present time, has been 134.

The discharges in the above period have been 51.
it is to be observed that as three-fourths of the admissions for the year have

been recent, the discharges of recovered patients from the new stock have not yet,
unless to a trivial extent, come into account.

The number of deaths in the above period has been 25 in a total of 504 patients
under treatment.

Of the 428 patients now remaining in,
4 have been inmates over 16 years.

The total number of patients admitted from the opening of the Asylum, in
January, 1841, has been 1867 ; consisting of 1045 males, and 822 females.

The total number discharged has been 1091; consisting of 646 males, and 445
females.

Having in my two former reports to your Honorable louse alluded to various
improvenents required in this institution, in order to render it more efficient as a
curative establishment, and particularly to the riecessity of completing the building
according to the original design of the Architect, with a view to the securimg of a
proper classification of the patients, I abstain, on the present occasion, from pressing
on the attention of your Honorable House for a due consideration of these matte ra

I avail myself of this occasion to express, on behalf of the inmates of thie
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Asylum, my ackiiowledginents to ·the various clergymen of this City who have, on
every Sunday, gratuitously held Divine Service in the Institution; attendance upon
which is always left for the decision of the patients themselves.

Religious exercises are, in all insane institutions, regarded as valuable curative
auxiliaries; and I have no doubt they contribute naterially to the consolation and
comfort of many patients, and tend to imbue all who participate in them with:a spirit
of order and decorum.

The press of Canada has continued to the Asylum a liberal supply of news-
papers, which are read by a great number of patients with much interest.

To that indefatigable philantbropist and firm friend of the insane in all lands,
Miss D. L. Dix, we are under obligations for a renewed visit and a close exanination
of every part of both Asylums.

We have also to thank this lady for a valuable present of colored engravings
for the decoration of our rooms and corridors. Itis, however, by no means flattering
to our own community to have to state that a foreigner has had the honor of setting
so good an example.

Canada is advancing in inany publie and social virtues ; and it is to be hoped
that our insane will yet command that kind, attention, which, in other countries, is
largely bestowed on them.

The Ahylum Farm was, in the past year, cultivated to very great advatntage, and.
the products have been very valuable.

RECENT DISGRACEFUL AND OUFRA.GEýOUS DOINGS AT THE
PROVINCIAL LUNATIC ASYLUM.

(To the Editor f the Globe.)

Si,-The folloving documnents speak for themselves, and wiUl carry to tlie
public a knowledge of the disgraceful superintendence with which this noble insti-
tution is cursed:-

"PROVINCIAL LUNATIC ASYLUM,
" 11th January, 1857.

" To Da. WOR KMAN,
I Medical Superintendent,

Sim,- 1 bcg leave to inflorm you that the unnatural conduct of the man
claiming the title of Steward of the P. L. Asylumn, has corne to my knowledge.
The fact is clear tiat he has been guilty of seducing and having illicit com-
munication vith a patient under your charge, there is sufficient proof'; and I have
known the conduct of the main to be so notorious that I trust you will disniss him
immediately, otherwise, Sir, I vill produce a catalogue of his different olfences
before a tribunal where he will not escape from justice, and the disapprobation of
the country at large, as the whole community depend on the virtue of the unfortunate
lunatics being protected by you. I am in possession of your inquiries of vesterday.

The foregoing report and the filowing were submitted to the Visiting Com-
missioners of the Asylum at a meeting held on the 16th ult.

' I beg leave to report, Ist. That the female lunatic patients were exposed to
improper intercourse by the Steward, George McCullough, Nvho allowed Thomas
Pearce, a patient, and who was formerly a donvict in the Penitentiary, to go al his

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pleasuîre through the feinale wards to examine whether the windows required
glazing, until he was detected by Mary Blakely, a nurse in the seventh ward, with
a feinale ii a privale room, on the 25th or 26th of December last, when he was
sont back to bis ward.

" Report No. 2. ihat thie Steward did not pay proper attention to the security
of ihe Govertnment property in allowing Thomas Pearce, the patient named in
report No. 1, to take one f the horses and go for whiskey on the 10th instant ; and
on the 14th instant with a horse and cart, that he might get through the gates for
sugar st icks.

"Report No. 2. A female in one of the wards was in the family way, and
wlen she took labor and her pains increased her madness, the nurses did not know,
and put on ber a straight jacket, and conlìned her in the common place of punish-
ment, when itvas discovered by the cries of the infant, without Dr. Workman ever
having told (ihe aitendants of her having been pregnant ; the sight of the motle'r
vas awil, her face was all covered with blood in endeavouring to extricate

herself.

Reports Nos. 1 and 2 were presented to the Commissioners on the 16th ult.,
wiihout their taking any action thereon; but the following evidence vas taken
hbfore them on the charge preferred in my report to Dr. Workman, of the 1lth
January, against George McCullough the Ste ward

Maria Farrel was examined, and proved that she saw the Steward take
MatihLa Craney, the patient named in the report, into the Church, on such a date,
giving it with the other dates, and remain there for some time ; secondly, she saw
itn enter James Metson's, the carpenter's, be-roon and remain there at night

sorne time ; thirdly, she saw thei enter the b:ih-room on the first floor of the
cen:e building, and remain there for some time. She informed Jane Quinn, the
cook, Of the conduct, as the girl was said to be left by the Priest under Jane's
care.

Jane Quinn gave evidence that she watlched the girl on the night of the 10th
uit. after leaving the kitchen, and went to the bath-room door, and remained there
about ten minutes, lien Matilda Crancy came out, and left the door a little open.
Jane asked ber what she was doing there, and received no satisfaction ; she then
went to open the door, but it was forced against ber, she then rapped and received
no answer, rapped a third timne, and said she would not leave there until morning
or she would know who was there. McCullough then opened the door and said,
" It is me, Jane ;" she said she would go and report him to the Doctor. She did
go to Mrs. Workman first, and then to Doctor Worknan. She stated, as did the
other witness, that they were there for improper purposes.

The Church is situated in the upper part of the centre of the Asylim, imme-
diately under the cupola. There is scarcely any intercourse to it by servants or
others, the bail-room being used for Divine service. The carpenter's room is a
private bed.roon, unoccupied, remotcly situated ; the bath-room belonged to the
Bursar, and was unoccupied since lie left with his family.

The Commissioners closed their enquiries without going into the other matters
reported on, .although evidenre was at band to substantiate all. Dr. Worknan
defended his wicked Steward, and disnissed the servants, three in number, who
gave evidence, and wrote to nie the following letter:

"MR. JAMES MAGAR,
Iý SIR,-Your services in tbis Asylum will be discontinued from receipt by yon

on the 1st of next month. You wîll be at liberty, if you so wish, to take your
meals in the Asylum until the above date.

"The usual duties of the charge of the gate at your lodge bouse will be dis-
charged as heretofore until the time of your vacating the house as above, and you
will receive ,your stated wages to the sane date.

In section 18, chapter 4, of By-laws of the Asyluîm, it is stated that the
Steward, in discbargirig the various duties required of hii, shall be considered as
carrying the authority of the Medical Supermtendent, which wili readily accotunt
for the otier charges lot being gone into, the Doctor knowing that his total neglect
bf the duties of Lis office, and attending to matters forcigon to it, would not bear
investigation. I have also known the bodies of the dcad to be dissected for the
information of Doctors not connected with the Asylum, and their brains kept after
the body wias interred.

It is iigh tine that the public were aware of the villainy, deceit, and tyranny
existing in oui Provincial Lunatic Asylum. Dr. Workman ean do anything else
than attend to his Medical duties. le lias ben sustained by the present corrupt
Government fromn graver charges, and until the moral pestilence of his superinten-
dence stinks in the community, ho is lily to coitine his vilhlainy and outrage.

Asylum, beg leave to state, in accordance with the request contained in your letter,
dated 18th February instant, for the information of His Excellency, the following
facts: That on the 16th day of January last, James Magar made certain charges
against the Steward of the Asylum. That we carefully examined into the state-
ments made by the said James Magar, and examined ali the witnesses produced by
him ; and after the most careful investigation, we came to the unanimous conclu-
sion that the charges made were utterly without foundation and completely 'void of
truth, so far as establishing any criminal charge against the Steward or any other
person in the Asylum.

That as regards the female patient spoken of in James Magar's letter publish-
cd in the Daily Globe, we beg leave to refer to the Medical Superintendent's
Report, No. 27. dated Sth July, 1856, where her case is fully stated. We also beg
leave to say, that she came into the Asylum on the 12th December 1855, and was
then three months gone in pregnancy, that she was confined on the Ilth June,
1856, and that from the evidence brought before us, we believe that the statement
of her being put into a straight jacket during her confinement is also untrue.

We beg leave to transmit the accompanying letter from the Bursar for His
Excellency s consideration.

Extract from the Report of the Medical Superintendent, dated Sth July, 1856,
and referred to in the preceding letter fron the Visiting Commissioners:

In connexion with the subject, I have to report to your Board, the unusual
occurrence of a birth in one of the female wards. The circumstances are as
follows, viz. :

On the 12th December last a female lunatic calied Catherine Levi, was
brught to this Asylum, under warrant from His Excellency the Governor General.
No information as to her former condition, habits of life, or other facts, beyond the

A. 1857.
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usual charge of violent propensity was given. She was emaciated, torpid, and
weakly, and continued so slender in appearance, that even the Matron, who is a
graduated midwife, did not perceive her pregnancy, nor the nurses who had very
frequently to bathe her on account of ber dirty habits.

On Wednesday, 11th ultimo, I was sent for by the Matron, who requested my
nstant attendance on Catherine Levi, through one of the nurses, who, from feelings

of delicacy, gave me no information of the reason for the Matron's pressing mes-
age. On reaching the apartment, 1 found a male infant there rolled in flannel;
and was informed it was the child of Catherine Levi, to which she had shortly
before given birth. The nurse iiformed me that Catherine had made no complaint
of any pains, and the first intimation of the occurrence was the crying of the infant.

The Matron and one of the nurses, aided by a female patient, have taken
care of the child with great tenderness ; and though it bas only had spoon feeding
it now seems to gain strength and flesh. The mother is in very weak health, and
I fear will ultimately sink under weakness of the bowels.

Sir,-We have the honor to report, in reference to the application of Mr. Ry-
land, No. 21,427, for a change of situation in the proposed Re&istry Office, that
we forwarded same, with our views thereon, under date 3rd April, 1854, to which
we again beg leave to refer. We would further add, that, seeing the urgency of
Mr. land's application, we have taken the opportunity of carefully examining
with that Gentleman, the business carried on in his Office, which is considerable,
and rapidly increasing. We also took occasion to obtain the views of the late
CommIssioners of Registration, and, under all of the circumstances, we are of opi-
nion tliat the whole of the basement of the West Wing could be given ad inteam
to the Registry Office, involving but the outlay of a glass partition, and shoula it
be found hereafter that this space would suffice, no alterations would be requisite

Upon the application of G. Il. Ryland, Esquire, Registrar, Montreal, for a
change in the situation of the proposed Registry Office in the New Court House
building, Montreal, the annexed plan A., exhibiting the space (tinted red) atpre-
sent designed for the Registry Office, having a distinct separate doorway at the
entrance story, facing to Notre Dane street. The accommodation thus aflorded
will at once be seen by reference to this above plan; the space desired by Mr.
Ryland is shewn, tinted in blue, being about four feet more in depth than the
present contemplated offices, having a more agreeable aspect towards the Champ
de Mars, and a better light ; the rear windows towards the Champ de Mars being
seven feet and a-half by four feet and a-half, whilst those to the front, towards
Notre Dame street, are only four and three-quarter feet by three and a-half feet,
Should Mr. Ryland's demand be acceded to, the entrance would be in the central
opening of the corridor, and in order still to preserve sufficient light for the re-
mainder of this corridor tô the use of the Prothonotaries it would be necessary
to have a glass or open enclosure to shut off this entrance, which the Deputy
Pr'othonotary, Mr. Honey, objects to; the entrance would be likewise less acces-
sible to the public,-and more light might be obtained, if necessary, to the fiont
offices, by opening windows on eaci flank, as shewn. The matter thué r*eb &
tween the convenience of the Prothonotaries and the Registrar, to be determned
on by the Commissioners.

Dear Sir,-On visiting the new Court House, this morning, to see the vaults

appropriated for a Registry Office, I heard that the allowance of Gas which was
intended for this office had been cut off by your directions, under the mistaken
notion that we should not require it. Now, there is not an office in the building
which will require artificial light more than ours, for the vaults being low down,
are naturally very dark, and during the winter months, the period that we have
most work to do, the Clerks could not see to write after four o'clock.

My Dear Sir,-I addressed a private note to you last week, which I find was
forwarded to Toronto.

My communication related to the cutting off of the Gas and Water, provided
for in the Architect's estimate for the Registry Office in the new Court House Pt
Montreal. This, Mr. Ostell tells me, was done by your orders, under the inistaken
notion that we should not require them.

Now, considering that the Government have imposed.a heavy tax on registra-
tion for the ostensible purpose of paying for the erection of a Registry Office, it
certainly does seem very hard that we should be denied those essentials which are
freely granted to ail the other Departments and Offices in the building.

As regards water I feel that:I need sayl nothing, the necessity of a sufficient
supply for ail purposes is too obvious to require discussion. But in respect to
Gas I would point out that there is no office in the building which will require
borrowed light more than the Registry Offices, which being situated in the;over
vaults, are at all times dark, and at this season of the year the Clerks would not
be able to see after 4 r. m. ; whereas, to keep up the work of the Office they are
reqiredto work till seven or eight. As for candles in such a place, they would
oIl have the effect, as I stated in my former note, of making darkness visible.
Trusting then that you will give Mr. Ostel directions to supply us with both gas
and water,

Sir,-We consider it our duty to place before you the necessity of making a
different arrangement as respects the Vaults in the Court House, from the one
lately adopted. Not having received an answer, and finding that the original
Plan, as we have every reason to believe, has been changed, and the alterations
still going on, we beg leave again to call your attention to the subject.

We are unwxilling to do so, but are compelled from the conviction that should
the Registrar retain the Vailts he now claims, there will not be sufficient space
for the Records and Registers of the Superior Court alone.

Owing to the incessant labour of Mr. Coffin for these four years past, the
archives in the new Building will be in the most perfect order, and we wou1d
beg leave to observe that not only documents of recent date, but of one, and one
hundred and fifty years back are almost daily asked for, and Mr. Coffin ha's!sq
classified and assorted them, that in a very short time,-a few minutes,n-y
such can be obtained; or any Record, Register, or Paper that may be required;
produced; but this, we fear, could not continue; or that they should remain ii
the same perfect state, if the suggestions we had the honour to makë are 'xut
adopted. Where there are such au accumulation of various and highly iníportàût
documents as are under our charge, as much so at least as any other portionÏ of
the Province, the greatest care and attention is absolutely necessary, th& miÉa
placing of two or three creates confusion and great loss of time, and we are
apprehensive that that may be the case, if we have not adequate room to ,affrd
easy access, and to keep the papers sufficiently separate and apart.

We would therefore earnestly hope that the plan submitted to you on. the 22nd
day of January last may be followed out, and that orders may be given ;tQ that
effect. The Registrar would still have five vaults, containing in tie aggregste
two thousand and fifty-six superficial feet, more than sufficient for his prvafeapd
public offices, and the deeds that may remain with him uncalled for, and ýRegis-
ters, which is all, we think, he can require, allowing the Prothontory of the u-
perior Court two thousand four hundred and fifty superficial feet, whiçh, ie q, y
three hundred and ninety feet more than his. The changes which hàyet en
place are of small moment aud of trifling expense, and do not affect the -p' ý.y
us submitted.

Sir,-It is an admitted fact that I have sustained at the hands ofdh0hVo3W

ment great pecuniary loss and injustice, but itis only ýnow, afte riodaf 9

years of public service, that I have to complain of an act of gratuitous discourtesy.
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Under ordinary circurnstances I certainly should, not have chosen this moment
to remonstrate against the treatment I have experienced, but as the matter is
of a pressing nature, I consider it my duty at once to bring it under the notice of the
Governor General in Council, lest by silence, I should for an instant be supposed
to acquiesce in the indignity offered to my official position.

Referring to the Act 12 Vie., cap. 112, it will be seen that a provision is made
for a Registry Office, (not a vault or cellar,) but a fitting office for the Registry
Office of the County, in the Montreal Court House, and under the subsequent
order of the Governor in Council of the 26th April 1850, a heavy tax on Regis-
tration was imposed on the public for this special purpose.

As the head of this department, which in importance cannot be considered
secondary to the Prothonotaries who are in point of fact but the servants of the
Court, it might naturally have been supposed that I should have been consulted
as to the amoúnt of accommodation required by me.

But so far from this though the suggestions of every person interested in îhe
building from the keeper upwards were attended to, no reference whatever was
inade to me on the subj ect, and it was only b accident I learned that the whole
internal arrangement of the Building:was Ïef t o a subordinate in the Prothono-
taries' Office, and that under his supervision the accommodations for the Regis-
trar were to be on a very limited scale.

Upon receiving this intimation I brought the matter under the notice of the
Board of Works, who therefore very properly gave orders to Mr. Ostel1, the
Architect in charge, to give me the accommodation required for my office.

These orders have up to the present time been carried out, and a requisition by
order of the Board was, only a few days ago, sent in by me for the necessary
fixtures and office furniture.

To my astonishment, however, a Telegraphie communication addressed to Mr.
Ostell, and Mr. Rooney, (of which I enclose a copy,) was this morning placed in
iny hands. upsetting the whole previous arrangements, and without the slightest
reference to me on the subject, handing over to the latter gentlemen the space
specially set apart for my particular use.

Had there been any want of ròom in the space allotted to the Prothonotaries,
a question miglit have a'risen wyýhether the Registrar could spàrë any part of that
appropriated to his use, but, under such circumstances comnion offiial etiquette
aud courtesy would surely have prompted, if not necessitated his being con'sIlted
before being distituated of his apartments.

But allowing for a moment that more rooms are required by the Prothonotaries,
are there no other vaults or fitting apartments to be found for them in the building
besides the Registrar's.

A reference to the basement plan will show that there are plenty of vaults at
their disposal; for instance, adjoining the sheriff's vault there are six other large
un-occupied vaults, with a staircase leading from the Court into them; then there
are all the keeper's apartments adjoining their own, which lie offered to give up,
provided he was allowed one of the van ts near the sheriff's.

But the Prothonotaries, or rather Mr. Rooney, who has the control of the De-
partment, decided that none of the vaults, except those of which he would
deprive me, are sufficiently lighted or ventilated for the reception of antiquated
documents which are only to be deposited for safè-keeping ; and he therefore,
very charitably proposes,, ýhat the l'egisiry Office for Montreal, the most impor-
tant Office of the kind'in anàdá, to which the public are to haye constant access,
and requiring therefore to be welli-lighted aùd aired, should be plaeed in the
darkest -vaults in the building, repudiatedon thataccount byhimself.

L185{L;
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Tor the better understanding of the subject, I enclose a tracing of the ground
plan of that section of the building in dispute.

If the claim of the Prothonotaries for more space is to be sustained, I am
willing to surrender the front or public room set apart for me, with the two elo-
sets behind, in fact al the space now proposed to be given to me, which would
afford them more room, say an additional 800 square feet, than they would de-
rive from the alterations suggested by themselves, and as the first of these vaults
is immediately at the foot of the stairs leading from the Prothonotaries' rooms p
stairs, this arrangement would be infinitely more convenient to them, and indeed,
I feel convinced, that Messieurs Monk, Coffin, and Papineau, would gladly ag ee
to it.

It is true, that I should be somewhat straightened for room, but I shouldhà
air and light, which are indispensable, for it must be borne in mind, that the 1-
gistrar and his Officers, unlike the Prothonotaries, cannot be separated fron tm e
records of his Office. He has, in fact, to live among them. The Prothonotaries,
on the contrary, merely have to visit their vauits occasionally, when they reíiire
a document fron them.

This difference I cannot too strongly impress upon the Government. 1,
in conclusion, merely remark, that as regards myself, suffering as I do, from the
rheumatism, it would be at the risk of my life, and certainly perilous to 4lie
health of the whole Department, were we compelled to occupy the dark ana

nventilated vaults in question.

P.S.-Disclaiming any wish on the Gentleman at present at the head of the
Board of Works, I will yet remark, that it was their duty, under the Act 121i
cap. 112, sec. 1, to have provided a proper Office, with vaults, &c., for the jBe-
gistrar, in the main body of the Court House, which has been monopoize4by
the Prothonotaries, in whose favour the law gives no preference over
trar. Instead of this a waste of upwards of £20,000 over and abové te'sum
estimated for the building; the'wholë affait. is a blunder from end to end, and
none of the Officers are properly placed or accommodated.

Sir,-I omitted in my letter to you yesterday, one or two facts which, in ordr
to understand the, Plan I sent up, you should know, viz

1st.-That under the rnsti',tions from the Board of Works to Mr. Osteli r
vious to the unauthorized interference of the Prothônotakerwibth
ment, the front entrance to the new Registry, office led into are
essential for the public convenience. A"t the back of this ia 4 l
iutended for the safe.keqping of importan Docunents sich ad
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Debentures, of which I have many hundred thoùsand pounds wôrth in 'my
custody.

From these vaults an open passage runs through the small working vaults No.
1, 2, 3 and 4, terminated by a large window which, with the aid of the front
door, would enable us at any time to run a current of air through the place, and
thus afford complete ventilation.

Any alteration from the original arrangement, more particularly if thë Prothono-
taries' suggestions are adopted, will entirely do away with this mode of ventilation
so necessary to the health of those who have to reside there.

2nd.-Under the original Plan it was intended to brick up tie end of the Cor-
ridor between A and No. 4, leaving a light above by which the Prothonotaries
would have an additional vault connected with their other vaults, of 40 feet by
14, containingmore actual space than what they propose to take from me.

Of this vault, they for obvious reasons, make 'no mention ; nor'in their reqUi-
sition do they allude to the large space they have in the shape of a long line of
vaults well lighted and ventilated, forming half of the whole back front of the
main building, and containing together, according to Mr. Footners'calculation'
accommodation for all the papers which the Prothonôtaries will receive; allowing
the next one hundred years, a period quite long enough to look forward tò, evéný
in these go-áhead days.

I am willing, as I said yesterday, if requisite, to give up a portion of the space
set apart, for me. -Still, as we have not more room thán we actually require; I
should hope matters will be allowed.to remain in.status quo.

Permit me, in conclusion, to·observe' that in an office like this, tour things be-
sides air and light are essential, viz:

1st.-A room apart from the working rooms for the reception of the public.
2nd.-A separate room where searches which require great ncéuracy cau be

carried on without interruption.
3rd.-Such accommodation as will enable the clerks to work in separate

rooms; for if more than one or two are put to write in the same room, they are
apt to commit errors of transcription.which might be fatal to the interests of those
concerned.

4th.-The Registrar and his Deputy must have the .means of privacy in order
to perform the more important functions of his office, on the accuracy of whbich
everything depends.

to examine e vaults beneath the Court House, and more particularly, thosejpgo!
posed to be assigned to the Registrar's Department.

There are in front, besides the entrance vault, four other small vaults, one
without any light, the others but very imperfectly lighted,-nor would there be
the means of lighting them otherwise than by breaking down the front wall and
putting in large window frames to the ground.

Not one of these vaults are ventilated, nor is there any means of-e-til-tI
them.

They are well adapted for the keeping of books or documents, but in Our
opinion, are not fitted for people to reside in.

In the rear there are four vaults, three of ten feet wide, the other six feet in
width; they are thoroughly lighted and ventilated. Three out of the fouivaeliÏ
being fitted with ventilators built into the wall.

These vaults, in our opinion, are the only ones in this wing which are adaptd
for a Public Office, in which men have to reside during a great part of thegday

Gentlemen, -At your request we visited the New Court Hlouse in this city,
and carefuilly examned the vaults, Nos. 1, 23, 3e 10, and 1, whichyo haven
informed us have been allotted to the Registrar for his office, and we are of
opinion thatlthey are 'in all respects well-suited for that purpose. The hot air
pipes are carried through the vaults, which will keep them in perfect tempera-
tare, and the windows are so plaped that they will be iJfficiently ventilated.

With regard to the windows inthe west end of tire vaults allotted to the Regis-
trar, we would recommend that they should be enlarged, and made exactly of
the same dimensions as those in the adjoining vaults, situated iný4pxerrfagi,>
the Parade grounds.

We would also suggest the propriety of making anotherwindow m viault No.
1, at the west end, of the same dimensions. By so doing, we are of opinion these
vaults will be~ïdmirably âdapted~ for the purpose intended,and will in~be
well-lighted and ventilated, and there would be no necessity of any change in
the front window. We have examined the flooring of these vaults, and gld9i
state that it is about two feet aboithe lfefl f4he ground, and may be called a
BasementerGroiarid -Stôry ý'nd the latter perfectly free from damp, and are fire
proof.

Upon entering room No. 1, through a glazed porch from the front towarts
Notre Dame Street, -,L found, the..level ofothe floor 2 feet 2 inches above the
ground surface the outside. h7shamnbr like the four others, is vaulted,
and sufficient1f ' by two windows,' each 4 feet 4 inches by 3 feet 6 inches.
From itsysize, et 10 mehes by 17 feet 3 inches, it would, I consider, afford
onsubdivioin, an unexceptioifàble private room fetIie. oegiskia&o bfe
room for one or more clerks. r
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The heating is effected by two ranges of steam pipes, around three sides of the
basement or skirting, and these rooms so immediately adjoining theentrazncej
am of opinion the ventilation could not be very reasonably complamned of.

The adjacent room, No. 2, connecting with double iron doors, and having an
end window towards the western flank, is certainly very narrow, being only
6 feet 11J inches, by 39 feet 10 inches. This disproportion renders its passage.
like appearance not desirable as an office to be occupied by clerks; but as a place
of safe-keeping for documents or records, I see no strong objection thereto.

The inner room, No. 3, also lighted from the west end by one window, might
be occupied by a copying clerk; but is liable, I confess, to the objection that
unclosing the window for ventilating purposes, would súbject the inmate to the
impure atinosphere of the neighboring public privies.

From No. 3 you enter room No. 4, by an opening to which no door has been
provided ; and indeed, if it were deemed advisable to enclose rooms Nos. 2, 3.4,
and 5, with their deficient doors, it would be still essential, both for light and
ventilation, to leave then always open, at least throughout the day.

I fear it was a mistake to have placed a water-closet in this room, No. 4, froi
having no window opening; the obscurity and confined air of this vàult affoý§
strong grounds for objection. I should prefer this closet being removed
gether, as spoiling the occupancy of room No. 5, fronting towards NotreýI ane
Street. Were this source of future complaint done away with, I think tià latter
room, if neatly furnished and fitted up, would not make so very objectioiaàbîl an
office.

I found it sufficiently light at the time of my visit, for office purpdses, having
an area of 22 feet 9 inches, for the admission of. the sun's rays from its window
and a half window. The mode of warming, (of which I cannot now speak as
sufficient,) was from two ranges of steam pipes skirting the front wall. The size
of this room is 23 feet 2 inches, by 15 feet 11 inches.

Upon the whole, I consider this range of offices objectionable chiefly upon the
score of comparison with the more airy, better lighted, and more desirable por-
tions of the building. Were they not placed in this unfavorable contrast, I think
that as fire-proof vaults, essential to the safe-keeping of the Registrar's records,
they would not have had so much fault found with them. It is true, I believe, that
the first disposition of the vaults, having a thorougli passage from front to rear,
was more favorable to a circulation of air, and the rear vaults, towards the Champ
de Mars, had the advantage of greater light. Perhaps this arrangement, there-
fore, should have been unisturbed.

With reference to any alterations in the windows, as affecting the uniformity
towards the front, this proposal is inadmissible. Towards the end, the argument
has some weight, that but little assistance would be obtained in the way of light,
by lowering the windows towards the floor, and their opening upon and expo-
sure to ofýensive premises. Moreover, the three adjacent wIndows of the Pro-
thontary's vaults would require also to be enlarged to correspond with the exterior
or flank view.

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APPENDIX (A.)

STATEMENT of the RTQnTS, as to .TERRITORY, TRADE, TAXATuioN and
GoYERNMENT claimed and exercised by the Hudson's Bay Company
on the Colitinent of North Anerica.

By the Charter of his Majesty King Charles the Second, dated 2d May,,
1670, by which the Hudson's Bay Company was constituted, his Majesty
granted to the Company as follows :-

" We have given, granted and confirmed, and by these presents, for
us, our heirs and successors, do give, grant and confirm, unto the said
Governor and Company, and their successors, the sole trade and commerce
of all those seas, straits, bays, rivers, lakes, creeks, and sounds in whatso-
ever latitude they shall be, that lie within the entrance of the straits com-
monly called Hudson's Straits, together with all the lands and territories,
upon the countries, coasts and confines of the seas, bays, lakes, rivers, creeks
and sounds aforesaid, that are not already actually possessed by or granted
to any of our subjects, or possessed by the subjects of any other Christian
Prince or State, with the fishing of all sorts of fish, whales and sturgeons,
and other royal fishes, in the seas, bays, inlets and rivers within the pre-
mises, and the fish therein taken, together with the royalty of the sea upon
the coasts within the limits aforesaid ; and all mines royal, as well dis-
covered as not discovered, of gold, silver, geins and precions stones, to be
found or discovered within the territories, limits and places aforesaid ; and
that the said land be from henceforth reckoned and reputed as one of our
plantations or colonies in America, called " Rupert's Land " : And fuirther,
we do by these presents, for us, our heirs and successors, make, create and
constitute the said Governor and Comvpany for the time being, and their:
successors, the true and absolute lords and proprietors of the same territory,.
limits and places aforesaid, and of all other the premises, saving always-
the faith, allegiance and sovereign dominion due to us, our heirs and sue-
cessors for the same ; to have, hold, possess and enjoy the said territory
limits and places, and all and singular other the premises hereby granted
as aforesaid, with their and every of their rights, members, jurisdictions,
prerogatives, royalties and appurtenances whatsoever to them the said Go-
vernor and Company and their successors for ever, to be holden of us, our
heirs and successors as of our manor of East Greenwich, in our county of
Kent, in free and common soccage, and not in capite, or by knight's service ;
yielding and paying yearly to us, our heirs and successors, for the sane,two-etks and two black beavers, whensoever and as often as we, our heirs
and successors, shall happen: to enter into the said countries, territories and.
regions hereby. granted."

Under this grant the Coinpany, have: always. claimed and exercised
dominion as absolute proprietors of- the soil in the territories understood tobe embraced bythe; terms of the- grant, and. which are more partiluaxly
defined:inthe'accom anyingtrap ;-andthey have also clained and eéjoyed
the exclusiveiright o tradingnethoe territories.

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It may be right here to mention, that, although the original title to the
territory and trade in question was derived under the charter above referred
to, the rights of the Company have, in various instances, received the re-
cognition of the Legislature.

The Act 14 Geo. 3, c. 83, which is intituled, " An Act for making rnore
effectual Provision for the Government of the Province of Quebec, in North
America," in describing the boundaries of Canada, expr'essly refers to their
lying " northward to the southern boundary of the territories granted to
the Merchants Adventurers of England trading into Hudson's Bay ;" thereby
distinctly recognizing the existence of such a grant, and referring to the
known boundary on the south of the territories so granted.

Again, an Act was passed in the 43rd year of the reign of Geo. 8, c.
138, intituled, " An Act for extending the Jurisdiction of the Courts of Jus-
tice in the Provinces of Lower and Upper Canada to the Trial and Punish.
ment of Persons guilty of Crimes and Offences within certain Partwof
North Anerica adjoining to the said Provinces ;" and thià Act having
:stated in the preamble that crimes committed in the Indian territories were
mot -then cognizable by any jurisdiction whatsoever, declares that such

<crimes should be considered as if committed within the jurisdiction ofthe
Canadian courts.

A doubt having arisen whether this provisión extended to the territories
possessed by the Hudson's Bay Company,because,although they forned.part
.ofthe Indian territories, crimes therein committed could not be saidnottobe
,cognizable by any jurisdiction whatsoever, inasmuch as the Hudson's Bay
Company had a distinct jurisdiction conferred upon it by its charter, gan Act
was passed in 1he 1st & 2d Geo. 4, c. 66, intituled, " An Act for regulating the
Fur Trade, and establishing a Commercial and Civil Jurisdiction withiieer-
tain Parts of North. America," by which after reciting that doubtâ had been
,entertained whether the provisions of the Act of Geo. 3 extended tao the
territories granted by charter to the Governor and Company of Adventurtrs
d6f England trading into Hudson's Bay, and that it was expedient thatsuch
doubts should be removed, and the said Act should be further extendedit
was declared and enacted, that thle provisions of the Act of 43 Geo 8 should
be deemed and construed " to extend to and over, and to be in fùll force in
and through all the territories theretofore grantel to the Hudson's Bay,,Com-
pany :" thus again distinctly recognizing the existence of the grantrofthe
soil as well as the jurisdiction ; for the Act contains an express reservation
that nothing therein contained should affect the rights, privileges; authority
or jurisdiction of the Hudson's Bay Company; and, in consequenceyfroén
that period, the Company*nd the Canadian courts have exercised acôn-
current jurisdiction as to offences committed within the territoriedaàfthe
Company. By this Act also power was given to the Crown to makegrnt
or give licenses for the exclusive privilege of trading with the Indiansâin
all such parts of North America as should be specified in any suchgrants
or licenses not being part of the lands and territories granted to the Govemor
and Company ôf Adventurmrs of England trading to Hudson's Bty, and
not being part of any of the Crown provinces in North America, or:fOazy
lands or territories belonging to the United States of America

By virtue of licenses granted under the powers of this Act4-iheACM.
pany are entitled to certain exclusive rights of trading beyond-thodimitsof
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their own territories; but this Act is referred to here as distinctly recogniz--
ing the rights of the Company to exclusive trade withiin their own territories.

With regard to Taxation and Government, the Company, under their
charter, are invested with power " to make, ordain and constitute such and
so many reasonable laws, constitutions, orders and ordinances as to them,,
or the greater part of them, being then and there present, shall seem neces-
sary and convenient for the good government of the said Company, and of
all Governors of colonies, forts and plantations, factors, masters, mariners
and other officers employed or to be employed in any of the territories and
lands aforesaid, and in any of their voyages, and for the better advance-
ment and continuance of the said trade or traffic and plantations, and the
same laws, constitutions, orders and ordinances so made, to put in use and
execute accordingly, and at their pleasure to revoke and alter the same, or
any of them, as the occasion shall require : and it is provided, that the said
Governor and Company, so often as they. shall make, ordain or establish
any such laws, constitutions, orders and ordinances, in such form as afore-
said, shall and may lawfully impose, ordain, limit and provide such paina,,
penalties and punishments upon all offenders contrary to such laws, consti-
tutions, orders and ordinances, or any of them, as to the said Goveriior and
Company for the time being, or the greater part of them then and there
being present (the.said Governor, or his deputy, being always one), shall
seem necessary, requisite or convenient for the observation of the same
laws, constitutions, orders and ordinances ; and the same fines and amer-
ciaments shall and may, by their officers and servants, from time to time
to be appointed for that purpose, levy, take and have to the use of the said
Governor and Company, and their successors, without the impediment of
us, our heirs or successors, or of any of the officers or ministers of us, our
heirs or successors, and without any account therefore to us, our heirs or
successors, to be made so always as the said laws, constitutions, orders
and ordinances, fines and amerciaments, be reasonable, and not contrary
or repugnant, but as near as may be agreeable to the laws, statutes or
customs of this our realm." And it is further provided, " that all lands,
islands, territories, plantations, forts, fortifications, factories or colonies,
where the said Company's factories and trade are or shall be, witþin any
the ports or places afore limited, shall be immediately and from henceforth
under the power and command of the said Governor and Company, thei'
successors and assigns, and the said Governor and Company are empowered
to appoint and establish Governors and all other officers to govern them."
And it is provided, "that the Governor and his Council of the several and
respective places where the said Company spall have plantations, forts,
factories, colonies or places of trade, within any of the countries, lands or
territories hereby granted, may have power to judge all persons belonging
to the said Governor and Company, or that shall live under them, in all
causes, whether civil or criminal, according to the laws of this Kingdom,
and to execute justice accordingly ; and in case any crime or misdemeanor
shall be committed in any of the said Company's plantations, forts, factories
or places of trade,.within the limits aforesaid, where judicature cannot be
executed for want of Governor and Council there, then in such case it shal
and may be lawful for the Chief Factor of that place and his council
transmit the party, together with the offence, to snch other plantation, factor,

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or fort where there shall be a Governor and Council, where justice y rnav ibe
executed, or into this Kingdom of England, as shall be thought most een-
venient, there to receive such punishment-as the nature of his bffence shall
deserve."

In pursuance of the authority thus given, the Companyýhave invariably
exercised all the powers of Government necessary for the administrationof
justice in their territory, and for that purpose have appointed properoffiers,
who have acted judicially in all matters arising therein.

As already observed, the Canadian courts have now a couurentjnris-
dction with the Company.

It may be right here to refer to several Acis of the Legislature which
have recognized the general rights and privileges claimed and exercised by
the Company.

An Act passed in the sixth year of the reign of Queen Anne, c.,37,
intituled " An Act for the Encouragement of the Trade to America," and
this Act contains an express proviso, that "nothing therein contained shall
extend or be construed to take away or prejudice any of the estatës, rights
or privileges of or belonging to the Governor and Company of Adveturers
trading into Hudson's Bay."

In like manner, in 1745, when an Act was passed (18 Geo. 2, u. 17),
for granting a reward for the discovery of a north-west passage: through
Hudson's Straits, it was expressly provided, that " nothing therein contained
should extend or be construed to take away or prejudice anyof-theestates,
rights or privileges of or belonging to the Hudson's Bay Companý"'>

No exact system of taxation has been claimed or exercised'by the
Company ; and until a colony of resident settlers was establishet, ,thér
than the Company's own servants, the Company defrayed thetheleMx-
penses of the government of their territories, without the aidý,ofanymöddntti-
bution whatever ; but since a colony was formed, it has beehaádé,a
stipulation with the community, upon their becoming settleïspárÏi1d -
ceiving parcels of land, that they should contribute towardsthepéXe-s-of
the government of the colony ; but the main charge has contmnèdt6%e
borne by the Company.

MEMOIRANDIJN.

The Commissioner of Crown Lands submits the following
remarks on the North-West Territories of Canada, Hudson's
Bay, the Indian Territories and the Questions of Boundary
and Jurisdiction connected therewith to accompany the
other Documents:

The question now under special consideration has
more paiticular reference to the subject of the renewal of
a Lease held by the Hudson's Bay Company for the" In-
dian Territories," which are not considered to be within
the boundaries of Canada, though subject to Canadian
jurisdidtion.

But the Hudson's 'Bay Company's "Map and State-
ment of Rights, "udër their original Charter, as submitted
to the Iruperial Goiernment in 1850 by Sir J. H: Pélly,
the'Chairman of the Company, has -alsô however to 'be
considered in cdnnection with it.

It becdmes'necessary therefore to expose the fallacies of the " State
ment of Rights and-Map" referred to, in ordër that Ihe righis of the Pro-
vince may not be misunderstood or the pretentions of the Company taken
for grantéd.

The rights of the Hudsoné 13 y Corpany and the effect of their opera-
tions upon the interests of Canada, will best be considered under the
following separate heads, viz:

First.-With respect to their operatiöôs under the Original Charteron
he territories affected thereby.

Second.-With respect to their operatiéns within the bôundaries of this
Province.

Third.-With respectto'théir operations on what has been teried the
Indian Territories, now under Lease to thein.

Fourth.-Arising out of the forea'oing, the more important question òf the
Boundariés of the above Territorial Divisions ; and

Fifth.-With iespeci to jurisdiction as exercised and as sanctioned by
law.

OPERATIONS OF THE COMPANY ON THEIR OWN
TERRITORIES.

On the first head, as regards their operations under their Charter on
the territories whic b, if valid, it would cover, it is a matter of very second-
ary importance to Canada. .The territories of the Hudson's Bay Company,
taken at the largest extent which any sound constrnctiôn of their Charter
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in connection with international rights would warrant, if not in point of
distance so very remote, are nevertheless so situated, that it can only be

when all the localities to the south and west, more availa.
. ble for purposes of agriculture and settlement, have been

filled to overflowing, that settlers may be gradually forced
oP into that vicinity from the superabundant population of

more favored countries.
The most direct interest that Canada could have in the. matter at the

present moment, being responsible for the administration of justice there,
would be rather of a moral and political than of an interested or commer-

cial character. But as the necessities of the Company,
in whose hands a monopoly of the trade has practically
existed since the treaty of Utrecht, together with the
powers which they profess to derive from their Charter,
has induced them to establish a jurisdiction which, for the

moment, seems to have been successful in maintaining tranquility and
order, Canada has had no special reason to intervene, though if any com-
plaints had been made on this score she would of course have felt called
upon to exercise the powers vested in her by Imperial Statutes.

It is not indeed to be denied that the freedom of the trade, consisting
of furs and fisheries, would be of advantage to this country; but as this
involves a question of the validity of the Charter, and whether or not, if
valid in respect of the territory really affected by it, it would also affect the
open sea of the Bay, and seeing that the question is not now raised of any
further legislation to give effect to the powers it professes to confer, the consi-
deration of this point is irnmaterial at the present moment compared
witli the more important subjects that have to be treated of.

OPERATIONS OF THE COMPANY ON CANADIAN
TERRITORIES.

The second point to be taken into consideration and which is of a more
important nature, is that which affects the operations of the Company with-
in the boundaries of Canada, and on this head it must be admitted
that they have had every facility they could possibly enjoy in their"own
territories, if such exist : whether on the coasts of Labrador, Lakes Huron,
Superior or Winnipeg; whether on the Saguenay, the St. Maurice, the
Ottawa, the Red River, the Assiniboine or the Saskatchewan, wherever,
they have operated within the boundaries of Canada, they have had pre-
cisely the same scope as within their own territories on the .shores of
Hudson's Bay; not indeed but what if opposition had sprung up, the same
facilities must necessarily have been afforded to any rival traders, had they
not been effectually protected from such rivalry by their unlimited means,
their extensive ramifications and complete organization, vith which no ri-
val traders were able to compete, unless indeed to a very limited extent
n the immediate vicinity of the settlements.

There are indeed parts of the Province so remote from established set-
tlements and having so little direct intercourse with them, that in, former
years it might have been to some extent a tax upon the country to have
established tribunals sufficient to enforce the laws over regions tnhabited

only, with one exception, by the servants of the Cpmpapy and the Indians,
though it may now be reasonably questioned whçther corresponding be-
nefits would not have accrued from such a course, while it must be ad-
mitted that the Company have at all events reaped a profit, taking toge-
ther the costs they have been put to from the want of legal tribunals and
the monopoly of the trade which the non-organization of such tribunals
lias practcally been the rr.eans of enabling them to enjoy.

The exception referred to, where a considerable settlement exists, be-
sides the employees of the Company and the Indians, is the Red River
Country.

But the time has passed when any considerations of expense or tempo-
rary inconvenience, even if proved to exist, can be allowed to stand in the
way of opening up those territorices, when indeed the necessity for expansion
compels the Provincial Government to create further facilities for it ; and as
an additional reason why the Government should no longer permit the pre-
sent state of things to continue, it must be added that rumours have been
gaining ground of late years, with a force and clearness which almost
compel conviction, that the jurisdiction actually exercised in those remote
localities has been as contrary to the wishes of thé people as it lias been
manifestly without the sanction of law, all which has created a necessity
for early investigation and action on the part of the. Canadian Government.

With this view preparations were made in the Crown Lands Depart-
ment last summer for a preliminary survey from the head of Lake Superior
westward, preparatory to the opening of free grant roads, which have been
so successful in other parts of the country, for the purpose of forming the
nucleus of a settlement which would gradually penetrate to the valley of
the Red River and the prairies beyond : besides which a first class
thoroughfare would be necessary to afford easier means of commùunica-
tion:with the navigable waters flowing to the west, &c., to facilitate the
administration of justice in the distant settlements and the necessary
intercourse generally between those parts and the more populous
districts of the country,, and which would at the same time throw
open to emigration, agriculture and commerce a far larger area, with at
least an equal average mildnes's of climate, and susceptible of more rapid
development (a4known characteristic of prairie countries), than all other
parts of the Province heretofore rendered available foi settilement.

The question of the renewal of the license of exclusive trade on the
Indian Territories does not, of course, affect the country above referred to,
any more than it does the lands, whatever they be, for they lve never
been defined upon authority, which. the original Charter of the Hudson's
Bay Company may, upon investigation, be construed to cover.

OPERATIONS OF THE COMPANY ON THE INDIAN
TERRITORIES.

The third point is, for the moment, of less importance than the last,
though within the period of another such lease as, the Act 1.& 2 Geo. 4,
cap. 66, authorises, it would be impossible to calculate the immense
influence it must have upon the future of this country, and the British
institutions which have taken root so deeply and thrive so nobly on its soil.

20, Victoriæe.
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The present operations of the Hudson's Bay Company on these "'Ihùiàn
Territories". are conducted on the same principle precisely as witn fihe
boundaries of Canada, the jurisdiction they exercise having heretofore htd
the excuse of necessity if not the sanction of law, -and to far as it un 'be
shewn to have been exercised to the benefit of those countries, the Compafy
rnight fairly claim indemnity for the consequence, should that' bcome
necessary, and there is no reason to doubt either the generosity or'the
justice of the Legislature if called upon to ratify such a measure.

It now becomes necessary, under the fourth head, to treat the ques-
tions of boundary arising out of the three foregoing ; and these questidns
have heretofore, been so little understood, that it will be necessary to enter
into the sabject at some length.

The difficulty of describing definite boundaries in countries, which at
the time were but very imperfectly or partially known, has always been a
matter of serious embarrassment. In the present instance, however, the
difficulties can only be in matters of detail, and it may be safely assumed
that they wili be still further lessened by the fact, that -wherever uncertainty
can be supposed to prevail in any point of real importance, it can only be
between the Province of Canada, on the one hand, and the " Indian Territo-
ries," on the other, (not between Canada and the Territories of the Hudson's
Bay Company, unless at a point of comparatively little consequence); and
it would be difficult to conceive that it could be adverse to the interests of
the Crown or the community, if the principal question of boundary were
sunk altogether, and the whole of the " Indian Territories" incorpoiraed
with this Province.

BOUNDARY OF THE COMPANY'S TERRITORIES UNDER
CHARTER OF 1670.

In the first place then, with respect to the Territory affected 'by the
Charter of the Hudson's Bay Company, it may be admitted that it wouild
not only be difficult but absolutely impossible to define it; it is therefole
fortunate that its limited extent renders the question of little importancee
further than that it becomes necessary to consider and rebut the verylarge
pretensions of the Company.

The extent of the territory affected by the Charter is subject to tWo
distinct conditions:

First-It is confined to all such territory as was then the property of
the donor.

Second-It is confined to all such unknown territories as by the dis-
coveries of the Company, his subjects, might become his property.

These distinctions, though not directly expressed, are nevertheless
conditions resulting frorn the circumstances and necessary to a propbr Un-
derstanding of the case.

With respect to the first, viz: the territory which was the property of
the donor, it is necessarily limited by usage and by common sense to what
was known or discovered, for the unknown and undiscovered could nbt
be his property and might never become his property, that being dependarit
upon circumstances then in the future ; it is iurther limited by specific
condition, expressed in the Charter itself, to such portions of wrlrat was
then known as did not bclong to any other christian Prince,which conditionit

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must be admitted, was an ackriowledgment on the part of the dc>ndr, that
some part of the territory he was describing was fot'his, and of ̂ dubt as
to what did or did not helong to him.

With respect to the extent of territory that might hate been affected by
the second condition above stated (that is as 'regards exclusive trade, he
grant of soil being less extensive and nore ambiguous) itthas no particular
limit, for it embraces all countries which could be reached either by " ater
or land" through Hudson's Straits, and to limit or extend it mrerely to the
sources of rivers dischargli2g into Hudson's Bay, would be a constiuction
which the Charter will in no sense admit of. But while it extends to all
unknown Countries, or infidel nations, which the Company could reach
through Hudson's Straits or Bay, it is at the sarne time inferentially and
necessarily restricted from extending to any of those unknown parts which
might be first discovered and possessed by the subjects of any other christian
Prince or State. This is not indeed expressed in the Charter in relation to
undiscovered territories, but it is emphatically so as regards the then state of
the rights and possessions of christian Powers. While the King therefore is
so careful, at least in the wording of the document, not to infringe'upon
the rights of others already acquired, it can scarcely be supposed that he
meant to infringe upon the rights of others to acquire what then belonged
to none. The inference is altogether against the supposition that King
Charles meant by his Charter to deny the right of any other civilized na-
tion to make further discoveries and appropriate the countries discovered,
and, even if he had so intended it, he had hot the power' to alter the law of
natiòns in this respect. Besides, the Charter is expressly one of discovery
as well as trade, &c.; the advantages granted to the " adventurers" are inci-
deitaland subordinate to that greater òbject, but there could be no discovery-
on their part wherever they were precèded by prior discovery and possession
on the part of the subjects of any other christain Prince. 'hie right of dis-
covery:is ýad was so well established, and wherever considered of any
importance, bas been so jealously watched that'volumes of diplomatie don-
troversy have been written on single cases of dispute, and the King of
Great Britain'could not by his Charter annul the recognized law of nations,
or limit in any degree the right of other States to discover and possess
countries then unknown. It may even be considere'd extravagant to affirm
that he could convey a right of property to territories 'not then but 'which
might ajterwards become his or his successors' by the prior discovery and
possession of the Company themselves, his subjects : were it necessary to
dwell ùpon this point it could easily be shown that most of the territories
now-claimed under the Charter, which were not discovered at that date,
the Company were not afterwards the first nor vere any other British sub-
jects the first discoverers of; that in fact, except the Coppermine 'River,
the Company never discovered anything or penetraed bêyond the Coasts
and Confines of the Bay (to which perhaps they at that time justly con-
sidered their rights restricted) for upwards of a hundred years after the
date of their Charter, and that when they did so penetrate, the only discovery
they made was that the whole country, in the interior had been long in the
peaceful possession of the subjects of another christain Prince.

But the 'position, as regards discovery after the date of ihe Charter, it
is unnessary to dwell upon, particularly as an adverse title can be proved
prior to the date of the Charter, and that too sanctioned by treaty.

'A; 89f.
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The early discovery and occupation of the country in and about Hyi-
son's Bay are, as in many other cases, shrouded in a good deal of. obscu-
rity. The British claim as the first discoverers of the whole coast of this

part of North America, in the persons of John and Sebastian
1497. Cabot, about the year 1497, but it is contended on the other

hand that their discoveries did not extend to the north of New-
foundland, which still retains the name they gave it and which they sup-
posed to form part of the main land. It is said indeed that the Cabots
penetrated to a. very high latitude far to the north of the Straits now
bearing the naine of Hudson ; but it nust be remarked that there appear to
be no authentic records of the two voyages of the Cabots, their journals or
observations. There appears to be only learsay evidence of what they did,
or where they went, told aftervards at second hand to third parties. The
voyages of the Cabots therefore, although they are matters of history, not
admitting of any reasonable doubt, in a general way, as to their having
reached the coast of America, lose much of their force as the bases of spe-
cific territorial claims, from Lhe want of any record of their proceedings.
Did they ever land? If so, where ? What observations did they make ? Did
they take forma] possession ? &c.

The French claim througli Fishermen of Brittany who es-
1504. tablishedFisheries on the coast as early as 1504, and through
1506. a mnap published by Jean Deny, of Honfleur, in 1506. -The

map would be vahtable if any authentic copy of it be extant.
There doesnot appear to be any such record of the operations of the Breton

Fishermen as would fix precisely the spot where their trade was carried
on, though a British geo7raphical work, published
in 1671, with a nap attached, fixes it at Hudson's

1- Straits, naming the country after them, on the south
side of the Straits and within the Bay. The next
navigator through whom the French claim is main-
tained is John Verezzani, who visited the country
by order of Francis the First of France, in 1523-4.

1523-4. This is the first voyage, in behalf of either France
or England, of which any authentic and circumstan-

tial record exists, as written by the navigator himself, who gave
1534. the country the name of New P'ance. In 1534, Jacques Cartier's

discoveries commenced, and these are so well known that it is
unnecessary.to say more of them.

Thus, then, it appears that the Cabot's voyages, unsustained by any
authentic record, affording no means of basing even a probable surmise
as to whether so much as a landing was effected, formal possession
taken, or any act done to constitute the assumption of sovereignty o
territorial dominion, comprise the only grounds on which England can

base a claim to the country north of Newfoundland,
. ' prior to the voyage of Jacques Cartier. Apart,

therefore, from the question of " beneficial interests"
-gf (to use the expression of a British diplornatist)

which were acquired by France, cornencing ,with
the discoveries of Cartier, the preponderanace of
admisible evidence is altogether in favor of Freneh
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discovery of that part of the continent between Newfoundland and Hud-
son's Bay. But, even if the question rested altogether between the un-
authenticated discoveries of the Cabots and the commencement of settle-
ment by Cartier, it would not be inappropriate to assume the British view
of a similar question as maintained in the Oregon dispute, in the following
words':

"In the next place, it is a circumistance not to be lost sight of, that it (the discovery by
" Gray) vas not for several years followed up by any act which could give it value in a
" national point of view : it was not in truth made known to the worid either by the discoverer him-
c se{f or by his Government."

1553. The next English attempts at discovery commenced in 1553,
when Willoughby penetrated to the north of Iudson's Bay,

which, however, lie did not discover or enter. This was nineteen years
after Jacques Cartier's first voyage and was followed by various other
attempte at finding a north-west passage, all apparently directed to the

north of Hudson's Straits until 1610, the period of Hudson's
1610. voyage, in which he perished after wintering in the Bay which

bears his name ; but by this time it must be observed that
Canada was colonized by the French.

' n 1540, De Roberval was made Viceroy of Ca-
iedl nada, the description of which as given in his com-

mission included Hudson's Bay, though not then of
course known by that name.

L'Escarbot gives a full description of Canada at
1598 i61, the period of De la Roche's appointment in 1598,

as follows:

" Ainsi notre Nouvelle France a pour liiiites du côté d'ouest les terres jusqu'à la mer dite
"Pacifique au-deç. du tropique du cancer ; au midi les iles de la mer Atlantique du côté de Cuba
"et l'Isle Espagnole; au levant la mer du nord, qui baigne la Nouvelle France ; et au Septentrion
"cette terre, qui est dite inconnue, vers la mer glacée jusqu'au Pole Arctique."*

Notwithstanding failures and difficulties, France continued the effort
to colonize Canada, and in 1598 De la Roche was appointed Governor of

1603-4. the whole of Canada as above described: In 1603 or 1604 the
first exclusive charter was granted for the fur trade of Canada

1608. up to the 54th degree of north latitude: in 1608 Çhamplain
1613. founded the city of Quebec, and. in 1613 he accompanied his

Indian allies, to the number of between two and three thou-
sand, up the Ottawa and by Lake Nippissing and the French River
to war with a hostile nation at the Sault St. Marie. It, must now be
observed that the great incentive to the colonization of Canada was the
enormous profits of the fur trade, without which it is scarcely .likely that
such persevering efforts would have been made for that purpose while so
many countries with more genial climates remained in a manner un-
appropriatedî

Tadousac, at the mouth of the Saguenay River, was the first important
Post established by tle French on the St. Lawrence; it was the entrepot of

* Therefore, New France has for boundaries on the yeut the Pacifie Ocean within the ro-
pic of C(ncer ; on the south the Islands of the Atlantic towards Cuba and the Spanish Island or
Hispamiol' Menthe east the Northern sea which washes its ahOiee, embracig on the north the
lands aeae Funknown, towards the Prosen sea, up to the Arotie Pole.
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the fur trade before Quebec was founded, and continued to be so aftç eqed
This will not be deemed extraordixiary when it is, considered that the
Saguenay River afforded the best means of access into the interiQr an4 was
the best inland route, in fact is the best canoe route yet to the Great Bay
now bearing the name of Hudson. There is indeed no authentic recora
of any of the French having made an overland journey to the Bay at so early
a period, but when it is considered at what an early date the Coureur de
Bois traversed the whole country in search of peltries, how readily they
amalgamated with the Indians, who in that locality were in friendly
alliance with them, and when it is also considexed what extraordinary jour-
neys the Indians undertook, a3 instanced by the war carried into the enemy's
country at the Sault St. Marie, already referred to, the presumption is that
the fur traders of Tadousac not only enjoyed the trade of the Great Bay,
but must also have penetrated very far in that direction, if not to the Bay
itself, a journey at the most of less distance and not greater difficulty than
that which Champlain successful·ly accomplished with an army, while it
had the strong incentive of profit to stimulate it. It is not necessary, how-
ever, to prove Ihat every corner of the country known to the world as New
France or Canada had been first visited by the actual possessors of the
region so known.

However strong the probabilities therefore of the Coureur de Bois
having been in communication with the great northern Bay before the visit

1010 of Hudson, in 1610, or of Button Who succeeded him, in
1612. 1612, it is not necessary to base any argument thereon; nor is

it necessary to dwell on the reputed voyage of Jean Alphonse,
1.45. of Saintonge, in 1545, which, aIthough quoted by French histo-

rians, does not appear to be sufficiently authenticated. For,
granting that the rights accruing from discovery resulted from the voyages-
of Hudson and Button, these diseoveries were practically abandoned,
in fact were never dreampt of being followed up by way of occupation,
the finding of a north-west passage having been their sole object; but,
waiving even this point, it will be found that the rights of France were
made good by international Treaty long before the Charter of Charles; the
Second was granted.

It will be seen from L'Escarbot's description, and those contained in
the Commissions of the Goveinors already referred to, that France claimed
the whole country extending to the north of Hudson's Bay, her title resting
in the first instance upon the discoveries already mentioned, of which those
of Verezzani, Cartier and Champlain are of unquestioned authenticity, to
which they had added, When L'Escarbot wrote in 1611, the title resulting
from actual possession in the shape of permanent settlement. England, on
the other hand, claiming under Cabot's discovery, denied the right of
France generally to the whole and practically to the more southerly
parts where she endeavoured to plant settlements of her own, Mi
which she was successful at a period somewhat later than the- French
The fact is, each was trying to grasp more than they could take actual
possession of; and if mere discoveryof parts of a continent without actixa
possession or settlement- were made- the basis of permanent rights, neither
ofhe contending parties would perhaps have had any right àt all, Gtdua
the,state of the actual possessions of the two powers settled down intoAso
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of intelligble, shape, thQpgh withqut any. very. distinct boundaries, the most
northefly of theEnglish posssions being linown as New England, and ail
the countiy to the north thereof being:,known as New France'ý or Cansad,
where the French only were in possession, thereý being no possession or
settlement of any kind to the north of them. Stil had, England colonized
Hudson's Bay at that period and been successful in keeping actual posses-
sion of it, she would just have had the same right to, do so that she had te
colonize New England. That England persevered with extraordinary
energy in trying to find a north-west passage there can be no doubt, nor
does it appear that France, though publicly claiming the country, made any
objéction, but neither country made the most, distant attempt atesettlement
or actual occupation of those remote and inhospitable regions at that period.

1615. In 1615 another expedition was made into Hudson's Bay,
1727. in search of a north-west passa ge by Baffin & Bylot. In 1627,

the Quebec Fur Company was formed under the auspices of Car-
dinal Richelieu and an exclusive Charter granted to them for the whole of

New France or Canada, described as extending to the Arctic Cir-
1629. cle. In 1629, Quebec was taken by the British, as were also

most of the other principal towns founded by, the French in
Acadia and Nurembega (now Nova-Scotia and New-Brunswick), which

were then Provinces of New France, the two nations being
1631 then at war. In 1631 Fox and James, on two difderent expedi-

tions, prosecuted a further search for a north-west passage in
Hudson's Bay, and from the latter of these navigators the southerly part
of the Bay takes it& name.

Ai this period the authenticated voyages of the English into Hudson's
Bay were Hudson in 1610, Button in 1612, Bylot and Baffin in 1615, and
Fox and James in 1631 ; the numerous other expeditions having been ail
apparently directed to the north of Hudsons Straits. At the same time
the extent of New France or Canada, as claimed by the French, was
publicly known throughout the civilized nations of Europe, It is not
necessary to say, that that claim was admitted by Great Britain, it is
sufficient that it was known. British authorities evenof a later period it
must be observed, have contended that the French were intruders in Ame-
rica altogether in violation of the title accrued through the discoveries of
the Cabots, and had. no right whatever to aiy part of it until acquired by
treaty. It therefore becomes immaterial whether the claims of the French
were disputed or not so far as they were afterwards confirmed or a title
created by Treaty.

lu 1682, peace, was concluded, and by the Treaty of St.
1632. Germain en Laye, Canada or New France was relinquished t>

the Frençh without any particular desigration of its limits, and
the British Forces were to be. withdrawn from the places they had taken,
which being. the raost impprtal, inçlQding the seat ofegovernment, might
almost bs sad to have amounte. to the conquestof,tlie whole country.

wards granted by Charles the Second was in fact, but for the saving cla it
contains, a violation, and Canada might well be content to rest her case ere
sa against a Charter which, referring to a country previously guaranteed by
the treaty to a foreign power is expressly conditioned (as a Charter. of dUs.
covery) not to interfère with what belonged to that other power. If, as e
asserted by some English writers, France had no rights in America but
such as she acquired by Treaty, what, it may be asked, were the limitiof
the territory she acquired by the Treaty of St. Germains En Laye, if not all
that she claimed under the name of New France? It must be observed
too that Champlain, the' Viceroy of Canada, was made prisoner when
Quebec was taken in 1629, and carried to England where he remain~ed for
some tine, and that the very year in which the Treaty was entered into,
he published a work, containing a map of New France, by which Hudson's
Bay was included in the country so called. Can it then for a moment be
supposed, with Champlain, the Viceroy of New France, a prisoner in their
hands and their flag floating in triumph from the battlements of its Capital,
that the British Government and the Diplomatists who negociated. the
Treaty were ignorant of the meaning attached to the terms " Canada»,
or "New France," or could attach any other meaning to those terme
than that which Champlain's published maps of a previous date indicated,
and with which the descriptions of other French writers whose works
were known throughout Europe coincided? Can it be supposed that
in the negociations preceding the Treaty, Champlain's views of the.
extent or boundaries of his Viceroyalty were wholly unknownu or
that the British Diplomatists meant something less by the appellation thah
what was known to be understood by France ? If, indeed, something less
than the known extent of country called New France lad been agreed
upon, some explanation would undoubtedly have been contained in the
Treaty, or, if there had been any misunderstanding on the subject, the
map which issued the same year, in Champlain's work of 1632, would at
once have been made a cause of remonstrance, for, coming from the Chief
Officer of the Colony, who wàs re-appointed to or continued in his office
after the Peace, and published in Paris under the auspices of the King, it
could not be otherwise looked upon than as an official declaration of the
sense in which France regarded the Treaty.

Even, then, if the rights of France were wholly dependent upon
international Treaties, her right became as good by the Treaty of St.
Germains en Laye to the shores of Hudson's Bay as to the shores of the
St. Lawrence. If she had rights before, the Treaty confirmed them, and
if she -had no rights before, the Treaty created them ; and, in either
case, the effect was as great in the one locality as the other. Every
further step, however, in the history of the country will only tend to shew
that even if theie had been no such treaty as that of St. Germain en Laye;
the Charter could not be sustained in opposition to the rights of France.

1632. The provisions of the treaty of 1682, seem to have ,been
1668. respected for a period of 36 years, when in 1668, the next Eng.

lish expedition entered the Bay, which wasthe firstra ,
voyage ever made by British subjects to the Bay, and which resulted n
formation of the Hudson's Bay Company and the grant of the ChatW
years after. In saying that this was the firet purely commercial enteËeïWýJ
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the British in Hudson's Bay, it is not meant to be implied that no trade
was ihad with the Itdians by those engaged on the former expeditiorns, but
thatsuchenterpriseswereundertaken with thedefinite objeet of reaching the
Pacifie and without the least idea of any practical occupation of, or trade
with the country.

The British having ceased any attempt upon Hudson's Bay from the
time of Fox and James' voyages and the Treaty of St. Germains en Laye for a
period of 36 years, it now remains to be seen what the character of this
their next attempt was, and what had been the circumstances of the coun-
try in the interim.

That the name of Canada or New France continued to attach to the
whole country during that period is indisputable; the French published
maps of these times, leave no doubt upon the subject, and when we find
the French not only designating the country by these names in their maps
published by royal authority, but also entering upon the practical occupa-
tion of the since-disputed parts of the country so designated, the carrying
on of the Irade with it both by sea and land, and the establishing of mis-
sions, all within the period intervening between the Treaty of St. St. Ger-
mains En Laye and the granting of the Charter, or the voyage which pre-
ceded the Charter, and all without interference on the part of Great Britain,
we must conclude that the rights of the French were incontestable, and that
if ever an adverse claim had been preferred it was considered to have
been abrogated by the Treaty.

1666 In 1656 the first exclusively commercial sea voyage was
made into Hudson's Bay by Jean Bourdon, who found the trade
in Furs so profitable that others immediately followed. The

1663 first missionary establishment was made -there in 1663 by la
Couture, who went over lard by direction of D'Avaugour,

Governor of Canada, who had been twice solicited by deputations .of
Indians fromthe Bay to send them missionaries, and now the French being
fully established in the trade and in the occupatiçn of the Country both
by sea and, land, of the coast and of the interior, the English " Adventurers,"
first appear.upon the scene, in a business way, under the countenance of two
Canadians, DeGrozelier and Radisson, who having been already engaged
in the trade of the Bay and having failed in procuring certain privileges they

desired from their own Government, went to England and in-
duced some Englishmen to join them in a trading voyage in

1688. 1668, which was so successful that, as already stated, it resulted
1670. in the formation of a Company and the grant in 1670, of one of

those extraordinary Charters which were so much in vogue in
those days that the whole of the Continent of America, north of the Gulf
of Mexico, known and unknown, may be said to have been covered by
them, and some of it doubly so if the vague and ambiguous descriptions, of
which this was the most vague, could be said to mean any thing.

This wasithe origin of the lludson's Bay Company, and they imme-
diately commenced to build forts and establish themselved in the trade,
but no soonerwas this known in France than orders *eregî trè to expel
them. Accordingly a desultory warfarewas kept up foia fnber s
betweenr thre ijanadiantraders4nd the Cnnpany in whicihtiÀetter were
nearly expelledi, but angain recovered therkiselves and strengthened their

2
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position when it became necessary to take more effective means for their
expulsion. Troops were accordingly dispatched from Quebec overland for
that purpose under the Chevalier De Troyes, who commenced his work

very effectually by taking the principal Forts of the Company.
1686. It must be observed, that this was in 1686, in time of peace be-

tween Great Britain and France, and yet these proceedings were
not made a cause of War, which in itself would strongly imply an ad-
mitted right on the part of France to extirpate the Company as trespassers
upon her territory.

War having afterwards broken ont, the Forts on Hudson's Bay were
successively taken and retaken, 'till the peace of Ryswick, in

1697· 1697, put a stop to hostilities, at which time the British appear
to have been possessed of Fort Albany only, the Canadians hav-

ing possession of all the other establishments and the trade of the Bay.
By the Treaty of Rys %vick, Great Britain and

,e- France were respectively to deliver up to each othèr
generally whatever possessions either held before the
Soutbreak of the war, and it was specially provided

s that this should be applicable to the places in Hud-
son's Bay taken by the French during the peace
which preceded the war, which, though retaken by the

British during the war, were to be given up to the French. There could
scarcely be a stronger acknowledgment of the right of France to expel
the Company as trespassers upon her soil, for it is impossible to construe
the Treaty in this particular otherwise than as a justification of the act.

Moreover, commissioners were to be appointed in pursuance of the
Treaty, to determine the rights and pretensions which either nation had to
the places in Hudson's Bay. Had these commissioners ever met, of which
therc appears to be no record, there might have been a decision that would
have set the question at rest as to which were " rights" and whid hwere
"pretensions." The commissioners must however have been bound by
the text of the Treaty wherever it was explicit. They might have decided
that France had a right to the whole, but they could not have decided that
Great Britain had a right to the whole. They would have been compellec
to make over to France all the places she took during the.pe ace which
preceded the war, for in that the treaty left them no discretio n. The
following are the words of the treaty : " But the possession of those.places
" which were taken by the French, during the peace that prec eded this
" present war, and wecre retaken by fie English during the war, shall be
" left to the French by virtue of the foregoing article," Thus the treaty of
Ryswick recognised and confirmed the right of France to certain places, in
Hudson's Bay, distinctly and definitely, but it recognised no right at a.lon
the part of Great Britain, it merely provided a tribunal to try vhether ahe
had any or not.

So strongly bas the treaty of Ryswick been interpreted in favor of
France in this particular that some historians merely state the fact, :thatby
it she retained all Hudson's Bay, and the places of which she was in.pos-
session at the beginning of the war.

The Commissioners having apparently never.met to try thequesýon
øf right, things remained in statu quo, and the most reliableacconts shew
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that the 'Hudson's 'Bay Company retained possession of Fort
ms. Albany only from that time up to the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713.

Now whatever the Commissioners might have done, had they
ever passed judgment on the cause the Treaty provided they should try,
they could not have given Fort Albany to the British, for it was one of
the places taken by the French during the preceding peace and retaken
by the British during the war, and therefore adjudged in direct terms of
the Treaty itself to belong to France.

Thus then it will be seen, that the only possession held by the Hud-
son's Bay Company during the sixteen years that intervened between the
Treaty of Ryswick and the Treaty of Utrecht was one to which they had
no right, and which the obligations of the Treaty required should be given
up to France

Here, therefore, for the second time an International Treaty interposes a
barrier against the pretensions of the Company.

1713. By the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713, the whole of
Bay was ceded to Great Britain without any distinct
Hudson's definition of boundaries, for the determi-
ning of which Commissioners were to be appointed.
No official statement of the action of such Commis-
sioners is at present available for reference, but it
is stated that no such action threw any additional

light upon the subject. Indeed no such Commissions ever have done-
mauch to determine boundaries in unexplored countries, as witness for
instance the dispute so long pending on what was called the North Eastern
boundary question between Great Britain and the United States, which
was finally compromised by the Treaty of Washington concluded by Lord
Ashburton ; and again the difficulties arising out of the same ambiguous
description, and vhich so many Commissions endeavoured in vain to settle
between the Provinces of Canada and New Brunswick.

There is no denying the fact that the ancient boundaries of C:.nada or
New France were circumscribed by the Treaty of Utrecht, and it is dif-
ficult to deterrliine precisely the new boundaries assigned to it. The ge-
neral interpretation adopted by the British geographers, as the country
gradually became better known fron that time up to the final cession of
Canada, was that the boundary ran along the high lands separating the
waters that discharge into the St. Lawrence from those that discharge into
Rudson's Bay to the sources of the Nipigon River, and thence along the
northerly division of the same range of high lands dividing the waters
flowing direct to Hudson's Bay from those flowing into Lake Winnipeg
and crossing the Nelson, or rather (as it was then known) the Bourbon,
River, about midway between the said Lake and Bay, thence passing to
the west and north by the sources of Churchill river, &c., no westerly
boundary being anywhere assigned to Canada. It may indeed be held
doubtful whether the terms in which Hudson's Bay was ceded could pos-
sibly be interpreted to mean more than the Bay and its immediate envi-
tons, but whatever" the légitimate interprefation of the Treaty, the actual
acceptation of it gave to France at least 'all to the 'south of the ,divi'ding
high t1aids nabove described, for she remained in uidisputedposse-
sion ;thereof until the final "cessioi of Canada in' 1763 while on tha
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,other hand the acceptation of it on the part of Gieat Britain, as proved by
,the same test of occupation, confined ber at least to the north of the said
high lands, if not to the very shore of the Bay, beyond which her actual

possession never extended.
It must here be observed, however, that the treaty of Utrecht -coiferred'

nothing upon the Hudson's Bay Company. It gave them, nothing that was
not theirs at the treaty of Ryswick, and the treaty of Ryswick gave them
nothing that was not theirs before. The Charter obtained from King Charles
the Second, may have granted all that was his (if any thingy to grant in

1670. 1670, but it would have required a new Charter to have granted
what France ceded to Great Britain forty-three years after-

1713. wards. No doubt the treaty of Utrecht had this important
bearing upon the Company that, although it conferred no
territorial rights upon them, the territory it conferred on -Great

Britain was then inaccessible to British subjects by any other route than
through the Bay and Straits of Hudson, over which (if over any thing) the
Company's Charter gave exclusive control, and over which, whether
rightfully or wrongfully, they have exercised such control.

Matters continued in this state as regards the territorial rights
of Great Britain and France for 50 years more, when Canada

.1763. was ceded to Great Britain by the treaty of Paris in 1763.
During this period the Hudson's Bay Company oc-
cupied the posts on the coasts of'the Bay, and these"
only, having made no attempt to penetrate into the
interior or occupy even what'the eBitish Geographers
of the time construed the tieaty of Utre'ht àonfe-
ring, not upon the Cornpàny, but iþon Great Britain;

while on the other hand the French had covered 'that part of New Frnce
which still remained to them, (accordirig to the British authoiities) "with
posts or forts from the Lake of the Woods to the lover eoid of Lake Win-
nipeg. and remained in peaceable possession thereof, and in 'the most
active prosecution of the trade, until the whole 'éòuntrywas-givèri Xup te
the British by the peace of Paris, in 1763; by Wvhich, however, nothing was
conferred upon the Hudson's Bay Company aby ornre than there had been
by the treaty of Utrecht, the rights acquired by these'treaties being siiply
in common with other British subjects.

'For a few years about the time of the transfer of Canada from French
to British Dominion, the trade of the western territories languished, from
a very natural want of confidence on the part of the Canadianà by Whom
it had,'up to that time,r been carried on,.and who now owed a'new alle-
giance and had to seek a new narket for the, produce of their industry;
but a fresh impulse was seon given to it, first by separate individuals, then
by small 'companies, and finally by the great North-west" Goinpany of
Montreal, -who not only spread their operations over althe territories
formerly possessed by the French, but explored new countries to the
north and west, while the IHudsonsBay i Company haJd ,not yet made a
single establishment beyond the immediateeonfines of the sea .coast.

The ternporary depression of the fur tade at;the period of the iaansfer
efC anada teBi-itish dominionwas of course adantaeaus tb :the Hddsof'
Bay Cornpany fôr the' Indinis inhabitiûgthoâe parts lof Eanada Where ,he
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French- postswere established around lake,Winnipeg and its tributades
would naturally seek a markàt in ,Hudsoun' Bay during-the comparve
cessation of demand at the establishiments ii their midat. But whanipon-
ftdence was restored and a new impulse was given to thef trade 'n the
north west of Canada, the supply was again cut off fromr Hudson's Bay5,
and now the Company for th first timre entered Jito competition with the-

1. was made, in 174. And why, i imay be asked, did not.the

ludson's Bay. Company oppose thé French Canadiansin the?
interior a few years earlier, as well as they opposed them (principaly th,
same people,) now that they had become British subjects ? The answer is-
very simple. During French dominion they could not do it because the-
country belonged to France, but by the cession of the country to, Greatb
Britain, the Company had acquired the 'same right as any other Britishý
subj;ets to trade in it and îhey. availed therselves 'of that right accordingly.

From this period an active competition vas carried on between thee-,
companies, but the Canadian North West Companya were every where ina
advance of theirrivals ; theyiwere the first to spread themselves beyond the
limits of the French, over fhe prairies of the Saskatchewan; they were the
first to discover the great river of the north, now bearing the name of
McKenzie, and pursue its course to its discharge in the Frozen Ocean.
They were the first to penetrte the passes of the northern Cordillera§-and,
plant their posts upon the shbores of the Pacific; and with such indomitable
energy did they carry on their business that at the përiod of Lord Selkirk's
interference, they had upwards of 300 Canadians, "Yoyageurs, "eniployd
in carryidg, on their trade to the west of the Rocky Mountains.

It ould be a useless task, now to enter into a detail of the attempr
made by theEarl of Selkirk as a partner of the Hudson's Bay Company, to
riitheir-opponents. It is only necessary toriefer to.it bereias the firstendean,
vour made to exercisethe privileges contended for underthe Charter over-
those territories ,w.hich had not been acquired by Great:Britain tili th con
quest or cession of Canada. Lord Selkirk havirgbecome thê principalpartner
and acquired apredominant influence in the affairs ofthe:Hudson'sBay Con-
pany,it was deîermined to assert the.assumed-privileges of-the Company toau
extent never before attempted, and for this purpose a grànt of thecountry on

the Red River was made to His Lordship! who commenced i2
81 1811-12 to plant a colony. there. , A Governor was appointed,

the colonists and the servants of the Company were armed and
1814. drilled, and in 1814 the claims of the Company to soil, juris-

diction and exclusivë trade were openly assertediand for the first
time attempted to be enforced by thé actualexpulsio

9 of the North-West Company several of whose forts
were surprised and taken, their people being-made.
prisoners, their goods sèized and the channeI oftheir
trade obstructed by the intercpétion of theii supplies.

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Overawed"somewhat for the moment by this bold assumption ,f aUtbority,
the Canadian Company appear to have avoided the contest, but wheir forced
into it they proved the strongr : the Governor was killed in leading an
attack upon a party of the North-West Company who turned and" gave
battle, and the colony vas dispersed. This final catastrophe ocourred in-the

1816. spring of 1816, while in the mean time Lord Selkirk was orga-
nising a more formidable forcé than had hitherto taken the field.

Having procured a commission of the peace from the government of
Canada he engaged a large force of the disbanded DeMeuron soldiers,
equipped them in military style, procured arms, ammunition, artillery even,
and started for the interior.

It must be allowed that it was a somewhat anomalous course for the
government of Canada to have pursuedto permit such a force to be orga-
nised ; but when it is considered that great ignorance prevailed as to the
state of those remote localities, that it was known that there had been dis-
turbances and bloodshed the previous year, when also Lord Selkirk's posi-
tion is considered, and that he vent as a pacificatorprofessedly to maintain
peace, it may not be deemed so extraordinary that so much 'confidence
should have been placed in him, for he was even granted a sergeant's
guard of regular troops. It is not the object here, however, to entér inte
a discussion of the unfortunate occurrences of that period, or 'the par-
ticular a6tion of the provincial government, and the circumstáncos
are only referred to, to show that Canada actually exercised the juris-
diction, that Lord Selkirk's destination was the Red River colony, and
that he deemed it necessary t fortify himself doubly with commis-
sions as a Canadian Magistrate, first for Canadiar territory, and second
(under 43 Geo. Srd) for the I Indian territories," so that those who resisted
his authority on the ground that they were ii Canada, he coul judge
under the one commission, and those who résisted on the ground that they
were in the Indian territories, he could judge under the other while the
judicial andgovernmental attributes clainmed for the Company-would
have served as a third basis ýof operations; and thus with thec hial force
at his disposal there was a pretty fair rosp et of the Hudson's Bay C pany
being made the absolute masters of the north.West country.

At the Sault St. Marie, however, Lord Selkirk met intelligencé of the
death of Governor Semple and the dispersion of his colony ; nevertheless

he still. proceeded with his force as far as Fort William, on
Lake Superior, where he arrived about the 11th of Angust,

1816. 1816, and soon after arrested the partners of the North West
Company, who were there at the time, and took Possession of

the whole establishment including the merchandise and stores of the Com-
pany. The course pursued on this occasion, as appears by docùirents
published at the time, shews the character of the pretensions set up at that
period-pretensions which were then and not till thèi presùrhed upon.

It will be observed that Fort William was the principal depot of the
Canadian merchants, through which all their supplies, for and peltries
from th¢ nôrth-west had to pass. By seizing on this point therefore Lord
Selkirk had possession of the key of their whole rade; aia as'et 1;ed to
permit or refuse the transit of their goods as he saw fit. For whateverpur-
pose, tlerefore; he obtained his two commissions of the peace in Canada,

The object of entering upon this brief record is, to point out that ail this
occurred, at Fort Willian, on the shores of Lake Superior, within what
the Hudson%' Bay Company, by their map and statement of "iights,"
now admit to be within the boundaries of Canada. And thus it will be
seen that, while the pretension of extending the privileges of the Charter
beyond the " coasts and confines " of the bay to the western ferritories of
Canada, was a mere invention of that period, to further their own ends and
to destroy the rival company of Canada, they were as ready to employ
force at Fort William as in the valley of the Red River.

lu further proof that the transactions at Fort William were openly
done ineviolation of Canadian law and in defiance of Canadian authority
it is only necessary to add that when Lord Selkirk's proceedings became
known, warrants were issved for his apprehension and a party of constables
sent to arrest him, and that refusing obedience to the laws of this country

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nada, as indeed it had always proved impracticable on the part ofiminor tra-
ders either within or beyond theé remote partsof the province, small traders
being altogether unable to copé with the two great CJmpanie, It is
true also that after they, the two great Companies, had been for sonie
time.united, and when by the policy pursued by.them the trade hádoeased
to he beneficial to, and had been lost sightof in Canada, an arrangement
was effected between .the two sections of the united Company by.which

the name of the North-West Company was dropped- éntirely,
1838. the lease relinquished, and a new one obtained in whici the

name of the Hudson's Bay Company alone appeared ;.but-it
must be observed that this new arrangement was accepted and entered
into by the British government by consent of the partners representing
the original Canadian Company, for although this lease or license only
affects the Indian Territories beyond the actual boundaries of Canada,
it can scarcely be supposed that the government would have agreed
to give it, had Canadian traders still remained in the field. The policy
of the Companies, when joined, has however been so far successful
that theyhave managed heretofore to secure themselves agairist opposition,
many no doubt being imposed upon by the, pretentious but erroneous
construction put upon their Charter, and the public in generaltkept in
the dark respecting a trade which, thougb partly carried on in the very
centre of Canada and within range of steam navigation, is so managed as
to pass by a circuitous route, by means of the primitive ýcanoe and over
portages on men's backs, away bundredsof miles into the interior and
round by Hudson's Bay.

But the time has come when Canada must assert her rights, net: only
froM that necessity for expansion which her growing population and trade
require, but also because if she does not now 'begin toe providefor the
future by. opening up her remote territories tö colonisation, andýse'dring
the loyalty and attachment> of the people by extending to Ihem the rights
and privileges ol lier laws and institutions, there is :a moral certainty that
a power far more formidable ,than the Hudson's ,Bay Compány must in a
very short period acquire the actual possession of those cou-ries-'a

This, brief chronological sketch of the history of the Companyîand of
the cireumstances conne.cted ,therewith, imust sufficiently 'shew hbat they
have acquired no territorial grant: whatever under either of the two rondi-'
tions stated to which their Charter was subject,: first.asregards6theioni-
tries then known upon the " coasts and tconfines ' ofHudson?s Bay .be-
cause they were already in the possessioný of the· subjects' of anotherichris-
tian Prince, and were therefore excluded fromn the grant irri terms of'the
Charter itself ; and second, as regards discoveriesµ,because when they first

penetrated into the interior, 104, years safter the dateof their
1747. Charter, they foundthe country and:a long established-trade in the

hands of othersy-unless indeed a-!regards some ,discoveries to
the north which are of no special importance to Canada, such as the

Copper Mine River, discovered by Hearne underthe auspices
1772. ofthe Company.

Under the first head the most sanguine advocate of the Company, upon
a full investigation of all the circumstances, could only urge on theirbehalf
a claim to certain points, or stations on the sea coasts of the bay, and even
to these a doubtful and disputed title.

This opinion, therefore, can only be taken as affirmative ofthe power of
the King to grant such:rights and, privileges as the Charef specif es, and
that the-Charter would cover' all ther territory claimed, but the qùestion of
whether that territory belongedto the King to grant was not before them.

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by the Canadian French, n that direction, but also of the contry first
discovered by themselves, to the north-west:-of the Churchill Rivercarne
to the conclusion that theirtrade, could be more conveniently carried on with
these more remote parts through Hudson's Bay than through Canada. The
question they submitted therefore was solely in regard to the validity of
the Charter in respect of the navigation, trade and fisheries of the Bay
itself. 'The North -West Company as little dreampt of asking an
opinion respecting the legality of their trade in the interior as the
Hudson's Bay Company thought, at that period, of attempting its forcible
restraint. In the case put it is to be remarked that no reonce is made
to the early possessions of the French on the coasts of the bay, and
consequent possession of the bay itself in communicating therewith, and
yet, even without this, these opinions are entirely adverse to. the exclusive
privileges claimed under the Charter.

After the difficulties occasioned by the more recent assumption of
power in virtue of the Charter to expel the North-West Company from the
Red River country, under the auspices of Lord Selkirk, had become serious,
another opinion was obtained by that Company in 1816, from Sir Arthur
Pigott, Sergeant Spankie and Lord Brougham. This opinion must be held
to be more valuable than those obtained by the Hudson's Bay Company,
inasmuch as it enters more into the merits of the case and is therefore more
explicit as Io the real views of the learned counsel on the subject submitted
to them, whereas the opposite opinions are such as the gentlemen who
gave them would be at liberty to ignore upon a fuller submission 'of the
case, without incurring a charge of inconsistency.

The opinion under consideration is very decided on the point that the
Red River and Saskatchewan Countries are not within the limitsof the
Charter, even upon the merits of the description, contained in fthe Charter
itself, apart from the question of, prior possession by' another State. 'The
question of prior occupation .of these localities. by the French is indeed
lightly .touched upon though the opinion, as above, is definitely given
without it; but the rights of Canada now for the first time fuHlly disussed,
based on prior discovery, at least of the ,whole of the interior, prior dccu-
patio:a on theshores of, the bay itself, and international Treaties, do fiot ap-
pear to have ever been pronounced upon by any of those high legal autho-
rities who have heretofore been consulted, because no.such case has ever
been submitted; and yet; based upon history and facts it may be taken t'o
supersede all necessity for raising any question as to the extent of the
royal prerogative in givingvalidityto such a Charter.

Had the Hudson's Bay Company indeed deemed their positiori good
in law, as against the North-West Company, in respect of the Red River
country, it can scarcely be supposed that they would have resorted to force
at such a lavish expense (and it must be added, involving no small amount
of bloodshed) when the question could have been so.easily determined by
the legal tribunals, at an expense altogether inconsiderable as compared
with the actual losses and costs incurred. They have indeed attempted
to shew that they had not an equal chance with their rivals in the courts
of this Province; but not to speak of the injustice of such. an insinuation
in itself, the objection is untenable while they had the right o f appea1,ànd
to suppose that they were deterred from taking such a course from any dif-
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ficulty:ttding-the proceedibg would be simply absurd, 'when we -find
them orgaaising an arny to defénd their clains in those reinote localities
and ihus vôluntarily removing the venue frorn thé courts of law, by a far
more difficult and expensive process, to the arbitrament of force Nlhere the
interfereane of law could not be so readily invoked to check their proéed-
ings.

And if any justification of this course could be based on the sùpposed,
validity of their Charter, and on the ground that it could be construed to
cover that locality, why, when they failed to maintain their position by
force, when the North-West Company even after the temporary interruption
of their trade through the seizure of Fort William by Lord Selkirk, still con-
tinued in the ascendant, 'why did they not then resort to a trial at law,
vhich, if it had resulted in their favôr, would at once have secured a power
exactly. comrnensurate with the emergency to maintain their rights, forý
then, if the civil power had proved insufficient the whole power of the
empire would, have been available as far as necessary. But instead of
trying the issue in a Court of Law they finally amalgamated vith t heir rivals,
affording thereby a clear proof'that they had no hope of being able to treat
them otherwise than as possessing equal rights, thus consenting to their
opponents sharing with them what they had previously coritended-to be
their pnhvate property.

To tonclude the question of the Hudson's Bay Company's territories
under their Charter, therefore, it is difficuit to arrive at;the result that they
have any territorial rights at all, for in the first place thé country was p'ac-
tically occupied by the French' before the date of the Charter andoconse-
quent1 excluded frbm it, and in the sécond lae becàuse the whole eContry,
includig fludson's' Bay, was known as New Franceé- Canada; as permaps andn -as,. plrancpubr

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BOUNDARIES OF CANADA.

Having thus disposed of the boundaries of the IHudson's Bay Com-
pany's Territories-if such can be said to exist-theboundaries of Canada
next come to be considered, and a division of .he subject will natui-ally
suggest itself into two heads. First, the original boundaries of Canada
under the French, and second, the boundaries of Canada as acquired by
Great Britain in 1763. The southerly boundaries, when not affecting the
present question, need not of course be particularly referred to.

It will not be necessary to enter at length into the question. of the
original boundaries under the French as they have already been sufficient-
ly indicated. They claimed all to the north of the St. Lawrence, and were
the first to occupy Hudson's Bay. If the British, besides their visits in
search of a north-west passage, had seen fit to'bccupy the country for any
practical purpose and been the first to do so, they might no doubt have
claimed it for their own. Had any such actual occupation followed the
voyages of Hudson and Button, notwithstanding the French footing on and
claim to the whole continent north of the St. Lawrence, it must be
admitted that a valid title would have been created. But when such
occupation.was only first attempted some fifty to sixty years later, in sup-
port of a commercial project of two Frenchmen who had been already en-
gaged in the trade, and when France was in formal and actual possession,
it cannot be denied that the French title was the preferrable one. Of. the
original territories of Canada, Great-Britain.therefore acquired a part by the
Treaty of Utrecht, the residue remnaining to France for fifty years later.
On this head there seemns to be no dispute. for British authorities designate,
a part of what they claim to have been acquired by thàt Treaty as Canada.

It now remains to be considered what were the boundariesof the
country finally acquired by the treaty of 1763, which, according to
French and other authorities, was much larger than according to British
authorities ; but it will perhaps be nost satisfactory for the present to
adopt the latter.

One of the most circumstantial British accounts of the westerly pos-
sessions of the French is to be found in a geographical and his-

1760. torical work published by Thos. Jefferys in 1760. After giving
the French account of Canada, he proceeds to give the English

version of its boundaries in the following words:
Canada, according to the Englisli account, is bounded on the north by the high Iands

"'which separate it from the country about Hudson's Bay, Labrador:or New Briton, and the
ountry of the Eskimeaux and the Christeneaux ; on the east by the River St. Lawrence, and
on the south by thes0utawais River, the country of the Six Nàtions and Lousianaijls limits

" towards the west extending over countries and nations hitherto undiscovered."

The high lands referred to in the above are distinctly delineated on the
maps published with the work as the northerly section of the range which,
dividing to the north-west of Lake Superior, separates the waters flowing
direct to Hudson's Bay from those flowinginto Lake Winnipeg, crossibg the
Nelson River at split Lake or Lac des Forts, etc. Describing the country
frorm Lake Superior westward the author goes.on, at page 19, as follows:

" At the mouth of Les Trois Rivières, or the Three Rivers, is a little French Fort ca.1ed
Canienistagouia ; and twenty five leagues to the west of the said fort, the land begins to slope
and the River to run towards the west.

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"At ninety-five leagues frorthis greatest height li es the -second establishment ofthe
Fréneh that way, called Fort St. Pierre, in the Lake des Pluies. The third is Fort St.
Cha1Aé eighty leagues farther-on the Lake-des Bois. -The fourth is Fort Maurepas «hündred

" l'a' ' sdistant from the last, near the head'of the L4ke ofOuihiipigon. Fort La einenïw - ïs
the fth, lies a hundred leagues further on the river of the Assinibbels. ' Another 'or( had
been built on the River Rouge, but 'was deserted on accountf its vicinityta to hetwo olát.

" Thésiïth, Fort Dauphin, stands on the west side of Lac des Prairies, or of theMeadow4,.asind
the seventh, which- is-caRed Fort Bourbon, stands on the 'shore of the .ureat,Lake Bourbon.

" The. ahain ends with Fort Poskoyac, at, the bottom of a River of that name, which faIls
into Lake Bourbon. The River Poskoyac is made by Delisle and Bùache to rise within twëh-
ty-fivi leagues of their west sea, which, they say, communicates with the Pacific ocean. AU

" these Forts are inder the Governor of Canada."

The above, it will be observed, is the English account of what was
still French Canada in 1760- jut after the taking of Quebec and before the
final conquest and cession of the country. The River Poskoyac is that
which now hears the name of the Saskatchewan, upon which Sir Alexander
McKenzie states that the French had another Fort higher up than Fort
Poskoyac. *

The same author, Jefferys, ii his description of Louisiana, says: "It
"is bounded on the N. by Canada; on the E. by the British Colonies of
" New-York, Pensylvania, .Maryland, Virginia, &c., &c." The map ac
corhþahying this description claims the British Colonies, Virginia,'&c.,as
coming' up to the east bank of the Mississippi, and therefore ýit -is
Louisiana west of the Mississippi that he refers to as bounded by Canada
orn the nôrth, that is to say, fror the sources of the Missiesippi westward.

Tþé same year in which this wôrk wás published, àl Canada was
surrehdeéd1 to the Biitish, though nôt finall cdedtiil hree years ater.

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other, and which endéd, for the time, iii failureé, France contended for the
boundaries of Louisiana extending to Canada, which Grëat Britain opposed.
Finally, the Treaty of 1763 allowed Lousiana to extend wést enf the Mis-
sissipi to its source, and made that River from its source downwards the
boundary between the British and French possessions, the boundary from
the source of the Mississippi westward being left undetermined, a question
which had ultimately to be settled with the United States instead, of with
France;

1846. The system adopted and industriously followed up by the two
rival Companies after their union had indeed so disse-
minated an erroneous appellation, that the country
north and north-west of the Mississipi had come to be
commonly called the Hudson's Bay Company's Terri-
tories; but when diplomatists and statesmen came to
study the subject, tracing up from history and fact their
respective clains, as bearing upon the Oregonquestion,

they did not stultify themselves by the use of such an erroneous term ;, ac-
cordingly we find Mr. Buchanan, now President elect of the United States,
using the following language, in concluding a proposition made by him
on lst July, 1846 :

" The lino proposed wili carry out the princiJe of continuity equally for both parties, by ex-
" tending the limits both of ancient Louisiana and ,Canada to the Pacit e along the same parallel

of latitude which divide thein east of the Rocky Mountains.

The same line of argument sustains the British plenipotentiary when,
in arguing the pretensions of his government to Oregon, he traces the pro-
gress of the Canadians westward across the Rocky Mountains to the, Pa-
cific.

The next step in the natural progress of events is the description of
Canada under British sway. The first step after the Tregty of Paris was
to provide for the .Government of the setled parts of the, c9untry.fOr which
purpose the Government of Quebec was organised, çomprising however a
very limited portion of Canada, as per proclamation of 7th October,
1763, the rest of the country being thereby reserved from survey or
settlement, for the moment, for the protection of the Indians. The descrip-
tions of Canada however of that period took in the country to the westward
of Pensylvania, by the Ohio River, to the Mississippi. And the Imperial
Statute of 1774, conmonly called the " Quebec Act,", describesý the Pro-
vince as extending "Northward to the SouthernB 9undary of the Territory
"granted to the Merchants, Adventurers of England trading to Hudson'

"Bay," but does not specify what their boundaries are,and it vill be seen, by what follows, that the con-
. J struction put upon this Act, by the British Govern-

ment, nine years later, was adverse to the present
pretensions of the Company.,, The Treaty Indepen-
dence of the United States provided a new southerly
bound ary for Canada, a part of what had formerly gone

under that narne having been ceded to the United States; and by the
oommission i$sued to Lord Dorchester- t afirs fter, this teaty-the
sane words are used i descnbg the¿boundaries of anaday, a the
Treaty, viz:

This description, it will be seen, leaves the boundaries beyond the
sources of the Mississippi indeterminate. On the supposition that a line due
west fron the Lake of the Woods would intersect the Mississippi, the King
was obliged to limit the extent of Canada, on7 such line to the Mississippi
proper, because by the Treaty of Paris, France retained the whole country
to the west of the Mississippi from its sourcedownwards. Had the King's
Cormmission said from the intersection of the due west line with the Mis-
sissippi ",due north," i might have been argued that it provided a westerly
boundary, but it simply says " northerly," because although it was neces-
sary to limit it to the Mississippi, where Louisiana commenced, there
was noneed for being specifi beyond the sources of that River where the
westerly boundary of Canada was yet unknown. Of the extent of Canada
to the northby this description; it is enough to say that it was the same
as by the Act of 1774, and required the boundaries of the territory grantedkto
the :ludson's Bay Company, to be defined first, and, if that failed it had
no other limit, short of its original extent under the French. e

At the "definitive Tréaty of Peaë" with the Urïted States their
territoryÿdid notexteid at "any point to the Wëstöof the Mississippi, until
they aequired Louisiana in 180e. It will bê rm"érmbered that M Pitt
objetdto the nô-rtherl boundary of Louisiana dmingsd fat 1north as
the southerly boundary of Canada in 1761, that nevertheless it vas o
settled iñ 17638that'the Mississippi shoùld b'tle tn d t its ource.

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and this vould in fact correspond *with the extent of Canada previously
knionl to he Fnch taking in al the old forts already mentioned and
leaving out the " coùnitries and nations hitherto undiscovered," that'is at
the time of the conquest, though at the period when that description was
made the North-West Company were carrying on an active trade'rnuch
farther to the west: nor is it clear that this would be adverse to-the inten-
tion of the description, for some of the maps of that period represent the
Mississippi as w-est of the Red River.

The southerly boundary of the British dominions west of Lake Supe-
rior being therefore demonstrated as identical with the southerly boundary
of Canada to some point due west of the Lake of the Woods, the only ques-
tion is as to xvhere that point is to be found ; is it the White Earth River,
the first waters of the Mississippi with which the due West line intersects ? or
is it the summit of the Rocky Mountains, on the same principle that the
co-terminous boundary of Louisiana was ultimately so construed?

The next point to be determined is the northerly extension of Canada
from its southerly boundary. The official description, corresponding with
the Act of 1774, carries it to the boundary of the Hudson's Bay Company's
Territories, but the same official description ignores the boundaries they
claim, (thus proving so far thie construction then put upon the Act of 1774,) for
it carries the southerly boundary of Canada down the watershed of Hud-
son's Bay froin two to three hundred miles.to the Lake of the Woods, and
thence due west, thus making the starting point far within what the Hudson's
Bay Company claim, and thus, from a point within what they claim as their
territory, it is to extend northerly to their territories. If then the "rights " of
the Hudson's Bay Company were even far less equivocal than they are, their
southerly boundary, as pretended by themselves, is entirely demolished, and
the question arises where is the boundary of their territories so described asthe
northerly limit of Canada ? The question of territorial rights has already
been so fully discussed that it is unnecessary to repeat the arguments.
The only possible conclusion is, that Canada is either bounded in that
direction by a few isolated posts on the shore of.Hudson's Bay, or else
that the Company's territory is-like the intersection:of the due west line
with the Misissippi-a myth, and consequently that Canada has no
particular limit in that direction.

The accompanying 'map illustrates the northerly boundary of Canada,
according to British authorities as ceded by the French in 1763, there
being no westerly boundary then known or since provided. Thisis per-
haps ail that could in the first instance be absolutely .claimed as, under the
Government of Canada, were it not that, since the final determination of the
southerly boundary, the Imperial Goverrment merely described the authority
of this Government as exterding over all the Countries Iheretoforeknownas
Canada, which rnight fairly :be taken to cover the territory, acquiredby the
Treaty of Utrecht, as well as that acquired by the Treaty of Paris.

The importance
of these discoveries in the negociations pending the Treaty of Oregori, can-
not be forgotten, for it is in virtue of Canadian Discovery and Canadian Set-
tiement ýthat the British negociator wvas enabled to maintain his position
in the controversy, and secure a footing for his country on the Pacific.
And when, it may be asked, did ever the Hudson's Bay Company afford
such an important advantage to British interests?

Sir Alexander McKenzie's journey in 1793 across the Rocky Moun-
tains (the first ever performed north of Mexico) is thus -referred to by the
British Plenipotentiary, in negociating the, treaty of Oregon

sea, Sir Alexander McKenzie, a partner in the North _West cbm-
pany,: crossed'the Rocky Mountains, discovered the head waters

"time the course of that river, effected a passade to the sea, being the
lfirst.óivilized man who traversed the continent of America from, sea
Sto sea in these latitudes., On the return of MoKenzie 'to Cànada
"the North West 'Cmpany established trading posts in the country
ito the westward of the Rocky Mountains.

This was thel British title to that part of the cotintry, and but for this
journey. and the establishing of these trading' posts, by hih ere ac
quired, what the: same diplormatist says " may be called beneficial irit e ets
",inthose regions by commercial intercourse," the probability'is thafGhat
Britain, would now hold no continuous possessions across this, continent
if she even held any isolated localities on thé Pácific'invirtue of ýhërdis-
coveries, by sea.

Lewis :and Clark, Americans, descended the southely branch of the
Columbia River, 1805, and in 1811, Mr. Thoimpsr, of thre North.wes
Company, came downthe main branch from thënorth whose discovery
is thus referred to by the British Plenipotentiary:

"In the year 18Í1, Thoipson the Astrohomer of thèe Nth West tbmpay di coverel te
"northern headýwaters of the Columbia, and following its course till joincd by the riverpre-
"viously discovered by Lewis and Clark, he continudd his journey to the Pacifie."

And again
"Thompson,~ of the Nrth West (obmpany, a first civilised person h n.,tedthe

northern, in reality, the main branch of the Columbia, or traversed any part of the éountry
"diined by it."

This is the title by .which Great -Britain has been enabled to retain
the rnain branch of the Columbia toits intersection with the 49thparallel
of nprt atitudç, arnd thie free navigation for her subjects of the whole
river fromhat point to its diacharge in the Pacifie cean4 as securedby
the TreatyoOregon 1846

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It may fairly be urged therefore, that these "Iindian Teritories-e" rigi-
nally the fruits of Canadian enterprise, perseverance and industry ,hould no
longer be shut out from the Canadian people, but should in fact be united to
Canada as a part of the British Dominions, which Canadian subjects have
had the merit of acquiring and retaining for the British Crown.

JURISDICTION.

The question of jurisdiction next comes under consideration,. and in
this, as regards the Hudson's Bay Company, it is apprehended that the
actual exercise of it is widely different from what existing laws would
sanction.

The mystery with which this Company have managed to shroud
their operations in the interior 'renders it difficult to say what they do or
what they do not do, but it is generally understood that they actually exer-
cise unlimited jurisdiction in every respect, civil, ériminal and governmental,
and that not only in what lias been considered their own territories, but
also in the Indian Territories and those parts of Canada not immediately
contiguous to settlement, all which existing law positively forbids them to
do, it need not be said in Canada, but either in their own territories or in
the Indian Territories.

By the' Imperial Statute 43 George 3, chapter 138, the jurisdiction
over the Indian Territories and all "parts of America not within the limits

of the provinces of Lower or Upper Canada, or either of thém, or with-
"in any civil government of the United States of America," is vested in
the said proviices. It is a curious circumstance that the very words of
this Act which seem to have been intended to deny all claim to any juris-
diction on the part of the Hudson's Bay Company, should have beentaken
hold of as the means of questioning its reference to them. The preamble
of the Act in giving the reason for the enactment states that, offences not
committed within the limits of the Canadas or the United States, as above,
" are therefore not cognisable by any jurisdiction whatever." This the
Company argued could not mean their territories because-jurisdiction did
exist there. The Act, they said, could not mean all British America not
within the limits of the Canadas, for the assertion that no jurisdiction
existed was not true of Nova -Scotia or New Brufnswick, and therefore
might not be true of Hudson's Bay. Thus, in fact, it appears that the
framers of the Act having their minds directed to the north-west, where the
offences referred to had occurred, forgot to exdlude the provinces ying on
the opposite side of Canada, on the Atlantic coast, from its operation,; and
this omission, when the war was carried on between the two Companies
in the interior, Lord Selkirk turned to account to throw doubt on the ap-
plicability of the Act to thè Company's Territories. But the ass uþtion

of some fifteen hundred miles from her frontier, while a different British
jurisdiction (that of the Company) prevailed in the intervening space. But
assuming for factthe Company's view of the case that it did not affect
their territories, we find.thev -vry purpose for which the Act was passed
as expressed in thetitle to beto provide a jurisdiction for "certain parts of
North America adjoining to the saide provinces p' of ,Lower and Upper
Canada. Consequently, if the territory affected by the Act only commences
at the summit of the Rocky Mountains, as represented by the,map submit-
tedýby Sir J., H. Pelly, then as it adjoinss tIis province, Canada rnust ex-
tend to the summit, of the Rocky -Mountainss, o, that on their.own shewing
the; jurisdiction ýthey exercise in tbe -intervening space, at Red River for
instance, is out of their own terrritories, and thereforenotpnly without the
sanction of, law but in violation-of a positive- naçtment.

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create Courts of Record, without the intervention of the Canadian Courts,
(but without limiting the power to be' exercised thro' them), forthetrial of
small causes and petty offences,. the former being limited to civil casés' not
affecting a larger amount than £200, and the latter to cases in which -the
offence does not subject the person committing the same to capital punish-
ment or transportation.

By this Act it is repeatedly declared and enacted in the most empha-
tic manner, ihat its enactrnents shall have effect "'notwithstanding any-
"thing contained in any Charter granted to the governor and company of
"adventures of England trading to Hudson's Bay."

It is true the last clause of the Act reserves to the Company in the
most ample manner all rights and privileges they " are by law entitled to
claim and exercise under their Charter." This it will be observed is what
the "Statement of Rights" refers to when claiming a "concurrent jurisdic-

M with the Canadian Courts. Now, when it is observed that the
LÊgsature has refrained from expressing any opinion as to what the rights
or priv1eges of the Company really are, and cautiously abstained from
recogriising any but what they already had " by law," it is difficult to sup-
pose that it was the intention of the Act to recognise in them those very

powers which it vas making the most ample provision for the exercise of
by a totally different authority in strong and repeatedly expressed abnega-
tion of their pretensions.

It is also to be observed that the previous Act, 43 Geo. 3, which denies
their jurisdiction is still in force, unrestricted in every particular, and rlot
deriving its force from the subsequent statute, which is merely declaratory
Jn that particular, of its proper construction.

'The question of whether the Company can exercise any legal juris-
diction within their own territories,-Iimitedto their just extent,-loses its

importance however in face of the more serious question of its actual exer-
cise both in Canada and the Indian Teriitoris, and that eve rft thoxtent
of life and death, vhile the intention of the Irnperial' Iegislatùre in crea-
ting a jurisdiction for those territories, reservd ah impoitant cas'es, 'ither
civil or crirninal, for trial by the. regularly constituted legal' tribtïals of an
organized community, where the Chaà'ter ofBritish rights v$'oùld ibe-held as
sacred as the interests of a commercial Coiyipany who assume tobe them-
selves the Judges where (withouf any reflection upon ther collectively or
individually) cases must, in the' very nature of things arise in whichthey
ought to be the judged.

In concluding the question of Jurisdiction it is
necessary to observe that the ImperiaI Statutes, hereirv
quoted, which vest the Jurisdiction in Canada to the-

'shores of the Pacific, havebeen repealed in so far as
they relate to Vancouver's. Island by the Act 12 and'
18 Vic. Cap. 48, which re-invests the Jurisdiction of
Vaicouver's Island in the Imperial Governinent until
the establishment of a local Legislature, which the:
Act contemplates.

At the same time, a charter was granted to the' Hudson's Bay Con-
pany for the colonization of the Island, conveying a grant of the soil.

Neither the Act nor the Charter, however, confers any jurisdiction upoir
the Company.

The Company were required by the terms of the grant to colonize the
Island within five years, failing which the grant vas to become void. It was
also stipulated that the grant might be recalled at the tirme of the expira-
tion of their lease for the Indian Territories upon payment to the Company
of the expenses they might have incurred, the value of their establih.
ments, &c.

GENERAL REMARIKS.

Before concluding this Report ]t is desirable to offer a few generat
remarks upon the subject, which- the policy of the Conpany has kept out
of view and whichconsequently is not generally well understood.

The Hudson's Bay Corpany caim under three separate titles, the-
first of which is the Charter of 'Charles the I, granted in 1670, for eer.

services which he admits " in a great measure secured
Canada," because they were not constantly employed
by the Company, and effected this service at a season
of the year when the Côrnpany did not require therri.
Assuming this to be the fact however, had there been
then, as now, no such Company and, no sudh trade,
there would have been no suchbody of men ready for
action in the hour of danger.

IIad the circumstances of the trade continued the s'ame to the ptesent

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in the name of the Prince Regent by authority of a despacth Îfrom Earl
Bathurst, of 6th February, 1817, requiring the mutual restitution of ail the
places and property captured during the strife, to the party whbo had
originally possessed the saine, and the entire freedom of the trade to each
party, until further adjudicated. upon. Galling as this restitution must
have been innumerous instances where party feeling, embittered by the loss
of many lives, had reached the highest pitch of excitement, it was imme-
diately complied with.

The proper course to pursue, therefore, would be to lay before the im-
perial Government the expediency of annexing the Indian, Territories to,
Canada, shewing that by this means only can those countries be retained
long in the possession of Great Britain. For colonized they must and will
be; it is only a question of who shall do it.. If we do not, the Americans
will, and that in spite of any thing the Company can do to prevent it.
That these Territories are fit fields for settlepent it is.useless to dispute,
for one physical fact upsets all theories to the contrary. Where a country
is fodind to sustain animal life to such an extent that hundreds of thousands
of wild cattle find subsistence there both in summer and winter, there
man also can find a home and plenty. -Nor is the country possessingthis
characteristic confined to a narrow strip along the frontier, but continuing'
to widen to the Westward it is found that the climate, even on the East
side of the Rocky Mountains and ai a depth of seven degrees North of the
American Boundary, is milder than the average of the settled parts of
Upper Canada.

On the West side of the Rocky Mountains the climate is mildito a,
still higher latitude, but Vancouver's Island together withthe contiguous
main land is perhaps one of the finest countries in the wold for coloni-
sation. The only drawback is the difficulty of access, a, difficulty
which the present system will never remove, for it looms larger now
than it did forty or fifty years ago, when ,the North-,Wst ,Company of
Canada poured a continuous stream of traffic across the continent This
Island cannot now of.co;urse be annexed:to Canadamnthe same terrns as
the other Indian Territories, as the existing Charter under, which the Island'
is held (a different andý distinct thing, be it remembered, from either the
old Charter or the expiring Lease) entitles the Hudson's Bay Company0to
payment of the value of their establishments if the. grant be resGinded,
which Canadawould naturally be expected to pay, if the Island, were
conceded to her, and it might be well to see now upon wbat terms thís
could be done, because it seems that if it be not done at the .expiration of
the Lease of the "Indian Territories," it could not be done afterwards,
unless indeed the Company have failed to fulfill the conditions required
within the first five years.

Twelve,years ago, the United States had no communication with tleii
territories on the Pacifie except by sea, and during the Oregon negociations,
when proposing streiiuoLs .mneasures upon the subject, the President in his
message to Congress 2d December, 1845, says:

" Au overland mail is believed to be entirely practicable; and the importance of establishing'
"such a mail at least once a month, is submitted tO the favorable consideration of Congress.

How different the circumstances now, and how ">entirely practicable"
it-has proved need not be dwelt upon, but it must be remarked that at no

It is
of incalculable importance' that these measures, àhould be most for-
cibly pressed upon the Imperial Government at the present juncture,
for on' thei' solution depends the question of whether this country
shall ultimately become a Petty State, or one of the Great P0wërs of
the 'earth ; and fnot only that, but whether or not there shall be a coun-
terpoisé favorable to British intérests àid modelléd upon British inétitu-
tions to counteräct the prep'onderating' irifluence-2 if not the, a ibsofe
doinihion-to which our great neighbùr, thè Uriited States, rnst otherwise
attain üpon this coitinent.

An Act for confirming to the Governor and Company trading to
Hudson's Bay their Privileges and Trade."

"FORASMUICH as his late Majesty King Charles the Second, by his
Letters Patent or Charter under the Great Seal of England, bearing date the
second day of May, in the two-and-twentieth year of his reign, reciting, or
taking notice, that his then Highness Prince Rupert, Christopher Duke of
Albemarle, William Earl of Craven, and divers other Lords therein parti-
cularly named had, at their own great costs and charges, undertaken an
expedition to Hudson's Bay, in the north-west parts of America, for the
discovery of a new passage into the South Seas, and for finding some trade
for furs, minerals and other considerable commodities, and that by such
their undertaking they had made such discoveries whereby might probably
arise much advantage to his said Majesty and this Kingdom; for which,
and for other reasons and motives in the said charter mentioned, his said
late Majesty was graciously pleased thereby to incorporate, create and
make the said Prince Rupert, Duke of Albermarle, Ear of Craven, and
other the Lords and persons therein particularly narned, and such others as
should be admitted into the Society (as therein is mentioned), one body
corporate and politie in deed anld name, by the name of the Governor and
Company of Adventurers of England trading into Hudson's Bay,, and by
that nane to have perpetual succession and to sue and Uëe sued, take, pur
chase or grant; and by the said letters patént or chaiter ôf incoôiþortiïiö
provision was rade as welf for the appoitüïiñt and constitttion -ôf the
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first and present, as well as for the choosing, appointing and admiiting of al
future governors, deputy-governors, committees, members and offiers of
the said Company, ,and for the making of laws, constitutions and ordi-
nances, and for the goverment of the said Company and trade, and othëer-
wise, and the sole trade and commerce of all the seas, sIreights, bays,1aeé
rivers, creeks and sounds, in whatsoever latitude, they shall be, that are
within the entrance of the streights commonly called Hudson's Streigtg,
togetber with all the lands and the territories upon the countries, coasts and
confines of the seas, bays, Jakes, rivers, creeks and sounds aforesaid, whidh
were not then actuallypossessed by or granted to any ofhis said laie Majes-
ty's subjects, or possessed by the subjects of any other Christian prince or
state, with divers and sundry privileges, libenies, jurisdictions, franchis,
powers and authorities to punish offenders, to sue for and recover penalties,
with other powers and authorities, matters and things, in the said Ietterg
patent or charter of incorporation mentioned and expressed, were thereby
granted to and vested in the same said Company and their successors fôr
ever, in such sort, manner and forin as in and by the said charter or lette*s
patent or enrollment thereof, is mentioned and expressed, and as thereby
more fully appears : And forasmuch as the said Governor and Company,
at their great charges and with much difficulty and hazard, have settled
and made great improvements of the trade to the said seas, streights ansi
places aforesaid, which as now and for several years past hath' ben
found to be useful and profitable to this Kingdom and the navigation therçf
for furs, minerals and other considerable commodities ; and it appearMg
that the said trade cannot. be carried on or managed so advantageously
either to the honour or interest of this realn as in a company and with a
joint stock, and it being necessary that such a company should have
sufficient and undoubted powers.. and. authorities, privileges and liberties
to manage, order and carry on the said trade, and to make bye-laws, ordei
rules. a 'd constitutions for the due management and regula;tion as well of
the said company as trade, and for the punjshment of offenders, and rY-
covering of forfeitures and penalties, which cannot be so effectually done
as by authority of Parliament: be it therefore enacted, by the King and
Queen's most excellent Majesties, by and with the advice and consentf
the Lords Spiritual and Temporal and Commons in this resent Parliame
assembled, and by the authority of the same, that the prèsent Governor
and Company of Adventurers of England trading into Hudson's Bay, and
their successors, shalH at ail times from henceforth stand, continue and
be a body politic and corporate in deed and name, by thê name aforesaid,
and according to the purport and effect of the said letters patent or charter
hereinbefore mentioned; and that the said letters patent or charter herein-
before mentioned, bearing date the said second day of May, in the two-
and-twentieth year of the reign of his said late Majesty King Charles the
Second, and all things therein contained, be, and by virtue of this present
Act shall be from henceforth ratified, established and confirmed 'unto the
present Governor and Company of Adventurers of England trading into
Hudson's Bay, and to their successors for ever, and also that the said
Governor and Company and their successors shall and may have, do, use,
exercise and enjoy all and singular the liberties, privileges, powers, autho-
rities, matters and things in the said letters patent or charter mentioned
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to be granted to them, and also that the said letters patent or charter, and
all and every the liberties, franchises, immunities, privileges, jurisdictions,
powers, authorities, royalties, hereditaments, matters and things whatsoever,
and of what nature and kind soever thereby given, granted or demitted,
or mentioned to be given, granted or denitted to the said Prince
Rupert, Duke of Albemarle, Earl of Craven and other the Lords and
persons therein particularly named, and thereby incorporated, and to the
Governor and Company thereby created, made or erected, and to their
successors, and to all governors, deputy-governors, committees and other
members, officers and servants, of or upon the said Governor and Com-
pany for the time being, and their successors, or otherwise. Hôwsoever,
with and under such restraints and prohibitions, and subject and liable to
such forfeitures and remedies for recovering thereol, as in the said Charter
are contained, shall from henceforth be good and effectual, and available
in the law, and to all intents, constructions and purposes to the aforesaid
new Governor and Company, and their successors for evermore, and shall
and may be by the new Governor and Company and their successors from
lime to time for ever hereafter holden and enjoyed, and put in execution
after and according to the form, words, sentences, purport, effect and true
meaning of the said letters patent or charter, and that as amply, fully and
largely, to all intents, constructions and purposes, as if the same letters
patent or charter, and the general matters and things therein mentioned,
and thereby granted or mentioned to be granted, were word for word
recited and set down at large in this present Act of Parliament, any law,
statute, usage, custom or other matter or thing to the contrary notwithstand-
ing. Provided always, and be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid,
that the said Governor and Company shall make at least two public sales of
coat beaver in every year, and not exceeding four, and that they shall pro-
portion the same into lots each of about 1001. sterling, but not exceeding
2001. value ; and that in the intervals of public sales the said Company
may not sell coat beaver by private contract, and at any lower price than
it was set up at the last public sale, and that the coat beaver now in the
Company's hands shall be liable to the saine rules. Provided always, that
this Act shall continue and be in force for the time of seven years, and
from thence to the end of the next Session of Parliament and no longer."

CEowN GRANT to the HuDsoN's BAY COMPANy of the exclusive Trade with
the Indians in certain parts of North America, for a further term of
Twenty-one Years, and upon the Surrender of a former Grant.

VICTORIA R.

(s..) VICTORIA, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland Queen, Defender of
the Faith.

To all to whom these Presents shall come, greeting.

WHEREAs by an Act passed in the Session of Parliament holden in
the first and second year of the reign of bis late Majesty King George the
Fourth, intituled, " An Act for regulating the Fur Trade, and establishing
a Criminal and Civil Jurisdiction within certain parts of North America,"
it was arnongst other things enacted, that from and after the passing of the
said Act, it should be lawful for his said Majesty, his heirs or successors,
to make Grants, or give his or their Royal License, under the hand and
seal of one of his or their Principal Secretaries of State, to any body corpo-
rate or company, or person or persons, of or for the exclusive privilege of
trading with the Indians in all such parts of North America as should be
specified in any such Grants or Licenses respectively, not being part of the
lands and territories theretofore granted to the Governor and Company of
Adventurers of England trading to Hudson's Bay, and not being part of any
of our Provinces in North America, or of any lands or territories belonging
to the United States of America, and that all such Grants and Licenses
should be good, valid and effectual for the purpose of securing to all such
bodies corporate, or companies or persons, the sole and exclusive privilege
of trading with the Indians in all such parts of North America (except as
thereinafter excepted) as should be specified in such Grants or Licebses,
any thing contained in any Act or Acts of Parliament, or any law to the
contrary notwithstanding; and it was further enacted, that no such Grant
or License made or given by bis said Majesty, his heirs or successors, of
any such exclusive privileges of trading with the Indians in such parts of
North Ame7ica as aforesaid, should be made or given for any longer period
than 21 years, and that no rent should be required or demanded for or in
respect of any such Grant or License, or any privileges given thereby under
the provisions of the said Act for the first period of 21 years; and it was
further enacted, that from and after the passing of the said Act, the Governor
and Cornpany of Adventurers trading to Hudson's Bay, and every body
corporate and company and person to whom any such Grant or License
should be made or given as aforesaid, should respectively keep accurate
registers of all persons in their employ in any parts of North America, ànd
should once in each year return to the Principal Secretaries of State accurate
duplicates of such registers, and should also enter into such security as
should be required for thé due execution of all processes criminal and civil,
as well within the teiritories included within. any such Grant, as within
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those granted by Charter to the Governor and Company of Adventurers of
England trading to Hudson's Bay, and for the producing or delivering into
safe custody, for the purpose of trial, all persons in their employ or acting
under their authority, who should be charged with any criminal offerice,
and also for the due and faithful observance of all such rules, regulations
and stipulations as should be contained in any such Grant or License,
either for gradually diminishing and ultimately preventing the sale or dis-
tribution of spiritudus liquors to the Indians, or for promoting their moral
and religious improverment, or for any other object which might be deemed
necessary for the remedy or prevention of any other evils which had hitherto
been found to exist : And whereas it was in the said Act recited, that by
a convention entered into between his said late Majesty and the United
States of America, it was stipulated and agreed, that every country on the
North-west coasts of America to the westward of the Stoney Mountains
should be free and open to the cilizens and subjects of the two powers for
the term of ten years from the date of the signature of that convention ; and
it was therefore enacted, that nothing in the said Act contained should be
deemed or construed to authorize any body corporate, company or person
to1 whom his said Majesty might, under the provisions of the said Act, make
or grant or give a License of exclusive trade with the Indians in such parts
ofNorth Arnerica as aforesaid, to Claim or exercise any such exclusive
trade within the limits specified in the said article, to the prejudice or ex-
clusion of any citizens of the said United States of America who might be
engaged in the said trade ; with a proviso, that no British subject should
trade with the Indians within such limits without such Grant or License as
was by the said Act required:

And whereas by an instrument under the hand and seal of the Right
horiourable Earl Bathurst, then one of his said late Majesty's Secretaries of
State, and dated the 6th day of December 1821, after reciting therein, as or
to the effect aforesaid, and also reciting that the said Governor and Com-
pany of Adventurers of England trading to Hudson's Bay, and certain Asso-
ciations of persons trading under the name of " The North-west Company
of Montreal," had respectively extended the fur trade over many parts of
North America which had not been before explored, and that the competi-
tion in the said trade had been found, for some years then past, to be pro-
ductive of great inconvenience and loss, not only to the said Company and
Associations, but to the said trade in general, and al'so of great injury to the
native Indians and of other persons his said Majesty's subjects ; and that
the said Governor and Company of Adventurers trading to Hudson's Bay ;
and William M'Gillivray, of Montreal, in the Province of Lower Canada,
esquire ; Simon M'Gillivray, of Sutfolk-lane, in the city of London, mer-
chant ; and Edward Ellice, of Spring-gardens, in the county of Middlesex,
esquire ; had represented to his said Majesty that they had entered into an
agreement, on the 26th day of March last, for putting an end to the said
competition, and carrying on the said trade for 21 years, commencing with
the ouffit of 1821, and ending with the returns of the outfit of 1841, to be
carried on in the name of the said Governor and Company exclusively, and
that the said Governor and Company, and William M'Gillivray, Simon,
M'Gillivray and Edward Elice had humbly besought his said late Majesty
to make a Grant and give his Royal License to them jointly of and for the
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exclusive prîvilege of trading with theý Indians in Nortb America under
the restrictions and upon the terms and conditions specified in the said
recited Act: his said late Majestv, being desirous of encouraging the said
trade, and remedying the evils which had arisen from the competition
*whih, had theretofore existed therein, did give and grant his Royal Li-
cense, under the band and seal of one of bis Principal Secretaries of State,
to the said Governor and Company, and William M'Gillivray, Simon
M'Gillivray and Edward Ellice, for the exclusive privilege of trading with
the Indians in aIl such parts of North America to the northward and to the
westward of the said lands and territories belonging to the United States
of America, as should not form part of any of his said Majesty's Provinces
in North America, or of any.lands or territories belonging to the said United
States of America, or to any European government, state or power; and
his said late Majesty did also give and grant and secure to the said Gov-
ernor and. Corripany, and William M'Gillivray, Simon M'Gillivray and
Edward Ellice, the sole and exclusive privilege, for the full period of 21
years from the date of that Grant, of trading with the Indians in all such
parts of North America as aforesaid (except as thereinafter excepted), and
did thereby declare that no rent should be required or demanded for or in
respect of that Grant and License, or any privileges given thereby for the
said period of 21 years, but that the said Governor and Coimpany of Ad-
venturers trading to Hudson's Bay, and the said William M'Gillivray,
Simon M'Gillivray and Edward Ellice, should, during the period ot that
Grant and License, keep accurate registers of all persons in their employ in
any parts of North America, and should once in each year return to his
said Majesty's Secretary of State accurate duplicates of such registers, and
enter into and give security to bis said Majesty, bis heirs and successors, in
the penal sum of £5,000 for .nsuring, as far as in them might lay, or as
they could by their authority over the servants and persons in their enploy,
the due execution of all criminal processes, and of every civil process in
any suit where the matter in dispute shall exceed £200, by the officers and
persoes legally empowered to execute such processes within all the terri-
tories included in that Grant, and for the producing or delivering into
custody for purposes of trial al persons in their employ or acting under
their authority within the said territories, who should be charged with
apy criminal offence ; and. bis said Majesty did thereby require that the
said Governor and Company, and William M'Gillivray, Simon M'Gillivray
and Edward Ellice, should, as soon as the same could be conveniently
done, make and submit for his said Majesty's consideration and approval,
such rules and regulations for the management and carrying on of the said
fur trade with the Indians, and the conduct of the persons employed by
them therein, as might appear to his said Majesty to be, effectuai for
diminishing or preventing the sale or distribution of spirituous liquors
to the Indians, and for promoting their moral and religious improve-
ment; and his said. Majesty did thereby declare, that nothing in that Grant
contained should be. deemed or construed to authorize the said Govemnor
and Company, and William M'GiIlivray, Simon M'Gillivray and'Edward
Ellice, or any persons in their employ, to claim or exercise any trade with
the Indians on the North-west coast of America to the westward of ihe Stongy
Mountains, to the prejudice or exclusion of any citizens of the United States
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of America who might be engaged in the said trade ; and providing also
by the now reciting Grant, that no British subjects other. than and except
the said Governor and Company, and the said William M'Gillivray, Simon
M'Gillivray and Edward Ellice, and the persons authorized to carry on
exclusive trade by them on Grant, should trade -with the Indians within
such limits during the period of that Grant :

And whereas the said Governor and Company have acquired to them-
selves all the rights and interests of the said William M'Gillivray, Simon
M'Gillivray and Edward Ellice, under the said recited Grant, and the said
Governor and Company having humbly besought us to accept a surrender
of the said Grapt, and in consideration thereof to make a Grant to them,
and give to them our Royal License and authority of and for the like exclu-
sive privilege of trading with the Indians in North America, for the like
period and upon similar terms and conditions to those specified and referred
to in the said recited Grant: NOw KNOW YE, That in consideration, of the
surrender made to us of the said recited Grant, and being desirons of en-
couraging the said trade, and of preventing as much as possible a recurrence
of the evils mentioned or referred to in the said recited Grant; as also in
consideration of the yearly rent hereinafter reserved to us, We do hereby
grant and give our License, under the hand and seal of one of our Principal
Secretaries of State, to the said Governor and Company, and their succes-
sors, for the exclusive privilege of trading with the Indians in ail such parts
of North America, to the northward and to the westward of the lands and
territories belonging to the United States of America, as shall not form part
of any of our provinces in North Arnerica, or of any lands or territories
belonging to the said United States of America, or to any European govern-
ment, state or power, but subject nevertheless as hereinafter mentioned :
And we do by these presents give, grant and secure to the said Governor
and Company, and their successors, the sole and exclusive privilege, for
the full period of 21 years from the date of this our Grant, of trading with
the Indians in ail such parts of North America as aforesaid (except as
hereinafter mentioned): And we do hereby declare, that no rent shail be
required or demanded for or in respect of this our Grant and License, or
any privileges given thereby, for the first four years of the said term of 21
years ; and we do hereby reserve to ourselves, our heirs and successors, for
the remainder of Ihe said term of 21 years, the yearly rent or sum of 5s. to
be paid by the said Governor and Company, or their successors, on the first
day of June in every year, into our Exchequer, on the account of us, our
heirs and successors; and wc do hereby declare, that the said Governor
and Company, and their s'uccessoïs, shall, during the period of this Our
Grant and License, keep accurate registers of ail persons in their employ
in any parts of North America, and shall once in. each year return to our
Secretary of State accurate duplicates of such registers ; and shall also enter
into and give security to us, our heirs and successors, in the penal sum of
5,0001., for ensuring, as far as in them may lie, or as they can by their
authority over the servants and persons in their employ, the due execution
of all criminal and civil processes by the officers and persons legally em-
powered to execute such processes within all the territories included in this
our Grant, and for the producing or delivering into custody for the purposes
of trial all persons in their employ or acting under their authority within
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the said territories who shall be charged with any criminal offence: And
we do also hereby require, that the said Governor and Company, and their
successors, shall, as soon as the same can be conveniently done, make and
submit for our consideration and approval such rules and regulations for the
management and carrying on the said fur trade with the Indians, and the
conduct of the persons employed by them therein, as may appear to us to
be effectual for diminishing or preventing the sale or distribution of spiri-
tuons liquors to the Indians, and for promoting their moral and religious
improvement : But we do hereby declare, that nothing in ihis our Grant
contained shall be deemed or construed to authorize the said Governor
and Company, or their successors, or any persons in their employ, to
claim or exercise any trade with the Indians on the North-west coast of
Arnerica to the -vestward of the Stoney Mountains, to the prejudice or ex-
clusion of any of the subjects of any foreign states, who, under or by force
of any convention for the time being between us and such foreign states
respectively, may be entitled to and shall be engaged in the said trade :
Provided nevertheless, and we do hereby declare oui pleasuie to be, that
nothing herein contained shall exiend or be construed to prevent the estab-
lishment by us, our heirs or successors, within the territories aforesaid, or
any of them, of any colony or c.lonies, province or provinces, or for
annexing any part of the aforesaid territories to any existing colony or
colonies to us, in right of our Imperial Crown, belonging, or for constituting
any such form of civil government as to us may seem meet, withiri any
such colony or colonies, province or provinces:

And we do hereby reserve to us, our heirs and successors, full power
and authority to revoke these presents, or any part thereof, in so far as the
same may embrace or extend to any of the territories aforesaid, which may
hereafter be comprised within any colony or colonies, province or provinces
as aforesaid:

It being nevertheless hereby declared, that no British subjects other
than and except the said Governor and Company, and their successors, and
the persons authorized to carry on exclusive trade by them, shall.trade with
the Indians during the period of this our Grant within the limits aforesaid,
or within that part thereof which shall not be comprised within any such
colony or province as aforesaid.

COVENANT by the Hudson's Bay Company for performance of Conditions
and Reservations contained in the Crown Grant of even date.-(Dated
30th May, 1838.)

WHEREAS Her Majesty hath, by an instrument under the hand and
seal of the Secretary of State, the Right Honorable Charles Lord Glenelg,
bearing even date herewith, granted and given Hr Royal Licerse to us,
the Governor and Company of Adventurers of England, trading into Hud-
son's Bay, and our successors, the exclusive -privilege of trading with the
Indians in all such parts of North America to the northward and to the
westward of the lands and territories belonging to the United States of
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Àmerica as shall not form prt of any of Her Majesty's provinces in North
America, or of any lands or territories belonging to the United States of
America, or to any European government, state or power, and hath seoured
to us, the said Governor and Company, and our successors, the sole and
exclusive privilege-for the full period of 21 years from the date of the said
grant, of trading with the Indians in all such parts of North America as
aforesaid (except and with such restrictions as thereinafter excepted), and
hath thereby declared that no rent shall be required or demanded for or in
respect of the said grant or license, or any privileges given thereby, for the
first four years of the said term of 21 years, and hath thereby reserved to
Her Majesty, her heirs and successors, for the rernainder of the said period
of 21 years the yearly rent of 5s., to be paid by us, the said Governor and
Company, and our successors, on the lst day of June in every year, into
Her Majesty's Exchequer, on account of Her Majesty, her heirs and suc-
cessors : We, therefore, the said Governor and Company of Adventurers of
England trading into Hudson's Bay, do hereby covenant and bind ourselves
and our successors, that we and they shall yearly and every year, and on
every lst day of June, from and after the expiration of the first four years
of the said term of 21 years, and thenceforth during the continuance of the
said Grant and. License, pay or cause to be paid the said yearly rent of
5s. into Her Majesty's Exchequer, and on account of Her Majesty, her heirs
and successors, and that we and our successors shall, during the period of
the said Grant and License keep accurate registers of all persons employed
by us or our successors in any parts of North America, and shall once in
each year return to Her Majesty's Secretary of State accurate duplicates of
such registers; And we, the said Governor and Company, do hereby bind
ourselves and our successors in the penal sum of 5,0001., that we will, as
far as in us may lie, ensure the due execution of all criminal and civil
processes by the officers and persons legally empowered to execute suclh
process within all the territories for the time being included in the said
Grant, and for the producing or delivering into safe custody for the pprpose
of trial of any person in our employ or acting under our authority ,rithin
the said territories who may be charged with any criminal offence; And
we do also hereby covenant that we will, as soon as the saine can be con-
veniently done, make and submit to the consideration and approval of Her
Majesty such rules and regulations for the management and carrying on
the said fur trade, and the conduct of the persons employed by us therein,
as have appeared or may appear to us to be most effectual for gradually
diminishing and ultimately preventing the sale or distribution of spirituous
liquors to the Indians, and for promoting their moral and religious improve-
ment. Witness the Seal of the said Company the 3Oth day of May, 1838.

VANCOUVER'S ISLAND.

ROYAL GRANT.
VICTORIA, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of Great

Britain and Ireland Queen, Defender of the Faith, Io all to whom
these Presents shall corne, greeting:

WHEREAs by the Royal Charter or Letters Patent of his late Majesty
King Charles the Second, bearing date the 2d day of May, in the 22nd year
of his reign, his said late Majesty did (amongst other things) ordain and
declare that the Governor and Company of Adventurers of England trading
into Hudson's Bay, thereby incorporated, and their successors by that name,
should at all times thereafter be personable and capable in law to have,
purchase, receive, possess and enjoy and retain lands, rents, privileges
liberties, jurisdictions, franchises and hereditaments, of what nature or kind
soever they were, to them or their successors: And also to give, grant,
demise, alien, assign and dispose lands, tenements and hereditaments, and
to do and execute all and singular other things by the sanie name that to
them should or might appertain to do:

And his said late Majesty did thereby for himself, his heirs and succes-
sors, give, grant and confirm unto the said Governor and Company and
their successors, the sole trade and commerce of all those seas, straits, bays,
rivers, lakes, creeks and sounds, in whatsoever latitude they should be,
that lay within the entrance of the straits, comrmonly called Hudson's Straits,
together with all the lands and territories upon the countries, coasts and
confines of the seas, bays, lakes, rivers, creeks and sounds aforesaid, that
were not already actually possessed by or granted to any of his said late
Majesty's subjects, or possessed by the subjects of any other Christian prince
or state, with the fishing of all sorts of fish, whales, sturgeons and all other
royal fishes in the seas, bays, inlets and rivers within the premises, and the
fish therein taken; together vith the royalty of the seas upon the coasts
vithin the lirnits aforesaid, and all mines royal, as well then discovered as

not then discovered, of gold, silver, gems and precious stones to be found
or discovered within the territories, limits and places aforesaid, and that
the said land should be from thenceforth reckoned and reputed as one of
bis said late Majesty's plantations or colonies in America:

And further, bis said late Majesty did thereby for himself, his heirs
and successors, make, create and constitute the said Governor and Company
for the time being, and their successors, the true and absolute lords and
propriétors of the same territory, limits and places aforesaid, and of all other
the premises (saving always the faith, allegiance and sovereign dominion
due tO 'ls said late Majesty, bis heirs and successors, for the same); to
hoId, possess' and eijoy the said territory, limits and places, and ail and
singular other the premises thereby granted as aforesaid, with their and
vëry of their rights, rembers, jurisdictions;prerogatives, royalties and

appiteniacees whatsoe ver to them the said Governor and Company and
th'èr suceessorà ffo èveÏ; to be holden of his said lae Majesty his hir

r s of bis manor of East Greenwich, i e county f
free Ed comn socage,nid not on capité br by iight's service;
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yielding and paying yearly to his said late Majesty, his heirs and succes-
sors, for the same, two elks and two black beavers whensoever and as
often as his said late Majesty, his heirs and successors, should happen to
enter into the said countries, territories and regions thereby granted:

And whereas by an Act passed in the Session of Parliament held in the
43d year of the reign of his late Majesty King George the Third, intituled,
"An Act for extending the Jurisdiction of the Courts of Justice in the Pro-
vinces of Lower and Upper Canada, to the Trial and Punishment of Persons
guilty of Crimes and Offences withii certain Parts of North America adjoin-
ing to the said Provinces," it was enacted, that from and after the passing of
that Act all offences committed vithin any of the Indian territories or parts
of America not within the limits of either of the said provinces of Lower or
Upper Canada, or of any civil government of the United States of America,
should be and be deermed to be offences of the same nature, and should be
tried in the same manner and subject to the sane punishment as if the same
had been committed within the provinces of Upper or Lower Canada, and
provisions were contained in. the said Act regulating the committal and
trial of the offenders :

And whereas by an Act passed in the Session of Parliament holden in
the first and second years of the reign of his late Majesty King George the
Fourth, iniituled, " An Act for regulating the Fur Trade, and establishing
a Criminal and Civil Jurisdiction within certain Parts of North America,"
after reciting, among other things, that doubts had been entertained whether
the provisions of said Act of the 43d of George the Third, extended to the
territories granted by. charter to the said Governor and Company, and that
it was expedient that such doubts should be renioved, and that the said
Act should be further extended, it was enacted (amongst other things),
that from and after the passing of said last-mentioned Act, it should be
lawful for his then Majesty, his heirs and successors, to make grants, or
give bis royal license, under the hand and seal of one of his Majesty's
Principal Secretaries of State, to any body corporate or company, or person
or persons, of or for the exclusive privilege of trading with the Indians in
all such parts of North America as should be specified in any of such grants
or licenses respectively, not being part of the lands or territories theretofore
granted to the said Governor and Company cf Adventurers of England
trading into Hudson's Bay, and not being part of any of his Majesty's pro-
vinces in North America, or of any lands or territories belonging to the
United States of America, subject to the provisions and restrictions in the
said Act mentioned:

And it was thereby further enacted, that the said Act of the 43d of
George the Third, and all the clauses and provisoes therein contained,
should be deemed and construed, and was and were thereby respectively
declared to extend to and over, and to be in full force in and through all
the territories theretofore granted to the said Company of Adventurers
trading to Hudson's Bay

And whereas by our grant or royal license, bearing date the 13 h day
of May 1838, under the hand and seal of one of our then Principal Secre-
taries of State, we graited and gave our license to the said Governor and
Company and their successors, for the exclusive privilege of trading with
the Indians in all such parts of North America to the northward and West-
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ward of the lands and territories belonging to the 'United States of America
as shotild not form part of any of our provinces in North America, or of any
lands or territories belonging to the United States of America, or to any
European government, state or power, subject nevertheless as therein
mentioned:

And we did thereby give and grant and secure to the said Governor
and Company and their successors, the sole and exclusive privilege, for
the full period of 21 years from the date thereof, of trading with the Indians
in all such parts of North America as aforesaid, except as therein men-
tioned, at the rent therein reserved, and upon the terrns and subject to the
qualification and power of revocation therein contained:

And whereas by a treaty between ourselves and the United States of
America, for the settlement of the Oregon boundary, signed at Washington
on the l5th day of June 1846, it was agreed upon and concluded (amongst
other things) as follows :-That from the point of the 49th parallel of north
latitude, where the boundary laid down in existing treaties and conventions
between Great Britain and the said United States terminated, the line of
boundary between our territories and ihose of the United States should be
continued westward along the said parallel of north latitude to the middle
of the channel which separates the continent from Vancouver's Island, and
thence southerly through the middle of the said channel and of De Fuca's
Straits to the Pacific Ocean : Provided, however, that the navigation of tîhe
whole of the said channel and straits south of the 491h parallel of south
latitude should remain free and open to both parties :

And whereas certain of our lands and territories in North America lie
to the westward and also to the northward of the territory granted to the
said Governor and Company by the hereinbefore recited grant or letters
patent of his said late Majesty King Charles the Second, and which is,
pursuant to the direction- in that-behalf contained in sucli grant or letters
patent, called or known as Rupert's Land, and to the eastward of the terri-
tories the boundary line of which is defined by the hereinbefore recited
treaty with the United States of North America:

And whereas under the said last-mentioned grant or letters patent, and
also under our hereinbefore recited grant or license of the 18th day of May,
1838, the said Governor and Company have traded as wellwithin as beyond
the limits of the lands and territories granted to them by the said.grant or
letters patent of his said late Majesty King Charles the Second, and have,
in connexion with and for the protection of their trade beyond the said
limits, been in the habit of erecting forts and other isolated establishments
without the said limits, and some of such forts and establishments of the
said Govemor and Company are now existing in that part of our said terri-
tories in North America, including Vancouver's Island, the boundary line
between which and the territories of the said United States is letermined
by the hereinbefore recited trealy between ourselves and the said United
States:

And whereas it would conduce greatly to the maintenance of péace,
justice and good order, and the advancement of colonization and the pro-
motion and encouragement of trade and commerce in, and aiso to the
protection and welfare of the native Indians residing within that portion of
our:territories i North America, caled Vancouer'sliland, if such ipland
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were colonized by settlers from the British dominions, and if the propèrty
in the land of such island were vested for the purpose of such colonization
in the said Governor and Company of Adventurers of England'trading into
Hudson's Bay ; but nevertheless, upon condition that the said Governor
and Company should form on the said island a settlement or seftlenents,
as hereinafter mentioned, for the purpose of colonizing the said island, and
also should defray the entire expense of any civil and military esiablish
ments which may be required for the protection and government of such
settlement or settlemcnts (except, nevertheless, during the time of hostilities
between Great Britain and .any foreign European or American power):

Now know ye, that we, being moved by the reasons before mentioned,
do by these presents, for us, our heirs and successors, give, grant and con-
firm unto the said Governor and Company of Adventurers of England trading
into Hudson's Bay, and their successors, all that the said island called
Vancouver's Island, together with all royalties of the scas upon the coasts
vithin the limits aforesaid, and all mines royal thereto belonging:

And further we do, by these presents, for us, our heirs and successors,
make, create and constitute the said Governor and Company for the time
being, and their successors, the truc and. absolute lords and proprietors of
the same territories, limits and places, and of all other the premises (saving
always the faith, allegiance and sovereign dominion due to us, our heirs
and successors for the same); to have, hold, possess and enjoy the said
territory, limits and places, and all and singularother the premises hereby
grantedc as aforesaid, with their and every of their rights, members, royalties
and appurtenances whatsoever to them, the said Governor and Company,
and their successors for ever, to be holden of us, our heirs and successors,
in free and common soccage, at the yearly rent of seven shillings, payable
to us and our successors for ever, on the first day of January in every year :

Provided always, and we declare, that this present grant is made to
the inlent that the said Governor and Company shall establish upon the
said island a settlement or settlements of resident colonists, emigrants from
our United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, or from other our domi-
nions, and shall dispose of the land there as. may be necessary for the
purposes of colonization; and to the intent that the said Company shall,
-with. a view to the aforesaid purposes, dispose of all lands hereby granted
to them at a reasonable price, except so mi!tch thereof as may be required
for public purposes,; and that ail monies which shall be received by the
said Company for the purchase of such land, and also from all payments
which may be made to them for or in respect of the coal or other minerals
to be obtained in the said island, or the right of searching for and getting
the same, shall (after deduction of such sums by way of profit as shall not
exceed a deduction of 10 per cent. from the gross amount received by 'the
said Company frorm the sale of sueh land, and in respect of such coal or
other minerals as aforesaid) be applied towards the colonization 'and
improvement of the island ; and that the Company shall reserve forthe use
of us, our heirs and successors, all such land as may be reqùired for the
formation of naval estabishments, we, our heirs and successôrs, paying a
reasonable price for the same ; and that the said Cormpany sh h dtídéc ii
every two years at the least, certify under the seal of the éaid GoVédr
and Company, to ode of our Principal Secretaries of State, whätîôloôists
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shall have been from time to time settled in the said island, and what land
shall be disposed of as aforesaid:

And we further declare, that this present grant is made upon this con-
dition, that if the said.Governor and Company shall not, within the term of
five years from the date of these presents, have established upon the said
island a seulement of resident colonists, emigrants from the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland, or from other our dominions; and it shall
at any time, after the expiration of such term of five years, be certified to
us, our heirs or successors, by any person who shall be appointed by us,
our heirs or successorn, to inquire into the condition of such island, that
such settlement has not been established according to the intent of this our
grant, or that the provisions hereinbefore mentioned respecting the disposal
of land, and the price of lands and minerals, have not been respectively
fulfilled, it shall be lawful for us, our heirs and successors, to revoke this
present grant, and to enter upon and resume the said island and premises
hereby granted, without prejudice, nevertheless, to such dispositions as may
have been made in the meantime by the said Governor and Company of
any land in the said island for the actual purpose of colonization and settle-
ment, and as shall have been certified as aforesaid to one of our Principal
Secretaries of State:

And we hereby declare, that this present grant is and shall be deemed
and taken to be made upon this furtier condition, that we, our heirs and
successors, shall have, and we, accordingly reserve unto us and them, full
power, at the expiration of the said Governor and Company's grant or
license of or for the exclusive privilege'of trading with the Indians, to re-
purchase and take of and from the said Governor and .Company the said
Vancouver's Island and premises hereby granted, in consideration of pay-
ment being made by us, our heirs and successors, to the said Governor and
Company, of the sum or sums of money theretofore laid out and expendçd
by them in and upon the said island and premises, and of the value of their
establishments, property and effects then being thereon.

In witness whereof, We have caused these our letters to be made
patent. Witness ourselves, at Westminster, the 13th day of January 1849,
in the twelfth year of our reign.

43 GEO. III, CAP. CXXXVIII.

An Act for extending the Jurisdiction of the Courts of Justice in the Pro-
vinces of Loiver and Upper Canada, to the Trial and Punishment of
Persons guilty of Crimes and Offences within certain parts of North
America adjoining to the said Provinces.

[11th August, 1803.]

' THEREAS Crimes and Offences have been comrnitted in the Indian
Territories, and other Parts of America, not within the Limits of the

' Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada, or either of them, or of the Jurisdic-
' tion of any of the Courts established in those Provinces, or within the Limits

of any Civil Government of the United States of America, and are therefore
'fnot cognizable by any Jurisdiction whatever, and by reason thereof great
' Crimes and Offences have gone and may hercafter go unpunished, and
'greatly increase :' For Remedy whereof, may it please your Majesty that
it ray be enacted, and be it enacted by the King's most Excellent Majesty,
by and with the Advice and Consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal,
and Commons, in this present Parlianent assembled, and by the Authorily
of hIe same, That, from and after the passing of this Act, al[ Offences con-
mitted within any of the Indian Territories, or Parts of Airncrica not within
Ihe Limits of cither of the said Provinces of Lozver or Upper Canada, or of
any Civil Government of the United States of Amcrica, shall be and be
deemed to be Oflnccs of the same Nature, and shall be tried in thie same
Manner and subject to the same Punishfient, as if the saine had been-com-
mitted within the Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada.

Il. And be it further enacted, That it shall be lawful for the Governor
or Lieutenant Governor, or Person administering the Government for the
Time being of the Province of Lower Canada, by Commission under his
Hand and Seal, to authorize and empower any Person or Persons, whereso-
ever resident or being at the Time, to act as Civil Magistrates and Justices
of the Peace for any of the Indian Territagies or Parts of America not within
the Limits of either of the said Provinces or of any Civil Government of the
United States of America, as well as within the Limits of either of the said
Provinces, either upon Information taken or given within the said Provinces
of Lower or Upper Canada, or out of the said Provinces in any Part of the
Indian Territories or Parts of America aforesaid, for the Purpose only
of hearing Crimes and Offences; and committing any Person or Persons
guilty of any Crime or Offbce to safe Custody, in order to his or their
being conveyed to the said Province of Lower Canada, to be dealt with ac-
cording to Law ; and it shall be lawful for any Person or Persons whatever
to apprehend and take before any Persons so commissioned as aforesaid, or
to apprehend and convey, or cause to be safely conveyed with all convenient
Speed, to the Province of Lower Canada, any Person or Persons guilty of
any Crime or Offence, there to be delivered into safe Custody for the Pur-
pose of being dealt with according to Law.

II. And be it further enacted, That every such Offender may and shall
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be prosecuted and tried in the Courts of the Province of Lower Canada, (or
if the Governor or Lieutenant Governor, or Person administering the Gov-
ernment for the Time being shall, from any of the Circumstances of the
Crime or Offence, or the local Situation of any of the Witnesses for the
Prosecution or Defence, think that justice mây more conveniently be ad-
ministered in relation to such Crime or Offence in the Province of Upper
Canada, and shall by any Instrument under the Great Seal of the Province
of Lower Canada, declare the same, then that every such Offender may and
shall be prosecuted and tried in the Court of the Province of Upper Canada),
in which Crimes or Offences of the like Nature are usually tried, and
where the same would have been tried if such Crime or Oflence had been
committed within the Limits of the Province where the same shall be
tried under this Act; and every Offender tried and convicted under this Act
shall be liable and subject to such Punishment as may by any Lav in
Force in the Province where he or she shall be tried be inflicted for such
Crime or Offence; and such Crime or Offence may and shall be laid and

ýcharged to bave been committed within the jurisdiction of such Court, and
such Court may and shall proceed therein to Trial, Judgment, and Execu-
tion, or other Punishment for such Crime or Offence in the same Manner in
every Respect as if such Crime or Offence had been really committed within
the Jurisdiction of such Court ; and it shall also be lawful for the Judges
and other Officers of the said Courts to issue Subpænas and other Processes
for enforcing the Attendance of Witnesses on any such Trial ; and such
Subpænas and other Processes shall be as valid and effectual, and be in
full Force and put in Execution in any Parts of the indian Territories, or
other Parts of America out of and not within the Limits of the Civil Govern-
ment of the United States of America, as well as within the Limits of either
of the said Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada, in relation to the Trial of
any Crimes or Offences by this Act made cognizable in such Court, or to
the more speedily and effectually bringing any Offender or Offenders to
Justice under this ,Act, as fully and amply as any Subpænas or other Pro-
cesses are, yithin the Limits of the Jurisdiction of the Court, from which
any such Subponas or Processes shall issue as aforesaid; any Act or.
Acts, Law or Laws, Custom, Usage, Matter or Thing to the contrary not-
withstanding.

IV. Provided always, and be it further enacted, That if any Crime or
Offence charged and prosecuted under this Act shall be proved to have been
comnitted, by any Person or Persons not being a Subject or Subjects of
bis Majesty, and also within the Limits of any Colony, Settlement, or Terri-
tory belonging to any European State, the Court before which such Prose-
cution sha be had shall forthwith acquit such Person or Persons not being
such Subject or Subjects as aforesaid of such Charge.

V. Provided nevertheless, That it shall and may be lawful for such
Court to proceed in the Trial of any other Person, being a Subject or Subjects
of his Majesty, who shall be charged with the same or any other Ofience,
notwithstanding such Offence shall appear to have been committed within
the Limits of any Colony, Settlement, or Territory belonging to any Euro-
pean State as aforesaid.

An Act for regulating the Fur Trade, and establishing a Criminal and
Civil Jurisdiction within certain Parts of North America.

[2d July 1821.]
HEREAS the Competition in the Fur Trade between the Governor
and Company of Adventurers of England trading into Iludson's

Bay, and certain Associations of Persons trading under the Name of
" The North West Company of Mgontreal," has been found for some Years

<past to be productive of great Inconvenience and Loss, not only to the said
Company and Associations, but to the said Trade in general, and also of
great Injury to the native Indians, and of other Persons Subjects of His
Majesty : And Whereas the Animosities and Feuds, arising from such
Competition, have also for sorne Years past kept the Interior of Aimerica,

'to the Northward and Westward of the Provinces of Upper and Lower
Canada, and of the Territories of the United States of America, in a State

'of continued Disturbance : And Whereas many Breaches of the Peace,
' and Violence extending to the Loss of Lives, and considerable Destruc-

tion of Property, have continually occurred therein : And Whereas, for
Remedy of such Evils, it is expedient and necessary that some more

'effectual Regulations should be established for the apprehending, securing
and bringing to Justice all Persons committing such Oflènces, and that

' His Majesty should be empowered to regulate the said Trade : And
Whereas Doubts have been entertained, whether the Provisions of an Act
passed in the Forty-third Year of the Reign of His late Majesty King
George the Third, intituled An Act for extending the Jurisdiction of the
Courts of Justice in the Provinces of Lower and Upper Canada, to the
Trial and Punishiment of Persons guilty of Crimes and Ofences within
certains Parts of North America adjoining to the said Provinces, extended

'to the Territories granted by Charter to the said Governor and Company;
and it is expedient that such Doubts should be removed, and that the said
Act should be further extended :' Be it therefore enacted by The King's

Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the Advice and Consent of the Lords
Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assern-
bled, and by the Authority of the same, That from and after the passing of
this Act, it shall be lawful for His Majesty, His Heirs or Successors, to
make Grants or give His Royal Licence, under the Hand and Seal of One
of His Majesty's Principal Secretaries of State, to any Body Corporate, or
Company, or Person or Persons, of or for the exclusive Privilege of Trading
with theIndians in-all such Parts of NorthAmerica as shall be specified in any
such Grants or Licences respectively, not being Part of the Lands or Terri-
tories heretofore granted to the said Governor and Company of Adventurers
of England trading to Hudson's Bay, and not being Part of any of His
Majesty's Provinces in North America, or of any Lands or Territories be-
longing to the United States of America; and all such Grants and Licences
shall be good, valid and effectual for the Purpose of securing to all such
Bodies Corporate, or Companies, or Persons, the sole and exclusive Privi-
lege of trading with the Indians in all sucb Parts of North America (except
as hereinafter excepted), as shall be specified in such Grants or Licences ;
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any thing contained in any Act or Acts of Parliament, or any Law to the
contrary notwith standing.

Il. Provided always, and be it further enacted, That no such Grant or
Licence, made or given by His Majesty, His Heirs or Successors, of any
such exclusive Privileges of trading with the Indians in such Parts of North
Anerica as aforesaid, shall be made or given for any longer Period than
Twenty-one Years ; and no Rent shall be required or demanded for or in res-
pect of any such Grant or Licence, or any Privileges given thereby under
the Provisions of this Act, for the first Period of Twenty-one Years ; and
from and after the Expiration of such first Period of Twenty-one Years, it
shall be lawful for His Majesty, His Heirs or Successors, to reserve such
Rents in any future Grants or Licences to be made to the same or any other
Parties, as shall be deemed just and reasonable, with Security for the Pay-
ment thereof - and such Rents shall be deemed Part of the Land Revenues
of His Majesty, His Heirs and Successors, and be applied and accounted
for as the other Land Revenues of His Majesty, His Heirs or Successors,
shall, at tle time of Payment of any such Rent being made, be applied and
accounted for.

11. And be it further enacted, That from and after the passing of this
Act, the Goveinor and Company of Adventurers trading to Hudson's Bay,
and every Body Corporate and Company and Person to whon every such
Grant or Licence shall be made or given as aforesaid, shall respectively
keep accurate Registers of ail Persons in their Employ in any Parts of
North America, and shall, once in each Year, return to His Majesty's Se-
cretaries of State, accurate Duplicates of such Registers, and shall also
enter into such Security as shall be required by His Majesty for the due
Execution of ail Processes criminal and civil, as well within the Territo-
ries included in any such Grant, as within those granted by Charter to the
Governor and Company of Adventurers trading to Hudson's Bay, and for
the producing or delivering into safe Custody, for Purpose of Trial, of ail
Persons in their Employ or acting under their Authority, who shall be
charged with any Criminal Offence, and also for the due and faithful Ob-
servance of ail such Rules, Regulations. and Stipulations as shall be con-
tained in any such Grant or Licence, either for diminishing or preventing the
Sale or Distribution of Spirituous Liquors to the Indians, or for promoting
their moral and religious Impro'vement, or for any other Object which
His Majesty rnay deem necessary for the Remedy or Prevention of the other
Evils which have-hitherto been found to exist.

' IV. And Whereas by a Convention entered into between His Majesty
'and the United States of America, it was stipulated and agreed, that any
'Country on the North West Coast of America, to the Westward of the
'Stony Mountains, should be free and open to the Citizens and Subjects of
'the Two Powers, for the Term of Ten Years from the Date of the Signa-
'ture of that Convention;' Be it therefore enacted, That nothing in this
Act contained shall be deemed or construed to authorize any Body Corpo-
rate, -Company or Person, to whom Bis Majesty may have, urider the
Provisions of this Act, made a Grant or given à Licence of exclusive Trade
with the Indians in such Parts of North America as aforesaid, to claim or
exercise any such'exclusive Trade within the Linits specified in the said
Article, to the Prejudice or Exclusion of any Citizêns of the said United
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States of America, who may be engaged in the said Trade : Provided
always, that no .British Subjects shall trade with the Indians within such
Limits, without sucli Grant or Licence as is by this Act required.

V. And be it declared and enacted, That the said Act passed in the
Forty-third Year of the Reigu of His late Majesty, intituled An Act for ex-
tending the Jurisdiction of the Courts. of Justices in the Provinces of Lower
and Upper Canada, to the Trial and Punishnent of Persons guiltp of Crimes
and OJfences within certain Parts of North America adjoining to the said
Provinces, and all the Clauses and Provisoes therein contained, shall be
deemed and construed, and it is and are hereby respectively declared, to
extend to and over, and to be in full force in and through all the Territories
heretofore granted to the Company of Adventurers of England trading to
IHiudson's Bay; any thing in any Act or Acts of Parliament, or this Act, or
in any Grant or Charter to the Company, to the contrary notwithstanding.

VI. And be it further enacted, That from and after the passing of this
Act, the Courts of Judicature now existing, or which may be hereafter
established in the Province of Upper Canada, shall have the same Civil
Jurisdiction, Power and Authority, as well in the Cognizance of Suits, as
in the issuing Process, mesne and final, and in all other Respects what-
soever, within the said Indian Territories, and other Parts of America not
within the Limits of either of the Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada, or
of any Civil Government of the United States, as the said Courts have or
are invested with within the Limits of the said Provinces of Lower or Upper
Canada respectively; and that all and every Contract, Agreement, Debt,
Liability and Demand whatsoever, made, entered into, incurred or arising
within the said Indian Territories and other Parts of America, and all and
every Wrong and Injury to the Person or to Property, real or personal, com-
mitted or done within the same, shall be and be deemed to be of the same
Nature, and be cognizable by the same Courts, Magistrates or Justices of
the Peace, and be tried in the same Manner and subject to the same Con-
sequences, in all Respects, as if the same had been made, entered into,
incurred, arisen, committed or done vithin the said Province of Upper
Canada; any thing in any Act or Acts of Parliament, or Grant or Charter,
to the contrary notwithstanding: Provided always, that all such Suits and
Actions relating to Lands, or to any Claims in respect of Land, not being
within the Province of Upper Canada, shall be decided according to the
Laws of that Part of the United Kingdom called England, and shall not be
subject to or affected by any Local Acts, Statutes or Laws of the Legisla-
ture of Upper Canada.

VII. And be it further enacted, That all Process, Writs, Orders, Judg-
ments, Decrees and Acts whatsoever, to be issued, made, delivered, given
and done by or under the Authority of the said Courts, or either of them,
shall have the same Force, Authority and Effect within the said Indian
Territory and other Parts of America as aforesaid, as the same now have
within the said Province of Upper Canada.

VIII. And be it further enacted, That it shall be lawful for the Gover-
nor or Lieutenant Governor or Person administering the Government for
the time being of Lower Canada, by Commission under his Hand and Seal,
to authorize all Persons who shall be appointed Justices of the Peace under
the Provisions of this Act, within the said Indian Territories, or other Parts
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of America as aforesaid, or any other Person who shall be specially named
in any such Commission, to act as a Commissioner within the same, for
the Purpose of executing, enforcing and carrying into Effect all such Process,
Writs, Orders, Judgments, Decrees and Acts, which shall be issued, made,
delivered, given or done by the said Courts of Judicature, and which may
require to be enforced and executed within the said Indian Territories or
such other Parts of North America as aforesaid ; and in case any Person or
Persons whatsoever residing or being within the said Indian Territories, or
such other Parts of Arnerica as aforesaid, shall refuse to obey or perform
ary such Process, Writ, Order, Judgment, Decree or Act of the said Courts,
or shal resist or oppose the Execution thereof, it shall and may be lawful
for the said Justices of the Peace or Commissioners, and they or any of

Process, Writ, Order, Decree, Judgment or Act -was issued, made, delivered,
given«or done, until a final Judgment or Decree shall have been pronounced
in such suit, and shall have been duly performed, and all Costs paid, in
case such Person or Persons shall be a Party or Parties in such Suit, or
until the Trial of such Suit shall have been concluded, in case such Person

against the said Sureties, and recover against such Sureties the full Amount
of such Loss or Damage as such Plaintiff shall prove to have been sustained4

Sin,-I an desirous of informing you, at the earliest period, of certain
important questions which have recently been raised respecting the affairs of the
Hudson's Bay Company in British North America, and of the steps which Her
Majesty's Government have in contemplation regarding them.

You are aware that the Hudson's Bay Company claim under the Charter of
1760, and the various Acts of Parliament which they consider to have subsequently
recognizcd it, rights of proprietorship, exclusive trade, taxation, and governmert
over all the regiohs under British dominion watered by streams flowing into
Hudson's Bay. The extent and ground of this claim are defined in the " Statements
of Right s" printed in the annexed Parliamentary paper, and in the accompanying
inap.

The H-udson's ^Bay Company also claim, and actually exercise rights of
exclusive trade, although not the ownership of the soi], over all the territory
comprised in a certain dicense to trade, granted in the year 1838 by the Crown
under the provisions of the Act "for regulating the fur trade," 1 and 2 George 4,
cap. 66 of which license copy is also annexed to this- Despatch.

It has been intinated to me on the part of the Hudson's Bay Company, that as
their license eypires lin 1859and as a very long period is required before any
important change of arrangm'ents can be notified a.nd acted on throughout the vast
and distant reglôtis affected by it, it will be very desirable that the views of Her
Majesty's Government and of Parliament, as to the renewal of thelicense, should
be ascertained as early as possible.

Her Majestf s Government have therefore determined on brfnging the whole
subject under the investigation of a Committee of the House of Commons at -the
earliest convenient time. The enquiry will be mainly directed to the question of
the renewal of the liense i but it must incidentally ermbrace the generalposiion
and prospects o!f the iudSon's Bay Company.

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As many points may arise in the course of this enquiry wbich rnay affect the
interests of Canada, I have to instruct you to consider, with the advice of your
Council, the question whether it may be desirable to send witnesses to appear before
the Committee, or in any other manner to cause the views of the Provincial
Government, and the interests of the Canadian community, to be represented
before this Committee.

The Committee of Council have read with great satisfaction the despatch of

the Secretary of State for the Colonies, of the 4th of December last, on the subject
of the -Hudson% Bay Company's occupation of the great north-western territory of
America.

They rejoice that the important position and advantages of that great portion
of the continent have received such prominent attention from the Imperial
Government, and are to undergo the examination and consideration of a Committee
of the House of Commons in England.

The Committee desire to urge the importance of ascertaining the limits of
Canada in the direction of the territory over which the Hudson's Bay Company
claim jurisdiction. The general feeling here is strongly that the western boundary
of Canada extends tothe Pacifie Ocean.

In this, or in any view, the tracing and fixing on the ground the line of
separation between the United States and these territories of the north west, is
of great importance. The rapid settlement of Minnesota, shortly to be admitted a
State of the American Union, renders this the more necessary, for, as civilisation
approaches the boundary, so will be increased the difficulty of maintaining the
distinction betweei the rights of the two nations on the frontier.

Already the Committee have reason to believe that difficulties in this respect
have occurred, or at least have been threatened, and the importance cannot be
underrated of early guarding against any such.

The Committee are inost anxious that Canadian interests should be properly
represented before the proposed Committee of the House, and that opportunity
should bQ afforded for carefully an closely watcing ang-rv cfrnce that nay be
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adduced before that body; and they will take the earliest occasion of suggesting
to your Excellency the manner in which they conceive this can be best accomplished.
Situated as Canada is, she necessarily has an immediate interest in eyery portion
of British North America, and the question of the jurisdiction and title claimed by
the Hudson's Bay Company is to her of paramount importance.

In furtherance of the Order in Council of the 27th January ultimo, directing
the appointment of a special Agent to proceed to England to represent Canadian
rights and interests before the proposed Committee of the House of Commorîs, on
the subject of the Hudson's Bay Territory, the Committee respectfully recornmend
that the instructions to be given to such Agent for his guidance in the matter
referred to, be as follows:-

" The fact that a Parliamentary Committee will probably hear' evidence and
report to the Ilouse of Comrnons, on the subject of the Hudson's Bay Territory,
makes it impossible for His Jxcellency to convey to you instructions which are not
in themselves more or less vague.

" His Excellency cannot anticipate the nature bf the evidence ta be given, or
forestall the conclusion to be arrived at by such a Committee. Even after the
Comnimittee shall have reported, the course likely to be taken by Parliament or by
Her Majesty's Governrment can only be conjectured.

"Y ou will fnot, therefore, expect to receive instructions: of a very definite
character, but His Excellency has fill and complete confidënce in yOur knowledge
and discretion, and he confides this mission to you the more readily, because your
position in the country is such as to imply an entire estrangement from all the
ordinary ties of local or party'politics.

"Imrnmediately on your arrival in London, you will place yourself in commu-
nication with the Right Honorahle the Secretary of State for the Colonies, (to whom
these instructions have been cornmunicated) and as soon as any Parliamentary Com-
mittee on the subject of the Hudson's Bay Company or territory is constituted;

FIRST REPORT as follows:

Your Commitee beg leave to inform your Honorable House that they have
examined three witnesses, Messrs. Gladman, Dawson, and MacDonell, upon ýthe
matter referred to them for investigation; and Your Committee submit to the con-
sideration of Your Honorable House the evidence hereunto annexed of these three
gentlemen.

Minutes of Evidence.

Mr. George Gladman called in and examined.--I am a nativeof the Hudsons
Bay Territory; born at New Brunswick, one of the Hudson's Bay Company's
Posts on the Moose River. Am 57 years of age; reside now at Port Hope
Canada West. Was taken to England by my father, when 6 years of age. My
father was a chief Factor of the Company ; his commission bears date 1805. My
father died in 1821, whilst in the service of the Company. I returned frorri Eng-
land to Hudson's Bay in 1814. Was -81 years in the Company's hrvice in the
Northern and Southern Departments of their Territory; Was a Clerk in the
service from 1814 to 1836, I then received a commission as a Chief Trader. Chief
Factor is the highest grade of officers in the Hudson's Bay service. Was store-
keeper and accountant both af the Moose Factory Depot and the York Factory
Depot. Have traded with the Indians in both Departments. Resigned my com.
mission in 1845. Had no quarrel withthe Company. Falling into bad health in
1849 at Port Hope, was re-engaged in the Company's service, receiving a new
commission -in 1850. , Again resigned in 1853 and returned to Port Hope, wheré I
have a small farm. As a native of the Hudson's Bay Territory feel deeply inter-
ested in regard to the welfare of its nunerous people, and in its progressive im-
provement. Wintered at New Brunswick the first year of my engagement with
the Company, 1814. The soil at that station very good; excellent potatoes raised
there, also every descripi ion of vegeta.bles,. oats ripened well made good oatmeal
ground with a steel hand-mill; -had good barley also; no attempt inade te raise
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wheat or corn there at that time, 1814; bas been since tried as I am informed,and
withvery good success. Horned cattle kept there; housed during winter. Do
not know anything to prevent a good settlement being made there ; rather distant
from market. This station is about midway between Moose Factory and Lake
Superior. Goods are conveyed thither in boats of from 24 to 28 feet keel, from
Moose Factory. The Northwest Company's Post there in 1814, was supplied with
goods from Canada. Winter temperature rather severe ; lowest degree of the
thermometer observed, was 45 0 below zero.

Wintered next at "flastmain" Old Factory, on the east side of Hudson's
Bay. Climate not so good as at Moose Factory or New Brunswick,; raised good
potatoes, turnips and other vegetables nevertheless; soil sandy; station much
exposed to bleak northwest winds off the sea. A large herd of cattle kept there
at that time, an abundant supply of hay being made in the salt marshes on the
shores of the Bay. Vetches grew wild on the point of the river; abundance of
wild strawberries and currants. The cattle were kept as a resouarce in case of
the Company's ships wintering in the Bay. Have wintered four several years
during My experience; two ships wintered at Strutton's Island (James' Bay) in
1815-16; again at Charlton Island, in 1817; again at the same place, in 1830,
and a fourth time in 1833 ; was a passenger on board on the last occasion. The
ships did not leave Moose until late in the month of September; encountered
heavy bodies of ice in the north part of the Bay, and winter setting in early,
were obliged to return to the nearest place where supplies could be procured.
Crews and passengers suffered much from scurvy; were furnished with provi-
sions both from Eastmain and from Moose Factory. The voyage through the
Straits and Bay was at that time considered doubtful and hazardous, ships, how-
ever, have only wintered in the Bay once since then. Charlton Island was a
Depot station of the North-west Company of Montreal about the year 1808 ; they
had another station on Haye's Island nearly opposite to Moose Factory. The
scheme of trading in the Bay was not found remunerative, and those stations
were abandoned before I returned from England in 1814. The lowest tempera-
ture I remember to have registered at Eastmain was 50 O below zero.

Was at Big River, North of Eastmain, in 1818; did not winter there. Soil
sandy and light; climate similar to that of Eastmain; potatoes and other vegeta-
bles grown there notwithstanding.

Was also at Rupert's House, wliere the soi] is much better, and the station
more sheltered than either Eastmain or Big River; more favorable for garden
cultivation. The cultivated grounds at all the Comipany's Posts are of small
extent, none that I sawv would be called a " farm" in Canada. Farming and
fur trading reckoned incompatible pursuits by the Company's managing officers.

Have been at lannah Bay, a small Post at the extrenity of James' Bay,
maintained obiiefly for the purpose of procuring wild fowl fôr the subsistence of
the Depot establishment of servants. Wild fowl are generally very abundant on
the shores of Hludson's Bay.

.Resided at Moose. Factory fiftcen years ; it is the chief depot of the Com-
pany in the Souithern Departnent, much slieltered froin northerly winds ; clirmate
and soil good ; raised potatoes and othei- vegetables there in great abundance;
barley ripened well; snall fruits, as currants, gooseberries, strawberries and
raspberries, plentiful, grow wild ; neve'r knew whcat tried, the season being con-
sidered too short. .Horred cattile, horses, sheep and pigs kept there ; all housed
in winter. hie goods from London are there landed and the furs slipped.

Have been also at Albany, but did not winter. Climate and soil did not
differ much from Moose, being littie more than a hundred miles further north,
well sheltered also, and the extensive marshes on the coast furnish an abundant
stock of fodder for domestie cattle. The Albany River is considered one of the y
best routes of communication between Hudson's Bay and the Red River settle-
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ment. -Boats we e usedfbr"conveyinggo ods to th Interior count ýlon be fôre
the junution of tië Hulson's Bay ad Nortwést, Cmnpanies ii8n- Tà ini
western Post of the Albäny Distri'tof ýanciéntdays'aBrändbn Hons û nhè
River Assiniboine. The soiltarôùnd the Toets of Heily, Mairtin's F$sOna-
burg, and Lac Seul is of a qualit thät enablesthei.vants fPtheCorpany
raise féix crops-of potatoes; iu pomlt òf latitude these posts a-everflittIe nord
of Red Rivi.'

Was in England in 1834 and 1835, ad oïï m return to Caîîadïias rid diitb
the Woithern Department of the "Cn anys atrading tèrritoriesi, nûberlà Hpuss
being appointed as my wintering statiónii 1835. Excellërítheatjrown aCumbe-
land, which was ground by us with a steel h ândihill, made fouriof fit q
Other vegetable produce raised there with complète success ; soil"chiefifonlhmestoeô,
and the climate favorable for garden stuiffs of every sort. Thé Comëpanys h ea
were not housed at all during the winter, and throve very WelÏ in the reedy wampgi
near to the station. This is considered, in fact, one of the choioe pots of the Norfhern
country. Was stationed at York Factory from 1836 t i1841., The si br'o ud' i
not adapted to cultivation, being for the most part mossy swamps: saw-a crop of
turnips raised there, in a small garden, only onc.-sfailed in other yea's frbm fiequent
blights and night-frosts during the summer months. Ice remains on the coast throu-h
July : pits were dug there with a view of ascertaing thé, dppth of ground thawed
during summer; repeated digging shewed only about three feet of thawed g 'ound,
whilst the perpetually frozen ground was found to be aboit fifteen feeti This 9epàt
is the most important post, of the Company on Hudson's Bay, being the "eriti e of
imports and exports of the whole Northern Department. Indians are employed in
transporting goods, are very expert voyageurs, and engage readily in any duties
required of them by the Company's officers: they-are paid chiefly in clothi ng and
other goods essential to them for making a winter hunt of furs; rany of thein diéd
in 1836 from influenza.

Was at the Company's post at Red River for a few moiths in 1841. Wheat
may be raised at the settlement in almost any quantity.. Hitherto the want of a
market for their products has cramped the energies of the settlers; the quantity'of
flour and other produce required by the Company is so small that it can readily be
furnished by three or four farmers. An extract from the census of 1856 shews that
the number of horses then at the settlement was about 2800 ; horned cattle, 9300:
pigs, 4700; sheop, 2400; 'estirmated value of live stock £52,000 sterling. The popu-
latiori of the settlement, including Indians, is about 10,000. A large stock of wheat
and flour is generally kept on hand by the Company, to guard against want, arising
from failure of crops, whother caused by spring freshets, summer droughts, insocts,
or other casualties. Supplies of goods for the settiement are sonetimes transported
from York Factory in the autumn, after arrival of the Company's ships from Englaid.
The greater part is usually sent up in the early days of summer. Settlers have
begun to find it more advantageous to sell their furs and carry on their commercial
dealings at St. Pauls, Minnesota. Thcy have the choice there of 'a greater variety of
goods, and obtain farming implements which are not yet manufactured in the settie-
ment, or imported by the Company. A considerable portion of British trade is thus
becoming lost both to England and Canada, is yearly increasing, and will continueto
increaso ia aniount. A well supplied depot or store established at the Lake of the
Woods, which is only about 100 miles froni the Company's post at Fort Garry, might
probably divert a considerable portion of the trade fron the American course it is
now taking. It may also be desirablo to counteract as much as possible, every ten-
dency towards a leaning or dependance on our neighbours for supplying the, wants of
the colonists. Troops being stationed at Red River, it becomes important that a
i'egular chain of communication with thcm should be immediately and- permanently
established, and dopots of military stores formed. Hudson's Bay Straits being closed
by barriers of ice, and communications by that sea route nly practicable at one par-
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ticular season of the year, it is, I conceive, very important, indeed, that provision
sbould be made for every contingency that.may probably arise. If it should be found
desirable to send a re-inforcement of troops to the settlement at a late period of the
year, say September, or to send additional stores of any kind, it is clearly Ilimprac-
ticable '' for a- second vessel to make the voyage by the Straits at that seàson. On
the other hand, in, ordinary years the route between Lake Superior and the Red
River settiement, by way of Rainy Lake, is open during the month of October; it
seems to me, therefore, almost indispensable that the Portage Roads should be cleared
and a boat communication be established with the least possible.delay.. My opinion is,
and I think I shall be sustained in this opinion by. older members of the North West
Company, that boats may be used (in what is now the canoe track of the Hud-
son's Bay Company,) for transporting bulky or heavy packages frorn Lake Superior
to Rainy Lake ; thence to Lako Winipeg boats are used, and have beon used by the
Hludson's Bay Company for many years back, in the transport of their goods and
furs to and fro. The whole length of this canoe track, including lakes, rivers and
portages does net e:tceed 150 miles. lThere would be soite difficulty and labour in
clearing these portages, and inproving the navigation of the small shallow streams
that have to be passed, .but I cannot give wvay te the assertion that the
difficulties to be contended with are insu'rnountable, and the route consequently
iipracticable except for north canoes. A sufficient force of mon, with an ample
supply of tools would make the road passable in a month or two, and if wintering
parties were placed at certain points, I have no doubt whatever the whole route may
be placed in good travelling order before the expiration of another year. The posi-
tion I would suggest as points of occupation are, Fort William, the Lake of the
Thousand Islands, and the point of the boundary lino teriinating on the Lake of the
Woods. Boats might be constructed during the winter at each of these positions,
and remain on the chain of waters where required. At an after period when the
portage roads are completed, tram-ways may be laid down, and trucks used for the
convoyance of heavy stores and baggage. Improved portage roads and river navi-
gation, would also enable settlers froin Canada to locate themselves on the borders of
the Kaministiquai, and Rainy Rivers, or other suitable places of which we havesuch
,gþ,wing accounts by travellers who have passed through that interesting country.-
There are several considerable lakes on that lino of route, and there are many parts
of the Rivers without rapids or portages, so that the ]and carriage would net be very
great. The officers of the Company pass through the country se rapidly, they bave
little or no opportunity for making observations as te the quality of sou, or its fitness
for agricultural purposes and settlement; nor do they take much note of distances
from point to point. The Red River section; the Swan River, the Saskatchewan, the
Assiniboine and the lands West of the Lake of the Woods, are considerôd the most
desirable portions of the country for farming purposes. Other localities are no doubt
equally as good, and where wood is more abundant, as the Winnipeg River, and the
borders of Rainy Lake.

No agricultural "settlers" (properly se dalled) are permitted at or near the
Company's trading stations, excepting Red River. Their stations are occupied solely
by the officers and employées of the Company and their families, the Indians being
the only other residents near the stations.

There have been occasions when provisions and goods were sent in canoes to
Rainy Lake, but those were very rare and arose from unusual circumstances, the
regular supplies for the district being always sent from York Factory in boats

Have been several times in charge of the station at Norway House ; it is the
central depot of the upper country. The Company's "Brigades" of boats for the
Saskatchewan, the Rocky Mountains, Cumberland, English River, Athabaska,
McKenzie's River, Swan River, Red River, and Rainy Lake, al receive their
voyaging supplies at this station; it is specially the depot for Atha6aska and

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MacKenzie's River. The Goods for MacKenzie's River are sent in b brigae
boats fitted out from Red 'River, and leave Norway Hou§è in Jhne; they are n.è
by the MacKenzie's River Boats at Portage la Loche, or Methy Portage; cargoes
are exchangëd; the boats of MacKenzie's River return to the head quarters o th e
District to which they blong ,Fort Simpson, and those of Red River to YorkFàtory
where they arrive often barely ii time to ship the furs fôr London.

The Athabaska supplies are lodoyed at Norway House, and are carried in by th"
same boais that bring out the furs lhese furs are then. sent forward to York Factôry
by other brigades. Good potatoes are grown at Norway House, and at the Inian
Village in thé neighbourhood. This village was commenced by a Wesleyan mission- L

ary from Canada, in 1886 or '87, is increasing year by year; the Indians have buflt
good log houses, cultivated patches of land, are industrious, and graduall becöming
independent of fur hunting. Soil at the village pretty good, have not knownwheat
tried there, but being on the same parallel as Cumberland, may be raised ben fu-
ther clearances have been made. These Iridians are the carriers and voyagersofthe
district, are consequently absent from home the greater part of the summer.

Fromi 1842 to 1845, when I resigned myfirst commission and came to Canada
was stationed at Oxford Houise, experienced no difflculty whatever i raising e-
tables, with a sufficiency of potatoes for the use of the Company's people, and h
some to spare for York Factory, and for the Indians.

There is another Indian Village on the Saskatchewan River, near Cumberlaind;
it is under the superintendance of a missionary of the Episcopal Church, and is gi'g
on prosperously; wheat is raised there; also barley and vegetables of alniost every
descriptuon.

Goods for the supply of the whole of that country are shipped fror London,
generally in the first week of June, arrive at the depots on Hudsoi's By in the end
of August or beginning of Septernber,discharge cargoesand reload with furs as quidkly
as possible, and return to Engliand. A very small part of the goods is distributed.to
the trading stations in the autumn; the greater portion remains in store ail wintèr,
and is distributed throughout the whole of the districts in the following sumer,.
Boats are used in the transport service of every district except Abittibbi and Temis-
camingue ; those are the onily places I know where canoes are in use for conveying
goods and furs.

The River navigation from York Factory to Lake Winipeg is much inte-rupted
by sballows, rapids,,and falls; some are dangerous when the water is high. Portages
are not very long, and the whole route has been much improved since 1821. From
Moose Factory to Lake Superior, the water communications have been i mproved,
in a similar manner.

The Indians would in my opinion, he benefltted by a free, open trade, provided
spirituous liquors could be excluded. Provisions, clothing, and other articles which
are to themà the necessaries of life, they would be able to ýobtain. with greater facility
and in more abundance than they now do. The chances of suffering and privation
fromi not having adequate supplies would be Iessened, and no longer obliged to roamu
over the country in search of a livelihood, familles would congregate together, be-
corne tillers of land, and their condition be thus greatly improved.

There is a flxed tariff for sales of goods to the Company's servants, in ail part.
of the country, 50 per cent. on prime cost. Commissicued officers pay 38ï per,cent.,
which is allowedto cover freight and charges to thedepots ; there is no fixed or. re-
gular tariff for dealings with the Indians, the custom of the post regulates prices
both for goods and furs. When I was in the service, the Indian tarif? prices, or
custofM prices, had not been' changed at some of the districts, for many years.
Gôods are dearer at the distant posts, and prices vary at each, more or less. Great
latitude in this respect is allowed to officers in charge of distri'ets. The sucesof
the trade, and welfare of the Indians, depend chiefiy, almostentirey, on their judg-
ment and management; not on the Directors in London, or on the Governor of

Rupert's Land. General arrangements for conducting the trade are made by the
councils of officers, held once a vear in the country; the Governor presides.
Councils determine the outfits of goods, number of men to be employed, stations to
be occupied, boats to be sent in or out; minor details left to the discretion of the
officers appointed to the charge of districts and posts; officers amenable to the
council, each officer makes an order for the goods he considers needful for the trade
of his district, restricted according to the number of boats ordered, supplies are
sometimes insufficient for the wants of the Indians, they do, not unfrequently, suf-
fer froni this cause, orders for goods sometimes curtailed and diminished by the
officer in charge of the depot, sometimes in England by the Governor, depot officer
responsible to council in such case. The treatment of the Indians, whether humane
or otherwise, depends entirely on the officer in charge of posts, his liberality
governed by his outfit. A general order was made in 1821, that the Indians be
treated with kindness and humanity; that order has never been res cinded. Gun-
powder, shot and bail, fishing twines, blankets, cloths, and axes, are the chief
necessaries; without these the Indians may perish. In ail parts of the country
where I have been, the Indians were peaceable and inoffensive; troublesome when
intoxicated, sometimes dangerous ; they have been reduced in number by diseases,
as small pox, influenza, hooping cough, scarlet fever, &c.; never knew of any hos-
pital on the east side of the Rocky Mountains. The Company's posts are so few
and far between, that the Indians cannot readily obtain relief or assistance in a
tirne of sickness, each post supplied with such medicines as the officer in charge
may order, one medical man at each depot only, no schools or schoolmasters at the
posts, excepting Red River, none that I know of from 1814 to 1845, there may he
since I left the service.

Goods in the original package from England may be laid down at Lake Su-
perior in the month of May, or by the first week in June. The Company cannot
be unaware of this fact. Their goods are only leaving England at that date.-
The Company's posts at Lake Nipisingue, Lake Huron, Sault Ste. Marie, and
Lake Superior, are ail supplied with goods from their Depot at Moose Factory.
These goods only arrive at their several destinations fifteen months after ship-
ment from London. Goods from Canada might be conveyed to the shores of Hud-
son's Bay or to Lake Winipeg, in July, or three months only after shipment.
The furs traded from the Indians within the saie limits are collected at Michi-
picoton and conveyed to Moose Factory, where they are shipped for London;
might certainly be in London (by conveying them through Canada,) in the month
of September, or date of shipment from Moose Factory. When the ships wintered
inI Hudson's Bay, the furs did not of course reach London until the following
year. Was four years at the King's posts and seigniories on the St. Lawrence,
in the Company's service. The furs from those posts and from the Ottawa were
sent to Quebec for shipment to London. The furs of Temiscamingue, Abitibbi,
Grand Lac, Trout Lake, Waswanopy and Mistassinny, are ail sent to Moose; re-
ceive their supplies of goods from the same place. The Company's private rights
are not much respected in the St. Lawrence. Have not been at the Oregon or
crossed the Rocky Mountains; neither have I been at any of the Districts north
or west of Cumberland Flouse. My position at the depot enabled me to gain
information and know what was doing in those parts of the country. Potatoes
were raised at the Saskatchewan, Lesser Slave Lake, English River, Athabaska
and other posts in the southern part of the Mackenzie's River, although some-
times cut off by frosts.

Churchill and Severn, posts on the coast of Hudson's Bay, are supplied frorn
York Factory by means of boats and snall schooners. The proximity of Bay ice
renders garden crops very uncertain. In favorable years they raise vegetables.
The sane may be said of the whale rivers on the eastern side of the Bay. At
these places porpoise fishing is now carried on but very little, of any pecuniary
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benefit to the Company. There are no salmon or other fisheries carried on in
Hudson's Bay; never attempted, so far as I know ; too much ice in Hudson'u
Bay and Straits to make a profitable speculation.

The acting partners or officers of the fur trade stationed in the country, have
no voice in regard to leases or charters of the Company. These matters are ar-
ranged and settled by the Board. of Directors in London; and it is only from
thence, or from the Imperial Government that information is or can be derived.
The comrnissioned officers of the Comppny are governed by a distinct code of
Regulations or -Deed PollI" as it is termed, and covenant entered into when
they receive their commissions; and by this Deed Poll their interest in the trade
is defined and guaranteed.

The memorandum of the Honorable Commissioner of Crown Lands, pub-
lished in the " Return to an Address of the Honorable Legislative Assembly," is
so replete with valuable data on which to ground a Report by this Committee,
that I cannot regret my own inability to say any thing of importance on the char-
ter of the Company, their leases or their titles. I perfectly agree with the Hon-
orable Commissioner that the time has arrived when the measures he has sug-
gested should be " most forcibly pressed upon the Imperial Government ;" and I
beg your permission to express my deep felt conviction, that on the decision of
this Committee, and the course of action that may be taken by the Canadian Gov-
ernment at this juncture, depends the future weal or woe of my countrynen in
the British North-west Possessions.

MONDAY, 8th June, 18b7.

Mr. Allan Macdonnell called in and examined.

1st. Have you made the claims of the Hudson Bay Company a subject of
study?

2nd. Do you know any thing of an intention on the part of merchants here
to attempt a competition in trade with the Hudson's Bay Company?

3rd. Would a competition in trade lead to the disadvantage of the Indian
tribes ?

4th. Have you any knowledge of Lake Superior and the various Hudson
Bay Forts situated in that country?

5th. Have you any knowledge of the routes by which a road could be opened
with the West, and with Hudson's Bay ?

The claim which the Hudson's Bay Company set up in virtue of the charter
of Charles II., has engaged my attention for some years past, and the intestiga-
tions which I had the opportunity of making have led to the conclusion that those,
claims have no foundation in law or in equity; whilst I might not be disposed to
dispute, that in itself the charter may be good, so far as it creates a body corpo-
rate, with a common seal, and with power to sue and to be sued, yet I contend
that it cannot confer upon the Hudson's Bay Company those powers and privi-.
leges which they assume to exercise under it. The sovereign, in the exercise of
the prerogative of the Crown, may grant a charter, but it lias always been held
that no sovereign can grant to any of his subjects exclusive rights and privileges,
without the consent of Parliament, and this charter having been so granted, the
powers and privileges sought toube exercised under it are illegal.
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And this evidently was the opinion of the Hudson's Bay Company themselves,
as early as 1690, viz., 20 years after the date of the charter. At that period they
petitioned for an Act to be passed for the confirmation of those rights and privi-
leges which had been sought to be granted to them in this charter.

The Act first and second of William and Mary, is the Act alluded to, it did
legalize and confirm them, but only for the period of seven years and no longer.

That Act of Parliament has never been renewed since its expiry in 1697,
consequently the charter is left as it originally stood, and wholly unaffected by
any confirmatory Act of Parliament. 'fhe very foundation for the Charter is a
grant of territory presumed to have been made in the year 1670. Now as Charles
Il. could not grant away what the Crown of England did not p9ssess, much less
could he grant away the possessions of another power. The very words of the
charter itself excludes from tIe operation of the grant those identical territories
which the Hudson's Bay Company now claim.

At the date of the charter, these territories were then actually in the pos-
session of the Crown of France, and held and occupied by the Company of New
France, under and by virtue of a charter granted by Louis XIII. of France, and
bearing date 1626, being forty-threc years anterior to the date of the charter by
Charles iI. A referencebto the charter alluded toxwillsiew that it definesthe very
boundary -of those territories which the Hudson's Bay Company now claim. A
copy of the charter of Louis XIII. will be found among the Parliamentary docu-
menis of Lower Canada.

By the treaty of Ryswick, in 1696, the whole of Hudson's Bay was recog-
nized as belonging to the Crown of France. In Ihat treaty no rights nor claims
are provided for, or even alladed to as regards the Hudsoxi's Bay Company, whence
itis conclusive tiat the -ludson's Bay Company either had no legal riglhts, or

such rights, if they existed, were abrogated by that treaty.
By the treaty of Utrecht, in 1713, a portion of the shores of the Hudson's

Bay was ceded to England, and that was the first lime that England could claim
an undisputed possession there. In the treaty stipulations were made for the
necessary protection of the Company of New France, which tien held the country
under the charter of Louis XIII. The charter of Charles cannot be construed to
have the effect of granting any lands acquired only by the Crown of England
under another sovereign, and long after the death of Charles.

By the treaty of 1763, which surrendered Canada to the British Crown, the
French and Canadian people were guaranteed in their properties and in the ex-
ercise of those rights and privileges of trade as used by therm under the French
dominion.

They had for a century previous carried on an extensive trade with all the
western country, particularly throughout the valleys of the Assiniboine an-d Sas-
katchewan.

The grant of any exclusive privilege of trade by the Crown of Great Britain
over any portion of the country ceded, is a direct breach of the articles of capit-
ulation (Article 42) " The French and Canadians shall continue to be governed
"according to the customs of Paris and the laws and usages established for this
"country, and they shall not be subject to any other imposts than those which
"were establisled under the French dominion."

The tern -Judson's Bay Territory, as used in Acts of Parliaments and
which Acts the Hudson's Bay Company assume to regard as a recognition of
what they call their riglhts, can only be made to apply to such territory as lie
within the Straits of Hudson's Bay, and were in 1670 actually in possession of
the Crown of England ; none other could have been granted, or if made to apply
to other lands, it can only be made applicable Io such territories as were at that
period unknown to the Crown of England or any other power, bût were subse-
quently discovered by tle Hudson's Bay Company, iii conformity with the con-
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dition upon which the charter was granted, viz: "for the discovery of a new
"passage into the South Sea."

The mere incidental allusion in those Acts to the "territories heretofore
"granted to the adventurers trading to Hudson's Bay" is not declaratory of the
legality of the claim. It was well known that the Hudson's Bay Company
claimed territories under a charter of Charles IL, the Legislature was not re-
quired to express opinion upon the validity of the deed, nor what were the
boundaries of the country supposed to be granted. Nor do those Acts of
Parliament preclude the assumed rights of the Hudson's Bay Company being
enquired into or set aside as illegal.

Besides, where these Acts refer to the territories, and allude to the "rights
of the H-udson's Bay Company," there is this very significant proviso: "such
rights as the said Company are by law entitled to claim."

A reference to the History of Canada will establish the fact that the charter
of Charles I. can confer no rights nor claims to territory.

The able memorandum furnished to the Legislature by the Hon. Mr. Cauchon,
recites historical facts and furnishes data tò warrant the conclusion that the as-
sumption of power over the terribory in question by the Hudson's Bay Company,
is a usurpation.

To that portion of territory to which they limit their claim to an exclusive
right of trade, in virtue of a license issued to them and the partners of the North
West Company, in 1821, and since renewed in 1838, will be admitted as a legal
right, but it is a right which I think the people of Canada- will unanimously pro-
test against ever being renewed.

Such exclusive privileges are antagonistic to the spirit of the age in which
we live, and are opposed to the best interests of Canada, and are regarded in
this country as a direct infringement upon the rights of a frec people.

Inmediately after the cession of Canada (about the year 1766) numerous
British subjects engaged in the fur trade, pushed their enterprises throughout
the whole of British North America, trading from Montreal to Hudson's Bay,
and to the Pacific shores. These traders followed the old route of thle Company
of New France, and the French traders. In 1784 the most of these traders
united and formed the North West Company of Montreal. They carried on their
trade also at the ludson's Bay, and sent ships there as well as the Hudson's Bay
Company. The North West Company sent ships also around Cape Horu to thé
mouth of the Columbia. The Hudson's Bay Company did not trade there at
that time, nor in any part of that country which they now designate as their
lie~ned territory.

The principal trade of the North West Company was carried on through
Canada to the shores of the Pacifie. The roume pursued was from Montreal via
the lakes to the head of Lake Superior, and thence across the continent. The
means of transport was by canoes and batteaux. About 5000 men were em-
ployed in this trade.

I am told by those who were partners in that Company that the profits of
the Company were very great until the Hudson's Bay Company attempted to drive
them out of the country by means of force. The contests arising from that
attempt caused serious losses to each Company, and both were nearly ruined.
It was then that the Companies united and resolved to share the country between
them, by setting up the claim under the old extinct charter, and with their united
means they deter other traders entering into a competitiofi for the trade, and this
was year by year more effectually guarded against, by using every means to close
up the old travelled routes, which would have pointed out the way to other traders.

Sonetimes independent traders would make an establishment along Lake
Superior, or some of the Lakes more in the interior. These parties were driven
out, and their property destroy'ed. There was no means of redress, as there were

no tribunals at which the perpetrators could be made to answer, and to travel
with a cause some 1000 miles to institute proceedings, was an effectual bar since
1847. Steamboats now travel along the coasts of Lake Huron and Superior ; but
even now with their facilities a man cannot obtain justice. These countries and
these shores are neither within the limits of any organized Territories, and out-
rages are committed by the Hudson's Bay Company with impunity.

The Hudson's Bay Company first entered into the valley of the Saskatchewan
about thirty years after the cession of Canada. and whilst the North-west Com-
pany had large establishments there.

The Hudson's Bay Company did not enter into the valley of the Assiniboine
until about 42 years subsequent to the cession of the county, (about 1805). Bri-
tish traders from Montreal made establishments there as early as 1766, or about
three years after the cession of the country. The French traders must have occu-
pied many of the same localities near 100 years prior to that.

The Hudson's Bay Company entered into those countries from Iludson's Bay,
via, Haye and Nelson Rivers. Previous to this they had confined thenselves to the
shores of the Hudson's Bay.

They did not set up claim by virtue of the Charter until many years after their
first entry into those countries. They traded like any other traders and like the
North WestCompany. The North West Company was not a chartered Company,
but a Joint Stock Association, and claiming no exclusive privileges.

The Hud on's Bay Company first set up the claim of exclusive rights, &c., in
1814. The late Col. Miles Macdonell did so on behalf of the Company, by issuing
a Proclamation, as the Governor of the Assiniboine County, appointed by the
Hudson's Bay Company.

The contests which ensued between the two Companies originated in this as-
sumption of exclusive rights, and not from the actual competition in trade. The
trade had always been carried on freely and without any restrictions.

The proclamation was set at dfiance by the partners of the North West Com-
pany. Among the most prominent of these were some of his own relatives.

I believe there never had been any collision between the rival traders until
after the assumption of power on the part of the Hudson's Bay Company.

The legality of the claims of the Hudson's Bay Cormupany were never subjected
to the decision of a legal tribunal, unless the result of the tri.ls of some of the par-
ties of the North West Company be deemed so. These parties were charged with
the crime of murder, having taken the lives of the Hudson's Bay people who sought
to enforce their claims.

The two companies united in 1821 and called themselves the Hudson's Bay
Company.

The effect of this union was to destroy a trade which had heretofore benefitted
Canada. by turning it through -ludson's Bay. The route via the lakes was aban-
doned, not because it was a more objectionable one but because the continuing it as
the route would in all-probability lead to another competition for the trade by Ca-
nadian merchants. The united Cdmpanies succeeded in closing the route to all
others who might have been disposed to compete for the trade. laving been
closed for so many years and no new traders being induced to enter into a contest
with the now powerful Company, the trade and the route became forgôtten. If the
trade were again opened I am convinced that as active and productive a trade as
formerly would at once spring into existence.

The facilities which now offer for the successfully carrying it on are as one
hundred to one, compared with the former period. For instance it cost the North
West Company £30,000 to lay down their goods at Fort William, at the head of
Lake Superior. The sarne quantity of merchandise could now be laid down there
for £300 or £400, and the route between that and Lake Winipeg could for more
than three-fourths of the way, be made facile for a steamboat. If a large trade
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like that which formerly was carried on should now be revived, there is no doubl
but that steamers would ply upon the-long reaches of water which exist beyond the
height of land. I am convineed that within two years a trade would be carried
on along that route to the shores of the Pacifie.

It was se in the early history of the country and before steam was known, and
there is no reason why such a trade should,not exist now. Witnesses wilJ tell youL
that in 1814 and '15, Fort William had frequently 3000 traders assembled there;
Toronto at that period could not number 500.

Had the North West Company not united with the ludson's Bay Companyi
there is no doubt but that the route, via Lake Superior, would by this time have
been navigable all the way to the Saskatchewan, or at least all the portages made
facile for trade, &c., and a chain of settlements would have been formed along the
route.

The profits of the Hudson's Bay Company are very large. In March, 1856,
it is said the tradç sales amounted to near half a million. They sold of Buffalo
robes alone 80,000, at about 2.10 a-piece.

Goods from England could via the St. Lawrence be laid down on the shores
of Hudson's Bay or Lake Winipeg before they could leave England for these points
via Hudson's Bay.

Ships do not leave England for Hudson's Bay before the month of June, and
they cannot get through the straits before the end of July.

There is a determination on the part of those who are settled in what is
called- the Hudson's Bay Territories, te engage in a trade, and set at defiance any
attempt te continue the exclusive trade of the Hudson's Bay Company. Traders
have gone out to the Red River country with the intention of trading against the
Hudson's Bay Company. They are British subjects, and some have gone from
this place, and others will follow from other parts of the country.

Preliminary arrangements have been made in this city with a view of reviving
the old trade once carried on by Canada, and, which emphatically belongs to
Canada.

An agent has been sent last winter to the Red River; upon his return h.ere
a more definite action will be taken.

The parties that have gone with goods, and those who are to follow, will go
in by the United States, via St. Paul's. From St. Paul's they will travel by carts
across the plains about 700 miles.

Goods have been furnished by American traders, at St. Pauls, to parties at
the Red River, who are to trade as far as the MeKenzie River.

That is within the territories over which the Hudson's Bay Company claim
the right of exclusive trade in virtue of the license held by them, and is distinct
from what is called the Chartered Territory.

These parties are generally half breeds; as natives of the country, and as
British subjects they are determined to exercise a right NIhich no laws can
restrict, unless they have a voice in making those laws.

This summer about 1200 carts are expected to leave the Red River couritry
with peltries to be traded at St. Pauls.

The route is much longer than that te Lake Superior, and occupies about
thirty days of travel, If that by Lake Superior was improved, boats might arrive
there in fifteen days from the Red River. Loaded canoes during the time Of the
North West Company were about twelve days. A light canoe has passed froin
the Red River to Lake Superior in eight days.

The expense to be ineurred in re-opening the old route has caused parties -o
take the St. PaulPs route.

If the route was opened from Lake Superior I have no doubt but the whole
trade of that country would corne down Lake Superior.

Had not the carts at the Red River been ail prepared for the travel to St.
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Paul's this summer, I believe that, many of the hunters would have attemptedý
the Lake Superior route this month. Some packsof furs are now on the way
down via the Lake Superior route, only one canoe load, however, is coming;
neither boats nor canoes were built or I am informed there would have been more.

The value of peltries to be taken to St. Pauls by the carts will amount to
about $100,000.

They vill carry back merchandize in exchange, and some money.
I arn convinced that the Indians will be vastly benefitted by a competition in

trade; and at the same time advance their civilization.
The very existence of the Indian is now made dependent upon the supplies

which the Hudson's Bay Company provides, and the consequence is that lie is
subjected to the Hudson's Bay Company in as great a degree as the slave is to his
master. When the Indian has a choice of a market for his furs or for the pur-
chase of the necessaries of life, he becomes more independent and self-reliant, and
he certainly lias a better opportunity of being remunerated for his toil than when
he is compelled to sell and to purchase at the same shop.

A competition in trade will always be accompanied by the introduction of
immigration and. all the various industrial pursuits of civilized life. These
always cairy blessings in their train. I know that wienever the Indians can, by
any possibility, relieve themselves from the necessity of luunting for the Hudson's
Bay Company they do so; and they are not more slow than others in discovering
that there are other occupations which will produce powder and shot, and
blankets, and other necessaries, as well as the more laborious and uncertain
pursuit,-the chase.

In 1846 the whole of Lake Superior was as absolutely under the control of
the liudson's Bay Company as 1h1e most distant paris of Hudson's Bay; and the
same thing may still be said of il with the exception of the fort at Saul? Ste. Marie,
and perhaps, the fort at Michipi coton. Civilization has surrounded the first, and oc-
casionally approaches the latter; but at the forts at the Pic, at Neipigon, and at the
Kaministiquoiâ, they ha, relaxed but little in their rule over the Indians.

In 1846, the Indian band at Garden River were miserable, and depended upon
the hunt. As soon as civilization came upon tlem, they turned to till the earth
and ceased to be hunters, and I do not believe that a single fur is now carried by
any of the band to the Iludson's Bay Fort at the Sault. This same band of Indians,
who did not even grow a potato in 1846, sold in 1850-3,000 bushels, and they
now possess cattle and grow crops of grain. Shortly after we opened mines upon
Lake Superior, several Indians came to us from the neighborhood of Michipi-
coton Fort. They ceased to be hunters for the Hudson's Bay Company, and some
twenty or thirty were employed at the mines in clearing up the land, and some in
driving drills, others in fishing for the establishment. They roon discovered that
they obtained for their labor those articles which peltries only would produce or
purchase at the Hudson's Bay Company's Fort.

Wherever mines we;e opened upon Lake Superior, the Indians found em-
ployment in some capacity or other. And among a body of miners were always
some who traded or purchased the furs which any Indian would bring in, and
sold to a better advantage, and to more satisfaction to himself ; he was no longer
under the apprehension that unless he carried his furs to the Hudson's Bay Fort,
he and his family would suffer.

I might give very many instances of thei misery and degradation of the Indi-
ans of Lake Superior, when dependent upon the Hudson's Bay Forts for all the
necessaries of life ; and I can show these sarne Indians now well clothed and
well fed, and enjoying comfort and happiness, and drawing a sustenance from
the production of the soil, or engaged in som-e other pursuit less precarious than
the hunt, and all resulting from having a free choice to sel and to buy from'
whom he pleases. One instance will serve to exemplify how the ,Iudian
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is benefitted by a cotnpetition in trade, and it will illustrate. ýhow the 'systém öf
the Hudson's Bay;Company is dalcuIated to degrade thé Indian and:desroy hié
capabilities of emancipating himself from the bondage ofu an avaricious commu-
nity of trading monopolists. Along the shores of Lake ,Nippissing are extensive
cranberry marshes. The cranberry is an article of trade, and selis at a very
remunerating price. A merchant at Penetanguishene,, Alfred Thdmpson, Esq.,
engaged an Indian chief, named The Eagle, to gather cranberries for him, and
agreed to take some 200 barrels at $6 a barrel. The Indian commenced to gather
them. He was forbidden to do so by one Osmond, the person in charge of the
Hudson% Bay Fort near the locality, and he proclaimed to the Indian band that if
they;gathered any cranberries, he would stop all the supplies'which were neces-
sary to thein for their subsistence, during the long winter. This then had the
effect of deterring the Indians, tiieir women and children, from gathering the fruit.

The object which the Hudson's Bay Company had in view, was to prevent
the Indians iearning ihat there was another pursuit whereby they would soon be-
come independent of the Company, and pease to be their hunters, as there were
no traders within some 300 miles of tlhe locality. The Indian band were wholly
dependent upon this post for all the necessaries of life, and they had not expeii-
enced that the products of their marshes would have more readily and with
greater advantage to thenselves, purchased all their necessaries of life, which
only peltries can obtain at the Hudson's Bay Company post.

The Indian chief came to me, stated the circumstances, and irnmediately
upon Mr. Thompson being .made acquainted with the matter, he at once in a
spirited manner furnished the chief with a supply of goods, with which be started
to sit down along side the Hudson's Bay Fort, and prove to his ba'nd that they pos-
sessed the means of being rendered independent of hunting for the Hudson's Bay
Company.

I know Lake Superior well, and I have been for the last ten years living along
its coasts ; have often visited every Hudson Bay Fort along its shores, and have been
up all the important rivers ermptying into the Lake, and have gathered muchi in-
formation in relation to the varlous routes which lead to the west, and also those
leading into -fudson's Bay.

There is no danger of contests, such as the Hudsons Bay Company and North
West Company carried on in former times; the latter Company but defended
themselves fron their assailants ; and it is not likely that these will again resort
to a like guilty course.

I believe the country to be a very fine country, and not at ail inferior to the
xnost favored places of Canada west, but I do not think that the fact of its
being so or not, is material to the question of the day; that is, whether or not, the
Hudson's Bay Company shall continue in the enjoyment of an exclusive mono-
poly in trade, even though the whole country, from Lake Superior to the Pacific
be a barren country, utterly destitute of any hope of cultivation, yet we know
that there exists a trade, be it valuable or not. British subjects, and above all
'Canadians, will exercise a right of trade there, and maintain that in this day-
even Great Britain, without our consent, has not the right to forbid Canadian people
trading there, merely to protect some few tradere in London, in the enjoyment of
a monopoly. Besides the routes, via the Kaministiquoiâ, to the Red River, there
are other routes within British territories. The first named is the one now tra-
velled, and is called about 680 miles. There are several portages.

There is another route leading from the Kaministiquoiâ, and may be made
a better one than that now used. Another route could be made from the shores
of Lake Superior tO Arrow Lake. This would be the shortest of any. The Pigeon
River route is the old route of the French, and also of the North-west Company..
There is a chart of the-route, and with all the portages laid down, and the meas-
urement aoxoss each portage in yards. Grand Portage, which is from Lake Supeo
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rior to the Pigeon River, is within the United States boundaries, but the dividing
line is through the middle of Pigeon River. I think that we have a better route
than that frorn the mouth of Pigeon River. I have the measured distances across
the portages by other routes. Steamboats could run upon several of the long
reaches, and were it not for some short spaces the whole distance to the west of
the Lake of the Woods might be rendered navigable for steamers.

MONDAY, Sth June, 1857.

Mr. William Mc D. Dawson called in and examined.
I am head of the Woods and Forests Branch of the Crown Land Department,

and reside in Toronto.
I have never had any difficulty or quarrel with any one connected with the

Hudscn's Bay Compnay.
Have you particularly studied the titles under which the Hudson's Bay Com-

pany claim certain rights of soil, jurisdiction, and trade on this continent?
I have made this subject a particular object of study for many years, and have

omitted no opportunity of acquiring information upon it, and although with more
tirne than I could devote to it, and a more extended research, much additional infor-
mation could be obtained, I believe that it would only fend to fill up details, and
strengthen and confirm the results of the investigation I have already made.

Will you state to the Committee the result of your investigation ?
The resuilt of ny investigation has been to demonstrate that in the Red River

and Saskatchewan countries, the Hudson's Bay Company have no right or title
whatever, except what they have in common with other British subjects. Wher-
ever they 1iàve any possession or occupancy there they are simply squatters, the
same as they are at Fort William, La Cloche, Lake Nippissing, or any of their
other posts in Canada.

The Governrnental attributes they claim in that country, are a fiction, and their
exercise a palpable infraction of law.

I am no enemy to the Hudson's Bay Company, nor Io any individual connected
with it, and I think that there are, at the preseit day, extenuating circumstances to
justify a great degree of forlearaice towards them, when their position comes to
be dealt with cither judicially or legtislatively.

Illegal as it undouhedly is, their 1)resent position is a sort of moral necessity
with therm. Th first attempt of the Company, unider Lord Selkirk's regimé, to as-
sme that position, was no doubt a rnonstrous usurpation, but it was defeated,
though not tilt it lad caused mLuch bloodshed.

The IIudson's Bay Company and the Canadian traders (North West Company)
fterwards .aimalgamne. , and then, in pursuance of a policy, riost dexterously

planned and cxecuted, carried t he trade away back into the interior, from ihe very
shores of th L.akes and Rivers adjoining the settlements of Canada, and took it
routlnd by Hudson's B3ay to keep it out of vieW, to lesseni the chances of a new
opposition sprifnging up.

They also gave out that it was their country-a fiction which the License\of
exclusive trado for the Indian territories lelped to maintain-and they industriously
publislhed and circulated Maps of it, as such, which, being copied into other Maps
and Gcographical vorks, strengthened the delusion, till it becarne very gerneral indeed.

When therefore by this mean they had been left alone in these remote terri-
tories, without any intercourse with the organi5ed tribunals or legitimate Govern-
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ment of the country--an intercourse which their monetary intereste fôrbade them
to seek-it became a sort of necessity for them to establisha' jurisdiction of
$heir. own.

It is true that they have gone to an extreme in this matter ,which it would bé
difficult to excuse; but in such a case it-is hard to take the first step and -be' able
to stop afterwards, more particularly when it consists ina total antagonism to exist
ing law, or rather in assuming to themselves the functions of constituted authorities
where they legally possess only the rights of subjects and traders, in common with
the rest of the community.

But having once assumed and exercised sucl powers, and thereby made them-
selves anenable to the laws of the country, it is not to be wondered at that they
-have sought to justify it on the pretense that they possess those powers of Govern-
which (doubtful at best, even in those localities where they have some shew of title)
are without the least fouidation on the Banks of the Saskatchewan or Red Rivers.

In thus palliating the tenacity with which the Uudson's Bay Company cling to
their fictitious title, I may be accused of being their apologist, but I an so only to
the extent that, at thé present day their position has become a necessity, for, in'se
far as they have affected the rights of others, they have rendered thesselves liable
to the most serious-consequences, shoùld any party agrieved sée fit to appeal to the
legal tribunals of the country, and it is but natural to suppose that they wilI exidea-
vour to maintain the fiction long enough to enable them to effect a comprormise.

Any number of individuals might associate themselves together for mining,
hunting or agriculture, say at Lake Nipissing or on Anticosti, and finding no legal
tribunals there, or within their reach, they might establish a jurisdiction of their own
and execute their judgments. Circumstances may be imagined in which such a
course, if resulting from the necessity of their position, might be morally right
though legally wrong, but nothing short of an act of indemnity could save them
from the-consequences if pursued at law, by those whose rights they had affected.

Such is exactly the position of the Hudson's Bay Company at the Red River,
and for the judgments they have rendered there they are undoubtedly amenable to
be judged by the legally constituted tribunals of this country'; and those whom they
have condemned or punished, or whose rights or interests they have adjudicated
upon can certainly obtain redress. And to this extent I would be their advocate,
that in so far as their assumption of jurisdiction has been, in a manner, a necessity
resulting from the acts of forner years, the Legislature should pass anAct of in-
dennity to shield them fro'm the consequences-the circumstances to be first inves-
tigated, however, by a commission appointed by the Government for that purpose.

It may scem presumptuous in me to put the case so strongly in opposition to
the general view of' their territorial rights, but it is not a matter of opinion, it is a
matter of fet. , I could have no hesitation to state as a fàct, that the County of
York and the District of Montreal are not portions of the Company's Territory, but
the fact that41he Red River and Saskatchewan are not in their Territory is just as
strong and absolute, and the circuinstance that the one happens to be better known
than the other does not alter the fact in the one case more than the other.

But the generally received view of the subject is but of recent date and simply
the result of the circumstance, that no one in particular, has taken any interesÎ în
denying it It is only since the union of the Companies in 1821 that there has
been no obstacle to the continuous imposition of the Company's views upon th'e
public till they ultimatelybecame rather unopposed than accepted; and in denying
their title now, (on the Saskatchewan and Red River,) I am simply in aecordWith
the highest authorities whose province, it bas been to treat the -question judicially

It must be remeibered that the Company did not attempt to even enter upon
these countries until 104. years after the date of their charter viz; in 174
that they then did so, not as taking possession under their charter, but only to part
ticipate in a traffic then in the hand; of British subjects trading from Canani
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virtue of the conquest or cession of the country, through which, and not in virtue
of their charter, the Company also had, of course, a right to trade as British subjects.

A rivalry having been kept up for many years in the trade, and the absurd
construction of the charter now contended for having been invented, the attempt
to exercise the powers claimed was made by the Company through Lord Selkirk,
first theoretically about the years 1811-12 and practically about 1814, by warning
off the North West Company and obstructing the channel of their trade, and the
result was a great deal of strife and bloodshed. la the course of this strife vari-
ous appeals wcre rnade to the Provincial and Imperial Governments and to the legal
tribunals, and in every instance the decisions were directly or constructively adverse
to the pretensions of the Hudson's Bay Company.

In a dispatch to the Governor General from Earl Bathurst, by order of His
Royal Highness the Prince Regent, under date 6th February, 1817, I find the fol-
lowing instructions'in relation to these events

" You will also require under similar penalties the restitution of all forts,
buildings, or trading stations, ýwith the property which they contain, which may

" have been seized or taken possession of by either party, to the party who origi-
nally established or constructed the same and who were possessed of them pre-
vious to the recent disputes between the two Companies.

" You will also require thte removal qf any b1ocade or impediment by which any
".party may have atte2ipted to prcvent or interrupt the free passage of traders or

others qf his Majesty's subjects or the natives of the country witlh their merchan-
dize,furs, provisions, and other effects, t/hroughout the lakes, rivers, roads and every

" other usual route or communication heretofore used for the ptrposes of the fur trade
" in the interior of North Americce, and the full and frece permission for all persons
"to pursue their uszal and accustomed trade vithout hindrance or molestation."

And in conclusion this object is again peremptorily insisted on, viz: " the
" inutual restoration of all property captured during these disputes, and the freedom
" of trade and intercourse witi the Indians, until the trials now pending can be

brouglit to a judicial decision and the great question at issue with respect to the
righlts of the two Companies shall be definitively settled."

The trials then pending to which the above allusion lias reference were those
instituted by Lord Selkirk against the partners and employees of the North West
Company, who had resisted the prctensions of. the 1-ludson's Bay Company, and in
consequence of which a battle was fought on the Frog Plains, at the Red River, in
which some 20 of the Hludson's Bay people were killed, including the 1Governor,"
as they styled their chief officer. These trials were for murder, (sone of the parties
as principals and some as accessories) for arson, robbery, (stealing cannon) and other
high misdemeanours, and were held in this City, then the Town of York, in October
1818, and resulted in the acquittai of all the parties on all the charges, though it
was not denied that some of them had been in the battle, in which, however, they
contended that they were in defence of their just rights.

These trials were held under the Canada Jurisdiction Act, (43 Geo. III, cap. 138)
by authority of a commission from Lower Canada, but the jurisdiction under that Act
being questioned on the ground that the Frog Plains were in Upper Canada and
therefore not in the territories affected by the Act, the Court was so dou'otful on
the question of boundary that the charge to the jury directed that in case of finding
the prisoners guilty, they should return a special verdict, setting forth that " they

c " could not sec from any evidence before them, what were the limits
Report Upper Canada." The Attorney General was unable to defe
Minutes taken ofUprCnd. th îonyGnrlwsualt'deie
in Court. Page these linits, but appealed to the Court to decide, as they were " dedu-
200. " cible from trçaties, Acts of Parliament, and Proclamations, &c.,
and the judgment of the Court was as above stated; the following paàsage occur-
ring in the.charge-of the Chief Justice.

In other words the Court could not affirm that Upper Canada bad any Western
limit on this side of the Pacific ; and the Court was right, its westerly limit never
liad been assigned, and absoluite evidence, of the very nature which the Attorney
Deseription I iGeneral (now Chief Justice, Sir J. B. Robinson) admitted would be
commissions to proof upon. the subject, existed, so far as to .prove,,that the Province
Governors. extendd beyond the Lake of the Woods, without determining how far
beyond, but it was not his duty to quote it as he was prosecuting for a enviction as
directed by a special commission from Lower Canada iunder a particular Act. An
acquitta], however, rehdered any special verdict unnecessary, and the questtotn-was
not therefore further tried oj these cases.

I must remark, however, that the question raised, was solely w hether the sceneý
of the outrage at Red River was in Canada or the Indian Territory, not whetner it
was in Canada or the Hudson's Bay Corpany's Territory; the latter alternative vas
not even entertained, having been albinost entirely igiored on-the trials as too mani-
festly absurd to make any legal fight upon at ail. In short the case for the defeuce
was based on a justification (if resistance to the assumcd authority of the Company,
whose preposterous pretensions on' the Red River with "Governors, Sheriffs, &c.,
were treated with ridicule ; without, however, detracting from the individuals, " Gov-
ernor1' Semple. who was killed, or his predecessor, McDonell, who were worthy
of the highest respect; though, like many others, imposed upon in the first instance:
by the specious pretences of ýhe Company and Lord Selkirk

Other actions and trials took place in Upper Canada, all of which, so far as I
have been able to trace them, were adverse to the Hudson's Bay Conpany. In
February 1819, in this city, William Smith, Under-Sheriff of the then Western
District, obtained £500 damages against Lord Selkirk, then atthe aof a large
armed force, for resistirg him in the execution of a writ of restitution founded upòn
a verdict obtained at Sandwich in 1816, and resistançe also to a warrant for his
Lordshipýs arrest.

At the same time DanielMcKenzie obtained. £1,500 damages for forcible deteuW
tion &c., by Lord Selkirk.

Criminal proceedings were also instituted and a bill of indictment found against
Lord Selkirk himself and the leaders of his party, for their illegal transactions in the
Western Territories ;. but I have not yet been able to trace up the result of thiis caseé
and no doubt much valuable information could be obtained by some one having more
time than I have had to, hunt up the records of these proceedings.

The latter trials, I believe, were in the ordinary course of procedure of Upper
Canada, and not under the Special Act for the Indian Territories &c., and the pro-
ceedings, taken extended to transactions which occurred far within the territories
drained by- waters discharging into Lake Winnipeg.

Having shewn the views of the Judicial authorities eof Upper Canada; I would
advert for a moment to those of Lower Canada.

In May 1818, Charles De Reinhard was tried at Quebce for murder comnitted,
in 1816 on the, River Winnipeg, under the Canada Jurisdiction Act.eException
was taken to the Jurisdiction of the Court on the ground that thes locality waanlot
in the Indian Territory, but within the limits of Upper Canada. The Court overe.
ruled the.objection and decided that the westerly boundaryof Upper Canadawas a
line on. the meridian of 889 50' west longitutde from London. I ha dly thinkthat
any surveyor, geàgrapher or delineator of boundaries of any experiende or sclentiSe
attainments would concur in that decision. m

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that it was based on the assumption that, of the territory previously belonging to,
and acquired from France in 1763, only a part was organized as the Province of
Quebec, and that the two Provinces of Canada, after the division, were confined to
the same limits provided for the former by the Act of 1774. The Court, the Attorney
General and the Counsel for the prisoner, alike concurred in the fact that the River
Winnipeg was a part of the country previously belouiging to France and ceded by
the treaty of Paris in 1763, and at no stage of the proceedings was the question of
its being a part of the Hudson's Bay Company's Territories for one moment enter-
tained.

De Reinhard was found guilty and sentenced to death, but although the Court
refused to re-consider its decision, yet the reasoning of Messrs. Stewart and Valliere
was so clear, that the Judges deenied it expedient that the execution should be
delayed till the decision of the Imperial Government could be had upon the question
of Jurisdiction.

The actual reasons given by the Imperial Government I have not been able to
get at, but I know that when the decision was given, the prisoner was released, and
that the question submitted was that of Jurisdiction, as above stated.

I must h:'re remark, however, that notwithstanding the able and convincing
arguments of Messrs. Stewart and Valliere, they omitted one point which the Court
would have been obliged, by its own admissions, to have accepted as concilsive
against the judgment it gave. The decision given was based upon the technical
construction put by the Court upon the actual wording of an Act of Parliament, but
it was admitted (by the Court) that the country to the West only "came into the
"possession of the British Crown at the treaty of Paris in 1763," and it was also
admitted that the king could, by "an Act of Sovereign Authority," have placed
that conntry under the Government of Canada. It was merely denied that he did so,
not asserted that he could not. The cdunsel for the prisoner did not chance to com

Lord Dorehester'a upon the Commissions of the Governors, or they would have found
Commission, 13. that there had been such an " Act of Savereign Authority," dis-

tinctly describing that country to the West of the Lake of the
Woods as attached to the Government of Canada, and the Court, by its own admis-
sion, must have been bound by it.

I may also remark that the decision of the Court at Quebec would have made
the westerly limit of Upper Canada, a Irng way east of the United States boundary
at Lake Superior, leaving out the shores of the Lake (where we are now selling
mining lands,) and its westerly tributaries, and has therefore nothing in common
with the boundary designated for us by the Hudson's Bay Company, viz.: the
water-shed of the St. Lawrence, and for which there is no earthly authority except
thenselves.

On this head I must advert to one other authority which is of the highest
importance at this moment, when troops are about to be sent to the Red River, and
who, if they carry with them the erroneous views which, of late years, have been
with some success imposed upon the public by the assiduous promulgation of the
Company, may unfortunately be placed in a position of antagonism to the civil
power. There were indeed some troops there not very many years ago, and no
such evils, as might be apprehended now, resulted; but the circumstances are
changed ; the scenes of an earlier period may corne back if the attempt be made,
wholly unsustained by law, to repress a legal right. If such should be the case, it
would be unfortunate if Her Majesty's soldiers were found on the wrong side, act-
ing against law, for the subject is now being so well discussed that the people will
know their rights, and wili appeal to the legal tribunals and the civil powers of
the State to sustain them. Better that military rule prevailed entirely, for then tha
officers would know their duties and their responsibilities. If they go under the
impression that they are to be subject to the supposed civil officers of à self-consti-,
tuted Government which has no legal existence, they may find themselvesaalled
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upon to enforce behests whicli are fnot law, which are infractions of law ; they may
be called upon to subdue resistance to illegal acts to which resistance is a duty and
a right; and if, for acting on these behests, they are ultimately brought before the
Courts of Justice, they will find that they have acted under those whose poNvers
will be treated as a nullity, whose civil offices will be held a mockery. This has
been so before ; it may be so again, if due ,precaution be not observed; and I
state it thus strongly now because the more it is known, the less will be the chance
of its recurrence.

If proper civil officers, magistrates, &c., were appointed by His Excellenqy
the Governor General, for the Red River country, to whom alone the troops could
lock in case of emergency, as vested with authority, the difficulty and danger would
be viated ; for without this there is no authority in that country; by, through, or
in .y person connected with the Hudson's Bay Company, as such, to which any
officer or soldier in Her Majesty's se. rvice would be justified in yielding obedience.

To revert to the authority upon this subject, I was about to quote; it will be
remembered that duriug the troubles which formerly took place, upon special
representations made by Lord Selkirk that he was not safe in proceeding to the
Red Rtiver settlement, soine troops were sent with him, and the instructions given
to them by order of lis Excellency, Sir Gordon Drummond, are so clear and
decisive that no one can mistake their purport. They were as follows:

ADJUTANT GENERAL's OFFICE,
Quebec, 17th April, 1816.

SiR -Tn EARL oF SELKIRK having represented to the ADMINISTRATOR IN
CrnEF, and Commanding General of the Forces that he lias reason to apprehend
that attempts mray be made upon his life, in.the course of the journey through the
Indian country which he is about to undertake, His Excellendy has in conse-
quence, been pleased to grant his Lordship a Military Guard. for his personal
protection against assassination, This party, which is to consist of two serjeanté
and twelve Rank and File of the Regiment DeiMeuron, is placed under your
ommand, and I am- commanded to convey to yòu the positive prohibition of

His Excellency the Lieutenant General Commnanding the Forces, against the
employment of this force for any other purpose than the personal protection of the
EARL OF SELKIRK. You are particularly ordered not to engage yourself, dr the
party under your comnand, in any disputes which may occur betwixt the EARL
oF SELKIRK and his engagés and employés, and those of the NORTE WEsT Co-
PANY, or to take any part or share in any affray which may arise out of such
disputes.

By such an interference on your part, you would not only be disobeying ydur
instructions, but acting in direct opposition to the wishes and intentions of the,
Government, to the COUNTENANCE, SuppoRT and PRoTECTIoN of whichic E aà
PAR1 Y bas an equal claim.

The EARL OF SELKIRK has engaged to furnish the party under your commnand
with provisions during the time of your absence'; you are on no occasion to sepa-
rate from your party, but to return with his Lordship, and on no account to suifer
yourself or any of your detachment to be left at any settlement or post in the
Indian country.

These instructions are to be clearly explained to the non-commissioned
officers and men in your party.

I have the honor, to be, Sir,

[The italics and capitals are the same as in the original.]
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This is another emphatic declaralion that the Government held the Hudson
Bay Cornpany and the Canadian traders as possessed of equal rights, and that
His Majesty's troops at least were not to be used against the one to sustain the
reditulous pretensions of the other.

Notwithstanding the stringency of t hese instructions, however, Lord Selkirk
having a number of the disbanded DeMeuron soldiers in his pay, it was difficult
for the regulars to resist being led along with them, to enter upon the North West
Company's property. &c., and which involved then in legal difficulties, after
their return, from which it was not easy to extricate them.

I have confined myself in the foregoing remarks to the Red River and Sas-
katchewan countries, whieh were the principal scenes of the disputes which have
heretofore called for action, and it will be seen that the imperial authorities, the
military authorities, and the courts of justice have all ignored the pretensions of
the Fludson's Bay Company as regards those countries.

The great danger in renewing the Cornpany's lease of the Indian tertitories,
however, would be that they might drop the pretence that the Red River, &c., is
covereci by their charter, and claim it as part of the Indian territories, a plea
which, though erroneous, might be more easily sustained by technicalities, inas-
much as sone of therenqte parts of Canada, perfectly understood to be such, have
nevertheless sometimes been designated as the "Indian countries," in official
documents.

I have not referred to the validity of the Company's charter, either to deny
or admit it; I rnerely deny that it has effect on the countries I have spoken of.

In support of this I have quoied more recent authorities, but for a more par-
ticular investigation of iheir tile, its extent and origin, I beg to refer to a Report
which I wrote for the Commissioner of Crown Lands, some months ago, the sub-
stance of which appears in ic shâpe of a Memorandum ii the Return to an
Address of the Honorable Legisiative Assembly, dated ith March, 1857, for
certain papers connected with the Hudson Bay question. It embodies the views I
have entertained for many years, and is the result of much careful study.

Have you made the early and present boundaries of Canada -a particular
subject of study ; if so state the result ?

The early boundaries of Canada or New France included [ think the whole
of Hudson's Bay, for I find all that part of the country granted to a trading Corn-
pany by the King of France, in a chaner somewhat similar, but forty-three years
earlier than the charter of the H-ludson's Bay Company.. i flnd the country also
confirmed by Treaty to France, at St. Gernain's en Lay, thirty-eight years before
the last named charter, but the investigation of this part of the subject is fully
stated in the Memoranrdunm referred to.

I find that fron the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713 tothe Treaty of Paris in 1763,
the boundaries between the Freneh possessions in Canada and the British pos-
sessions in Hudson's Bay were not defined. The lines claimed by both parties
.re distinctly laid down on the Map lately prepared by Mr. Devine in the Crown
Land Department. Both, it will be seen, give the Red'River and Saskatchewan
to France, and the line laid down from British authorities is from those least
favorable to French pretensions of that period. AIl the country south of that ine
is of course what was ceded by France, as Canada, in 1763, and was in her un-
disputed possession up to that time. There was never any westerly limit assigned
to Canada cither before or since flic Treaty of Paris. The French claimed to
the Pacific though they never explored the whole way across, which, however,
the Canadians (British and French) were the first to eflct after the Treaty.

Sorie British authorities of a more recent date claimed under the Treaty of
Utrecbt frorm Hudson's Bay to latitude 49 o as having been so determined by
Commissioners; but no such decision was ever given. I have searched every
book 1 could find upon the subject and have communicated with those whc

A. 1857.
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have searched the best libraries of France and England with the same object,
but no authority can be found for such a boundary.

What do yoi know of the soil and elimate of the British territories north
and west of Lake Superior to the Pacific ?

1 know the country in these respects in a general way, as well as I can know
any country that I have never personally visited. A great deal of it is of the
finest character, both with respect to soil and climate, but in such an extent there are
of course some sierile, rocky, and barren tracts. The immediate shores of Lake
Superior are for the most part rock-bound, but a conviction I have long enter-
tained, deduced from certain premises, has been sustained by recent proof that
an extensive table-land or flat country exists, in the interior, to the north. To the
west, after crowning the height of land near the Lake, there is a great deal -of
flat country. From the most westerly British point on Lake Superior to the
Red River settlement, the distance in an air line is 350 miles, and there is no
reason to apprehend that the average difficulties of rnaking a road the whole
way are greater than are ordinarily met with in the interior of Canada.

Much of the distance, however, is navigable. From the lôwer end of the
Lake of the Woods to the foot of Rainy Lake is navigable in one reach of 156
miles; thence through Rainy Lake, &c., there is a navigable reach of 77 miles
(thougli some say there is a break, inaking 44 and 33 miles) thence there are 28
miles, making fine navigable reaches, the Winnipeg River being nearly as large
as the Ottawa. From the last 28 miles the distance is about 115 miles to Lake
Superior. If the road were made through this tract, the whole country would
be easily accessible. There are navigable waters, however, a great part of the
last named distance, though in smaller reaches; i have only given those on
which Steamers could be used whenever desirable. Fron the Lake of the
Woods to Red River in a direct line without going round by Lake Winnipeg, is
said to be a very fine country, but it is not thoroughly ekplored.

The route above sketched is the nearest and the easicst to be made available
for surniner travel. It has an immense advantage in distance over the 1Mlinnesota
route. Taking Detour on, Lake Huron, as a starting point conimmon to both routes,
ve find the direct distances to be, frorm Detour to Pigeon Bay 300, and from Pigeon

Bay to Red Eiver say 356 miles, in all 656 miles.' By way of Minnesota the dis-
tances are, Detour to Chicago, 350 miles, Chicgo to St. Paul's 340 miles, and from
St. Paul's to Fort Garry 380 miles, in all 1070, miles, making a difference of 414
miles in favor of the Lake Superior route through our own territory. The above
distances are given in air Unes and would of course be considerably increased ii
actual travel, but there is not the least reason to suppose that they would be more
increased by the one route than by the other. Pigeon Bay, on Lake Superiori is
equally accessible and rather less distant from Lake Huron than Chicagois: but
allowing these two points to be equally accessible from the East, when we ttr"n to
the West, Fort Garry is 356 miles distant from our own Port; and 720 miles 'distànt,
via St. -Paul's, from the American. la other words, starting from Fort Garrý it is
about 30 rmiles further to St. Paul's than to Pigeon Bay, and when you have got to
St. Paul's you are about as far from Chicago as, you were fromn Pigeon Bay before
you started from the Red River.

To make an' ekcellent waggon road, therefore, clear through from ,a British
Port on Lake Superior to Fort Garry on Red River, allowance for curvatureis bring-
ing the distance up to about 400 miles, would take say £95,000. Such a ohd; at
à c'st of £240 per mile, wquld immediately transfer the trade from St. Pauls to
Lake Superior, would speedily pour a large populationinto the country; and wl
likewise become settled throughout its entiré length, vith such bcasionial ex ep-
tions, no'doubt, as-usually occur on Ihe verage of troad 1ein the interior of
Canada. Thi> reshilt.is worth millions of t'oney te the people and th'e-trde:df this
counfry, and the 9uday iscompaaivelfihsigiiiant Bittit iedo reber to
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make even this outlay to attain the end desired. I have already shown 260 miles

navigable on the route, in three, or at most in four, separate reaches, the data for
which, I have taken fron the actual survey made in 1826 under the Treaty of Ghent.
The navigable parts are not of course in a straight line, but they lie very closely in

the gencral direction of the route, and from £25,000 to £30,000 expended on the
115 miles from Lake Superior to the first navigable reach referred to might at once
be said to open up the territory. Gradual access might of course be had, at a stili
less cost, by commencing settlement with the ordinary class of free grant roads. The
whole route might indeed be made accessible at once at the cost of a few thousand

pounds, by clearing out the portages (over which artillery and military stores have
been taken ere now) which have fallen into disuse, and even this would be beneficial,
as it would create trade and travel enough to induce a more general knowledge of
the capabilities of the country. I need only add on this head that my views of this

part of the country are derived personally from some who have seen it, and from
the writings of others, and have recently been confirmed by the evidence of Sir
George Simpson and Dr. Rae, who, while manifesting a strong desire to condemrn,
have afforded the most convincing proofs of the practicability of rendering this
route available. They both admit that ?nom the high lands, near Lake Superior,
Westward to Lake Winnipeg, the country generally is of a flat character.

The next point is, that from the impracticable nature of the north shore of

Lake Superior it can only be a summer route, and that it is n'ot therefore desirable
to have a British population in these countries to which access could only be had,
during winter, through the United States. I admit the inconvenience, but what
becotmes of Canada altogether in winter ? The entire intercourse between it and

England is through the States at that season. But, it may be said, there is another
route possible, frorn Halifax to Quebec. Is there, then, no other route possible to Red
River? Fortunately Dr. lae has recently thrown some very valuable light upon tie

subject. He says that in the interior, behind the rock bound shores of the upper part
of Lake Superior, the country is low and swampy, having found it rough and broken
wvhenever lie got nearer the Lake. ''Swampy," it must be observed, as used in
Canada, conveys an erroneous impression to English readers, who do not know that.
what is calleda " swa'mp" in Canada is a level tract, with a thicket growing upon
it, which keeps the ground damp by keeping out the sun's rays ; that there isgene-

rally from six to eighteen incies of rich vegetable mould on the surface, with a

pretty stiff clay bottom; that in short a Cauiadian swamp is about the best ground
that nature ever made for à Railway track. Dr, Bae has not been far enough
back at the lower end of Lake Superior to reach such a country, but we have the

explorations of gentlemen connected with the lumber trade a considerable distance
into the interior, westward fron Lake Temiskaminque, where a very fine, level, hard-
wood country is found ; and from other good authorities I have learned that the
country continues of a flat character westward to the localities described as sucli by
Dr. Rae, and that the snow does not lie quite so deep as in Lower Canada.

I shall not assert anything positive of a route which has not been sufficiently

explored or reported upon, but from all that is known, there is no rational ground
for supposing that the route would be in the least more difficult in its natural
features than between Quebec and the Lower Provinces. Such a route is of no

immediate necessity, however, until a considerable population shall have grown up
to the West.

Having dealt thus fully with the question of the accessibility of the country, I
shall be brief iii relation to its soil and climate, which are so generally known as to
render a refutation of the erroneous statements stili sometimes made by interested
parties, or those who are swayed by them, a superfluity.

I have had some communicatio4 with parties in England who take a deep
interest in the subject, and have seen a great part of the evidence taken by the
Committee of the House of Commons, before which it has lately beer. undergoinge
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investigation. The evidence given on that occasion, on behalf of the Hudson's
Bay Company, must ultimately become a subject of deep regret to those whose
names are associated wit h it. But it will soon, I presume, become public, and I
need not now anticipate the reception it must then meet with.

I will only advert to a, few points to elucidate ny remarks upon4the soil and
climate.of the country. Sir George Simpson admits-what everybody knows-
that the climate on the same parallel of latitude, improves to the west. I arn aware
that wheat grown in eastern Canada, north of the 48th parallel of latitude, obtained
honorable mention as ranking next after the prize vheat at the World's Exhibition
in Paris. The Rainy Lake River is also between the 48th and 49th parallels of
latitude, but there Sir George tells the Committee that the ground, behind the
immediate bank of the river, is permanently frozen. Thus between the same
parallels of latitude we find one point on the east, at which we know that the best
of wheat can be grown, and another point, thirteen hpndred miles due west of it,
where, while he says the climate improves by westing, Sir George imforms the.
Committee that we have reached the regions of perpetual frost.

Colonel Lefroy aiso says that the climate ameliorates to the westward, but yet
that in the country from Lake Superior west to the Rocky Mountains both soil and
clirnate are adverse to settlement. fis proofs are curious, however: 'Ie says
wheat has been raised with success at Fort Cunberland. Now Fort Cumberland
is upwards of three hundred miles due north of the boundary. Following the
same meridian due south, therefore, there must be one of the finest wheat growing
countries imaginable; at least a due north and south line of upwards of three
hundred miles, in this part of the world, would reach from a very fine to a very
indifferent wheat growing country. Ile says also that horses live out and find their
own food all winter on ihe north branch of the Saskatchewan, and that the Buffaloe
get very fat in winter. He says that barley is the only cereal that can be grown
with success at Fort Simpson; but this being about 620 north latitude, (4e mistakes
in calling it 58 0,) the.climate on the sname.meridian at 490 must be magnificent.
The fact is, that those who have given evidence for the Company, speak of the
territories from Lake Superior to the Rocky Mountains, anîd fron latitude 49't -0
the Polar regions, as a whole, and thus it is that Fort Simpson is dragged in fo
prove the unfitness of the country generally for agriculture; wiereas the fact that
nothing better than barley can be grown at Archangel might as well be a:dduced to
prove that wheat would not succeed in Poland, or the fairest portions of Gen'rnany;
or the inhospitable climate of Lapland made an argument against the obltivation
of the British Islands. Colonel Lefroy indeed conderinns both soil and clirate, an-
attributes the success of agriculture at Fort Simpson to the.fact of the farm being
on an Island formed by alluvial deposit. If then the accident of an Island of
alluvial soil inhtaiitude 620 found a climate genial enough to make farming
unusually sucdessful," with " very fine timber," thoúgh "the Idrgest tree s ldià
exceed three feet in dianeter," no language of mine could convey a stronger d
proof of the evidence given by the sane gentleman against'the élimate as a vhofé,
including 13 degiees further south, and the same p'oximity to the Pacific as Fort
Simpson.

Respecting my own opinions upon the subject, from having read what has beent
written by indifferent parties upon it, I think the nature of the clinmate is jûst a&
well established as that of the climate of Europe and Asia is." ,t is affected b;ythe,
same causes precisely, varied in a greater or less degree in different localities by'
cirdumstances pecuiar to each.

The west side of the continent of Europe and Asia is warr er onthe sati
,parallel of latitude than the east side, because the west has an ocean to the îwiÜ4
ward of it, the prevailing winds being westerly.

The cause-and effect are precisely the sarne on the cortinent of Arnerica, only
they operate in a somewhat greater degrée from its having a largerñand wàrnef
ocean to the windward of it, and a colder sea te chill its eastern shores. -

A. 1857.
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The greater coldness of the North Atlantic, on the eastern shores of America, is
caused by the mass of ice that annually drives southward through Davis' Straits.
I believe there are no such icebergs reach the same latitudes in the Pacific.

The Isothermal lines of equal temperature run farther north therefore on the
west coast of Armerica on the Pacific, than on the west coast of EU.rope on the
Atlanitic.

The observations upon which this fact is based, are concurred in by all disin-
terested authorities ; against such testimony the evidence of the few interested in
the Hudson's Bay Company, or their friends, is entirely valueless.

Assuming, however, that equal latitude gives only the same mean temperature
on the west coast of America, as on the west coast of Europe, we find that some
of the finest countries in the world lie between the 49th and 60th parallels, includ-
ing the whole of the British Islands.

The 60th parallel of north latitude passes through Christiania, in Norway, a
little north of Stockholm the capital of Sweden, and through St. Petersburgh
but in fiollowing the same parallel through Europe and Asia we corne out in the
most 'northerly parts of Kantschatka, which cannot be said to be habitable in the
ordinary secse.

There is no barrier in climate, therefore, to a St. Petersburgh being at latitude
60 o north on the west coast of America, any more than on an inlet of the West coast
of Europe, aihough on following the saine parallel eastward acrass the continent to
1 e shores of Hidson's Bay, or the confluence of Hudson"s and Davis' Straits, we
come to countrius whose s:erile shores and wintry skies forbid ihe hope of their dver
becoming ithe homes of ci viliz2d mn, except as hunters and fishers.

The 49!h parallel ofnorth latitude passes nearly a degree south of the southern-
most point; of England, through the enviroas of Paris, through the southern Pro-
vinces of Gerrnany, and less than a degrce north of Vienna.

There is no reason theretbre, as regards clirnate, why the lower course of the
Fraser River, or the upper course of the Columbia, in British territory, and iii
the sane latitudes, should not rival the banks of the Rhine, the Meuse, or the Mo-
selle ;. were is no such reasoni why ithe valleys of the Unjiga, the Elk, the Saskat-
che wan, the Red River and the Assiniboine should not yield their golden harvests
as rich as those of the Weser, the Elbe, the Oder or the Vistula.

The geographical affinities between these localities, iri relation to those influ-
ences by which climate is affected, are indeed such that it would require some
very strong facts, sustained by a concurrence of ail the most credible testimony, to
prove that the above comparisonis too favorable to the places I have named on
this continent. The facts established, however, by ail disinterested authorities, prove
the reverse.

What thon is this immense region, equal in area and climate to many of the
most powerful kingdoms of the Old World, composed of? Bare rock, snow-clad
nountains, and sandy plains or swarnps and morasses are what the friends of

the Hudson's Bay Company would have us believe. We find, however, that the
construction of this part of the globe is very mach. like the rest of the world,
varying from the primitive to the secondary and tertiary formations, with limnestone,
cbal, &c., ii abundane, and to assert that a country of such formation, .and'with
such a climate, is. unfit for the abode of man, is simply to ,assert that the laws of
nature are reversed in regard to it.

The Company and their friends, however, try to prove too much; according
to Sir George Simpson, immediately to the south of the 49th parallel on the
Pacific coast, there is a beautiful country-that being United States territory--
and immediately to the north of that parallel the country is ail rock and moun-
tain, " quite unfit for colonization, "-that being British territory. Indeed, accord-
ing to him, the 49th parallel forms a sort of natural wall across the, continent;
that is, not quite across it, for a peculiar feature in his evidene is, that the ýegions
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of permanent frost get down south of it at one point, and not the least strange
part of this phenomenon is that it just occurs at that point where the parallel of
490 ceases to be the boundary, and the British territory also gets to the south of
it, viz: at Rainy Lake.

Animal life, however, abounds in the country; the Buffalo, literally " swarm"
even accoiding to the evidence submitted by the Company..

The Rocky Mountains have also been referred to -as affecting the climate
injuriously by the influence of the perpetual snow upon their summits. But the
fact that the snow-clad mountains of other countries do inot preveut the valleys
from being habitable i a sufficient argument against this; indeed it is question-
able whether the increased reflection of the sun's rays, concentrating in the val-
leys below, does not more than compensate for the cold communicated from the
snow upon their summits.

I may rernark, in conclusion, that the Lake Superior route to the Red River,
was not always such a solitude as it is now. The strife between the Cornpanies
was deplorable, in many respects, but the disorder and anarchy could easily have
been subdued-indeed was subdued-and could have been so still more readily,
had the facilities for access been as great then as now. 'But it must be remem-
bered that canoe navigation at that time commenced at Lachine, and yet even
then, there was a great highway, for there was money to be made, and a land
worth fighting for lay in the distance.

The following extract from a work, published by a gentleman, who had
come across from the Pacific, represents the scene on his arrival at Fort William,
on August 16th, 1817:

"On inquiry, I ascertained that the aggregate number of those persons in and
4 about the establishment, was composed of natives of the following countries,
"viz: England, Ireland, Scotland, France, Geïmany, Italy, Denmark, Sweden,
"Holland, Switzerland, United States of America, the Gold Coast of Africa, the
" Sandwich IslandsBengal, Canada, with various tribes of Indians, and a mixed
"progeny of Creoles or half-breeds. What a strange medley! Here were assem-
"bled on the shores of this inland sea, Episcopalians, Presbyterians, Methodists,
"Sun-worshippers, men from all parts of the world, and whose creeds were
"'wide as the poles asunder,' united in one common object, and bowing down
"before the same idol."

These were the features of an embryo city-in strange contrast with the de-
solate and decaying loneliness which the blight of an illegal monopoly has thrown
over it to-day-the entrepôt of the trade of half a continent which, but for that
blight would, at this day, have helped to enrich the Canadian people, 1o fill their
canals, and to swell the traffic bn their Railroads, and it depends upon the action
to be taken now how long the incubus is io last.

If I have said anything which may seem, harsh or uncalled for, of any one
connected with the Hudson's Bay Company, i regret it. I have given my answers
hurriedly, and may have used expressions I would recall, as I have had no mo-,-
tive but to shew the truth, though I have desired to speak it strongly for the good
of my country, and. in the interest of harmanity.

In reply to your favor of the 30th ultimo, I have the honor to inform you that
in compliance with the provisions of the Statute 14th and 15th Vic., cap. 126, I
inspected the following vessels, viz: the St.Louis, Phonix, John Bull, Pilot, Canada,
Rainbow, Providence, Notre Daine de Levi, St. Pierre, Rambler, St. Roch, St.
Manrice, Queen Victoria, Gross Isle, Alma, Saguenay, New Liverpool, Lotbinière,
St. Antoine, St. Nicholas, No.1, Grand Trur-k Ferry, Voyageur, St. George, Admiral,
Industrie, Advance, Nicolet, and Doris, for which I granted certificates according
to law.

June, requesting that I would furnish as much of the information therein required
as might be in my power to afford.

With regard to inspection of Huils of Steamboats, or Vessels propelled in whole
or in part by Steam, i herewith enclose a list of inspections made during the last
twelve months. i found the Act 14th and 15th Viet., chap. 126, defective, inas-
much that I had no authority to proceed on board of any Vessel to make inspection
without bieng called on for that purpose, consequently, many fearing their Vessels
might be condemned, or with a view to avoid payment of the Fee, dispensed with
my services. I made some inspections without being called on by the owner or
master to do so, but they refused to pay or in any way acknowledge my authority,
and as Mr. Parkyn, the Engineer appointed to inspect Machinery, did not act in
concert with me, I was advised not to press the matter further.

It is my humble opinion that we ought to be invested with sufficient powers to
visit and make inspections of every Vessel propelled in whole or in part by Steam,
irnmediately on the opening of the navigation or when the Vessels commence running,
and have the right subsequently of visiting them at pleasure to ascertain if they are
kept in the order required by law.

My LoRD,--Referring to the instructions which I addressed to Your Lordship,
under date of 27th of February last, No. 91, Military, with regard to the settle-
ment of Military Pensioners on Ordnance Reserves in Canada, I now transmit
for Your Lordship's consideration, copies of a letter and of its enclosures which
have been received fronm the War Office, conveying the recommendation of the
Secretary at War that, under the circumstances therein stated, the arrangement
suggested by him should be adopted with regard to the Ordnance Reserve at
Toronto, witli a view to the seulement of pensioners upon it ; and I have to
instruct Your Lordship to furnish me with a report on this subject. Unless some
objection exists to the measure proposed by the Secretary at War, of which I
am not aware, it appears to me to be that whichit would be proper to adopt.

SIR,-I am directed to request that you will call the attention of Earl Grey
to the accompanying copy of a letter with ils enclosures from Major Tulloch, the
Military Superintendent of Pensioners in Canada, relative to the Ordnance
Reserve at Toronto.

The Secretary at War is given to understand that about four years ago the
Corporation of the Town, without paying any considerationr for the same, obtained
from the Ordnance a lease of the whole of this Reserve during pleasure, but on
the condition that it should be planted, fenced, and formed into a Park for the
recreation of the inhabitants. Nothing whatever was done till last year, and
then only a small bridge was built to connect it with the town after the Corpo-
ration had become aware that it was likely to be required for other purposes, and
they have recently been endeavouring to obtain permission to lease the ground
to others for the purpose of cultivation, in order to obtain the mearis of improv-
ing it.

Considering that this Reserve extends over nearly 250 acres, such a space
is never likely to be required merely as a Park or pleasure ground for so small a
town as Toronto ; indeed it is doubtful whether the whole of London possesses
so much. The expense of fencing, draining, and bringing it into a proper state
for this purpose would in itself prove an obstacle, indeed had even a tenth part of
it only been leased, it may be doubtful whether the funds of the city would have
proved adequate to such an undertaking: the rernainder must either continue in
its original state as a waste or be applied to the purpose of cultivation, which it
is obviously quite as well that the Government should do through the medium
of the pensioners, and with the prospect of an ultimate revenue from quit
rents, as that it should be done by the Corporation of Toronto solely for their
own profit.

The discontent created among the pensioners, both in New Zealand and the
Falkland Islands, in consequence of the difficulty experienced in locating them
in the vicinity of chief towns, where they could readily obtain employment,.Nvill,
no doubt, be fresh in the recollection of Earl Grey, as also the difficulty which is
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now experienced in making the pensioners available as a Military Force in
Van Dieman's Landi, owing to the distance at which it has been found necessary
to locate them from the want of land near the Capital. The Secretary at War,
therefore, confidently trusts that a similar difficulty will not be permitted to arise
at Toronto, where fortunately the Crown possesses a reserve admirably adapted
for the settlement of pensioners, and who would be seriously discouraged if they
found they were only to have the benefit of grants where the grourid was not
sufficiently valuable to attract the wishes of others.

It appears to the Secretary at War that a ready mode of removing this diffi-
culty, and with ultimate advantage to all the parties concerned, xvould be to give
over to the Corporation from 20 to 25 acres of the land nearest the Town, with
authority to convert it into a park or pleasure ground for the recreation of the
inhabitants, on the understanding that it should never be applied to building pur-
poses, which is understood to be the ultimate view of the Corporation in seeking
for this grant. The remaining can then be allotted to the pensioners, in quan-
tities not exceeding from one to two acres, with an agreement that should it ever
become sufficiently valuable for building purposes, in consequence of the exten-
sion of the Town, they should be liable to removal on payment, say, of £40 an
acre, with the valne of their improvements.

The Governnent can then let it out on building lots with the prospect of a
large ultimate revenue, and every object for which the Corporation at present
contends will have been obtained without a sacrifice of the Nvhole of the reserve,
as they will have secured a place of recreation for the inhabitants, and the means
of extending their Town when the progress of its prosperity requires more space
for the purpose.

The Secretary at War trusts that Earl Grey will concur with him in the
necessity for the Ordnance Department being immediately directed to resume
possession of the ground for the use of the pensioners, on some such terms as
these, more especially as a vessel is now about to proceed to Canada with
pensioners, the rnajority of whorm wish to settle about Toronto, and Major
Tulloch might be placed in serious difficulties as to the best mode of providing
for them, if deprived of the ample source which the Reserve near that Town
affords.

As there will be discharged during this and the following year in Canada
between 300 and 400 soldiers, many of whom will likely locate in remote
stations, consequently prevent their services being made available in the Local
Force.
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1 therefore beg to suggest that for the purpose of inducing them to settie and
join the Toronto Force, no delay should take place in serving the required notice
to the Corporalion of Toronto to give up the Military Reserve, the lease of which
lias been forfeited by thern since March, 1850.

I understand that the Corporation of Toronto have lately applied to the
Conrnanding Engineer in this country to be allowed to lease the Military Re-
serve at Toronto, to parties who have offered to take it for agricultural purposes.

otherwise, the Ordnance have the power to resume possession. The Master Ge-
neral and Board have therefore given orders to the Respective Officers of Ordnance
at Montreal, forthwith to arrange the proceedings for that purpose, with every
reasonable consideration, as suggested by Earl Grey, for the authorities at Toronto
consistent with the objects for which its resu mption is more immediately required.

The Respective Officers have been further instrucçtl to give over hie whole or

GENTLEMEN,-I am requested by the Standing Committee on Public Walks

and Gardens of the City of Toronto, to acknowledge the receipt of your comrnunica-
tions of the 1st of Decerriber, 10th of January and 15th of February, respectively,
and to state in explanation of the delay -that has occurred in replying thereto,
that the Civic Elections having occurred shortly after the receipt of the first
letter, no competent authority existed until after the organization of the various
Committees to entertain the important questions contained in those letters.

The Committee, in common with every inhabitant of the City, deeply regret
that any circumstances, short of the exigencies of the public service, should have
arisen, which, in the opinion of the Ordnance Department, render it necessary to
revoke the grant so freely made in 1848, and which prornised pernanently to
secure to the inhabitants of the City of Toronto, not only theopportunity of
healthy recreation, but a wide and airy barrier against the over-crowding of
buildings and families, so detrimental to the health of a densely populated town.

The Committee do not desire to throw any impediment or unnecessary
delay in the way of the Ordnance Authorities, or to, avail thenselves of any
legal objections which perhaps might effectually be urged against the resump-
tion of the grant, for other than strictly military purposes; on the contrary, they
will cheerfully co-operate with the Ordnance Department in making such a
modification of the original lease as appear to be contemplated in the latter part
of your communication of the 1st of December last.
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The Committee have been led to believe that on a surrender of the present
lease being made, a permanent grant to the City, on certain conditions, of so
much of the Reserve as lies to the North and East of the line of the Northern
Railroad might be looked for, but as exertions are being rade to induce the pro-
posed Northern. Western and Eastern Railroad Companies to unite and enter
the City by the Garrison Ravine, (in which case no portions of the ]and now
leased to the City would be crossed by these roads,) the Committeo request Me
to press earnestly upon your attention the importaince in ihat event of exiending
the ilimits of the piece of ground, to be received in exchange, to Lake Ontario,
so that the Park may be bounded on the front by the Lake, a great and important
advantage that will readily-suggest itself to you. A plan shewing this proposed
arrangement I beg to enclose for your inspection.

The Committee, I beg to observe, are now fully authorized to arrange and
carry out, on the part of the Cily, any plan that nay be agreed upon wilh refer-
ence to this property or any exchange, and the conditions upon which a surrender
or exchange may take place.

GENTLEMEN,-I have the honor te inform you, in reply te your letter of the
19th of March, with its enclosures, that as the War Office Warrant, dated 31st
January, 1851, promises to each enrolled pensioner, where there is an Ordnance
Reserve sufficiently extensive in the district to which they belong, not less than
two acres each, and, as I have about 200 enrolled men here, I find, on reference
to your plan, that, after deducting that portion of the Reserve required by you
for Military purposes, there will only be about 1 acres over te each pensioner,
consequently there will be no ground to spare for the Corporation of Toronto.

Should the Secretary at War decide in carrying out the views cxpressed in
the annexed quotation from bis letter to Earl Grey, under date 22nd August, 1851,
the portion of the common which I would propose Io hand over to the Corpora-
tion is shown in yellow in the tracing which I now enclose with your plan ; in
the meantime, however, to simplify the matter, and enable me to act to the best

GENTLEMEN,-With reference to your letter of the 2nd instant, and its

enclosures, I have the honor to inform you that, in consequence of the Corpora-
tion of Toronto declining to surrender the Lease they now hold of the Garrison
Reserve, until they received a sufficient assurance that about 100 acres of the
eastern portion of the Reserve would be conveyed to the City, I did not con-
sider myself justified in recommending so large a quantity of land to be assigned
over to the Corporation until I ascertained the views of the new Government
at home, on the subject, to whom I forwarded their letter.

1, however, regret that since doing so, some of the pensioners who came
out to this country in expectation of receiving allotments of land in the Reserve,
have, in consequence of the delay which has taken place, applied to be furnished
with a passage back to England ; and others who sent in their names as candi-
dates, to serve in the Enrolled Force, have withdrawn them.

As it is understood by the unfavourable reports which have gone home from
the pensioners here, as to the delay which lias taken place in obtaining land,
and as there is no doubt from the terms of the Lease granted to the Corporation,
that the Ordnance Department have a right to resume possession of the Military
Reserve when they think proper, it therefore appears to me that the Corporation
could be ordered by you to give up the Reserve without delay, leaving it to the
proper authorities at Home to issue instructions as to how much of the Eastern
portion of the Reserve, if any, is to be granted for the. use of the (orporation;
and in the meantime, I could be giving out to pensioners small allotments of
land on the Western part of the Reserve, from which they might this year be
able to obtain a crop.

GENTLEMEN,-I arm directed to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the
14th instant, submitting copies of certain correspondence which has passed
between yourselves, the Mayor of Toronto, and Major Tulloch, Military Super-
intendent of Enrolled Pensioners, on the subject of the Military Reserve at
Toronto, and requesting the Governor General's instructions in relation thereto.

His Excellency desires me to observe that he feels sorne difficulty in com-
plying with your request, the matter being already so far advanced, and tle
diagram, to which allusion is made in these letters, not having beenforwarded
with the other documents. He is inclined to think, howe.ver, assumiug your
statement, that " the Ordnance, by the terms of the lease, can resume possession,
" with or without notice, at their sole will, pleasure, judgment, and discretion,"
to be correct, that the Corporation should be called upon to surrender the lease, to
the Ordnance authorities, reserving, at the same time, for the use of the City,
such a portion of the Reserve in the most convenient situation, for the.' purposes
to which it is to be applied, as a due consideration for the requirernents of the
Ordnance and the pensioners will admit of. The other conditions, respecting

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fencing, laying out roads, &c., rnust of course be simultaneously arranged ; and
it would appear, from the despatch of the Secretary at War on the subject, that
the local authorities are precluded from giving up more than 60 acres for inunici-
pal purposes.

1848, between the Principal Officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance of the one part,
and the City of Toronto of ihe other part: Whereas the City of Toronto has
applied to thIe Principal Officers of Her·Majesty's Ordnance for a Lease of part
of the Military Reserve adjacent, to the said City, for the purpose of converting
the saine into a Park to be used by the Inhabitants of the said City for their re-
creation. and arusement,-And \whereas the said Principal Officers consider it
expedient to reserve for themselves the water lots lying along the said Reserve,
but have agreed to grant to the said City such portions of the said Reserve as are
delineated upon the diagram on this sheet contained and hereinafter mare par-
ticularly described, upon the said City covenanting to take such steps as may
be necessary to level the same and to fence it in and plant it, and bring it into a
park-like condition upon a certain plan to be submitted by the said City, and
approved of by the said Principal Officers, and also covenanting to allo'w the
said parcel of land to be at alil times used by the Inhabitants of the said City
for their amnsement, and not to applv it to any other purpose whatsoever,-And
whereas the said Principal Officers have thought it necessary for the public
interest to reserve for thenselves the right of using the said Park for certain pur-
poses hereinafter described, and also a power of determining and rendering void
the lease hereby granted and resuming either the whole property hereby demised,
or such portions thereof as the exigencies of the public service rnay seem to the
Principal Officers aforesaid to require, and the said City of Toronto has agreed
to accept a lease with such conditions and reservations. Now this Indenture
witnesseth, that in consideration of tlie yearly rent hereby reserved, and of the
covenants, provisoes, conditions and agreements hereinafter contained by and on
the part and behalf of the said City of Toronto and their successors to be paid,
respectively paid, done, performed,~fulfilled and kept. The Principal Officers of
Her Majesty's Ordnance have demised, leased and set by these presents, do de-
mise, lease and set unto the City of Toronto and their successors, all that parcel
or tract of land, tenements and hereditaments, situate, lying and being within
the liberties of the City of Toronto aforesaid, being composed of part of the
Military Reserve within the said liberties, and which parcel or tract of land
hereby demised is represented and delineated as bounded by the red line or shade
on the diagrarm of the said Military Reserve on this sheet contained, and which
said parcel or tract of land may be better known and described as follows, that
is to say:-On the North it is bounded by the Lake Shore road, being a
continuation of Lot Street and ground leased for a Lunatic Asylum; on
the South and East by land retained by the Orduance ; and on the West
by a Concession road containing about 287 acres more or less; together
with all and singular the ways, waters, watercourses, easements, advan-
tages, rights, members and appurtenances whatsoever thereof TO HA-VaE AND
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TO HOLD the said parcel or tract of land, tenements, hereditaments, with their
appurtenances bereby demised or intended so to be, unto the City of Toronto,
from the day next before the date of these presents, thenceforth and unto the full
and term of nine hundred and ninety-nine years hence next ensuing. Subject
neverhieless to the provisoes hercinafter contained for determining thé said term.
Yielding and paying therefor yearly and every year during the said terrn, deter-
minable as aforesaid unto thePrincipal Officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance for
the tirne being, upon the first day of January in each and every year during the
continuance of the said term, the yearly rent or sum of one penny sterling money
of Great Britain and Ireland, the first payment thereof to begin and be made on
the Ist day of January now next ensuing. And the City of Toronto doth hereby
covenant and agree to and with the Principal Officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance
for the time being, in manner following, that is to say, that the City of Toronto
shall and will from time to time, and at all tinies during the continuance of the
said 1erm, well and truly pay or cause to be paid unto the Principal Officers of
Her Majesty's Ordnance for the time being, the said yearly rent of one penny,
hereby reserved on the day appointed for payment thereof according to the true
intent and meaning of these presents ; and also that the City of Toronto shall
forthwith proceed to have the said parcel of land ploughed and made level, and
brought into a Park-like condition, and shall within five years from the date of
these presents lay down the land hereby demised with sound grass seeds, and
shall within the period last aforesaid cause the said premises to be enclosed with
a fence, to be planted with trees and shrubs according to a plan thereof to be
made out and produced by the City of Toronto and submitted to and approved of
by the Principal Officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance, by a writing under the hahd of
the Commanding Royal Engineer in Canada, or in pursuance of written orders
fron the Commanding Royal Engineer in Canada, by writing under the hand of
the Senior Royal Engineer on duty at the City of Toronto, and which place shall
comprise the whole of the said hereby dernised premises and shall represent the
same delineated and laid out in pleasure grounds and ornamental park for the
purposes of pleasure, recreation and amusernent to the inhabitants of the City of
Toronto, and with a view to the ornamnent and salubrity of the said\City. And
also, that the City of Toronto shall and will frorm time to time, and at all times
during the continuance of this present demise, use the pre1pises hereby demised
or intended so to be for the purposes of a park and for no other purpose whatsoever,
and shall and will allow to all the inhabitants of the said City free ingress
and egress to and frorri the said park at all reasonable times and .hours
for their recreation and amusement under certain regulations to be made
by the Common Council of the said City under their corporate seal, and
also that the City of Toronto will not eut down or destroy any of the orna-
mental, or other trees, or shrubs, which shall at any timne, or times, during
the said term, and the operation of these presents, grow in or upon the said pre-
mises hereby demised, except such trees and shrubs as shall be decayed or cease
to be ornamental, but will carefully preserve the same, except as aforesaid, and
will cause the same to be properly trimmed, pruned, supported, and adjusted at
seasonable times of the year, and will plant in the place and stead of every tree
or shrub which shall be decayed or become unornamental during the said term
and the operation of these presents, a thriving tree, or shrub of proper growth,
of the same or some better sort, and will not use the. said hereby demised pre-
mises, or the said pleasure grounds and ornamental park, for any other purposes
whatsoever than those of pleasure and ornament, nor will commit, or suffer to
be committed on the said demised premises, or any part thereof waste, spoil, or
destruction whatsoever, and also, that the principal entrance to the said hereby
demised premises, when formed into an ornamental park and pleastire grounds as
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aforesaid, shall be by and over a stone bridge to be erected over ie stream re-
presented on the said diagrarri hereinbefore referred to, connecting the banks of
the ravine through hich it flows, the said bridge to be in continuation of and
in direct line witih King Street in the said City of Toronto, and that the said
bridge and'all surveys, plans, b'oundary stones, finces, trees, shrubs, gravel, and
ail iriprovemntes and ornanents, sirnctures and erections whatsoever upon the
said premises shall be made, placed, erected, planted, performed at the sole and
only costs and charges of the City of Toronto, by and with Ihe approbation and
consent in writing of the Principal Officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance, under the
hand of the Commanding Royal Engineer in Canada, or in pursuance of written
orders from the Commanding Royal Engineer in Canada by writing under the
hand of the Senior Royal Engineer on duty at the City of Toronto, and also,
that the City of Toronto will not at any time, or times, during the continuance
of Ihe said tern or flie operation of these presents, assign, demise, or otherwise
dispose of, or in anywise part with the possession of the said hereby demised
premises or any part thereof to any person or persons whatsoever for the whole
or any part of the said term withouit the license or consent, in writing of lie
Principal Officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance, for the time being, first had and
obtained under their commrîon seal for that purpose, and also, that the City of
Toronto vill not at any lime, or times, during the continuance of the said tern,

ingress, egress and regress, for themselves, their agents, servants, workmen and
laborers, and to and for Her Majesty's troops and forces, with or without horses
and car'iages, for all purposes relating to the said cemeteries or burying grounds,
doing as little damage as possible in ail their doings, actings and travels to and
from and about the said barracks and cemeteries, and all operations in and about
the same respectively, and to put an end to this present indenture, and every
clause and matter and thing herein contained, so far as respects those parts of the'
said demised premises so designated as aforesaid, and the same shall accordingly
cease, deteiinine and be void any thing herein to the contrary notwithstanding.

The Secretary of State for War cannot execute these Deeds, and they must

be returned to Canada. It appears from Col. Harnes' minute on 27 that the
argument for the sale of the land in question had been made, but the purchase
money had not been paid.

By the Canada Act of 1856, the legal estale in the land, subject to such
agreement, passed to the Colonial Government, in whom it is now vested.

That body must therefore convey that land to tho Railway Company, but
the Imperial Government will be ntitîled to the purchase money, inasmuch as ail
the lands transferred to the Colony were, by the 6th Section of the Act, rendered
subject to all sales and agreements previously entered into.

SIR,-At the last conference which the Committee of the Toronto City
Council lad with Mr. Attorney General Macdonald, on the subject of the
Western Park propertv, otherwise called the Odnance Reserve, it was under-
stood that the Committee should endeavour to make some proposition to the
Governrment, with a view to the compromise of the differetces which exist
between the Executive and the City on the subject of that property.

The interval -which has elapsed has accordingly been diligently employed
in endeavoring to frame a proposal of such a character that it might reasonabiy
be expected to be accepted by the Government, and to be sanctioned by the City
Council, and what seems to me to be such a proposal, I beg now to submit.

I wrould first remark, that while I am aware that the Government disputes
the validity or present subsistence of the Lease to the City, the position of the
City, in regard to it, is supported by the best legal opinions they hae yet been
able to obtain.
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It will be borne in mind then, that the Lease is for 999 years, and, as I un-
derstand, binds the City Io put and keep all the grounds embraced in it in Park-
like condition, subject to resumption of part, or all, (if necessary,) for Barracks,
and Military Ceneteries, subject to this Lease ; I presume the property belongs
to the Government, and I understand that the Government claims to have con-
tracted obligations on the assumption derived fromi the Authorities at home, that
the Lease to the City had been legally determined.

Noxw, I suggest, by way of fairly meeting the views and consulting the
interests of all parties, that for the fee-simple of the whole of the Ordnance
Reserve, exclusive of the portions which are reserved for Barracks, &c., and
without reference To the Boundaries in the Lease, the City do deliver to the
Governmen1 Debentures to the amount of £50,000 currency, bearing interest, the
transfer being made To the City for this sum, subject to the condition that the
City may sell or Jcase such portions of the property as shali from time to tine
seem expedient, but the proceeds to. be applied exclusively to the payrnent of
the principal and interest secured by the Debentures, and to the expense of laying
out as Parks, &c., or the improvement for that purpose, of the unsold portions of
that property.

This would give the Government at once, for Military or other purposes, an
annual revenue from this source, equal to the interest on £50,000, and would
(though at the expense of surrendering a large portion of the property,) enable
the Ciiy, out of the residue, to lay out Parks, and provide ho some extent in a
less burdensome way for their formation and maintenance. I makc this propo-
sition on the assurmption that the Railway tracks through the property, rnay,
without expense to the cily, be removed to such part of the Reserve as may not
interfere with the judicious laying out of the property.

I cannot help remarking that under all the circumstances, it would seem out
of the question for the Government, in treating with the City to assume that the
absolute right to the property which the Executive claims is free from reasonable
doubt ; and I believe tlat the people of the City need be under no apprehension,
that if they have rights, the Executive will endeavour to use its powers to legis-
late them away, or otlerwise prevent them being made available.

Under these circumstances the proposal which I have the honor to submit
will, I trust, be found to do justice as nearly as may be te both parties.

I. make this commuanication on the understanding wi1h the Attorney General
that any proposai for a compromise would receive immediate attention, and
would be without prejudice to the rights of the City in any way in case no com-
promise is effected.

Sir,-In obedience to the desire of the Governor General, personally expressed

to me, I have the honor, in reference to the decision of Her Majesty's Govern-
ment for the speedy transfer of the Ordiance Canals in Canada to the Provin-
cial Government, to enclose the undermentioned Returns:-

lst.-An abstract of the Receipt and Expenditure of the Rideau and Ottawa
Canals for the last five years, in relation to which it is necessary for me to ob-
serve, that the falling off in. the amount of Tolls received during the last year, is
a consequence upon the reduction of the Tariff, to render the same conformable
to the rates exacted upon the Provincial Canals, it having been decided by Her-
Majesty's Government that the exaction of a rate greater than the latter could
not fail ultimately to operate with equal disadvantage to the Canal Revenue, and
the population of the country through which it lows.

No. 2.-A statement of the pay and allowances of the officers on the Civil
Establishment of the Ordnance employed on the Canals.

No. 8.-A list of the Lockmasters and laborers similarly enployed, with their
rates of pay.

No. 4.-A Return showing the quantity of land belonging tO the Canafs in
each Township-af which a more detailed statement'is -nder preparation.

No. 5.-AStatement of the Pay and Allowanes of the Civil Establishment
of the-Royal Engineer Depattmentlemployed on the Canals.

His Excelleney is- aware that I have been called upon for à Rpôff pon th'e
steps to Ie taken .to facilitate.theviews of..Ier Majesty's Government in relation
to the transfer of the Canals, which I feel myself unableto enter upon untilr made
acquainted ;-
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1st. With the views of the Provincial Government in respect to the mainten-
ance of the Canals in a state of permanent efficiency, for however disused they
may be at present for military purposes, it should still be borne in mind that in
the event of hostility these Canals must again assume their importance for all
purposes of a military transport;

And, 2ndly. As to whether the whole of the establishments now employed
upon the Canals will be adopted by the Province, in relation to which, Earl
Grey in his Despatch of 14th March, 1851, observed, " that the interests of
"existing office-holders must be protected, because they accepted those offices
"with expectations which cannot justly be disappointed."

As respects the territorial part of the question, it appears to be the intention
of Her Majesty's Government to give it a subsequent consideration, but it inay
not be out of place to observe that the lands belonging to the Canals may be di-
vided into two classes ;

lst. Lands set apart from the Crown and Clergy Reserves of the Province.
2nd. Lands purchased out of Imperial Funds.
Between these two classes a wide line of distinction seems to exist, for while it

may be expedient and necessary that all lands required for the safe-keeping and
maintenance of the Canals should be transferred to the Province, and thougi1 it
may be held that all lands not so required and set apart from the Crown and
Clergy Reserves should be restored to the Province, the same necessity or
equitable claim does not appear to exist in respect to lands purchased from
Imperial Funds, from which a very considerable and increasing revenue is
accruing, nor possibly in respect to those lands acquired by arbitration of
damages, for which payments to the extent of more than £25,000 were made.

On
a careful perusal of these reports, my Lords see no reason to dissent from the
opinion of the Master General and Board, that it would be equitable and proper
to propose to the Provincial Parliament that the transfer should be effected on
the following conditions:-

lst.--A pledge to be exacted that the Canals shall be preserved in a state of
efficiency.

2nd.-That the existing establishments be adopted by the Province,.or provi-
vision made for the retirement of the parties at present in the service of the
Ordnance.

3rd.-That troops and stores be allowed to pass free of charge.
4th.-Thath Provincial Government render binding all existing engagé-

monts or leasés.
5th.-That all lands necessary for the preservation or maintenance of the

Canals, whether acquired by purchase or set apart from the Crown or Clergy
Reserves, be transferred to the Province.

In regard to this last proposition, observe that in their Lordships' view it would
be unreasonable to expect that the properties vested in the Ordnance Depart-
ment of Bytown, which are unconnected with the Canal, should form part of the
present engagement.

The proper course to be taken in regard to these properties, would appear to
be, to leave theni to be dealt with, together with the other Ordnance Lands, in
Canada, in the manner recommended by the Master General and Board, viz :-to
sell from time to time all such parts of them as are not necessary for Military
purposes, the proceeds to constitute a fund 'for Military Works in the Colony,
and in the mean time to lease then on reasonable terms.
