The public meeting which was called to 
convene at the Miners' Union hall last 
Saturday to discuss the political questions 
of the day and the advisability of inde­
pendent action, and to which all work­
men, union or non-union, were earnestly 
requested to be present, was very well at­
tended.

As the order of procedure was rather 
confused, the result of the meeting can 
only be appreciated by a study of the pro­
ceedings.

J. Maciaren, president of the Trades and 
Labor council, was in the chair, and after 
a few introductory remarks, Mr. T. M. 
Beamish addressed the assembly at some 
length. He advocated that the working 
men select their own candidate, amd sup­
port him, whoever he might be, and in 
that way the workingman would be sure 
of representation. He had only one thing 
to say of Joe Martin, and that was he 
was a friend of the people. (Applause.) 
His political crime was but one, he was 
not a straight party man, anti would not 
vote on party lines if he thought them 
wrong. (Applause.) Mr. Mackintosh had 
also said he was not a party man, but that 
was an after thought. He wanted to 
know who had brought him out. (Cries 
of “the club.”) At the Mackintosh meet-- 
ing he "had not seen a working man. A 
cl que of a dozen had brought him out. 
“He is a Conservative candidate who was 
nominated by a straight party clique.” 
(Hear, hear.) As for Smith Curtis, hie 
did not know- to what party he belonged. 
He himself believed in putting a wo: king 
man’s candidate in the field.

The next speaker was James Devine, 
who was received with cheers. He said 
that the two political parties reminded 
him of an old country judge who, haring 
listened to both sides of the case, scratch­
ed His head and said he thought both were 
right and dismissed the plaintiffs and 
fined the constable $5 tor arresting the 
defendant. The working man was in the 
same fix; he did not know which to 
choose. He knew this, ho were*, that 
Mackintosh was not the man for the mass­
es. (Loud cries of no.) As for Smith 
Curtis, he thought he was all right. (Ap­
plause.) He said that if there were three 
or four candidates in the field and the 
working men put in one in addition they 
might get their man in, but at the risk of 
a defeat for the Joe Martin candidate. He 
said that the Mackintosh party were al­
ready in the field and it was time that 
the men got to work. He proposed that 
a convention be called for some day this 
week, and that by the choice of that con­
vention he would abide, if it was Smith 
Curtis He would vote for him; (Applause) 
if it was the humblest member of them 
all he would vote for him. (Applause.)

The chairman then read a platform of 
the labor party, the distinctive feature of 
which was the initiative and referendum, 
and that every man possessing a fran­
chise should be compeled to exercise it.

At this point.it was moved and second­
ed that Mr. Curtis, who was present, 
should address the meeting. This was ob­
jected to from the platform, and the Hon. 
Smith Curtis, rising in his seat, said that 
he iiad not come with any intention of 
addressing the meeting, and certainly 
would not do so if one solitary working 
man objected.

Another spcSter, Mr. Hamy, who was 
called to the pBSorm, said that the C. P.
K. had got both political parties by the 
throat. He said that a convention should 
be held, and by that choice he would 
abide; that is, if it selected Curtis he 
would vote for Curtis, (applause), if a 
•forking man (applause) he would yote for 
him, but he certainly would not vote for 
Mackintosh. (Great applause.)

Mr. A. Dutton opposed the selection of 
a working man candidate, who might not 
win. Joe Martin was the man; he had 
got the eight-hour law for them; he was 
the only politician who dared to fight the 
C. P. R. (Applause.) He pressed the 
endorsement at the convention of Smith 
Curtis.

A resolution was then' put to place an 
independent candidate in the field, which 
was carried by a large majority. Dele­
gates were then selected for a convention 
to be shortly held, at which a candidate 
would be nominated.

SLIP-SHOD METHODS. JAPANESE IMMIGRATION.

The slip-shod manner in which the buai- 
of the city is being conducted- at the

manner. The immigration of Japanese Coolie la­
bor to British Columbia threatens to be­
come as great if, indeed, not a greater 
menace to the progress and prosperity of 
the province than the importation of the 
Chinese, and it would seem from the an­
nouncements, made by the Federal Gov­
ernment that because of certain somewhat 
remote imperial interests we are unable 
to fortify ourselves, we are to be pre­
vented from fortifying ourselves against 
the impending danger. While the people 
of this province are as loyal to imperial 
connection as any part of the Dominion, 
and while they are as willing to assume 
any share which may justly be apportion­
ed to them in the maintenance of that 
connection, they will hardly submit with­
out serious protest to having their coun­
try overrun and their industrial interests 
ruined by the influx of Oriental' laborers, 
even though by an act for their exclusion 
international complications might arise. 
The Japanese laborer is not a whit supe­
rior to the coolie, who comes from Hong 
Kong or Shanghai, he has no_ advantage 
over him in point of intelligence, and he 
does not assimilate more readily with an 
alien people. As a workman he is, if any­
thing, his inferior. Why then should he 
be admitted to the country free, while a 
head tax is placed upon the Chinaman, 
whom all admit is a bad and undesirable 
resident

It is contended that those arriving from 
Japan are of a superior class because the 
government of that country will not per­
mit the emigration of the pauper element. 
We all know; however, that such a rule 
as this is never seriously enforced, and 
that Japan, as well as other countries, is 
only too glad to get rid of a class which, 
is a drag on her progress and we may 
be assured that the government will con­
nive at any infraction of such a law 

when not grossly committed.
We are assured, on the best of author­

ity, that the last ship load of 
Japanese coolies which left for Brit­
ish Columbia was composed of 
the poorest and lowest element of the 
Japanese people and that no government 
inspection was made simply because the 
vessel in which they were brought did not 
call at the port where such inspection 
should be made. If this could occur in 
one instance, it can in another, and we 
may expect thousands of these immigrants 
to reach our shores who will flood the 
labor market here, to the crowding out of 
our own people. It is a question of bread 
and butter with the worker in this prov­
ince, and neither here or elsewhere can 
a man be expected to become enthusiastic 
over the conserving of Imperial interests 
when he is beggared thereby and his fam­
ily are compelled to go hungry.

present time, is not by any means a ful­
fillment of the promises on which the
council was elected; and unless a prompt 
change for the better takes place, this 
year’s administration will have even more 
sins to answer for than tihe one which it 
succeeded. Some time ago we drew atten­
tion to the entirely irregular manner in 
which civic contracts for work to be done 
were let, and it would appear that this 
practice is to be continued1. For the ex­
istence of this bad business method Mayor 
Goodeve is mainly responsible, and indeed 
in connection with it he is personally cul­
pable. In no city that we know of is one 
dollar of the people’s money expended or 
pledged except on the recommendation of 
one of the standing, or of a special, com­
mittee, and this recommendation is al­
ways endorsed by the finance committee 
and ratified by the council. Such a pro­
cedure as the mayor or any individual al­
derman taking upon himself to order any 
work to be done without the authoriza­
tion of, the council, or to direct, on his 
own personal responsibility, how money 
shall be expended, is unknown in any 
properly governed community, and yet we 
find in Roedand that this is occurring, and 
it is only after the thing has been done 
that the other members of the council be­
come aware of it. Is it not time that this 
should cease and that any irregular acts 
which have been committed should be in­
vestigated and explained ?

It is time that Mayor Goodeve should be 
reminded that he made definite promisee 
to the citizens when he first stood for the 
position of chief magistrate, and that his 
platform at the last election was the same 
as in 1899. To not one of those pledges 
has he been true. To his incompetency, 
of course, was attributable the mess in 
which the civic administration found it­
self at the conclusion of last year, but al­
ready during the present term he had add­
ed negligence and irregular methods to 
incapacity. It is not unlikely that he has 
become careless in the discharge of his 
duties by reason of the d'isappo’ntment of 
his cherished ambition. That he desired 
the mayoralty for the second term be­
cause he regarded it as a stepping stone to 
a seat in the legislature, was strenuously 
denied during the civic campaign. It was 
true, nevertheless, and now that he has 
met with failure in this direction, he 
probably no longer values bis position as 
mayor sufficiently to discharge its duties 
as he ought to. This, he will learn, how­
ever, is not the road to political success. 
If he is desirous of political honors he 
must first win tihe confidence of the peo­
ple by a scrupulous discharge of his duties 
in whatever public offices he may be elect­
ed to; he must display ability, singleness 
of purpose and a determination as a pub­
lic man to place the good of the state be­
fore his private interests. When ihe makes 
promises he must adhere to thorn, and he 
must not allow peteonal animosities to in-

UNFAIR CRITICISM.

He who assumes the office of critic is 
usually a fault-finder. He is so because 
his task is thus rendered much more easy 
and agreeable. If he is spurred on by 
personal animosity or interested motives 
to pick flaws he will find them whethvv 
they really exist or not; he will generalize 
from a particular instance it matters not 
how small it may be, and he will exag­
gerate to suit the requirements of his 
case. But injustice of this description de­
feats its own ends in the long run. The 
public mind is inclined to be fair and 
discredits disparagement, no matter how 
carefully concealed by specious argument, 
which is actuated by doubtful motives.

nese, he can exist where the white man 
would starve. It is admitted that the
Japanese is better than the Chinese—that 
is to say he is braver, pleasanter temper­
ed, more polite and more progressive. The 
results of Japanese civilization have not 
been very great as shown in the arts and 
sciences, and morally the people do not 
take a very high rank. Their civilization 
is not one which the Anglo-Saxon would 
care to imitate when it produces men who 
are willing to work for a few cents per 
day, and who are little better than slaves. 
If tihe immigration from the Japanese em­
pire is kept up at the present rate the 
number in the province should, in a few 
years, become greater than that of the 
Caucasians. In such an event we might 
see before long Buddhist temples out­
numbering the churches of the Christ­
ians. By that time most of the white 
workers would probably have gone to 
countries where they have acts which pro­
tect them from such degrading competi­
tion.

It seems to some all right to say that 
a white man need not fear the competi­
tion of an Asiatic but tire facts do not 
bear out the assertion. Some of the Aus­
tralian colonies, New Zealand and the 
United States have passed restrictive acts 
against Orientals. The United States have 
not yet barred Japanese immigration, but 
the Australians have, and this has been 
done because the powers that be felt it 
to be their bounden duy to protect their 
own flesh and blood against the degrading 
competition. British Columbia has en­
deavored to do likewise, but the attempts 
so far have been burked by the Federal 
authorities. The matter is one of para 
mount imporance, and the provint! il au­
thorities should make a supreme effort to 
prevent the Asiatics, both Chinese and 
Japanese, from overrunning the country. 
From the way the Orientals are, and have, 
been pouring in it looks as thought there 
would soon be a struggle for supremacy 
between Occidental and Oriental civiliza­
tion in this, the westernmost province of 
the Dominion of Canada. In a peaceful 
revolution of this kind the wily Orien­
tals should! win, but if it ever came to 
a resort to arms the Caucasians would be 
sure to be the victor. It makes no dif- 
erence, however, how people are enslaved 
or degraded, whether by a slow and peace­
ful method or by a conquering army, so 
long as the result reached is the same. 
If there come an armed invasion the peo­
ple of the province would be quite equal 
to the task of driving the enemy from 
their shores. In the present case of a 
peaceful invasion the people rely on the 
wisdom and patriotism of their statesmen 
and rulers to prevent them from being 
overwhelmed. We think the policy of 
the Caucasians of British Columbia from 
now on should be that no more Asiatics 
shall be allowed to come here.

AID FOR THE STARVING OF INDIA.

A special from Ottawa, published in 
this issue, announces that Lord Minto, 
the governor-general, has consented to 
become patron of the Indian famine fund, 
and Mr. Courtney, the deputy minister 
of finance, on behalf of the federal govern­
ment, will act as treasurer of the fund. 
There is great need for aid for the starv­
ing millions in India, and each one who 
contributes a few dollars to this fund will 
save a life, as $5 will keep a native for sev­
eral months. There are said to hé 61,000,- 
000 of people in India affected by the fam­
ine and only about 6,000,000 are receiving 
any relief. There is food enough in the 
world to save these poor people from dy­
ing. The people of Great Britain and 
the United States are sending aid to Indis­
and why should not the residents of Ca­
nada? One reasqn, perhaps, why action 
in this direction has not been taken before 
is because the war in South Africa has 
distracted public attention from the fam­
ine. It is to be hoped that the 
people of Canada who are blessed with 
unusually good times will give generously 
for the famine-stricken nation.

Good crops in India depend upon the 
rain in the right season. In India the 
climate and religious prejudices have en­
gendered many peculiar customs. Mil­
lions of people eat no meat, wfiile others 
eat only one kind of cereal, as, for in­
stance, rice. When the enormous density 
of the population is considered as, for 
instance* a thousand to the square mile 
in Howrah, opposite Calcutta, it will read­
ily be seen what the effects of a failure 
of the rice crop and crops generally in­
flicts upon the country.

Two crops of rice are raised each year. 
The first crop is planted with the rains 
which come in June and continue till 
about September. This first crop is har­
vested in August, but if the June rains 
do not come and the crop gets a setback 
or fails, the result is a famine. The 
second crop is put in in October and No­
vember, and is matured by the lesser 
rains which fall about Christmas. This 
year the rains which should have fallen 
around Christmas did not materialize, and 
this resulted in a failure of the rice and 
other crops. As a consequence of this 
about 61,000,000 are starving, thousands

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MR. CURTIS AT TRAIL.

A Well Attended Meeting—The Candidate 
Speaks at Length.

Trail, B. C., April 25.—(Special.)—The 
political meeting held here last night by 
Hon. Smith Curtis was well attended and 
was a most orderly o,ne, the deepest atten­
tion being paid to all the speakers, show­
ing that the electors are taking a great 
deal of interest in the campaign.

KETTLE RIVER ROAD
Financial Arrangements Made for 

Its Construction.

WILL BE RUNNING THIS YEAR
fir. St. A Dickson, of Grand Forks, Tells 

What lias Been Done In the Matter - 
Chances of the flartln Administration In 
the Elections.

Mr. R. A. Dickson, of Grand Forks,
who has been East as far as Chicago, 
making financial arrangements in connec­
tion with the construction of the Ket­
tle River Valley road, for which a charter 
will be obtained from the provincial gov­
ernment, arrived yesterday over the Spo­
kane Falls & Northern railway on his way 
back to Grand Forks. Mr. Dickson, in 
conversation with a representative of the 
Miner yesterday, said that by the begin­
ning of next year there would be a line 
in the Boundary country running in oppo­
sition to the C. P. R. All the necessary 
capital, he said, for the building of the 
road had been secured, and, as soon as 
the charter was obtained, construction 
would begin. The charter will allow, Mr. 
Dickson says, for an extension from Mid­
way to Penticton and Princeton, and so 
would cover the entire Similkamen cou- 
try. Ultimately it 
extend the road right down to Vancouver, 
crossing the ridge of mountains at Hope. 
Just as soon as the charter is obtained, 
Mr. Dickson says, the American line will 
begin building extensions to the Boun­
dary line to connect with the new road, 
and it is, therefore, expected that a 
her of outlets from the Boundary coun­
try will be in operation before the close 
of the present year. The superiority of 
the Kettle River Valley railroad to the C. 
P. R. line is easily demonstrated by a 
glance at the great difference in the 
grades of the two lines. The new road 
will not have more than six-tenths per 
cent throughout its entire length, while 
the C. P. R. line has 2.2 per cent over al­
most the entire road, and in some in­
stances considerably more than this. The 
cheapness with which the new road can be 
operated in comparison with the Columbia 
&, Western will, therefore, be readily seen. 
The difference will be about three to one, 
that is to say, with the same amount 
of power 1,860 tons can be carried on the 
Kettle River Valley road where only 600

A CHAT WITH CURTIS The Occurred in Rolf's Sawmill and Stores 
on Columbia Avenue.

Shortly after 2 a. m. Sunday morning a 
tire broke out in Rolfs sawmill, but for 
some reason or other, news did not reach 
the fire department until the flames had 
gained such headway that they had burst 
through the roof of the building. The fire 
department coming down Columbia avenue 
had the long hill, to climb up Spokane 
street and over the trestle bridge before 
it was able to reach the scene of the 
conflagration. It was at once perceived 
that any hope of saving the building was 
impossible, and thus the fire brigade con­
fined its efforts to cutting off the spread 
of the flames from the neighboring piles 
of lumber and! timber. In this they were 
partly successful.

Luckily the installation of a new hy­
drant west of the bridge enabled the in­
habitants of the surrounding buildings, 
very thickly grouped about the mill, to 
play private hose over the surfaces ex­
posed to the fire. There being no wind 
the efforts ■ of the fire brigade was en­
tirely successful in quelling the flames and 
confining them to the. Rolf mill. The loss 
will be $3,500 or perhaps more.

While the fire brigade was still engage! 
on this conflagration, smoke was seen to 
be emerging from the windows of Fry’s 
grocery store, which is now occupied by 
Lansing & Newman, on Columbia, avenue, 
near Spokane street, 
shops,, the B. A. C. barber shop and Sor­
bin’s fruit .store, were also observed to be 
on fire. Before the fire alarm liadi actual­
ly been given, the fire brigade of the In­
ternational being made aware of the dan­
ger, got in readiness and had! within a 
short time one stream playng upon tie 
walls of the old Bank of Montreal build­
ing, which adjoined the store on fire. Al­
most simultaneously Chief Guthrie sent 
one hose cart down the hilL and soon an­
other stream was playing on the burning 
structure. The efforts of the Internation­
al fire brigade directed to the roof and tie 
wall of the burning building beside it, 
were certainly instrumental in preserving 
it from destruction. The five was soon 
squelched. The loss is considerable, ’ as 
the stock of the two storés was only par­
tially saved and the barber shop was par­
tially gutted.

A SAD ACCIDENT.

;

J Lilia Garland Was Seriously Injured
While Playing Round the No. 1 Hoist.

Saturday afternoon .two school chil­
dren, Lilia Garland, an eleven-year-old 
girl, and the daughter of Mr. Arthur, 
climbed the Le Roi hill "in search of wild 
flowers. Wandering round towards the 
No. 1 mine, Lilia Garland was attracted 
inside, and, going to the mouth of the open 
shaft, peeped down over the guard’rail. 
A post hid her from the engineer of the 
hoist, who just at that moment reversed 
the gear, sending the cage below. In its 
descent a bar on the upper end of tin- 
skip caught the head of the childl between 
it and the guard rail. The prMaine ex­
erted was so great as to force tie teeth 
of the unfortunate girl into the substan­
tial two%y four, splitting it.

Lilia Garland was taken to the hospital, 
Drs. Mackenzie and Kenning being in at­
tendance. It was found, on an examina­
tion, and the upper jaw bone wag split, 
the bones of the nose disturbed, and T- 
shaped split ran up into the skull to a 
point below the eyes, spreading on either 
side under the orbits along the line of the 
sutures, forcing them apart upwards of a 
third of an inch.

The unfortunate child, who is well 
known in the city and has many friends, 
gained through her cleverness, vivacity 
and courage, showed much pluck. She 
told her mother, during the surgical ex­
amination, not to cry because she was not 
hurt very badly. It -was impossible, in 
the circumstances, to administer chloro­
form, but the child bore the pain bravely, 
and, in fact, declares she does not feel 
any.

There is a chance of the child’s recovery, 
but several things may supervene that 
would cause a fatal result.

Lilia Garland is the sister-in-law of the 
musketry instructor, Sergeant Carroll, who 
was here last August putting the local 
corps through its drill, but who has now 
gone out to South Africa. Mrs. Garland 
is in charge of the rooms at tie Allen 
restaurant.

A telephone message received at this of­
fice from the hospital at 1:30 this morning 
In answer to numerous inquiries from 
sympathizing friends of the child, declared 
her to be resting easily, Lilia’s mother be­
ing with her.

A large party, consisting of Messrs. W. 
C. Ring, J. Spring, W. Goodeve, J. B.

Fishing may now said to have commenc­
ed, and on the authority of one of the 
best fishermen in the oity, it may be stat­
ed that the order in which the streams 
may be fished with profit is about the fol­
lowing:
Beaver, Murphy, and finally Big Sheep 
creek. The shorter the stream, generally 
speaking, the quicker the water runs out 
and the fish begin to rise to the fly. Mur­
phy creek is not good until about June, 
and Big Sheep till well into July, depend^ 
ing largely on the season.

The Columbia, between Trail and Mur­
phy creek, abounds in eddies, backwaters 
and reefs, and can always be fished (with 
a fair result. Sheep lake, or as it may 
more properly be termed, Blueberry lake, 
has good fishing, but the lakelets some 
five miles further up the Bluebery creek, 
are still better stocked. The lake at the 
head of Sheep creek, which1 is called in­
differently Sheep lake and Shamrock lake, 
the latter from its shape, is also worth 
a trial. Violin lake is said to have no 
fish within it.
