London, Feb. 17.—Harold ].
Tennant, Under Secretary of War,
made an important announcement.
“From to-day,” he said, “the Navy
will deal with all hostile aircraft
attempting to reach Britain, but
the control of the air defences
within the country have been trans
ferred from the Admiralty to the
War Office.”

Balfour said: “The one great
difficulties in connection with the
enlargement of the air service has
been the lack of material. We are
still behind in certain directions,”
he said, “not because the Govern-
ment is obvious of the necessities
of the situation but because the
material cannot be obtained.”

Arthur Lench, Nationalist mem-
ber for Westchair, interrupted
Balfour, asking what particular
material is it you referred to, but
the First Lord ignored the ques-
tion, continuing, he said:

“Every possible resource of Eur-
ope and America is being utilized
for the provision of air material.
One of the difficulties is that no-
thing can be standardized because
the air service constantly is , de-
veloping and changing. We are
deficient in air defence guns,”
continued Balfour, “but that is
due to lack of material. The whole
question here has to be considered
in relation to the demands of
Army and Navy for
material.”

To-day’s debate in the House of
Parliament on the air defence of
Great Britain was chiefly remark-
able for the frank admissions
made by the Cabinet spokesmen;
present conditions are f
satisfactory.

Washmgton, Feb 17.—Ameri-
can made war munitions now are
pouring into Europe at the rate of
nearly two million dollars worth
daily with figures swelling rapidly
as the production increases.

For a lohg time after the war
began shipments were neglible
and not until the middle of 1915
did millions of dollars worth of
war materials cdntracted for begin
to move in conSiderable quantities.

Estimates made by the Depart-
ment of Commerce to-day put the
total munitions shipments since
the European war began the pur-
chase for present war was close to
quarter billion dollars. At the
rate shipments are going now the
next four months would see this
total doubled, even if preduction
remained at a standstill; but pro-
duction is declared to be growing
faster now than at any time since
American manufacturers
conversion of their
munitions factories.

The Fall of Erzreum
Causes Great Rejoice-
‘ment in Pefrograd

PETROGRAD, Feb. 17.—The fall of
Erzerym, which had been confidently
a,walted since the news of the taking
by thg Russians of nine of the eight-
een forts guarding the gateway to
Asia Minor, is the cause of great
elatlou at Petrograd.  Controlling the
roads : through Armenia with access
to Trebizond, Tabriz and Mesopotamia
the capture of Erzerum is calculated
to have immense strategic importance
in the Russian campaign. The Cau-
casus will indirectly affect the Balkan
campaign by relieving the pressure
on the Allies.

Why the Russian military observers
thought that Erzerum would be forec-
ed to capitulate was based on- the fact
that the remaining nine forts were
considered . of less importance than
those already in Russian hands and
could be readily flanked or even ig-
nored in forcing the evacuation of
the Turkish stronghold. The taking
of the first fort ig believed to have de-
stroyed the plan of defence since the
impregnability of Erzerum rested on
the assumption by the German engin-
eers who constructed the fortifica-
tions that the positigns was safe from
an assault from the south.

Despite the intense cold and deep
snow, Russian artillery broke through
and flanked other positions which’
went down like a house of cards. The
result was that the Russian onslaught
exceeded all expectations.

The Caucasian campaign has de-
rived great benefit from the Russian
dominaton in the lack Sea, which en-
abled the army to receive a plentiful
supply of provisions ,and munitions.
The number of men in the garrison
of the Turkish position before the re-
cent retreat of the Turkish army is
estimated at 80,000. These numbers
are believed to have been considerably
augmented by the falling back of the
Turks on this positions.

It was before Erzerum that
Russians suffered a defeat in the
Russo-Turkish War. Since then a
strong line of forts had been cone
structed on the ridge fronting the
city, which greatly strengthened thg
position.

The failure of the efforts to stop
the Russian onslaught along this
ridge is pointed to as evidence of vast
recent improvement in the Russian
artillery. The victory has been ree
ceived here with the same spirit of
enthusiasm as marked the fall of
Przemysl, nearly a year ago. Cone
tracted with the taking of that forte
ress which entailed a long and pain-
ful investment, Erzerum is the first
instance of a strong fortress being
taken by a whirlwind assault.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 16.—Secretary
of State Lansing said to-day that the

tention of sinking armed merchant-
men, without warning, after February
29th., has re-opened the entire ques-
tion of submarine warfare. The Lus-
itania agreement presented by Count
Von Bernstorff to-day, cannot be fin-
ally accepted until the United States
determines - whether anythmg in it
conflicts with the new policy ot‘ qu-
ing armed merchant ships.

As now drawn_and formally signed
by the German Ambassador,
agreement is in reply to the
American note.
erence to the formal assurances giv-
en by Germany last September, that
submarines would not sink unresist-
ing liners without warning and re-
gard for the safety of the lives abroad,
and states that' the instructions to
the submarine commanders were §o
definite as to allow no misunderstand
ing. It then states that the submar-
ine warfare around the British Isles
was in reprisal for what is character-
ized as the “inhumane . blockade of
Britain to starve the Central Powers.”

It then promises indemnity for
Americans lost on the Lusitania, and
expresses profound regret for their
deaths; and goes on to says that the
German Government, recognizing its
liability for their loss, makes propos-
als contained in the draft submitted
-to-day. It then goes on to deal with
the question of reprisals against
others than enemy subjeets.

Count Von Bernstorff told Secre-
tary of State Lansing that it was his
personal opinion that in carrying out
the new submarine campaign, it was
not the intention of the German Gov-
ernment to sink liners. Mr. Lansing
is understood to have informed him
that such a statement from the Ger-
man Government would be desirable.
In his conference with Secretary of
State Lansing to-day, the Ambassador
discussed the advisability of the post-
ponement of the effective date of the
new submarine orders to give oppor-
tunity for negotiations.

LONDON, Feb. 16.—Switching their
offensive from the Artois and Cham-
pagne regions, in France, to the Bel-
gian sector around Ypres, held hy the
British, the Germans have smashed
their way by artillery bombardment
and infantry into the British front

‘line trench over a distance between

600 and 800 yards. Berlin says that
a majority of the defenders of the
trench were killed, but®*that one of-
ficer and several dozen soldiers were
made prisoners.

In the Artois region, between Lens
and Bethune, a crater of a mine blown

-up by the Germans was occupied by

them, while  French guns have been
bussy shelling German organizations
in the neighbourhood of the road to
Lille. The French also bombarded
German positions north of Vic Sur
Aisne and to the northeast of Sois-
sons, and in Argonne exploded a mine
and occupied a crater. In Cham-
pagne, Berlin asserts, French infant-
ry attempts te regain lost positions
north of Tahure were repulsed, as
likewise was a similar attack in the
Vosges near Obersopt.

There has been a considerable ‘re-
newal of activity on the Russian front
around Dvinsk, to the south of the
Pripet river and along the upper mid-
dle Stripa river, but no important
changes ‘have occurred.

Tt Italians are still using their guns
and infantry in attempts to retake
from the Austro-Hungarians the pos-
itions recently captured. All  at-
tempts have been repulsed with heavy
losses, according to Vienna. Both
sides of the Sizra, occupied by the
Austrians, and positions in the Lee-
bach Valley, and on  the Austrian
front between the Fella Valley and
Viesh mountain, also have been heav-
ily bombarded by the Italians.
The Russians are still on the offen-
sive against the Turks in the Cau-
casus:. Constantinople reports at-
tacks eing repulsed by counter-at-
tacks in Mesopotamia.
Around Kut-el-Amara gnd Felahia,
where the British are operating
against the Turks, the situation is
unchanged.

HAS PROMISE OF
BEING A LIVELY SITTING

LONDON, Febh. 16.—No fewer than
35 amendments to the address in
reply to the King's speech were down
for discussion when the debate was
resumed in the Commons to-day. The
majority of the amendments are un-
important, but others raise serious
issues which promise.a lively discus-
sion.. A list of 165 questions address-
ed to Ministers is also to be disposed
of.

The amendments include one by
William Johnstone Hicks, on defence
measures against Zeppelin raids. It|
was expected the Government's reply
would be made by Harold J. Tennant,
Parliamentary Under Secretary for
War.

The requisitioning of shipping was
brought ferward in an amendment
proposed by Robert Houston, Unionist
Member.

Charles P. Trevelyan, Liberal, has
given notice of motion calling on the
Government to announce the general
terms on which it would be willing to
enter into negotiations with a view to
l)x"inging about a just and lasting
peace. Another peace amendment
was sponsered by Arthur Ponsonby,
Liberal, who suggested the establish-
ment of an international tribunal, to
which diplomatic disputes should be
referred in future.

Measure More Significant’ Than
the Bread Card Pro¢lamation—
What the Ordinanée Means—All
Woollens, Linen and Cotton
Goods to be Mobilized

BERLIN, Feb. 10.—The meost far-
reaching was measure taken by Ger-
many so far is the confisacation of
parctically all stocks of clothes, tex-
tiles, woven and knitted goods which
are suitale for use for the German
army. or navy, the sickandwounded
prisoners, and German Government
officials. The military ordinance has
been approved by the Bundesrath,
and is more significant even than
the bread card proclamation. _

The ordinance, which goes into ef-
feect throughout Germany at once,
amounts to a general mobilization of
all textiles, woollens, linen and cot-
ton goods. All companies, as well as
individual merchants, having in their
possesgion more than a fixed maxi-
subject
to confiscation are required to make
an itemized report of their stocksto
the Minister of War, which must be
as soon as possible release goods not
hed in subject to the disposal and or-
der of the War Minister, which will

f 1 as soon as possible release goods not

wanted or unsuited for the war
needs, taking over against prompt
payment goods suitable to cover fut-
ure war requirements. To obviata
a rush of the public on the stores,
tailors, etc.. and to prevent a sud-
den boosting of prices, the ordina-
ance fixes automatically a maximum.
The price for such goods in future is
to be no higher than the price at
which they were last sold before Feb.
1st.

The new war measure is the one
topic of interest to-day, and the press
with wonderful unanimity sounds a
stirring patriotic note.

“The new progrmme for stretching
stocks is not merely occasioned by
military reasons to cover the needs
of the army. Greater significance lies
in the fact that the military authorit-
ies are striving to strengthen the
whole German national economy.
The Prussian War Ministry is follow-
ing the policy of a war of economies
which is just as important for Ger-
many as sirategy, for Germany is
waging not only a military and polit-
ical war against the "Quadruple En-
tente, but also an economic war. The
fortunate ending of one is unthink-
able without carrying the other
through  successfully. One of the

Ministry’s most important tasks is to

keep our economic weapons just as
sharp as our military ones.® The ar-
my must first be covered, the needs
of covilians can be more easily lim-
ited.

“As in the.case of all our other
protective measures, this readjust-
ment in the textile industry will at-
tract notice abroad, and particularly
the notice of our enemies.

GREECE OBJECTS TO

LONDON, Feb. 16.—A despatch from
Athens says that another diplomatic
clash between the Greeks and the
Entente Allies has arisen over the
arrest by the Allies of the Greek
steamer Mavrakratousa, carrying 200
Bulgars whom the Allies considered
helligerents. The Greeks contend
that they are Hellenic subjects, from
newly annexed provinces, and are
consequently neutral. The steamer
was bound for Crete.

REVOLT AGAINST AUSTRIANS

ROME, Feb. 16.—The correspond-
ent of the Idea Nazional telegraphs
that the Montenegrins in the Kasoye-
wici, Plavl and Gusinge districts,
goaded by the ill usage of the Aus-
trians, have revolted with such suc-
cess that the Austrian authorities
have been obliged to send to Scutari
for reinforcements. The Montene-
grins, backed by arms and ammuni-
tion, which they had nidden, continue
to resist.

PRAISE FOR BULGARS

PARIS, Feb. 15.—News from hostile
lines is that the Germans are direct-
ing the construction of a railway
from Uskup to Monastir, by way of
Krusavo, and the line is nearly .com-
pleted, says a Temps despatch from
Salonika to-day. Field Marshal von
Mackenzen, who has been reviewing
the Bulgarian troops at Uskup, made
a public speech to them, eulogizing
their achievements.
