Sheffield is no doubt pleas­
ed at the reduction of the duties on 
all kinds of cutlery and razors. That 
England will benefit there can be no 
question."

A terrific thunderstorm accompan­
ied by a heavy fall of hail greatly 
disturbed the Pope this morning. His 
nervous system has become most 
sensitive since the beginning of his 

. illness.
Pro f. Ettore Marchiafava, the 

Pope’s physician assured the press 
this morning that His Holiness is 
suffering only from a relapse of in­
fluenza, which like all relapses is 
causing a certain amount of anxiety, 
owing to the exalted condition of the 
patient and his,great age.

The unofficial reports which have 
Lbeen spread, as. to. .the Pope being, af*. 
i fected , .with nephritis or inflammd2 

tron of the kidneys, are, said the por- 
fessbr,- absolutely unfounded.

What the Pontiff needs above all, 
is rest, continued the eminent physi­
cian, and the 24 hours he has spent 
in bed completely isolated from any 
affairs, has already produced satis­
factory effect.

All the symptoms of a dangerous 
character which bave been mention­
ed in unauthorized reports are eith­
er imaginary or grossly exaggerated, 
some of them being quite the reverse 
of the present condition of the Pon­
tiff which excludes any danger unless 
complications should intervene.

While official reports state that the 
improvement in the condition of the 
Pope continues, it is reported in 
other quarters that the Pontiff is 
suffering from difficulty of respira­
tion. thirst and prostration. Every­
thing is being prepared at the Vatican 
to give the Pope a long period of 
rest and all pilgrimages have been 
suspended during this month. Several 
Cardinals, including Rampolla, Vives 
Y Tuto De Lai, Martinelli.-Falconio, 
Bisleti, andi Agliardi called personally 
at the Vaeican this morning to inquire 
about the Pope’s health. They desired 
to see the patient, but were not al­
lowed to do so as the instructions of 
the doctors were imperative that the 
Pope was to receive no visitors.

SUFFRAGETTESINSTALLATION . \
[Canadian Press Despatch]

ST. PETERSBURG, April- 9.—The 
prefect of police to-day issued a dras­
tic order prohibiting meetings of all 
kinds and also street demonstrations 
likely to disturb public tranquility.

The prefect declares that this regu­
lation is binding on the whole of the 
population of the capital, and warns 
the people not to participate in such 
demonstrations, but to obey the or­
ders of the police. Otherwise, he says, 
the most rigid measures will be taken 
to prevent disorder.

The Novoe Vremya, commenting 
on the action of the police, says:

“After the events of the past few 
days it would be hopeless to attempt a 
logical explanation of the police pre­
fect’s order, which shows a complete 
absence of sequence and stability in 
the policy of the government.”

The Constitutional-Democratic Rech, 
while continuing to charge the Na­
tionalists with speculating, on the low­
er instincts of the crowd, deplores the 
employment of retaliatory methods.

They Have Better Rates.

Now we have a shipping rate te 
England of 10 cents a hundred pounds 
on wheat, and 21 cents per hundred 
pounds for flour. The millers of th< 
United States have much better ship­
ping rates than we have for flour and 
wheat, so you see they are now in a 
much better position to compete with 
us for the English market. With the 
reduction of the duty on wheat, the 
tendency will be for the wheat to flow 
into tfie States to be ground. The 
millers will get the revenues from tht 
offal themselves; they have 
method of Government supervision of 
shipping rates, and they get 
able rates.

Then on Jatiuarÿ fourth the game 
was resumed and the Wanderers first 
innings having closed for 673 
the Pickwicks went in again, and 
hkd lost one wicket for 188 when play 
ceased for the day. It was again re­
sumed on January if, and when 396 
runs had been totalled for four wick­
ets the match was abandoned as the 
ground was required for an M.C.C. 
feature.

In the course of the game 24 
wickets realized 1,296 runs; there 
were no less than six centuries, 3 of 
which were made in the Wanderers’ 
first innings; one batsman topped the 
hundred twice, and another was only 
five runs short of the 200 mark.
