New Orleans, Oct. i.—(By courier 
to Baton Rouge)—Sixteen known 
dead; several score injured; property 
damage reaching perhaps $2,000,000 ; 
no street cars in operation; the river 
front strewn with weckage; outlying 
sections flooded and telephone, tele­
graph and train service-paralyzed—this 
is the storm situation here to-day.

Captain C. J. Menges, manager of 
the Pittsburgh coal company of Cin­
cinnati, O. ; Stanley Meyers, dock 
hand and two negroes were drowned.

“I believe the storm damage to th*. 
city of New Orleans will amount 0 
about $2,000,000,” Mayor Martin 
Behrman said. The street cars of New 
Orleans started operations at four 
o’clock yesterday afternoon on St. 
Charles, Prytania, Peters Avenue and 
Call and Bsplande streets.

The lights were not turned on be­
cause of the danger of falling wires. 
By to-morrow the city will be prac­
tically in a normal condition. Over 
two thousand men went to work to­
day to clean up the city of debris. 
Some of the outlying sections 
inundated will be drained to-morrow 
night.

City had not already made a sufficient 
exhibition of themselves in connec­
tion with professors and the war, they 
have now staged another fool per­
formance. At Knox College on Wed­
nesday, Rev. Prof. Robinson, who 
holds the chair of Biblical Literature 
in the McCormick Theological Sem­
inary, Chicago, was given the hon­
orary degree of D.D.

I hold Germany responsible for be­
ginning this war on account of her 
having been forty years in building 
up an army, and I hold Britain equal­
ly responsible, because she built her 
immense navy and boldly called her­
self 'mistress of the seas.’ ”

“Did you say that the effort to 
Starve Germany out is nothing short 
of savage warfare, but that it is le­
gal?’’

"I did."
“And you claim that you arc neu­

tral ”
"Absolutely so.’’
In the opinion of a great many peo­

ple, the letters D.D. conferred upon 
the professor will stand for Dense j 
Dunderhead.

The Kaiserites avowedly got their 
huge war machine together for the 
purpose of world domination.

The British built up and maintain­
ed their great navy not for purposes 
of aggession but for the reason that 
as an island kingdom they had of ne­
cessity to take such a course and to 
provide adequate protection for trade 
routes and also to safeguard their 
huge overseas Dominions. There was 
nothing of a hostile nature or intent 
about that, and as a matter of fact, 
German vessels had as free and un­
molested access to all British ports 
as any others.

by the War Office.
In the Champagne a German coun­

ter attack near Maisons de Cham­
pagne was checked.

The Germans violently bombarded 
French trenches near Soupir, no>th of 
Aisne, but made no infantry attack.

The text of the communication is 
as follows :

“In the Artois district we have 
made progress by the use of hand 
grenades in the trenches and under 
ground passages to the east and to 
the southeast of Neuville.

“Two German counter-attacks have 
been delivered, one against a fort 
which we conquered yesterday in the 
forest of Givenchy; the other against 
the trenches to the south of Hii! 119. 
where the French troops had installed ! 
themselves. Each one of these attacks 
was conclusively repulsed.

“To the north of the Aisne. near j 
Soupir, the enemy conducted a vio­
lent demonstration against our tren­
ches. The firing of their artillery and 
their infantry was not followed by an 
infantry attack.

“In the Champagne district our fire 
put a definite check to a German 
counter-attack in the vicinity of Mais­
ons de Champagne.

New York, Oct. 1.—Wireless tele­
phone conversation between New 
York and Yokohama, Japan, is now 
possible in the opinion of Bancroft 
Gherardi, engineer of the local plant 
of the American Telephone and Tele­
graph Company who added that he be­
lieved it possible to speak around the 
world by this method. Mr. Bancroft 
said this means that the leading capi­
tals of Europe and probably Rio de 
Janiero in South America will be 
brought within talking distance of 
New York.

“This would be accomplished,” he 
said, “by a series of wire and wireless 
connections, wire wherever possible 
and wirelessc across the gaps. In spite 
of the rapidity of the transmission of 
electrical waves, the delay for such a 
distance would be very appreciable so 
that the speaker’s voice would return 
to him lagging, like an echo. We 
have made tests of this phenomenon.’

Officials of the A. T. and T. Com­
pany here give credit to J. J. Carty, 
the company’s chief engineer at Mare 
Island near San Francisco for com­
municating by wireless telephone to 
Honolulu. They pointed out that the 
distance received at Honolulu traver­
sed is greater than the distance from 
New York to London, 3,740 miles, 
greater than the distance to Paris, 
1,020 miles, greater than the distance 
to Berlin, or Bremen, or Antwerp, or 
the North Pole.

Paris, October i—Tornadoes of 
shells continue ceaselessly to sweep 
the German second line of defence in 
Champagne. General Joffre is all the 
time feeling for weak spots at which 
to throw the blue-lined waves of his 
legions. Already French detachments 
have taken firm foothold in some ad­
vanced trenches in this second line, 
which like the first consists of a 
series of entrenchments forming un­
derground forts.

Sometimes the french waves are 
swept back, but they are as irresist­
ible as an oncoming tide. Military 
critics say that once this line is car­
ried there is no third position which 
could save Germany from a great 
disaster, affecting particularly the 
Crown Prince’s army in the Argonne | 
and von Heeringen’s north of Rheims. 
A glance at the map, in fact, will re­
veal clearly that once the German 
line has been crumpled up towards 
Vouziers the Crown Prince’s troops 
around Verdun and von Heer'ngen at 
Laon will be exposed to a convergent 
fire and be obliged to retreat.

Already the French have made ex­
tended gains north of Massiges and 
Mesnil and along the road from 
Ville-sur-Tourbe to Cernay-en-Dor- 
mois. They hold the commanding 
height known as Hill 190, a loss which 
the German official report admits. 
BRILLIANT CAVALRY CHARGE.

A particular feature of the battle 
last week-end was the brilliant cav­
alry charge by Goumier’s picturesque 
Moorish horsemen, who, with their 
banners flying in the wind and utter­
ing a piercing war cry, dashed with 
their scimitars among the terror- 
stricken foe. This is the first time 
cavalry has been used on the western 
front since the fighting at La Bassee 
Canal a year ago.

All the French troops are brimming 
with high spirits. Their confidence 
in Joffre, whom they call “Grandpa, 
has now reached the highest pitch. 
On the eve of battle he drew up an 
order for the day which was read to 
all the troops, wherein he explained 
in detail the vital character of the 
offensive, and prepared the men for 
a stern fight without in any way at­
tempting to disguise the difficultés 
ahead nor to minimize the eliort he 
was asking of them.

ftToronto, Oct. 1.—While no official 

announcement was issued yesterday, 
the Provincial License Board, it is 
understood, put the finishing touches 
upon its recommendation to the Gov­
ernment covering the reduction of the 
hours of sale in the hotels of the pro­
vince, and the matter now awaits the 
approval of the Lieutenant-Governor- 
in-Council, which will probably be 
given to-day.

The regulation drafted by the 
board, it is understood, provides for 
the closing of all hotels in the pro­
vince at 7 o’clock, whether in military 
districts or not. This conforms with 
the well known objection of the mem­
bers of the board to making any dis­
crimination as between soldiers and 
civilians, and makes it a broad “war 
measutx” in every respect. It will 
probably be made effective shortly 
before the soldiers go into Winter 
quarters.

In military circles it is stated that 
the action proposed by the board at 
present has no present application to 
soldiers, and that the result of the 
discussion of measures designed to 
stop the sale of bottled liquor to sol­
diers will lead to action at a later 
date, based upon co-operation be­
tween the board and the military au­
thorities. It is pointed out that Col. 
Logie was not in a position to speak 
for the military of the whole pro­
vince, and that before the next step 
is taken, as it certainly will be taken, 
the whole matter will have to be dis 
cussed with the military authorities 
at Ottawa.

The general opinion is that the sale 
of bottled liquor to soldiers will be 
stopped by means of military orders 
which the License board, follower; 
its custom in the past few months, 
would support. In other words, while 
the board would not make the dis­
tinction between soldier and civilian 
as regards the sale of bottled liquor, 
the licensee who ignored the stand 
taken by military headquarters and 
sold to soldiers would be vigorously 
dealt with.

Yesterday a deputation of license 
holders led by James Haverson, K.C., 
called upon Chairman Flavelle and 
Commissioner Dane with a general 
objection to any proposals to reduce 
the hours of sale, claiming that the 
hotelkeepers had no wish to sell to 
soldiers, and were quite willing ta 
refuse to do so.

Jezebel, on learning what ailed her 

husband, urged him to remember that 
he was the king, that he should arise 
and eat and be merry and she would 
give him Naboth's vineyard (verses 
5-7). The people who give what does 
not belong to them, no matter who 
suffers by it, are still to be found on 
earth—unscrupulous, proud, selfish, the 
earth is mine; what right have you on 
it? There are also plenty to do their 
bidding, no matter what it is, whether 
to oppress and ruin a man or his fam­
ily or business or even to take a man's 
life, as di.d these vassals of Jezebel 
(verses 8-14). Some one has said that 
if the servants of Christ were as ready 
to serve Him as the servants of the 
devil are to serve him many things 
would be different all around.

It seems to us strange that the Lord 
should permit the devil to afflict and 
kill His people, but He told His disci­
ples that they would be put out of the* 
synagogue and even killed for His sake 
and that they must not be afraid to be 
killed (John xvi, 1, 2; Matt x, 28). In 
the very next chapter we see a faith­
ful servant of the Lord, Micaiah, the 
son of Imlah, put in prison and fed on 
bread and water because he spoke the 
Lord's message and feared no man's 
frown and sought no man's favor (xxil, 
8, 14; 27, 28). The time will come, aft- 
ter the church is taken away, when 
the saints then on earth, converts after 
the rapture, the redeemed of Rev. vii, 
the great tribulation saints, shall suf­
fer terribly at the hands of the serv­
ants of the devil (Dan. vii, 21, 25; Rev. 
xiii, 5-8), but their victory is seen in 
Rev. xv, while the torment of those 
who prefer life and the favor of man 
is seen in Rev. xiv.

The Apostle Paul says, "We are all 
baptized into one Body.” Again, of 
himself, "If by any means I might at­
tain unto His resurrection.” (Philip- 
pians 3:10, 11.) Was theer any doubt 
about St. Paul’s attaining unto 
Christ’s resurrection He realizes the 
possibility of failure. "Then what 
chance have I?” some one may ask.
We reply, As good a chance as the 
Apostle.

The one who has thirty-five points 
needs sixty-five supplied. Where one 
has greater need, grace so much more 
abounds, the Apostle declares. ( Rom­
ans 5:19-21.) It is just as easy tor 
you and me as for St. Paul. He said,
"I count all things but loss and vile 
refuse that I may win Christ and be 
found in Him.” How could he win 
Christ ? How could He be in Christ?
