New York, Feb. 16—The Associ­

ated Press tihs morning says:
•The British Admiralty’s decision 

to permit neutral vessels sailing 
from American ports for Europe to 
undergo examination at Halifax in­
stead of Kirkwall or Falmouth 
brought immediate relief today to 
the congested cargo situation at 
New York. Steamships of Dutch 
and Scandinavian lines, which have 
been held .in this port on account of 
the submarine blockade, made prep­
arations to sail by the new route 
and it is expected that several will 
get away before the end of the week.

By stopping for examination at 
Halifax, vessels bound for Holland 
and the Scandinavian countries will 
lie able to skirt the northern boun­

dary of the blockade waters an­
nounced in the German proclama­
tion. While ships of Amercian reg­
istry have the same privilege, thm-e 
was no indication to-day that their 
owners would follow the example of 
the Dutch and Scandinavian linos 
and send their vessels to sea. The 
stagnation of American shipping, 
however, is complete only so far ae 
the? big passenger lines are concern­
ed. Several freighters thaf fly the 
Stars and Stripes are making prep­
arations to follow the few American 
cargo boats that already have brav­
ed the submarine danger.

Shippers await further inform­
ation from London or Ottawa in re­
gard to regulations governing the 
examination of vessels at Halifax. 
No official announcement has been

made as to whether westbound ships 
also may call at that port for in­
spection.

Agents of the big British steam­
ship lines declared to-day that 
there was no need of any congestion 
of ocean cargoes at American ports. 
One of them pointed out that Great 
Britain had about forty steamships 
now at New York ready to 
when loaded and

same authority asserted chat there 
were in port here to-day about 200 
steamships of British, French Scan­
dinavian, DDutch, Spanish, Italian 
and American registry, and estimat­
ed their carrying capacity at 750, 
000 tons.

Washington. Feb. 16.—Unofficial 
advices that Germany has released 
the 72 Americans held prisoner whets 
brought in by the prize ship Yarrow- 
dale, reached officials to-day just as 
a peremptory demand «was about to 
be made on the ^Berlin Government 
for the freeing of the Americans. A 
noj#' embodying this demand had 
been prepared and approved by Pre­
sident Wilson, but if official 
firmation of Germany’s reported ac­
tion is received, it is probable the 
communication will not be despatch­
ed. The news probably caused a 
slight relaxation of tension over 
German-American relations. Some 
gratification was apparent among of- 
iicials also because of word that the 
German Government has modified its 
orders which would have compelled 
retirement from Belgium of Ameri­
can relief workers. /

Many serious problems yet re­
main, however, and were to be dis­
cussed at to-day’s cabinet meeting. 
Prominent among these was the con­
gestion of freight at Atlantic ports 
caused by suspension of sailings by 
merchant vessels. This condition 
was emphasized by the limited rail­
road embargoes on freight shipments 
to. those ports, imposed by railroads 
yesterday.

The President is deliberating 
slowly the next move of the United 
States, but many administration of­
ficials believe that his appeal to | 
congress lor authority to use further 
means to protect American lives and 
property now is only a matter of 
days. Even if this act should be de­
layed longer, no doubt is felt that 
he will make an address on the in­
ternational situation within the 
three weeks remaining in the con­
gressional session.

made a new loan to Turkey of 42,-

in the Turkish senate on Thursday. 
Djavid Bey, minister of finance, in 
discussing the hill said that since 
the outbreak of the war, Germany 
and Austria-Hungary had advanced 
to Turkey 79,000,000 pounds repay­
able eleven years after peace is de­
clared.

These institutions have 
been granting loans to customers, 
and until the transactions are com­
pleted they will not be able to ascer­
tain the amounts of funds at their 
disposal for investment.

London, Feb. 2—(Correspondence 
of the Associated Press)—Abyssinia 
has been having a stormy time sin no 
the death of Emperor Menelik. In 
the past few months the new Emper­
or Ijas been deposed, civil war has 
broken out, and several battles have 
been fought between tlie factions, in 
one of which nearly 25,000 men were 
killed. The new ruler is Empres.s 
Zauditu, a daughter of Menelik.

An account of happenings in Abys­
sinia has just reached London from 
Europeans living in the capital, Adis 
Abeba. One letter says;

"Lidj Jeassu, the young emperor 
who succeeded his grandfather 
Menelik, had gradually come under 
Turkish influence, and had in many 
ways offended the Christian popula­
tion. The legations of the Entente 
powers in September sent in a joint 
protest and this was followed, a few 
days later, by a meeting of the min­
istry, which declared the emperor 
deposed, and enthroned in his place 
the Princess Zahdilus, with Has 
Taffari as Regent and heir to the 
throne.

“Things were quiet for a few 
weeks while the deposed emperor’s 
partisans were gathering. Then sud­
denly Mikael, ruler of Wollo and the 
most powerful chief in the country, 
declared himself in favor of the de­
posed emperor, and marched against 
Adis Ababa. The first battle was 
fought some distance outside the

capital, where (lie government army 
of 5,000 men, under Ras Sul Seged, 
was virtually annihilated and Seged 
killed. There was a good deal of ex­
citement in the capital and the le­
gations prepared lor attack, but the 
enemy was slow in appearing and 
the new -empress had time to mobilr 
dze a strong force, which under the) 
personal command of the war lhlnls- 
ler, met the enemy on October 27. 
The battle lasted all day and resulted 
in the enemy’s complete rout,

Ernest Walbron, of Paterson, N.

J., joined the French early in the 
war, and gained the Military Medal 
and the War Cross, with a brilliant 
citation in Army Orders. He was 
with his regiment on the Somme 
early in September, and was de­
tached to accompany an English 
regiment attacking alongside the 
French.

He charged, was wounded in the 
knee, but fought on for sixteen 
hours. Then they took him to the 
rear. Gangrene developed in the 
wound, and Walbron lost his right 
leg above the knee.
His brother, Corporal Andrew Wal-' 

bron, joined with him. Corporal 
Walbron is evidently there for the 
sheer lark of the thing. His letters 
home are of the humorous variety, 
in one he describes the music of the 
guns. "I have seen our 'baby 400's 
(16-inch guns),” he says in one;
"dainty things that speak with the 
voice of love and compel attention.
They are mounted on trains, and 
shoot mostly at night, so that the 
Germans cannot spot them. I am 
lodged free of charge and entirely 
at German expense. With a squad,
I occupy a German dug-out which 
had braved our first bombardment.”

A Plucky Aviator 
One day some French officers in 

an observation balloon saw one 6f 
their aeroplanes travelling on and 
on far within the German lines. It 
looked to be in a dangefous posi­
tion. but, heedleijs of everything on 
it flew. Then suddenly an Aviatik 
shot up from below, and a battle 
royal followed. Volley after volley 
was discharged. Then, to their dis­
may, the French plane quivered like 
a crippled bird, turned end on to 
earth, and nosed her way down­
ward .

He was little more than a boy who 
was thus brought down, Paul Mat­
ter, nineteen years of age. He had 
lived mostly in America, though 
born in Frânce. When war broke 
out, he was désirions of helping the 
country in which he had first seen 
light, and started for home across 
the Atlantic.

He was tQO young for the army, 
but was admitted to train as an 
aviator, and trained at Pau with 
Paul Pavella, Dudley Hill, Lawrence 
Ramsey, and other American volun­
teer aviators.

The Courier is naturally gratified 
witli the splendid showing 
during 1916, of the public utilities 
owned by the Municipality, for this 
paper was an ardent supporter of all 
of them.

Away back in 1889 this 
(there were three then published 
here) was the only one to urge that 
the city should take over the Water­
works. A U.S. firm named Moffat, 
Hodgins and Glark, made desperate 
efforts to get hold of the system as 
a private enterprise, and they very 
nearly succeeded, but not quite. As 
it is, the Works have earned tens of 
thousands of dollars for the Muni­
cipality, while the rates 
favorably with any other place, and 
are undoubtedly much lower than 
they would have been under private 
ownership.

Hydro Electric is making another 
excellent showing. Urged by the 
Expositor, a determined effort 
made to keep this great service out 
of the‘Municipality and to tie us 
hand and foot io a private concern. 
The effort was defeated with a low­
ering in the matter of 
light charges of which every citizen 
Is pleasingly aware.

The Street Railway, the most re­
cent of Municipal undertakings, is 
also making good in a most satis­
factory manner. The total earnings 
last year of $97,737, were sufficient 
to take care of all charges, including 
sinking fund, Interest, etc., with the 
exception of $1,195. Truly a most 
gratifying showing in view of the 
greatly improved service, splendid 
cars, extensions and all the other 
added advantages which have result­
ed from Corporation control. It 
will be noticed that the Grand Val­
ley cars earned nearly $29,000. 
Those wiseacres who argued that if 
the Paris to Galt end of the line 
were sold, that between this city and 
the neighboring town should be dis­
posed of at the same time, must 
now realize that they didn't know 
what they were talking about. L. E. 
and N. competition, as contended in 
these columns at the time, has prac­
tically had no result, as people are 
always bound to patronize cars 
which stop at street corners in pre­
ference to another line with a single 
depot at each end.

Detroit, Feb 16—There is a weird 
tale by H. G. Wells about an island, 
a lonely speck in the-South Pacific, 
where beasts through marvellous 
surgical operations were transform­
ed into semblances of humanity, pos­
sessing even the faculty of speech.

Now, to cause a derelict, a pariah 
of the underworld, to undergo a 
moral revulsion may be equally won­
derful.

Joseph J. Dederich, assistant to 
James J. Brady, collector of internal 
revenue and co-worker with the lat­
ter in his prosecutions of dope traf­
fickers, however, believes the case 
of the outcast being reclaimed is 
without strange features.

In the stress of 
battle they suffer with the men, but 
the number of equine “casualties” 
among the hundreds of thousands of 
horses employed is really very small.

There are veterans among the 
horses who have been three or four 
times wounded; there are even those 
who have suffered nervous break­
downs from the shattering shock of 
shells. If they were men in khaki, 
they would have gold stripes or hon­
or upon their sleeves, but the faith­
ful old horses go back to the front 
time and time again asking nothing 
in the way of rank or distinction.

What they get instead is the very 
best of food and plenty of it 
the kindest of care and the keenest 
appearance and condition of the 
render. Visitors to the battle zone 
invariably express amazement at the 
appreciation of the services they 
horses.
and warm under the self-protection 
of their long winter coats. They are 
fat and strong muscled. They plod 
and splash contentedly through the 
mud in twos, threes, fours or twelves 
dragging guns and heavy wagons be­
hind them with never the necessity 
of a harsh word or a whiplash from 
their drivers. The men come to love 
the horses. Officers who hg.ve been 
here from the beginning, and there 
are still a few left, say that in all 
that time they have' never seen an 
act of cruelty toward horse or mule. 

No Fatal Diseases 
One reason for the splendid ap­

pearance of the horses at the front 
is the fact that the moment one be­
gins to show signs of over-fatigue or 
debilitation he is taken out of ser­
vice and sent back to a hospital to 
recuperate. Occasionally, too. the 
horses come down with mud blisters 
upon their backs, with an injured 
foot that may not have been noticed 
in time, or with some of the dis­
eases that equine flesh is heir to. It 
is a great tribute to the veterinary 
services, however, that most of the

done in Canada. The principle indus­
try of the Hungarian plains was 
horse raising, the object being to 
breed the best army remounts in the 
world, and for this purpose the 
basic stock was imported from Eng­
land. There was, in the three coun­
tries, an utter lack of independence 
on the part of the peasant farmers, 
declared the speaker, their condition 
resembling semi-slavery. The farms 
of the poorer classes amounted to 
about ten or fifteen acres scattered 
over the country and separated by 
the lands of their neighbors. Taxa­
tion was excessive, and all conditions 
adverse to prosperity and happiness. 
The people, their stock and imple­
ments were all lodged under 
roof in very poor quarters, 
country being so heavily populated, 
the government planted apple trees 
along the roadway, and levied a tax 
upon the farmers whose lands ad­
joined the road for the privilege of 
picking the fruit. Conditions of ex­
treme poverty among the poorer 
classes of Vienna were reported by 
Mr’. Bailey, who stated that these 
conditions prevailed even in 
times. The dairy industry was the 
principal occupation of the people 
of Denmark, the co-operative move­
ment being greatly in evidence here. 
The cows, however, were not turned 
out loose to pasture, but were picket­
ed in the manner adopted in this 
country for tethering horses, the 
farmers claiming that better results 
were obtained in this way. 
without exception, all the farmers 
were members, of eight of more co­
operative organizations, constituted 
for different purposes.

In closing, the speaker dealt brief­
ly with the countries of Holland, 
France and England, 
lands, he stated, was a “country of 
cows,” a great many cattle being in 
evidence everywhere, of a breed re­
sembling the popular Holstein rais­
ed in Canada, but of a coarser type, 
with more bone and substance. Some 
splendid views were shown of prize 
winners at exhibitions of stock held 
in England, the class of which, Mr.

2 <4UMBRELLAS SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, maythomestead a quar­
ter-section of available Dominion land In 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the district. Entry by proxy may be 
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. 
A habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for culti­
vation under certain conditions.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside hi* homestead.
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Six months residence lu each 
of three years after earning homestead 
patent also 60 acres extra cultivation. 
Pre-emption patent may be obtained ns 
soon as homestead tent on certain con­
ditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre.

Duties—Must reside six months lu each 
of three years, cultivate 50 acres and erect 
a house worth $300.
