Amorioan sympathisers, took up his
quartors at Navy Island, on the Niag-
arn river,  Kntrenchments wore thrown
up, artillory and stores obtained from
the United States arsonals ut soveral
frontier towns, and firo way opuned on
the Canadien whore, Many United
Btates oitizons publicly espoused the
insurgent cauwo snd lout tho rebols
ovory pwsible aseistance.

ry of Btate withheld this lotter and
map until the troaty was signod, giving
tho Ropublio a largo ¢ rritory which
did not bolong to it.  Upon the tronty
coming up in the senate, however, and
discontent being maoifurted that still
more Onnadian territory had not beon
obtalned, Mr Wobster brought out the
map sy proof that if it was not matisfuo
tory thoy would get little or nothing.
