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FATAL WRECK ON 
ENGLISH RAILWAY.

Sixteen Persons Killed and Many Injured Near 
Shrewsbury Station.

Train Bound From Scotland and North of England 
Ran Off the Track.

Tangier a correspondent of the Petit 
Journal says that Mulai Hafid's army, 
8.000 strong, is marching on Casa Blanca, 
with the direct intention of attacking. 
Gen. Drude, commander of the French 
forces at Casa Blanca, is making elabor­
ate preparations for defense. The 
tribesmen which recently attacked a 
French column near Oudtja also are re­
forming and preparing for an attack.

Shrewsbury, Eng., Oct. 15.—A train 
Wade up of passenger coaches bound for 
Scotland and the north of England to 
Bristol, left the rails as it entered the 
station here at an early hour this morn­
ing. Sixteen persona, including ten pass­
engers, were killed, and many others 
were injured.

The London & Northwestern Bailroad, 
on which the train was running, curves 
sharply as it nears Shrewsbury, and 
there is a standing order that the en­
gineers must not exceed a speed of ten 
miles an hour at that point. Disregard 
of this order is believed to have been the 
cause of the accident. The engine and

all the cars with the exception of the 
last one left the rails, and when the offi­
cials from the railroad station readhed 
the spot the cars were a tangled mass of 
wreckage, beneath which were the bodies 
of the dead and injured.

Fortunately the wreck did not catch 
fire, and the doctors and salvage crews 
who soon reached the scene did not have 
this added danger to fight in the dark­
ness and pouring rain, which, however, 
retarded the work of rescue, and sev­
eral hours elapsed before the last body 
was taken out.

The killed included the engineer and 
fireman and the guards and postal 

I clerks, who were in the mail oar imme- 
' diately behind the tender of the engine.

It is reported 
there was an explosion at Fontanet, lnd., 
about twenty miles from here.

Terre Haute, lnd., Oct. 15.—A despatch 
from Fontanet over a railway wire says 
a second explosion occurred at ix.15 a. m. 
at the Dupont powder plant, which was 
even more serious than the first explo­
sion at 9.15.

Many Killed.
Indianapolis, Oct 15.—The shock from 

the explosion at Fontanet was heard in 
thw city at Crawfordsville, 35 miles 
from Fontanet, the shock cracked a brick 
wall and sank tiling in a floor one inch. 
All telephone connection with Fontanet 
is lost and persons have left Terre 
Haute and Brazil in automobiles to learn 
the details. It is reported, but not. con­
firmed that 25 persons were killed.

Three Explosions.
Brazil, lnd., Oct. 15.—Three distinct 

explosions were heard here to-day from 
the direction of the Dupont Fowder 
Mills, 15 miles away. Many windows 
were shattered in the business and resi­
dence districts. All plate windows in the 
Citizens’ Bank building were destroyed.
It wtm reported here that the powder 
house and two mills of the powder com­
pany at Fontanet had blown up ami that 
front 25 to 100 persons had Ix-en killed.

All communication with Fontanet is 
cut off by wire and |M*rsons in automo­
biles left*at once to render any possible 
assistance.

Fontanet is a mining town of a few 
hundred inhatuTSfifs situated on the. big 
four railroad, 18 miles east c-f Terre 
Haute, and 65 miles west of Indianapolis.

TOWN WIPED OUT.

Great Havoc Caused by the Gunpowder 
Explosion.

Terre Haute, lnd.. Got. 15.—The Laflin 
& Rand Powder Mills at Fonfcanet, 18 
miles north of this city, exploded at 9.15 
o’clock this morning, practically wip­
ing out the little mining town and kill­
ing 20 men and seriously injuring 100

house, is wrecked.

AT THE ASSIZE COURT.

Verdict for Plaintiffs in Cases Heard Yesterday 
Afternoon and This Morning.

Christ’s Church Cathedral Rectory

The case of Thomas Downs vs. the

WOMAN AFLAME
GASOLINE EXPLODES AND PANIC 

IN BUFFALO FLAT.

Mrs. H. 0. Alexander Terribly Burned 
in the Wayne Apartments, Rushes 
to Street, and is Saved From Imme­
diate Death by Neighbor-Victim 
May Not Recover.

Buffalo. Oct. 15.—Mrs. H, O. Alexan­
der, residing in the Wayne apartment 
house, 1,104 Main street, was frightfully 
burned late yesterday atternoon; a dozen 
women in the block were thrown intAdi 
panic, and the building was threatened 
with destruction by lire.

The woman was cleaning clothing 
with gasoline in her apartments on 
the third floor, when the fluid exploded, 
bhe was immediately enveloped ih flame.

The woman screamed for help auid 
ran for the rear stairs after throwing 
some clothing about her. Women in 
the flat heard her screams and saw her 
running down the stairs, flames leaping 
from every part of her clothing.

She fell at the bottom of the stairs 
and it was there that the heroie rescue 
work began.

Mrs. T. Keifer, wife of the custodian 
of the flat, heard the woman drop to 
the floor. She looked out of her door 
and saw Mrs. Alexander writhing in her 
blazing garments. She grasped a table­
cloth and threw it about the sufferer, 
smothering tile flames.

But meanwhile the fire that had been 
caused by the explosion was raging in 
the third-storey suite of the building, 
occupied by the Alexanders.

Keifer rushed to the floor, after turn­
ing in an alarm of fire, and began to 
fight the 1‘lmse single-handed. He 
was driven back by the blaze, and 
women in the block who tried to aid 
in the work became hysterical. One 
elderly woman, whose name could act be 
obtained, fainted and had to be carried

It was stated at the hospital lust 
night that the woman has a possible 
chance to recover.

RESCUED BY LOVER.
BRIDE-ELECT DRAGS INTENDED 

FROM WRECK.

One Killed, Five Dying and Sevetal 
Others Seriously Injured While Cars 
Crash Through Trestle to Ravine 80 

Feet Below.

Middletown, Oct. 14.—One man was 
killed, five others 
and five or eight were badly injured 
to-day when seventeen cars of a work 
train went through a trestle on the new 
Erie A Jersey Railroad at Stoney Ford, 
six miles from here. The cars were 
loaded with dirt and stone and twenty 
Austrian laborers on the train fell with 
them to the bottom of the ravine, 80 
feet Wow.

The engineer felt the trestle collaps­
ing, and, putting on full speed, succeeded 
in getting across with his engine and 
one car. The coupling of the second car 
broke and the rest of the train went 
into the ravine.

A hundred laborers were rushed to 
the spot and began digging the injured 
out of the wreckage. The seriously in­
jured were rushed to hospitals here in 
ambulances which were sent to the

The trestle was constructed over a 
ravine on the Guymand & Newburgh 
Junction branch of the road and was 
being used to make a fill. Officials of 
the company say the recent rains un 
dermined the trestle.

While working in the debris, George 
Briscovitch came on the dead body of 
his brother John. Many of the wives 
and sweethearts of the workmen were 
quickly at the scene and helped in the 
rescue work. Mary Garins, who was to 
marry Joseph Karls next Sunday, found 
her sweetheart under a car and* rescued 
him. Physicians and ambulances we/, 
to the scene of the accident from this 
city and the injured were brought to 
Thrall Hospital.

Ofifcials in charge of the work sav 
that the loss to the road is about 
$20,000.

a strong, exhausting cough, making 
necessary the application of a wet pack. 
His Majesty rested a little better than 
usual, and was somewhat tired after 
yesterday’s work. Nevertheless, he im­
mediately received the court officials 
and a Hungarian official who made a 
report tt> the Emperor regarding the 
progress of thq work' of putting the 
Auegleich in operation, the interview 
lasting nearly an hour.

Later, however, the patient’s condi­
tion became worse. The fever, which 
ceased last night, recurred at about 
10 o’clock, although moderately. His 
heart's action and general conditions are 
not unsatisfactory. The obstinacy of the 
fever alone causes uneasiness, the fre­
quent coughing being accompanied by 
abundant expectoration. The attending 
physicians again to-dav informed His 
.Majesty that a trip to some southern 
place was advisable, but he decidedly re­
fused to leave Schoenbrunn Vastle.*sav­
ing it wonuld he too tedious for him 
anywhere else, and that he must work 
as otherwise he would fall sick, thus 
showing clearly that the Emperor does 
not consider himself to be ill.

Will Meet in Convention on Novem-1

To the Editor of the Times 
Sir,—The executive committee of the 

Wentworth Reform Association met on 
Saturday, Oct. 6, and decided to hold a 
convention at the Liberal rooms, (Ar­
cade) on Nov. 9, to nominate a candidate 
to contest the riding in the Reform in­
terests, at the next Federal election. The 
convention is to be advertised in all the 
city and county newspapers, also by 
posters and hand bills. My reason for 
writing you now is that by some unusual 
circumstance not the slightest notice of 
Saturday’s meeting, which was largely 
attended, nor the decision to hold a con­
vention, to which we wished to give the 
greatest publicity, has appeared in the 
press. Some of the prominent leaders 
of the party in Ontario are to be invited 
to address the convention, and making 
these arrangements may have delayed 
any announcement of holding the conven­
tion. In every municipality in the riding 
local meetings are to be held on the even­
ing of Thursday, Nov. 7, at which meet 
ings five delegates for each polling sub 
division in the municipality will be 
chosen to represent the municipality in 
the convention. But the convention is 
not restricted to the delegates. Every 
Liberal in the riding is invited to attend 
and take part in the proceedings of the 
convention, the delegates representing 
the voting power of their municipality. 
There was a. wide divergence of opinion 
as to whether it were better to allow 
every Liberal a vote at the convention 
or whether the votes should be restricted 
to chosen delegates, also as to the num­
ber of delegates to which each munici 
pality was entitled. Each plan is open 
to grave objections, but if what has been 
done does not meet the views of the peo­
ple, they can come to the convention 
and express their views.

ELSE FOR THREE WEEKS.

Bride of Four Months Appears in 
Philadelphia Police Court Against 
Her Husband—Says He Made 
Her Sit All Night on a Book.

The report of the Historical Manu­

scripts Commission on the papers of the 
Earl of Ancaster, preserved at Grim- 
thorpe, contains many interesting ex­
tracts anterior and subsequent to the 
reign of Elizabeth.
