THE NFWFOUNDLAND RAIL.
ROAD,—AND SOME ADVICE

J
much talked of on both sides of the
Atlantic, has passed beyond the
region of speculation, and the pro-
ject is now a reality. Surveys will
be made at once, after this tenders
will be called for, and then the con-
tractor will go on with the work.
This road is talked of all over Can-
ada, and speculation is rife as to
what the outcome will be. A
gentleman who for 40 years }laS
been a close observer of the current
of events, and whose advice upon
railway matters, we receive with
much respect, sends us the follow-
ing :—-

That advice which one of the wise
men of Greece left as a warning to pos-
terity was of priceless value “Know
thyselt.” I would call the attention of
the Government of the happy and flour-
ishing colony ot Newfoundland to it
now at a time when one word is
better, than ten bye-and bye. The
Colony is about expending a large sum
" of money in the construction of rail-
roads I observe by the papers; but in
doing this it ought to consider well the
results of the investment before it
burdens itself with imposts and taxes,
which might extend to all time. I may
be pardoned therefore for making the
following suggestions in this matter.

Consider well the location of the road
so that the same or such portion of it
aes is immediately required should be
built from St John’s as a centre to such
other place as will most benefit the
travel of the whole Island.

That when the road shall have been
located thus far and betore constructicn,
that wise and competent employes be
sent’along this route to examine the
country thromgh which it rans and re-

ort on its agricultural and other capa-
Eilities, so that means may be taken to
develop the same. When this is done
and a portion of the road across the
whole Island has been completed and
run for a year or two, surveys may
be made and reports prepared as to
the advisability of continuing the track
across the Island and as to the benefits
to be derived therefrom. Such exam-
ination and reports to be the work of
practical men well acquainted with the
matters which they are investigating
and not to be done by unskilled per-
sons. <

Time being given the Island will learn
something about railroads and the cost
of running thém—above ali they
should not be in too much hurry. New
Brunswick in the agony of its excessive
railroad expenditure like a grvim spec-
trc raises a warning hand as "if to
deter its sister colonies from the unfor-
tunate puth which she has trod,

It might be well to also cousider
what the Island is to %ain by havingthe
summer travel from Europe cross it,
if such can be done. The Island ought
to consider what she will gain in this
regard. You Sir should appeal to her
journals for information on this sup-
ject. My honest opinion is that the gain
will not be so large as to warrant the
Island undertaking this most extersive
work without the aid of Europe and
the Continent of America, which
are to be the principal gainers.
All that Newfoundland can expect in
the comip etion of the road isto have
the carrying and feeding of such pas-
sengers as sec fit to tranship them-
selves and baggage for the sake of a
few bours ride, ::::d again to go through
all the bustle and trouble of re-embark-
ing on the other side of the Island. We
ask bow many will be likely to do
this, will they not much rather remain
- in their quiet berths, ‘‘preferring to
bear the ills they ~ have than{ly
to others that they knmow not of?”
They ought to calculate in some such
manner as this; how many first class
summer passengers travel in the ocean

This is the abstract view of the
case, but the advice given is worth
more than gold. Newfoundland
has already made mistakes, serious
enough in their way, on matters of
far less importarce than the pres-
ent gigantic scheme. But of these
we do not. propose to say much
just now, believihg, as we do, that
in this regard the scales have
fallen off the eyes of our brethren.
The Island has now roused itself
to action, and there is no doubt baut
the objects in:view twill be intelli-
gently carried cut. But the Island
now, in railway dealings, is like a
ship sailing in unsounded ' waters,
where may 1i® wrecking -and :ruin-
ous reefs. She ough therefore to
tahe advice kindly, when kindly
given ; ought to familiarize herself
with the experience of those Prov-
inces some of whom have plunged
wildly into the vortex of railroad
speculation. The mistakes made
by New Brunswick might with care
be avoided by Newfoundland, but

= |if the legislators of that happy: isle

sit like stilted oracles upon their
native rocks, scorning the valuable
lessons learnt in Experierce’sbitter
school,they will have plenty of time
to repent it. : b

We do not' now wish to speak
lightly of some of the excellent men
employed by the Government to
survey pr' proépect® through>the
Island. We know both Mr Alex-|
ander Murray, C.B., and Mr Howley
his assistant ;.but while acknowled-
ging their great theoretical abili
ties,we'can say very little indeed for
their repo-ts. The papers and re-
ports published by either Mr. Mur-
ray or Mr. Harvey, the talented
correspondent of English and Can-
adian leading journals, would only
afford laughing stock for men liv-
ing in Canada who know good land
from bad land, and good forests
from inferior’ forests. If neces-
sary we can very fully substantiate
all we say in this regard.

Therefore we again say, let
Newfoundland move with caution,
for she is embarked upon a danger-
ous financial sea, where true and
trusty pilots are her only safety.
This is the great epoch in her his-
tory; a momentous item for the fu-
ture chronicler. It is a step.des-
tined either to elevate that isolated
land to the rank of Sisterhood
among the other Colonies, to make
her the link binding the' old world
with the new, and infusing new
life, new energy, modern modes of
action and a more progressive
spiritamongher people: or ’tis a step
destined to rob her for evermore
of the financial peace she has so
long enjoyed ; a huge
vampire that having sucked out
the last drop of her blood will
cry out for more ; an un
dertaking that will make
familiar to the people faces never
seen in the Island before,—the
face of the bondholder, of the tax-
gatherer of the man crying out for
money while the Colony says, We
have none to give. It may be the
one, it may be the other; but hopes
for the former, based no doubt upon
the most satisfactory assurances;
and a clearly seen coarse ahead,
have brought the Island to its pre-
sent conclusion. yoia' g

Blessings upon her undertak-
ing, may it open a-° newer
and a brighter era for the fature
than the past has been, and
may the sun of prosperity never
set behind those hills, dearer to us
than any other in all this W/ide
world besides.

It i8 a pity ‘that our Provincial
Bench, so long the boast and pride
of the Province, for its high integ-
rity and, great ability, should in
these ‘latter times have its bright
reputation blackened by the mis-
deeds of any member; and this-re.
minds us to say that of all the duties
of the Government-in-Council, in
none should it move with greater
¢aution ard with more care than in
the appointment of Judges. A cor-
rupt and unscrupulous. lawyer will
be a corrupi and unscrupulous
Judge; the lawyer who. leagues
himself with men of low character
in criminal speculation and only
escapes condign punishment by
his own scheming, when ‘placed
upon the Bench is™ 4 disgrace
to- that highest 'of material
tribunals, and a. .reproach to
the Judges that sit beside him, 1t
is meet and proper; in the appoint-
ment of Judges that abilities should
be sought, but ability when lea-
gued with rascality, is a poor smb-
stitute even for poverty of intelléct,
if there be leagued with it, that
Integrity you cannot shake,and that
purity you cannot corrupt. Letias
at least for judges have konest meh,
else the” Bench - will some day ¥e-
come a reproach before the people.

“This is plain talk,” do we hear

some one say ?  Well it is plain
talk, and let him whom the cap fits
wear it. -~ We now say to. Sir
John, that another unfortunate ap-
pointment or two and he will find
he has lost that reputation he had
so meritoriously won, of “appoint-
ing judges who upheld the dignity
of the Bench, and kept the ermine
pure.”
. Let us back to our subject. It
is said Charles Weldon, the
Judge’s son, counsels his father to
remain where he is, saying he
would see the
enough before he would add an-
other vacancy to their list to fill.
The Judge may take the profound
advice of Charles or he may not;
now-a-days at any rate, the “boys
are wiser than the old men.” But
it will likely matter little. If the
Judge prefer taking the "advice of
Charles, the Government may ask
the Judge in consideration of his
years to resign, which would de-
stroy all the plans of the younger
Weldon.

Should the Judge’s place become
vacant, then no doubt our worthy
Attorney General, who would help
to keep up the old-time dignity of
the Bench, will likely take his
place. In -that case: there would
be an election in York, and there
would be at least two ridiculous
persons in the field—one a person
who “backed down” the last elec-
tion, and the other a hardware dea-
ler on Queen Street—besides one
or two clever and sensible men.

an uproar in our STAR office (K’ton) as they
do in the Evening Telegram office, the whole
force, from Demon to KEditor, would feel dis-
posed to lower them down stairs. Still, this
is the way a great many women eke out an
existence, and the American people seem to
encourage rather than censure it. I was much
astonished also, when I saw on the news
stands Hebrew, German, Italian and French
papers, all of which are printed and supported
in this city. There are three or four different
German papers alone printed here; and there
are more sold on the streets than of any English
paper. 1 send you afew of those, hoping they
will prove—not interesting but just curious to
you. As you will see, we have several Ger-
man theatres here also, which run all the year
round.”

Formal Opening of Normal
School. *

Speeches by My Cracket, Drs Rand and
Jack, and Gévernor “Wilmoty

The formal opening of the Normal School
took place yesterday at 2 p. m.  The guest of
thé.day Was @Goyernor Wilmot,—there were
2186 presdnt Besides the usual staff, the Chief
Superintendent, Dr Jack, Prof Fletcher, and
Rev. J. McLeod.

Mr Crockett addressed the student teachers
at considerable length regarding the duties

abotit to adopt. ~He especially insisted upon
tho*oughness in every department of their
work.-‘This was ‘to be achieved not by roie,
but by entering into the spirit of, the subject.
The great bane of all our teaching was, a too
eat attention to mere externals : this was to
obviated by teaching from within outwards
—not from the shell to the kernel. Sugh

Dr Rand followed with one of his usual
energetic and well-conceived addresses, in
which he endorsed the principles enunciated
by Mr Crocket. He spoke at some length re-
garding the length of the Normal hool
session, and said it had always been the in-
tention, of thé Board of Equcation,as cfot_m' ;
the tedching #taff of the Praviuce wpul mfﬁ
of'it to have only one terth ‘per yéar. - is
judgment the time had now come for action in
this direction, and hoped after this term there
would be only one annual session. This
would be better both for the student teachers
and the public at large—there was no danger
of the country being flooded . with tesdchers:
we had a staff of 1450 teachers for 1300 schools
which was about right. In Ontario they had
6 licensed teachers to each school; in Nova
Scotia there were about 8. He did not pro-
pose to fgllow the illustrious example of those
provincéS and reduce thd teaching profession
here to stich' a Eass as'that.

Mr Crocket then stepped forward and said he
had a very pleasing: uﬁ'_ .to perform, yiz:—
that of presenting to Miss Helen Freemsn
the silver medal given by the Governor “Gen-
eral to the student teacher who made the
highest marks on professional subjects.

ir. Crocket accompanied the gift- with a
few graceful words of commendation.

Dr. Jack then addressed the Students and,
spoke.very wa y on the subject of secon-
dary education’or rather, the™almost total ab-
sence of secondary education in New Bruns-
wick, The grammar schools had outlived
their uscfulness; they did’nt supply the miss-
ing link between the eighth grade and the
University; the money granted Grammar
Schiools was a mete gilt to ~cerfain * localities;
Hegave 3s an instancé a eertain Grammiag
School, which received from Provincial and
Local funds $610 per annum; the teacher’s
salary was $650, leaving $40 to be paid by the
district. he speculative trustees reduced
the teacher’s salary to $600, thereby making
$10, on the transaction, This was not a soli-
tary instance; and the sooner such anomalies
were put a stop to the better.

The Lieutenant Governor delivered his
maiden speech to the Students, and welcomed
them in the name of, the Provincial Board ot
Education. He said that his education had
been received rather in the bitter college of
Experience than in the classic halls of Aca-
demia. He pointed out the priceless advan-
tages which the present generation had over
the past in common school educatian; ana he
hoped when they went out to practise their
profession, they would take “for their motto
ge Si:ripthr%iujunctlon, “Jwe no man any-

ing, save love one another.” Nothing
was worth having that was not gained by
one’s hard work. He was very sorry to
see so few French students present,
The Board of Education had granted lozal li-
censes to 46 French teachers on the express
stipulation that they would attend the Pre-
paratory French Department of the Normal
School. Of the 46 so indulged only 4 had
presented themselves, He was at a loss to
account for such conduct; and unless the
Preparatory Department was better support-
ed, the Board of Education could not consent
to sustain it at such a large expense. As for
his own French he was sorry he had forgot-
tenmost of it, and while in the Senate had
experienced much inconvenience therefrom.
He was therefore the more surprised at the
absence . of - French ..students . from
our Normal School ; for while in Lower and
Upper Canada most Frénchmen =zpoke“-Eng-
lish, very few Englishmen spoke French,

Dr Rand then stated thatwe had upwards
of 250 first-class teachers, 850 second class
teachers and upwards, of 7,300 third class tea-
chers on the Provincial staff.

“If,” he
continued, *this raft went to pieces just at
the Falls I bave little hopes for the safety of
the men on it whoever they are; yet if they
clung to the raft until they got over the Falls
they might have got ashore somewhere be-
low ; but the chances are against them. It is
likely” said he, ‘‘the sleepers were going to
Fredericton for D. F. George.”
