Children playing With matches at
Arseneault Siding, near St. Quentin,
Restigouche county started another
forest fire on May 29. Incidentally
dwellings were destroyed before the
flames reached the woods and it was
the portable pump for fighting forest
tires which provided the first effect-
tive means of fighting the fire as it
burned fhe houses. In this case the
youngsters set grass afire and in no
time their home was burning. Five
other houses burned in a short time
and the forest caught afterward.

At Five Fingers was a government
forest fire-pump and in twenty min-
utes it had been taken to Arseneault
Sidfng and put into action.

Lightning is a cause which cannot
be guarded against and is practical-
ly the only natural origin of fire in
the woods. The first lightning-fire of
the season was reported from Clark-
ville Settlement, York county June 3.
A heavy thunder storm with a little
rain passed over the section In the
afternoon. A light emoke was obser-
ved rising from Crown Land along
McDonald Brook soon afterward
but as it died down little was thought
of it. On the next day with hot weath-
er and & high wind the smoke came
up again and soon it was seen that a
forest, fire was raging. Local people
acted promptly and by the next morn-
ing the fire was under control and
did not spring up again with the
freshening wind.

Westminster Gazette)
Sir:—In the réminiscences publish-
ed by Lord Grey of Fallodon in your
colimns he states that some observa-
tions of Bonar Law confirmed him in
his doubts whether British public
opinion in 1914 would have support-
ed war with France against Ge: many
it the i-trality of Velgtum Sad not
been violated. Lnd Grey savs thar
Bonar Law visited him in his room
at the House of Commons frequently
during the last fatal week in order to
ascertain the progress of the nego-
tiations, and that on one occasion he
expressed a doubt whether the Con-
servative party would be united in
declaring war—unless Belgium was
touched.

In 1925, our leaders go out leaving
nothing behind them which they
could take. Even the great traditions
have expropriating labels ready for
transportation. Yea, even the “pic
tures” were not ® be left. What hie-
torian will liken the adventure of
1925 to the adventure of 1843!

The plea that it is impossible to dc
justice in all cases simply means
that to do justice would involvc
material concessions that they re-
fuse to make, but what avalils the
larger vision if it be not accompanied
by the larger justice?
