farm and fireside.
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 

His Household.

For Sale by ALONZO STAPLES.

When the ground is worked to a fine 
condition the roots penetrate the soil more 
easily, secure a greater share of plant food, 
and grow more rapidly than when but 
slight cultivation is given the soil. Care­
ful cultivation thus increases the yield of 
the crop by affording greater feeding cap­
acity to the roots of the plants.

No mechanic will attempt to perform a 
full day’s work without sharp tools, yet 
farmers will use the same tools a whole 
year without sharpening them. It is as 
important to keep the farm tools in good 
order as it is to have a sharp axe, as the 
better the condition of the tools and im­
plements the lees effort is required by the 
teams and the better the work performed.

Horses that work every day and are 
placed in their stalls at night to come out 
for labor the next morning, are compelled 
to subsist on grain, hay and other dry 
food. At this season of the year green 
food of some kind is almost a necessity 
with them, as it regulates the bowels and 
cools the blood. If but a small quantity 
of grass could be cut and placed in the 
manger before them, once a day, it will be 
highly relished by them, and will also 
promote their health.

A slight raking or harrowing given the 
land early in the season will be more ef­
fectual in destroying weeds and grass than 
ten times the labor that may be given 
after the weeds are established. Labor is 
an item of expense, and should be used 
economically by applying it at the right 
time and in the right place. If every far­
mer would consider labor as something 
which should be used cautiously and with 
judgement, according to its value, a better 
system of cultivation would be the result.

There are many advantages in the sys­
tem of co-operative dairying as compared 
with that of the individual production. 
This is not true where the individual but­
ter-maker has not a near-by market and 
private customers of his own. If he has 
these he can probably get more for his 
butter than he could by pooling his milk 
and taking his share of the products as 
certified by the Babcock test. The co­
operative creamery is able to make a pro­
duct that will vary less than does the but­
ter from most private dairies. It can also 
be shipped and marketed in large lots at 
less cost per pound than the small produc­
er will have to pay.

If possible have long rows for the gar­
den, so as to permit of the use of the horse 
hoe or cultivator. By this plan farmers 
who give but little attention to the culti­
vation of a garden will be induced to grow 
quite a variety of garden crops at but lit­
tle extra cost of labor. The aversion of 
farmers to the use of hand tools, such as 
the hoe, rake and spade, debars them 
from making the garden a specialty, but 
by using a seed drill, and planting in long 
rows, so as to cultivate with the horse hoe, 
a garden will entail but little extra work 
for some crops.

The cows wallowing daily in the mire 
of the ham-yard going to water carry a 
liberal supply of mud into the stable on 
their hoo& making their quarters damp 
and unwholesome. If the barnyard had 
been drained and sanded this disagreeable 
feature would be obviated. The cows are 
allowed to wander around the bare fields 
to their detriment, and correspondents 
for local papers think it so cunning that 
they boast of it in print, as one of the 
signs that summer is with us in winter. 
The milk and butter quality get off the 
hooks from this clause, and the butter 
drops enough in price to discourage house­
wives. Give us steady, cold winter 
weather, that the cows may be better tak­
en care of;, give more and better milk. 
Again, we have smoother roads over 
which to draw dairy products to market. 
Cold weather is by no means detrimental 
to successful winter dairying.

A NEAT PANTRY.
Every good housekeeper desires to 

have a neat pantry, but she does not 
always realize her desires. In spite of 
every care, disorder will get the better 
of things unless there is a systematic 
arrangment of the contents of the pantry. 
If there is not a regular kitchen store 
closet, there should be at least a kitchen 
pantry devoted solely to groceries, and 
the contents of the pot closet should not 
encroach upon it. It is always better to 
have a special closet for keeping the 
kitchen tins and other utensils needed in 
cookery. Cooked food should always be 
kept on shelves by itself. It is a great 
mistake to mix up matters by devoting a 
shelf in the grocery closet to cooked food.

With three different compartments— 
one for kitchen utensils, one for groceries 
and one for cooked food—one can keep 
things in order with a little care. Having 
laid out the pantries of the kitchen, the 
first matter is to cover the shelves with 
paper. Practical housekeepers find that 
they can buy the white paper by the 
quire of the size and quality of that on 
which the newspapers are printed at a 
more reasonable price than the more ela­
borate paper which comes especially for 
shelving. A paper of fair quality should 
not cost over fifteen cents a quire if pur­
chased of a large dealer. A sheet of paper 
simply folded so that it completely covers 
the shelf is to be preferred to any paper 
with elaborately- scalloped edge with 
which some people like to ornament their 
pantry shelves. Like the eleborate edges 
of crocheted lace with which some Ger­
man housewives delight to decorate her 
kitchen shelves, theses scolloped papers 
offer a convenient resting place for flies, 
and doubtful as an ornament. Before lay­
ing the paper on the shelves spread a little 
powered borax over the shelves as a pre­
ventive of cockroaches, croton bugs and 
other vermin, which sometimes make the 
space between the paper and the shelf a 
retreat. As borax is a perfectly safe and 
wholesome article which acts as a cleanser 
of the shelf, there is no objection to hav 
ing it sprinkled plentifully all over the 
shelves, it should however, be under the 
paper, so that it will not stick to the dishes 
or get in the food. When the papers are 
changed it is not necessary to renew the 
borax which may be put on once in six 
months, when the pantry shelves are 
throughly cleaned and scrubbed. The 
papers should be renewed every week or 
two, or every month, according to their 
location and the use to which they are put. 
In the pot closet the lower shelf, which 
holds the heavy iron pots, should be cov­
ered with white enamelled oil cloth, as 
the paper cover is liable to be torn, and 
is unsuitable for the purpose. Some 
housekeepers use a heavy brown paper, 
but the enamelled oil cloth is much to be 
preferred, as it can be wiped off and easily 
kept clean. The plain, white oilcloth is 
to be preferred to the marbleized pattern, 
as it wears better, for that matter looks 
better. In the grocery closet there should 
be rows of boxes, which come at

such a low price that they are within the 
reach of every one. Their contents should 
be distinctly labelled on them at the side 
—not on the top—so that the housekeeper 
may see at a glance where the article is 
which she wishes.

The careless habit which some house­
keepers have of storing away the grocery 
packages in the brown paper in which 
they come is certainly to be condemned. 
They should be emptied in their proper 
box as soon as they come into the house, 
not only for the sake of order, but to keep 
them in good condition. Sugar and some 
other articles are kept in tin boxes. 
Cake and bread are two articles of cooked 
food, which are very often kept with 
uncooked food, and there ig no objection to 
doing this, provided there are stone jars 
or tin boxes to keep them in. Both these 
articles are likely to mould if kept in the 
cellar. A great many people prefer the 
old-fashioned stone jar for this purpose, 
always wrapping the cake or bread in 
linen cloths.

PROGRESS IN DAIRYING.

Mi,, John Robertson, the well known 
dairy expert, writes to The Herald regard­
ing the advance in the dairying industry as 
follows :

I have been visiting a number of the 
older settled districts in Kings county, and 
have addressed a number of large and at­
tentive meetings of farmers.

The subjects discussed at these meetings 
were chiefly connected with, or related to 
dairying, though other branches of agri­
culture ^ere frequently referred to. In 
Kings county the dairy industry is pro­
gressing as rapidly and successfully as could 
be expected, with very good prospects for 
further increase in the future.

I visited the Sussex dairy company’s 
establishment on Monday, 21st May, and 
found N. Eveleigh, the energetic manager, 
at his post with his assistants, doing good 
work in cheese making. This factory is 
now established as the centre of the dairy 
industry for the province, being used in 
winter by the Dominion government as a 
dairy school, where our young people can 
learn the art of butter making in winter 
and cheese making in the spring. Its situ­
ation is the most suitable of any in the 
province for an educational institution, sur­
rounded by a large circle of intelligent and 
progressive farmers, who are possessors of 
as fine or perhaps the finest valley of farm­
ing and dairy lands in the province.

The keeping of cows for milk has been a 
good part of their practice for some years to 
supply the city of St. John, but now the 
supply far exceeds the requirements of the 
city. On the 21st ult. the factory received 
7,412 lbs. of milk to be manufactured into 
cheese, which shows that the intelligent 
farmers of Sussex find the dairy industry to 
be profitable, or they would not continue it, 
and this is above and beyond the require­
ments of the city.

The Dominion government did a good 
thing for our province to establish a dairy 
school at Sussex ; our young men who at­
tended it received a great deal of instruction 
of thejriost useful and practical kind, which, 
no doubt, will prove a great benefit to them 
selves personally, and also to the industry 
in which they are engaged.

Our own local government are also doing 
a grand work for the province by giving a 
good bonus to those who build factories, to 
encourage the dairy industry, by following 
up the instructions given at the dairy school, 
and giving farmers information relating to 
dairy work and other improvements in the 
systems of farming.

I have addressed large and attentive meet­
ings of farmers on the above subject at 
Bloomfield, Upham, Smith’s Creek, Water­
ford, Corn hill and Havelock, and expect to 
visit Jeffrey’s Corner very soon. New 
factories are finished at Upham, Smith's 
Creek, Waterford and Jeffrey’s Corner. 
Berwick is also doing well, where we had a 
good meeting, and prospects are good for 
the factory. Farmers are feeling its benefit. 
Carleton county formerly wore the laurels 
as the banner county of the province, 
especially in dairying, as it holds the silver 
medal of the Liverpool and Lancashire 
agricultural society, England, and a number 
of medals won at the Columbian exhibition, 
Chicago ; but Kings county is pushing 
ahead and will be a keen competitor in the 
race for excellence in quality as well as in 
quantity.

I would again recommend farmers to 
make abundant provision of green food for 
milch cows in the fall by sowing oats and 
peas, and plant plenty of corn for feeding 
when pastures fail ; this will keep up the 
flow of milk and flow some money into the 
farmers’ pockets ; now is the time to do it ; 
if there is no sowing and planting there 
will be nothing to reap.

OVER FEEDING COWS.

A great deal of over feeding and stuff­
ing have resulted from the erroneous be­
lief that the cow could be made to increase 
the quantity and quality of milk without 
limit by simply increasing the ration. 
According to this theory it would only be 
necessary to find out the best ration that 
could be fed to the cows with the largest 
amount of margin of profits, and then go 
ahead feeding the animal with unlimited 
quantities. The cow would simply be a 
feeding and a produciug machine at this 
rate. Feed would be shoved in, and it 
would come out in the form of milk and 
cream worth twice as much as the food.

Unfortunately,this theory is not correct. 
There is a limit to the ration of cows, 
which the sooner we understand the less 
we will lose by unwise feeding. When 
the cow gets as much as she can digest 
and assimilate the limit is reached. All 
feed to her after this will be wasted 
material. Instead of coming out in the 
form of cream and milk worth more than 
the food it will not be valued at half what 
the ration cost. Besides, the animal’s 
system in the course of time will rebel 
against such unfair treatment, and a sick 
cow may be on one’s hands.

There must be wisdom and sound judg­
ment in feeding as well as in anything else. 
If any one expects to find a new system of 
feeding cows for milk and butter an easy 
way to wealth there will be disappoint­
ment. All that is claimed for the new 
feeding is that given good animals they 
can be gradually made to produce more 
milk than they do now if they are prop­
erly fed. But this increase in quantity 
and quality must reach a limit in time 
where it can go no further, and then all 
that one need to expect is to maintain 
this standard.

Every one must be the absolute judge 
of where this limit in feeding is placed in 
each individual cow. All cows differ, 
and in many ways. One will demand 
more food and give less milk in return 
than another. Such an animal is not 
profitable Another will eat more and 
give more milk tbari another. Her 
capacity for eating and producing are cast 
upon a large scale. If the yields are pro­
portionate to the eating capacity there is 
really not much difference in the relative 
value of the animals. In buying animals 
this point is rearly considered. The ques 
tien is, how much will she produce ? 
She may give good milk yields, but be 
such a heavy eater to make the milk timt 
there is little room for profit.

A MARITIME ROUND-UP.
How Cattle are Shipped from Hawaii to 

Maul Island.

Some of the 'longshoreman work done 
on the Sandwich Islands is quite as ex­
citing as it is novel to the stranger. The 
method of loading and unloading cattle, 
for instance, would make a stunning fea­
ture of a Wild West Show if a big enough 
tank could be provided.

It combines most of the features of a 
Mexican bull fight and an Arizona cattle 
ranch round-up, with an equestri-aquatic 
attachment peculiar to the islands.

The big cattle ranges of the islands are 
on Hawaii, where most of the stock is 
bred, but there are similar ranges on the 
Island of Maui, where two and three year 
old steers are fattened for the principal 
market, which is on still another island, 
Oahu, on which is Honolulu. When the 
owner of a Maui "range orders a bunch of 
steers from an Hawaii rancher the latter’s 
cowboys round up the desired number 
from the sides of Mauna Loa, where prac­
tically they run wild. They are driven a 
two or three days journey to a steamer 
landing, which is not a landing as we un­
derstand it, but a little bay where a 
steamer may lie at anchor near shore, 
and where there is on the beach a stone 
corral. At the end of the wild and hilar­
ious overland drive the cattle, fighting 
mad, all of them, are secured in the cor­
ral, and the cowboys give themselves up 
to the peaceful joys of poi eating and 
song, waiting for the arrival of the steamer 

The steamer anchors within 200 yards 
of the beach, and a big whaleboat puts off, 
carrying a tow line, one end of which is 
fast to a steam capstan on the ship’s deck. 
The whaleboat’s crew stop their craft a 
little outside the breakers, which are not 
large, and where the water is too deep for 

steer to wade. Then the fun begins. 
One cowboy rides into the coral. Two, 
dismounted, stand by to shut the coral 
bars when required, and two others, 
mounted, wait for their part of the per­
formance.

The cowboy who enters the coral ex­
pects to be attacked. That’s what he’s 
there for. His daring is recklessness, his 
horsemanship superb. Hie object is to 
get one steer to charge at him through the 
corral opening. When he does this the 
unmounted men drop the bars after the 
horseman and the charging steer have 
passed out. If everything goes well this 
is what happens : The cowboy dashes 
for the surf, the steer follows. The horse­
man lets the steer keep close enough to 
him to encourage the wild animal that it 
will get in some effective work with its 
horns. They go galloping, plunging and 
splashing through the surf, all the cow­
boys on the shore; all the natives in the 
whaleboat and on the steamer wildly yel­
ling “ Awea, bipi,” until suddenly the 
horse and steer find the water too deep 
for wading and have to swim. That in­
stant the steer becomes an easy victim. 
All of its energy and attention are de­
voted to keeping its head above water. 
The cowboy turns his horse, comes up 
alongside the steer, throws a short lasso 
over its horns, and passes its loose end to 
the men in the boat. They haul in on 
the now utterly discomfited steer, bring 
its head up close alongside and fasten it 
there, with a rope around its horns, to 
the gunwhale. The steer kicks for a 
while, but, finding that no effort is re­
quired to keep its head above water, re­
signes itself.

That is the program, but there are fre­
quent variations. Sometimes the man in 
the corral is charged at the same time by 
two steers, each equallly ambitions of im­
paling a horse, and both escape in spite 
of the efforts of the gatemen. If both 
steers charge into the water they are not 
interferred with, but one sometimes 
thinks there is more prospect of fun by 
charging one of the other cowboys, which 
is exactly what all the other cowboys 
are hoping for, and then there is some 
very lively horsemanship, an accurate 
throw of a lasso, and a tripped steer. 
When the steer gets up it usually consents 
to chase its captor into the surf, and is 
soon added to the gathering string of 
queer fish by the boat’s side. At times a 
steer, enticed out of the coral, will make a 
dash for liberty inland. .There are a 
whoop and a chase, and another capture, 
but sometimes only after a long run.

When twelve steers have been fastened 
to the boat, six on a side, a signal is given 
to the ship, the steam capstan turns, and 
boat and steers, the latter looking like a 
string of sea monsters, are drawn to the 
ship’s side by the tow line.

The manner of being hoisted on deck is 
as follows : Two stout belly bands are 
slipped under the steers and iastened to a 
tackle connected with a steam winch. 
Then up they shoot high in the air, the 
tackle boom is swung in and they are 
lowered ’tween decks, dripping and 
amazed, to be shoved into place with 
many cries of “ Awea, bipi ! ” that may be 
translated “ Ah, there, my steer ! ”

When all the bunch has been thus se­
cured the voyage is made to the “landing” 
of the purchaser on Maui. There is no 
ceremony there about the unloading. 
Steer after steer is simply pushed over­
board. Their instinct is depended upon 
to induce them to swim ashore, which 
most of them do. Some are too mad or 
too bored to do what is expected of them, 
and drown apparently, to spite their cap- 
tors. On shore cowboys await the steers, 
and to secure a good reaction for them 
after their baths give them a lively run 
on the beech, the cowboys letting the 
steers chase them for this purpose — and 
for fun. Then again there is much shout­
ing of “ Awea, bipi ! ”

CAST UP BY THE SEA.
Strange Recovery of a Ship That 

Sunk Fifty Years Ago.
Was

of her rigging, stumps of masts, and the 
hull itself were covered by thousands of 
sea shells, causing the wreck to present 
the appearance of the miniature ships of 
shellwork to be purchased at any seaside 
town. The leaks which had sunk the ves­
sel were now stopped by an accumulation 
of barnacles, and the derelict rode the 
waves like a duck.

A boatload of sailors was dispatched to 
board the wreck, and they found the 
hold and under decks water tight, save for 
a few feet of water, which covering the 
cargo, had sunk her. But this cargo and 
the other contents of the ship were en­
tirely destroyed, most of the former hav­
ing been devoured by the denizens of the 
deep. In What had evidently been the 
captain’s berth were found several iron- 
bound chests, which bad resisted to some 
extent the ravages of the time and the sea, 
but, on being opened, the contents were 
found to be reduced to a sort ot a pulp, 
with the exception of a leather bag. This 
had become hardened until it was neces­
sary to break it open with an axe, when 
from it poured a quantity of rusty disks, 
which, being cleaned, proved to be golden 
guineas of the year 1809 and amounting to 
the sum of five thousand and twenty-five 
dollars. There were also several watches 
of gold and a stomacher of pearls ; these, 
however, are valueless, having been black­
ened by the action of the water.

The wreck was attached to the Elsa 
Andersen and towed to Galveston, where 
it attracted crowds of visitors. On the 
fourth day after its detachment from the 
bottom of the sea by the quake, the water 
was all pumped out of the derelict, when 
it was found to contain three skeletons» 
two of them of men and the other of 
a woman's, this last being of a person of 
gigantic build, and in life of nearly seven 
feet in height. About the neck of one of 
the male skeletons was a chain of gold, to 
which was attached a silver crucifix and 
evidently a rosary.

THE TAMING OF ANIMALS.

Skill of the Ancients in Subduing Wild 
Beasts.

There are few lienefits which we owe 
to our forefathers greater than the endless 
skill and patience with which they tamed 
those animals which we call at the pres­
ent day “ domestic.” It must have re­
quired a steady perseverance, extending 
through countless generations, to have 
succeeded in inducing such eesetially wild 
and mistrustful animals as cats to lay aside 
their timidity and suspicion and to be­
come the faithful friend of man.

The people who accomplished this great 
benefit for posterity had, according to the 
Academy, more leisure than their restless 
and hard-worked decendants ; they were, 
generally speaking, members of -slave 
states, in which the food supply was 
plentiful, and in which we may suppose 
that both masters and slaves had plenty of 
time on their hands. In some cases this 
very utility came to invest them with a 
special sancity, which, as in case of the 
cat in Egypt and the cow in India, afford­
ed an additional guaranty for their pre­
servation.

The ancients seem to have tamed al­
most all existing animals known to them 
that were worth taming ; had they known 
the American bison, they might have 
added him to the list of draught animals 
we possess ; possibly, too, the weasel, 
stoat and polecat might have been re­
claimed and employed as a useful foe to 
vermin. It is certain that some mimais 
which were once tamed have been al­
lowed. to relapse into a wild state, such as 
hawks, monkeys and crocodiles in Egypt 
and weasels in Greece and Rome.

Once Lord George Paulet, in command 
of the British man-of-war Carysfort, was 
cruising in the Pacific. He ran into the 
harbor of Honolulu and took a look at the 
islands. He liked them. Accordingly, 
with the true British instinct, he decided 
to annex them to the extensive dominion 
of her Britannic Majesty. He landed a 
company of marines, hoisted the Union 
Jack, fired a cannon, broke a bottle of 
wine and announced that Hawaii was a 
British colony.

There were not many whites in Hawaii 
then, and the native government was not 
strong enough to resist Great Britain. 
The few whites there were chiefly Ameri­
can missionaries. But they were the 
genuine New England stock. They never 
lacked for backbone. One of them, Dr. 
Judd, the father of A. F. Judd, the present 
Chief Justice of Hawaii, was a man of 
singular courage and great mental force. 
He was the first white man to hold office 
in Hawaii, and was then prime minister 
of the king, Kamehameha, third of the 
name. In fact, Dr. Judd was the real ruler 
of the kingdom. Dr. Judd prepared to 
visit Washington to induce the United 
States to interfere in behalf of Hawaii. 
But before he could go Admiral Thomas, 
in command of the British squadron in 
the Pacific, arrived at Honolulu. He dis­
avowed the act of Lord Paulet and order­
ed that the British flag be taken down. 
Soon afterward his government approved 
his action.

Admiral Thomas became an immense 
favorite with the Hawaiians. They 
thought there was nobody like him. The 
king decided to give him a splendid ban­
quet at the palace. But the king’s know­
ledge of topics such as Admiral Thomas 
would be likely to discuss at the banquet 
was limited. So Dr. Judd arranged that 
the king and the admiral should sit oppo­
site each other, while he would sit beside 
the king. Admiral Thomas, who was 
known to be fond of talking, was to be al­
lowed to monopolize the conversation. 
The king was to say merely yes or no. 
Dr. Judd was to kick him on the right 
shin when he should say yes and on the 
left shin when he should say nt>. The af­
ternoon before the banquet the doctor 
coached the king carefully, and the king 
said he understood.

The banquet was really sumptous. The 
admiral was much pleased with the well- 
meant and well-cooked compliment to 
himself. The king also was in his best 
humor. By and by, when the edge was . 
taken off appetite, the admiral began to 
talk about public topics, and frequently he 
would appeal to the king to know if he 
didn’t think that way too.

At the first question Dr. Judd kicked 
the king’s right shin under the table and 
the king paomptly answered no to the ad­
miral’s question. According to the prear­
ranged code he should have said yes. Dr. 
Judd gave him another kick and he hast­
ily said yes. But a minute later the king 
got mixed again and the doctor’s kicks 
confused him more than ever. The king 
made so many mistakes that the doctor 
was busy throughout the banquet kicking 
his shins. And his vexations at the king’s 
mistakes caused him to kick pretty hard 
too.

But the king was a king, sure enough, 
mindful of his dignity. He never kicked 
back, nor did he cast one cross look at Dr. 
Judd. He merely listened to the admiral 
and smiled and said “no” when he should 
have said “yes,” and yes where he should 
have said “no.” The signals were inex­
tricably mixed in his mind.

APPALLING LOSS OF LIFE-
A terrible calamity occurred in Yang- 

tse-Kiang at Han - Yang, the popu­
lous city opposite Han-Kow, China, on 
April 21, owing, it is believed, to heavy 
rains in the upper part of its water-shed. 
The first rush of this flood presented al­
most the appearance of a wall of water. 
The flood, strewn with wreckage of all 
kinds, rose at the rate of six feet an hour. 
The scene was a terrific one, no less than 
seven hundred large junks and boats be­
ing instantly dashed to pieces against each 
other or against the banks of the river, 
which was suddenly converted from a 
placid stream into a gigantic mill race, 
running at the rate of three knots an 
hour. The loss of life is appalling, the es­
timate being that nearly two thousand 
men, women and children, the most of 
whom were sleeping in their boats, were 
drowned. Official reports record the re­
covery of fifteen hundred bodies between 
Yun-Cong and Han-Kow, while many 
are known to have been washed ashore 
where they were buried without the offic­
ials being communicated with by the 
country people. Three hundred bodies 
were thrown up on the bank at one point 
two hundred miles above Han-Kow. At 
several places where the river was narrow, 
the water rose twenty seven feet in as 
many hours.
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ADOPTING THE LIBERAL VIEW.

During the parliamentary session of 
1885, when the Liberals made their plucky 
and determined fight against the iniquit­
ous and expensive franchise, one of their 
contentions was that the provincial lists 
should be taken as a basis for making up 
the Dominion lists, but the proposition 
was scorned by the government and its 
supporters. They wanted their own lists, 
made up, by their own partisan revising 
barrister and the result was that the first 
revision cost the country in the neighbor? 
hood of half a million dollars, and was 
gros-ly unjust to the Liberal party. But 
the government led by Sir John Thomp­
son have by time been convinced that 
the Liberals were right, and the bill to be 
introduced by the Premier to amend the 
franchise law will provide for the adoption 
of the.provincial lists. Sir John Thomp­
son, in framing this new bill, practically 
admits that the attempt to secure “ uni­
form voters lists ” has been a failure, by 
adopting the provincial voters’ lists, and 
he is accepting the policy urged by the Op­
position in 1885 and ever since that time. 
The experiment inaugurated by the late 
Sir John Macdonald is to be thrown aside 
after an expenditure of nearly one mil­
lion dollars. The Dominion lists already 
prepared by the revising barristers and 
standing in type at the government print­
ing bureau at Ottawa wiJI be discarded. 
The revising officers are to take it for 
granted that all the names which appear 
upon the lists of voters prepared by 
municipal officers for use at provincial 
elections are those of persons entitled to 
vote at elections for the House of Com­
mons.

Sir John Thompson, however, proposes 
to retain the revising barristers, there will 
still be an opportunity to mutilate the 
lists in the interests of the Tory party, 
and the revision, even under the amended 
law, will cost at least $200,000. With 
partisan voters’ lists, and gerrymanders, 
the Liberals enter every Dominion con­
test under great disadvantages. The 
government play with loaded dice, but 
even with the handicaps against them, 
the Liberals are hopeful that the next ap­
peal to the country will see the end for 
the present, of Tory misrule in Canada.

day, intimated that after Mowatt is 
smashed, he and his followers will turn 
their attention to Sir John Thompson. 
Referring to the P. P. A., he said “ this 
child of necessity was born to say to the 
Dominion government that you cannot 
place a man at the head of the affairs of 
this country without the sanction of the 
people.

A Complete Description of the Brilliant 
Event at Belmont.

THE ONTARIO CONTEST.

The Ontario local contest is warming 
up, and there is considerable uncertainty 

'as to the result. Nomination takes place 
on the 19th inst., and polling on the 26th. 
Both the government and opposition part­
ies are very ably led. The premier, Sir 
Oliver Mowatt, is to-day, the oldest and 
most prominent politician in Canada, and 
has held his position at the head of the 
liberal government for twenty-two years. 
The people have absolute confidence 
his ability and integrity, and he has been 
the hero of many a hard fought contest.

Mr. Meredith, the opposition leader has 
been a member of the Ontario legislature 
for fifteen years, and is a lawyer of emi­
nence and respectability. He has suflered 
more defeats as a party leader than most 
public men, but is still game, and is now 
making the hardest fight of his life for 
power.

Will he succeed in dislodging the veter­
an Mowatt, is the all important question 
just now in Ontario, and it is a hard one 
to answer, so complicated have political 
parties become in that province. In all 
former elections between Mowatt and 
Meredith, there has been a straight divis­
ion on Dominion lines, but in the present 
contest, beside the Liberals and Conserv­
atives, the campaigners have to take into 
account, the Independents, P. P. A.’s, Pat­
rons of Industry, and the Prohibitionists. 
The number of candidates in the field, 
representing all these parties, except the 
prohibitionists, is ; Liberals 74, Conserva­
tives 53, Patrons 45, P. P. A.’s 27, and In­
dependents 9. The Reformers have stood 
aside in favor of fourteen Patron candi­
dates ; the Conservatives in favor of three. 
In seventeen constituencies, Patron can­
didates, who have been Reformers, are 
running against the Reform party candi­
dates, and in eight constituencies, Patron 
candidates who have been Conservatives, 
are running against Conservative candi­
dates. Of the twenty-seven P. P. A. can­
didates, fifteen are Conservatives and 
twelve Patrons of Industry, and two of | 
the Independents have been strong Con­
servatives. No doubt before the contest 
closes, the old parties will get pretty well 
straightened out, and the election after 
all, may be decided on the straight issue 
of Liberal and Conservative, as in the 
past.

Mr. Meredith’s platform is similar to 
the one upon which he went to the 
country four years ago, and upon which 
he was soundly beaten. He is in favor 
of abolishing government house as an 
official residence*, of paying provincial 
officials by salaries instead of fees, and of | 
biennial sessions of the legislature. He 
claims that the crown lands of the country 
have been mismanaged and generally at­
tacks the government’s financial record. 
On the separate school question, which is 
a factor in all Ontario elections, Mr. Mere­
dith says the guarantee of the confeder 
ation act, should not stand forever in the 
way of abolishing separate schools, and 
he believes the time has now come for a 
change. This declaration will call to his 
aid some extreme protestant liberals, but 
what he will gain in that direction, will 
be equalized in another.

Sir Oliver Mowatt appeals to the elect­
orate on his splendid record of twenty- 
two years, and as this will probably be 
the last appeal, his old friends are rally­
ing around him with great enthusiasm. 
He has made Ontario respected and ad­
mired among the other provinces of Can­
ada, and his name has stood as the syno- 
nymn of honest government. “ Give the 
the G. O. M. another chance, this will 
be his last time of asking,” was an effect­
ive cry in the last Dominion election, 
and it did much to send Sir John Mac­
Donald back to power.

There was a sentiment behind it, and 
after all, sentiment has an important 
place in all elections. It will strengthen 
Sir Oliver in his final appeal to his country­
men.

The intereàt-io the Ontario elections to 
New Brunewickers, is not so much as to 
whether Mowatt or Meredith will win, 
but how far the result, whatever it may 
be, will effect the Dominion contest, 
which must be held not many months 
hence. If Mowatt triumphs, it will en­
thuse and arouse the Ontario liberals for 
the greater election ; if Meredith succeeds, 
conservatives will feel that with all the 
local government machinery behind 
them, they may be able to carry Ontario. 
Then the influence of the P. P. A., now 
an unknown quantity, will be known 
after the present election. Its president,

The Maine Republicans have unanim­
ously renominated Governor Cleves.

A provincial prohibition convention 
will be held in Winnipeg on June 28 and 
29.

Rey. J. Anderson has tendered his resig­
nation as pastor of the St. Stephen Pres­
byterian church.

Dalton McCarthy, M. P., is to address 
several public meetings in the Maritime 
provinces next month.

The trial of J. R. Hooper on the charge 
of trying to drown hie wife by throwing 
her off a train at Louisville, is in progress 
at Three Rivers, Quebec.

Felix Carbray is the conservative can­
didate in Quebec West for the vacant 
seat in the House of Commons, and is op­
posed by Hon. T. McGreevy.

The Newcastle field battery will undergo 
their twelve days training at Newcastle, 
commencing Angust 6th ; the Woodstock 
field battery at Woodstock commencing 
July 2nd.

Principal Harrison, of the male acad­
emy, Sackville, and husband of Mrs. Har­
rison, the famous singer, well known in 
Fredericton, has resigned and will return 
to his home in Ontario.

Bert McKay, of Harcourt, Kent county, 
accidentally cut his finger Monday morn­
ing and afterwards got poison, supposed to 
be Paris green, in the cut. He suddenly 
took sick and died in great agony two 
hours later

Near Tralee, Ireland, a party of excur- 
sionsists picked up an old shell near an 
artillery camp and began rolling it along 
the ground. The shell exploded and 
killed three of the party and wounded a 
dozen others.

The Woodstock Dispatch says that the 
nine factories in Carleton County will 
turn out 180 tons of cheese, worth $36 000. 
The largest operator, Mr. Tilley, says that 
there is room in thé county for thirty 
such factories.

At Colpoy’s Bay, Ontario, James Shack- 
elton, the hotelkeeper had a bear so tame 
that his little four-year old son was in the 
habit of playing with it. Monday the an­
imal became ferocious and literally tore 
the child to pieces.

At Montreal Wednesday an unknown 
man took piano dealer Lindsay’s check 
for three dollars to Molson’s bank, and af­
ter getting it certified, raised it to $973, re­
ceived the money for the same at the 
Banque due Peuple and escaped 

At Paris, Monday, Lady Victoria Black­
wood, the youngest daughter of the 
British ambassador, the Marquis of Duff- 
erin, formerly governor general of Canada, 
was married to Hon. William Lee Plunk­
ett, eldest son of Lord Plunkett, Anglican 
Archbishop of Dublin.

The Fraser river flood in British 
Columbia has entailed a direct loss of 
$5,000,000, and fully 10,000 head of cattle 
and 100 persons have perished. From 
Revelstoke to the sea, 380 miles, the 
whole Fraser valley is under water, and 
not a farm building is left standing.

Lord Rosebery’s Ladas won the Derby, 
Wednesday, and the British premier is 
the hero of the hour in sporting circles. 
Hie success fulfils his prophecy made 
twenty years ago that he would marry 
the richest heiress in England, be prime 
minister, and win the Derby.

The annual meeting of Church of Eng­
land Diocesan Church Society and Synod 
will be held in Woodstock, commencing 
on Monday, 3rd of July, and continuing 
through the week. It is the first time in 
the history of these societies that they 
have met outside of Fredericton or St 
John.

Another disastrous land slide, resemb­
ling somewhat that at St. Anne de la Per- 
ade of last month, occurred in Charlevoix 
County, Quebec, on Friday evening. A 
huge enbankment caved into the Bras 
Noir River, near its junction with the Red 
River, and ten houses were carried away, 
but there was no loss of life.

The United States Senate have placed 
a duty of twenty per cent ad valorem on 
buckwheat, corn, cornmeal, rye and rye 
flour, wheat and wheat flour, with a reci­
procity provision permitting the importa­
tion of these articles free of duty from 
countries imposing no duty on them 
when imported from the United States, 
The duty on oatmeal was fixed at fifteen 
per cent.

Donald Morrison the famous “ Megantic 
outlaw,” is now lying dangerously ill in 
the penitentiary. It will be remem bered 
he was sentenced in 1889 to eighteen yearrt 
imprisonment for shooting a man under 
peculiar circumstances. Always accustom­
ed to life in the open air, the confinement 
of the prison has undermined his health 
and brought on consumption ; an effort 
will be made to have him released.

The superstructure for the new Wood- 
stock bridge is arriving by sections. A. 
Emery, foreman of the work, has arrived 
with a crew. The iron is arriving every 
day and is being stored in a temporary 
yard near the end of Main street. Mr. 
Emery says, that when completed, it will 
be as fine a highway bridge as any, and 
he comes from a place where they have 
good bridges.

The secretary of the society for the relief 
of Persecuted Jews sends to the London 
Times, a letter, describing the work of the 
society’s missionery, Scott Moncrieff, in 
Jerusalem. Mr. Moncrieff visited the poor­
est quarters in Jerusalem and found Jews 
in filthy caves and cellars suffering from 
hopeless disease and misei y, some of them 
being blind, fever stricken and consump­
tive, and all of them glad of a dole of a 
half-penney charity per week. Most of 
the 40,000 Jews in Jerusalem are intens­
ely poor.

Two disastrous fires took place in St. 
John Sunday morning. Shortly after 
midnight fire broke out in the Merritt 
building, and before the firemen conquer­
ed, the stores and buildings occupied by 
Charles Parker, druggist ; H. A. McCull­
ough, dry goods ; Manchester, Robertson 
and Allison, wholesale warehouse ; and 
Skinner, Leblanc and Co., were wrecked 
and contents destroyed. A. Miller and Co 
and Mollison Bros, sustained slight dam­
age. The total insurance is $123,000. The 
total loss will be over $250,000. About 
the same time, the Hamilton mill, in the 
North End, was destroyed. No insurance 
loss about $30,000.

The building for the new cheese factory 
at Rogers ville has been completed and 
the machinery purchased. The building 
is 60x40 ft. Rev. Father Richard, who is 
the head of the company, and the organi­
zer, has pushed the work with his usual 
energy. The stockholders have contribut­
ed part of the necessary funds and the pas­
tor has done the rest. The factory will be 
opened the 19th of this month, and it 
is expected that it will receive the milk 
of 400 cows. Fathef Richard, the Chat­
ham World says, deserves all the credit 
of establishing this industry among his 
people.

City CouncU Meeting.

The regular monthly meeting of the City 
Council Tuesday evening, was attended 
by the full board, Mayor Beckwith in the 
chair.

The auditor’s report showed the following 
expenditure for May :

Wellington Gerow and J. W. Fanjoy were 
appointed constables.

On motion of Aid. Macnutt a cheque was 
ordered to issue to John Black for $22.50 to 
renew the $1500 insurance on the Central 
hose station.

A cheque for $400 was ordered for Geo. 
Halt-, Almshouse Commisioner for poor ex­
penses, on motion of Aid. Gilman.

The water committee, through Aid. Moore 
chairman, recommended that tenders be 
asked for 250 tons of coal for the water 
works engines.

Aid. Macplierson moved that the com­
mittee be instructed to advertise for tenders 
in the St. John Sun, Gleaner and Reporter.

Aid. Macnutt moved in amendment that 
the whole matter he left with the water com­
mittee without limitations or restrictions in 
the manner of calling for tenders, and this 
was carried. Nays, Macplierson, Anderson 
and Duffy. Yeas, Gilman, Estabrooks, 
Golding, Farrell, Macnutt, Moore, Ross- 
borough.

A report from the fire committee recom­
mended a syren steam whistle be purchased 
for the water works and the one at present 
there and another similar, to be purchased 
and placed on the gas works, and the elec­
tric light station. Aid. Macplierson moved 
in amendment that a committee bo appoint­
ed to enquire into the cost of an electric fire 
alarm system. This was defeated and the 
fire committee’s report was adopted and 
their recommendations ordered to be car­
ried out.

On motion of Aid. Rossborough the road 
committee were ordered to erect eighteen 
plank benches on the river bank between 
St. John and Sunbury streets.

The city clerk presented the deed, duly 
executed, for the land granted by Mrs. 
O’Dell for the extension of Charlotte street, 
and the opening up of O’Dell avenue. On 
motion the deed was accepted, and the nec­
essary fences ordered to be erected.

Mrs. Wm. Doherty presented a petition 
praying that her son’s name be stricken 
from the assessment roll of 1893, and not 
put on for 1894, he being under twenty-one 
years of age. The prayer of petition was 
granted.

Aid. Duffy moved that a committee of 
three be appointed to find out the cost of a 
horse and set of harness for city use, the 
horse to be used to hall the watering cart 
and do general work for the city. The mo­
tion was lost on the following division :

Yeas, Aid. Macpherson and Duffy. Nays, 
Aid. Anderson, Estabrooks, Gilman, Gold­
ing, Farrell, Macnutt, Moore and Rossbor­
ough. Council adjourned.

The meeting was quite orderly, consider­
ing the record the council has made during 
the past six months.

Two Fires Thursday.

The firemen were called out twice Thurs­
day, at 10 a. m. and at 10 p. m., but in 
neither case was the conflagration serious 
in its results. The first alarm was from 
Edward Fraser’s house just below the 
curling rink 011 Brunswick street. The fire 
originated from a defective kitchen flueL 
and the roof of the ell was soon in flames. 
The fire also communicated with the main 
house, bnt the firemen had it in band after 
the ell had been pretty well gutted. Mr. 
Fraser’s furniture was got out without 
much damage, and his loss was covered by 
insurance.

The second alarm was sent in at 10 o’clock 
in the evening, when the sheds iu the rear 
of Miss Coy’s brick building on Queen 
street, just below Regent, were discovered 
in flames. The fire developed with wonder­
ful rapidity to the shed in the rear of J. B. 
Grieves’ grocery, and to the outbuildings 
in rear of W. R. Logan’s and Lemont & 
Sons, and for a few moments threatened to 
assume serious proportions. The firemen, 
however, were promptly on the spot and 
were soon in control. The adjoining build­
ings— a network of wooden ones—clear 
to Mvshrall alley, were wet from the recent 
rains, there was no wind, and these circum­
stances aided the firemen in keeping the 
flames to almost within their original 
limits.

THE NORMAL SCHOOL

Public Closing Exercises Yestereay Af­
ternoon:

The Assembly Hall of the Normal school 
was crowded with spectators yesterday 
afternoon, to witness the closing exercises 
of that institution. The platform was 
beautifully decorated with potted plants, 
and in the alcove to the rear, flags were 
tastefully entwined. Principal Mullin pre­
sided, and on the platform were Dr. Inch, 
Chief Superintendent of education, Dr. Har­
rison, Chancellor of the University, Mayor 
Beckwith, Prof. Stockley, Miss Clark, H. C. 
Creed, Geo. Inch, Mr. Brittain and Mr. 
and A. Belliveau, of the school staff.

The students, led by Prof. Cadwallader on 
the piano, opened the proceedings with 
Rule Brtitania, which they sang with ex­
pression.

Principal Mullin then delivered a brief 
address, speaking with much fluency-and 
interesting his audience. He said :

Dr. Inch, Mr. Mayor, ladies and gentle­
man — I am glad to welcome you and to 
observe that by your presence you take an 
interest in the welfare of the Normal school. 
He was sorry to miss the familiar face of 
Governor Fraser, who had asked him to 
convey to the students his very great regret 
that he could not be present, having planned 
a trip for his health which he had already 
been forced to postpone several times.

Mr. Mullin said he proposed today a new 
plan for the public closing exercises, not the 
usual review which, perhaps, was some­
times tiresome to students and spectators. 
Last year’s work was rather remarkable — 
First, we had the largest enrollment of any 
previous term ; second, it was the first year’s 
trial of a new experiment separating the 
third class students from first and second, 
and making a shorter term for third class. 
200 students had commenced the term. At 
Christmas we sent out eighty, and received 
about same number, so that the number 
now is about 200. Perhaps it was too soon 
to express a decided opinion on the efficacy 
of the change, but he was strongly of the 
opinion that first and second classes were 
better prepared that ever before to face the 
responsibilities and demands upon them. 
The year had been a pleasant one to the 
faculty, and he hoped also to the students. 
There had been a remarkable prevalance of 
good feeling among the students, and ab­
sence of losses which had pained us in 
former terms. He spoke of the accident to 
Miss Thorne, and said we had suffered some 
from measles, but it was a matter for sincere 
thankfulness that we are able to present 
an almost unbroken front at the close of the 
term. The students were representatives of 
the province, and Mr. Mullin spoke of their 
excellent character. He was sure they 
would prove a valuable aquisition ;to the 
teachers of the province. He had not 
known a more satisfactory term’s work 
than the past. For the future, the indica­
tions point to an increase in the attendance. 
Dr. Inch says over 500 candidates have al­
ready announced their attention to present 
themselves for the preliminary examination 
in July. In view of the large attendance 
promised, the staff might well shrink from 
the responsibility of guiding these hundreds 
of young people, but they would not shrink 
from the full discharge of their duties. The 
large number of candidates showed the 
vitality of the common schools.

Henry H. Stewart, of Fredericton, next 
read a class essay, which was written in the 
regular work of the school, subject, The 
Life and Work of Comenius, a distinguished 
Moravian educationist, who lived and wrote 
in the seventeenth century, and whose prin­
ciples laid the foundation of education in 
all civilized nations.

Miss Ella Wetmore gave a recitation “How 
the water comes tumbling down,” and was 
loudly applauded.

A double quartette composed of the Mis­
ses Watson, Price, Kilburn and Good, and 
Messrs. Tracy, White, Purdy and Edmonds, 
rendered “ My Own Canadian Home,” in 
excellent style and were generously ap­
plauded.

The students were then put through a 
series of physical drill by Miss Clarke, ex­
ecuting all the movements with remarkable 
unanimity and precision, Prof. Cadwallader 
accompanying with attractive waltz music, 
which must have tempted the young ladies 
and gentlemen to whirl in the dance.

James Edmunds, of Fredericton, next 
read extracts from his essay on Comenius.

Principal Mullin announced the winners 
of the Governor General’s medals ; in the 
senior class Miss Emma Veysey, of St. 
Stephen, and in the junior class William 
Tracey, of Hartland, Carleton county. Miss 
Veysey was closely pushed by Miss Cassidy, 
Miss Simpson, Miss Coats and Miss Beals. 
Mr. Mullin did not know whether the med­
als would be forthcoming. He had written 
the Governor General's secretary, but as yet 
bad received no reply. However, the names 
announced were the students who were en­
titled to receive the medals if they came to 
hand.

Miss Hannah, of St. John, gave a recita­
tion “Geneva,” in fine style, and was 
cordially received.

A chorus “ The Mill Wheel,” was given 
by the students, and the

Valedictorian of the Senior Class
was announced in the person of James A. 
Hughes, of St. Marys, York county, who 
read a very pleasant and well worded ad­
dress, indeed an eloquent and practical val­
edictory, much above many one hears at 
college commencements. Mr. Hughes was 
heard in every part of the large assembly 
ball and the applause at the close of his ad­
dress was very hearty.

A quartette “ Row boatman row,” was 
nicely rendered by the Misses Blanche and 
Barker, and Messrs. Wright and Tracey.

Dr, Harrison,
in a short address expressed the pleasure he 
felt at being present, and to hear from Prin­
cipal Mullin of the success of the past term. 
There was one thing which oppressed all 
teachers, the comparatively small amount 
of knowledge that can be imparted to any 
individual pupil. You must be satisfied to 
put him on the road to knowledge. He 
gave the students some good advice for the 
commencement of their career. He well re­
membered his first experience when hecom- 
menced as a teacher thirty-six years ago. 
The first few days are the most critical 
when the pupils took the measure of the 
teacher. He must then show his metal 
He advised the students to seek inspiration 
from the source of all blessings, exercise 
fair judgment, common sense and energy, 
and success must crown their efforts. He 
hoped God would prosper them in their 
future course.

Mayor Beclrwlth
expressed in well couched language his 
pleasure at being present, as representing 
the citizens of Fredericton he could say that 
we all felt the warmest interest in the Nor­
mal school. He wished all the students 
full success in the future, and trusted they 
would remember with pleasure their resid­
ence in Fredericton. His worship was 
heartily applauded.

Dr. Inch
spoke very pleasantly to the students for a 
few minutes, and was given a grand re­
ception. After referring to the pleasant 
surroundings of the occasion he said he 
never ascended the stairs leading to this 
hall and saw through the window the 
military school in the adjoining lot, but he 
compared that training school to this, and 
he bad no difficulty in deciding that in its 
results this institution was far away ahead 
of the other. This was dress parade for 
the students, but the battle will begin next 
Tuesday when the examination for licenses 
commences. He hoped all would succeed, 
but that would, perhaps, be too much to 
hope for. Do not get into a panic about 
the examination. Keep cool and leave the 
consequences to work out themselves. If 
you have deserved success, made the 
preparation, you will win. He said there 
are 312 candidates to be examined for 
licenses, 260 in this hall and the 
remainder at St. John and Chatham. 
There are 550 or 560 candidates 
for the next term of the Normal School, 
150 or 200 of whom are coming up for ad­

vance of class, and this latter fact was very 
encouraging to him and all connected with 
educational work in this province.

Students and teachers then formed a 
grand chain around the hall and sang Auld 
Lang Syne, and the audience joined them 
in singing the national anthem, closing the 
very pleasant and instructive afternoon’s 
exercises.

During the past session there have been 
320 students enrolled in the Normal school ; 
293 of these have been in the English de­
partment, of which 258 entered on Septem­
ber 1st, and 35 in January and since. The 
remaining 27 were in the French depart­
ment, 18 of whom entered in August, and 9 
in January. Of the 258 who entered in 
September, 52 passed the entrance test for 
first class or were admitted thereto on ac­
count of holding matriculation certificates ; 
95 were admitted as second class ; and 111 
asj third. Of these, three second class and 
three third class students have had to leave 
school on account of illness. Of the 35 who 
were enrolled this year, 30 held second class 
licenses, four were third class teachers, and 
one was a graduate in arts. Of these one 
has withdrawn from the school. Of the 
whole 286 students of the English depart­
ment, 89 were classified third ; 130 second, 
and 67 first. Of those who entered as first 
class, 21 have been transferred to the junior 
division, while six who entered as second 
class have been finally classified as first. 
The 27 students of the French department 
were all classified third. Three teachers 
are attending school without having en­
rolled. The license examinations begin on 
Tuesday, June 12th.

The marriage of Charles Scott of Dum- 
ries, and Agnes Kirk, daughter of the late 
John Kirk, was celebrated at the bride's 
home at New Maryland, Wednesday at 10 
a. m., the ceremony being performed by the 
Rev. Willard Macdonald. There was neither 
bridesmaids nor groomsman, and besides 
a few friends from Dumfries and Frederic­
ton, only the immediate relatives were 
present. After the ceremony, dinner was 
served the company, and all united in 
hearty congratulations to the happy couple. 
Mr. and Mrs. Scott left for their home at 
Dumfries the same afternoon and were given 
a very warm reception by their friends 
there. Mr. Scott, who is a son of Councillor 
John Scott, is an energetic and prosperous 
farmer, and his bride is a young lady who 
enjoys much popularity among her friends.

Is the baby cutting teeth ? asked a Har­
lem woman on a visit to Boston. No, 
madam. His gums are being lacerated by 
the teeth, which are doing the cutting.

The British consul at Jerusalem, in his 
latest report, gives tome interesting details 
respecting the present condition of the 
Holy City. It appears that buildings of 
various kinds continue to be erected in 
the vicinity, and that the city is far out­
growing its former limits. On the western 
side houses have increased so rapidly 
within the last few years that quite a 
large suburb has arisen where formerly 
there were fields and vineyards.

Every available piece of land is now be­
ing bought up by private persons or by 
benevolent societies and missions, and al­
ready the name of “ Modern Jerusalem ” 
has been given to this new quarter. Last 
year the first public garden was completed 
outside the Jaffa Gate, and the trade is 
generally increasing, especially that in 
Jaffa oranges, olive-wood-work (now an 
important local industry), and olive oil. 
The export of colocynth declined in con­
sequence of a tithe levied on it by the 
authorities. It is gathered by Arabs in 
the neighborhood of Gaza, where it grows 
wild.

An interesting enterprise which has re­
cently been commenced is the collection 
of the bitumen which rises to the surface 
and floats about on the Dead Sea. Two 
sailing boats were taked by train from 
Jaffa to Jerusalem, and then conveyed on 
carts to the Jordan, where they were 
floated down the river to the Dead Sea, 
and they are now engaged in picking up 
the bitumen which is in much request in 
Europe. The consul thinks it would be 
advantageous to trade with the inland 
districts if a steam launch and several 
lighters were placed on the Dead Sea to 
ferry across the produce of Moab, which 
is a country rich in cereals, fruit, and cat­
tle. At present it is conveyed by caravans 
round the north or south end of the Dead 
Sea, entailing a journey of from four to 
five days. Kerak, the chief town of Moab 
is now garrisoned with Ottoman troops, 
and authority is established there, so that 
if rapid communication were established 
the whole produce of Moab would find its 
way to Jerusalem and the coast.
