Mgr. Gaugllmuor, Art hbinhop of Vien­

na, will loavtj that city today lor Koine, 
where he will remain three week*.

Mgr. Di Rende, A|Mhttolic Nuncio at 
Parin, was recoivetl in private gudience 
by his Holiness, and, on Saturday, the 
l.’ltli, he left Rome on hi* way to Pari*.

The Count and ( ’ountew Camillo Peoci 
returned to Rome on Monday evening ; 
they will reeide at the Pulaxzo Santa 
Marta, which is situated behind the 
Vatican Basilica. On Wedneedav they 
were received in audience by Iiim lloli- 
nuKs, and ufterwaids by Cardinal Jaco- 
hini, Secretary of Suite.

The Fremilmlthitt, of Vienna, pointa 
out the iin|M»rtancc of the two recent 
discoorueM of his llolinew to the ItaljMn 
pilgriniM, and «ayn that they have mmle 
a great ipipreMnion on the Catholic world 
by showing how deed ruble it woidd lie 
to have |>eacc between the Vatican and 
the Quirinal. The Pope, it thinks, will, 
|jcrhaiw, in bin wisdom, find a mmlwf 
rireiuli, which will not compromise bin 
lignity.

The pilgrimage of Sunday week wa« 
the heventh Italian pilgrimage Rince the 
election of Ixx> X Ill. to the See of St. 
Peter. Immediately aller the election 
of the Pontiff, 25th March, 1878, the 
«ml of hi* Holiness was “ filled with 
consolation on knowing that so man)' of 
his faithful children came from all parts 
of Italy to do homage to the Vicar of 
Jesus Christ.’’ They came a second 
time on the liA of January, 187t> ; a 
third time, 8th Incomber, 1879—the 
first jubilee of the dogmatic definition of 
the Immaculate Conception ; a fourth 
pilgrimage, consisting of an extraor­
dinary number of ]>orsons, was received 
on the tiUi. Janiutry, 1881 ; a fifth, at 
which about 20,000 ]>ersons assisted, 
under lho presidency of the Patriarch of 
Venice. Mgr. (now Cardinal) Agostini, 
was received by Leo XIII. on the 10th 
of October, 1881 ; on the Feast of the 
Exaltation of the Holy Cross, 14th Sej>- 
tember, 1882, the sixth pilgrimage was 
received in audience. The seventh was 
that of.Sunday, October 7th, when 211,000 
[Mintons wore received in the right tcun- 
sept of St. Peter’s. On Monday, and for 
several days, the Holy Father has been 
engaged in granting audiences to the 
pilgrims in detachèd groups, who arc 
received according to the districts of 
Italy which they represent. At the 
pilgrimage on Sunday "several members 
of the Italian police force, dressed as 
eilinens, were present, and did useful 
service by removing some suspicious 
individuals who had managed, no one 
knows how, to effect an entrance. 
Amongst these was a relation of Tog- 
netti, who, with an accomplice, named 
^fonti, was executed under the Papal 
Government for blowing up with gun* 
[xiwder the Serristori Barracks, iu which 
twenty-two Papal soldiers perished.

The Catholic Congress at Naples, who, 
on Sunday week, were present at the 
Pontifical audience, received a special 
Benediction on their work from the Holy 
Fathef\ who mentioned them in a par­
ticular manner. On Wednesday the 
Congress was opened in the Church of 
Santa Maria dclli, Angeli, in Naples. 
There were sixteen Bishops, fourteen 
representatives of Bishops and 500 other 
Catholics, amongst whom were 28 dele­
gates from the Catholic Press. The Italian 
and Xeu[M>lit«n patriach was represented 
by tfce Prince ofilasignano, Prince Carac- 
ciole, Marquis Patrizi, the Duke Della- 
kegina, the Duke of Castallaneta, Ac. 
The opening discourse was pronounced 
by Mgr. Sanfolice, Archbishop of Naples, 
and aller referring to the opportuneness 
of the Congress following the manifesta­
tion of faith in the pilgrimages, anil of 
charity on the occasion of the Ischia 
disaster, he recommended emphatically 
the union of all Catholics. Prince Basig- 
nauo, elected Pqpsident, insisted on 
realising the will of the Pope in binding 
together all Catholic forces, besides the 
very itn|x>rtant work of the education of 
youth, and the establishment of work­
men’s societies. The Bishop of Foggia, 
on the second day of the Congress, 
speaking of the necessity of Christian 
doctrine in instruction, said that the only 
field remaining free to Catholics is that 
of the theological schools, ami he pointed 
out the utility of reconstituting, under 
the inspiration of theology, the unity of 
the sciences as in tlw ancient universi­
ties. He pro|>oscd the foundation at 
Naples of a school of higher theology, 
comprising nil the sciences—historical, 
uridicial, philosophical and linguistic— 
n relation with theology. On the third 

day Mgr. Capecclatro, Archbishop of 
Capua, speaking on the Encyclical of the 
Pope relating to historical studios, said 
that these studies should not be under­
taken with the intention of attenuating 
the truth,

Minister Weet’i Family.

The Washington correspondent of the 
New York World furnishes the following 
bit of gossip :—Minister West, of Great 
Britain, has, it seems, quite an extensive 
family after all, and ho is gradually in­
troducing them to the puldic;v When he 
first came here and produced a daughter 
to preside at the Legation, a great deal of 
surprise was expressed in England, as no 
one there seemed to know anything of 
such a member of his family, but Mr 
West explained, according to the gos- 
sipping papers, that he had been secretly 
married when u young man, and that 
this daughter, who had been brought up 
in France, was the result of that mar­
riage. Two or throe weeks ago a young 
man appeared at the Legation and was 
introduced ils Mr. Arthur Sack ville 
West, son of Her Majesty's representa­
tive. This week one of the local papers 
announces that two younger daughters 
of Mr. West will soon join him and their 
sister at the Legation here. Further 
returns are awaited by the gossips with 
impatience.

Cleaning Carpets.

In all our experiments wo have found 
nothing so safe and serviceable as bran 
slightly moistened—only very slightly 
—just sufficient to hold the particles to­
gether. In this case it is not necessary 
to stop and dean the broom every few 
minutes. Sweeping the carpet after the 
bran has been sprinkled over it not only 
cleans the carpet and gathers all the dirt 
into the bran, but keeps the broom clean 
at the same time. If too much dampened 
aside from injuring the carpet, it makes 
the wovk harder, because the bran be­
comes very heavy if very damp. Th« 
bran should be sifted evenly ot er the 
floor, and then the room swept as usual. 
The bran scours and cleanses the whole 
fabric, very little dust is atiade while 
sweeping with iL and scarcely any 
settles on fumitun^pictures, etc., after 
the work is accomplished, because every 
larticlo of dirt, thread, bits of paper or 
int is gathered up into the mass of bran 
that is being moved over the floor, and 
so thoroughly incorporated with it that 
it Will not be easily separated. Carpets 
swept in this way retain very little dust, 
as will be plainly demonstrated whenever 
they are taken up to bo shaken.

No Cum for Alsra

There is no just cause for alarm about 
the prosperity of Canada. Those who 
are making the outcry are in le rented in 
any depression that they can produce. 
As Sir John Macdonald .said in replying 
to Mr. Blake last session. “ None of your 
blue skies for them.”

Our industries are not declining; they 
have been simply a little too active. Our 
banks are not at all weak , one of them 
was very badly managed, that is all. 
Our business men are not largely embar­
rassed ; some of them have been import­
ing too largely in face of warnings, that 
is all. Our working classes are not 
suffering ; there has been a slight de­
crease in work, and, in some cases, in 
wages, after four years of constant work 
at rates of pay higher than any enjoyed 
from 1874 to 1878.

The revenue, too, is one that can suf­
fer large* decrease without hurting our 
credit, stopping our public works, or 
crippling us in any way. The taxation 
has been reduced by about $2,500,000 in 
two years. The rate of interest on the 
public debt has been considerably low­
ered. The debt itself has been pract­
ically decreased. The immigration con­
tinues to be large and of the most profit­
able kind. The development of the 
North-West continues though the boom 
in city lots is stilled for the present.

A session of Parliament is rapidly a|K 
proaching. If necessary it could be ex­
pedited, though there seems to be no 
special call for that. If there arc any 
weaknesses in our fiscal system they can 
be strengthened. If the Lusiliess of the 
country requires any fostering that the 
Finance Minister can afford it, he will bo 
very glad to be of prompt and efficient 
service. The outrage which was perpe­
trated by the Grit organ the other day 
when it declared that the Minister was 
ignorant and corrupt has already been 
resented by the business men of the coun­
try. who know that they have never at 
any tinufAppronchcd .Sir Loonaitl Tilley 
without meeting with a cordial reception, 
nor asked for a reasonable thing which 
he unreasonably refused.—Toronto Mail.

General Newt Items.

Archbishop of Edinburgh, left only £98 
behind him after*his funeral expenses 
were paid. He was very generous to 
tho poor.

Monsignor Fabre has refused to inter­
fere in the dispute between the French 
priest and the Irish Catholics in the 
parish of Stc. Cunnegondc. The matter 
has been referred for decision to tho new 
Apostolic delegate.

A prize fight for $1,000 a side took 
place at Caldwell, Ohio, lately, between 
McFadden, of Winnipeg, and Martland, 
of SL Louis. The tight was ended at the 
14th round. Martland receiving punish­
ment from which it is thought lie can 
not recover.

In his annual report Gen. Sherman 
says :—1 am convinced, after having seen 
many of the most celebrated military 
schools of the world, that ours are the 
best. I now regard tho Indians ns sub­
stantially eliminated from the problem 
of the army. Such Indian wars as have 
hitherto disturbed public peace and tran­
quility are not probable.

What u change since 
then ' Now actors arc the companions 
of, noblemen . they dine with kings, they 
condescend in the presence of primes. 
There is the American girl fuDinstimcc, 
the haughty Mary Anderson, who refused 
to call upon the Prince of Wales, and 
who coin|H.*lled the mountain to come 
to Mahomet. Just fancy Charles the 
First, or even the pig headed George the 
First, calling ly upon an actress,
and the actress receiving him as an 
equal ' Why, it is enough to raise all the 
Charleses and Jameses and Georges out 
>f their tombs, with the clay on their 

eyes, to protest against such condescen­
sion—such exaltation. And the pride 
of the actors i* not of intellect alone. 
They have lots of money. Mary An­
derson has a splendid yacht. She receives 
as high as a thousand pounds a night 
lor acting in Ixmdon. or as much as 
Canada s great premier's income in two 
nights. Irving did something princely 
on leaving England. He gave his whole 
company a month's pay as a present for 
|>ockct money, and paid their wine hill 
on their arrival. And so all round ; 
intellect is liecoming king, above all, 
artistic intellect. It is true the time 
has arrived when all sorts of talent are 
rewarded, hut then you must be a top- 
sawyer to obtain the greatest reward ; 
and naturally. There are ha*e liall- 
players in the Vnitcd States who arc 
sqre ol a steady income of 8500ÎI for 
howling. In New York, it a man can 
draw corks better than any other, or 
i»|>en oysters, or grin through a horse 
collar, his bread and butter is secure ; 
the second best cork drawer may make 
a poor living, but woe betide the third- 
rate, he has got to starve. A first-class 
stage actor, dramatist, comedian, lec­
turer, or writer generally, is safe, hut 
there are others, those who follow (and 
|K*rhaps often should lead ) whose fate is 
hard indeed. They starve and die broken 
hearted And after all there are lew 
Anderson*, and fewer Irvings. it is 
important to notice the power intellect 
is obtaining in our day, for it may lead 
to great political, as it ha* undoubtedly 
led to great social, change*. Southern, 
the actor, came here to Canada, u few 
years ago, on a shooting excursion, in 
company with the Duke of Beaufort, 
and no one thought it strange except 
the philosopher. But could any Duke, 
or even Baron, in good standing, have 
gone around on such term* of equality 
with David Garrick ? Hardly. It is 
not the masses that are destined to break 
down the great English aristocracy, il is 
the forces of intellect now in operation, 
though the masses will be welded tor 
that pur|KMC.

No one is surprised at seeing the Pat- 
riof in a state- of agitation over the 
withdrawal ol the Prnteem of Wain and 
St. Laicrenc» and the* substitution for 
them of the XapoUtm the Third and Surth- 
em Light, as a temporary measure by 
the Government of the lk>miniou.

AIs>ut this time a year ago. several 
steamIsjats were rejsirted lost on the 
lakes one after the other in such rapid 
succession that the public became 
alarmed. There was almost a panic, 
and as is usual in times of excitement, all 
eyes were turned on the Government. 
At last the Pro|>elloi^ .lw<i. from Col­
ling wood, Ontario, was lost in Lake 
Superior wth all hands, and the 
excitement became intense. Then it 
was that the Grit press with one voice, 
seizing such a splendid opportunity, 
turned fiercely on the Government and 
accused it of allowing rotten vessels to sail 
the lakes without certificates, and with­
out inspection, to the g mit loss of the 
lives of Her Majesty s Canadian subjects. 
We need hardly state that the Globe led 
the assault, and have no doubt the Patriot 
folk)wed in its wake in line with other 
snarlers. Strict inspection was loudly 
and angrily called tor. and a condemn 
ation of all vessels deemed unsoaworthy, 
then and there. Previous to this, how­
ever, the Government with its usual 
foresight, had given its careful attention 
to the matter, as is shewn by the issue of 
the “ Steamboat Inspection Act of 1882,”1 
(assented to on the 17th May. 1882.) in 
which very stringent clauses were framed 
for the protection of life on Canadian 
waters,so stringent that even the Globe de­
clared itself satisfied with them, if they 
were carried out. They have been carried 
out to the letter, and now hearken to the 
howl raised by the Patriot. We shall 
not say a word Against the Princeit» or 
the St. Latrrence ; one of them is old 
enough to remember she was designed 
for blockading purposes twenty years 
ago; hut for all that she may he sound 
in wind and limb. All we know for cer­
tain is that a competent Government 
officer refused certificates for these boats 
to the Steam Navigation Company, in 
August last, and it is to be presumed he 
knew his business. The Patriot, with 
its usual veracity, says it was late in 
September the Company was notified ; 
but this van hardly be—considering that 
Mr. Coaker was here in August—and 
that the other steamboats have their 
certificates dated August the 25th. It is 
a question whether—even it they’ were 
notified of refusal in July—it would 
make any difference to the Company. 
They must have known—from infor­
mation i-eccived the year before—how 
things would be, and have governed 
themselves accordingly. They must have 
also realized—that though trade and 
commerce are important—life is pre­
cious ; that hundreds of lives have been 
lost through neglect this past few years, 
and that any government worthy the 
name would care more for the lives of 
Her Majesty s licqfcs than the profits of 
a company. But isn't it really melan 
choly to have read the Examiner on this 
subject ? Just listen

Good for rest of the year ! How close 
to the mark our clever contemporary 
goes. Now we believe they are good for 
more than that period, but at the same 
time imagine that the Government 
pay» money for science in order to pro­
tect life, and with all due respect to the 
Examiner, and while granting its editors 
can write powerful and luminous articles, 
we submit those officers know more 
about steamboats than ye editors. There 
is at all events a doubt—and following 
British law procedure—it should be cast 
in fhvor of life.

It is eight feet long, 
three and a lialf wide and three feet in 
height. A large wooden covering, adapted 
to tlie structure, was, on Tuesday, placed 
over the memorial. This covering lias two 
skylights, and two side windows, and'Xto 
arranged that, if necessary, the visitor can 
move between it and the memorial tltrough 
a door on the east side Aw we have re­
marked. the memorial is exceedingly isiauti- 
ful and elegant Tlie sides ate of thick plate 
glass, quite transparent, tlie frame is of hard­
wood, handsomely moulded and (tainted, so 
a» to resemble granite The painting and 
gilding have boon done by Mr. Wm. Bethnne, 
in the employment of Mark Wright A Co., 
and lia» l«wm done well. At tlie liai», are 
four beautiful crosses, connected by a chain 
or festoon of small cieeses, neatly arranged. 
There is also a number of Maltese crosses, 
composed of flower» and evergreen» at the 
•I»» ; tlie roof ia jet black, through which 
run gold and Vermillion gilding for pur­
isme» of relief; within the structure proper 
is a profusion of I lie most lovely flower», 
done in wax. but so skilfhlly, that no one 
could tell whether they were artificial or 
natural. The* flowers were provided for 
Un» purpose by the Water» of Ht Joseph's 
Convent, and ont of them a crown has been 
made and placed at tire head, and at the 
font a crew, as appropriate as (lier are 
emblematic ; while on tho stand are placed 
over fifty I*"» and vases of artificial dowers 
of all dwnpttons. Since the erection of the 
memorial crowds of people visit the plate 
daily, and it is no uncommon sight to sw 
many of them praying for tire distinguished 
dead, while others pay tearful tribut* to hia 
memory. We have no doubt tin. present 
memorise praiseworthy as it U, is but tem­
porary, and that In the near future some­
thing mete enduring and worthy of the dead 
pastor will be erected.

AGRICULTURAL.

When muck cannot be composted with 
manure for want of the latter, it way l*e 
mixed with lime and left in a heap for a few 
weeks, when it will become better fitted for 
use. Th-t lime, first air-slacked to make it 
fine, should be evenly mixed with the muck 
in a heap, and left to ferment *ns long as 
possible, when it may he spread on the land 
either as a top dressing or plowed in. It 
may he used very liberally.

Nothing can be done with a swamp until 
it is drained in u proper manner It can 
then be used for growing onions or grass, 
but it will not be suitable for an orchard, 
The best use it can be put to is to make a 
meadow of it. To do this, the rough tus­
socks should be cut off and the surface 
levelled and plowed, then seeded to such a 
mixture of grasses as will he suitable for 
such soil. These are timothy, red* top 
orchard grass, fowl meadow grass, and pe 
rennial rye grass. A top dreasing’of sand 
or gravel is often useful upon such soil.

When pigs become unable to use their 
hind quarters, it is an indication of spinal 
disease, or more particularly of inflamma­
tion of the covering membrane of the spine. 
This affects the nerves of the loins and 
causes paralysis. The remedy is to apply 
hot fomentation to the back, wipe the skin 
dry, and immediately apply spirits or tur­
pentine. or mustard paste. The disease 
does not injure the pork in any way unless 
the kidneys are affected, in which case, if 
the water does not appear right, give half a 
dram of saltpetre. If the kidneys are dis­
ordered. the meat may taste strong.

Poultry need lime with their food. The 
common food alone will not furnish lime 
enough for a fall supply of eggs. In 
of nature a hen would lay a single liner ol 
eggs, hatch them, rear the ehicks. and then 
give up business for the season. The ordin­
ary food would supply this small demand. 
Bnt when a hen lays 120 eggs she will want 
aa much lime in a month aa she would get 
naturally in a year. Tbie excess muet be 
•applied. Crushed bone and oyster shells 
are the beet, and should be kept always 
within reach of the bens. It is art advisable 
to give eggshells naisse they are broken up
