. OrpErR OF THE HoLy ORrOss.—
Father Corby, the head in this coun-
try of the Order of the Holy Cross,
whose chief esiablishment ie the
University of Notre Dame, Indians,
snd Dr. Zahw, Director-General of
studies for all the colleges of the
Order, were in Washington recent-
ly for the purposs of arranging a
conpection with the Catholic Uni-
vergity  in that oity. The young
candidates for the Order of the Holy
Oross who are to be the future pro-
fessors in their colleges in the Uni-
ted States and Canada will be
trained here and will follow the
courses of the divinity and science
faculties. They will be located in
the neighborkood of the University,
whils living in buildings of their
own by the first of September.

This is-no fancy
portrait of Leo XIII. That his life
is being miraculously prolonged is
now very generally acoepted by tbe
faithful, and even by medical men
it is looked on as phenomenal that
o slight & spark should not have
been extinguished twelve or fifteen

years 8go."”

The growing importance of the
Vatican as a faotar in Huropean
polities, not alone in religious but in
all social and moral questions, is
then dwelt on, and the Pope in his
austerely farnished room is declared
to be ‘“a greater power in shaping
the destinies of the world than the
Tsar, the Emperor William, or all the
Foreign Scoretaries who fret and
fume through the length and breath
of Europe.” A rapidsurvey of the
conditions of the principal countries
of the world leads the writer to the
conclusion that while influence of all
religious beliefs is gaiuing ground,
that of the Church of Rome is mak-
ing such strides as -to threuten to
overshadow that of all other creeds.
He sees that the absence of theo-
logical oconcord among the clergy
of the Church of England places the
latter at a disadvantage in regard to AR :

That the -pclicy of the Papacy is
unslterably directed to the restora-
tion of the Temporal Power is a con-
sequence of the belief that its destiny
is irrevocably bound up with the
city in which it has its seat, or, in
the words of the writer, that “Holy
See is Rome, ard Rome, hallowed
for the Cathclic faith, by the tra-
dition of ~t. Peter, is the Holy See.”
Nor does he regard the recovery of
the Temporalities as by any means
80 hopeless as it-is assumed by most
outsiders to be; on the contrary, he
sees in the disintegrating processes
at work in United Italy, in its mis-
government financial unsoundness,
moral discredit, and fiscal oppres-
sion, oumulative evidence of the
probability of such result. A
State (he says) bolstered up by in-
ternational jealousies alone, ruled
over by an alien who cannot even
speak good Italian, whose father
sold half his own kingdom to seat
himself on the Pope’s throme, Italy,
the Italy of Umberto, Crispi, Rudi-
pi and Co, is tottering to destiuc.
tion. ” He forecasts its destruction
as likely to follow the 1 xt great
war; after which Eorope will re-—
solve itself into its natural elements,
with France extended slong the Re.
viera to Genoa; Venice and Lom-
bardy once more Austrian ; as com-
pensation for the loss of B snia and
Herzogovina formed into a separate
State with Hungary and Servia;
the House of Savoy relegated to its
hereditary dominions; and the rest
of Itsly forming a republic or feder-
atior, with Florence as its capital
leaving Rome and part of the Oam-
pegoa with & radius of twenty or
thirty miles of tersitory for the
Pope. With its independence se-
cured by the collective gugrantee of
Europe, the Holy See wouid here be
able to exercise all the functions of
sovereignty in a territory sufficiently
large to confer the independence and
dignity which are all ti at its parti-
sans desire, and Rome, in the words
of the writer, “ would once more be-
come what it had been for nearly
seventeen hundred years (with a
brief intervel), the home of the head
of the only True Church.” These
views are not new to Catholics, but
their publication in a leading En-
glish periodical seems to us worthy
of note as forming a landmark in
the advance of public opinion on
the question, A paper in which
they were pro ded would, ten
years ago, have n flung into the
waste paper-basket as the produc-
tion of a fanatic or a lunatie, to-day
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During the month of July the
patrons of the dairy stations in
this province received $38,577.86
for the milk furnished during that
month.

The wheat erop of Canada will
this year exceed that of Great
Britain by several million bushels.
The British yield is estimated at
46,811,000 bushels as compared
with 60,995,000 bushels last year,
while the Canadian crop will
reach 52,000,000 bushels, or about
10,000,000 more thun in 1894.

The Quebec Legislature will
meet for the despatch of business
on October 25th, The deficit
this year will be $160,000,- as
against $230,000 last year, and
Premier Taillon hopes to have the
balance on the right side by
"another year. The expenditure
for the first time in many years
will be under $4,000,000.

i An imperial order in council
prohibiting pelagic sealing in the
vicinity of certain Russian Islands
is founded on an act passed in the
last hours of the Rosebery admin
istration. The order does not
bring into force nearly all the
restrictive regulations which the
British government had power by
act to promulgate. This 1is
regarded as indicating  the
breadth of Chamberlain’s colonial
policy. Great things are aceord-
ingly hoped of the new colonial
secretary.

The correct fiscal statement of
the United States Government
receipts and expenditure during
the past fiscal year is made public.
The total receipts are.placed at
$313,390,075.11. The expendi-
tures are $359,195,298, of which
$141,395,227 are for pensions.
During the past three years about
$8,000,000 have been added to the
credit of the sinking, but prior to
that date the least amount added
in any one year to this fund ex-
ceeded $37,000,000. The exact
deficit for 1895 is stated at $43,
941,589.61.

In the British House of Com-
mons on Thursday, Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain, Secretary of State
tor the Colonies, asked leave to
introduce a bill for the purpose of
removing all doubts as to the
validity of the Act of the Domin—
ion of Canada respecting .the De-
puty Speaker of the Senate. He
explained that this bill was pre-
pared by his predecessor,and that
there was no doubt of the validity
of the Act, but it was best to
make the matter certain. Mr.
Chamberlain also said that he was
not aware that the matter had
been made a party question in
Canada. The bill eventually
passed its first reading, and the
second reading was fixed for Fri-

day.

Labor Day, one of the most re-
cently constituted Dominion holi-
days, was very appropriately ob-
served in this city, on Monday.
The afternoon was proclaimed a
civic half-holiday by the Mayor,
and business was almost entirely
suspended.

Belle Isle Wreckers.

On the 7th July last the stesmer Mexico
was wrecked in the Straits of Belle Isle,
bound from Montreal to Liverpool, with a
general cargo, including live stock and pro-
visions. [t was amnounced shortly after-
wards that complaints of piracy were made
by the captain of the vessel against the
Labrador fishermen. Into these, but more
particularly into the circumstances sur-
rounding the casualty, the Minister of
Marine ordered an investigation to be held,
for it was also charged by the Marine in-
terest at Montreal that the wreck would
not have occurred had the fog alarm ser-

vice at Belle Isle been in an efficient state
The enquiry was held by captain Smith, of
Haifax, whose report was received at the
marine department on Friday last. The
investigation appears -to exonerate the
captain of the Mexico from all blame in
connection with the loss of his steamer
Captain Smith examined the log book, and
found that it was properly kept. It showed
that the steamer running at an indicated
speed of ten miles per hour should by
dead reckoning have been at Cape Nor-
man, just where the captain thought he
was, when the ship struck the rocks on
Belle Isle, fifteen miles ur 8o further on
to the eastward. Capt. Smith finds that
the reason the Mexico thus overran her
course fifteen miles was that for about five
hours she had been steaming along with a
three and a ha'f knot current in her favor.
Of this current, an unusual one, the mae-
ter of the vessel had no knowledge what-
ever. There was also a thick fog as the
time, which accounts for the ship going
ashore within two miles of the lighthouse.
The charge of piracy against the fishermen
of Belle Isle coast is clearly proven.
Had tho marauders contented themselves
with looting the ship’s stores and such of
her cargo as consisted of provisions they
could not be so severely blamed. Butter,
cheese, ard bacon are delicacies which the
Labrador fishermen only know by name.
In the case of the Mexico the boarders
did not content themselves with carrying
off her cargo. The report says that im-
mediately after the vessel went ashore she
was boarded by fishermen, who plundered
the vessel of everything they could carry
away. They came in such numbers as to
terrify the crew, and the captain could
thus do nothing to save his ship from
their depredations. Besides carrying
away quantities of butter, cheese, and
flour, they stripped the vessels of her sails,
marched off the captain’s and officers’
personal effects, and even the nantical in-
struments, which, with the exception of
compasses could be of no use to them, ex-
cept for the purpose of sale. Worse still,
they set fire to the wreck, for the purpose
it is believed, of gaining access to the
more valuable cargo stored in tke lower
hold. The captain testified at the enquiry
that he offered to employ these men in the
work of saving the cargo, but they re-
fused, preferring, of course, to save it on
their own account, in the shape of plun-
der. It appesrs, however, that the local’
ity in which the wreck occurred is beyond
the pale of Dominlon jurisdiction, al-
though the Government of Canada main-
tains a lighthouse there for the guidance
of vessels entering and leaving the St.
Lawrence by the Belle Isle route.

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LABOR DAY CELEBRATION.

A GRAND DAY’S SPORT.

SPLENDID BICYCLE RACES.

Those charged with the carrying ont
of the programme of sports arranged for
Labor Day, deserve the thanks of the
community for the manner in which
they discharged their duties. The
sports were among the best held in this
city, and they were witnessed by an
immense throng. Thera were over
2,000 present at the park in the after-
noon—the grand stand being well filled.
The weather was charming and every-
thing augured well for successful
sports—and such they proved to be,
beyond cavil. Shortly before noon the
bicyclists assembled at their club room,
on Water Street. At twelve o'clock,
they started in procession, through the
principal streets of the city, headed by
the Citizen’s Band, in a carriage.
Thera were over fifty cyciists in line
and the procession presented & fine ap-
pearance. The streets through which
they passed were lined with spectators.

Bhortly after one o'clock the races
commencd. The first event on the
programme was the one mile novice
bitycle race. The contestants were
Cook, Caldwell, McArthur, Mollison
and Harvie. Just after starting a mis-
bap occurred, by which Harvie was
thrown from his wheel, and Caldwell
broke his handle bar; consequently
they were both out of the race. The
race was a pretty one, and was won by
Cook, with McArthur second and Mol-
lison third. Time, 2 47;. The quarter
mile championship bicycle race, in two
heats was next. There were eight atart
ersin this race, viz: Unsworth,Saunders,
McArthar, Prowse, Cook, Mollison,
Caldwell and Grady. In the first heat
Unsworth led from the start, and won
the race in 35§ seconds with Cook
second and Prowse third. In the sec-
ond heat Unsworth tepeated his per-
formance of the first heat, coming in
ahead, with Prowse second and Cook
third. Time, same as the first heat
35%. This left Cook and Prowse equal
for second place, mnecessitating their
racing off. This they proceeded to do,
and the race was a very pretty one.
They came under the wire together in
382-5. Consequently the heat was de-
clared a dead one, and the contestants
had to go again- By this time the race
had created no little interest and ex-
citement. When they were sent off,
Cook led and maintained his position
to the finish, winning second place in
the race. Time 43 seconds. The
half mile champicnship bicycle race,
brought out Unsworth, Prowse, Davies,
McArthur, Cook, Mo'lison, Harvie and
Caldwell. Unsworth won the race in
1.153-5, with Prowse second and Caid-
well third. For the two mile cham-
pionship race, Unsworth, Prowse, Cook,
Davies aud Caldwell lined up tor the
start. Unsworth won in 6.132-5, with
Prowse second and Cook third. In the
one “mile championship race, Prowse
won, with Unsworth second and 'Da-
vies third. Time 2.544-5. The three
mile championship race was a pretty
one and was keenly contested by Uns-
worth, Cook, Davies, Prowse, Mollison
and Caldwell Unsworth was the
wioner in 9.33 4-5 with Csldwell second
and Prowse third. Prowse, Caldwell,
Cook and Mollison were the starters in
the five mile championship race. Aftar
occupying various respective positions
during the ten laps, Caldwell won the
race, with Cook second and Prowse
third. Time 14.48 2-5.

Between these champioryhip bicycle
races, other races and a tug-of-war were
sandwiched in. The other bicycle
races were, a two mile bandicap; half
mile race for boys under sixteen,
Morgan and Wright rsce, one mile
against time. In this latter race omly
two entered, Davies of Charlottatown,
who made the mile in 2.46}, and Cald-
well of Summerside, who scored 2.44%,
and won the prize ; a pair of bicycle
tires. The boys’ half-mile race was won
by Pickard of Charlottetown, with
Grady of Summerside second. Time
1.21 25. The slow race, of one hun-
dred yards was won by Trev Taylor,
with Grady of Summerside second.
This was a very amusing race. Who-
ever toppled over had to take the lead,
and the hindmost won the race. There
were four starters in the two mile
handicap. Prowse was at the scratch,
Davies 100 yards in advance, Harvie
150 yards, and Whittle 200 yards.
Prowse was coming up well on the others
and was pretty suce of the race when
he met with an accident on the third
lap, by which he was thrown with great
force to the ground. For some time it
was feared he had been injured;
but he came to and mounted his wheel
again ; by this time, however, the
others were too far ahead so he with-
drew. Harvie won the race, Davies
gecond and Whittle third. Time 5.40 1-5.
The most exciting race of the day was
between Mr. Morse of Chicago and Mr.
Unsworth. Mr. Morse, it appears, an-
nounced his willingness to race the
best man on the ground, and young
Mr. Unsworth pluckily aecepted the
challenge. Morse was slightly in the
“s¢d from the start. Coming down the
home stretch, Unsworth made a beaun-
tiful spurt, with = determination to
pass the stranger. He did not quite
succeed ; but he 8o lessened the dis-
tange belween them that Morse was
declared the winner by & foot. Fhere
were three Foot races; 100 yards; a
quarter mile, 271 & balf mile. Io the
100 yards W. A. Edmonds was first,
Robert McLean second, and Patrick
Duffy third. Time 10 2 5 seconds.
Edmonds also won the quarter mile
race, with Hurttle McGregor second
and Philip Egan third. Time 6525
seconds. In the 220 yards Hurdle
rece, Edmonds was also first ; Hurttle
MecGregor second, and D. J. McDonald,
third. Time 29} seconds. The half-

mile foot race was captured by Louis
McMillan ; Philip Egan second, and A.

Gaudet third. Time 2.081.5. The trg
of war was between a team of Char-
lottetonians and a team of all-comers.

Praise for the North—West

The Department of the Interior has
received the report of the two delegates,
Messrs. Jacob Bender and Jonn Paters,
who were sent out from Nebraska, to
look up some suitable locations for
gettlement in the Canadian North-West
Their investigations were confined
chiefly to the Stony Plain and Beaver
Hills District of Alberta. The dele-
gates are German, and from the Ger-
man settlers at Stony Plain they obtain-
ed full and reliable information of the
climatey crops, and general condition of
the North-Western country. The com-
parison which they make between these
and the conditions which they obtai
in Nebraska is certainly most favorable.
to the Canadian North-West. Delegate
Bender, in the course of his rep:rt,
states that while in Nebraska, owing fo
more compact settlement, the facilities
for education and trade are rather
superior to those in the Edmonton
country, yet “the natural grass crop is
scant, 8o much so that we are obliged
to house and feed vur milch cows and
store cattle.” He adds that in Nebras-
ka fuel and building materials are dear
and taxes heavy, all of which exhaust
the revenue of the farmer in that State.
Mr. Bender thus continues his report :-
“I find that at Stony Plain my country-
men who have settled there for the last
four years have no taxes to pay, no
municipal charges of any kind ; their
crops are invariably, as to roots, native
grass, barley, and oats, an unqualified
succese. They have near at hand, if
not upon their very homesteads, all the
timber which they and their children
require for generations to come. Their
cattle roam at large over rich natural
pasture, for from seven to *3n months
in the year abuadant native hay is
available for wintar food. In short the
essential conditions of a comfortable
existence are of cheap and easy ac-
complishment. They are not putting
by much money, but they are increas
ing their cattle rapidly. improving their
buildings, and so far as I can see, are
abeolutely secure in a comfortable live-
lihood fur themselveg and children for
all time.” Mr. Bender adds that he
came out to Edmonton expecting to
find a muoch less favorable state of
affairs. In this connection he asserts
a fact that is pretty well apparent to
everybody in Canada when he says :—
“What letters we ses down in Nebraska
in the local press are usually written
by people who have been disappointed,
who have failed for some reason. The
contented and prospercus folks dont
writs letters for the information of the
general public, and if they did Nebras-
ka newspapers would not publish
them.” Further, Mr. Bender says be
is paying his own expenses, that fifteen
families or so will be anxious to know
what Mr. Peters and he think of the
country, and he adds :—We are going
to tell them exactly what we have
found. I am not going to argue the
matter with them. I'll just say that
this Edmonton distrtct suits me, and I
mean to seftle in it. I expect there
may be fifteen families or so who will
come up with me as-soon as we get our
affairs in Nebraska settled, porhaps
this fall, and Ishould not be surprised
if next spring fifty or ome hundred
families followed our example.”

On the subject of Mr. Chamberlain’s
colonial policy the Review of Reviews
for September has this to say :—*By
far the most serious problem that con-
fronts England in the near future with
regard to the colonies ig their financial
indebtednéss. In the opinion of some
alarmists, Newfoundland is by mno
means the only colony whose finances
give occasional cause for great anxiety.
The smash up in Newfoundland pro-
duced no appreciable effect in London.
It would be very different if any of the
Australian colonies were unable to pay
their way. The policy of the Argen-
tine brought about a fall of the Barings,
and precipitated a financial catastrophe
from which England was extricated by
tne skin of her teeth through the action
of the Bank of Eagland. Bat the col-
lapse in the Argentine would be as
nothing compared to any serious finar-
cial difficulty affocting Australian
credit. Another task on which Mr.
Chamberlain is probably engaged is
the drawing up of a comprehensive re-
port based upon the material which
has been accumulating of late years,
concerning all the proposed railways.
nndeveloped trade routes, and possible
markets within and without Great
Britain. Such a blue book, with maps,
would sfford a foundation for the Brit-
ish market policy, which he maintains,
not without oause, is the best remedy
for trade depression. At the eame
time, it is possible he might look out of
the corner of his eye at the question of
developing the home market.

burned down sufficiently, the venti-

lator is closed, and the men enter for
their vapor bath.  After they have
been in the heat as long as they desire,
they rush out and take a plunge, intod
the water or a roll in the snow,
according to the season. = The barra-
boras, or private houses, are con-
structed on the same general plan as
the casino. They are somewhat
smaller, and have only one very broad
divan around ; as they are never used
for the vapor bath, they are without
the fire hole, Several families gener-
ally occupy the same barrabora.

Sections of the divan are allstted to
each, and these are frequently curtain-
ed off by lirge straw mats, called a
tupigak. These strips of straw carpet
are beautifu'ly woven by the women,
and resemble the matting commonly
used in the United States. When-
ever we stop at a casino, one of these
mats is always spread for us in the
place of honor. The Alaskan natives
are probably the dirtiest race ol beings
on the earth. In their dress, habita-
tion and diet they are utterly filthy.

There is nothing too foul for them to
eat. They are always covered with

truly like pig-sties. None of them
can approach you unawares, as you
are sure to smell him from afar. After
Mass the atmosphere of our little
chapel is sickening, while in the casinos
it is actually overpowering,

An Alaskan costume consists of a
fur parki and a pair of long boots.
The parki is a long loose garment
made of skins, It is provided with a
capacious hood, which is bound along
the edge with a strip of the longest
fur which they can obtain, that of the
wolf being the most dzsirable. When
the hood is drawn over the head, the
long hairs of this band projzct out-
wards, and thus it shields the face
from the torture caused by the flying
snow of the winter storms. In our
parts of Alaska many wear parkis
made of the skins of the wild geese.
A pershn dressed in a new goose
parki appears as if he had just been
tarred and feathered. These goose-
hide garments are not very duratls.
They are easily torn, and besides, the
feathers are continually drojping off.
The little room which serves as our
chapel, is so littered after every service
with the feathers which have been
shed by the congregation, that it resem-
bles a hen-house of the temperate zone.
In very cold weather the natives wear
a second or over-parki made of fish
skin. Although this is a stiff and
noisy article of dress, yet it possesses
one great advantage, that in a cate cof
necessity the wearer can eat it. This
proves the superiority of Arctic attire,
for no broadcloth overcoat would
ever serve as a lunch.  Of course we
wear the native dress, except when we
are at home j our parkis are of squirrel
or deer. Qur over-parkis however
do not follow the native fashion, for
they are made of blue jean. The
women wear a long parki with the
edges rounded in front and behind,
then, as an additional precaution
against the coid, they run a quill
through the nose. The native boots
are long and usually made of the skin
of the common hair-seal, which is
very unlikes its famous fur-bearing
cousin ; the soles are flat and cut from
the tougher parts of the skin. A wisp
of straw is placed within eaeh beo:
and that is renewed as often as neces-
sary. When travelling, a pair of over-
boots of the same style are worn.
These native boots cannot be sur-
passed for warmth, comfort and
durability. Many cf the natives wear
during our warm interval, parkis made
of common cotton drill, which they
obtain -at the trading posts of the
Alaska Oommercial Company. Two
yards is the exact amount required
and not a shred of the material re-
mains when thg parki is finished.
The drill is measured by being strefch-
ed along the arms from the finger
tips, When they come to the mission
to trade for fish, etc., if they want
drill, they always prefer that one of
our Brothers, who is very tall, should
serve as the unit of measure. In wet
weather the natives wear a splendid
waterproof which js called an
Emaranetik. The Russians termed
it Kamjeika. It is an over-parki
composed of narrow strips of mem-
brane dexterously sewed together,
with a peculiar water-tight stitch, It
requires some practice to put on an
emaranetik without injuring it, for
when dry, it shrinks and becomes
stiff; but it regains its pliability as
soon as it is exposed to the dampness.
The membrane most nsed for these
waterproofs is the entrail of the
beluga, or to use the native term
Ob’tok. The word beluga, which is
the Russian name for the great
sturgeon, is used here to designate a
large species of rorpoise, which is
perfec®  milk-white and which
abounds in Bebring Sea. There is a
universal taste for jewelry among our
natives ; all are very fond of adorning
themselves with earrings, The nose-
ring is confined to the gentler sex.
They pierce a hole through the nasal
septum, large enough in some cases
to admit an ordinary lead-pencil, and
through this they pass ivory orna-
ments. A few large blue beads
strung on 3 wire forms the common
every-day nose-gay. Both sexes wear
labrets and thereis great variety in
the style of inserting them. The
women pierce two holes in the lower
lip near the base of the eye teeth,
while the men insert their labrets close

This glance at the diet of society in
the “ upper circle ” will convince you
that my account of their odoriferous
properties is not strained.

SICKNESS.

As might be imagined, their foul
food capses much sickness among
them. Whenever anyone is even
slightly indisposed he will come di-
rectly to us, so we always keep a
quantity of medicine at the mission.
Castor-oil is of no use whatever, for
we cannot cenvince our benighted
inva]ids that it is a nauseous remedy
and not a delicious foreign cordial.
We have to limit a dose to four table-
spoonfuls, and only one dose at a
sickness, relapses included. An old
fellow, called Avunok, happened to
bave a slight attack of the usual com-
plaint (it was about the egg season),
and camg to us for treatment, It
was Avunok's first introduction to
castor-oil. In the transport of de-
light he uowarily exclaimed, asher-
tok ! (splendid!) His complaint at
onee assymed a chronic form, with
no prospect of recovery. He
came twice a day and then three
times. Unfortunately for him, the
4 ashertop ” betrayed bim, so we
changed the treatment, and adminis-
tered a tomato can of strong epsom
salts, which immediately wrought a
cure. ' Strange to say, these penple
never use salt, and have no relish for
anything saline. Pills present the
same difficulty as castor-oil, our
patients obstinately refuse ‘“to take
them ”—for they will persist in slowly
chewing yp the delightful little bon-
bons. I jet them cHew ’?l till they
finish the'sixth, after that, if more
medicine is needed, it is epsom salts,
in spite of all entreaties. Mission-
aries here must expect a great deal of
raedical practice, If is very impor-
tant and serves, moreover, to weaken
the popular confidence in the tun-
roks or sorcerers, who are called on
to perform their grotesque antics aver
the sick. In our vicinity, the ad-
herents of the old schcol of therapeu.
tics have gradually disappeared.
Invalids no longer seek relief from a
bal masque, or hope for benefit from
the sedative influence of the drum
and rattle. No description of the
Yukon country is complete without
some a'lusion to the insect flague,
and it may be :died that no descrip-
tion can do justice to this subject.
During the summer season, by day
and by night, indoors and out, afloat

without cessation. Clouds of midges
penetrate everywhere, and ordinary
netting is perfectly useless as a safe-
guard, for these insects pass through
the meshes without the lzast diffi-
culty. - Out-of-doors one is complete-
ly at their mercy. They fly into the]
eyes and lodge under the lids ; they
cluster in the ears, crawl up the arms
and down the neck, in fact, omit no
chance of causing intense annoyance.
Jersey musquitoes, Adirondack gnats
and South Ailantic Coast
must yield the palm to Yukon midges
and musquitoes.

Those living in the busy

The eye wanders over the
gloomy, motionless landscape, where-
in nature’s thousand voices all are
hushed ; far away stretch the frozen
miles, lakes and islands, rivers and
plains, all undistinguishable beneath
one unbroken covering of snow, and
all so profoundly silent that the ear
actually suffers from the excessive
stillness, just as the eyes ache from
an excess of light. One feels as a
wanderer in the silent region of the
shades, a trespasser in’'some forsaken
world, where all nature is enclosed
within one glistening tomb. We
have only. two seasons here, summer
and winter.  Up in the interior where
there is vegetatior, there may be
some difference. {Vilh us the sum-
mer is very wet, and most of the time
exceedingly dreary, on account of
the immense amount of fog. How-
ever, when the weather is clear, it is
very pleasant. The chief beauty of
this season consists in the duration
of light. The sky is.brilliant all the
time. The distance between the
points where the sun sets and where
it rises is so slight, that the Jast hues
of evening merge into the glow of the
aurora. Winter comes suddenly and
in full regalia; ‘there is no gentle
gradation about its approach. The
Arctic cold is dry and intense. On
a calm day, one can move about out
of doors without discomfort ;
course, care has to be taken that the
face or hands may not freeze. If
there is any wind, the case is very
different,
winter is the darkness, The long
hours of gloom, from two in the after-
noon until ten in the morning, ren-
der this season very monotonous.
Most of the time it is cloudy and a
lamp is needed the whole day.
There is a constant succession of
storms, terrific blizzards lasting from
three to five days, during which one
cannot venture out-of-doors, except
at the risk of Jife. In March the
sun begins to be more pqweiful, and
then the eyes are affected by the
glare. This snow blindness is ex-
tremely troublesome and productive
of much pain. . Sometimes after a
trip the Fathers are laid up for sev-.
eral days, until the inflammation of
the eyes has subsided. Smoked
spectacles, of course, would prevent
snow blindness, but the meta'}ic rims
render them ‘unbearable; goggles
are much better. About June 10,
the ice disappears and the long
winter is over at last.
