Why is Mass Said in Latin ?

(From the Examiner, Bombay, 
India. )

“When Christianity was first es­
tablished, the Roman Empire ruled 
the des'iniee of the woiId Pagan 
Rome had dominion over nearly all 
Europe and large portions of Asia 
and Africa. The Latin was the 
language of the Empire. Wherever 
the Roman standard was planted, 
there also was spread the Latin 
tongue; just as at the present time 
the English language is spoken 
wherever the authority of Great 
Britain or the United Slates is es- 
•' Llished.” — The “Faith of Our 
Fathers,” p. 377,

"The Church naturally adopted 
in her Liturgy, or public worship, 
the language which she (heu found 
preaviling among the people. The 
Fathers of the early Churoh gener­
ally wrote in the Latin tongue, 
which thus became the depository 
of the treasures of sacred literature 
in the Church,"

The popular view which ia reflect­
ed in this passage has always in­
terested us, so we must be excused 
for a discourse somewhat longer than 
the importance (or unimportance) 
of the matter might demand. Let 
us take a rough survey of the dis­
tribution of languages at the time of 
Christ and for two or three centuries 
after.

Latin as a vernacular was con­
fined more or less to Central Italy.

In Northern Italy, Gaul, and 
Spain there was a kind of Celtic ; 
in Germany Teutonic; in Mar­
seilles. Lyons, Southern Italy and 
Sicily, Greek ; io Northern Africa, 
Punic and Greek,

Greek was of course the vernacular 
of Greece, Thessaly, Macedonia and 
Asia Minor.

Aramaic prevailed in Palestine,
The conquest of Greece had 

brought Greek into the Roman Em­
pire through two channels. Among 
the educated it was taken, up as a 
language of culture; among the 
lower classes it was spread by the 
multitudes of Greek slaves. Latin 
remained the social language of 
religious worship, the law, the army 
and the government ; but Greek be­
came almost the lingua franoa of the 
Empire—a language which every 
Roman was supposed to know. In 
most of the distant provinces Greek 
was spread, rather than Latin. The 
Jews of Palestine spoke Greek. 
The Jews of the dispersion spoke 
Greek. Hence the Septuagint trans­
lation of the Old Testament. Hence 
the New Testament was written in 
Greek, even the Epistle to the 
Romans. Again, the first Fathers 
of the Çhuroh all wrote in Greek— 
Ignatius of Antioch, Polyoarp of 
Smyrna, Hermes (writing of Roman 
readers) Paendo.Bernabas, Justin 
Martyr ; Aristides (addressing the 
Emperor) ; Irenaeus of Lyons and 
Hippolytus relating the Gnostics ; 
ClementTof Rome writing to the 
Corinthians, Sotor of Rome ditto,

In fact all the Popes of (be flrat 
two centuries seem to have written 
Greek if they wrote at all.

The original Roman liturgy is 
supposed to bave been in Gieek ; 
and the Apostles’ Creed, as it is 
called (apparently the Rjmtu 
baptismal creed) was also in Greek.

The first of the Latin-writing 
Fathers is Tertnllian (Ciroa 200 A. 
D.,) and he was an African. In 
fact Africa seems to have been the 
place where Latin was chiefly kept 
up, at a lime when it was practically 
neglected in Italy itsel!—even the 
Sibylline books were written in 
Greek. Many of the Jioman writers 
cultivated both tongues,

The need for a Latin Bible was 
first felt in Africa, where the original 
of the so-called Itala is supposed to 
have been made befoie it was carried 
over into Italy,

As regards the West, there is no 
doubt that the higher class retires 
0 G'-fil and G -rov r y and Britain 
oui ivated Lstin, and not Greek; 
an! that p.rtly tbiouuh this, and 
partly through the settlii g down {,{ 
the soldiery, Latin became an im­
portant element in the modification 
o* these ltnguhgcs.

But on the, whi le ii seems true to 
say that at no ’line was L tin “the 
language of ib. empi e" in tfesense 
of a universal lingua franca. This 
is far more tine of Greek, but not 
strictly tt ue qt 01 ue

The initial adoption of a Greek 
liturgy it R >mu was ohviou-ly duo 
to that b irg ho p-r-valent lungn-ge 
there. STmilai !«■ the iutri duotion 
of a L iiin liturgy in i s place, per* 
baps in the second or third century, 
was due to the revival and pre­
valence f Latin in Rune. Bn 
when we inquire why the L> i 
liturgy was spread over the whole 
Wes'ern t'hgroh, this seems to he 
accounted for, rot on any reflex 
piinciples of adop’frg the largua — 
of the people, still less because 'Latin
was the language of the Empire__
Or it was not

It came about, we think, chiefly 
from a concatenation of circum­
stances which practically made any 
other alternative impossible.

In the first place, the great centre 
of western missionary enterprise 
was Rome itself ; or, at any rate, 
the clergy who went out missionis- 
ing were always in the first instance 
men who were accustomed to say­
ing Mass in Latin.

Their preaching bad to be done 
by interpreters till they picked up 
the local vernacular for themselves.

The making of a vernacular 
liturgy was very difficult. At fiist 
the language was not well enough 
known, then when it became 
known, it was too crude and want­
ing in words, finally it was too 
fluctuating.

Some attempts were made, but 
without success ; and so in the end 
the clergy, who had been carrying 
on the offices in Latin according to 
their custom, continued to do so— 
letting the people make the best 
they could of it, and aiding them by 
suitable instructions as to what was 
going on.

Latin became a lingua franca of 
Westetn Christendom for similar 
reasons—because the clergy were 
the educated men ; because the only 
language common to the clergy 
everywhere was Latin, because it 
was the only stable language iu a 
time of chaos; because it was the 
language of the ecclesiastical writers,

only say Mass privately, and must 
bring his own books and server with 
him if things are to be done properly. 

Moreover, in the missions a priest 
is liable to bo sent to this or that 
station. Suppose he goes to Ahmed, 
nagar, be must say an English Mass 
for the soldiers. If he goes fifty 
miles further to Kendal he must 
say it in Mahratli. If he is sent to 
Aoand he must say it in Gnjeratbi. 
If he goes to Gooled good it is 
Mabratti again, and if to Alnava or 
Tumarioop it must be Canarese, etc., 
etc.

Traveling through the Madras 
diocese be needs Telegue in the 
north, Tamil in the south and 
Canarese iu the west ; in Travanoore 
be must un- Malayalaro, and in 
Oeylon Cingnesc; Surely no priest 
oonld be expected to equip himself 
in this cosmopolitan way.

We need not work the matter out 
further. The conclusion is that the 
vernacular system is unworkable in 
the Catholic Church because it is 
Catholic or world-wide ; and con­
sidering that Catholics as a body are 
perfectly satisfied and well suited 
by the existing system, there is not 
the least need for a change—and 
any one with the least common 
sense will recognize this.

Even converts for the most part 
gel quite used to it after a few 
months, and most of them then be­
gin to prefer it. And if there are 
a few who criticize and object, we

and because it was the only means can easily allow them the liberty of 
of communication between the
bishops and Rome.

The stereotyping of Latin in" the 
liturgy and literature thus eame 
about, not from any purpose of tak­
ing up the language of the people, 
but rather through the practical 
necessity of the case, and from 
simple common sense recognizing 
that necessity, and conforming to it.

As regards the services of the 
Church, the people, who in their 
pagan ceremonies had been used to 
unintelligible formulas uttered by 
their priests, took the use of a lac* 
guage they did not understand as a 
matter of course, and accommodated 
their devotion to it.

And so everybody was content 
until in the sixteenth century the 
Reformers began to stir gp the 
question, and to make a controversial 
and even a doctrinal point out of it, 
Then, and then only was the Church 
compelled to take up an attitude of 
defence in regard to a practice 
which had hitherto been unquestion­
ed.

The foregoing is a rough impress 
ion Thioh way need revising in 
parts ; but it is on the whole, we 
think, a far nearer ap roximation 
to the facts than the view, so often 
assumed, about La tip being the 
language of the Empire,

No one reflecting 00 the matter 
will, we think, deny that in the ab­
stract a service in the language of 
the workabippers -would be prefer 
able to a service in an unknown 
tongue.

Even allowing as we must that 
the Mass is essentially a gaorifloe 
directed to Gjed, and not an “in­
struction" to the people it seems 
obvious that the people, who are 
supposed to join in the offering 
would, ceteris paribus, do so more 
easily and completely jt was 
couched jn their own native tongue 

Nor is this obvious acknowledg­
ment a giving away of the case 
The Qhurytvd practice is in fact 
only Intelligible when understood 
in the light of history. The oironm 
stances of the past show how it un­
avoidably came about, and present 
circumstances show why, having 
thus come about, it should be main 
tained.

It is all very well for a narrow 
and circumscribed sect to glory in 
its vernacular services ; for such 
services are practicable io a single 
country where everybody speaks 
the same language. But iq a uni* 
versaj yi^sionury BOeoern, and so 
vast a concern, too, as the Ca holio

preference for the vernacular 
system, if their taste lies that way 
—so long as they do not make them- 
selves disagreeable over it.

With a short explanation showing 
how the people are able to follow 
the services intelligently if they 
wish to, and that they can also 
participate profitably and rationally 
by means of private devotions ac­
cording to their own taste, the 
apologetio for Latin services is com 
plete.

Scattered throughout the Province 
of Quebec, there stand more than 
two hundred aod fifty quaiqt and 
piotut eeque old manor houses, the 
rejicei of a day and generation when 
the seigniorial system added a dis­
tinction and a glory to the period cl 
the French Regime, Even today 
these manor houses pessess a charm 
and a glamour which even the pro. 
saio present has been unable todissi 
pate.

Of coarse there are some of them 
which have no strange or romantic 
tales to tell, bat they form the ex­
ceptions rather than the rale. Al­
most any one of them, selected at 
random, bas somewhere hidden away 
back jn its past history, a thrilling 
chapter.

With the seigniorial system and 
its workings, it is not the purpose of 
this article to deal. Suffice it to say 
that the system, while introduced in 
the first pjaoe for military purposes, 
became eventually the basis of a 
New World aristocracy, modelled on 
the old French patter», and that the 
seigniors, the lords of the land, held 
sway over their extensive properties 
with all the pomp and circumstance 
of the French noblemen.

It is only possible within the 
limits of a magazine article to glance 
at a few of the more notable manors 
and to oqntemplate any feature cor, 
peoted with them which render them 
worthy of notice.

In our last issue, we threw 
Some light on the Patriot’s 
juggling with figures in its 
bare faced attempt to deceive 
the public, especially the 
electors of the Cardigan Dis­
trict, regarding the Provincial 
finances. The Auditor s re­
port on the public accounts 
for the last fiscal year places 
the Provincial debt at $863, 
206.45. We know the debt 
must be a good deal more 
than that ; but even accepting 
the Government’s1 figures, for 
argument sake, all will admit 
the case is bad enough. We 
showed, in our last issue, that 
$747,788.76 of this debt was 
piled up by the Liberal Gov­
ernment since their as 
sumption of office in 1891. 
The deficits set out in the 
public accounts, by the Gov­
ernment’s sworn auditor, dur­
ing all these years make up 
this amount. The figures are 
there in black and white and 
cannot be denied. As stated 
above, we have no doubt the 
debt and deficits of the Lib 
eral Government are very 
much more than they publish 
in their blue books ; but tak­
ing the figures of their own 
sworn officials, the record is 
sufficient to condemn the Gov­
ernment in the estimation of 
all reasonable and honorable 
men. y

The Patriot, in its brazen 
attempt to deceive the people 
by dishing up a fictions and 
preposterous financial state­
ment overreaches itself and 
makes itself extremely redicul- 
ous. It draws on its im- 
magination for a state­
ment to be used against 
the Conservatives ; but were 
this statement to be consider­
ed the debt of the Province 
would now be $1,544,398. We 
know the debt is more than 
$863,206.45 ; but we never 
suspected it was over a million 
and a half, as the Patriot’s 
juggling would make it. Per­
haps it is that much. The 
Patriot’s statement of the 
Provincial debt, running con­
currently with the record of 
deficits in the Auditor's re­
ports, shows an increase of 
about $40,000 from 1908 to 
1909. How much would the 
increase be between 1909 and 
1910? Perhaps $50,000. At 
this rate of increasing the debt 
we shall soon have a burden 
of $2,000,000. The only way 
to prevent this is to turn the 
Government out. This must 
be evident from the Govern 
ment organ’s exposition of the 
public debt.

Turning from the Patriot’s 
presentation of the Provincial 
debt statements to the figures 
presented in the blue books, 
we find, as we have shown, 
deficits to the time of $747, 
788.76 rolled up by the Lib­
eral Government that 
promised to put and end to 
deficits. But the Govern­
ment are by no means done 
with deficits ; they are bound 
to sustain their reputation for 
debt, deficits and deception. 
Premier Haszard in his bud­
get speech at the last session 
of the Legislature admitted a 
prospective deficit of $38,235, 
on the financial transactions 
of the current year. We may 
be sure the deficit for this year 
will not be any less than that, 
whatever more. Even tak 
ing the Premier's figures the 
dificit of this year will make 
our Provincial debt over

increased in consequence from 
$128,000 to about $1,000.- 
000 ; the annual interest 
charge increased from $2,697,- 
44 to $34,155.63. The elect­
ors of the Cardigan District 
should not lose sight of these 
facts.

While our Liberal friends 
were rolling up these deficits 
and piling up this debt they 
were busy, in violation of their 
promise, extracting taxes from 
the pockets of the electors. 
In different kinds of taxes 
they took in about one 
million dollars. Notwithstand­
ing this million dollars of 
taxes they have as we have 
shown, increased the Pro­
vincial debt to almost,if not 
quite, a million dollars.

Not satisfied with all this, 
they are now increasing the 
taxes on the farmers of our 
Province. For many years 
the Liberal Government de­
ceived the people at election 
times by the shibboleth that 
they were energetically pro­
secuting our claims against 
the Federal authorities, and 
consequently would have 
ample revenue from this 
source, without recourse to 
further taxation. At one time 
a million dollars was to be re­
ceived from Ottawa : at ano

Forest Fires iu B. G.

Forest fires have been fiercely raging in 
British Columbia as the following intelli­
gence will show :

Nelson, B. C., July, 20.—In view of the 
forest tires raging about here all the women 
and children from Sandon were brought 
down to New Denver yesterday afternoon, 
as a precautionary measure.

Nelson, July 21.—From the fire districts 
the reports are that the Slocan fires are 
raging fiercely ; Grand Forks is completely 
destroyed, and Sandon is doomed. A furi­
ous fire is reported to have wiped J affray 
and Baynes off the map, It is impossible 
to obtain particulars. At Ralto the fire js 
travelling rapidly and back-firing has been 
resorted to. At Moyie the fire is still 
causing anxiety, but at present the town is 
safe.

Nelson, July 22.—The forest fires are 
still burning, but the fighters are gaining 
the upper hand, and it is believed that the 
worst is over, exoept in Sandon, which is 
in grave danger and may be wiped out at 
any moment. In the Crows Nest Pass the 
fires are still burning and Jmuoh valuable 
timber has been consumed.

Toronto, July 23. —The Canadian Pacific 
Railway tracks near Big Ben In British 
Columbia are damaged by forest fires, and 
the trains are delayed. Elsewhere In the 
Province rains and the fire fighters have 
far the bettei of the flames, and Slocan, 
Sandon and Three Forks are safe.

the old seigniorial mansions. The 
main part of the building is oblong 
in shape and has at one corner o 
round Norman tower which does not 
look unlike the old Martello towers 
that were erected throughout Canada 
for defensive purposes during the 
French Regime. Another tower of 
imposing proportions, rises from the 
other corner of the bouse, and in it 
is situated the green house and 
vinery. The library which is one 
of the interesting features of the 
house, is built of solid stone and is 
detached from the main portion of 
the house, standing at another 
corner. It is absolutely fireproof 
and contains over 5,000 volumes, 
some'of which are very old and valu­
able. A curious little old Norman 
gate may also be seen on Ibis side of 
the house. The view from the top 
of the mansion looking up the 
Ottawa is one unexcelled on any 
other part of the river. The present 
owners of the seigniory are descend­
ants of Louis J. Papineau, the Can­
adian patriot.

Another old manor house which 
has an exceedingly interesting his­
tory is that situated on the Seigniory 
L’lsiet du Portage in the County of 
Kamouraska. This seigniory was 
granted by the good Intendant Talon, 
in the year 167,2. The first manor 
house was commenced in that year 
and completed the following year. 
The original building was the habi­
tation of many loids of the seigniory 
down to the year 1835, when it was 
almost entirely rebuilt, most of the 
old house, however, being incorpor­
ated in the new building. About 
this time this portion of the Prov­
ince of Quebec had become the 
centre of a large shipbuilding and 
lumbering trade, and the master of 
the old manor house was engaged in 
this industry. The house is situated 
on a plateau, which rises high above 
the St. Lawrence River. As one 
gazes at the old house, standing in 
its lofty situation, the well-wooded 
elopes of the Notre Dame Mountains 
in the background make a fitting 
setting for its ancient walls. Near 
by runs a brook, coming from the 
mountains, which in the old days 
was used to run the banal mill, built 
at the point where the brook flowed 
into the St. Lawrence. Near the 
old mill may be seen the store house, 
barns and sail-making bouse and the 
residences of the employees, and the 
habitans. These buildings are now 
all fallen into decay, and the over­
shot waterwheel has probably turned 
for the last time. When the ship, 
building industry was no longer 
profitable the owner abandoned the 
old house and it was shut up for a 
long time during his absence in Eng­
land .

A tragedy associated with the 
history of this old seignioral home 
is the foundation of superstition, 
which prevails among the habitans 
even to the present day. Although 
enacted nearly a century ago the 
belief still obtains among them that 
the disembodied spirit of the victim 
of this particular “affaire d'honnonr” 
continues to make nocturnal visits 
to the old manor bouse. The story 
as told in the little village is as fol­
lows : One of the early seigniors 
had a niece whose charms had won 
the hearts of both the resident phy­
sician, and a visitor to the manor 
house, who was of high military 
rank. Both were handsome men, 
and received equal encouragement 
from this well favored daughter of 
Eve. It was plain that this state ol 
affairs could not exist for long, and 
they finally bad recourse to the 
“code," which was in those days 
considered the only way for gentle­
men to settle their difficulties. Th 
Story goes that the doctor, who was 
a dead shot, having bad much prac­
tice on the game preserves of the old 
Seigniory easily killed his adversary 
and became the successful suitor for 
the baud of the fair young lady. 
The victim of this unfortnuato affair 
is believed to have been buried be­
neath the trees at the rear of the 
manor house and from his sleeping 
place in the woodland glade, raakse

nocturnal excursions about the place. 
At night uncanny sounds ere heard 
and the present occupants of the 
bouse, grown familiar with these 
accustomed visitations, dismiss the 
idea content.ptuou ly with the re­
mark, “ Ob, it is only the ghost,” 
and compose themselves to slumber.

The foregoing story is a fair ex­
ample of many that hover about 
these old mansions.

As an instance of the wonderful 
bold which the seigniorial system of 
land tenure has even to this day 
upon the habitans, who still reside 
upon the seigniories, the following 
story is told : A dependant farmer, 
who upon presenting himself to pay 
his tithe of one cent per annum was 
asked why he did not buy the farm 
on which he resided all his life and 
in that way become absolutely inde­
pendent in the possession of a free­
hold deed, since he could well afford 
to do so, answered, that the new 
order of things was distasteful to 
him, and he much preferred to pay 
his cent every year, and preserve his 
dependent position. This is not in 
any way a solitary instance and 
shows how deeply the roots of the 
old system are set in the people who 
have for hundreds of years resided 
on these old seigniories. The Seig­
niory L’lsiet du Portage is the prop­
erty of Mrs, John Rankin, of the 
city of Montreal.

Another old seigniory which pos­
sesses many features of particular 
interest, is that known as the Seig­
niory do St. David, situated in the 
heart of the French Canadian coun­
try. The manor house was built by 
the first Wnrtele who came to this 
country and was for many years the 
seat of this distinguished Canadian 
family. The architecture of the 
manor house, while in the main 
possessing the salient characteristics 
of the old French houses has incor­
porated in it many features which 
are distinctly German, thereby re­
flecting the nationality of the builder 
who came to Canada from near 
Stuttgart in Germany. It was in a 
measure a reproduction of bis homein 
that city, being a large square stone 
structure with an enormous roof, the 
whole containing two stories and an 
attic. It was beautifully situated on 
undulating ground, surrounded on 
three sides by the River David, the 
waters of which drove the wheel of 
the old grist and saw mills in the 
neighborhood. It was like an oasis 
in the desert, the country for miles 
around being as level as a prairie. 
The old house was embowered in 
trees and shut in beautiful grounds. 
Toe fruit trees were imported from 
the seigneur’s old home in Germany, 
as were also the grape vines, from 
which real Rhine wine was made. 
At one time this seigniory was 
owned by a French Hugenot, named 
Dr. Calvet, who was said to have 
been a political traitor, and it is also 
said that he received harsh treatment 
from the goverbmenl of Governor 
Haldimand.

The late Judge Wnrtele may be 
considered as “ the last of the old 
Barons,” because he was the last 
seigneur to render “ Foi et Hom­
mage” to the Governor on the suc­
cession to the property in 1853, be­
fore the changes in this system of 
tenure rendered this ancient and 
picturesque custom obsolete. Time's 
effacing fingers have wiped out all 
beauty from the place and change 
and decay bave destroyed the grand 
Lombardy poplars and stately elms, 
which at one time made this one of 
the beauty spots of the Province of 
Quebec.

Another of the ancient chateaux 
of Canada, which is woven into the 
warp and woof of the history of the 
country is the Chateau de Ram- 
mesay, in the very heart of the city 
of Montreal. This building is one 
of the oldest, if not the oldest 
building in Canada, which is 
still in good condition, having 
been erected in the days of Louis 
XIV., and it is doubtful if there is 
another old house in Canada around 
which there clusters so many associ­
ations of bygone days of political 
and social life, not only in the days of 
the French regime, but also since 
the day Canada was won by the 
British on the Plains of Abraham. 
Tots fine old Chateau was built by 
Claude de Rameziy, the eleventh 
governor of Montreal in 1705. Its

site was then in the most fashionable 
quarter of the city. Nearby were 
the dwellings of snob distinguished 
people as the D’Aillebouts, D’Es- 
cbambaults, Barons de-Longueil, 
Madame de Portnenf, the widow of 
Baron de Becancourt. Claude de 
Ramreay was a man of considerable 
importance in the colony, holding 
many positions of trust, during a 
a period of forty years. He mar­
ried Mademoiselle Marie Charlotte 
Deny, who was a daughter of one of 
the most aristocratic bouses of Can­
ada. Within the old chateau were 
held many brilliant entertainments, 
and the leading ecclesiastical, mili­
tary and political dignitaries of the 
state, were entertained within its 
walls, Ii was here that the councils 
of war were held, and it was here 
also that the terms of peace were 
considered. The noble red men 
came to the chateau to air their 
grievances to the governor, as did 
also members of the noblesse, all 
having meted out to them justice 
and good advice by the excellent 
governor de Rsmezay. No parti 
ality was shown by him in his dis­
pensation of justice. Later, the 
chateau became the property of the 
Company of the West Indies, and 
ultimately was bought by the Gov­
ernment as a residence for the gov­
ernors, Daring the time of the Am 
erioan invasion of Canada Benjamin 
Franklin and bis fellow commission 
ers Charles Carrol, of Carrollton,

and Samuel Chase, who were sent 
here to treat with the Canadian Gov­
ernment, resided during their stay 
in the old chateau. Franklin brought 
with bim a printer by the name of 
Meeplet, who set up bis cases and 
hand press in the basement of the 
building, and this is the first record­
ed instance of a printing press being 
operated in Canada. After Franklin 
bad returned to Philadelphia, Mes 
plet remained in Canada, and found 
ed the first paper in the city of Mon­
treal, the Gazette. This building 
bas been more fortunate than some 
of the other ancient structures of the 
country, as it was rescued from in­
evitable decay and ruin by being 
purchased by the Numismatic and 
Antiquarian Society of Montreal, 
who have retained it for the head­
quarters of the society. In it now 
are gathered many of the relics of the 
past, which have found a safe resting 
place from Time’s despoiling band. 
In its picture gallery may be seen the 
portraits of nearly all of the governors 
of Canada before and since the cap­
itulation of Quebec and various others 
connected with the history of Quebec.

The Chateau Bigot, or “ The Her­
mitage,” as it is known among the 
English people of Quebec today, is 
possessed of an absorbing history as 
it has been the abode of both a man 
of the highest and noblest character, 
and once also was the dwelling of one 
whose deeds will ever remain a stain 
on the pages of the history of Canada. 
Within these venerable walls, the good 
Intendant Talon was accustomed to 
call together bis advisers, to consult 
with him with regard to matters of 
state. Those were troublesome times 
for Canada, and she required and for 
tunately had good men at the helm of 
the ship of state to direct her affairs. 
The mother country was very parsi­
monious in her treatment of the 
struggling young colony, and only 
such wise and able statesmen as Talon, 
and the men whom he gathered about 
bim would have ever piloted her safely 
through the critical moment of her 
existence.

The Chateau Bigot or “Beau 
manoir” as it was called when the 
infamous Bigot assumed possession 
of it, was, however, soon to witness 
different scenes than these. Councils 
continued to be held, but they were 
not councils which had for their aim, 
the advancement of the colony. The 
Intendant Bigot, who was hand in 
glove with the members of the organ 
rzation, known as “La Friponne” 
conspired here with his fellow liber' 
tines to rob the colony of the funds 
small as they were, which were sent 
from France. The old halls have 
rung with the drunken laugh of these 
meo during their periodic carousals.

It is told that in this same mansion 
the Intendant had a secret bower, in 
which he bad confined, against her 
will, the Indian princess Caroline 
and it was his habit to exhibit her to 
his boon companions.

Nothing remains of Jt now, but a 
mass of old ruins, around which dus 
ter many tales of romance. Accord­
ing to old prints and descriptions 
was a very stately pile, and was 
built on the same general lines of 
other manor houses, but larger and 
more pretentious, as this particular 
mansion fell in the class known as 
chateaux. It was built of stone, 
gabled and pointed in the style of 
architecture prevailing in those days, 
It was built by Jean Talon, whose 
name will ever be associated with the 
best traditions of Canada. Among 
others who came to the chateau to 
relate his wanderings in the new 
country, was the Sieur Joliet, as came 
also Pere Marquette, and it was from 
here also that the interpid LaSalle 
one of the most romantic figures in 
Canadian history set out to cxVire 
the waters of the Mississippi R 
news of which had been broug . 
Father Marquette. The grounds 
•round the old chateau were patterned 
on those of the Luxembourg. The 
main building was set in the midst 
of exquisite gardens. Fruits of great 
variety grew in the broad fields of the 
estate. The old chateau was in 
measure a striking contrast to the

beauty of the surrounding gardens. 
Sombre and majestic, it rose with its 
massive doors and mullloned windows, 
all of whick were kept barred, oft- 
times holding within their four walls, 
victims who were guests against their 

ill.
Such then Is a brief glance at an 

ancient and effete institution, which 
would be regarded as an anachronism 
to-day, but which in “its day and 
generation” possessed its advantages 

well as its disavantages. As a 
country grows and prospers and be­
comes wealthy, and its people are 
permitted more leisure, for a con­
sideration of the history of the pas!, 
they will find that the material 
appanages derived from such sources 
are small, but the romantic and 
emotional value of them, cannot be 
overstimated. There are to-day 
hundreds of the progeny of these 
ancient seigneurs in the province o! 
Quebec and if these traditions of the 
past serve no other purpose for them, 
they at least indicate that they possess 
a proud and distinguished ancestry 
which will always remain a source of 
rate gratification to them.
