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J[ Great Constitutional 
Step

Before considering the aigni- 
ficânce of the announcement that 
Canada is to be permanently re­
presented in London by a minis­
ter who will attend regular sit­
tings of the Imperial War Cab­
inet, it is well to see just what 
this Imperial War Cabinet 
is and what governmental 
functions it performs. The Im­
perial War Cabinet came into ex 
istenee last year. It is not to be 
confused with the British War 
Cabinet, which is an executive 
body directly responsible to the 
British Parliament for the con­
duct of Great Britains part in 
the war, nor with the Imperial 
War Conference, which is the 
successor of the Imperial Con 
ferences, which were held before 
the war, and which deals with 
general questions of concern to 
the various portions of the Em­
pire. It is a separate and ab­
solutely distinct body, a sort of 
committee or cabinet of Govern 
ments, representing all the do­
minions of the Empire. Its 
membership is made up of lead­
ing members of the British 
Government and of the Prime 
Ministers and other cabinet re­
presentatives of the overseas do­
minions. Its functions are con- 
sulative, not executive; that is to 
shy its decisions are not binding 
upon any of the respective 
Governments represented in its 
deliberations. The freedom of 
action of no Government is in any 
wise compromised or interfered 
with by its conclusions; each 
nation retains its perfect autono­
my. But while it is not an exe­
cutive body, at least not in the 
sense that its decisions are bind­
ing upon the Empire as a whole 
or in part, it is yet a tremend­
ously valuable agency in en­
abling the respective nations of 
the Empire to arrive at conclus­
ions in respect to war, foreign 
and Imperial policy, with the 
full knowledge, understanding 
and sanction of each and all. In 
the old days, Canada and the 
other dominions had little or no 
voice in the inception or direct­
ion of British foreign policy. 
Treaties which might involve the 
whole Empire in war were 
entered into without our consent 
or knowledge, and upon other 
questions of vital import to the 
dominions we were hardly as 
much as consulted.

The Imperial War Cabinet has 
changed all that. Through this 
cabinet, or committee, Canada is 
not only kept informed of all 
that transpires in regard to 
foreign policy, of all treaties, 
pacts and alliances, but she has a 
say in the shaping of everything 
that concerns the Empire as a 
whole. The voice or influence 
thus gained is not secured by 
virtue of a certain voting power 
in the Imperial War Cabinet; its 
decisions are not reached in that 
way. All that happens is that 
before a line of general policy 
which affects the whole Empire 
can be decided upon, the repre­
sentatives of all the self-govern­
ing dominions, are consulted as 
to its desirability from their 
standpoint. And, in this way, 
no policy is likely to be adopted, 
no line of action taken, in de­
fiance of the representations of 
any of the dominions.

So that what the decision to 
have a permanent Canadian re­
presentative on the Imperial War

Cabinet means is this: 
Canada is to be regularly con­
sulted and kept informed in re­
spect to every step taken that 
concerns the Empire as a whole 
The Canadian representative in 
London will keep the cabinet in 
Ottawa in touch with what is 
being done, as well as what is 
proposed to be done, and the 
cabinet in turn, will instruct its 
London Minister . as to whatas
attitude he should adopt upon the 
various questions which arise. 
But it'may be well to again em­
phasize that no matter what de­
cisions of policy are reached .by 
the Imperial War Cabinet, our 
freedom of action will not be in­
terfered with in the slightest. If, 
for example, the Imperial War 
Cabinet1 had reached the conclus­
ion that interference in Siberia 
was desirable, and Canada, re­
presented there, had concurred 
in the principle, the manner in 
which Canada should carry out 
that interference, or whether she 
should interfere at all, would be 
matter for final decision by the 
Canadian Government.

In a word, Canadian represen­
tation on the Imperial War Cab­
inet does not at all correspond to 
the old and discredited idea of 
Imperial Federation, to Centraliz­
ation or to Organic Uunion. It 
simply means that Canada is be­
ing given what Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier demanded in his historic 
phrase, “Call us to your Councils,” 
and what Sir Robert Borden later 
declared to be necessary when a 
a few years ago he told the Bri­
tish people that Canadian liability 
for British defence must involve 
a Canadian voice in the issues of 
peace and war. Ottawa Journal 
Press.

That already found them equally for­
midable. During the German 
offensive in the early spring 
months, the Cananian divisions 
were not engaged; but during re­
cent weeks they have won as 
conspicious a victory as ever fell 
to their lot since the outbreak of 
the war.

“As the mastery of the 
air passes more and more com­
pletely to the Allies, the Ger­
man people will more and more 
realize through war carried to 
their own territories, the martyr­
dom to which they relentlessly 
subjected other nations. It may 
be a hard lesson, but they can­
not be saved from themselves un­
less they are compelled to learn 
it.

“I trust that these mighty de­
mocracies, united by strong ties 
of kinship, language and ideal 
may inspire each other with com­
plete confidence and sympathy

Field Crop Competition.
The competition in fields of standing grain which has 

been carried on by the Department of Agriculture for a 
past number of years, is to be conducted again lor this 
season on a system similar to last year.

Since the inauguration of this Competition the im­
provement in the grain crops of the Province has been 
remarkable. The objects of such work can be enumerated 
as follows :—

To stimulate an interest in the production of pure, 
clean seed of the best varieties of our farm crops, to encour­
age and assist those who are engaged in growing seed 
grain, to show the value of seed selection and the proper 
cultivation of the soil, and to direct the attention of the 
general farming public to the value of cle n seed and better 
methods of cultivation.

The acceptance of all the objects is becoming more 
general as the work becomes more established. With the 
increase of entries and a better fulfilment of the objects, the 
trade for seed grain has grown, both within and beyond
the provincial limits.

As a means of insuring a reliable stand of grain, the 
grower must keep in touch with the treatment of the seed 
and the soil, and it is encouraging to note that with each 
year a greater number of competitors are showing an interest 
in the selection of seed ; the purity of the variety ; the 
treatment of seed for smut ; and the detailed 'work that 
must be undertaken to insure the highest degree of efficiency.
