HALIFAX ELECTION CASES.

Appeal To Supreme Court at Ottawa
Dismissed ,and Cases to Proceed.

i Ottawa, .Nov. 28.—At the Supreme
courf this afternoon two appeals in
elections «were called,
Roche vs, Hetherington and Carney
vs. Hetherington, The appeal was
from the order of the election judges
fixing the date for trial, pursuant to
a former judgment of the Supreme
Court directing that they proceed.
The coufts had held they were with-
out jurisdiction, The appellants, who
were respondent to the election peti-
tion, objected to the order claiming
the petition had passed by non-prese-
cution immediately after the . judg-
ment of the Supreme Court. *Motions
were made to quash the appeals on
the grovnd that they were taken neith-
er from the decisich on preliminary
objections not. from the judgment of
the judges who heard the trial peti-
tion. :

After hearing the counsel, the court
gave judgment to quash the appeals
with costs. This means that the elec-
tion trials will be proceeded with at
Halifax on tHeir merits. But as they
cannot take place while the House is
sitting, Carney and Roche retain their
seats in the House for the present
sesgion. .

DEPARTMENT OF
INTERIOR REPORT

Annual Statement of Minister for
Nine Months Ending March 31.3
Report is Satisfactory.

Ottawa, Nov. 28—The annual report
of the minister of the interior for the
nine month period ending March 31,
1907, ‘was ‘issued today. -The general
result of the year’s operations, the re-
port says, both from a finaneéial-stands
point and as’regards the opening up
anid settlement of the vacant land of
the Canadian west, has been highly
satisfactory. The total revenue of the
department was 278,540, or -an in-
crease of $753,353, as compared with
the corresponding nine months of the
preceding year.

Homestead entries for .the
moriths were 21,647. This is a falling
off as compared with the previous
vear. Basing an’'estimate of the total
number of entries diring the 12
months ending June 30 of this year,
upon_the monthly rate of the previous
nine months, the result would be 28.-
356 as compared with 41,869 during
the year ending June 30, 1906. It
should, however, be borne in mind
that the months of April, May and
June are those during which the larg-
est number of entries are usually
made, conséquent upon the large in-
flux of settlers at that season of the
year. .

Less Railway Lands Sold.

There ‘has been a decrease in the
area of lands disposed of by the rail-
way companies during the past &eéav
1s compared with 1906, but there has
bzen a steady advance in-values since
1906 when it was $6 per acre. As the
value of land is generally accepted as
an indication of. 'the *prosperity of
the country, this advance is very sat-
isfactory when considered in connee-
‘ion with the general development of
the country. Commenting on the im-

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FEDERAL HOUSE
OPENED TODAY

Throne, Forecasting Much Bene-
ficial Government-Legislation

Ottawa, Nov. 28, —The ionrth ges-
siofni of the tenth parliament:of Can-1
ada. was Iormally opened this after-
noon by His Excellency Earl Grey,
the Governor-General. The opening
cerenonies were impressive, the bril-
liant uniformg 6f the militafy. edcort,
the time-honored salute of' guns, and
the magnificent gowns of society, com-
bining to produee a specacle surpass-
ing.that of any previous opening.

In the speech from the throne a fore-
cast of a great volumie or government
legislation is given. " Bills will be pre-
sented i connection with ‘the exten-
sion of Manitoba boundaries, a new
treaty with France, reconsideration of
the railway commission, -insurance,
western lands, Hon. Frank Oliver’'s
Land bill held over from last session,
amendments to post office act redue-
ing rate of drop letters_to one cent,
and amendments to the immigration
act calculated 'to settle the Asiatic
problem. Two important commissions
will report, one on the collapse of the
Quebec bridge, the second on the civil
service,

The Speech From the Throne.

In the speech from the threne His
Excelleney said:

“Gentlemen of the House of Com-
mons,—Again in meeting you at a
period oftyeur migst comyemience, for
the despatch of businessy it givesme
great pleasure 3 be able 0" congin-
tulatéiyou on the remarkahle expan-
siortipf: #he trade of Canada with oth-
er m'u’xmri(‘f, the , total trade of the
past year far excéeding that of any
oi its predecéssors. ‘A gratifying fea-
ture of -this eXpansion wias that the
revenue of the last fiscal period of
nine months was more,than sufficient
to meet expenses of the consolidation
fund, mational tramscontinenta’! rail-
way, capital -and special outlays, and
all -ithé ‘expenses of the Dominion of
every -kind, and leave a balaiice of
over $3,000.000 to be applied on the
reduction-of -the public debt.

“The stream of immigrants coming
to Canada. continues to Increase in
vclumie,” the ¥éar now drawing to a
close showing-a larger wamber than
apy preceding yvear; and # is gratify-
ing to observe the many ‘eoming from
the British Islands.

IN LUMBER CASE

End of Tria! in Sight----Masterly
Presentation of Case by Woods.
Bennett Fights Hard.

At last the end ¢fthe lupdser con-
spitacy trial is in™Sight.’ It was ex-
pectad that the argument for . both
sides would have been compléféd this
forenoon, but when the court adjourn-
ed at 12.30 Mr. Bennett had not com-
pleted, having merely addressed the
court on the points of law involved
and was preceeding to outline his ar-
eument on the facts brought out in
the evidence. His argument will be
finisheéd this afterncon and the ¢ase
will be closed by a brief reply from
the deputy attorney general, who sub-
mitted his main argument yesterday
afternoon.. When the court resumod
vesterday every secat was taken and a
large number -of the members. of t].‘.c
Edmonton bar were present to wit-
ness” the legal batile expected., Mr.
Woods finished his address at 4 o’clock
and was immediately followed by: Mr.
Bemnett. : :

The. deputy attormey general spoke
for two hours in-a condensed and
forceful style.” He began calmly,
speaking in’ a low, pure tone, with
studied deliberation and precision, AS
he proceedsd he warmed up under the
emotions engendered. by his arraign-
ment of the aleged conspirators, and
oradually raised his voice to"the oro-
fund. marshalling his facts and  ad-
vancing his arguments with such tel-
ling effect that the dozen men or s0
implicated in the charge manifested
uneasiness.

Following this movement it was
fourid the Albeérta dealers weté com-
plaining they were not getting suffi:
cient protection, As a result they ob-
tnte(l an increase in the direetorate
of Vhe assoeiation to eighteen, exclu-
Sively to represent Alberta, and the
defendant was one gf the three.

This dissatisfaction led to the separ-
ation of the Alberta dealers from the
western association, and led to ¢
staunch organization in Alberta t-
control prices and-présumably to pro
tect the small dealers, Both the Al
berta ‘dealers and the manufacturer;
saw that a restrieted line of yard:
would solve the question for them
which was done in consonange witl
the policy and declared purpose of thy
A. R. L. D. association. The trie ob
jects oi the association were not un-
covered until Messrs. McNicol & Beck
er. who were the agents of the manu
iacturers, raised the complains witl

Then it was seen that
these men wanted the business, and
were using the . machinery of the
Mountain Millg association to accom
plish’ their designs.

In' the south the association was
used to get the small dealer in the
grip of its organization, while in tl
north it was used to keep men out
of the association and prevent them
fromn engaging in the lumber trade as
was seen in the case .of Filtness, o!
Edmonton, and Gerdon & Gordon, of
Chipman. This was clearly indieat
ed by the circulars of the western
and Alberta associations,

That the organization was able to
kill eompetition was shown by the
action of the Edmonton members of
the association dividing in fhe eity
contracts at list prices.

The Mountain Millers’ association
and the Alberta Retail association
wete controlled by & group of capital-
ists in British Columbia.

Mr, Woods thén referred to the fa-
mous resolution passed at the Edmon-
ton meeting, July, 1906, and sent f«
the millers by the Alberta assogia-
vion. It was sent from the secretary
of one association to the.other, ; B}
it, it was determined to prepare a re
vised .list of dealérs, which wwas in
fact a list of the members| of the Al
berta association. These were in the
eyes of the direefors of the associa
tfon the only legitimate dealers, The
associations had never made any com-
plaint about the manner in which
both Secretary Wells. and, Secretar)
Gregan; had run the business.and as-
sumed the_sresponsibility of : theis
xiots’

o It was true, said Mr. Woods, that
there were several large dealers i1
Alberta who did not belong to the
Retailers’ assoeiation, - but it was be-
cause they were strong enough to fight
tha eembine. :

The deputy attorney-general then
attacked the econstitution and by-laws
of the association, He ‘pointed ot
that the constitution and by-laws of
the A. R. L. D!, association was a re-
script of those of the Westérn associa-
tion, but a little wotse., ¥In'the West-
ern by-laws the retail priee was te
be 20 per cent. above the wholesale
price.

Action was taken as a result of their
conferences and coercive measures ap-
plied to reecalcifrant millers or re-
tailers. / )

The law in the case wag completely
covered in the Elliot case, said Mr.
Woods, The constitution and by-laws
of the Coal association of Ontario,
where the Elliot case arose, were sub-
stantially the same in spirit and pur-
pose as the constitution and by-laws
of the A. R. L. D. association: Hon.
Justice Osler was quoted in the case
to the effect that the right of com-
petition was the right of everyone,
and wag not to be exercised to the in-
jury of others. The Canadian statute
was unique_as there was nothing like
it in Eng#ind.

Counsel for the Defence.

Mr. Bemneft bégan his address at
4 o’clock. ‘He prefaced the argument
with a statement of the tendencies of
the agé towards combination in every
department of human activity, such
as temperance societies, railway and
msurance trusts and trade wnions.
The economic 'conditions of the age
nécessitated combination not to stifle
but ptomote competition. The desid-
eratum in the question was to deter-
mine at what point the combination
became a mendee t6 the community.
He quoted the indictment which mere-
ly stated that the defendants had un-
duly done something to limit the fa-
cilities of buying and selling lumber!
The crown must prove there was an
undie enhancement of. prices and in-
ordinate restraint of trade. The
gravangien of the charge against the
defendants was a cofiSpiracy between
them as members of the Alberta Retail
Lumber association and the Mountain
Mills association to accomplish to the
énhancement and restraint named
above.

In this alleged purpose
he was defeated by the motion of
Becker & Stuart, that independent of
the number of yards, each firm had
only one vote in the meetings of the
ssociation. The language of the de-
claration of purpose was such as to
bring the association within the four
corners of the law, He refuted the
argument that the Mountain Mills as-
sociation econtrolled the A. R. L..D.
association.

“Tf the B. C. millers controlled the
rotail assoeiation of < Alberta,” sn}'d
Mr. Bennett; “then the Crown’s wit-
nesses dare liars.”

The logical outcome of the Crown’s
argument in this'respect was to limit
an individual to inwest his capital in
but one enterprise; He admitted that
the price of lumber in this province
was fixed by the Mountdin Mills asso-
ciation, but it was not shown that
there was any conspiracy, nor was it
shown thdt the Alberta assoeiation had
anvthing to do with fixing these
prices. He pointed cut that MeNicol
the bad man charged with running the
association in the interests of the mill-
men, was the first tognove to have the
application form amended to include
contractors.

HOME AT ELK PARK

Interesting Description of a Visit to
the New Home &f the Buffalo at
Lamont. .

Fort Saskatchewan, Nov.' 29.—Pho-
tographer C. M, Tait, of Edmonton,
hds secured some fine snap-shots of
the famous herd of buffalo.

In an interview with Mr. Tait, who
spent Tuesday at the park among the
bisons, he ‘said: “We had a splendid
drive over a road ‘which was a sur-
prise to me, and which will shortly
be a delight to the automobilist. We
were admitted by an attendant through
the park gateés, and were allowed to
drive to the superititendent’s house,
whaose every care was extended to-our-
selves and horses. Here we found a
delightful—I was going to say “little,”
but there is nothing diminutive about
it—home being built for Superinten-
dent Simmons and his family; a house
that would be a credit.to any of our
Edmonton residential sections. - This |

was ovérlooking, from a splendid bit'
of riging ground; one of thé daintiest
lakes that one could imagine. chni-l
ful islands studded with evergreens,

“As my visit 'wds one of pleasure
and business combined, being anxious
to secure some good views of the
buffaloés, arrangements were made to
have a round up 6f those easily avail-
able for right after dinmer, and just
here, let me say, I was struck by the
great courtesy and generous assistance
to be met with on all sides, from the
superinténdent himself down to the
young lad, his sen, Wwho' was running
about making himself agreeable and
useful. One would imagine for a
moment, that each and all ‘about the
place had mno other object in ‘the
world, but to make one’s visit a de-
light.

“Althongh acecommodation for tra-
vellers is still in an unfinished state,
vet we. were most cordially invited to
sit down to dinner in the workmen’s
dining shack, an invitation which we
gladly aceepted, We were shortly in-
troduced to my first buffalo at close
range; ‘“‘the baby,”” as 1t is called, of
four months, which, having lost its
mother, was being raised apart from
the herd, and hatli become a very great
pet through fhe
had received {rom all about her. Now,
we started on our way around the end
of the lake, near to where a part of
the herd were known to be feeding.
Soon over the hills came a bunch of
a couple of hundred more, headed
our way by Mr. L. Simmons, Atten-
dant Ashby and Major Sweetapple.
who took an active part in the rowid-
up. Here we gaw a genuine exhibi-
tion of some rough-riding through the
scrub, and the men showed thém-
selves very capablé cowboys. My!
what a magnificent sight such a scene
presented, and yet a mere suggestion
of what many of cur old timer friends
have seen on our: western prairies
years ago.  As the buffalo had becomg
accustomed to a team and waggon be-
ing- near them; they passed us. by
without giving the riders much extra
trouble on our account, and went out
on a penjnsula, jutting into the lake
c¢cn whiech I had my camera trained.
To be thus surrounded by some hun-
dreds of buffalo is an opportunity
afforded by no other part of -the
world—a tribute to the wide-awake-
ness of our Federal management.
Needless to say T was enabled to se-
cure some excellent “snaps” of prob-
ably world-wide interest.

“I had heard that the animals were
not "in very good condition, but to
see the herd now is in itself a reifuta-
tion of such a report, for with the ex-
ception of a few old ones that are slow
to accept the opportunities for their
sustenapce ant welfare, the buffaloes
already’ compare fdvorably with the
sleekness and fuollness characteristic
of ‘all northern Alberta cattle.

“Whilst, as, I said; they do not ob-
ject’to a team and waggon being near
them, and a horse 'and rider, if expert,
are safe, vet to go among them on foot
would be like sofnuch suicide,  Hav-
ing -accepted :an.invitation from .ILes-
ter Simmeons to a skate on the lake, 1
had the unique experience oi ap-
proaching the buffale to within a few
feet, feeling perfectly safe, as there
was no likelihood of the bisons tack-
ling the glassy ice.

One of the features of this park is
the beautiful “islands so admirably ad-
apted foer summer resorts.

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ASSAILING THE CREAMERIES.

The Edmonton Journal has been
conducting a campaign against what
it is pleased to call the Government’s
creamery combine, alleging that the
results of the Government operation
of these institutions has been to in-
crease the price of butter. It contends
that the product of the creameries
should be sold throughout the prov-
ince in small lots to retail dealers in
order that the price may be reduced,
and even condemns the exportation of
the creamery product because this has
resulted in ipcreasing the local prices,

The conclf\'ion is correct; the Gov-
ernment management of creameries
and the creamery business has in-
creased the price oi butter. That was
what it was intended to do. If it had
not done so it would have failed in
the purpose, and thé only purpose,
of its inauguration. That was what
it was expected to-do. That it has
done-80 means that it has fulfilled the
expectation under which it was adopt-
ed, If to-day the farmers of Alberta
are getting more for their butter than
they did ten years ago, the blame or
credit lies on the Government for hav-
ing taken hold of the creamery busi-
ness. That the farmers are getting
more, and that the cause of their get-
ting more is the Government opera-
tion of the creameries, the Journal is
witness, . And it is because the Gov-
ernment operation of the creameries
enables the iarmers to get more for
their butter that the Journal con-
demns the manner of that operation
and demands a change of manage-
ment for the avowed purpose of pre-
venting them getting so much.

THE GREAT NATIONAL GRAFT.

High tariff, or ag it is evhsively
called by its. Canadian ~ advocates
“adequate’ tariff, is merely a more
reputable, a more dignified and high-
sounding name for a system of legal-
ised and giganti¢ “graft.”

This term originates in horticulture
and is used to describe the practice
of inserting a branch or cutting of one
tree into another tree, that it may
draw nourishment therefrom, and
flourish at the expense of the adopted
parent-stem. What better illustration
could be desired of the practice of
permitting a certain class of citizens
to insert or en-graft their private in-
terests into the fiscal system of a
country that they may suck the life-
fluid from the its industrial organism,
and prosper at the expense of the oth-
er members?

Stripped of the fine phrases in
which its iriends have sought to con-
ceal its features, high protection is
simply a system whereby a favored
class are permitted to enhanee their
fortunes at the expense of the public
and without returning to the public
any adequate compensation for the
favors granted them, It consists in
permitting certain specified interests
to insert themselves into the €conomic
body and draw thence the means of
an abnormal development.

A tree is grafted, not for the bene-
fit- of -the tree; “but for the fruit the
en-graited branch is expected to bear.
High protection grafts private interest
into national life, not for the better-
ment of the nation, but for the fruit
the graft is expected to produce by
draining the vitality of the nation.
Whatever the defenders of the system
may aver for purpose of argument or
adyance for procuring votes, the es-
sence, the nature and the result of
high protection is the diversion oi an
undue portion of the national wealth
into the hands of the proprietors of
the en-graited interests.

If high protection were designed as
a national measurg and not as a
“graft” for a privileged class, its op-
erations would = mnot. be confined
to the benefit of ecertain  of the
powerful interests of a country. It is
now no longer held by the rabid ad-
vocate that protection must be im-
posed on every kind of commodity
which the people of a nation may de-
sire to import—but only on such kinds
as are produced in the country, and
not even on all of these. This limita-
tion condemns the theory as being de-
signed not as.a policy good .in
jtgeli for the nation, but as a pro-
posal to be adopted by the nation only
in so far as it tends to enable certain
interests in the country to profit by
the disabilities imposed on the ‘peo-
ple of the country.

It must be acknowledged for hLigh
protection- that in practice it gratifies
admitably the greed to which it owes
its birth. That it accomplishes its
yarpose there will be no question, and
oan. be wo need of prosf. The “yro-

S
. v

tected” party, sheltered from com-
petition and enabled to fleece his fel-
low-countrymen at will could scarcely
be else than jubilantly satisfied. There
is no more uniformly successful graft
on earth, no graft that more fully ful-
fills the functions oi.a graft, none that
more surely enriches its . proprietors
or more thoroughly impoverishes the
nation upon which it preys.

A graft, like a tree, *‘bringeth forth
fruit after its kind.” ' An‘apple graft
produces apples—and apples of the
same variety as grew on the original
tree from which the graft was taken.
High protection is born of greed, and
can produce only greed. That it is
a’ graft soon comes to be lost sight
of. The beneficiaries demand its re-
tention as a right, not as a favor, and
make vigorous war upon any who
even suggest pruning it. Enriched by
favor they reward their patrons with
gratitude and return political support
for tariff favors. Apd coming to re-
gard their advantage as a matter of
right and not of favor they view as
enemies of national welfare any who
propose to limit or abolish that ad-
vantage.

This is the condition of things in
Canada to-day. The protected inter-
ests long accustomed to dictate the
measure of their protection view with
alarm the successive prunings to
which the present government has
submitted their grait and exclaim in
alarm that the whole branch will be
lopned off next. Hence the call for
help from the official organ of the
Manufacturers’ association, Hence
the.ready response from the Mail and
Empire, Hence the reassurances from
Mr. Borden that with him in power
all. would be well with the en-grafted
interests. Hence \the renewals of the
alliance and the ré-awakened war on
the low tariff polidy of the Govern-
ment. If the people of Canada want
the great national graft again insert-
ed into the economic system, and
lezt to flourish by the exhaustion of
the national vitality, they know how
to get it.

WILLIAM RANDOLPH'S WRATH.

The New York correspondent of the
London Times has been nosing around
the tracks of Mr. William Randolph
Hearst, and cabling his paper the re-
sults of his investigations.

Hearst said to a correspondent in
the intimation that Mr. Hearst was
chiefly responsible for the Spanish
war,

and I will provide the war,” and

This kind of - clotted nonsense
could “only b: generally circulated
and generally” believed in England,
where newspapers claiming to be
consérvative and reliable are the
most utterly untrustworthy oi any
on earth, In apology for these
newspapers it may be said that their
untrustworthiness is not always due
to intention, but more frequently to
ignorance and prejudice. Any in-
formed and unprejudiced person
knows that the one cause of the
Spanish war was Spain, and that
from the time of the blowing-up of
the Maine in-Havana harbor war
was inevitable, Any inforred and
unprejudiced person knows now that
if war is brought on as peaceful and
peace-loving a nation as the United
States, it will be brought on by Ja-
pan, with, perhaps the secret aid
and encouragement of England.

The attitude of England towards
this country had always been clearly
understood by our people, despite
her professions of friendship. Words,
as President Roosevelt expresses it,
are good when backed by deeds, but
not otherwise. The deeds of Eng-

The Toronto Globe strikes the nail
on the head in declaring that the only
fitting punishment for deliberate bru-
tality is flogging, And it is a nail
that needs to be struck forcefully prét-
ty often. ’A-crime which brands its
author with brutalily at the same time
stamps him as impervious to all cor-
rections but those which appeal to the
brute. The Globe says:

The proper penalty for the crime
of - deliberately inflicting physical
injury is the infliction of physical
suffering on the perpetrator. The
most availabler and appropriate
method of administering this pen-
alty is the good old-fashioned one-of
flogging. It seems useless to try
to extirpate premeditated violence
by mere imprisenment. Those who
commit crimes of this character are
evidently brutal in their own dispo-
sitions, and they have no fear of
anything except the infliction oi
pain. The obviously sensible course,
then, is to flog, and in the worst
cases’ to flog severely and repeatedly.

Two men were guilty of excessive
brutality the other day in their
treatment of a man in charge of a
bank they had entered for the pur-
pose of robbery, The violence was
unnecessary even from their - own
point of view, and was manifestly
an outbreak of pure fiendishness.
Such men, if found guilty, should
be flogged with excepticnal severity
in addition to the penalty of impri-
sonment for burglary. A man con-
victed at \\'innip& of assaulting a
little girl was let off with a five-year
sentence, The period is mnoue too
long, but a gcore of lashes adminis-
tered each year of the term would
prove a more effective deterrent. A
man was convicted in a criminal

court in this city of
brutally beating his wife, and the
judge who tried and convigted him
imposed a sentence of six months’
imprisonment. He told the prisoner
he had permanently injured his wife.
For this he should have had at
last a year with a flogging every six
months. Crimes of violence arenot
on the decrease, and they seem to
be increasingly brutal.  -Flogging
should in all cases short of murder
accompany imprisonment.”

THE MAIN ISSUE.

It should be  recollected - at this
juncture that the manner in which a
candidate has conducted hig private
fortunes is not in issue in the muni-
cipal contest, save in so far as the
manner oi this conduct may reveal
the measure of business ability he is
able to bring to the service of the city.

The issue of the contest, mayoral
and aldermanic, must hinge on the
financial situation of the city. We
have a large debt. We have many im-
provements still to undertake, and
more to complete. Our public utilities
require extension and improvement
even to meet fully the requirements
of the present. Enormous sums must
be expended at no distant date, both
in improvements and in extensions to
the public services to meet the needs
of the. larger city that is to be. At
the same time we are hampered by
the stringency in the money supply.

How much of this expenditure we
ought to undertake next year is the
question of the hour. To the Bulletin
the reasonable course appears to be to
undertake no more than that which
cannot with safety and prudence be
avoided. Sanitary conditions can be
secured only by the extension of the
water and sewer eervices, at least
throughout the most thickly populat.
ed, distriets, Sidewalks must be con-
structed and newly settled streets
drained and graded. The electric light
and telephone.systems, which readily
return a revenue froem the investment
shonld be extended as conditions de-
mand. Contracts actually awarded
must of course be respected if-the
work cannot be postponed. But aside
irom work which we have undertaken,
from improvements of pressing neces-
sity, and from investments which pro-
mise a return, it appears to the Bul-
letin that we should undertake no ex-
traordinary ~expenditures, large or
small, until conditions enable us to
borrow money at a lower price,

A time of dear money is
a trying time on municipal ownership
policy. However . enthusiastic its
friends may be when ample funds at
low rates of interest enable the pub-
lic services to be promptly extended
and efficiently maintgined, the enthu-
giasm is likely to cool somewhat when
residents cannot reeeive électric light,
telephone, or water service because
the money for extensions can be pro-
cured only at exorbitant rates, or not
at all.- For this reason, the last de-
partment in which retrenchment
should be severely enforced, or that
in which it should be the least severe-
ly inaugurated, is that of public utili-
ties. These must be made to fulfil the
purposes of their existence or dissatis-
faction with the policy of mumicipal
proprietorship will soon become ap-
parent. There are several excellent
ways of killing municipal ownership,
Omne of them is starvation,

If it is necessary to maintain the
utilities it is even more necessary to
preserve them and to let our inten-
tions be known. On the same princi-
ple that a man buys potatoes when
they are most plentiful, private inves-
tors buy public franchises when these
are most readily p’rocured. that is,
when money to utilize them is scarce
and costly. For the simple reason
that publie faith in municipal owner-
ship is liable to weaken ‘when muni-
cipally owned utilities cannot be kept
up to the mark, the time of money
scarcity is a favorable time for buying
such utilities. And just because it is
a favorable time to buy them, it is
the most unfavorable time to dispose
of them. If Edmonton is called on
to endure a long peried of money scar-
city, we may expect offers and induce-
ments oi all kind but the right kind,
to part with the publicly owned en-
terprises. The city council ghould be
the first line of defence against such
attacks. It will only be so if com-
posed of members of undoubted loyal-
ty to the principle.

LEAVING IT WITH THE DOMINION
An Ottawa despatch published by
vhe Toronto:Mail ‘and Empire last
week ran as follows:
Special to The Mail and Empire,
Ottawa, Noy. 20.—Hon. Mr. Mon-
teith, Minister of Agriculture for
Ontario, writing t6  Mr. Oliver, re-
2oats his views expressed during the
recent conference at Ottawa, and
expresses the beliéf 'that the Domin-
ion immigration ‘authorities should
now be left in full charge of the

work of distributing immigrants at
Toronto. . Mr, Oliver would
preierred having the Ontario govern-
ment co-operate, as at present, with
his department, believing that any
serious friction between the Feder-
al and provincial agents might easi-
ly be avoided, and that both were
doing good work. But since the
Ontario Government takes an oppo-
gite view, the Dominion department
will how step in and take fuil
charge of the work of distribution
in Ontario.

The denartment already has som:
200 agents throughocut Ontario who
are placing immigrants on farms in
their localities as applications ure
made to them, and the only change
necessary in the present arranse-
ments in order to continue the work
hitherto done By both Governments
will probably be a re-organization of
the Dominion immigration office in
Toronto, which will be established
on a permanent basis under an of-
ficial of the department.

have

Ordinarily, this re-adjustment in
the immigration machinery in Ontario
would have little interest to the West.
But it may be of more interest if at-
tention is called afresh to the story
of which this despatch is the sequel.

Last winter it may be remembered,
the Mail and Empire, together with
some other Ontario Opposition papers,
opened a campaign against the Feder-
al Immigration Department, It was
alleged that Ontario did not get a fair
share of the immigrants. This, of
course, was said t¢ be the fault of the
Government. The officials of the De-
partment were represented as making
no effort to secure immigrants for
that Provinée, as being poorly sup-
plied, if supplied at all, with litera-
ture advertising its resources, and in
the end the claim was set up that the
whole immigration machinery of the
Dominion was adjusted and arranged
to deflect the newecomers irom Ontacio
and bring them through to the West.
Much talk of a super-heated character
was indulged in to portray the Feder-
sl Government’s undying hatred of
Ontario, The only way of escape the
critics could discern from the, suppos-
ed discrimination of the Dominion
officials lay in extending the Provin-
cial immigration system, at great cost
to the Province,

Now, Hon. Nelson Monteith, Minis.
ter, of - Agriculture in the Whitney
Government, riges to knock this ru-
mored grievance most effectually in
the head. He will - suspend the Pro-
vincial distributing agency, and leave
the work entirely in the hands of the
Federal officials: 8o far from extend-

'the Provincial system, he will abol-
!ish it. He does so in the face of a
i proposal - by the Minister of the In-
terior that the Provincial agency be
retained and work in co-operation
with the Dominion agents. He is
content to resign the whole work of
securing a fair share of the newcom-
ers for Ontario to the officials of the
Federal Department. To them he will
also leave the task of distributing the
immigrants throughout the Province
according to the opportunities for em
ployment offering, Apparently the
Whitney Government dis convinced
alike oi the good intentions and the
cfficiency of the Dominion Immigra-
tion Department. They will leave
the immigration work of the Province
in the hands of the Dominion.

AN OPPORTUNITY FOR PUBLIC
SERVICE.

Stringency appears to be a condi-
tion elsewhere than in the money mar-
ket.

It is perhaps natural that positions
whose only remuneration is the plea-
sure of public service should not he
much sought aiter when the service
does not promise to be conspicuous.
It is -dertainly true that where glory
is the sole reward the inducement is
not strong when the prospect of glory
is not great. The alderman mnext
year, in Edmonton or other western
city, is not likely to find opportunity
for service of a rémarkably brilliant
character. The year will not be one
of unusually large expenditure. The
constructive programme will probably
extend little beyond the immediate re
quirements. There is small prospect
cf new civic undertakings of
scale or consequence as to become
monuments to the administration of
the year. Perhaps the absence of such
cutstanding opportunities for service
romoves a potent inducement which
frequently leads men to volunteer for
an office which yields noreward but the
pleasure derived from it, and the dis-
tinction which attaches to it.

Jut if the year does not promise op-
portunities for spectacular service, it

will provide ample scope ior service
of an -equally' valuable and mpre
durable character., If the expenditure
must be smaler than under ‘precedipg
chuncils the more need that it should
b2 carefully serutinized and judicious-
ly apportioned. If the constructive
programme must be less
than in late years, the smaller volume
will give opportunity for
tlre quality.

services extended to meet the require-
ments of the citizens, the council of
1908 will have carried the city through
a crisis with commendable judgment,
will have accemplished a service hon-
arable to themselves and satisfactory
to the citizens.

The opportunity is well worthy the
attention of the public-spirited busi-
nesg men of the city. 1f Edmonton
ever needed the presence of such at the
council board, she will need them in
the coming year.

“Things of that kind, however,would
not 'be expected in econnection with
a case of this kind, connected with
the large business interests of a com-
munity and connected with men who
are engaged in what is, in itself, a
propar business, and one that is of
benefit to the community. fi
Not Expected to Destroy Evidence.

“It would not be expected that men
of that class, more particularly re-
presentative men of that class, would
take part in the destruetion or sup-
pression of evidence. I have stated
before during the progress of this
trial that the mere fact that people
destroyed documents or books is no
evidence so far as this court is con-|
cerned. That those documents or
those books contained evidenee that
would conviet eitrer themselves or
any other person, is quite clear, but
when we find that at a particular
time in the history of the business
about whieh this inquiry is made that
four different people,occupying official
positions in regard to the same class
of business and -the same class of as-
sociation, the secretary of the advis-
ory board in Alberta of the Western
Retail Dealers’ asosciation,the Caigary
director of the Alberta Retail associa-
tion, the seeretary of the Alberta Re-
tail association and the secretary of
the Mountain Mallers ’association, at
jullt- about the same time and with
absolutely no reason that would be be-
lieved by any reasonable person, de-
stroy documents connected with large
and important busimess transactions,
it is impossible to deileve that those
particular individuals did not con-
sider that that evidence, if produec-
ed, would, so far as they themselves
or their associates are concerned,
be of an ineriminating mature. I
simply say this, not that it has any-
thing to do with this case, but be-
cause remarks have been made in re-
gard to the mater before. The mere
fact that that &vidence was destroyed
does not assist me in the slightest in
coming to a ¢onclusion in this case.
We must consider and come to a con-
clusion absolutely upon the evidence
that has been produced, not upon the
evidence that might be produced’ or
the suspicions that various-people or
the court might have in regard to the
conduet of“the business.

No Case as to Western.

“Now, in regard to the charges that
have been laid in respect; first, of the
Western Retail association and  the
conspiracy that has been charged in
connection with them, it will not be
necessary to take up any particular
time in dealing with that class of
offences.  ‘The evidénce has shown,
to my mind, at least, conclusively
that upon the 3lst of December, 1905,
+hat association, as an active partici-
pant in th2 business of Alberta, ceass
ed to be of any effect, and, so far a8
the accused in this case is comcerned,
that after that date nothing was ap-
»arently done in the province.of Al-
berta that would entitle him to be
charged with participation in a
eriminal conspiraey, so far as .the
Western Retail Association is con-
cerned. Evid:nce has been adduced
that would go to show that, if the
course of conduct pursued by that as-
sociation in the years previous to that
had continued during 1906, that it
would be a very proper subject of in-
vestigation,” but, as it has been re-
moved as an active participant in the
affairs’ of Alberta; it does not now
come within the jurisdiction of this
court to deal with that matter.

Will Not Assume Perjury. Charge.

“Then w2 come to the conspiracy
that has been chafged, and upon
which considerable time has been
spent, in regard to the association of
the p2ople of Alberta with the people
of British Columbia and engaged in
the wholesale manufacture of lumber
and the wholesale sclling of lumber
largely in the province of Alberta. It
has been said, in argument, that in
order to find this conspiraey it would
be neczssary to assume that a num-
ber of witnesses, who have given evi-
dence in this case, are guilty of per-
jury. That is always a serious mat-
ter and one that the court does mnot
wish to, and never does, unless under
very strong ecircumstances, Bssume,
and in this particular case I fail to
s2e that the fact of my assuming that
a number of witnesses for the crown,
necessarily called for the crown, had
committed perjury in regard to this
matter, would be of any assistance.
1f the fact of my assuming that wit-
nesses who go isto the box and de-
liberately state that their ordibéry
course of business in rigard to Iafge
busihess dealings \ras to delibately
lie in their business communications
and that in connection with large as-
sociations it was their custom to de-
lib=tately lie and deceive people, for
the purpose of securing additional
menibership ' for those associations
would make that evidence, I do not
know but what I would be justified
in assuming that people who will
malke those statements in the witness
box as to their ordinary transactions
of business, would also swear that
they did’ not rememb:r transaetions
when it was possible that they might
remember those transactions if they
endeavored so to do.

entered into a conspiracy, because
now, they make statements that may
not .be in accordance with the fact,
and, that thereforé it becomes unne-
cessary to decide. asito whether those
statements wera’ trae Jor  weté {'nob
trug. - 2
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There 18 no question that cvidenes
has been given in regard to the con
nection between the Alberta R-:tai
Dualerst’ Association and the Moun
tain Millers’ Association that is of s
very suspicious nature. Ther2 is nq
{Ioubt_ that the course of their deal
Ings 1s such as would probably war
rant the public in coming to th
vongluslon that there was something
behind these two associations of i
nature that was very suspicious, anc
was for the purpose of keeping up the
price of lumber and assisting them i
the conduct of their business to th
r_ktl'lment of the general public. Bu
that is not evidence and that is' nc
ground for finding an agrecment tha
has not been proved. It is quite pos
sible that evidence has been suppress
'erl, quit> possible that evidence ha
been destroyed that would have prov
ed .these circumstances, but that fac
is mo ground for this court coming t
the conclusion that that evidencs wa
in existence; and even if it was, i
no ground for deciding that that con
spiracy has been proved befors th
court on the evidence that has bee:

The Charge Proven.

“The only remaining charge, praeti

That does not con
tain the essence of the crime that i
mad? by the statute - in connectio
with this case. As I understand it
the essence of that crime is that mer
should agree to do something ‘tha
would unduly | prevent comp-=titior
In my estimation, you ean wundal;
prevent competition without raisin:
the price of lumber. These, people i
conncction with the Alberta Retai
Dealers’ Association, assumed b
their constitution and by their ac
fions, to fix a regular price of lumbe
in each of the localities of the pre
vince of Alberta. They assumed tr
do that,;and did do it, so far as th-
rmembers’ of “their ‘association: : wer
concerned; they assumed to fix tha
m a special way, by the action of ¢
1heal dirzctor, who should hawr
¢harge of a particular section of th
nrovince of Alberta, and the evidenc
hows that they succeeded, during th
roupse of their existence up to the
‘ime at which this charge was laid, is
doing that.

Prevented Sale of Lumber.

“They assumed to prevent people
engaging in the sale of lumber in the
Province of Alberta under the protec
tion of their association, and they as
sumed to decide as to where nev
vards should be opened by the vari
ous members of their association, and
they assumed to prevent the various
members of their association - fron
shipping into regions where the prics
l.ad been fixed by the local director in
conjunction with the other members
of the association, except at the price
that  had been fixed by that'local di-
rector. They assumed to prevent the
n-embeérs of thein faissoeiafion, and as
fir as was possible for ithem“to do
did prevent the members of their as-
gociation from cutting the prices that
liad ‘been agreed upon.: It:has been
s1id that these various local dssocia-
tions, ecomposed practically of the
members of the Alberta Retail ‘Deal-
ers’ association,were acting upon their
oWn responsibility. I am unable to
agree with that contention. Where
‘here was a lacal director to each of
these places appointed specially ,and
i* was made his duty to look after
thie interest of those lo~al associations
and where he did do that, and where
those local associations acted in
that way and to the knowledge of the
directors of the larger association,
they are personally responsible, at
least in my estimation, for the actions
that were taken in the various locali-
11es.

As Company Affected Edmonton.

“Now, as to tho<e actions, we find
in Edmonton that it was arranged by
the association as to the price at
which tenders should be put in, and
who, should put them in.

“To my mind ‘there could be mno
sironger evidence of undue lessening
of, competition than the evidence that
was given in regard to the lumber
sold to the municipality of the city
of.Edmonton . on. that occasion in:the
direct interest of .the accused and
within the very knowledge of the ac-
cused. In the city of Calgary we find
that the city of Calgary is desired to
bay luraber and that one firm there,
apparently breaking the rules of the
association, quoted the price of $23.50,
and that he was brought before the
mefibers of the association ‘and this
tender of his held up to him by two
or three members of the association,
officials of the asociation in some re-
gpects, and he was asked how he
could possibly tender at $23.50 for that
lumber, assuming to decide as to how
that man should goyern his own busi-
ness.

Deputy ‘Attorney-General’s Address.
My Aond,—During the eight or nine
lays thit has ‘been consumed in the
riving ‘of evidence in .this case, I
hink it has been sufficiently appar-
mt to ‘Counsel, as well as to those
she have Iollowed the case, that it is
innecessary for counsel in the presen-
+ation of it to dwell in detail upon all
‘he facts or in fact upon mosf, ofi‘the
iacts that have been produced in ‘evi-
ience. From time to time your Lord-
ship has called attention of counsel to
certain discrepancies, and to facts
+hat have come out in evidence,
which circumstance I think sufficient-
Iv indicates that your Lordship has
[;robubly a clearer memory of all the
facts that have been brought forward
than anybody else in the court room,
consequently the task of counsel in
the - presentation of this matter is
very considerably lightened, and it is
not my purpose to dwell in detail up-
sn the eviglence as it has been put in but
merely to indicate the features which
appear to me to be salient ones.that
have comie out in the progress oi the
case; and then-shortly to indicate to
vour lordship what in the Crown's
view the!position of the Defendant is
as a matter of law. We find then the

proved; in \\']lioh case the Crown will
be fc:rced to fall back upon the defen-
dant’s gonnectjlon with the Western
association. Now looking at the mat-
ter in that way we find the defendant,
Clark, appearing as a member of the
AVestern Retail Lumber Dealers’ asso-
ciation first in the year 1901. We find
}l"m in 1904, at all events, a member
of Y_he advisory. board of that asso-
ciation, which, according to the evi
dence conducted ‘the affairs of it in
the territory west of Swift Current,
and we find him in 1906 elected a di-
rector of the association, and agree-
ing to act as such,

T need not dwell upon the constitu-
tion and methods of the Western asso-
ciation except as I will hereafter touch
upon them in relation to the consti-
tution and methods of the Alberta
association. Whatever effort my learn-
ed friend may put forward will doubt-
less be to separate so far as possible
the defendant in Alberta from the
methods and from the transactions
which took place according to the
minute book of the Western associa
tion; the Western- association as it
was crganized, as it continued in 1901;
as it was altered in 1903, down to the
time it was again altered in 1905, was
an indefensible conspiracy, and is an
indefensible conspiracy, as I would
submit at the present time.

No- Difference in Object.

But the change in 1905 from the con-
stitution of 1903 made no substantial
difference to the objects of the asso-
ciation; the expressed object being to
confine the sale of lumber by the
manufacturers in.the mrountains to
the members of that association. With
that object in view Harmonious lists
were prepared of people who,would
acquiesce in that purpose; manufac-
turers who had so signified by .ask-
ing ta be put upon  such @ list
acquiesced in the object desired to be
obtained. The deiendant was one of
these persons whe appeared not only
in his capacity as a member of that
association but. as a manufacturer in
what is known as harmonious lists of
the association. Even after his name
disappears as an active member his
name still continues as what one
vhight ¢all an hatmonious member.
That he was in sympathy with the
constitution and objects of that' asso-
ciation ig sufficiently apparent from
his correspondence. He has stated
in communications  addressed to the
secretary of that association while he
was a director, while at all" events
he was a' member iof the advisory
hoard, that the strength. of their asso-
ciation- lay in the, reciprocal clause
of the by-laws, )

Sudden Conversion Unlikely.

One object,: gng. thing that may be
deduced from such a state’ of mind
in the defendant, i thdt it is not at
all likely, T ‘would submit, that he
would suddenly become converted to
another course of dealing when he
sound himself a member of another
association. That « his ' sympathies
would still remain as they were when
he was a member of the Western in
favor of that restrictive element which
we find so strongly and unblushingly
digplayed in the dealings of the West-
orn association. There was no ;\:ub-
terfuge about the Western association.
There was no doubt in regard to the
meaning of ‘‘legitimate dealer” or
“regular dealer.”” The secretary has
ctated, and it is apparent on the face
of the by-law that the object of the
sssociation was to confine the sale of
lumber to its, members. It is also
cufficiently apparent that to a very
large extent that object was attained.
1t was attained because of the strength
of the organizations in Manitoba and
Saskatchewan  chiefly, afd partly in
lberta. It was attained because the
manufacturer in the mountains could
not withstand from & monetary stand-
point the kind ofi pressure that was
brought to bear-upon him to deal only
with the members of that association.
It must come down then ,so far as
the effectiveness of that agreement is
concerned, to a question: of strength
pf the organization in the last anal-
vsis: however unlawful the agreement
may be, however criminal the agree-
ment nray be, it-will not have effect
unless the assoication has a sufficient
clientele to enable it to enforce its
demands, and see that its complaints
are attended to.

Not Enough Protection,

We find, then, passing on, that in
the vear 1905 for some reason which
not very apparent, other than the
fact that Alberta is some distance
from Winnipeg, the p tection given
by the Western association to its
mmembers, in relation to part of their
territory or jurisdiction, was not all
that was expected of it. It is unne-
cessary to cavil about the meaning of
the word “protection;” it is sufficient-
ly apparent that it was meant to con-
vey what was. said, that is to protect
them frum the sale by a manufacturer
b+ manufacturers to people who were
Jot members of that organization.
{thther there was a great'deal of sell-
ing to mnon-members in ‘Alberta’ or
whether there was not,Js nat in evi-
lence. - We are left to assume that
there must have been some dilatori-
ness either in Winnipeg or some in-
efficiency in the ‘advisory board in
‘Alberta about that time in -attending
to the complaints that were made to
either one of these bodies by the
members here. But it is clear, how-
ever, that there was a certain amount
of dissatisfaction which -was éngen-
dered among the dealers in Alberta,
among thé tmembers cof that associa-
tion in Alberta and other persons in
sympathy with them against the Wes-
tern association. In order to allay
this dissatisfaction, in order to re-
claim the prestige which they had for-
merly occupied in this territory, the
directorate was extended and three
directors were- appointed for the terri-
tary of Alberta alone, one of .whom
was the defendant. A travelling sec-

that they could ask for from the West-
ern association in the way of a com-
plete autonomous organization for Al-
berta alone. But it appears that other
influences” were at work about that
time, the net result of which was to
set at naught the efforts of the diree-
torate of the Western association to
reclaim the ground of Alberta, and to
bind to them the members of their
association in Alberta,

One may assume, I think fairly
that the retirement of the honorary
members of the Western asosciation in
1904, followed as it was in individual
instances by fines imposed upon cer-
tain of their ‘'members, fines * which
even aiter 1904, in the shape of com-
missions these people paid to the
mejmbers of the Western, had some-
thing to do with the feeling of antag-
onism which certain millers in the
mountains entertained towards the
Western associaton,

No Doubt As To Inceotion.

However, there 1s no doubt about
the fact that the inception of tha Al-
berta association was in the meeting
of the mountain millers held in Janu-
ary of 1906, when the president of
that organization in connection with
the discussion, I might say the heated
d}spussnnu upon the line yard propo-
sition, stated as a solution of the dif-
ficulty ““that if a staunch retail asso-
ciation were organized in Alberta to
econtrol prices, that the line yvard pro-
blem would be solved.” This seems
to have been acquiesced in by other
members of that association, and the
digcussion was dropped upon the pre-
sident undertaking to go to Calgary
and establish such an .association as
he had outlined. It would appear,
therefore, that the ground was already
well prepared for the visit of the pre-
sident of the Mountain Millers to Cal-
zary in the beginning of the year 1906.
Advantage was taken of the dissatis-
faction felt against the Western asso-
ciation and mnegotiations were set up-
on foot apparently through the repre-
sentations of the president,-Mr. Jones,
acting in concert with'Mr, Becker and
Mr. McNicol, representations of line
yvards in the Province of Alberta to
form such an association as we have
here to-day. This culminated, my
Lord, in the meeting of February 8th
and the carrying of a motion made by
Mr. F. W. Jones to the effect that an
association be formed in Alberta to
be separate and distinct entirely from
the Western Retail Lumber Dealers’
association.

Not For Protection of Small Dealer.

Now, my Lord, some- effort during
th> course of the evidence has ‘een
made by my learned friend to indi-
cate that this association is mecessary.
for the protection of the small dealer.
So far as one can, gather from the
history of the ipeception and organiza-
tion of it, and so far as one can gather
from the history of it;-of its formation;
this organization is mot for the pro-
tection of the Small dealer at all, . It
was, organized. by the mountain mill-
ers, by representatives of the moun-
tain mills in Alberta. “The organiza-
tion meeting, as Has been gaid by Mr:
Cockburn and  Mr. Thomas in evid-
ence, was “run’’ by these representa-
tives; its. constitution -was drawn up
by these representatives. After its
formation it has been used by these
representatives: and, so far as the evi-
dence that has been given in this case
goes, it has been apparently used by
these representatives alone for their
own selfish purposes, The complaints
that have been put in in evidence, all
of the complaints, about Skead, . the
complaint about Ronney & Odmark,
the complaint about Ambrose, about
Hoaglin, about Smith Bros. and Wil-
son, all emanate from whom? From
Mr. Becker and Mr. McNicol. What
is the conclusion that one must come
to? It is that this association even
to-day is being run by these men, as
the meeting of February 8th was
run by these men in the first place.
It is not by reason of what has been
alleged that the Crown is keeping
back any evidence of any other com-
plaint. that we find this singular co-
incidence. It is apparent from cer-
tain evidence that has been put in
by my learned friend, or brought out
by my learned iriend, evidence given
by the present secretary of the Moun-
tain Millers’ association, that there
are other people in other parts of the
province who get  lumber, but: who
are not members of this organization.
But we hear nothing of those here.
We do, however, hear of Skead. We
did not hear of Skead at all until he
steps upon the toes of Mr. Becker.
Mr. Skead was just as much a con-
tractor before he got the Innisfail con-
tract (if he was a contractor) as he
was aiter. He had been in the lum-
ber business for years. He had
a yard; sometimes there was a fair
amount of material in it, and some-
times there was not, but his position
was no differept in the one case than
it was in the $ther. And yet as soon
as Mr. Skead comes up against Sta-
ples & Co., by getting from the Town
of Innisfail a contract which Sta-
ples & Co. had tendered upon and
wanted, then we see this organization
put in motien; then we see all the
force of the organization brought to
bear upon the Mountain mills: for
what purpose? To crowd Skead out
of business. No doubt the other mem:-
bers acquiesced iny the association, be-
ing so used, but all-I am now insist-
ing upon is that so far as the evidence
in this case goes, the men who are
principally  concerned in using this
organization for their own. purposes
are ‘'members of the mills in -the
raountains. . Ronney & Odmark in
McNicol’s constituency, possible com-
petitors with him, alleged to be con-
tractors! Smith Bros. & Wilson also
in Lethbridge! Nobody up north.
The defendant as member of the Ed-
monton association hasg his affairs to
attend to .up here, and in that regard
he also used the association, but so
far as the evidence goes there have
been no complaints to the mountain
millers about anybody in the mnorth;
the use of the association up north
was rather in keeping men out of it;
keeping dealers from becoming mem-
bers than preventing them from get-
ting lumber, after they had started
their business; after they had been
refused membership,

Exists By Forbearante,

that it is idle, in view of the history
of the organization, to attempt to
urge that the purposes of it is to
protect the small dealer; the small
dealer is to-day in the position that
was prophesied by Mr. Cockburn and
Mr. Sprague in their circular, in tle
grip of this association; the small
member, Mr. Ambrose, any time that
they chose they could crowd him out;
he simply exists by their forbear-
ance.

The evidence that has been put in
here of the ‘connection between these
two organizations, the growing exten-
sion of the line yard system in this
province, is certainly apparent. All
yvour Lordship has.to do is to glance
at the exhibit put in showing who
compose the limited companies, who
are members of this association, to
see that in fact they are controlled
by gentlemen who control mills in the
mountains, and so in its essence this
organization is, as I would submit
so far as the evidence goes, an organ-
ization formed by the manufacturers
to serve their own purposes, and it is
to-day controlled indirectly by a
group of capitalists in British Colum-
bia.

Now, my Lord, passing from that a
moment let us see how this was to
be accomplished. We find these two
gentlemen the controllers, the organ-
izers, active organizers and present
controllers, and when I speak of Mr.
Becker T mean Staples & Co. We find
them, Mr. MeNicol moving and Mr.
Becker seconding a resolutio;: shortly
after the-organization came into effect
on the 8th day of May. That resolu-
tion has been read to your Lordship
I think two or three times during the
course of the trial, and it will there-
fore be unnecessary ior me to repeat
its language here, but there is one
portion of it, one word in it that I
would wish to recall your Lordship’s
memory to, Your Lordship will re-
member that the resolution called for
the secretary to send to the secretary
of the Mountain Mills association a
“revised” list of legitimate lumber
dealers.- Now, my Lord, the secretary
in examination by my learned friend
said that he took all the onus of senfL
ing a list of their members, but in
re-examination your Lordishp he _ﬂd-
mitted and stated when his attention
was -called to the language of the re-
solution that the only list which the
directors could have meant that he
should send to Mr. Wells was the very
list that he did send. And that will
become sufficiently apparent when
one looks at the significance of the
word ‘“‘revised” for what revised list
was in existence, or could there be
in existence of legitimate lumber deal-
ers in Alberta, but a list that was Te-
vised from time to time of the mem-
bers and which' was regularly sent to
the secretary of the Mountain Mills
association. A list had previously
been sent to them. I ask your Lord-
ship to put yourself in the place of
those directors about that board mov-
ing that resolution for the purpose of
seeing what they could have meant
by that language, * They knew that a
list had been sent; they knew that
under the constitution it should beé
revised from time to time, and they
knew that it had been done. Now, my
Lord, no complaint has been offered
about the action of the secretary in
that regard. He was allowed to run
the association much as he pleased,
and it pleased the directors vastly the
way in which he did run it. The sec-
retary had before this made a copy
of a list of lumber dealers which he
got from Bradstréets; made it in Feb-
ruary; he destroyed it it is true, but
he could just as well have made a list
from Bradstreet’s if his intention was
to send ‘a list of legitimate lumber
dealers; but he took mno such_action.
He sends to the mountain-millers a
list of their members and the secre-
tary of the Mountain Mills associa-
tion sends it out to the members of
his association as requested by the
resolution and acknowledges its re-
ceipt to Mr. Grogan as being the re-
vised list of legitimate lumber
dealers,

A ‘“Legitimate’’ Dealer,

N

I would come presently to that ex-
pression “legitimate lumber dealer,”
it occurs more irequently than I had
thought, in fact it occurs in nearly
every case of this kind, The history
of it is somewhat shrouded in mystery
but I think I will be able to trace it
to its proper source. In the mean-
time all T am interested in doing is
to show that in that resolution there
were no instructions given by the di-
rectors to Mr. Grogan as to who were
the revised list of legitimate lumber
dealers; they must have, thereiore,
left* it to him, and they must have
meant, as the witness, Mr. Grogan
himself said, thev have meant him to
send to the secretary of the Mountain
Millg association that very list of deal-
ers which he did senda.

Tracing that again in another con-
nection, we find the same idea crop
up to the knowledge, at all events, of
some of the directors. Mr. Helliwell
writes down as your Lordship will re-
collect on October 16th to the secre-
tary of the Alberta association, and
he tells the secretary that there is a
number ‘of eomplaints from dealers
down the Canadian Northern line be-
cause of the manufacturers in Edmon-
ton, whom he calls dealers, but who
are identified as being manufacturers,
shipping to other than dealers along
that line. And he says in that letter
that up till now the manufacturers
do 1ot know who the dealérs are and
intimates to Mr. Grogan that it would
be well to send a list of suech to the
directors, to Mr. Macdonald or to Mr.
Clark here. i

Mr. Grogan sent a list and sent-it
in answer to the suggestions contain-
ed in Mr. Helliwell’s letter of the
16th October. What does he send?
A list of members again, That is a
fact and he asks Mr. Macdonald in
the very letter enclosing it to bring
it to the notice of the dealers here in
order that those shipping to dealers
who should not be shipped to shall be
put a stop to.

Fixed 'Price Named.

The Western of 1903 included hon-
rary members, that is not included
n this , constitution nor is there any
eference to it. The Western consti-
ution stated in regard to pride lists
bhat “all lumber and timber usually
old in a reétail lumber business is to
ye charged for at not more than 20
er cent. ,over wholesale cost.”” The
ection here is slightly different, “that
il lumber and fimber, etc., shall
e -according to a’ price Hst
wranged by the directors.”
6r. membership in the Association.”
jo far as price lists are conderned
his association was not as philan-
hropic as the constitution of the Wes-
ern association would indicate that
hat association was. Then there are
. few small differences, and a few
mmission, but in the main the con-
titution is quite apparently copied,
¢ we have it in evidence, irom the
onstitution of the Western associa-
ion. ;

The declaration of purpose is copied
n full, and I would call your Lord-
hip’s attention to that detlaration of
yurpose as it throws a great light up-
> the objects and aims of this asso
jation, One of the objects is “to
ix and establish such a price as may
nable him or them to realize a fair
wnd honest profit on all lumber ‘and
;ther material sold by him or them,
wd to‘enter into such arrangement as

_nay be deemed advisable and expe-
lient.”

My Lord, T deny:that absolute right
f the association to so fix and -estab-
ish' prices, and 1 deny the necessity
‘or it. ‘But that is what this associa-
ion bodly and fearlessly says it claims
he right to do. The question will be
vhether this court is going to put its
udieial sanction upon that claim as
well as upon certain other claims
vhich T will refer to.

A Member’s Eligibility.

The next matter whi¢ch I desire to
all your Lordship’s attention fo in
he constitution is the language in re-
rard to the membership.

Now, anybody who is not a
retall lumiber dealer is a consumer ac-
sording to the intention of this.clause
and the object of thé association is to
révént the shipment of lamber. direct
Lo consumers; to preyent shipments to
n-dealérs. Who are non-dealers?
Non-déaleré-‘are persons who would
not be éligible to membership in this
wsoeiation according to the determin-
ytion of the director in the district
shere siiéh persons reside. My Lord,
my mind - sese no.escape. from that
sonelusion, and I therefore think it
g fair to state that what my learned
‘riend is asking your Lordship to do
s to acquiesce in the preposterous de-
nand that this association shall be
he arbiter .of who shall be entitled
0 start in the lumber business in Al-
serta or not.

‘X stotk of lumber, ete), reasonably

Mr. Gordon is refussd membership
in the associatibn for reasons already
itated; Messrs; Ronney ' & Odmark,
e refused mémbership bedause Mr.

Mr,
VicNieol’s conelusion about .them, it
nay have been honestly come to, but
the 1eason that he did not réecommend
heir application was- because he
hought they were mnot financially
trong enough to buy sufficient. lum-
yer to sfart a lumber yard, and it
urned out to be wrong beeause they
lid start a leégitimute lumber yard
fterwardg, even without belonging to
he asseciation. It is a very good ex-
suse when you don’t want a man
o beecome a member that you write to
yim and tell him that the by-law re
uirés him to have an assorted stock
4% lumber reasonably commensurate
vith thé demands of the community
ind that depends upon the board of
lirectors, If the board thinks you
\ave not you are a consumer; there-
ore we claim to have'the right to
1se such strength as we have to pre-

My Lord, can a man juggle witl
language like that? Can a man seri
yusly put forward a claim and car
dpunsel argue that this association it
proper because it only -tries to pre:
vent shipment of lumber to censum-
ars, when in the next breath we find
that “consumer’”’ means this, that, o
the other thing, according to what this
agsoeciation desires the word to mean
at any particalar time; according. tc
théir strength at thas particular time?

It is of no. value, my Lord, in the
lisoussion of this matter to .set up a
straw man; the fact is. that these men
have entered into an agreement ar
they admit, to prevent the shipment
f lumber to consumers, and they say
that they will be the people to decide
who consumers are, . A very serious
puestion may arise in that regard, my
Tord, and it will give them a great
leal of trouble and difficulty. Sup-
pose a man who is a member of the
association writes to the secretary and
says to him: “Mr. Grogan, T am not
roing to stand by your prices. I shall
sell at what price I please;, and where
[ please.” ‘What will happen to the
man? He has agred ien his applica-
tion form to stand by the by-laws.
the form which the directors revised.
Membership shall be carkelled unless
he does so. But whether they did so
or not, a man who would write like
that would be properly stricken off the
rolls of the aBsociation. = No associa
tion could continue to be an associa-
tion; thete would be fio object in hav-
ing a constitution and by-laws at all
if a man openly and pointedly says:
“T am going to  break - every. by-law
you have got.”” Then what would hap-
pen tg him, my Loig? He is still a
lumber dealer; he isfstill a man with
a yard; he may even have a number
of yards; he may have. established
*his yards here, there and everywhere

(in direct conflict to “by-law No. 6, as

“

to ““where lumber may be sold.” There
ia no doubt that he is a lJumber deal
er, my Lord? 1Is this association to
exist for his protection?: Are.they go-
ing to také no steps against such a
man? If that is the claim, my Lord,
theri the members of this association
are, paying $15 a year each, and pay-
ing a secretary $600 a year for what?
To benefit somebody who does not be-
iong to the assoeiation? That is what
it comes tq. Either a- man is a con-
sumer or he is not a consumer. Eith-
er such a backslider is entitled- to
havg no action taken against him, or
he is in such a position that the as-
sociayion would feel justified in tak-
ing such steps. If the association takes
no steps against him, -then it would
‘be much better for @ man to be a

free trader;. He gets all#the protee-

tion; the prices are kept up for his
benefit; he :can s¢l: lumber where,
when and at whaf price he pleases,
while his brothér in the same fown
has to sell at a price fixed by the di-
tectors of thé association, and can
dnly sell at points where he has got
membership for his yards and at the
same price as it is being sold at other
points, 7

Why These Chains, Then?
" Is your Lordship going to believe
that men bind themselves in chains
unless it were for their mutual inter-
dstg?..- The association has no object
if that be so. Such a supopsition is
obviously incorrect. What then?

What position would such a back-
slider be in? He is-a man Against
whom the -assoctation would be justi-
filed in taking steps to prevent him
from gefting his lumber; that is th=
anly . ‘yay they could affect him; it
is the only club that they could use.
Then if that be so, then he must be a
densumer, and that is the body and
the only body that these men claim
they are preventing . the mountain
millg from shipping to.. Membership.
my Lord; as soon as a member accord
ihg to by-law No. 10 ceases, according
to the judgment of the board of direc-
tbrs again. to have a stcck of assorted
lamber, ete., reasonably commensuf-
ate with the demands of the commun-
ity.in which he lives, in the language
af the seetion, then they may declare
him to.be no lenger a member of the
#ssociation, and his membership shall
thereupon cease, What abous such a
man? Would he then become a con-
sumer; he would become a consumer
pecause the board of directors thought
that . he did not have a reasonable
gtock. of lumber, etc., commensurate
with the demands oi the communify
ih which: he lived.

That, my Lord, is what is involved
jn the proposition, in this way, and
there is no logical escape from it.

A Brzzen Clalm.

The <claim mmade . by my learned
friend and his client that judicial
sanction should be given to them in
that regard, I can describe as nothing
slse than brazen and unheard of. Was
nembership. only refused because the
nan had not ‘a stock reasonably com-
nengurdte with, the demands of the
sommunity?

Becker, Such a Harmless Man.

Teachers who have been in the em-
ploy of the board for not less than
one vear under the present schedule
shall receive at the New Year “the
salary of the point in” th2 new sche-
dule approximating most closely to
the salary they would have weceived
under the old schedule.

Changes in annual salary shall be
made only on January 1st in each
year. Teachers whose engagement
begins at any later time of year shall
receive on DPzcember 31st of the
second year such proportionate addi-
tion to initial salary as their service
over one year shall entitle them to;
and shall receive the salary of the
second vear of segvice from the fol-
lowing January.

In the case-of principals of tem-
porary schools working on the salary
of assistant teachers, this  schedule
shall b2 made retroactive to August
27th, 1907.

The board, on the recommendation
of the school management committee
and superintendent, may engage tea-
chers of experienée in town or city-
graded schiools 6f eight rooms and
over on a standing not above that of
two ycars’ experience under the sche-
dule of- the boa-d.

They may require provisional se
vice of six months in the -case
teachers without graded school
perience before being admitted
service.

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STIRRING TRIP IN THE FAR NORTH

George F. Caldwell on Rind of the
Miles,—Had Very Little

Scarce.—Interesting Account

Provisions for the Journey.—Was Sent
by the Government to Report on the Character of t

Ottawa, Nov. 29—A stirring record
of endurance, courage and daring is
contained jn a report of a thousand-
mile trip through the frozen winter
wilderness of Canada’s northland, re-

ceived recently by the Royal North-|

west Mounted Police department at
Ottawa. In 1906 George F. Caldwell
was commissioned to- report on the
character of the land, the lakes and
the streams which lie back from the
western shore of Hudson’s Bay. The
beginning of January found him at
the Cape Fullerton police post, at the
extreme north vf Hudson’s Bay,where
a steamer had landed him. He had
been there the year before, under Mr.
Low, on the Neptune -expedition, On
that occasion he was despatched with
five natives and two dog sleds to Wag-
ner Inlet; a hundred miles +to the
north of Fullerton. He mapped the
shore and returned, after an absence
of fifty days, with some four hundred
miles of travel and exploration to his
credit. In his story of the Neptune
Mr, Low says that Caldwell “on this
trip did a large amsant of excellent
work in surveying ti-» coast line and
examining the rocks along the route.”
In 1906, however, Mr. <Caldwell
found his situation vastly different
from that of the year béfore. He was
on the rim .of the Arctic region in
mid-winter, with almost a thousand
miles of frozen and practically unin-
habited wilderness between him and
his destination, which was nearly a
thousand miles to the soutn,

Pack Dogs Scarce.

Neither knives, guns, ammunition
nor finery, so dear to the heart of the
Esquimaux, would induce them to
part with the few dogs which an epi-
demic had spared them. Undaunted,
Caldwell gdetermined to go through
with his "enterprise. By dint of per-
suasion and bribes'/he hired two dogs
and bought one pup from the Fuller-
ton natives, and then, by promising
to take through the mail, persuaded
Sergeant Haynes, who was in charge
of the police post, to let him have
the services of six more as far as the
native settlement at Chesterfield.

The start was made on January 8,
and without serious mishap Chester-
field was reached on the 19th, a dist-
ance of a hundred and eighty miles.

At Chesterfield the natives were
found to number forty, twelve of them
being men. Disease had broken out
among the dogs there, leaving only a
remnant of the teams, which the na-
tives regarded as more valuable than
anything the white man had to offer.
After negotiations which lasted for
two ‘days, Mr. Caldwell succeeded in
purchasing one more dog and got the
loan: of another for the trip. , Thus
he found himself the possessor  of
five dogs when nine constitute a team.

A couple of days later a remarkable
native arrived on the scene from the
hunting ground with five dogs and a
load of skins which he was taking to
Fullerton to barter with the police.
He had traversed practically the
whole extent of Canada from the Arc-
tic ocean to the international bound-
ary, Eight years before a traveller
named Clifton had got Ahtunaha to
accompany him to Churchill, and had
then induced him to go on to Winni-
peg, where the nativg had, Mr. Cald-
well says, been left without funds.
The Hudson’s Bay officials, who are
still the guardians of the northern
natives, took charge of Ahtunaha and
sent him back to Norway House.

Lived in lce House.

The climate there was too tropical
for him, for Caldwell says: “While
waiting at Norway House Ahtunaha
was so affected by the heat that the
doctor had to allow him the privilege
of living in the company’s ice hquse
until such time as the boats descend-
ed the river to York Factory.” The
next time Ahtunaha journeyed with a
white man it was to the north. He
was one of the natives who accom-
panied David T. Hanbury on his trip
along the Arctic eoast. He was once,
too, the bearer of a famous message,
for it was he who brought in 1904 from
the Norwegian exploring ship Gjoa,
«hen wintering off King William land,
she letter which stated that the mag-
1etic pole had 'been located and sur-

veyed, and that the ship was in a
fair way to accomplish the northwest
passage, which she did the following
year.

“A better companion for such a
journey as that to Churchill no man
could want,and beside Ahtunaha own-
ed five dogs. He finally consented to
accompany me, promising to secure
another man to travel with us. He
insisted, however, that it would take
his wives at least six days to make
boots, mitts and renovate his clothes
for the trip.”

The Coppermine trip,which won Ah-
tunaha, is the last thing in the world
which would attract any sane and civ-
ilized man. It meant a two thousand
mile tramp after the dogs across the
barren lands just south of the Arctic
ocean. The Coppermine is the river
on which the first expedition of Sir
John Franklin came {c grief, and it is
there that men starved, froze and
were killed and eaten. Yet for this
Ahtunaha agreed to, go five hundred
miles south with a white man and
then return to his peopte,

Mr. Caldwell went back in August,
1906, with Major Moodie in the Ad-
venturer. He was last heard from at
Baker Lake, which is at the head of
Chesterfield Inlet, bound, with Ahtun-
aha, for Coronation Gulf, on the Arc-
tic ocean, and from there up the Cop-
permine to Great Bear lake, and
south to Edmonton. They should be
heard from this wingter. The third
member of the party was a young
man, Patico, secured by Ahtunaha.

Scarcity of Provisions.

On the second day of February the
thrge men left Chesterfield and set
their faces southward on a journey
across five hundred miles of uninhab-
ited, snow-covered wilderness, with an
equipment pitifully inadequate. A

They had killed fifteen
cariboo and eight deer, and the .nen
and dogs had lived on thoze twenty-
three animals. g

Dogs Without Foa.l.
For sevén contiiurs days 1ha aogs
had nothing to eaf, and &t the (od ¢
that time they had been fed the littie
fat which was being used as fuel for
the cooking lamp after the coal oil
had been consumed. This was on
the eighth of March, and in speaking
of that critical time Mr.Caldwell says:
“What seal oil we had left was pour-
ed into ten little holes we made in
th'z snow; then we turned the dogs
loose. It gave them a wvery light
meal. I had five fish which I had hop-
ed to bring through in a frozen state
as specimens, 'One fish was fed to
each of our five best dogs. I wanted
t> feed them What biscuit we had left,
but Ahtunaha made a-vigorous pro-
test and I yielded. In any event, it
would have given them only a bis-
cuit and a half apiece. The four
miles we made today were inland, and
I told the natives we should keep this
course until we reached the rising
ground where caribou were almost
sure to be found, To sum up the sit-
nation, we had left twelve biscuits;
our oil was gone; from this time for-
ward we could look only to frozen deer
meat, raw,until we reached the woods.
The dogs havé mnot eaten for seven
days.”
Bande of Caribou.

The
ccumu'ation of meat at this time
was fortunete, for the weather got so
bad. that it was impossible to move
from the snow shelter which had been
hrown up.” For six days they were
there, and of that time Caldwell
rites:  ““Have no thermometer, but
have learned since that on the 17th,
13th and 19th of March, when we were
torm-stayed, it was 50, 52 and 50 de-
grees below zero at Churchill.” The
rest must have done men and dogs
gzood, for on the 2lst they made 20
niles, but on the following day had
t> stcp and hunt, as the meat was
gone.

Trees of the North,

The event of the 23rd gives an idea
f the country, for Caldwell writes:
“We saw a line of trees this evening
firough the glasses after having made
eighteen miles.” On the 24th they
“camped among the trees this even-
ing and dried bedding and clothing
with the fire we were able to make.
A\t mid-day we crossed the mouth of
the Little Seal river at a point where
it is about three-fourths of a mile
wvide. This is the river which the
Parlenuots wuse as a white whale
trap.”” On March 25, two days from
Churchill, Caldwell notes: “For the
last two days we have been travelling
‘o and parallel with a line of trees.
They are miserably small, and the
lead ones are hard to find.”

At mid-day on March 27, the men
md dogs, their long journey finished,
charged into Chuftchill in the teeth of
1 gale, and found rest, comfort,
warmth and plenty at the post of the
Mounted Police and the depot of the
Hudson’s Bay compa.y.

“Among the game animals which
rcam the country to the west of Hud-
son’s Bay,” writes Mr. Caldwell, “the
barren ground caribou holds the first
place easily. One curious feature in
connection with the barren ground
caribou, wherein  he differs greatly
from the rest of his family, is that
10 matter how thin he may become
the meat is really good. The musk
ox is no longer seén in this stretch
of the country. It is safe to say that
you would have to go inland at Jeast
two hundred miles before finding
them,

The Country’s Animal’s.

“Outside of the wolf and the white
fox the country is practically destitute
ot fur-bearing animals. The arctic
fox is much more plentiful than the
wolf and quite a number are trapped
or shot by the hunters. Like other
animals, the fox has his years of ad-
versity, and some years scarcity of
food and distemper thin them out.

“The natives living betweén Fuller-
ton and Churchill, who claim and ex-
ercise hunting rights to the coast of
Hudson’s Bay, arg divided into four
tribes or mucts: the Ivelies, Kenape-
too, Sownektp and Parleymuets.

“The Eskimo is naturally of a good-
natured, easy-going disposition, yvet at
times a feud is followed up with a per-
sistenee which would elicit’ the ad-
miration of people living in warmer
climates. i

Esauimaux Abduction,

“Witnesa the case of Ackpee. He
and his brother were out hunting and
had left their wives in the igloo. Dur-

{ing their absence a party of natives

travelling through the country stop-
pe(} at the igloo. The travellers were
well acquainted with the wife of Ack-
pee’s brother, and she belonged to
their tribe, They tried to persuade
her to forsake her husband, and
gentler methods failing, carried her
off ©oy ‘force. Ackpee got to the igloo
first, and from his wife learned of the
abduction of his brother’s kewuk
wife). He lost no time in starting
after the party. He overtook them
the next day, and entering their snow-
house,expostulated with them on what
they had . done and insisted that they
gshould give the woman up. One of
the party, so Ackpee stated, started
for him with a knife and Ackpee shot
and killed him. He followed this up
by killinig the rest of the party, five
in all, and took his brother’s wife back
with him. Since thatgtime Ackpee was
killed in 1904. and his brother was
killed by Keheskloth in the spring of
1205. Keheskloth was killed by others
of Ackpee’s family in January, 1906,
and the fued is still going on. How-
ever, murders, such as mentioned
above, are of rare occurrence, as the
general good conduct of the -coast
guides would indicate.”

Mr. Caldwell located a mumber of
lakes and streams. He reports that
in many of them there are fish in
commercial quantities.

The Indian
school was broken into and the occu-
pants of one of the girls’ dormitories
w.re intoxicated and outraged by a
band of young roughs, and gambling
and vice have been rampant at Kamj
sack, where Indians, whites and half
breeds have indulged in orgies.

In the Inguest Into Clover Bar Eridsy ‘

Fatality, in. Which Charles Be:l |

Was Kglled By Dynamite Explo-|
sion.

Ap inquest was held yesterday
morning by Conorer Dr. Forin on the
body of Charles Bell, who was killed
the previous evening by the explosion
of a dynamite cartridge at Clover Bar
bridge.

Tha inquest took place at the en-
gineer’s office at the construction
camp. The jury was as follows: Isaac
McClure, George R. Oake, Frank
Strickey, Thomas Cathberton, Alex.
McDonald and George Ash. A verdict
of accidental death was returned.

The principal witness was August
Tienmann, who was associated with
Bell in the work around the powder
house,

He testified as follows: “I have
Leen employed about a month at the
works, My work was handling and
looking after the dynamite for use
by the company. Bell’s cceupation
was similar to that of mine. He told
ue he had had about 25 years’ experi-

last saw him at work between 3.30 and
3.45 on Wednesday afternoon. He
told me he was going to bring stuff
down to charge three holes. He
went into the powder house some dis-
tance irom the camp. The shack
where the explosion took place was
for taawing. out powder, and- putting
caps on the fuses, At the time of
the explosion there were three quar-
ters of a box of unthawed and seven
sticks of thawed dynamite in the
shacl, The unthawed dynamite in
the box did not explode, I should
say that four sticks exploded. We
use three or four sticks at a shot.
Bell was fairly careful so far as I
know, but at times he was somewhat
careless, and just the night before I
told him to be more careful, as he
lit the stove with coal oil with dyna-
mite on top of the stove at the time.
We thaw out dynamite by taking hot
water irom the engine just as hot as
we can keep -a hand in it. After it is
thawed out, we put the powder in a
dry pail, and this pail we put in an-
other pail standing on the stove with
hot water it, and keep it warm
there. I heard the explesion some
time about:four c’elock. I was at
the time in excavauion of Pier No.
13 ard was surprised to hear that the
accident had occurred by him hand-
ling dynamite, for I considered him
a competent man at such work. No
caps exploded during the explosion of
the dynamite.

W. M. O’Brien, superintendent of
construction work: “I was standing at
the ganging when Irheard the explo-
sion. I ran down to the powder house
and went inside. I saw Charlie Bell
lying on his face with his head against
the door. His left hand had been
blown off and his face badly bruised.
Bell was employed with us since July.
I wouldn’t allow him to handle dyna-
mite ii he showed any signs of liquor.
I always impressed en him the need
of care when handling dynamite. Bell
lived about half an hour after the ex-
plosion, but did not recover conscious-
ness.”’

Dr. Hislop testified that he found
the deceased dead with evidence of
internal violence. There were numer-
ous contusions and lacerations chief-
ly on the left side.

Kenneth Murray testified to finding
the Lody as described by O’Brien.

The jury after deliberation brought
in the following verdict: “That Chas.
Bell came to his death by the acci-
dental explosion of dynamite which
he was handling, and’ we exonerate
the company from all blame in con-
necticn therefore, as they had taken
every precaution against accident.

GREAT ORE CENTRE
: AT KEY HARBOR

Canadian Northern Will Run Line
Into Mines and Carrying Iron to
Georgian Bay for Trans-shipment.

Bulletin Special.

Key Harbor, Ont., Nov. 30.—A not-
able step in the d:velopment of Can-
ada will be accomplished next spring;
when Key Harbor, on the north shore
of Key Inlet, will b2 a busy port.
Everything is in shape here to con-
tiuue, after the freeze up, th2 build-
ing of the ore docks, which are to be
the foundation of the port, and irom
which th2 product of the Moose
Mountain mines will be shipped to
Cleveland and other American ports.
| The mines, thirty miles north of Sud-
| bury, are already piling up ore for
{ shipment as soon as - the Canadian
! Northern Ontario Railway iz able ‘to
carry it.

The  strong position of the Moose
Mountain ore, owing to its high per
centage of iron, is improved by the
location of the mines. They are
about the same distance from navig-
able water as the iron ranges back of
Duluth, but are ovar five hundred
mides nearer coal and smelters than
Duluth will ever be.

The Government st2amer ‘‘Bay-
field”’ has about completed the survey
work for the harbor and its ap-
proaches. The entrance from Geor-
gian Bay will be quite simple, only
four ranges for the guidance of ves-
sels b2ing nccessary, the last running
straight into the dock. . The bunj_»'s
and lights are ready to be placed in
position.

Th> six miles grading from the
main line of the Canadian Northern

THE COAL MINES IN
EDMONTON DISTRICT

Twenty-six Mines With a Daily
Output of 2,620 Tons, which Could
be Doubled in a Month.

According to the provincial govern-
ment records there are at the present
time- some 26 coal mines in operation
in the Edmonton district, and it is
estimated that the daily output of
these mines is in the vicinity of 2,620
tons, which output could be doubled
on 30 days’ notice.

Twanty-five per cent. of the mines
can produce daily from 100 to 500
tons, while fifty per cent. can produce
up to 100 tons per day and the bal-
ance from 30 to 50 tons per day.
There is available for export at least
1,000 tons of coal per day at the pre-
sent time. Edmonton during the last
wintzr exported coal to Winnipeg,
Dauphin, Prince Albert, Saskatoon,
Regina, Battleford, Vermilion, Vegre-
ville, Daysland, Wetaskiwin, Calgary
and intervening points, and is doing
the same this year.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8

and 26, not reserved, may be home-|

steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may
however, be madé at an agency on
certain conditions by the father, mo-
ther, son, daughter, brother or giste:
of an imtending homesteacer.

An application for entry or cancella-
tion made personally at any- Sub-
agent’s office.may be wired to the
Agent . by the 'Sub-Agent, at . the
eéxpense of the applicant, and.if the
{fand applied for is vacant on treceipt
of thé telegram such application ie
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail

Jn case of ‘“personation” or fraud
the applicant will forfeit all priority
of claim or if entry has been granted
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must
be made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
tion will be received from an indivi

dual until thiat application hag been|

disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse-
quent to institution for cancellation
proceedings, the applicant for cancel-
lation will be entitled, to prior right
of entry. .

Applieation for canecellation must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default,

A homesteader whose éntry is not
the subject of cancellation proceedings,
may, subject<-to the approval of
Departmeént, relinquish it in favow
of ifather, mother, son, daughter.
brother ~r sister, if eligible, but tc
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions under one oi
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the térm of three
years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform thee required residence
dutieg by living on farming land own-

ied solely by him, not iess than eighty

(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity ef
his -homestead. Joint ownership in
(3) If the father (or mother, if the
land will not meet his requirement.
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less
tl_)an eighty (80) acres in extent; in the
vieihity of the homestead, or upon a
homestead entered for by him in the
vicinity, such homeésteader may per-

formi his own residence duties by liv-

ing, with the father (or mather).

(4) The term wicinity in the two pre-
ceding paragraphs, is defined as mean-
ing--mot- more.than pine miles in a
direct line, exclusive of the width of
road allowances crossed in the mea-
surement,

(5) A homesteader intending to per-
form, his residence duties in accord-
ance with the gbove while living with
parents or on farming lahd owned by
himself must notify the Agent for the
district of such intention.

Befere making application for pa-
tent the settler yfust give six months’
notice in writing t0 the Commissioner
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his
intention to do so.
